H e ' s  t r a i n e d  in  b r a i n s  a n d  s u r  - 
g e r y .  S o  t h e r e f o r e  h e  a p p l i e s  b r a i n s ,  g r a y  m a t t e r ,  a n d  s u r g e r y  
a n d  f o r c e  a n d  e l e c t r i c  s h o c k .  N a t u r a l l y ,  h e  a p p l i e s  t h e s e  t h i n g s ,  
b e c a u s e  h e  d o e s n ' t  u n d e r s t a n d  t h e  m i n d  a t  a l l .  H e  h a s  n o  p r o p r i -  
a t o r s h i p  o v e r  t h e  m i n d .  H e ,  a s  a  m a t t e r  o f  f a c t ,  i s  n o t  t r a i n e d  in  
t h e  m i n d  a t  a l l ,  h e ' s  t r a i n e d  in  t h e  b r a i n .  H e  k n o w s  i t  o c c u p i e s  
t h e  s k u l l ,  a n d  y o u  c a n  d o  t h i n g s  t o  i t  a n d  h e  c o n s i d e r s  t h i s  
m e n t a l  h e a l i n g .

The s a f e  t h i n g  to  do i s  to  jum p off the  
G old en  G ate B r id g e  -  b e c a u se  it  c o m e s  under the head in g  of the  
sa fe  so lu tio n . Sounds h ig h ly  d a n g e r o u s , d o e sn 't  it?  T he fa c t  
i s  th ey  v e r y  o ften  go in o v er  th e ir  h e a d s .

T hat c h a r a c te r iz e s  c a s e s  (w h eth er  in d iv id u a l or group) that 
p eo p le  a re  having any tro u b le  w ith , or a re  having  any tro u b le  in  
a s s is t in g .  One h as s im p ly  adopted  a good  sa fe  so lu tio n  and the  
o th er  one h a s adopted  a d a n g ero u s so lu tio n  b e c a u se  it  is  s a fe . I 
know it  d o e sn 't  m ak e s e n s e ,  th a t's  w h a t's  the tro u b le  w ith  it.

B u t h e 's  n e g le c te d , in  
h is  o b s e s s io n  w ith  h is  sa fe  so lu tio n , to  sp en d  any of it  in  o rd er  
to  l iv e .

So - a s  a tten tio n  b e c o m e s  m o r e  and m o r e  c o n c e n tr a te d , it  
b e c o m e s  l e s s  and l e s s  s e n s ib le .

T he A r a b ­
ian  r u le r ,  e v e r y  now  and th en , w o u ld  be c a llin g  up p o e ts  to  h elp  
h im  out in  h is  e f  f  o r  t s to  r u le  a f le a -b it t e n  p o p u l a t i o n  w h o se  
fa v o r ite  p a s t im e  w a s  e x e c u tin g  r u le r s ,  and th ey  w o u ld  c o m e  up 
w ith  su ch  th in g s , as: "T hat, to o , s h a ll  c o m e  to  p a s s  aw ay. "

T he f i r s t  c a s e  in  p o in t i s  M .B . w ho p r io r  to  co m in g  on c o u r s e  
had a p r o b le m  w ith  c o m p le tin g  h e r  M ath C o u r se  sh e  had s ta r te d  
s e v e r a l  y e a r s  a g o . W e d id n 't know  th is  w a s  the p r o b le m  but sh e  
s e e m e d  to  b e w o r r ie d  about so m e th in g . She a long w ith  o th er  
stu d en ts  d id  the f i r s t  p r o je c t  w h ich  w a s  to  m ake a l i s t  o f p r o b ­
le m s  th en  p ick  the p r o b le m  th at th ey  co u ld  (each ) m o s t  co n fro n t  
and w r ite  a l i s t  of so lu t io n s  fo r  that p r o b le m . A fter  t h is ,  to  
p ic k  th e  so lu tio n  th at i s  b e s t  f it te d  or w ou ld  b e s t  s o lv e  th e  p r o b ­
le m  and th en  do i t !

W e ll, a s sh e  b egan  to  w r ite  th e  so lu tio n  fo r  the p r o b le m , the  
p r o b le m  b egan  to  s o lv e  i t s e l f ,  so  sh e  sa id . It took  s e v e r a l  d ays  
to  g e t  i t  s o lv e d , but by th at t im e  i t  w a s  the end o f the c o u r s e .  
W hen sh e  took  h er  end o f c o u r s e  t e s t s  i t  sh ow ed  a  b ig  im p r o v e ­
m en t and h er  c o m m u n ic a tio n  w a s  b e tte r  in  c l a s s ,  h er  coa ch in g  
w a s im p r o v e d  and sh e  w a s v e r y  good  a s  a  stu d en t.

A n oth er  c a s e  w a s C .B .  w ho s ta r te d  the c o u r s e  to ta lly  w ith d raw n  
and v e r y  unhappy w ith  the w o r ld  in  g e n e r a l. She found th at h er  
p r o b le m  w a s  the o ff -sh o o t  of a b ig g e r  p r o b le m  that had b een  un ­
so lv e d  fo r  a long  t im e . She m o v ed  out of apathy, h er  c o m m u n ­
ic a t io n  c a m e  w ay  up so  that i t  w a s  s u r p r is in g  to  s e e  h e r  p a r t ic i ­
p a te  w ith  su ch  v ig o r . She sto p p ed  w e a r in g  h er  g la s s e s ,  a s  sh e  
found that sh e  n eed ed  th em  o n ly  fo r  rea d in g  and had b een  w e a r ­
in g  th em  in  o rd er  to  k eep  a b a r r ie r  b e tw e e n  h e r s e l f  and o th e r s . 
She h as gon e on to  tak e  the C o -A u d it  p r o g r a m .

F .B  i s  an oth er  stu d en t w ho had d if f ic u lty  w ith  co n fro n tin g  
o th e r s . He had a c o m p u ls io n  to  s m ile  w h ich  w a s  h an d led  in  about 
20 m in u te s  ! H e had thought th a t h is  p r o b le m s  w e r e  s im p ly  th e r e  
and th at noth ing co u ld  b e done about t h e m . . . .  he d is c o v e r e d  that 
h e w a s  in r e a l i t y  s im p ly  w ay  o u to f c o m m u n ica tio n  w ith  h im s e lf ,  h is  
w ife , h is  c h ild r e n  -  a l l  th o se  h e had a s s u m e d  h e knew  so  w e l l .
H e i s  now  h andling  th em  a ll  w ith  m u ch  m o r e  r e a l  u n d erstan d in g  
and a ffin ity . He i s  w ork in g  to  h e lp  o th e r s  fin d  out about the  
c o u r s e  now  and to  b r in g  th em  in to  it .
