He may
know all the occublt lore in the world but
unless he uses it to help his saffering
brother or (o make himself a better in-
strument in the great plan, he 15 just as
misch sonnding brass as the ignoramous
wha thinks he can get o heaven with
prayer and meditation, and that work is
merely something for menials to perform.

The true psvehologist is ‘the one who
has fownd out that real prager 15 a daily
life of service, amd that the meditation
which brings him the greatest develops
ment is that he spends in mental rescarch
trwing to find greater opporiunitics to ex-
press the Fatherhood of God and the
Brotherhood of Man, not by words ban
by actions.

Albert PFike's most famous book i3 his
Morals and Dogma of the Scottish Rite,
a volume containing over B0) pages of
original material and extracts from various
authorities on symbolism, mysticism, phil-
asophy, Qabbalism, alchemy, and Freema-
sonry. There is no donbt that Albert Pike
studied very deeply the magical writings
of Eliphas Levi, the famous French trans.
cendentalist, whose writings have been
translated into English by Arthor Edward
Waite, whe with a peculiar mental atti-
tude turns upon his author and calum-
niates the man whose writings he trans-
lates. Morals and Dogma containg no-
merons and lengthy extracis from Eliphas
Levi which do not, howewver, appear in
rquotation marks. Several authorities de-
clare that Eliphas Levi was the mentor of
Albert Pike. De this as it may, the great
Mason was profoundly infAuenced by the
writings of the French transcendentalist.
The greatest of Alber: Pike's books are
comparatively unknown to those outside
the Mazonwe Order, for most of them were
printed in limited editions and privately
circalated amomge the higher degrees of the
Order. They are now only to be found in
i few large Masonic libraries or in the
posscssion of Masonic scholars. Several
of the volumes do not bear the name of
the author and can only be identified by
thote knowing their source or able to
recognize Pike's peculiar style of writing.

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WHAT WAS THE
GREEK FIRE?

The composition of the Greek Fire wsed
by the ancients has been a subject of much
controversy, and, while it has been pretty
gemerally settled as to what constituted it,
vet it 15 still a discussed question as o all
the ingredients it contained.

The name Greek Fire was applied to the
ipflammable and destructive compositions
which were used in warfare about the
Middle Ages, and especially by the Byzan-
tine Greeks at the siege of Constantinople.
Lientenant Colonel Hime, after a close ex-
amination of the available evidence, con-
cludes that what distinguished Greek Fire
irom the other fires wied in this period
was the presence of quicklime, which was
well known to R‘i'l.'t rise to a l.‘l.l."_..':\'l: devels
opment of heat when brought into contact
with water. The mixture, thén, was cof-
posed of such materials as sulphur and
maphtha with quicklime, and took fire
5pq}|'|13|1mu5t:.' when moistened—whence
the name of wet fire or sea fire.

The important secret of compounding
and directing this artificial fame was -
parted in the latter part of the seventh
century to the Greeks, or Byzantimes, at
Constantinople by Callinicus, a native of
Heliopolis, in Syria, who deserted from
the service of the caliph to that of the em-
peror. The skill of a chemist and engineer
was equivalent to the succor of the fleets
and armies, and thiz discovery or improve-
ment of the military art was fortinately
reserved for the distressinl period when
the degenerate Romans of the BEast were
incapable of contending with the warhke
epthusiasm and youthful viger of the Sar-

stance, so jealous of the truth. From their
obscure, and perhaps fallacious hints, it
should seem that the principal ingredient
of the Greek Fire was the naptha, or
liguid bitume, a light tenacious and in-
flammable oil, which springs from the
carth. The paptha was mingled with sul-
phur or with the pitch that s extracted
irom ever green firs.

From this mixture, which produced a
thick smoke and a loud explosion, pro-
cectled a fierce and obstinate flame, In-
stead of being extinguished, it was nodrs
ished and quickened by the element of
water; and sand or vinegar, were the only
remedies that could damp the fury of this
powerlul agent, It was either poured
from the ramparts (of a beseiged town)
in large boilers, or launched in red hot
ballz of stone andiron, or darted in arrows
and javelins, twisted round with flax and
tow, which had deeply imbibed the in-
flammable ail. Sometimes it was deposit-
cd in fireships, and was most commonly
emitbed through long twbes of copper,
which were planied on the prow of a
galley, and fancifully shiped into the
mouths of savage monsters, that seemed
to vomit 4 stream of liquid and consums
iz fire.

The important art was preseryved  at
Constantinople, as the palladium of the
Seate. The secret was confined aboat 400
yvears to the Romans of the East. It was
at length ecither discovered or stolen by
the Mohammedans, and in the holy wars
of Syria and Egypt they netur ned an in-
vention, contrived against themselves, on
the heads of the Christians. The use of
the Greek, or, as i might now be called,
the Saracen Fire, was continued to the
middle of the fourteenth centary.
