When her photograph hit the desk of the 
picture editors all of them instantly recognized 
it as one of the most beautiful girls they had 
seen in months. Naturally, they “played’ the 
story simply to carry that gorgeous picture . . 
and they spread it over three columns. But 
such striking beauty that had caught the eye 
of the newspaper editors apparently hadn’t 
registered in the slightest with the various 
casting directors at the studios as the girl had 
been given but a few of the most minor parts. 
How different it might have been if an astrol­
oger had been in the casting office to give the 
girl I  bit of advice. It could have saved a life.

Greater majority of the better known stars 
in the film colony and hundreds of the lesser 
lights are strong believers in Astrology and 
the list grows daily. Of course it wouldn’t do 
to give names, but there are at least six promi­
nent actors and actresses that your correspon­
dent could name off hand; stars who shuttle 
back and forth from Hollywood to New York 
by air, who wouldn’t dream of stepping into 
a plane without first consulting their favorite 
astrologer. Many of them won’t even sign a 
picture contract without the same okay.

The newsstands in or near the film factories 
sell more Astrology magazines than any other; 
and stealing a line from Abou Ben Adam . 
favor of Astrology. Rather it is that Astrol­
ogy is being put to a practical use in helping 
to determine whether or not the applicant is 
at all suited for film work.

Nobody as yet (but wait until we get as­
trologers in the casting office) has figured out 
just what it takes to “crash” the movies. It’s 
Hollywood’s greatest mystery. No one seems 
to know for certain, but on one point, at least, 
the experts appear unanimous. Beauty of face 
or form is not the essential asset. Take the 
case of the little West Virginia girl who com- 
nutted suicide here recently. Never mind her 
name . . . it’s all a matter of police record. 
Just the same old story of broken dreams. Or­
dinarily such a story takes about 75 words 
back near the classified ad section. Yet poor 
little Miss West Virginia (not the beauty con­
test winner) made the front page on every 
Los Angeles newspaper that day. The Answer?

THE STUDY OF THE SUBCONSCIOUS MIND

pass of experience of each of my readers to 
determine whether or not the stars have pa­
tently directed his or her mind by direct in­
fluence—within the span of his or her mem­
ory. I cannot doubt the verdict each must 
return. This must inevitably find expression 
in the conclusion that the stars have no direct 
influence over the conscious mind.

The jury, however, will undoubtedly agree 
that the conscious mind and the will of the 
person which gives it direction, are often in­
fluenced by the basic, inherited instincts which, 
in turn, find expression in the form of emo­
tions.

It is well known to psychologists, and to 
psycho-analysts in particular, that these basic 
instincts emanate from the subconscious mind. 
But it seems to be as yet unknown to both 
psychologists and astrologers that it is the 
subconscious mind which is influenced and af­
fected by the celestial bodies.

Unknown to psychologists because they have 
not hitherto suspected the stars as the cause 
of the movements of the instincts. Unknown 
to astrologers because of the general vagueness 
of their ideas about psychological matters and 
the confusion of thought which has led them 
to extend the province of stellar influence to 
the conscious and superconscious parts of the 
mental processes.

This information may be startling but it is 
nevertheless true that the stellar bodies affect 
the subconscious mind solely and exclusively. 
They have no direct influence over any other 
part of the mental processes.

However, it is true that the mental processes, 
whether in whole or in part, can be influenced 
by the basic instincts. Yet, due consideration 
will show that as far as the conscious and 
superconscious parts of the mental processes 
are concerned, the stellar influences can only 
be indirect.

What is fundamental to the sensory equip­
ment are the phenomena of pain, insensibility 
and pleasure. It is the phenomenon of pain 
(or pleasure) which provides the evidence of 
tlie existence of an emotion, whatever the form 
or quality of the emotion may be.

When we experience the emotion of love, 
we find it intensely pleasant—if our love is 
returned. We find it painful, if our love is 
not returned. Love often turns to hate, in 
order to afford an outlet for pent-up and ex­
cessive emotional force.

When we exnerience joy we also experience 
pleasure; but if something occurs to mar our 
joy, we feel the reverse—sorrow or pain.

We are actually normal when we experience 
neither extreme of a given emotion and are 
therefore insensible to that emotion tempo­
rarily ; feeling neither pleasure or pain.

Descartes analyzed the passions; i.e. the out­
ward manifestations of the subconscious mind. 
It was he who identified the three primary 
passions as Love, Admiration and Joy—each 
of which has its opposite counterpart, depend­
ing upon whether or not pleasure or pain is 
experienced.

That which Descartes identified, however, 
is but the quality or mode of manifestation of 
a primary passion. He has not explained its 
origin or connection with the subconscious 
mind.

Instinctive or unlearned behavior emanates 
from the subconscious mind. Psychologists 
also know that it is the subconscious influence 
which moulds the individual. They are also 
aware of the fact that each emotion can be 
expressed in one of three ways:

1. Directed to natural ends.
2. Directed to perverted ends.
3. Directed to sublimated ends.
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The main basic instincts (impulses, inclina­
tions. etc.) arc also three in number:

l. The libido (sex).
A I be ego (sell love, narcissism, sell as- • 

sertion, etc.).
3. Pear (flight, escape, etc.).

I he above instincts may be readily identified 
as the prime movers of Descartes' passions: 
Love, Admiration, Joy. It is the concern of 
Astrology to show that it is these three basic 
instincts which are moved and influenced by 
the stars.

I he libido or sex impulsion is identified with 
the passion of love. That is to say, when the 
individual is directed to natural ends it is ex­
pressed in the form of the emotion of love. 
But, because the word “sex” lias a special use 
in our everyday vocabulary—meaning a special 
set of emotional values which limit it to the 
organs of sex and particularly to intimate, 
physical relationships between males and fe­
males—it is necessary to explain that the prime 
instinct, itself, has a much broader basis and 
meaning to that which is generally understood.

Dr. Martin Peck, in his “Meaning- of Psy­
choanalysis” explains the distinction:

“Sex, to the ordinary person, is thought 
of in a concrete behavioristic way as some­
thing to be indulged in or denied; to be 
desired or abhorred; to be looked upon 
seriously or lightlŷ  according to circum­
stances, training, moral concepts and aes­
thetic standards. Freud demands that the 
term be extended to cover other fields and 
to be used in widely expanded meanings, 
psychosexual rather than sexual. Put in 
another way, the ordinary person thinks 
of sex in the physical sense, while Freud 
refers equally and more to the purely 
psychological features and the subcon­
scious ones, at that. For the average man 
to conceive of a subconscious psychic sex­
uality is as difficult as to think of an un­
conscious blow on the point of the jaw.
His machinery of thought is not sufficient 
for the task. The whole Western World 
is thoroughly conditioned to a limited, 
special meaning for the term ‘sex’. The 
task of reeducating to a broader concept 
seems a difficult and, in many ways, al­
together useless burden to undertake.
I here is as much effort required in un­

doing the old as in establishing the new, 
in tearing down as well as in building up.

Certainly, one might fervently hope for an 
inspiration which would lead to  devising  
some convenient concept and term inology, 
including more easily within its scope both 
sexuality as interpreted by the man on the 
street and the extended sexuality o f  
bTeud.”

The ego is the instinct which stim ulates that 
which we call self-expression. It is the self 
assertive impulse o f man. It dictates, under 
its imperious promptings, the end or purpose 
f an individual's life. Individual se lf-ex ­

pression results according to the manner in 
which this primal instinct is repressed, m odi­
fied or given free play; according to whether 
or not it is directed to natural, perverted or 
sublimated ends.

Fear is the primal subconscious instinct 
which often crosses the other tw o, thereby dis­
torting their free expression. It is the flight 
instinct— or escape impulse— under the impetus 
of which the individual shuns the unpleasant, 
painful or difficult. The expression o f this 
instinct is, like the other two, capable o f con­
trol by the conscious mind via direction—  
modification or repression.

The three main instincts cited here are the 
inheritance o f each individual. T hey cannot be 
separated. Yet there are differences as to 
intensity between their strength as is observed 
in the human species. Thus, our observation  
of the behaviour o f selected individuals often  
induces us to employ such terms as ‘‘over 
sexed”, “an arrant cow ard” , or “an intolerable 
egotist”.

In those individuals who have the fixed 
signs (Taurus, Leo, Scorpio, Aquarius) as the 
chief influences, the libido is the more strongly  
stressed o f the three instincts. T his is whv  
the sublimated form of sex (artistry) is usually  
so observable a proclivity o f the natives of 
these four signs.

Taurus often inclines to vc luptuousness. The 
negative expression of this inclination often 
tends to make them seem lazy and slothful. 
Leo inclines to romance, governing “the heart 
and love nature . In this sign, too, "there is 
a hint of the same innate indolence as evinced 
by Taurus. “Scorpio” say the astrologers “is 
the Sign of sex 1 Aquarius usually tends either 
to sublimated sex or to repressed sex (neu­
rosis).

Here’s one that Edward G. Robinson gave 
me to toy with the other day and I ’ll pass it 
on to you. “Quite simple”, Robinson said, 
“ for you astrologers to cast horoscopes if you 
know the person’s age, but what do you do 
when they won’t tell how old they are? I ll 
show you a little trick that you might use on 
people who are reluctant to give their age; 
and on top of that, you’ll know how much 
money is in their pocket.” (O f course, your 
correspondent bit and this is the trick).

Ask the subject to double his age and add 
five. Have him multiply this by fifty. Then 
have him subtract 365 from that. Next have 
him count the change in his pocket (any sum 
under $1.00) and add. Now ask for his total 
and to this total you (not the subject) must 
add 115. The final answer will then give your 
subject’s age in the first two figures and the 
amount of change he had in his pocket from 
the latter two. For example

Take your age as 20 years
Doubling makes 40 years
Adding 5 makes 45

Multiplying by 50 makes 
Subtracting 365 leaves 
Add,for instance, 23 cents 
Then add 115 which equals 
So your subject was twenty years old ( taken 

from the first two figures of the final result) 
and lie has 23 cents in bis pocket (taken from 
the last two figures). It will „work out the 
same regardless of your age or the amount 
of change the subject may have. Remember, 
though, that the change must always be under 
$1.00. After tearing my hair for an hour or 
so trying to figure out why I phoned a pro­
fessor of mathematics at the University of 
California. “OI course there’s a reason for it, 
my boy”, he said. “I ’ll call you back . That 
was two weeks ago . . . my phone must be 
out of order, or I haven’t paid my bill. So 
will some of you experts on roots, powders and 
imaginaries . . .  to say nothing of calculus, 
trigonometry, analytic geometry, conics and 
hyperbolic functions come to my aid ? Page 
Mr. Einstein.
