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The v—  
Education 
Breakthrough

If you can’t learn anything, you can’t find 
out how to do anything. Study operates as the 
door, open or closed.

Even if  you’re simply looking at a tree to find 
out something about it you’re studying the tree. 
In that brief instant you observed it to find out 
something else about it.

Now you can pick up observation from the 
printed’ page, and that’s second hand observa­
tion. It is the route on which almost all know­
ledge travels. If you were called upon personally 
and individually to evolve all knowledge there 
was about anything in one lifetime you would 
get so little done on this project that you would

knowledge.
In view o f the fact that the greatest body o f  

observation is actually second hand observation, 
realize that it is perfectly valid observation when 
coupled with understanding. But realize that it 
is peculiarly liable to having to be understood.

The less direct the observation the greater the 
understanding has to be. Understanding is a 
substitute for mass. If you haven’t got a tree to  
observe and you are being told about a tree, 
then you.had better jolly well understand what 
you’re being told as if you don’t you will 
mis-observe the tree.

If you are not observing something directly 
—if you’re reading about trees, not observing 
them directly—then your understanding has to 
be superior to the understanding which would 
be required in a direct observation. You’ve got 
to understand it better, as otherwise you’re 
going to lose yourself a tree.

Back in 1 9 6 4 ,1 realized that Scientology was 
making great headway and that we knew some­
thing about the mind but that I would have to 
wrap up another subject which we were engaged 
in. We would have to wrap up the subject o f  
study in order to educate, and just in terms o f  
practical education.

There’s not been a technology o f study or a 
technology o f education. Study normally would 
be you told somebody something and he was 
supposed to study it, and if he didn’t like it, 
you would report it to the headmaster. That was 
how subjective reality was gotten from the 
student.

I developed the study technology with the 
purpose o f improving the ability o f a student 
to learn by altering the character and method­
ology o f teaching.

The main complaint about modem education 
is that it does not immediately result in good, 
clean application. There’s a great zone of 
tolerance in most studies—a student is expected 
to be very amateurish. Educators teach an 
engineer to build a bridge and then nobody in 
that university is forced to sit down and watch 
him build a bridge.

“According to a Federal report,” wrote L. Ron 
Hubbard in November of 1974, “one million US 
children from 12 to 17 years old in Grades 6 to 
12 cannot read even at the level of a 9 year-old in 
the 4th Grade. This statistic was arrived at after a 
4 year testing program of the Dept, of Health, 
Education and-Welfare, and in a Doctor Holloway’s 
own words . . . . ‘The schools obviously are not 
meeting the kids’ needs.’ ”

Some students have responded angrily with 
vandalism or riots. Others respond with apathy. 
Others, after long years of schooling at astronomic 
cost, have been graduated from universities still 
wondering what it was all about.

Unemployment, crime, drug abuse are among 
many social problems that have long been traced 
to inadquate, irrelevant education. Yet our

society’s current learning institutions have not 
solved the basic question of what useful training 
and education really consist of.

L. Ron Hubbard, himself an educator of 
unparallelled success, observes: “The idea that it 
takes 12 years to made a mud pie maker is false. 
TIME- in training does not determine quality of 
training. Amount of data learned that can be 
applied and skills successfully drilled determine 
training. That the society currently stresses time 
is an aberrated factor. The ability to learn and 
apply the data is the end product of training. 
Not old age.”

In this month’s Auditor, read about the effec­
tiveness of the Study Technology L. Ron Hubbard 
developed to make possible good education and 
from there, a sane society.

Education is in the direction o f  accomplish­
ing certain actions professionally. Now that is 
my own word, professionally, but if  one is 
educated in a subject one expects to be able to  
accomplish certain things in that subject.

There is no argument with competence. It 
doesn’t come down to a test o f what a person 
knows but a test o f what a person can do. There 
is a lot o f doingness in the study o f  Scientology, 
and the degree to which a student understands 
the real knowledge available to him in Scien­
tology will determine the esteem and satisfaction 
he can be assured of.

Scientology is the precise study o f knowing 
how to know. It seeks to embrace the sciences 
and humanities as a clarification o f knowledge 
itself.

One studies to know a science. His study is 
without avail when he does not know the 
science o f study.

One lives and learns o f life but life is not 
comprehensible to him no matter how much he

lives, unless he knows the science o f life itself.
One studies the humanities. If he does not 

know how to study the humanities he often 
fails.

The physicist and the fission bomb expert 
know physics but not the humanities. They do 
not conceive the relationship and thus physics 
itself fails.

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BONNIE McNEELY had always 
hoped to start her own school 
where she could create a safe, sane 
environment for children. And, 
after she begai] her training on the 
Saint Hill Special Briefing Course 
at ASHO, that dream became a 
reality.

Soon after she had started teaching 
high school in 1970, she heard about 
L. Ron Hubbard's Study Technology. 
When she went back to teaching after 

-training, she applied it. “ I realized that 
colleges do not train teachers," she 
recalls.

Auditor last July, there were 127 
students at Apple School in their current 
6V4 acre campus, with a staff of 18, 
kindergarten through high school. Today, 
in the spring of 1976, Apple School in 
Los Angeles has 162 students with 40 
more waiting to start next fall. A new 
Apple School has opened in Denver and 
by September there will be others in 3 
more California communities. Bonnie 
is also managing another similar school 
in Flagstaff, Arizona.

The School’s effectiveness is reflected 
in student attitudes. Discipline problems 
are practically unheard of. Students, 
enthusiastic about their classes, quickly 
learn good judgement on behavior 
without having to  be forced to study 
under threat o f punishment.

Bonnie attributes the overwhelming 
success of Apple School to her training 
at ASHO. “That training has enabled me 
to  allow others to be themselves and 
expand. With the training I’ve gotten I 
understand others more than 1 ever 
thought possible — running a sane organi­
zation is very simple because I understand 
the people who make it operate," she 
comments.

Test scores show results
The above bar graph shows scores of Apple 

School children from 4th through 8th grade on 
the reading battery of tests from the Compre­
hensive Tests of Basic Skills published by 
CTB/McGraw Hill from Fall 1974 through 
Fall 1975.

The scores are reported in terms of the 
student's grade level of achievement, called 
grade equivalent. This graph shows total result 
of reading tests, which include both vocabulary 
and leading comprehension.

Between Fall 1974 and Spring 1975, the 
Behavioral Research Laboratories programmed 
reading instruction program, widely used in 
public schools, was used at Apple School. Test 
scores showed acceptable increases in grade 
equivalent in all grades but Grade 7.

At the beginning of Fall semester, 1975, 
full application of L. Ron Hubbard’s Study

Technology was put in. Teachers were fuDy 
trained in it, students in all grades received 
specific instruction in the exact technology of 
study developed by Hubbard. Interestingly 
enough, there was no formal reading program 
in the school until after the fall testing due to 
late arrival of reading materials. Other siibjects 
(math, language arts, social science, science), 
however, were presented in accordance with 
Study Technology data.

As a direct result, grade equivalent scores 
shot up an average of 2 years 5 months from 
Spring 1975 to Fall 1975, which allows for just 
four months actual school time. Not only did 
students who made acceptable progress on the 
Spring 1975 test do outstandingly well, but the 
negative trend in seventh grade students wag, 
completely reversed.

Among the m ajor achievem ents accomplished 
through Applied Scholastics have been in the area of 
improving reading and subject skills. At East Los Angeles 
College a “ How to  S tudy” program was held for 
students who were in academic difficulty. Reading 
V ocabulary went from  9.1 (9 .0  indicates ninth grade 
level) to  10.1 and Reading Com prehension from 9.8 to 
10.9.

In another program at the same college, a group of 
75 students had dropped ou t or were about to  drop 
ou t. O f these, 69 enrolled in an Applied Scholastics 
how -to-study class; 68.3% o f  them  were able to become 
successful students, w ith an average grade point increase 
o f  .75 the next semester. None o f the failing students 
enrolled in classes w ithout S tudy Tech training were 
retained in school.

At Angeles Mesa Elem entary School in Los Angeles, 
16 third grade students were making very minimal 
progress despite extensive special assistance. Going into 
the second sem ester o f third grade, their reading scores 
on the California S tate Reading Test ranged from a 
grade level o f 1.2 to  2.3. A fter 75 hours of instruction 
utilizing L. Ron H ubbard’s S tudy Technology, the range 
went from  1.7 to  3.5. Their average growth was 6 
m onths during the 3 m onth  instruction period, 
considered exceptional progress for these students.

According to  an official at the school, “The testing 
data on reading and m ental ability certainly indicate 
that your efforts (Applied Scholastics) on behalf of the 
students, were fruitful and yielded some very positive 
results. A factor that was not measured by the pre and 
post testing was the change in a ttitude  towards reading 
of many of the students. They seemed happier and 
more willing to  participate.”

O ther major wins for Applied Scholastics include.
-  Training entire U.S. Olympic Alpine Ski team and 

Canadian Olym pic ski team  in communications skills.
— A com m unications and Study program for approxi­

mately 160 teachers in the Boston School System.
— A federally funded program o f communications 

and study skills adm inistered to the Young People of 
Watts in Los Angeles.

- Im plementing R on’s Study Tech at a school in 
Mexico with 20 teachers and 2,000 students, as the first 
phase of a program to open a teacher college using 
Study Tech.

In Southern California, ASI already has delivered pro­
grams at the University o f Southern California, Los 
Angeles Harbor College, California State University, 
East Los Angeles College, Crenshaw High School, 
VISTA, and the Los Feliz Apple School.

As for the fu ture of ASI, Goens said the target is 
50 offices of Applied Scholastics by the end of 1976, 
The offices will continue to be located near college 
and university centers.

■‘The idea.” said Goens, “is not just to get the 
students in our society in the door of an educational 
system, but to give them the skills to continue there, 
to do well, and to  use what they learn to build a saner 
society for all of us.”

For 10 fifth graders at Fulton Elementary, Toledo, 
Ohio last September, it looked like another dreary year, 
just like the previous five apathetic years. Their future 
didn’t look too promising. September state tests had 
pegged their reading grade average at 3.1.

Though attendance was 
not demanded and required they come to school a half 
hour early, students came every morning. Soon they 
would get their materials and begin working immediately, 
so purposeful they hardly took time to greet friends! 
Some of the more capable students had even begun 
coaching others outside o f class to help them progress 
faster.

This spring, the usual student antagonism is con­
spicuously absent. In its place is a growing respect for 
themselves and each other.

Parents are responding too. “I don’t know why, but 
lately my son has been the first to volunteer to do odd 
jobs the other kids won’t do,” writes one. “My daughter 
seems to have more, understanding of her work,"/writes 
another. All parents with children in the pilot want it 
continued, all want more information on it.

A few weeks ago, 19 eight graders begged Mrs. Long 
to offer them the pilot program too. As a result, 17 of 
them are attending a Basic Study Technique class two 
days a week for two hours a day, in their own time 
after school. One mother, because she feels her son is 
improving so much from it, is now taking a supervisor’s 
training course in L. Ron Hubbard’s Study Tech to be 
able to supervise a group of students next year herself!
