The test of any body of procedures is whether or
not they will, when done, result in a smooth run-
ning organization which produces final valuable
products in volume that have acceptable quality
and maintain the organization’s survival.

Our Admin passes this test. When used exactly
by the book and applied and corrected back to the
book they will produce high volume, quality and
viability.

This has been tested over and over. By the book=
prosperity. Offbeat use or ignorance or non-appli-
cation=collapse.

By just getting “on policy” (knowing and using
the procedures with no departures) an org has
leaped from long enduring poverty to high success.
Then run by those ignorant of policy, it has in
turn collapsed to the degree it went “off policy”.

This fact has been seen over and over and over
again. “On Policy” (knowing and applying our
procedures) has been the common denominator of
each boom. “Off policy” (not knowing, not apply-
ing our procedures) has been the common denomi-
nator of every org or Continental area collapse.

There are enormous numbers of witnesses to
this and it is backed up by mountains of statistics.

STANDARD ADMIN means the wusual “on
policy” procedure applied.

“Squirrel admin” means the departure or alter-
ation of Standard Admin. The use of the word
“squirrel” is long standing because squirrels in
their little cages go ‘round and ‘round and get now-
here and they are also, a bad pun, “nutty, meaning
a bit crazy.

The source of STANDARD ADMIN is an HCO
Policy Letter.

The main source of “squirrel admin” is simply
ignorance of P/L procedure or the neglect of read-
ing and applying it - as simple as that.

So if an org’s staff ignorant or neglectful of
policy and failing to apply it is creating a mad
scene daily, just realize they are trying to start a
car by welding the trunk shut or polishing the
tires!

The answer is invariably and always, find the
policy, apply it and force out the “off policy”
actions and coolness and prosperity will reign.

So this is a simple subject. Complicated only by
the inability of people to confront and do the
actions called for by policy.

DEFINITIONS

STANDARD means “a definite level or degree of quality
that is proper and adequate for a specific purpose.”
(Webster’s Third New International Dictionary Unabridged.
Standard 3 b page 2223.

ADMINISTRATION means “The principles, practices
and rationalized techniques employed in achieving the

objectives or aims of an organization.” (Webster’s Third
New International Dictionary Unabridged, 5 (a), Admini-
stration Page 28. We commonly call this “Admin” as a
shortening of it and to designate the work of doing it.

ORGANIZATION means “A group of people that has
more or less constant membership, a body of officers, a
purpose and usually a set of regulations.” Webster's Third
New International Dictionary, Unabridged, 2 b page 1590.

BASICS means “basic-s something that is basic: FUNDA-
MENTAL.”

BASE means “the bottom of something considered its
support.”

FUNDAMENTAL means “serving as an original or
generating force: being the one from which others are de-
rived.”

DERIVED means “formed or developed out of some-
thing else.” which is to say something formed or made
from a basic.

Thus if we have the BASIC or base or starting point,
and know it well, then from it we can develop more com-
plex actions.

Wk had to have the fundamental or basic laws of organi-
zation in order toidevelop 'the full structure of organization.

Administration becomes STANDARD when we have the
most important points or laws or actions and when we
always use these and use them in just the same way.

ADMIN

For example, some people look at a factory as a big com-
plex structure, they consider it very complicated or hard to
understand or are in awe of it. Or get confused trying to
study it. Well, the moment they know that the basic
action of the place is to make silk, cloth, they have a
fundamental on which to understand what is going on.
When we then know that raw fiber goes in one side, gets
processed and comes out the other as satin, we can begin to
sketch in what its flow lines must be. At last we have that,
we can assume somebody runs it and that people work
there and taken all in one piece it’s an organization.

To RUN the factory we would have to know the most
important duties of every person in the place; the functions
of the machines and the lines of flow. And to run it
SUCCESSFULLY we would have to know where its raw
fiber came from and its cost and who would buy it and its
price and how much the various expenses were to keep it
going and to make it make more than it spent and we’d
have its economics and accounting.

These would be the BASICS of the place: who did
what, what the lines were, where the raw materials came
from and where the finished product went, and keeping raw
materials in quantity at a reasonable price.

While some might be upset at making a similarity be-
tween a factory and an organization in general, all organi-
zations have the same basic problems and similar solutions.

material and pay from the government.

THE BEST ORGANIZATION

The best organization is one which has a thetan over it,
methods of working out its problems, basic actions and a
good desirable product. It adapts itself to its environment or
surroundings or conditions of operation so asto expand to
greater or lesser degree.

Such as organizations must have a clear cut purpose and
fill a definite need in order to survive.

Its services must be more valuable than what it costs to
produce or furnish those services.

It must, to remain healthy, obtain more potential than
it spends. For “potential” can be ready money or power or
even strength.

Where an organization violates these very fundamental
things it sickens and will eventually perish.

For example, a government of a country can violate
one or more of the above simple ideas and eventually cease
to exist. Some governments are really dead for a very long
time before the fact is discovered.

Such is the persistence and power of a once strong
organization that it can continue for a very long while,
feeding inward on itself. It graduaDy contracts and even-
tually becomes a memory only.

Thus when you see an organization begin to contract,
if it is to be salvaged, it must be stripped back to basics
quickly, its form simplified, its purpose clarified and the
important services it can render greatly intensified and the
cost of rendering them greatly reduced. This formula, in-
telligently applied even to a dead government could re-
vive it.

Lest we go too quickly, in the single sentence above
and the earlier basics mentioned we have the whole
“secret” of either reviving an old or forming a new organi-
zation.

If you know the purpose and how to make a desirable
service known and know how to handle its fundamentals
expertly you can found, increase, or revive any organization.

Putting together or handling an organization requires
very certain, positive knowledge of

(a) The basics of organizations

(b) The purpose of the organization

(c) The basic actions necessary in the organization

(d) The potentials of the area in which the organiza-

tion exists.

(e) The needs and desires of the area or people the

organization serves

(0 The economics on which the organization will

operate.

Handling or serving in an organization successfully, one
has to KNOW the actions and activities of the organization
and its area so well that one does not have to think about
it. One just does it or one indicates or works with what or
who does it.

You don’t think “clutch, gear shift, accelerator, steering
wheel, when you drive a car. You should, to drive it
successfully, know where these things are and what they
do so well that you simply drive a car.

But learning to drive a car, you learn each of these
things and its functions and then learn them so well that
it seems like instinct to use them. It isn't instinct. It’s
knowing them so well you don’t fumble.

An organization is like that. Working in it or being one
of those who run a part of it or the whole of it, one has to
know the parts and actions and (a) to (f) above so well one
knows them so fast that one just does them.

What people, and myself, seemed to want, was a way of
gaining more personal meaning, self understanding, and
being more creative and capable. Unfortunately, it be-
came increasingly evident that there was no real technology
in the field of “psychology” for handling the disabling and
unwanted feelings and reactions which occur when people
interact.

“It was at this point in my life that I discovered and be-
gan studying the philosophy and writings of L. Ron
Hubbard. Here | found a well worked out and very effective
technology which provided real solutions for handling un-
wanted human conditions and for developing the capabilities
of the Human spirit. |1 found uniformly positive results
when applying the technology to myself, my family, or
my clients. | read most of Ron’s books, and took courses at
the Santa Clara Mission culminating in becoming a Hubbard
Dianetic Graduate. | have completed up to Grade IV
and am now on Level | of the Saint Hill Special Briefing
Course.

I am applying Scientology tech because the training
of therapists in our universities is lagging further and
further behind the mounting national need of those with
severe personal and family problems. There is little in all the
theories and practices taught in universities which is even
close to a science or technology of mind, and there is little
available to make the able more able. Dianetics, for
example, is easily taught and easily applied and a very
effective way of handling that part of the human mind
which is over reactive and unwanted.”

David plans on being Gass VI then on to OT I and then
on up through the OT levels. He also plans on going back
to Los Gatos to form a Church of Scientology (Org) and
school in the Santa Cruz Mountains.

On June 9th, Bill Briggs a Scientologist from Jackson,
Wyoming, successfully achieved what has been called
the impossible - the first descent of the 13,770 foot Grand
Teton on skis.

Briggs also had a back-up party with him which consisted
of Robbie Garrett, George Colon and John Bolton.

The 4 men left camp at $:30a.m.,heading up the route
planned for the descent. Garret intended to accompany
Briggs on the ski descent, and the others were to climb,
carrying some of Briggs equipment and breaking trail and
come down the regular route without skis.

Upon reaching the couloir adjacent to the Otter Body
Snowfield, the rest of the party decided it was too haz-
ardous and turned back. Briggs, however, thought, "It
seemed a shame to turn back".

Briggs began the climb up the steep top snowfield alone,
taking 3 steps at a time and then stopping to catch his
breath. He started down about 2 pm.

The top slope at 45 degrees made him “ a little uneasy ",
Briggs said, as well as an overhanging cliff at the foot
of the slope, which he noted "would be difficult for any-
one to handle.”

On this steep snowfield he had the first of three falls,
flipping over quickly and getting his skis beneath him.

Breaking through the soft snow, Briggs said he started
small avalanches with each turn, causing snow to spew
sometimes 10 feet in the air.

“It was just an incredible scene”, says Briggs.

About half way down the Stetner Couloir Briggs en-
countered a large chock stone which blocked his route.
With skis still on he made a 1SO-foot rappel then skied
dojyjjLjjdjjy~e”ajdng another fall which he described as
his worst moment during the descent.

By 6 pm he had completed his exciting adventure down
the Grand Teton.

The success of skiing the Grand Teton has long been
Briggs dream.

As Briggs says, he had very little fear. Thanks to the
Scientology tech - it made it easy.

And being there in an advisory capacity to help them make
decisions or whatever.”

There is a programming by-mail service. PC folders are
sent to Valerie for summary and programming then returned
to the auditors for the auditing. This fulfills a need in areas
where HSST programming has not been available to
auditor or preclears.

The ultimate benefit these team auditors gain is that
organization as a 3rd dynamic activity provides them with
Standard Administration which is often missing from field
operations. Because of this each auditor gets more auditing
done. The time gain is reflected also in other Scientology
projects that team members are working on.

Neil, auditing since 1954, is also a mcnlber of the
Methodist Clergy and is active in bringing Scientology's
counseling technology to other Clergy of Los Angeles and
Santa Barbara.

Ellen, whose main practice is in Santa Barbara, has
written booklets on education, now awaiting publication.
She is well known as a Co-Foundress of the Double Triangle
S Ranch School. She says, “The personal in-depth handling
of each person's case is what is expanding our practice".

Each Church of
Scientology has an Academy.

AUDITING - the application (by a trained Auditor or Scientology
Minister of Scientology) of Dianetics or Scientology procedures to
someone for that personh remarkable betterment.

AUDITOR - A Scientology Minister, a pastoral counselor who
listens carefully to what people have to say. An auditor is a person

trained and qualified in applying Scientology processes to others
for their betterment.

BANK - A colloquial name for the Reactive Mind. (This is what
the procedures of Scientology are devoted to disposing of, for it is
only a burden to an individual and he is much better off without
it. A Clear has no bank.)

CASE - The way a person responds to the world around him by
reason of his aberrations.

CLASS | CLASSIFICATION ma gradient classification system for
auditor levels. Levels so far released are. numbered from O to IX.

CLASS VIII: Auditor who Has the ability to handle all cases to
100% results.

CLEAR - a person who can be at cause knowingly and at will over
mental matter, energy, space and time as regards the First Dynamic
(survival for self). The state of Clear is above the Grades of Release
O - VI ( all of which are prerequisite to Clearing ) and is attained
by completion of the Clearing Course at an Advanced Organization.
COMM LAG (Communication lag): The time it takes for a preclear
to give an answer to a question that the auditor has asked him,
regardless of whether he it silent until he gives the answer, or has
been talking in the interim. Also applies to the delay between the

giving of an auditing command by the auditor and the execution of
that command by the preclear.

COMMUNICATION - The interchange of ideas or objects between
two people or terminals. More precisely, the definition of whether
he Is silent until he gives the answer, or has been talking in the
Interim. Alto applies to the delay between the giving of an auditing
command by the auditor and the executive of that command by the
preclear.

DIANETICS - meant through thought or mind.

DYNAMIC mthe urge, thrust and purpose of life - SURVIVE - in its
eight manifestations.

E-METER - the Hubbard Electrometer is a religious artifact,
used as a spiritual guide in Church confessional proceta, and is not
Intended, effective or ever to be used for attempted diagnosis,
treatment or prevention of disease. The E-Meter measures the
mental state of a person and the change in that mental state as a
result of Scientology or Dlanetic processing.

F/IN - FREE NEEDLE (FLOATING NEEDLE) - This is a needle
manifestation of the E-Meter of great importance, as it indicates the
preclear has reached a state of Release and is the end point of any
process. A free needle moves in an idle uninfluenced motion. It
appears to float.

GRADATION CHART -is a map of expansion of life, showing at
each level the realization of a greater potential.

GRADE - an award made to a preclear in the form of a certificate
for having attained one of the eight states of Release or the state of
Clear.

HAS - Hubbard Apprentice Scientologist, the name of a basic course
in Scientology, which teaches the fundamentals of Communication.
HASI - Hubbard Association of Scientologists,
religious fellowship.

HAT - Slang for the title and work of a post in a Scientology
Organization; taken from the fact that in many professions, such
as railroading, the type of hat worn it the badge of the job.
HSST - Hubbard Scientist of Standard Technology.

LRH - L. Ron Hubbard - FOUNDER of Scientology and Dianetics.
OT « OPERATING THETAN - a Clear who has been familiarized

with his environment to a point of total cause over Matter, Energy,
Space, Time and Thought.

PRECLEAR - PC - one who is finding out more about himself and

TERMINAL: Anything that can receive, relay or send a communi-1
cation (most common usage); also, anything with mass and meaning.

THIRD DYNAMIC - is the urge toward survival through a group of
individuals or as a group. Any group or part of an entire class
could be considered to be apart of the Third Dynamic. The school,
the club, the team, the town, the nation are examples of groups.
