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THE ANCIENT SAGES.

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OONFUOIUS-

Kung-tsg’, or, a8 he ig better itnovvn by the Jesn-
itic Latin, Confucius, was born B, . 549, the same
yoar that Cyrus the Great became King of Pereia,
in what is now the province of Bhautung, on the
borders of the Yellow Sea. His father, who was dis.
triot magistrate, dyiog-when he was only three years
old, left him to the care of his mother, who instilled
into his mind a love of knowledge and morality.

He was of a grave and sage demeanor, and go in-
joyed the love of his acquaintances by bis proficiency
in ancient learning and wisdom, that he was, at the
ago of seventeen, appointed successively to several
subordinate offices. At the age of twenty-four, he|
puffered the loss of his exemplary mother, aad so
deeply was ho touched, that he resolved, in accord.

ance with an ancient custom, which had became ob- |
solete, to forsake all business for three years, and
devote that period of retirement to study and con

templation,

When he had became thoroughly ncquninted with
the wisdom of antiquity, he felt the great loss his
countrymen experienced by-allowing their maxims

.and manners to go out of use, and resolved to revive

them. At the age of thirty, he bad so far perfected
himself in the study of nnoient days, that he set
himself up as a teacher.
His scholars rapidly incressed, and his fame
sptead on the wings of the wind,and when the
Prinos of Tsl sent for him, he thought his dream of
sequlring a position where he could propagate his
dootrines by the power of the government, had ar
rived. Bitterly was he disappointed when he found
that this Prince, far from embracing his'tenets, only
sent for him out of curiosity, as he would for & won-
derfal beast, and he immediately left his court in
disgust. From this time, until he was forty-five, he
traveled from ocourt to court, as much, it eppears, te
observe men and manners, as to propagate his doc
trines. After this, his own Prince gave him a judge-
ehip, that he might carry his ijeas of government in-
to prnotiee. So ably did he administer his office,
that he.was raised to the head of affairs,and here
manifested so much politioal tact, that he soon united
all the neighboring-Princes against him, for they
feared his ascendancy. A rebel Prince, egainst
whom he advised his own king to proceed, to coneill.
ate the latter, sent him thirty steeds, and a score of
the most beautiful courtesans he could obtain. This
had the desiréd effeot on the young ‘monarch, who,
giving himeelf up to dissipation, offended the oyni.|
cal ‘statesman, who retired to the domains of the
King of Wei, whero, accompanied - with a fow of his
disciples, he traveled.into edjolning states, extendlng
his, dootrine.
