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I 've  told this to a few, but I f e l t  that they did not believe me. Now« my heart 

cries out for tnis one comforting word; w i l l  I  ever eeemy g i r l  again* and know ner as 
she was? The summer before she l e f t  us* and and I often talked o f  that other world; 
and more than once I ’ ve heard her say, 'Why, Mom, we. never die, we Just go to another 
world,' »

Charter 61, I 
as Secretary, called the meeting for a certain hour; the President i l le g a l ly  changed 
the time, to two hours ear lier ,  and notified  only those who would vote, hi.? way,, but my 
followers knew nothing of the change of time. That’ s one of many examples., ■>*

Now, these are the people who are a combination of the lamentations—of Jeremiah and 
the gripes of Job. So these are the things that came up before me on Christmas Day, 
especially as I sat down to dinner; my Christmas dinner was a bowl of Kellogg’ s Pep, 
something I ; nevejr eat ordinarily  as I am hot much for cereals. So I asked myself the 
question,; .n,Am. I rea lly  doing any. good at a l l?  Should I accept offers made to me to dig 
in for the duration of the storrin aha then resume in the reconstruction period?

I ad'going to let YOU answer that-Question; but not in words, this time I want action. 
Don^t make any prbraises you don't intend to keep; a promise is  a very sacred thing, and 
i f  not kept reacts Upon the person who makes i t .  Better not make i t  i f  you don't in­
tend to keep i t .  From the beginning of The Beacon Light in 1933* even before that, 
there nas been a monthly deficit-, for  me to make up. I have traveled as much as 3,000 
miles in a month sel l ing merchandise; from 1JJ6 to 1941 It  was typewriters, office e- 
quipment. and juice, extractor.s;„ tjhp war ended that. The way opened up for me to pur- 
cnase a panel truck; that gave me a p r io r ity  on gas and t ires ,  so we started to sell  
health foods. I ,nave always earned my living, on the side and contributed to the upkeep 
of my publications. From now, pn,,. i t  is  going to stand on i t s  own feet; or else.

What to do? ‘I f  you p-eople beliefv.e. in my. .work ap;yQ,uvsay you do-, as expressed in hun­
dreds1 Of letters, you. would be a.missionary..., When I believe in a thing, I  work for it ,  
T’can't help myself,.j something insida.propels me .into action. As Sepretary-Treasurer 
of-Hotel Greeter-.Charter’ 61# the. membership of which had been 23 to. 30 fo r  years, in 
two years I hfed-it-; up. ton9l,. something*-.they.dboldme.-wasn't possible. Today i t  is  down 
to around 20 or-lb'fes'. And so, I say. i f  you. r e a l ly , , ija £4$: depth of.your being, believe 
in my message-, yotf would go out and;.sell: the idea, to tho^e ypu meet every day.'

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00 you recall taat Lenin said that re l ig ion  was the opium of the people? That boy had 
something, he was right; modern theology is  an opiate, fo r  the simple reason tnat the 
average Cnristian believes that he is under grace, and that law is  not essential. Re 
w i l l  concede tnat i f  he wants to be a mechanic nemust observe the laws of whatever 
trade he wants to beoome e f f i c i e n t  in; i f  he wants to become a musician there is a cer­
tain technique that must be observed, and he must practice; and so. eventually, he be­
comes a mechanic, or a musician, or an a r t is t ,  etc. But when he wants to become a 
Christian, he says., "Loru, I be l ieve1', and tha t 's  the end o f  i t .  My Bible doesn't say 
so; neither does yours; nor is  that a r e a l is t ic  picture; i t  doesn't coniorm to facts.
The commandments, scatutes, judgments and ordinances must s t i l l  be observed; only tne 
laws of sacr i f ice  were set aside through the atoning work o f  our Lord. Jesus Cnrist 
gave His l i f e  to redeem Israel,  whom God had divorced; and even St. Paul, whom most 
o f  these abstract Christians quote, said we must work eut eur own salvation, in fear 
and trembling.
1 have f e l t  l ik e  ye l l ing ,  when I have heard men and women say ' I  am not interested in 
worldly things; God has saved me and I am going to heaven.' Their re l ig ion  is  l ike a 
house without a foundation; the foundation o f the Bible is in the f i r s t  f i v e  books of 
the Old Testament, therein you w i l l  find the Ten Commandments, and the statutes and 
judgments and ordinances. These are s t i l l  in e f fe c t ,  wnetner you are saved or unsaved 
you reap tne same harvest. In my nursing experience, I  have seen more than one devout 
Christian die o f loathsome disease, due to wrong eating, which gives the l i e  to the 
claim that they are not under law. I f  you develop cancer through wrong eating, that 
proves you are subject to the law, in spite of your claim to the contrary.

I could go on and enumerate and g ive i l lu s tra t ions  of every law the good Lord gave us.
; ook at tne te rr ib le  suffering the world endures through the practice o f  usury; i t  has 
hopelessly bogged down this nation, so that we are paying b i l l io n s  o f dollars in in te r ­
est charges alone every year. Europe is  clamoring ior  loans; they mean g i f t s .  Yet do 
you know that America is  in worse shape f inanc ia l ly  than any of these? Even the B r i t ­
ish Lion, which roars so much about her poverty, has a smaller per capita debt than 
America. We are completely bankrupt. Look at the huge assets England has in America 
and throughout the world, which she is  not w i l l ing  to l iqu idate to pay her honest debts. | 
V.iil you t e l l  me that the grace o f  God is  going to d ispe l l  th is  huge debtwehave? Vv i l l  
you te .̂1 me tnat the grace o f  God is  operating in the f i e l d  of health, when we can't 
build hospitals fas t  enough? W i l l  you t e l l  me that our v io la t ion  o f the laws o f  a g r i ­
culture are not bringing the results o f  v io la t ion?  In face o f  the evidence, any state­
ment you make to; tnat e f f e c t  would be ridiculous.

Repeatedly, in the Old Testament, you read ’ i f  ye walk in my statutes and keep my judg­
ments'; i f  you don't, certain punishments w i l l  come upon you. Well, in spite o f  the 
grace some of you people say you have, the punishments are upon us as a nation; we are 
hopelessly in debt to the Synagogue o f Satan, the Canaanites that tivalk in the house of 
the Lord. They hold the mortgage on your real estate; they hold the paper on your 
co l la tera l ;  you are ridiculous when you claim otherwise.

Why do we keep building hospitals and orphanages and prisons and insane asylums? I t  
is  because we* do not walk in the statutes and judgments df God. I  have nad numerous 
debates with Christians o f  that type; i t  is  true God does certain things when we work 
in harmony with His laws; but we must do our part f i r s t .  Christ ian ity  and Americanism, . 
in their essence, are pos it ive , and not negative; i t  is  something more thana state of 
mind, you have to do something, you must obey the rules and regulations la id  down by 
the Creator, or suffer the consequences; that 's  the thing in a nutshell. And just as 
long as we have Christianity and Americanism that begins and ends with be l ie f ,  just so 
long w i l l  we have this mess. . >

I hfcve gone over th is ground many times; i f  it* had sunk in, we would have gotten re ­
sults. I f  you accept Christian concepts and American precepts, a de f in ite  l ine o f ac­
tion should result. Now we have fa i led  in our e l f o r t  to maintain the American ymy of 
l i f e ;  we are now faced with c i v i l  war, and it. is  going to be a bloody con f l ic t .  I  am 
not interested in going into a one-man f igh t ,  single-handed I can do verj^ l i t t l e .  But 
I believe the time has arrived when I should consider my fa ith fu l  co-worker through 
a l l  these years; she was l e f t  out on a limb when I was arrested, and that wastnething 
that worried me the ' most as I lay in the prison c e l l ;  and I am not w il l ing to repeat 
that. Besides, my e f fo r ts  would be fu t i l e  anyway.

I nave turned down many o f fers  to go into a retreat,  well stocked fo r  the duration, 
a l l  I nad to do was to walk in.. I t  would be ridiculous for mt to enter this con f l ic t  
alone and without preparation; the enemy is  highly organised, nighly trained and well 
financed. You say the .Lord helps;> yes, the Lord helps tnose who help themselves, in 
other words we nave got .to make some e f fo r t .  -*1 know that we are going to organise, to 
f ight tne common enemy, or perish. Of'course, in tne las t  act God is going to act, and 
destroy tne .common enemy, the Canaanite that walks in the house of the Lord. Those who 
claim the promises o f God to Israel are pretenders and fakes; that heritage is  not 
theirs, nor w i l l  they ever get i t .  But the moment wo gets back on the beam, and carry 
out our theoretical be l ie fs  and walk in the statutes and judgments and stand fea r less ly  
for our Constitution and B i l l  of Rights, then God w i l l  do His part; He says I w i l l y e t  
be called upon by the House of Is rae l .  .The .House of Israel are the Anglo-Saxon and 
Scandinavian ^peoples, and include o considerable portion of Germany, especially Saxony. 
There is a l e t  of Israel blood in Germany; Germany gave us the f i r s t  Bible, when Eng­
land forbade i t ;  i t  was a German, Martin Luther, who breugnt about the Reformation.

There is proof of the Israel blood in Germany; our‘troubles have beenwitnthe Prussian 
element of Germany, which is not of Israel  blood! 1 There are other mixtures, but we 
haven't time to go into the details of that now. The point' i s 1, i t  would be suicide for
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1,10 to continue as I have in tne past;, .unl#os people are wil l ing  to euppert me in
c.ction and stand b> . I am a crusader fa r  the cause of tguth; I have been tne right down 
through the ages* in past lives* To those who can read i t » 'the record is the^s, and 
w il l  confirm my statement. To" sum it  up: Are yeu w il l ing  to work for tne cause that
 ̂ )U and I believe in? Are you w i l l ing  to pledge yourself to get me ene new subscriber  
each mbntn in 1^46? I f  you believe in this cause-as I do, you can do i t }  and i f  you 
don't believe in i t  enough to work for i t ,  tne sooner I know i t  tne better, because i f  it  
is  only entertainment you are getting, go to tne picture show and be entertained, and 
I w i l l  do something else. I f  you believe, as I do, that we must work and f ight ,  or die, 
what are you willing to do?
