described in Ezekiel 38-39* If you are a member of a labor union, and condone the ac-

tivities of organized labor today, yCu belong to the old order of things, for there
again you find might is right; they refuse to acceptany responsibility, and act lite
a capricious child. Certainly thatls not the spirit of the neworder. Of course you
may belong to a union but are not in sympathy with the tactics of the union.He advise
wherever possible to get away from the cities and out of unions, because at a moment's
notice you are lively to be involved in the thick of the fight.

you and | can separate ourselves from this man-made order any time we choose; of course
we ure subject to certain laws on the statute books that are Babylonian in character,
as, for instance, our financial structire, whichis purely Babylonian. Man has patched,
and patched, and patched his man-made system or order, till patches will hold no longer,
and tne whole thing is now falling apart. Referring to these days, the Scriptures tell
us, come out from among them. It is useless to bolster up the present system; tens of
tnousunds are going for something that is even more Babylonian than what we have, namely
Communism; feeling that they have no other choice. They see the evils of the present
capitalistic system, and assume that Communism with its rosy promises is the way out.
The whole of Europe has now embraced that ideology, andwith what results? Read Ezekiel
38-39, But, you ask, What shall we do? My answer is, follow the divine injunction —
If ye walk in ny statutes and keep ray judgments.

The new order of things is pretty much described in our book published 5 years ago,
Thy Kingdom Come; this book gives tne skeleton framework of the new order, and is in
harmony witn tne statutes and judgments and ordinances of the OlI'd Testament, which many
professing Christians believe to be obsolete, in spite of tne fact that Jesus said, |
come not to set aside the law and the prophets but to fu lfill. If you have a forward
glance, that is, if you are progressive in the real sense of the word, you will see a
marvelous new world unfolding as the old order is being torn down. The old order is
passing; that's obvious to everyone. The religion of the old Piscean Age is crumbling;
that was the religion of blind faith. The religion of tomorrow will be based on positive
knowledge, a religion that will be in harmony with true science; and the science of
chemistry will play a big part. Marvelous things will be brought out of the chemist's
laboratory. We shall be able to taxi all over the world with as much ease as we for-
merly went dowmn town and did our shopping.

And so, as you wish each other a
j.appy New Year, do something to nake your wish come true. Raise your sights; raise your
vibrations; look up, and not down. Incidentally, it will be very difficult to maintain
your mental poise during the years that lie ahead; the drifter will land in hell mental-
ly. Good literature will be an absolute necessity. Keep your mind anchored to positive
constructive thoughts and philosophy. | don’t mean that you should be aPollyannu, that
wouldn't be natural for ne to advocate. Don't be like a locomotive without a driver
but with the throttle open, keep your hand on the throttle of your mind and guide it
into constructive channels. Face facts and don't dodge them; don't be like an ostrich

and stick your head in the sand.

Nationally we are going to have to face certain unpleasant issues; most of you have been
dodging these issues for years, but you can dodge them no longer. | suffered terrific
persecution because | faced the facts, and spoke of them freely. Events are going to
force you to do likewise from now on, because the wheat and the chaff are going to be
separated. It is your duty as acitizen to know what is going on at the seat of govern-
ment; it is your duty to knowwhat is at the back of labor disturbances; what prompted
the Pearl Harbor attack; why was Tyler Kent cast into aBritish prison; the why and
wherefore of the Atlantic Charter; the Bretton Woods conference, the united nations
conference in San Francisco; etc. These various conferences affect your everyday life,
and you are a citizen of this great Republic; as such you have duties and obligations,
to perform.

| amin favor of labor unions to represent the working man; but | object to union rack-
eteers. | am in favor of old age pension groups fighting for tneir just rights, but I
object to old people being led by racketeers, waving before their eyes fantastic and ir-
rational schemes and methods. These are some of the things on which you will have to
use discrimination in '46, for you will be forced to makea choice. | may not have much
to say Irom the standpoint of prophecy, because | believe this message is far more im-
portant for and to you.

invincible because they could buy anything they wanted. Some\ ere receiving substantial
pensions; their financial assets gave them a feeling of security. | recegnize the ne-
cessity ef conmon sense preparation in physical things; the Good Book says Let him who
IS greatest among you be the servant of all. Of what use is it. to save a conceited,
selfish, self-opinionated individual? Unless he has the spirit of service, he is so
much refuse. That is one reasen why people who go to colonies are not willing to blend;
they have substantial, material assets which they are not willing to use for the benefit
jf others less fortunate; and immediately they affect the morale of the whole group.

"Mo pious like hell." Whatever degree of spirituality you possess will show in your
life, in service.
