pened, in fact it is one of the few wedding anniversaries I have spent 
at home. As we have said before many times, man has had his 
chance to right the ship, but this nation, today, is like a man in a

canoe going down the river and approaching the rapids. Up to a cer­
tain point, he has the choice of turning back; beyond that point he 
is doomed. Today the point of demarcation is such that I sometimes 
wonder whether we have any choice in the matter left. The good 
Lord would much prefer that through the exercise of free will we re­
turn to His laws and program; but if we don't, or won't, then He 
most decidedly must take a hand; and when you see the mob break 
loose in your large cities, some of them destroyed by fire, sabotage 
and violence, and your coast lines invaded by foreign powers and your 
cities laid waste; I want you to remember the warning I have been 
giving you for the past 8 years. "M y spirit shall not always strive 
with man." According to the Scriptures this is Judgment Day, and 
He is going to judge the nations; and don't forget that that includes 
America. Just stop to think for a moment. Every individual and 
every nation will balance their books, pay their debts, reap what they 
have sown. The sowing of seeds in America since the New Deal came 
into office alone, demands a terrible price. As the Protocol program 
is being placed into operation more and more, debts are piling up, 
taxes increasing to staggering proportions. Your reason should tell 
you that you are rapidly approaching a climax— and what a climax 
it will be. And yet, if every reader of The Beacon Light, and they are 
comparatively few in number, should take their job as seriously as 
do the Finns, in an effort to save America, how much we could do! 
But you haven't seen anything yet. Astrologically I note several dan­
gerous points through 1940, any one of which could forever take the 
power from your hands so that it would be no longer possible for you 
to do anything except to bow to the mailed fist.

Let me tell you, we are on the verge of the most rigid dictatorship, 
as complete as any in the world. Of course, you will be told it is a 
wartime emergency, but it is nothing of the kind; it's merely the last 
act in the drama being played by the Synagogue of Satan to enslave 
and wreck America

My friends, you have just a few hours left, of Cosmic time; how 
much we can accomplish, only the good Lord knows. What can I say 
that will convey to you that America is on the verge of being a w il­
derness, cities laid waste, thousands, possibly millions lying dead? 
We told you, in Washington's Vision in Action, what the first act in 
the drama would be; and the Vision of Phoebe Holmes is a pen pic­
ture of what the last act will be. Don't you think that the time has 
come for self denial? That you should volunteer for service, instead 
of submitting alibis? Our paper, AMERICA SPEAKS, in the two
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editions including nearly 40 thousand copies, we asked for volunteers 
who would put up $100 a month. That plea went out to nearly 40 
thousand people, and not one answer. Once more, let me repeat: If 
I could get 10 men to put up $10 a month each to the end of the 
year, you would be surprised how much we could do. We in return 
would send out one thousand copies of AMERICA SPEAKS, which 
they would in turn distribute, 100 copies to each of ten workers who 
would pay $1.00 and give out or sell the papers.

We ought to have ten times $100. I am making one more plea. I 
may say that one by one the leaders are being forced to suspend op­
erations; a few days ago the report came of another stalwart worker 
being forced to suspend his paper. I believe those who have sacri-- 
ficed everything they had in the world to this cause will be protected 
during the coming slaughter. Have you earned protection? Not 
those who cry Lord, Lord, but those who do the will of the Father.

In addition to funds we need extra office help; there is work 
enough for four people but two are doing it, after a fashion. We 
can't offer you a salary, nor high living; just the plain, simple fare 
that we have, and a place to sleep. When hell breaks loose, it's go­
ing to be too late for any kind of an offer. When the blow falls, most 
of you will be stunned by the suddenness of it. As we stated many 
months ago, in the month of January we should be going full blast; 
this is near the end of January, and nothing in sight. To our key men, 
let me say that unless we unite and become powerful enough to make 
our influence felt, we are apt to find ourselves under lock and key, or 
driven to exile, or at least put out of business; muzzled. Can you 
not see the handwriting on the wall?

You don't hear of communist papers ceasing for the want of funds. 
Every time you go to the picture show you contribute to the commun­
ist war chest through the movie stars. The time for serious thinking 
is now, not when you are going over the rapids. Let me again remind 
you that your material possessions are going to be taken from you. 
The farmer is about the only one who will salvage anything, because 
the land in most cases can not be destroyed; but city properties can 
and will be. Remember the prophecy in our February number, and 
Phoebe Holmes' Vision in our January number. They are, in my opin­
ion, true pictures of coming events.

Millions of people in America are ignorant as to the causes of our 
national distress. Have you done anything to tear the scales from 
their eyes? In many cases your next door neighbor has never heard 
you mention it. You did finely with the January number; but we have
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got to work faster, and faster, and faster; it's a question of how 
much we can salvage now. Four years ago, in the 1936 election, we 
had a great opportunity, but we lost it; we just didn't take our job se­
riously. I am in touch with many group leaders, with various national 
parties, each suffering from the delusion that they are going to save 
America. In most cases there is one thing seriously wrong with their 
program; they have left God and the Divine plan out of their picture, 
and that's a serious omission. To you men, I would say, I don't care 
how well meaning you are, unless your program is in harmony with 
the Laws of God and the Divine plan for America, you are doomed 
to failure and disaster. Sooner or later there will be a wild scramble 
for the reins of government; but I believe the reins of government will 
fall into the hands of God-inspired men and women after the slaugh­
ter is over.

I am not so sure as I was four years ago, as to what could be ac­
complished, for man's time is almost gone, as indicated in the Pyra­
mid, the Bible and the stars. I'll stick to my ship as long as I have 
the strength and the ability to do so; that's all I can do; but how 
about you? We were in hopes that we would have the funds for an­
other edition of AMERICA SPEAKS, in which we would present a na­
tional party program, based’ on the laws of God. This is the program 
that will ultimately win, no matter what you and I do irf the meon- 
while. You may laugh it to scorn if you w ill; you may snicker, and 
say Kullgren's crazy. W ell, that's your privilege; but I am here to 
tell you that this program is the only one that will win in the end, 
and I am going to stay with it. We probably won't cut much ice in 
the coming election if held, but at least I will have the satisfaction 
of sponsoring the plan that will eventually be put into operation.

This is January 24th, and I have just returned from a ten day trip 
through the south. It was a very strenuous trip ; for the first few 
days, the city vibrations almost floored me. W ith such a heavy pro­
gram I had to conserve my energy, but even at that it was an a l­
most day and night job.

It had not been my intention to do any public speaking; but when 
it leaked out that I was in town, a group got together, and I talked 
for 3 Vi hours at the home of one of our subscribers. I must confess, 
I was all in the next day. Saturday night I addressed a group at the 
home of Dr. Cottam, 1017 South Arlington A ve .. On Sunday morn­
ing I attended the service of the Rev. Record at Embassy Hall, with 
the intention of resting and enjoying the service; but he very gra-

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ciously asked me to give his congregation world predictions for 1940 
in 10 or 15 minutes. W ell, I gave them the high lights, and took 30 
minutes; and as I walked out, a gentleman asked me to give a talk 
at the Garden Cafeteria on Figueroa, which I did. All my talks were 
well received, and good contacts made for The Beacon Light. 1 wish 
you could realize that the people feel all at sea; they are growing 
weary of man made programs and schemes, and want to know some­
thing about the laws of God as they pertain to man's wellbeing, phys- 
cal, mental and spiritual.

For five years my good friend Harry Gardener has been asking me 
to give public lectures at one of the downtown halls; I may consent 
to give a few, but our days of missionary work are growing very few.
I am back in harness, right up to my neck; but our work is badly, 
crippled for the lack of finance. We have no money for another edi­
tion of AM ERICA SPEAKS, but plenty of good material that ought to 
go out. Our subscriptions are coming in very well, but the rapid 
expansion calls for a considerable increase in finance; hence this 
trip, in an effort to make a few sales of merchandise to clean up the 
bills that have accumulated. It will take several hundred dollars to 
give us a clear bill, of health again. We are giving away missionary 
literature to the tune of about a hundred dollars a month.

The picture ahead is not a very encouraging one. I haven't the 
slightest interest in the coming election, for if it is held it will be 
the same kind that Stalin puts on in Russia. Rest assured of one 
thing: You are going to have a rigid dictatorship in America. We 
told you, in 1938, in 'Roosevelt, Your Dictator', that that year was 
your last chance. The laws are already on the statute books, that 
will put you in a strait-jacket. These laws go into operation when a 
national emergency exists; and brother Roosevelt is going to see that 
an emergency does exist, because it will be of his own creation. All 
he has to do is to pass the word along to the boys, "Let her go"; 
and then, martial law. A ll newspapers and magazines devoted to ex­
posing the Jew control of America will be suppressed.

Of course, even at this late date, if we could pour the literature 
out fast enough we could hold him back, just as it did when he 
wanted us in the European conflagration. Once again, I plead with 
you people who have money, to let loose of it, because it will be 
taken from you anyway; all wealth will be confiscated under the rigid 
dictatorship that now looks inevitable to me. Give me the necessary 
financial support, and I will show you some action, in the few months 
that are left. You are not going to save America right side up, no

matter what you do now, it's too late for that; but, we can lessen the 
blow considerably. The picture as I see it, according to the present 
trend, is, a national emergency ready-made, and a declaration from 
the President that a national emergency exists, bringing those vicious 
laws into action; and our F. B. 1. operatives will be removed from 
their investigation of criminals and will be turned loose investigating 
patriotic individuals and organizations. The lid will be clamped down 
pretty hard and tight.

This will set Mr. Business Man to thinking; and when he has lost 
his liberty of action, and control of his business (because all business 
will be regulated— permits will be necessary to move from one place 
to another) then, he will want to do something. But he will not be 
the only one; the church people will at last wake up; yea,'the man 
on the street. And after simmering and boiling and stewing for. 
about a year, there will be a revolt; the people will rise up and slaugh­
ter their oppressors when they find that protests count for nothing. 
America will not be a very safe place for the Congressmen who gave 
Mr. Roosevelt his power nor will it be a very safe place for Jews and 
Communists to whom he passed on much of that power. Today there 
are thousands of Jews and Communists holding unconstitutional 
power, given them by Mr. Roosevelt. The workmen and the farmers 
have been impoverished by the fantastic schemes of Mr. Wallace and 
Mr. Hull; between them, they have forced millions of workers into 
the bread line— onto relief.

I am not advocating these things, I am merely interpreting things 
I see on the way. Of course Mr. Lewis's C. I. 0 . will help things along 
considerably, in fact the unions will be used as an instrument of 
bringing things to a head. Legitimate business has been strangled 
ever since the New Deal has been in power, because they knew they 
could not set up a dictotarship under normal conditions, the country 
had to be bankrupt first; and this they have already accomplished. 
Taxes have pryamded to the point of confiscation, and more 
are to follow. A total collapse is inevitable, simply because there 
were not enough God fearing men and women in America. Thousands 
of ministers are advocating things and policies that are contrary to 
the Constitution and to the laws of God as given in the Bible. As 
an example, both 'Ham and Eggs' and Technocracy call for abolition 
of your Constitutional form of government. They tell you it is nec­
essary, for the good of all, to set the Constitution aside— the same old 
baloney In other words, human progress has been set aside and 
6 Copies of this issue for $1.00— Circulate them among your friends.
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America has gone back thousands of years, to schemes that have al­
ways failed.

The Englishman and the 
Frenchman now know why they are at war, and they are not relishing 
it at all. The Hore-Belisha issue in England was a Jewish issue ancj 
nothing else. Sir John Simon, Hore-Belisha and the rest of the Jews 
started to raise a rumpus; they were going to raise heck with Cham­
berlain in the House. Chamberlain said All right, if you want to bring 
the Jewish issue out in the open, start your trouble and I will answer 
it; and he showed them why he was forced to make a change in the 
office of Minister of War. And immediately, Sir John Simon and 
Hore-Belisha and the rest of the powerful Jews in the House of Com­
mons and through the press were telling the nation how much they 
loved Mr. Chamberlain.

The whole world is becoming conscious of the Jew control of world 
affairs; and you are going to see pogroms of Jews, not only in Eu­
rope, but in England and America, especially the latter. Already the 
Jews are not so cocky as they were; they are very jittery, and they 
know they have good reason to be jittery; because their racket is be­
ing revealed to the people, and Americans are tired of taking orders 
from Jews and Communists in key positions.

But more to the point, God Almighty is tired of it; and unlike you 
Americans He is going to eta something. Most of you are talking 
about what should be done; but when the good Lord talks, He is go­
ing to talk in a voice of thunder that will shake the whole world. 
And the few Jews that are slaughtered by the mobs will be nothing 
compared with the slaughter that will take palce as the result of tidal 
waves, earthquakes and storms. Friends, God has given mankind an 
opportunity, for the past two thousand years, to get back onto the 
path of righteousness. Man's time has practically expired; certainly 
1940 is the deadline, for you will have no choice of action of any 
kind in 1941, '42 and '43, when most of the readjustment will take 
place. w

Many of you who read this message have plans for the salvation of 
America. W ell, it will not turn out the way you have planned it. The 
One Who runs and regulates this universe will beat you to it; and if

Even 
the Lord's Prayer says "Thy kingdom come on earth. No, friends, 
the Christ is not going to reign in the skies, He is going to reign on 
earth, and set up His kingdom here. And it is well worth the suffer­

I King of Israel, Jesus the Christ.
While I have painted a dark picture about the immediate future, 

I want to remind you that the Scripture says, Rejoice, for your re­
demption draweth nigh. Mr. Roosevelt, Mr. Chamberlin, Mr. Stalin, 
Mr. Hitler, and Mussolini, will reign for a short time. Hitler's work 
is finished, and probably he will be the first to go. He did reveal to 
the world the Jewish program to enslave humanity; and in rny opiiv 
ion he will go down in history as a contributor to the welfare of hu­
manity. He was a necessary evjl, if you will; and I am sorry I can 
not say the same for Roosevelt, whose intentions were not like those 
of Hitler.

Periodicals such as The Beacon Light can never expect to be on a 
self sustaining basis. We have earned our living, besides making up 
the deficit on the magazine, by selling merchandise.

T H E  L U N A T I O N  O F  M A R C H  8 ,  1 9 4 0  

This lunation gives Libra on the ascendant; this is a rather un­
usual chart, because of the grouping of no less than 8 planets within 
a radius of 60 degrees; therefore there are a number of conjunctions, 
and some of them very powerful. We have the grouping of the Sun, 
Moon and Mercury in Pisces and the 5th house, although Mercury's 
influence will be felt more in the 6th as it is right on the cusp. The 
Sun, Moon and Mercury are in direct opposition to Neptune, which is 
posted in the 11 th house; and the 11 th house represents Congress, 
which indicates some rather sensational and chaotic conditions in 
Congress; a lot of steam as it were will be generated. Even at that 
most of the activity will be under cover; strings will be pulled; votes 
will be bought; bribery will be prevalent. At least you will say there 
are no dull moments, either before the footlights or behind the 
scenes. The one word that will perhaps best describe it will be the 
word sensational.

With Mercury on the cusp of the 6th, and Neptune in the sign 
that rules labor, the Wagner Act and the activities of unions will be 
among some of the subjects for discussion; I look for an attempt to 
repeal or modify the Wagner Act, with this combination.

Jupiter in Aries and in the 6th house indicates tremendous prep­
arations for war, on a scale never before seen, not even during the
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World W ar; and we must not forget Mercury trine to Pluto, the lat­
ter in the midheaven. Our Chief Executive is planning more power for 
himself, and he will stand watching very carefully. Certainly he will 
increase the personnel of the army and navy in addition to what has 
already been done. I should not be surprised to see the nation put 
on a war footing before this month is out.

Another conjunction is that of Venus and Saturn on the cusp of 
the 7th; a great number of divorces, especially in view of the fact that 
Mars and Uranus are in the 7th and also in conjunction. And last 
but not the least, this Mars-Uranus combination is dangerous: T N T ,  
and indicates, to say the least, a serious clash with some foreign 
power, which is more than likely to be Soviet Russia; at any rate we 
shall have very strained relationship with at least one foreign power, 
and a very serious danger of getting into war, especially in view of 
the indications of the chart of the United States for March and April.

To sum it up, this is a very highly inflammable chart; however we 
have the peace-loving Libra on the ascendant, indicating tremendous 
;efforts toward peace on the part of the people, in fact I would say 
the people are pulling one way and our government another, for the 
latter are very definitely trying to entangle us in a war before election 
day.

Th is lunation gives something of a prelude to the dark days ahead; 
however, we should not kick ; we brought Mr. Roosevelt and the New 
Deal into the picture by our indifference, and we are now paying the 
price— and we are going to pay a little more.

This conjunction of M ars-Jupiter in the 7th will draw attention 
very sharply to the nation's finance, or rather to the lack of it. Watch 
your papers when Mars crosses Uranus around the middle of the 
month; there will be considerable tension at that time.

Incidentally, there is a great sim ilarity between this lunation chart 
and the chart of the United States, as far as the houses are con­
cerned,, with both having Libra on the ascendant; this lunation is 
exactly square to Mars in the U. S. chart, which by the way is posted 
in the 9th, additional testimony as to what we said about danger of 
embroilment in foreign affairs. Neptune, we also note, is now where 
it was in 1776: 24 degrees in Virgo; so the lunation is also in oppo­
sition to Neptune. Jupiter is exactly square to the Sun and in oppo­
sition to Saturn; and the Mars-Uranus on the cusp of the 8th house 
indicates many sudden and violent deaths.

^ Roosevelt
The lunation is exactly in opposition to Mr. Roosevelt's Uranus in
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& the 12th, and sextile to Jupiter; and Os Uranus is in the 12th of his 

chart, he is going to make some sudden, secret move, of an expan­
sive nature, in connection with the army and navy; but you will not 
learn the details of same except partially; it looks like a move to 
aid some foreign army and navy, for his Jupiter is on the cusp of the 
9th; so I am convinced that he is going to secretly violate the John­
son Act.

This 'Mars is right over Roosevelt's Neptune and square to his Sun 
posted in the 8th house, another indication of secret financial ma­
nipulation; but he is going to lose a powerful supporter by death. To 
sum it up, the chart of the United States and Roosevelt's chart have 
plenty of dynamite packed into them.

A  F o r e i g n  G l a n c e

Saturn has now very definitely entered Taurus, or will around the 
20th. It will be interesting to watch the effect on Hitler, for this is 
right over his Sun; also the Mikado of Japan. This also presages a 
sorrowful time for Ireland during the next. 2 Vi years, as well as for 
Poland. I look for a definite change in the trend of the present war. 
Saturn forms some tough aspects in the chart of the Third Reich. I 
doubt very much if the war will continue to the end of 1940; I look 
for a truce. In the chart of the Emperor of Japan, Saturn is in con­
junction with not only his Sun but Venus; hid prestige is at a low 
ebb, and there is much dissatisfaction throughout the land.

Italy is not in the war. Saturn square to the Sun and Mercury in 
Mussolini's chart, in the 6th and 9th houses, indicate considerable 
dissatisfaction with Mussolini's foreign policy.

In spite of Saturn over Hitler's chart, he is going to make some 
striking moves in the next few months that will increase his popu­
larity; watch out for April and May in this connection. The indica­
tions are that he will make new allies; tap new resources. I look for 
Rumania to throw in her lot with Hitler at this time.

Conditions do not look so good for Russia, especially in April and 
May, as Saturn squares Neptune. The health of Stalin is not at all 

(goot 9°°^- There are indications of a chronic condition.
General conditions in the United States are going to be very good 

for the next few months, with a tremendous increase in sentiments 
for peace; so much so that I would not be surprised to see the United 
States, act as a mediator in the present conflict. However, should 
peace be proclaimed, war will break out again within a year; but the 
fighting will be south and east instead of north and west.

Venus conjunction with Saturn around the 6th indicates consider­
able sickness; and many divorce cases, as it falls in the 7th of the 
lunation chart.

On the 9th the Sun is in good aspect to Jupiter and Uranus, a 
rather active period; but be very careful of any investments made at 
this time—Venus square to Pluto and still in orb of a conjunction 
with Saturn.

There is likely to be considerable rain this month, especially around 
the 14th when the Sun opposes Neptune; and a great deal of sick­
ness.

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T H E  L A W S  O F  H E A L T H  

The longer I live, the more I am convinced that in most cases of 
sickness the road back to health is a very simple one; and that in 

even the d ifficu lt cases, natural living from infancy would have pre­
vented such illness. Briefly, if you are sick , the road back to normal 
health consists of obeying the laws of God, or Nature. And you will 
be surprised how much information you can get from your Bible re­
garding the laws of health.

'It is quite evident, from the Scriptures and from the study of 
man, that we are not intended to eat meat; we are not carnivorous. 
I was convinced of that fact back in 1909, at which time I became 
a vegetarian, to which practice I held for 25 years— and then allowed 
some of my doctor friends to persuade me that I needed meat. I was 
under a te rrific  strain at the tim e, and the worst thing I could have 
done was to put putrefaction into my system. My progressed Moon 
was passing through my 12th house, the house of self undoing, and 
the anim al sign of Leo was on the progressed ascendant— this for the 
benefit of astrological students.

When I adopted the raw juice therapy, I was convinced beyond the 
shadow of a doubt that eventually I should go back to a vegetarian 
d iet; not only that, but to raw foods. My breakdown jolted me into 
action; for two months I had nothing but raw juices and rest, and 
was then able to be around and do some manual labor. Th is, I th ink 
is good testimony for the raw juices, and was a good foundation for 
the treatments I received from Dr. Cottam four months a fte r the 
stroke; because no matter what treatments you receive, the diet is 
of supreme importance. Dr. Cottam concurs with this opinion.

Now the laws of N ature, briefly, are to keep the body clean, inside 
and out; outwardly through bathing, inwardly through clean food. 
By that I mean avoiding foods that cause putrefaction, i. e ., dead 
foods. Th is applies especially to meats, because this putrefaction poi­
sons the whole blood stream.

Now I do not believe in drastic changes; I believe in the vegeta­
rian diet but I don't believe in jumping from A  to Z  in one act. Drop 
off your meat eating gradually, even though it takes a whole year 
to make the change. Elim inate pork, veal and beef from your diet at 
once; this still leaves you mutton and lamb, besides poultry. Dr. 
Empringham told me that by laboratory tests they could tell when 
the patients eat only one big meat meal, because of the incrased bac­
teria in the colon, which is revealed in an urine analysis. Even the 
above restricted meat diet should not be indulged in more than once
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a week. In many cases, this alone will bring considerable improve­
ment, especially if in conjunction with the raw vegetable juices, 
which incidentally must be drunk when first extracted. Here, you 
have natural foods, less the starch and glucose, so it is better than 
eating the straight raw vegetables.

D I E T :  Briefly, diet, or the food you eat, is one of the most im­
portant factors in health. The man who raises turkeys or chickens is 
very careful of their diet; even the hogs today get special considera­
tion in the matter of diet; the up to date farmer today is careful of 
the diet of all his livestock, and he is equally concerned about the 
feeding of his crops, by putting the right elements into the soil. He 
analyzes the soil, and then supplies the deficiency. But, when it 
comes to the human fam ily, anything goes.

You read a lot in the papers today of men and women dying sud­
denly, of heart trouble. They really die of a poisoned blood stream, 
which eventually attacks the heart; and while the death is sudden, 
the cause has been going on for many years. Putrefaction in the 
bowels and intestines has poisoned the blood stream, and this was 
caused by wrong diet.

But meat is not the only cause of putrefaction. Alcoholic drinks 
stim ulate the appetite so that we eat more than we need; and the 
result, putrefaction. Incidentally, tea, coffee and cocoa are not 
foods, but are all very detrimental to health. White bread, white 
sugar, polished rice, are just other names for carbons; they are dead, 
devitalized foods, the life element having been removed. You know 
how carbon reduces the efficiency of the motor of your car; well, 
these carbon foods produce the same result, they cut down the e ffi­
ciency of your motor, your body. If you want to prove that, just 
elim inate these foods from your diet for a month, and see the im­
provement; or even a week will convince you. Eliminate ail sugars, 
starches and meats for a week, and see how much better you feel. 
Of course, natural sugars, as honey and that in fruits, are all right. 
Also, elim inate the mucous producing foods, m ilk, butter, cheese and 
eggs, especially if you suffer from asthma, hay fever, catarrh or per­
petual colds. In their place, drink all the raw juices you can comfort­
ably handle. I drank a gallon a day, with nothing else, at the start; 
and you can do heavy manual labor on juices alone. I know, because 
I have done it. W hy not? It's natural food, with no starch or glu­
cose to clog you up. We suggest drinking from 1 to 2 quarts of juice 
a day, and at night a salad, which can be varied each day; and, un-

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til you are convinced, dissipate for one meal a month, eat what you 

want, and then see the reaction. It will convince you much more' 
quickly because of the disagreeable results. The average adult does 
not need more than two meals a day; the excess decays and poisons 
the system.

EXERCISE: Another important law that is ’ignored, is exercise. 
Exercise stimulates circulation, and circulation is the real feeding of 
the body. And of all the exercise I know of, I know of none better 
than walking, unless it be swimming. Walking not only benefits 
one physically, but it has a benefic effect on the emotions and the 
mind. Nervous, emotional types especially need a good, brisk, delib­
erate walk every day. Note the policeman on the beat, with his calm, 
deliberate step then see the little, mincing steps of the nervous type; 
you can tell a man's temperament by the way he walks.

If you don't know how to walk, get a copy of Macfadden's book, 
The Walking Cure, it's only 50 cents; it will help to straighten out 
quite a few kinks.

Incidentally, very few people know how to walk; of course, they 
think they do. A good, brisk walk sends the blood to every cell in 
the body; and I know of no better cure for cold feet. It forces you to 
expand your lungs— a good preventive of T . B. You see, having rich 
blood is not enough, it must circulate; therefore we all need exercise 
every day. By the way, you can't indulge in a healthy walk with a 
4" high heel; 1" should be the limit of a heel on a shoe. Many women 
are nervous wrecks because of their high heels, for the whole body is 
thrown out of alignment, especially the organs in the pelvic region.

Dress warmly, but remember your body needs a ir; every pore in 
your body breathes; that is it should, and would if you w ill let it, 
and throws out poisons, if the pores are not clogged. The next time 
you are worried, take a good, brisk walk of a mile or two, and see 
how it straightens out the kinks in your mind as well as your body; 
or if you feel mad at someone, walk it off. Walking) is a valuable 
safety valve, but in these days of motor cars we are afraid to walk a 
block. I doubt if I should have survived, had it not been for my love 
of walking, all my life. I have had many a hike of 20 and 25 miles, 
and on one occasion walked 40 miles in one day— not exactly from 
choice, I was broke, and had to get somewhere to remedy the situa­
tion. Yes, I know what the bottom of the social structure is like ; I 

BREATHING. Here is another fundamental law that is ignored—  
and I have been a great sinner in that respect, and I don't think I 
have quite gotten religion yet. The body needs oxygen, and to get it
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one must breathe deeply. The Hindus say the breath is the life. Part 
of the benefits of exercise, especially of walking, is the fact that you 
are forced to breathe more deeply. If you want to know about correct 
breathing, Phoebe Holmes has a book on correct breathing which sells 
for 50 cents; it is entitled "Scientific Rythmic Solar Plexus Breath­
ing.

CIR CU LA TIO N : Many people suffer from poor circulation. In ad­
dition to exercise and deep breathing, I am satisfied that- correct 
shoes play a very important part in circulation. Have the shoes fit 
the feet, instead of trying to have the feet fit the shoes; something 
rather soft— pliable leather, not a str&it-jacket for the feet. And I 
am a firm  believer in cork insoles in every pair of shoes, for two rea­
sons; they are an insulation in cold weather, and help to keep the 
feet warm; and second, a lot of poison is thrown out through the soles 
of the feet, which accumulates in the shoes, making them foul and 
unwholesome, but cork insoles can be replaced every few months, and 
they only cost 10c a pair, and besides that they save wear and tear 
on your hosiery.

In the summer time, wear low heeled sandals; if the circulation is 
poor wear woollen hose, changing them frequently; every day is not 
too often. In the summer time go without socks entirely and let the 
sun get at your feet; you will be surprised if you practice these sug­
gestions regarding foot treatment, at how it will help your general 
health. Cold and wet feet are dangerous. In the summer time go 
around barefoot as much as possible, and see how that increases the 
circulation, especially if you sit in the sun.

SUN BATH IN G: I think it is a very good thing to expose the body, 
especially in the summer time, to fresh air and sunshine; but cover 
the head from the hot sun. This is a wonderful aid to circulation. 
You will find a book on that subject listed among our health books.

ELIM IN A TIO N : No matter what regime you carry out, unless the 
elimination is perfect you will not get satisfactory results. Your body 
is like the furnace; the ash pan (bowels) must be kept clear of 
refuse oil the time or the fire will not burn. If the poisons are not 
thrown off every day they are absorbed back into the blood. Most 
people think that if they have one movement a day that is sufficient; 
there should be an elimination for every meal you eat. A colonic ir­
rigation is the quickest way to clean out the bowels, especially in case 
of stubborn complaints such as arthritis, rheumatism, etc., or in 
fact any trouble of long standing.

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Then again most people do not realize that elimination is not 

only through the bowels; much waste matter is thrown off through 
the kidneys, then into the bladder. The urine of a person near death 
will more than convince you of this fact; it is vile in odor and color.

Then again, every pore of your body is used to throw\ off poisons, 
and every time you breathe, you throw off carbonic acid gas— poison. 
So you see, frequent bathing to keep the pores open is necessary, 
enough liquid to enable the kidneys to function normally, and a good 
brisk walk to stimulate the breathing.

REST AND RELAXATION: That's where the average person fa lls 
down, especially those who have heavy responsibilities on their shoul­
ders. I must confess this is where I have fallen down badly. Don't 
do as I do— try to work the clock around; that's been a lifelong habit 
of mine, and of course was the chief reason of my breakdown. But 
anyone engaged in missionary work as we are, is bound to be over­
worked; that is why about every anti-Communist worker in the field 
that I know of is a physical wreck— and there are mighty few excep­
tions. But the laws of God are so exact that they make no allowance 
for the fact that you are working for humanity. An infant places its 
hand on the hot stove, and it burns; in other words, laws work auto­
matically, and ignorance of the law does not excuse you. My average 
working day is 14 hours, and before my breakdown it was consider­
ably more; I hate to tell you what. And it's a 7 day week, another 
violation of the laws of God; but it's the only way we can continue 
to deliver The Beacon Light to you each month. We would need to 
double our present circulation to afford to pay for extra help; but 
we dare not let up at this crucial hour, the zero hour is close at hand.

Nevertheless, normal health calls for relaxation, one day of rest 
in seven. Never work when fatigue has set in, for we build up toxins 
very fast when fatigued. However, I do find that since taking the raw 
juices I do not tire as easily.

Before this year is out the strain will be so terrific that you will 
need your health; and the strain will last for several years; therefore 
get busy, stock up your health library, and go to work on it. And 
above all, get yourself a good juice extractor and use it. I would not 
sell my juicer for a thousand dollars, or even ten thousand, if I could 
not obtain another. So, with all your getting, get juices, not less than 
a quart a day. Cut down on the foods that clog and poison your 
system.

Remember, the most important event in the history of the world is 
close at hand. The Lord's prayer says "Thy kingdom come on earth
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as it is in heaven"; well, in the very near future that event will take 
place. Of course, the sky pilot says the kingdom of heaven will be 
established in the skies; that's why I call them sky pilots. The phys­
ical plane is the battle-ground of the soul, and the kingdom of God is 
going to be .set up on earth; and Jesus, the Christ, will reign as king, 
and the stage is all set for His Second Coming. And when you see the 
armies of the various dictators drive on Palestine, that's the signal.

Oh, yes, I know many metaphysical schools teach otherwise, but I 
am not concerned about what they teach; most of them are ignoring 
the Bible. As one metaphysical teacher told me recently, " I never 
read the Bible- because I haven't tim e." W ell, she claims to be teach­
ing esoteric Christian ity. The Bible is the only book that contains 
the blue prints of the Kingdom message; and if you don't know your 
Bible, you don't know the program that lies ahead. The Kingdom mes­
sage is a comforting message, one of hope.

But to return to the subject of health: You are not going to be in 
at the wonderful clim ax, unless you take better care of your physical 
body. A ll the laws of health are in your Christian Bible, in the Old 
Testament, the book that many professing Christians ridicule and de­
spise. You can't understand the New Testament unless you know the- 
Old; and the Jews didn't write it, there were no Jews when most of 
the Old Testament was written.

PREPA RA TIO N : So you see from the above that there are many 
laws which govern health, and that it is necessary to observe all these 
rules or laws. Inasmuch as during the next few years we shall all be 
under a tremendous physical, emotional and mental strain, we shall 
need perfect health to endure it. We suggest that you begin to ac­
cumulate books on health; books that cover the different depart­
ments that we have mentioned. Get one a month during the next 12 
months. Remember that when the storm breaks loose these books 
will not be available, with our large cities destroyed by mob violence, 
sabotage, warfare and earthquakes; get them while they are still 
available, don't put it o ff until it is too late.

Last year we told you that 1939 was the great year of preparation; 
even this year of 1940 will be too late for many people, and the con­
flagration now raging in Europe will eventually reach our shores, be­
lieve it or not. When the source of manufacture, of books, and cloth­
ing, and other necessities, is destroyed, money can't buy them; and 
that's the situation you are going to be confronted with in the not 
far distant future.

Individually and 
nationally we must repent of our sins of omission and commission 
and begin to obey the law. Only through obedience to the laws of 
God, not by emotional gymnastics, can you be saved.

I  was sentenced to serve four months in jail, and  was accorded s im ila r  trea t­
ment to that given to any recidivistic crim inal and m anv o f the  m ore  serious  
types o f criminals. There is so much I  could say about this travesty  o f  justice, 
and  the ridiculous treatment o f political and petty crim inals in  som e institu ­
tions by the prison institutions.

R ead  w ith  interest 
the story “ R ailroaded” that you referred to. Un fortunately , the m en  in  pow er  
are the ones who should be condemned instead o f the sincere private citizen.

In  m v own case for instance: T h e  prosecuting attorney is now  under ind ict­
m ent for protecting the abortionists, w h ich  I  specified on page  146 o f the book, 
that, he was doing*, and one of the judges died two m onths a fter m v case, and  
h is obituarv stated that he was an  emolovee o f the State M edical Society.

. . . .Hoping that some people m ay avoid unnecessary m utilation at the hands  
o f the medics through our co-operative efforts. I  am,

past 31 years: the grounds being that he is guilty o f conspiracy, and  once aga in  
the-*  have had  3 spotters in the case. T h e  nam es o f the spotters are  M r. L a  
M othe, M rs. M iddleton and  M rs. Johnson.

Actually, I  have been employed by D r. Geyser and acted as h is assistant.
In  reality, they have no case, but o f course in persecuting us they spend the  

taxpayers’ money,, but w e have to spend our money in order to  defend  ourselves, 
so that in  case we are  fortunate enough to obtain a  fa ir  tria l and  w in, w e  still 
lose because o f the adverse publicity and  the expenses incurred.

W e  have our hearing tom orrow, January 19th, and I  believe it is  best to  w a it  
and  see w h at happens before w riting up the first case o f  persecution: as I  th ink  
the complete story w ith  the second case w ill m ake more interesting read ing.

U n til you hear from  me again , I  hope for the good off the public  th a t  D r. G e y ­
ser and m yself a re  liberated.

It seems to me that the tim e has come for the medical profession

to purge itse lf of the vicious Jew control, for in p ractica lly  every in ­
stance we find Jews in the picture.

In fact' itf looks like the first logical plan not based on hot air that 
would result in bringing the long sought universal brotherhood of 
man. The trouble is there is no one boosting it. It needs evangel­
ism. If you have not studied it you owe it to yourself to cfo so."

W,e had just finished reading an excellent answer to Technocracy, 
by Editor de Aryan of The Broom, San Diego. He expresses my sen­
timents to a T . Incidentally, the same thing applies to Ham and 
Eggs, and many other movements claiming to solve humanity's prob-, 
lems. Not only do they not harmonize with the Constitution, but 
they do not harmonize with the laws of God, which is worse yet. 
Let me assure you that no man-made program is ever going to right 
the ship of state. My arguments against 'Mankind United', in the 
June 1938 number, which see, also fits the case. Following is Mr. 
de Aryan's article:

"Technocracy vs. Constitution
Howard Scott, the Mussolini of Technocracy, Inc., told a Russ 

auditorium audience last Tuesday night how incongruous a c iv iliza­
tion we produced by creating enough machinery to keep us all in 
luxury yet many millions are forced to do make-believe work with 
pick and shovel on W  P A  for a subsistence dole. A fte r outlining all 
the things we could do under a well-regimented system of Technoc­
racy, he showed that Technocracy could be introduced within 24 
hours in the United States and all that stood in the way was our 
United States Constitution.

From Questions and Answers December 1939 Christian Esoteric

Question: Since healing, metaphysical healing, is one of the most 
prominent features of the Christian religion as taught by its Found­
er, even though the Church as a whole has completely lost sight of 
that feature, I should like very much to hear what you have to say 
along this line. It is true that there are several more or less effec­
tive systems of such healing, but so far as I know none of them are 
wholly successful. Th is lack of success may rest wholly on the oper­
ators, and every system of healing may be fully effective if properly 
handled; still, I th ink there must yet be much for us to learn rela­
tive to this feature of the Christian religion, and I would be much 
interested to hear your views.

Answ er: W e doubt very much if there is any one simple method 
ofl metaphysical healing that is wholly effective in all cases. Still, 
with you, we believe that a fuller understanding of any and every 
system should be helpful, and that we should seek to know and un­
derstand them.

Just here we can imagine some devout Christian saying: "What 
do we need to know about the different systems of healing? When 
we die and then find ourselves in heaven all sickness will be over." 
That sounds a ll very nice and comforting, but you will not find your­
self in heaven when you die, unless you read a Bible that is very dif­
ferent from mine. And we would ask : How can you expect to live 
forever unless you learn how, and practice until you are able, to keep 
your body well? For, to be able to keep yourself well and to help 
others to be well is one of the most prominent evidences of a suc­
cessful Christian life.

As a foundation thought, we may take the words of Paul relative 
to L ife , " In  him we live and move and have our being." In Other 
words, we live, are impelled to live, and are made to be conscious 
because life by its activities plays upon our bodies and impels us to 
live and act. In other words, we have no life of our own, or, as Jesus 
said to certain of the Jews, "Y e  have no life in you," no life of your 
own.

The fact that by our thoughts, feelings, emotions and impulses we 
can and do affect the activities of this life in which we live, and 
which causes us to live, and that thereby we can modify, increase or 
retard, the effects of life 's activities upon us, shows that to some ex­
tent our v ita l condition is in our own hands.

The person who on awakening in the morning feels poorly, and
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finds the body unwilling to exert itse lf, may say, " I  can 't stay here, 
I have too much to do. I must not be i l l ."  Th is  attitude of mind 
stirs the will to energetic action, and the will stirs the v ita lity  of the 
body to activ ity , and the person throws off the feeling of inactiv ity 
and goes about his work with vigor. In this way, many tim es, per­
sons save themselves from a spell of illness. Th is  is the same as say­
ing th a t commonly one can rouse his w ill and so stir his vital ener­
gies as to refuse to be ill.

Here, then, we have the thought that the activ ities of the life  in 
the body are subject to the w ill, especially when the will is properly 
directed by the mind. Therefore the will to be strong and do, is the 
strongest single factor in self-healing. And this laying hold of the 
w ill to accomplish is one form of taking, or laying hold of, God's 
name, for God's name as given to Israel is " I  w ill ,"  or, more fu lly , 
" I  w ill be what I w ill to b e ."

W e are here reminded of the story of a man who wrote us, say­
ing: " I  was very ill in bed, and my Doctor and several other physi­
cians were in an adjoining room holding a consultation, and the door 
being partly open, I heard my doctor say to my w ife : ■"! fear your 
husband is going to d ie ."  T h a t  made me angry, and I got out of bed 
and dressed, and went out of the house through another door, took 
the train and went to N. Y . C ity , went to a theatre and d ifferent 
places, and in a day or two went home, practica lly w e ll."  The  idea 
here is that he had enough w ill to compel his life-forces, his v ita l­
ity , to move in an orderly manner, and his body regained its normal 
state.

W e find throughout the Bible that L ife  is symbolized by water, 
and so we have the words, "the  river of the water of life ,"  as repre­
senting the stream of life which in its flowing causes a ll to live. In 
the story of Eden apparently the garden of Eden represented man's 
body. The garden was watered by a river of four stream s, and some 
who observe their sensations care fu lly , find that there are four 
streams of v ita lity  continually flowing in the body. And  whether 
these streams flow freely or sluggishly, continuously or in term ittent­
ly, determines the degree of health , happiness and general ab ility  
of a person. Since we have seen by the man who was ill and in bed, 
but refused to stay in bed and die, that to some extent these v ita l 
currents in the body are amenable to the w ill, then we see that man 
can to a great extent determine his own state of health.

Since the life  in which we live flows in streams into and through­
out the body, and thus causes us to live, and we see that life  in its
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activities is subject to the will when it is properly directed by the 
mind, then we reason that all sickness and ailments are caused by 
the life-currents of the body becoming disordered, and that by know­
ing these currents of vita lity in the body one can by the will di­
rected by the mind keep the life in the body flowing in order and 
thus keep the body in health.

The ultimate offered man in the Bible is eternal life, and even im­
mortality in the body, but this attainment is left largely for him to 
work out and to reach by his own personal efforts. And Jesus proved 
he had the ability not only to heal the sick by setting their life-cur­
rents in order, but also by starting again the life-currents in a dead 
body and thus causing the dead to live again, he proved the possi­
bility of man overcoming death. And his words, "Greater things than 
these which I have done shall ye do," show us that these powers are 
inherent and awaiting development in all men, and by his sending 
out his disciples to preach the kingdom of God and to heal the sick 
and raise the dead, we see that metaphysical healing, including self- 
healing, is one of the prominent and vital features of the Christian 
religion.

The words of Jesus to his disciples when he sent them out to 
preach the good news, "Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, and raise 
the dead," show clearly that those Christians who know nothing about 
healing have as yet learned only the A, B, C, of the Christian life. 

W H O  S A I D  Y O U ' R E  U G L Y ?

The old Maxim that beauty is skin deep has been so hackneyed 
that it has become a byword of little significance in these days of 
cosmeticated transformations.

A lovely and beautiful face, the lines and expressions of which ar­
rest the attention and stir our admiration, is truly a thing of joy and 
pleasure to the beholder, only so long as affectation and self-con­
sciousness are absent in the mind behind that face.

(That indefinable last touch of the aesthetic disappears when the 
mind becomes introverted and the individual is constantly conscious 
of the outline of the face. This leaves the beholder with a feeling 
akin to that of being hungry and discovering that his purse is empty, 
the richness he expected to find therein having vanished.

Beauty in man no less than in woman must come from vibrations 
of health and vitality of body, no less than from purity and unselfish­
ness of heart.

The beauty of flowering blossoms is enhanced by the purity and
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fragrance of their natural perfume, but is detracted, if not lost, by 
the presence of sewage or other waste matter of low or gross vibra­
tions.

It :s exactly so with human beings. A  body filled  andl kept con­
stantly filled with waste matter— the end products of wrong lor un­
natural foods, in addition to body waste resulting from the constant 
activities going on within, which are not elim inated as they should 
be, becomes gross and heavy with matter of low vibrations. W hen 
these low vibrations ore dominant, the appearance, as well as the en-. 
ergy and v ita lity , degenerates, and beauty disappears.

W hat is the answer?
Cleanse the body of a ll waste matter. Read the little  book, R A W  

V EG ETA B LE  JU IC E S , W hat's Missing in Your Body, by R. D. Pope, 
M. D ., and turn to page 44 to the chapter on "D etoxication". Fol­
low his advice on the method of taking high enemas. Th is  will go a 
long way to start the cleansing process.

Then, for a while at least, overcome your controlling appetites and 
try a complete change of diet for a few weeks. Eat no cooked, canned 
or processed foods of any kind, if possible. Eat, instead, raw fru its  
for breakfast; a ll you want. Eat more raw fru its for lunch; again, a ll 
you wont. Eat a large raw vegetabole salad for dinner. Omit all 
starchy foods, sugars and candies for this trial period.

Above a ll, drink as much and as many row vegetable ju ices as pos­
sible— one, two, three or more quarts a day.

In carrot juice, when token raw and properly extracted, we have 
the most permanent beautifier we could hope for. It nourishes all the 
cells and tissues of the body, the optic system and the sk in . A fte r 
working on the liver first of a ll, it nourishes whatever parts of the 
body are starved most.

W hen, and if , the skin takes on a jaundiced hue a fte r d rink ing  
carrot or other row vegetable ju ices, we can thank our lucky stars 
that N ature has begun an intensive cleansing of the liver, dissolving 
the vast amount of sta le , coagulated bile therein and elim inating  it  
through the pores of the sk in , because the elim inative organs may 
already be taxed to capacity in elim inating that and other waste.

A fte r a  while, sooner or later, this discoloration disappears and 
eventually, if this regime is continued, a more beau tifu l, c lear sk in  
of an unbelievably fine texture appears, w ith lips of a natural red 
which no lipstick can im itate ; a brightness and clearness of the eye 
which comes from a constant flow of v ita lity  throughout the entire 
body, o vibrant keenness of mind and in te llect, the existence of
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which was unsuspected.

Smoking and alcohol are woman's most insidious enemies. The 
texture of woman's body,— physical, mental and sp iritual,— is ex­
tremely fine and sensitive , much more so than man's. Woman ages 
10 to 15 years, every 5 years that she smokes or drinks. It may be 
news to some women that a census of the opinion of men in every 
walk of life  indicates that 97% hove a greoter regard and more re­
spect for a woman who neither smokes nor drinks.

It is am azing  that a "com e-back" can be staged, even by old and 
elderly women, much more so by younger ones, by a correction of 
the mental a ttitude and the abundant use of fresh raw fru it and 
vegetable ju ices, together w ith a proper diet.

Th e  great advantage of d rinking  such juices is that the body is 
nourished w ith  the chem ical (elements, the m inerals, salts and v ita­
mins which it needs, alm ost constantly— within 15 minutes after we 
drink them— without taxing  the digestive system in the least. It is 
mast im portant to bear in m ind, however, that no matter how much 
or how many ju ices we d rin k  daily , we must also eat plenty of raw 
fru its and vegetables, because the body must have that bulk to use 
as an in testinal broom.

There is no drug or m edicine, nor any concentrated food, pill or 
tablet, which can even approxim ate the permanent reconstructive 
and regenerative va lue  of raw vegetable juices which have been prop­
erly and fresh ly  extracted .

Raw vegetable ju ices are not a concentrated food. As a matter of 
fact they contain in abundance the very( finest water that we can 
obtain, organic w ater in its natu ra l form of which the body should 
really be given about one gallon every 24  hours to replace or replen­
ish the w ater passed out of the system by evaporation or other elim ­
ination.

A ll the chem ical e lem ents, m inerals, v itam ins, e tc ., present in the 
vegetables, represent only a fractional percentage of the water (or 
ju ice) elem ent. T h u s  in one p int of ju ice, when properly extracted, 
a ll the chem ical e lem ents and vitam ins in the original vegetables 
would am ount to considerably less than a teaspoonful. Therefore 
they are anyth ing  but concentrated. Nevertheless, it is that micro­
scopic q uantity  of m inerals, v itam ins , e tc ., in live, organic form, that 
does the work in our body, in conjunction with the organic water. 
Th a t is the reason why they are  so potent and effic ient. Th a t is why 
they work so su rp ris ing ly q u ick ly  and so permanently. Th a t is why 
we can d rin k  so m uch of them .
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We must not be so foolish as to expect that a lifetime of wrong 

eating and its inevitable degenerating effects, can be overcome and 
corrected overnight by drinking a glassful of juice, or even by tak­
ing a pint or a quart now and again.

G ve Nature the materials with which to work, by drinking several 
pints or quarts daily for a few months, irrespective of any discomfort, 
which may follow the consequent housecleaning. Th is discomfort is 
natural and temporary. When it has passed, a new lease on life  fo l­
lows eventually. Therefore, drink your juices daily, regularly, and be 
sure they are raw, fresh and properly extracted.

Do not attempt to imitate on your face, Nature's coloring of} the 
petals of the rose. Give her the materials with which to work, and* 
time to do it, and behold— Nature's own blossoms will radiate from 
your countenance, your cheeks will glow with radiance, your own 
natural perfume will then be far more subtle and magnetic than the 
old bottled, synthetic concentrate used to disguise body odors, and 
your personality will raise your pedestal far above the heads of the 
uninformed whose bodies continue to be filled with waste and tox­
emia.

Give your appetites a 3 or 6 months' vacation. Eat what your 
body needs for nourishment; live, raw organic food, not what your 
appetites crave. Drink as many pints or quarts of raw fresh vegetable 
and fruit juices daily as you can manage. Cleanse your body, inside 
as well as outside.

Let plenty of fresh air reach every part of your body as often and 
as long as possible every day. Breathe deeply and rhythm ically , plen­
ty of fresh pure outdoor air. Get sufficient rest and sleep.

Above all— Q UIT W O RRYIN G .
Easy enough to say it? T ry  it for a few weeks.

C R A N I A L  A D J U S T M E N T S
By Nephi Cottam, D. C .

I am a Naturopath, and a firm  believer in its therapeutic methods. 
These are so numerous and inclusive that no one pernso or unita l 
system can encompass a majority, much less the entirety of them. 
Of necessity, one must be a specialist, and not infrequently one 
specialty admits of various specialties.

I regard the physical form as a unit, and while each facu lty  and 
function has a more or less independent office to perform, a ll are 
fundamentally interdependent. Added harmony to any one part, in 
some degree assists all other parts; while any additional discord in 
the one to some extent adds to the discord of all others. S im ilarly ,
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while each naturopathic method of treatment may be helpful in one 
way on another, it has it's scope and limitations, so that the more 
general knowledge of naturopothic methods one may possess, the 
more capable is he as a specialist in any particular field.

My specialty for many years is what may be included in the com­
bined science and art of what is known as the Chiropractic system of 
therapeutics. In each branch of science, its practice is dominated by 
the fundamental scientific principles which form its formation and 
determine its scope*. As in all progressive sciences, new discoveries 
often require new formulations of greater inclusiveness.

These discoveries merely place the science on a broader basis, while 
they conform to and make even more valuable the scientific knowl­
edge previously acquired and accepted. These make necessary new 
and improved methods of practice, but the traditions and conventions 
of applied therapeutic science are usually slow to accept the changes 
necessary to accommodate themselves to the requirements of new 
discoveries. Each innovation has had to meet not only opposition, 
but even abuse, ridicule and often ostracism of the one who has the 
temerity to offer new ideas and methods for a New Age of Science.

Scientific knowledge has advanced prodigiously during the present 
century. Its very foundation has been undermined and its fundamen­
tal principles radically transmuted. Material science as such has 
definitely "gone by the boards," and has been replaced by a material- 
immaterial science. Matter is no longer inert and dead, but active 
and alive. This change and the discoveries in pure science which 
compelled it, have made necessary a corresponding re-formulation of 
the fundamentals of every therapeutic science.

It is a curious fact, and yet not at all strange, that almost imme­
diately after a new discovery has been made in pure science, new 
and improved methods of application of the same are offered to the 
world. The fact would seem to be that such discoveries in pure sci­
ence come only when the combined minds of men thinking along any 
special line are practically forcing open the secrets that have there­
tofore been withheld from them, because of their limited beliefs or 
lack of courage to brave the scorn or contempt of their more timid 
associates. 11 takes personal courage or perhaps the pressure amount­
ing to compulsion of a dominating idea to force the issue. Such has 
been and still is a fact in the field of Chiropractic. Chiropractic 
adopts as its basis the generally accepted principle of physiology, 
which is given in the textbook of the Palmer School of Chiropractic 
as follows:
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'T h e  brain is the seat of all intelligence in the body, the habitat 

of Innate Intelligence, which is the director of all functions in the 
body, from the time of birth to the dissolution of the physical and 
the mental, which is death. The brain is the place from which the 
mental currents, which control a ll functions of the body, emanate 
and flow to all parts of the body, to each tissue ce ll; the brain con­
stitutes the beginning and the ending of the one great cycle called 
life ."

"Any interference with the normal action of the nerves in carry­
ing the life current, deranges their function and thereby deranges 
the functions of the organs to which they carry the life current. De- 
raned functions are diseases. . . .Chiropracticallyj speaking, all the' 
centers are contained in the brain, and all impressions must be car­
ried there to be interpreted and set forth as an impulse, from the 
area where the interpretation takes place, to the tissue involved. . . . 
The brain is the generator, transformer and converter of mental im­
pulses."

The Chiropractic System of therapeutics regards the cerebro-spinal 
column as a unital system whereby the energy radiated from or 
through the brain, is directed and diverted to each and every part 
and portion of the human anatomy. Whenever any outer or inner 
suggestion or influence has the effect of interfering with the normal 
flow of cerebral energy, it causes a maladjustment of the structural 
frame of the body, and or of whatever may be affected or influenced 
by such structural abnormality. The art and practice of Chiropractic 
is devoted to the readjustment of the human body and the restora­
tion of normal conditions of health.

For some reason, good and sufficient no doubt in an age of com­
parative scientific ignorance, and probably because of effective pro­
hibition against medical practices on living heads, which might well 
have revealed facts that remained hidden, it was authoritatively de­
termined by the medical authorities of the time that the sutures or 
cartilages, which both connect and separate the various adjacent 
bones of the head, were immovable, inelastic, and even had been 
converted into bony substance before birth.

Such is the accepted belief among practically all systems of medi­
cal therapeutics, even to this present day. Even latest editions of cu r­
rent encyclopedias, medical and popular dictionaries as well as prac­
tically all medical text books and individual authorities coincide in 
this belief or statement; although I have demonstrated to the exact 
contrary for many years, in many cities in this country at medical
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conventions, in classes to professional chiropractors, as well as in 
continued private practice in various cities, this traditional and con­
ventional belief continues generally. Th is attests the phenomenal 
strength and persistence of medical tradition and convention. Con­
servatism is both necessary and essential, but when it refuses to rec­
ognize outwardly that which it is inwardly obliged to acknowledge, 
it results in depriving the human fam ily of the aid and assistance 
which it is entitled to receive from those who alone can aid them.

In my book, "T h e  Story of Craniopathy" I have told at length the 
.strange way in which I discovered that the bones of the head and 
the sutures separating and connecting them were mutually and rela­
tively movable. I was obliged to note the therapeutic result of this 
mutual movement in the increased power that was thereupon instan­
taneously exerted on various faculties and functions of the bodily 
fram e.

Slowly and cautiously I followed the lead thus given to me as the 
result of an inner impulse, and against my own previous conviction 
and that of my associates, and contrary to the book teaching of my 
profession, I realized that there had been revealed a conception that 
opened up a broad vista  of added helpfulness to the human family.

Not being able to convince my colleagues or professional teach­
ers of the tru th  of my discovery, I made cranial adjustments a com­
ponent and leading feature of my chiropractic work during the years 
following my discovery, and I have public demonstrations as oppor­
tunity permitted, wrote and circulated my book, "The Story of Cran­
iopathy", and wrote, advertised and taught as widely as could a "Pro­
fessional Course in C ran iopathy," whereby my professional brethren 
'"ere given the opportunity of taking advantage of the truths I had 
discovered, and the practica l system that I had laboriously invented 
as the result of many years of practice.

During these years of practical experience with the system I had 
worked out, I have adjusted many thousands of heads and in not one 
of these did I find a skull formed of immovable bones or sutures.

As set forth in my artic le  published in the magazine "Naturo­
path" in its December 1938 issue, my years of practice of Craniopa- 
thy-Chiropractic afford conclusive proof thot:

"1 . Th e  cranial case can be moved, bent and stretched; it is 
flexib le , bendable, and elastic to a degree. In other words, the head, 
the cranium  and brain, are purposely expandable. These facts have 
been conclusively proven by accurate measurements before and after 
adjustm ent with tape measure and locked calipers.
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2. When the cranium is properly adjusted, various maladies are 

relieved, chronic diseases frequently vanish and new powers unfold.
The above stated conclusions constitute the foundation facts of 

practical Craniopathy, while its fundamental principles are identical 
with those of Chiropractic. Their difference in method of adjust­
ment is that Craniopathy commences with the bones of the cranium 
in the realm of cause, while that of Chiropractic begins with the spi­
nal column. Except as herein indicated, the practice of Craniopathy 
conforms to the generally accepted methods of Chiropractic.

It has become evident that by the use of cranial adjustments the 
released brain will bring about a more complete and speedy relief 
than will result from manipulations which commence a t the neck; 
and with more thoroughness and permanence.

Craniopathy offers a remedial agency that follows strictly natural 
lines and its purpose and methods should appeal strongly to profes­
sional Naturopaths."

I have no desire, nor am I able, to disassociate what I have termed 
"Craniopathy" from Chiropractic, for it constitutes more definitely 
and conclusively than ever before the basic truth of that therapeutic 
science and practice.

My Craniopathy discoveries necessitate basic changes in Chiro­
practic procedure. They require that the original points of adjust­
ment contact be the top of the head down to the neck, before thera­
peutic contact is made at the beginning of the spinal cord.

In my book, 'T h e  Story of Craniopathy" I hove stated this in the 
following manner:

"Craniopathy operates from cause." Craniopathy is basic and 
fundamental. It operates from cause rather than from effect. It  
adjusts the brain as Original Cause before it adjusts the spinal cord, 
which it regards as effect or at the best as Intermediate Cause. It is 
in the brain that the spinal cord originates, and the spinal column 
is the continuation of the cranial case.

A ll symptoms of manipulation that accept the spinal column as 
being the realm of Cause, and regard disease as originating; below 
the neck, are operating from effect, as all intermediate causes must 
be regarded; and not from what, in contrast, may rightly be termed 
Original Cause. While it is freely admitted that these systems of 
manipulation accomplish wonders— as I have seen and experienced 
and recognized during my practice as a Chiropractor— 1 affirm  with 
confidence that far greater curative results will be obtained when 
the methods and practices of Craniopathy shall have been adopted
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as essentials of m anipulative practices.

One can confidently predict that perhaps fifty  per cent of pres­
ent physical troubles could be elim inated from the present health 
problem, if Craniopathy were practiced generally. . . .1 have been in­
formed that say 8 5 % of human diseases originate above the neck."

During my practice of Craniopathy-Chiropractic, I have treated 
a great variety of cases, those to which bodily adjustments were both 
directly and indirectly applicable, and I have found that practically 
without exception, the cran ia l adjustm ents are beneficial and add to 
the effic iency of other forms of naturopathic treatments.

Among the cases treated by me, I may mention those of insanity, 
insomnia, abnormal m enta lity , heart diseases, palsy and paralysis, 
deafness, impaired sight, a rth rit is , varicose veins, sinus trouble, ca­
tarrh, asthma, and constipation.

I do not require or use any apparatus in my platform demonstra­
tions other than tape measure and caliper, to verify the changes 
made by the cran ial adjustm ents. Those who come to the platform 
frequently require wheel ch a irs ; not infrequently they walk down un­
assisted, although requiring assistance when coming up. There are 
usually one or more spectacu lar cases a t each Convention, but this 
depends upon the cases that are offered for demonstration purposes.

As no new fundam ental principles are involved in my conception 
of Craniopathy-Chiropractic I shall continue my demonstrations to 
the methods and practices of Craniopathy.

B E  O F  G O O D  C H E E R
I find the tendency among the people I meet, and in my corres­

pondence, to let distressing circum stances, physical upheavals and 
adverse conditions in general get them down.

B rie fly , the evil crysta llizations which are the accumulation of 
centuries are now breaking up.

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these channels of expression.

For instance, for centuries Britain has been the leading country 
in the world; but judging from the evidence she has become corrupt, 
dominated by evil designing men; therefore it is necessary that she 
be challenged and chastened. Beginning with the welching of her 
debts to this notion— in fact we can go back prior to the war— she 
has traveled down hill very fast. Basically, the British blood, or 
stock, is sound, like our own people here in Am erica; but through 
apathy and indifference she has allowed evil and vicious men to gain 
control of the nation; and os the planets move in their orbs they 
bring into being men and women of destiny.

Today the whole world is tied and tangled up with selfish, schem­
ing, vicious individuals; and so it is necessary, for the salvation of 
humanity, to| break that control, and all the love in the universe 
won't melt it; vicious individuals don't respond to love and affection, 
they are motivated by, and only recognize, force; the Big Stick.

Now, instead of weeping, and wailing, and groaning, let's rejoice 
at this spring cleaning and purging, for it will be followed by o sp ir­
itual quickening as well as an awakening and revival of the national 
conscience, which has been drugged and doped to sleep.

Remember, the forces of darkness can not win in this world up­
heaval now taking place. And again, dictators are not 100% evil, 
any more than we are 100% perfect. Evil forces will be stopped as 
soon as they have accomplished their task.

My article entitled Our National Salvation, in the 1940 W hat's 
Next, uses this theme, because I realize that unless there is a spiritual 
awakening here in America total destruction can come upon us.
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However, I don't expect that to happen; I see signs of a tremendous 
spiritual awakening, a tremendous crying out to God. But even that 
is not enough, we m ust cease to do ev il; we must obey the laws of 
God. Communism was bred by the indifference of the professing 
Christians; our churches have alm ost totally ignored the laws of 
God. Here we ca ll ourselves a C h ristian  nation , yet we have allowed 
the dark forces, represented by the international bankers, to control 
our currency. Through th is control we are mortgaged to the h ilt, and 
now we are on the verge of bankruptcy. A s a nation we are sick , 
physically, m entally and sp iritu a lly .

You have an example of it in C h in a ; C h ina was like a sleeping 
giant, until stung by the ag ile  Jap . It w ill mean C h ina 's salvation; 
already the national conscience is aw akening , and they are united. 
Eternal vigilance is the price of sa fe ty ; China was in a stupor, but is 
now awake. The same situation has gone on in Ind ia ; and there again 
you see the* signs of the awakening.

Our disease, or sickness, is a little  m ilder, nevertheless we must be 
whipped and purged and cleaned ; then God A lm ighty has a special 
work for us as a nation. I am convinced that the m antle of the B rit­
ish Empire will fa ll on the United States of A m erica ; in the next ten 
years the British Em pire w ill dissolve, and Am erica w ill be* the pio­
neer nation of the world, which w ill of course include Canada, and 
possibly M exico. T h is  is the new Empire that w ill arise out of the 
wreckage and ruin of the present con flict. But, before it is over it 
will reach our shores. W e  shall never send troops over seas, there­
fore the enemy w ill come to us.

I find plenty of evidence of th is coming conflict in our national 
chart, and we are very close to the firs t step in this chastisem ent. 
However, I m aintain that we should look a t the goal rather than the 
road through which we reach the goal. A fte r a ll, the goal and not 
the road we trave l, or the means of atta inm ent, is the important thing.

So let's get the p icture stra ight. W e are m arching to a new and 
glorious day, and yet we hang our heads, shuffle  along in a hang-dog 
way as though we were going to our funeral. N ationally we seem 
to have lost sight of our God. To  quote an old hymn, marching to 
Zion, beautifu l, beautifu l Z ion . Let's  chonge the picture, and 
work1 in harmony w ith God and H is laws, and see how much d if­
ferent we w ill feel. Ind iv idually , our p ictu re  w ill change, and others 
will catch the sp irit. Our mission is to be co-workers with God. W e 
belong on the mountain-top, not down in the volley.
