CORRESPONDENCE: I am sorry to say it is absolutely impossible 

for us to keep up with all our correspondence. W e attend to all 
letters involving money and orders, but we are receiving an ever- 
increasing number of letters, and I may say many of them from 
those who are not subscribers but who read the copy of a friend. 
These people usually ask questions pertaining to things we have cov­
ered in back numbers of the magazine, and which it would require 
a lengthy le-tter to answer; and usually no stamps are enclosed. We 
seldom answer these letters, because we feel we are under no obli­
gation to do so.

We receive on an average about three pieces of moil a day from 
leaders of groups and parties, most of them small; they enclose man­
uscripts, or party platforms, and ask me to read them and endorse 
them. These letters are usually put aside for lack of time; some of 
them obviously have merit, if I had time to read them, which I 
haven't. Now I know that many of these men are pretty sore at me; 
judging from the vibrations I feel when I tune in on them; just as 
you tune in on your radio, so I tune in on people. M any of these 
people have sent me books to read, and asked me what I think of 
them. Friends, I must be frank; I simply haven't got the time. I 
have approximately three baskets of such mail,-accumulated during 
the past year; that type of mail alone would take up the full time 
of one person.

M y first duty is to my magazine. I may say A M E R IC A  SPEAKS 
was to have been the medium through which I would keep in touch 
with you men who are leaders in the field. Many of you men com­
plain of lack of cooperation from the other leaders, yet when I of­
fered A M ER IC A  SPEAKS as an avenue of expression, and asked you 
to pledge $10.00 a month, you to receive therefor 1,000 copies, we 
received three replies, none of which have been lived up to.

Friends, I wish you godspeed with your particular platform as you 
have it; you have your work and I have mine. The outlook, as I see 
it, is pretty black. Of course I may be wrong, but I believe that 
had my plan been carried out, we could have had a national party 
in the field that would have gotten somewhere. Remember, a na­
tional party, to succeed, must have popular acceptance. I have 
waded through a good many party platforms, very few of them would 
have got to first base, for the simple reason that they ignore or con­
demn the very fundamentals upon which the nation is built.

Pelley's Christian Party is a case in point. They all call themselves 
Christians, and they all call themseles Americans. Some of them

of Rights. Like my good friend Edmonson, I am a constitutionalist; 
if we refuse to work within the confines of the Constitution, we too 
are outlaws. During the past week we have received a number of 
letters from well meaning, sincere men and women; one of them 
asked me to endorse Technocracy. Technocracy, to succeed, must 
set aside your constitutional rights and set up a dictatorship in the 
person of Howard Scott. Others ask me to endorse Mankind United. 
Well, we told you the story of Mankind United iq our June 1938 
issue; we have about 6 copies of that number left.

Another good friend writes as follows: " It 's  sure great to see
you line up with the Money Changers as you did over Ham and Eggs, 
the greatest traitors any nation ever had. Nor can I sympathize 
with your soft-pedalling on Germany. Communism, Nazism and 
Fascism all stink. W hat little I know of Mankind United would 
suggest that plan definitely fits in with prophecy, as against your 
idea." This man wants me to endorse Ham and Eggs; Ham and 
Eggs would wreck this, or any other country if put into practice. 
This, also, provides for a dictator.

I could go on, and on; I have just picked a few of the most out­
standing. Each one says this, or that, or the other, is the only thing 
that will 'save ' America. Well, that is very strange, because the 
men who really built up America, never heard of all these fantas­
tic schemes. These men and women have listened tqi the phono­
graphic record of the spell-binder so many times that they are hyp­
notized into believing that it is so.

No nation ever became great unless it built its foundation upon 
sound principles; fundamentals of life; and those fundamentals are 
all in your Christian Bible. One so-called leader told me truth 
is ever changing. Well, that was a new one on me: this from a
leader and teacher. It was a lady, and I said, "Madam, your con­
cept of truth may change, but truth, or principles, are the same to­
day as they were a million years ago."

Stern reality is going to jar many of our teachers and leaders and 
bring them up with a jolt; but for most of them it will be too late, 
they will be all washed up.

Now I believe I have co-operated with all of you to the best of 
my strength and ability. In almost every issue of The Beacon Light 
for the past year, I have enclosed your circulars and leaflets. I have 
sent thousands of them out in my personal mail. But, much to my 
surprise, when I asked them to reciprocate, 95 % of them turned me
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down flat. They made various excuses; the sum-total is, they did 
not quite approve of some of my platform, for the simple reason they 
did not understand it— not that I was wrong.

Many of you are still kidding yourself that this is purely a mater­
ial problem. Well, as long as you think so you will never save 
America. In, essence, the fight is a battle between the forces of 
light and the forces of darkness; a spiritual battle. Just as you 
and I sprang from a seed planted in our mother's womb, so this battle, 
which embraces the whole of this planet, sprang from a seed planted 
by the forces of darkness in the minds of men! and it grew, and it 
grew, and it grew, even as you and I. Today the whole planet is 
saturated with the spirit of the anti-Christ, the forces of darkness. 
What you and I see on the physical plane are effects, not causes 
Our political and economic cesspool had a spiritual origin; and you 
may slaughter the exponents of these anti-Christ parties and groups 
but unless you win them over to the constructive philosophy of the 
Christ and of God, you will never get anywhere. You may slaughter 
them by the thousands, and they came back into incarnation. The 
world anti-Christ leaders, dictators and what have you, have played 
the same roles many, many tjmes in past incarnations, they are 
experienced. The fact that you don't believe it doesn't alter the case."

Incidentally, when your so-called spiritual leaders, the theologians, 
awaken to the fact that the Bible teaches evolution and reincarna- 
notion, then we will begin to get somewhere. I find just as many 
racketeers among men and women who are not Jews, but of course 
we musn't say anything about that, because they are not Jews. Well, 
to hell with a philosophy like that. The program of The Beacon 
Light is to tell the truth fearlessly, and to expose evil wherever we 
find it, be it among Jew, Gentile or Israelite.

The worst hypocrites in the world today are found in England, the 
leading Israel nation, and the biggest liars I ever met in my life 
were among the clergy.

T H E  L U N A T I O N  O F  A P R I L  7 ,  1 9 4 0
Th is lunation gives 7 degrees of V irgo on the ascendant. The Sun 

and M oon  are posted in the 8th house, and this New Moon is arf 
annular eclipse of the* Sun. A s  this eclipse falls in Aries it will 
have a marked effect on the European conflict, especially as the two 
leading contenders, England and Germany, are both ruled by Aries, 

Before I go any further, I suggest that you re-read the February 
Beacon Light, which contains the astrological predictions for 1940; 
for in that reading I have* placed special emphasis upon the month 
of April, as I am convinced that things will begin to happen shortly 
after this lunation, especially as the M oon crosses Saturn, Uranus and 
Mars. It conjoins Saturn within a few hours of the New Moon, U r­
anus on the evening of the? 9th, and M a rs on the 11 th, at noon 
Pacific time. These few days will make history.

iNow inasmuch as these planets are posted in the 9th and 10th, the 
Excitement will be over foreign affairs. A s  Saturn rules the Jews, 
there will be a decided Jewish angle to the news. Russia will loom 
very largely in the picture, for Uranus is her ruling planet.

But to come back to the eclipse. This falls in Aries; such being 
the case it will have a very definite effect on Aries people and 
countries. O f course the two great contenders, England and Ger­
many, are ruled by Aries; but so are Palestine and Denmark. And 
these two latter countries are going to be bones of contention in the 
very near future. Finland is de*finiely gone; and it looks pretty much 
as though Denm ark will also be drawn into the picture. But from 
now on, Palestine will be the focusing center, and will be the most 
dangerous place on earth; and yet the Jews want to go there. The 
last stand of the present conflict will be in Palestine, not in Europe; 
and Britain will mass more troops in and around Palestine than she 
will in Europe.

That may seem strange, unless you know the hidden factors
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On the surface, the present conflict is purely economic; but in the 
lost analysis it is nothing of the kind; it is a religious war. Our 
Jewish friends are determined to set up their Talmudic Babylonian 
system of religion and government; and just os vapor and water pre­
cede, ice, so religion precedes economic conditions and power. There 
is scarcely an issue of The Beacon Light since the first number, in 
which we have not emphasized this important point; namely, that the 
war of the ages is now raging, having commenced with the W orld 
War; and that it is a battle between the forces of darkness and the 
forces of light.

You men who have been active in fighting Communism, atheism, 
Judaism,— let that sink in, or you will be caught in no-man's-land. 
You are wasting most of your efforts until you recognize that im­
portant fact. I know many of you feel as I do; the exponents of 
Christianity are just as rotten as anything you will find anywhere in 
the world. Through the centuries, the advance guard of civiliza­
tion has been so polluted; all sources of education, including religion, 
have become synthetically Jewish. And let us face this unp’easant 
fact; there are no organized Chrisian bodies in the world today that 
amount to anything; commencing with the great Roman Catholic 
Church, with 400 million followers; and they take the name of 
Christ. The/ have grafted the Babylonian system of religion on the 
Christian tree, but that does rot make them Christian. And our 
so-called Protestant churches are an offshoot from Rome; therefore 
they belong to the same system. I care not what label they carry, 
they are Babylonian; their system and ethics of religion are not of 
the Bible nor of Christ. For instance, they have compromised with 
and condoned the system of Usury, which the Bible says is akin to 
murder; but they don't bat an eye. And they preach long sermons 
excusing our Babylonian system of government and religion.

The coming Messiah will draw together the individuals here and 
there who are living the life; who are fearlessly telling the truth. The 
Scriptures tell us to come out from the present system and wait for 
the coming of the Prince of Peace for He is going to smash the pred­
ent system, through various agencies, that He may set up the? K in g­
dom of God on earth, based on the laws that are already in your 
Bible.

But this is somewhat of a digression; and yet, is it? W hen I 
look at an astrological chart,.j see something more than dead sym ­
bols and figures of planets. It enlarges, pre-tty much as the military

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map of George McClellan enlarged, as George Washington appeared 
to him. (Read the story in our Destiny of the United States). 
These lunation charts, month by month simply show the various steps 
in the great drama now being ployed.

Incidentally, if you have any planets around 18 degrees of Aries, 
this eclipse will materially affect you; that is, those born on or 
around April 8 will have the Sun there. Look up your own chart, 
and see what part it will play in your life.

I forgot to say that this lunation falls in the 8th house; and the 
8th house is the house of death; it isalso the house that rules banks, 
trust companies the custodians of other people's money; the Treas­
ury of the United States. The latter will be very much in the* lime­
light in Congress, in our opinion. „ Those who know the real facts of 
our national finance are very uneasy, and they are going to say so 
publicly. Bonkers, as a class, will be decidedly uneasy, for they see 
the foundation of their institutions crumbling, due to the activities 
of Mr. Roosevelt and hisj^lew Deal. In my opinion they are doomed 
to bankruptcy; and in a few years at the most our present banking 
system will go over the precipice, due to the very agency that was 
supposed to protect, it the Federal Reserve System.

Death will carry away many prominent figures, especially among 
bankers, lawyers, religious leaders and politicians, for these various 
houses are involved. 'And most of these deaths will be rather sudden, 
with the head the center of trouble; a stroke; a combination of head 
and heart, due to the tremendous tension and pressure under which 
our leaders are functioning today. They realize they have created 
a Franknstein, and it is crushing them; there is no way out.

Unfortunately the country is going to be thinking more of foreign 
affairs than domestic; Mercury in the 7th, in Pisces and retrogrode, 
choatic thinking; strong efforts being made to embroil us, largely 
through shipping disasters and conditions. Maritime affairs will 
be critical.

The eclipse comes very close to Jupiter and Saturn, and will 
again bring flood conditions, especially in communities and states 
under the dominion of Aries and Taurus. W e haven't much reliable 
data on this subject. And we may expect to see some very severe 
earthquakes, largely in Taurus localities. Ireland and Poland may 
not have physical earthquakes, but there will be a tremendous shak­
ing up and much dissention in those countries, as they are ruled 
by Taurus.
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One bright spot is, Uranus is again trine to Neptune, and will be 

for the next two or three months. The outward turmoil is driving 
people within, and a tremendous spiritual awakening is taking 
place throughout the world, and naturally will be at its strongest at 
the points of the conflict. Taurus and Virgo people will naturally feel 
the effect of this aspect. Tremendous shakings up will take place in 
legal and religious circles. Saturn and Uranus in the 9th represent 
the conflict between the old and the new; but Uranus will win, after 
a struggle. But Saturn on the cusp of the 9th will play havoc with 
shipping agreements and maritime affairs in general, and indicates 
great losses at sea, through storms and warfare. And there is grave 
danger of the United States becoming involved in some way this 
month. See our Predictions for the year.

The sign on the ascendant is rather weak; Virgo people are apt 
to be rather wobbly; and with Neptune there, retrograde, the people 
are apt to be in a very confused frame of mind, for the real factors 
that affect our national life are mostly hidden. And  with the oceans 
of propaganda being spewed out, people don't know where they are 
at. And, to make matters worse, Neptune is exactly in opposition to 
Mercury in Pisces, a sign for which it has no affinity. The people are 
dazed and confused.

However, things don't just 'happen'; Americans, as a whole, have 
not been interested in the welfare of their country; they didn 't have 
to; they couldn't be bothered; so they handed the job over to some 
slick, smooth-tolking, smiling politician who told them pretty stories 
about 'democracy'. History tejIs you, if you aren't too lazy to look 
it up, what happens to democracy; and if you weren't too lazy you 
would know that founders of this great REPU BLIC  were afraid of 
democracy, and made definite safeguards against it.

Mars right on the midheaven— yes, Venus'isT’there also— shows 
the administration is definitely thinking of war. A nd  these two plan­
ets are square, or adverse, to the ascendant. W e  find Pluto in the 
house of legislation, therefore pluto-cratic streams are flowing 
through; in other words, control by the plutocrats; and, exactly square
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io Saturn in the 9th, favors plutocratic influences in the legislature. 
When you people have suffered enough, you will demand that your 
lawmakevs think in terms of America only. The chaos in Europe is 
the result of centuries of trickery and wrong doing, and now it is 
harvest time.

America must learn to mind her own business, if she is to survive 
as an independent nation.

Those two things, com bined with two others 
which I have not mentioned, necessitated about 2 0  hours work a 
day for nearly 30  days; in addition, I received no raw ijuice the 
whole of that month, and the stroke was the culm ination. T h e  juice 
m ight have saved me, I d on 't  know; I doubt it, with the tremendous 
strain I was under.

I do not feel called upon to be the leader of a groups of people. 
I am  a teacher, but I do not aspire to the leadership of a group of 
people, and such a role would have to be forced upon me by necessity 
before I would ever accept it, because of the tremendous ̂ responsi­
bility. A s  a matter of fact, I did not choose m y role as editor of 
The Beacon Light, it was a ta sk  given me to do, and one that I took 
up very reluctantly. I told the Lord I had no qualifications as an 
educator and teacher but that I would g lad ly  help support those 
in the field doing worth while work as I had alw ays done.

O f two things I am sure: One is that those who cling to our 
large cities will be buried in them, with bricks and  m ortar on top 
of them for a tombstone; and second, I see m any self-styled lead­
ers in the fight who will be a broken reed to lean uipon when the 
crisis comes. In most cases we find ja very prom inent m idheaven, 
at least one planet there and in some cases a group ing of planets. 
Leadership of a kind, yes; magnetic, positive; but in most cases 
those planets on the midheaven are badly afflicted. M o st  of your 
politicians have a strong mid-heaven, the ability to ge t into the 
limelight; but look at their 4th house— the end of things; it 's  a 
mess.

During the 
past few years I have repeatedly been asked to take the lead; well,
I have no inclination, nor am I able, to take the lead. This fight 
has drained me dry— and we were in very critical circumstances—  
and it has kept me drained, just barely able to( get by; so l havej 
no resources to even take myself to what I consider a safe spot. So 
unless the way opens I shall go down with thef Beacon Light ship, 
preaching the gospel and warning you of the wrath to come, and 
teaching that salvation comes through obedience to law.

I may say j there are many Beacon Light readers who own sub­
stantial properties; hotels, apartment houses, business blocks; about 
fifty of them own and operate their own hotels. I know some of you 
hotel men especially, think I am an alarmist, and that there is no 
foundation for my alarm. But I can assure you that there is plen­
ty of foundation; you cannot possibly save your properties, and 
the day will come when ybil will wish you had unloaded them to 
someone, who does not believe?"" Sell your property to the mater­
ialist; the atheist; the man who says there is no God; he will lose 
out anyway. And  then spend your money two ways.

First, help us to get out our warning to a larger circle; there are 
millions of people who do not know the trend of coming events, 
and who will be caught like rats in a trap. A s I see it, it 's no 
longer a question of years, but of months.

Second, is the need for. doing what the teachers in ancient Le- 
muria did; .first, get a piece of land for a small settlement, of d 
select group, preferably in the state of Utah, Nevada or Colorado. 
There should be money enough to put up substantial buildings; 
buildings that are quake-proof; then for laying in al stock of pro­
visions, clothing, etc.; there should be supplies enough to last for 
seven years, possibly longer.

A ll these things must be done in the next few months; and her^ 
is a task that will take ^ year unless a lot of money is available 
quickly.

I find people really receptive now. A ll my life I have labored 
trying to tell the story; I was laughed at and ridiculed, but today 
it is different. People are torn loose from their moorings; that 
which they thought was a solid foundation has proved to be qu ick­
sand. People are beginning to question; they are not so sure of 
themselves as they were yesterday, because Judgm ent D ay  is be­
ginning to unfold; they can see the evidence of that of which the 
prophets, both ancient and modern, have spoken.

Again  I extend the privilege of joining us in our educational 
work. I should like to put on a series of meetings in some large 
hall in Las Angeles, where the people are clamoring for m e to give 
a series of talks; and there is a big need for it. I could answer 
the call if I were relieved of a lot of routine work and financial)l
anxiety. If every reader of The Beacon Light would tithe them ­
selves, as the Scriptures say you should, we would surely go places.

TRACINGS O P ETERNAL LIG H T: By Ida  Hagen.

Here is a  book th a t  is as refreshing as the  m orning dew. Being somewhat of 
a  realist, I  should haye titled  the  book, The Evolution of a  Sincere Soul; for 
it  is the  record of a  soul wrestling w ith its M aker; one who realizes th a t sal­
vation  m ust be worked out in  fear and  trem bling. Not fear, in  the ordinary 
sense of the  word, bu t w ith  a  fear to do wrong. The evangelistic salvation is 
cheap a n d  taw dry beside the  real thing, as recorded in  this book. Salvation 
comes th rough  walking alone w ith the  G reat Ones who have gone before—yea, 
even our Elder B ro ther th e  C hrist.

T his book records th e  fru its  of living the  life, instead of just talking about 
it. Those of you who know w hat spiritual living really is, will recognize the 
w riter for w hat she is. Almost every day I  contact souls who are agonizing 
w ith  G od to  reveal H im self andj His tru ths. Well, here is the book tha t will 
bring com fort to  your soul; one who agonized and  prayed and walked alone 
un til God revealed Himself.

W H Y  P H Y S I C A L  D I S A S T E R S ?

During the past two years we have printed some very startling 
prophecies regarding com ing events; prophetic dreams and visions 
received by men and women whose spiritual eyes are tuned to the 
celestiol spheres. A n d  here is a question that has been put in this 
connection: "H o w  do you know that these visions ore true ?"

In  the same way that one m usician recoanies another; in the 
same way that an artist, or a carpenter, or a Dlumber, would recoq- 
n ize onother who is skilled along his line. A ll my life I have been 
conscious of these celestial spheres; more e spec ia lly  from 1907 to 
1913 or -14  roughly, when the planet Uranus was passing through 
m y 9th house. I received m any marvelous visions of com ing events. 
Some came in the form of dreams; prophetic dreams in which every 
detail was clear. Incidentally, most of these dreams have already 
m aterialized on the physical plane. M a n y  of these revelations came 
while at work, especially when working in the garden, o r while 
taking o walk. U sua lly  I would feel restle-ss, and feel the urge to 
take a long walk; the vision would then unfold as I walked.

Incidentally, a long walk, alone, especially out in the country 
amid the beauties of nature, is one of the greatest solaces you can 
have. W hen  we walk, the circulation of the blood in the body is per­
fect; all organs including the m ind are functioning normally. If you 
sit down to th ink the m ind draws the blood to the head, and you get 
noth ing but the products of your own brain; but when you walk, the 
exercise is draw ing the blood away from  the head and circulating it 
equally throughout the body, which is the normal condition. Then 
the spiritual part of man, the spiritual body, has a chance to function. 
So, a good, brisk  walk, when you ore worried or puzzled as to the 
course of action you should follow, will clear the cobwebs; that is, 
relieve mental congestion. W h en  you worry, you try to solve your 
problem on the mental plane; but there are some problems that 
cannot be settled on the mental plane, and the inspirational faculties 
need ta be brought into play. That is, we must go up one rung of 
the ladder. M a n  is a fourfold being; he is physical, he is emotional, 
he is mental and  he is spiritual. During most of our w aking moments 
we function on the physical and  emotional planes. The animal man 
is scarcely capable of functioning on any  higher plane The mental 
type, however, is apt to concentrate on the mental plane alone, ig ­
noring the spiritual and neglecting the physical. But there are 
tim es when on ly the spiritual plane can supply the answer to your 
problem  The  p lane itself does not supply it, but it is the vehicle
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through which God and the celestial beings who carry out His bid­
ding work.

But this is somewhat of a digression from the subject, "W h y  
Physical Disasters? Man, through his various manifestations on the 
three lower planes, physical, astral and mental, has very largely ig­
nored the spiritual, or God; therefore it is very necessary to destroy 
man's handiwork, through which he has expanded his ego to such 
a degree that he is spiritually sick; enemic. You have only to look 
around you, especially in the larger cit es. to see the source of man's 
pleasure and inspiration, if you can call it that.

A s soon as his work is finished and he seeks recreation, he seeks 
it largely on the emotional or astral plane; smoking and drinking> 
eating gorgeous dinners, dancing, watching prize fights and boxing, 
attending night clubs and questionable picture shows and plays. I 
say that because the biggest crowds go where the show is the dirtiest.

The primitive people go around naked and unashamed, and there 
’is no vulgarity associated with it. Go to some swanky dance, or if 
you will, where the taxi dancer is; the female of the species is not 
naked, it is true; but it would be less harmful if they were, for they 
dress suggestively, tantalizing, teasing the emotions; therefore more 
deadly. But the point I am making is that all these forms of en­
tertainment appeal to the lowest in man and not to the highest.
I have never learned to dance, because it did not appeal to me, but 
I have attended hundreds of dances bcause I like to watch people in 
their various manifestations. I have attended them in the red light 
districts, in the churches, and in the swanky night clubs. At this 
time I may say that your modern dance, especially the jitterbug and 
the expression drawn out by modern jazz, is vile in its effect; it 
can only be described in one word: degeneracy. This type of 
music has a demoralizing effect, especially upon adolescent »outh; 
it breaks down all moral restraint, and throws the individual entirely 
out of balance. The distortion of life to them becomes normal; herce 
the gulf between modern youth and their parents.

Our boys and girls would never accept these distortions, were it 
not for the subtle effect of modern movies, the hundred and one 
questionable magazines on our news stands, and still more deadly, 
the Red professor and the text books in our schools and colleges, as 
naturally the boys and girls look up to their teacher as an authority 
and these authorities, for the past 20  years or more, have been tell­
ing them that degeneracy is normal; is good; is natural; ar.d so they 
believe ‘t. If you want some evidence, read "T h e  Slaughter of In-

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nocence", and "C ruc ify in g  Christ in Our Colleges/' by Dan Gilbert. 
It will send a shiver down your back, and you will be horrified at 
the teachings your boys and girls are receiving. I say without any 
hesitation that your schools and colleges are making degenerates out 
of your fine boys and girls, and you are paying the bill. If  I had 
a boy or girl, I would rather shoot him or her than to send them to 
any of our modern colleges; in fact I would not even send them to 
our h igh schools. You  will find the answer in the two books men­
tioned above, which give the list of the vicious text books, including 
the Harold Rugg  Series, Changing Governments and Changing Cul­
tures, in which they proceed to tell you that we have outgrown vir­
tues; they are old-fashioned. (And our modern virtues are vices of 
the worst kind. Briefly, these text book,s and I have read many 
of them, em phasize the physical and emotional expressions of man; 
they one and all use Freud as the foundation of their ideas— that it 
is bad for youth to suppress physical and emotional instincts; that 
the more conquests the young man or woman will have the freer 
will they be. A s  a result, they graduate from college enslaved with 
the habits of drinking, smoking, sex dissipation, drug addiction, 
stealing and even murder.

You  say this isn 't true? Check on the list in any penitentiary 
and the number of students who leave college to go to the peniten­
tiary is alarming. In the December 2, 1939 issue of Liberty mag­
azine was an article entitled " I s  It A s  Bad As! T h is?" A  sorority 
sponsor talks about college g irls ' morals. In this article you will 
find a confirmation of everything I have said; and she ends up in 
a hopeless manner saying, " I f  I knew the answers I'd probably be 
over at the chapter house expounding them now, for I think they're 
needed. Since I don't, perhaps it may be to some purpose to put the 
question here."

It 's  surprising how dumb some educated people can be. This 
woman is a college graduate. It does however prove one point that 
I have regularly made: nomely, the propaganda for the demoraliza­
tion of our youth is so subtle that they are not conscious of it.

"Russell, who does not use his title of Earl, said he did not plan 
American citizenship, but wished to accept the permanent chair of 
philosophy at the University. He added that, shunning the uncon­
ventional theoretical concepts which publicized him .several years 
ago, he is teaching only "pure philosophy" at U. C. L. A.

"Several years ago he startled even his free-thought intimates 
by advocating marital infidelity as a cure for divorces on the part 
of "sex repressed" individuals.

"He took the U. C. L. A. chair last spring. His temporary visitor's 
permit expired in August, but was extended. "

I d o n 't  
b lam e th e  Jew  co llege w rite r o f textf books, I b la m e  you , fo r  p e r­
m itting  ft. 1 am  h e re  to  te ll you th a t  th e  co n d itio n  o f th e  a v e ra g e  
co!Tege7*yes, th e  av erag e  h igh  school, is su ch  th a t  th e  R ed L ig h t 
d is tric t is m ild in com parison . I h av e  seen  it w ith  m y own eyes, in 
college towns a n d  c ities  alj over th e _ U n ite d  S ta te s ; I h a v e  seen  it  
irTNew Y ork  ad jo in ing  C o lum bia  U n iversity ; a t  Y a le  in N ew  H av en ; 
at Syracuse U niversity ; a n d  o u r v a rio u s  schools a n d  co lleg es  th ro u g h ­
ou t the  s ta te  of C alifo rn ia .

X I hope th is  a rtic le  gives you a so lar p lex u s blow ; fo r I am  c h a rg ­
ing you p a ren ts  w ith  th e  c o rru p tio n  a n d  d e g e n e ra c y  o f yo u r own 
boys and  girls. I ch arg e  you w ith  c rim in a l n eg lec t. T h e re  is only  
one th ing le ft for you to  do; to  p lead  g u ilty  a n d  th e n  p ro ceed  to  pay 
your fine; th a t  is, to  ch eck  up  on m y s ta te m e n ts , an d  th e n  go  o u t 
and do som ething a b o u t it.
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A gain  I re tu rn  to  m y tit le , "W h y  Physical D isaster?" In the  last 
analysis, h u m a n ity  h a s  se t in m otion ce rta in  forces; we have sown 
d es tru c tio n , a n d  we o re  going to  reap  destruction. God merely 
o p e ra te s  th ro u g h  th e  law of c a u se  an d  e ffec t; He has se t up the 
ru les a n d  reg u la tio n s , th e  laws th ro u g h  w hich He m anifests. For a 
long tim e  we have) sown, and  now w e a re  going to  reap the cor­
rup tion  we h av e  sown. T h e  soil of o u r large c ities is so filled with 
d estru c tiv e  v ib ra to ry  fo rces, th a t  th ey  will be destroyed through the 
o p era tio n  o f th e  law o f c au se  a n d  e ffec t. W e have been pounding

th is  p la n e  M y own b reakdow n  was n o th in g  b u t exhaustion; fatigue 
poisons d u e  to  overw ork ; a n d  I a m  here  to  tell you tha t the burden 
is h eav ie r to d ay  th a n  it h a s  ever been , because we are now ap- 
p ro ach n g  th e  c lim ax  T he  h ap p en in g s  of th e  nex t 12 months will 
conv ince  you beyond  th e  shadow  of a  doub t th a t  we know w hat we 
a re  ta lk in g  a b o u t

W e h av e  p re se n te d  th e  s to ry  from  every possible angle, so you 
c a n n o t p le ad  ig n o ran ce  o f th e  law; of the  facts. W e have been 
su b m ittin g  ev id en ce  th a t  would b e  accep ted  in any law court; we 
have p laced  upon  your sho u ld ers  a  te rrific  responsibility an d  burden, 
th e  resp o n sib ility  o f a c tio n ; o r service; because you a re  no longer 
igno ran t.

"Yea, 
L ord ."  "F e e d  m y la m b s ."  T h e re  is an d  can  be, no protection ou t­
side  o f serv ice  a n d  ob ed ien ce  to  law.

It is very  n ecessa ry  t h a t  your m ate ria l possessions be swept away, 
becau se  th e y  h av e  b ecom e your God. In th e  sim ilar period of the 
w orld 's h isto ry , th e  an th ro p o id  ap e  appeared , a  degenera te  hum an

peing , be lo n g in g  fa  th p  hum an  fam ily. Thousands of years ogo on
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our evo lu tionary  p a th , he becam e a  s tra g g le r  th rough  degeneracy; 
sex perversion; stragg lers  of the  hum an  fam ily in th e  p a th  of evolu­
tion. M illions of d e g en e ra te  h u m an  beings, especially  th ose  d isci­
ples of th e  Talm ud, will be  throw n o ff from  th is  p la n e t, because 
they  have sunk  so low in th e  h u m an  scale th a t  th ey  a re  re tard ing  
th e  evolution of th e  res t of th e  h u m an  fam ily. T hey  will be throw n

T h e re  w as a  tim e  w hen we w ere devoid o f in te l­
ligence; b u t we have evolved it; th e  tim e  has now arrived  fo r th e  c a p ­
s tone. W e m u s t evolve or unfo ld  ou r sp iritua l consciousness, ju s t 
a s  we developed or un fo lded  ou r in te llect. You an d  I a re  p o ten tia l 
C hris ts; a s  C h ris t H im self sa id , "Y e a re  g o d s ."  So th e  tim e  h as  
com e fo r us to  sw eep aside th e  m a te ria lis t, th e  a th e is t ,  th e  d e g en ­
e ra te , a n d  d e m o n s tra te  o u r a t-o n e -n e ss  w ith God.

Soon th e  G reat Being W ho  has c h a rg e  of th e  evolu tion  of th is  
p la n e t will com e back  a n d  a sk  you a n d  m e to  give a n  a cc o u n t of ou r 
s tew ardsh ip . T h o se  o f you who have evolved o r grow n your sp ir­
itual consciousness will be a t  one w ith  H im ; b u t if you have tak en  
the  le ft hand o r down hill p a th  you will have] n o th in g  in com m on 
with Him. So you will d e te rm in e  your own fa te , a n d  will b e  p laced 
in an en v iro n m en t in w hich you will be  su b jec t to  severe  d iscip line; 
and  it will be a s  th e  M as te r sa id  on o n e  occasion , n o t th ose  who cry 
Lord, Lord, b u t those who do th e  will of th e  fa th e r .

So you will need  som eth ing  m ore th a n  ch u rch  m em bersh ip ; th a t  
will have no w eight w hatsoever; less th a n  no th in g . Salvation  or 
a tta in m e n t com es th ro u g h  obed ience  to  th e  law, a n d  serv ice; in th e  
sam e way you becom e a m usical gen ius, so you becom e a  sp iritu a l 
genius. Paderewski becam e th e  w orld 's leading p ia n is t th ro u g h  long 
years of p rac tice ; ap p lica tio n  of th e  laws o f m usic. T he  sam e  law 
applies to  all trad es  an d  professions; a n d  it a lso  ap p lie s  to  your sp ir­
itual grow th or unfo ldm ent. A sp iritu a l g ia n t h a s  p u t in long 
m onths, years, incarnations, in th e  p rac tice  of th e  sp iritua l laws of 
life. T h ere  is no m agic a b o u t it. T he  words Lord, a n d  law, a re  
synonymous, and  m egn one an d  th e  sam e th ing ,
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A s I s t a t e d  b e fo re , th e  v o ice  o f th e  m od ern  p ro p h e ts , an d  I co n ­
s id e r m y se lf o n e  o f th e m , will b e  s ile n ce d  in th e  no t fa r  d is ta n t fu ­
tu re ;  a n d  m a n y  o f yo u  p e o p le  will b e  g ro p in g  in th e  dark , because  
th e  m e ssa g e s  w e h a v e  g iv en  o u t d id  n o t g e rm in a te  in your sp iritua l 
c o n sc io u sn ess . I t  w as n o th in g  m o re  th a n  m e n ta l e n te r ta in m e n t as  
f a r  a s  yo u  w e re  c o n c e rn e d ; b u t I w o u ld n 't  c a re  to  be in your shoes 
w hen  th e  b o o k s  a re  b a la n c e d , a n d  w hen  it  is revealed  tcj you an d  
to  th e  w orld , th e  th o u sa n d s  o f lo s t o p p o rtu n itie s  for sp read ing  the  
gospel of, th e s e  G o d -g iv en  tru th s .  I shall be  sorry for you; the  
M a s te r  will b e  .sorry fo r  yo u ; b u t  n o th in g  can  be  done for you in th a t 
day . A s th e  t r e e  fa lls , so  it will lie; a s  you h ave  sown, so shall you 
reap . T h e re  is n o  su c h  th in g  a s  a  d e a th -b e d  rep en tan ce  an d  s tan d ­
ing e q u a l w ith  th e  rpon  w hq]K a.s^ jved  th e  life. T he  m ost terrible 
th in g  on  J u d g m e n t  D ay, w hen  th e  books a re  ba lanced , will be the  
c rie s  o f a n g u ish  a n d  th e  te a r s  o f rem o rse  fo r lost opportun ities. Re­
m e m b e r, J e s u s  sa id , " In a s m u c h  a s  ye h av e  done it un to  one of the 
le a s t  o f th e s e  m y b re th re n , ye  h av e  done  it u n to  m e ."

H u n d re d s  o f t im e s  I h a v e  h e a rd  peop le  say, "I would like to  tak e  
your m a g a z in e , b u t  I c a n 't  a ffo rd  i t ."  B ut th e  v ast m ajority of these 
p eo p le  c an , o r do, a f fo rd  m a n y  n o n -essen tia ls , for physical, em otion­
a l, m e n ta l  o r sp ir i tu a l  h e a l th ;  su ch  b e ing  th e  case, the  money was 
sp e n t fo r d e g e n e ra c y . M an  d oes n o t n eed  alcohol or tobacco; it is 
d e tr im e n ta l to  u s  on  a ll fo u r  p lanes. M an  does no t need tea or cof­
fe e  a n y  m o re  th a n  h e  d o es  o p iu m ; it 's  only a  question  of degree, they 
only  po ison  th e  ph y sica l body. W p m an  does not need the  thousand 
a n d  o n e  v a r ie tie s  o f co sm etics . I have  seen  gorgeous girls and 
w om en in ru ra l p a r ts  f a r  m ore  b e au tifu l th an  those who a p e  the 
co u rte sa n . T h e se  th in g s  a re  n o t necessary  to  your physical, m ental 
o r sp ir itu a l w e ll-b e in g ; an d  you a re  going to  do w ithou t them  in th e  
n e a r  fu tu r e  b e ca u se  th e y  will n o t be availab le . M an has built 
up  so m an y  a r tif ic ia l w an ts  th a t  a re  unnecessary  and  detrim ental, 
th a t  h e  has a c q u ire d  a fa lse  s ta n d a rd  of values of living. Is it any 
w onder t h a t  h e  is so f a r  away from  God an d  His laws? It 's  the n a t­
u ra l a n d  logical o u tco m e .

Som e p h ilo so p h e r h a s  said , " P u t  your w ants a t  zero and  you have 
th e  w orld a t  your f e e t ."  T h a t is tru e ; b e tte r  do a  little  cultivating 
in your sp ir itu a l g a rd e n  w hile th e re  is y e t a little  tim e. The con­
su m in g  fire s  o f hell a re  n o th in g  m ore than  th e  fires of rem orse for 
v io la tions o f th e  laws o f God an d  for lost opportun ities for service. 
W e all g e t hell w hen w e b re a k  th e  laws of God; bu t we do it delib­
e ra te ly , w ith  p u r eyes open , so we have no kick coming.
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So this, briefly, is my answ er to  those of you who have askecj 

me about preparation. iLet him who is g re a te s t am ong  you be the  
servant of all. See th a t  your friends, neighbors and  a cq u a in tan ces  
receive the message of The Beacon Light; they  need  it a s  m uch as  
you.

Israel vision. In s tead , it  is a  th rillin g  experience  to  w atch  th e  
chang ing  scenes as th e  c lim ax  to  th e  p rophetic  p ic tu re , regard ing  
th e  " tim e  o f th e  e n d "  h a sten s  tow ard  its g ran d  fina le , representing  
th e  de liv e ran ce  from  oppression  fo r all n a tio n s  of m ankind.

T he study  o f A n g lo -Israe l c lea rly  shows th a t  h istory  and prophecy 
m ust go side by side. ..T h e re fo re  we m u st n o t n eg lec t th e  study  o f  
history, a n d  above  all th e  s tu d y  of p rophecy.

M ay 7 , 1 9 3 9 : "W ill R ussia m a rc h  in to  P o land  on  th e  p re te x t  o f  
saving it from  G erm any? W h en  th e  fin a l show dow n co m es, H itle r  
a n d  S talin  will u n ite ."
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T hese  few  item s  a re  b ro u g h t to  your a tten tio n  for the  specific 

purpose  o f d riv ing  hom e one p o in t,, th a t  we have hewed stra igh t to 
one line, a n d  o n e  line  only , th a t  of th e  revelation of the  Scriptures, 
a n d  p a id  no  a t te n tio n  w h a tev e r to  so-called  voices of prophecy, 
m arch es  a h e a d  o r b eh in d  th e  tim es, all of whom have had to back­
tra c k  on s ta te m e n ts  m ad e , b ecau se  th ey  did no t pan out th e  way 
th ey  had  p lan n ed . T h ose  o f you who have a tte n d ed  our m eetings, 
du rin g  th e  p a s t e ig h t y ears, know  th a t  th is  is a  fa c t  of tru th . It all 
rests  on th e  r ig h t key  to  th e  in te rp re ta tio n  of prophecy in Holy W rit, 
a n d  we in te n d  to  a d h e re  s tr ic ty  to  th is  line an d  no o ther.

R ecen tly , a c e r ta in  su p p o sed  vo ice  of prophecy has been giving 
o u t fa ls e  in fo rm a tio n  reg a rd in g  th e  re tu rn  o f C hrist, which th is man 
now s ta te s  is n o t g o in g  to  ta k e  p lace  on th is  e a r th ;  bu t still he a d ­
h e re s  to  th e  f a c t  th a t  S a ta n  is to  be bound  for 1 ,000 years, in spite 
o f th e  f a c t  t h a t  a ll th e  evil o nes will be  destroyed  a t th e  return  of 
C h ris t in th e  a ir ,  n o t on  th e  ea rth . T h e  question  th a t  com es to  my 
m ind  is, W h a t  is th e  u se  o f b in d in g  S a tan  fo r 1 ,000 years when 
th e re  a re  no  p eo p le  on  e a r th  fo r h im  to  m enace? And how can th is 
m an e x p la in  Z e c h a r ia h , C h a p te r  12?

H o w ev er, w e m u s t re m e m b er th a t  C h ris t w arned  us of these false 
C h ris ts  a n d  fa lse  p ro p h e ts  th a t  w ould spring  up  like m ushroom s in 
th e se  la s t  d ay s  o f c rises , a n d  to  pay no  a tte n tio n  to  them . But this 
a g a in  is le f t  e n tire ly  u p  to  th e  ind iv idual h im self, e ith e r to  accep t 
th e m  or re je c t th e m .

R efe rrin g  b a c k  to  D an ie l, 1 2 :4 , he  te lls  us th a t  certa in  th ings of 
d iv ine  im p o r ta n c e  w ould  b e  " s h u t  up  a n d  sea led  to  the  tim e of the  
e n d " ;  th is  m ean s , th o u g h  th e  w ords w ere given, m en 's  sp iritua l un­
d e rs ta n d in g  w ould  b e  d u lle d  till G od 's purposes w ere ready for a c ­
c o m p lish m e n t; a n d  Z e c h . 1 4 :7  te lls  us th a t  a t  th e  "Evening tim e" 
(m e a n in g  o f th e  d isp e n sa tio n )  " th e r e  shall be lig h t."  This m eans 

th a t  th e  veil w ould  b e  lif ted  from  m e n 's  eyes, an d  th a t  " lig h t"  will 
n o t b e  th e  ex c lu s iv e  p riv ileg e  o f a n y  one favored class, (M a tt 1 1 :25) 
b u t  t h a t  m a n y  w ho a re  looked  upon  by th e  world a s  unlearned  and  
ig n o ra n t m en  will be  fo u n d  to  have received th e  sp irit of understand­
ing. (A c ts  4 : 1 3 ) .

A g a in  we re a d  th a t  know ledge will be  increased. (D an. 1 2 :4 ). 
T h is  is o f te n  ta k e n  to  m ean  inven tions, discoveries, an d  the  general 
sp re a d  o f k n o w led g e , b u t I r a th e r  in te rp re t  it as  a reference prim arily 
to  a  rev e la tio n  a n d  k n o w led g e  o f D ivine th ings, for exam ple, the  rev­
e la tio n  o f th e  G re a t  P y ram id , th e  Israel key  to  th e  Scriptures, an d  the 
key  to  th e  e n d  o f th e  p re s e n t ag e . T hese  su b jec ts  a re  all, m ore or
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less, re c e n t re v e la tio n s , a n d  th e  C h u rc h , h id e -b o u n d  by tra d it io n , fin d s
0  d if f ic u l ty  in a c c e p tin g  th e m .

T h is  b rin g s  u s  to  th re e  s u b je c ts  o f  th e  g re a te s t  im p o rtan c e  a t  th e  
p re s e n t  m o m e n t, a n d  so  c lo se ly  b o u n d  to g e th e r  t h a t  i t  is a lm o s t im ­
p o ssib le  to  s p e a k  o f o n e  w ith o u t re fe rr in g  to  th e  o th e rs : T h e  Israe l 
K ey, th e  End o f th e  A g e , a n d  T h e  K ingdom  o f  God on E a rth , so m e­
tim e s  c a lle d  th e  M illen iu m . T h is  l a t t e r  c a n n o t  b eg in  u n til th is  a g e  
h a s  e n d e d , a n d  th is  a g e  c a n n o t e n d  u n til th e  H ouse  o f Israel h as  
b e e n  rev ived  a n d  re s to re d , b e c a u se  i t  is d e s tin e d  to  p lay  a n  im p o r t­
a n t  p a r t  in G o d 's  eco n o m ic  sy s te m  fo r th e  fu tu r e  g o v e rn m e n t o f  th e  
w orld .

T h e  H o u se  o f Israe l a r e  to  b e  G o d 's  m e sse n g e rs  a n d  a g e n ts  to  c a r ­
ry th e  K ingdom  b le ss in g s  to  a ll th e  n a tio n s  o f th e  e a r th ;  th is  in a c ­
c o rd a n c e  w ith  G o d 's  p ro m ise s  to  th e  p a tr ia rc h s , a n d  d w e lt e x te n s iv e ­
ly u p o n  by  Is a ia h  in C h a p te r  4 0  a n d  o th e r  p assag es .

T h e  h is to ry  o f th e  A d a m ic  R ace h as  b e e n  fro m  th e  b eg in n in g  d i­
v id ed  in to  d isp e n sa tio n s  o r a g es . F irs t we h a d  th e  a n te d ilu v ia n ; 
sec o n d , th e  p a tr ia rc h a l;  th ird , th e  M o siac ; fo u r th , th e  C h ris tia n , o r 
d is p e n s a tio n  o f  th e  N ew  C o v en a n t. T h is , w e a r e  a ssu re d , is to  b e  
fo llow ed  by  a n o th e r , a  g lo rio u s  o n e  o f p e a c e  a n d  r ig h te o u sn e ss , c o m ­
m o n ly  c a lle d  t h e  M ille n iu m , b u t  b e t te r  know n to  m a n y  o f u s  a s  th e  
K ingdom  o f G od on  e a r th .  (Rev. 2 0 :1 - 7 )

E ach  d is p e n s a tio n  h a s  c lo sed  w ith  m a n ife s ta t io n s  o f  G o d 's  pow er 
e x h ib ite d  in e x tra o rd in a ry  p h e n o m e n a . T h e  a n te d i lu v ia n  e n d e d  
w ith  th e  D e lu g e ; th e  p a tr ia rc h a l e n d ed  w ith  th e  m irac le s  a t te n d in g  
th e  Exodus a n d  th e  g iv in g  o f th e  Law a t  S in a i; th e  M o sa ic  d isp e n ­
sa tio n  e n d e d  w ith  th e  M irac le s  o f C h r is t  a n d  th e  d e s tru c tio n  o f J e ­
ru sa lem . In th e  s a m e  m a n n e r , w e h a v e  th e  a s s u ra n c e  th a t  th e  e n d  
o f th is  a g e  will b e  a t te n d e d  by  th e  m o s t s ta r t l in g  s ig n s  o f  A lm ig h ty  
Pow er w h ich  th e  w orld  h a s  e v e r see n  o r will s e e  a g a in .

T h o u g h  th e  B ible is m o s t e m p h a t ic  in re fe re n c e  to  th is  g re a t  m a tte r  
w e m e e t  tw o k in d s  o f  o b je c to n s :  th o se  w ho say  th e  w orld  is n o t 
g o o d  e n o u g h  fo r th e  M ille n iu m , a n d  th o s e  w ho say  w e c a n n o t  know  
th e  tim e . C h r is t  h im se lf  sa id  t h a t  n o  o n e  sav e  th e  F a th e r  only , 
know s w h en  it will be . T o  th e  f i r s t  o b je c tio n  a n d  th o se  w ho  a g re e  
w ith  it, a ll you  h av e  to  d o  is to  re a d ; M a tt .  2 4 ;  M a rk  13 ; L uke  2 1 ;
1 T im . 4 ; II T im . 3 II P e te r  3 ; J u d e :  a n d  f in a lly  J o h n  th e  R ev e la to r 
in th e  Book o f R e v e la tio n ; a n d  m a k e  su re  w h e th e r  th is  M illen iu m  
o r  K ingdom  A g e  is to  b e  u s h e re d  in im p e rc e p ta b ly , by  g ra d u a l im ­
p ro v e m e n t, o r  by  s ig n s  a n d  w o n d ers . T o  th o se  w ho  s a y  w e c a n n o t
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know th e  tim e , m y reply  is th a t  in C h ris t 's  tim e  th is wos absolutely 
tru e ; b u t, H e d id  g ive u s  c e r ta in  tim e-s ig n a ls  an d  landm arks w here­
by we m ay know  w hen it is n o t fa r  off. As, for exam ple, a fte r  a 
long voyage, th e  sh ip 's  look-ou t repo rts  th e  s ig h t of land; all c an ­
n o t see  it, a n d  on ly  a n  ex p erien ced  ey e  can  d e tec t the  fa in t line on 
th e  h o rizon , b u t  every  h o u r b rings th e  vessel nearer, un til, before 
land ing , every  de ta il o f th e  sh o re  is d is tin c tly  seen by th ose  who 
c a re  to  look. \ln  th e  sam e  w ay, th e  g re a t fa c t of our Lord's return 
w as fo rg o tte n  in th e  M id d le  A ges, a n d  w hen during  the  la st cen­
tu ry , th e  c ry  w as ra ised , “ Behold th e  Bridegroom  co m eth ", it was in­
d is tin c t a n d  u n c e r ta in ;  b u t ever since, th e  tru th  has been getting  
c le a re r  a n d  m ore  c e r ta in , a n d  will co n tin u e  to  doi so until the  ex­
p ec ta tio n  b eco m es a rea lity .

All G od 's  rev e la tio n s  to  m a n k in d  have  been  progressive. They 
beg in  w ith  g e n e ra l s ta te m e n ts ,  a n d  th e  d e ta ils  a re  unfolded by de­
g rees  a s  th e y  a re  req u ired . For in s tan ce , th e  prom ise of the  M essiah 
to  A dam  w as ju s t a n  in tim a tio n . D uring th e  ages, the  details  were 
added  by th e  p ro p h e ts  as to  tim e , p lace , m an n er an d  accom panying 
c irc u m sta n c e s  T a k e  A b ra h a m  ag a in : God did n o t unfold to  him  a t 
once th e  g re a t d e sig n s  h e  h a d  in view foi\ his posterity , th a t was 
le f t  fo r su cceed in g  rev e la tio n s . In th e  sam e way, the  archangel 
M ichae l to ld  D an iel to  " se a l th e  book even to  th e  tim e of the  end"

It is very  e v id en t, th e re fo re , th a t  it  w as to  be understood, from the 
in d ica tio n s  an d  s ig n s  w hich  a re  g iven by C hrist and  the writers of 
bo th  O ld a n d  N ew  T e s ta m e n ts , especially  Paul, Peter and  John. 
T h ese  w ould  n o t have b een  g iven  un less  it was for us to  know. And 
it is ev id en tly  o u r L o rd 's  w ish th a t  we should  study  this m atte r, for 
H e  sa id , “ O ye h y p o crite s , ye c an  d iscern  th e  face of the  sky, but 
c an  ye  n o t d isce rn  th e  s ig n s  o f th e  tim es?". (M att. 1 6 :3 ). Further­
m ore, is th e re  n o t a  specia l b lessing  a t ta c h e d  to, the  study of the 
Book of R evela tion?  ( 1 .3 ) ;  a n d  a g a in , “ Surely th e  Lord will do 
n o th in g  b u t H e re v e a le th  H is s e c re t  u n to  His servan ts the  p rophets". 
(A m os 3 : 7 ) .

M an y  say  we have no  p ro p h e ts  now; b u t they  have overlooked 
th e  f a c t  th a t  a ll w ho p ro c la im  G od 's will a re  prophets. M any have 
been  m is ta k e n  in fix in g  p rec ise  d a te s  fo r th e  end  of the  age, but 
th ey  w ere ra ised  up  to  a ro u se  m en 's  m inds as to  th e  im portance of 
com ing  ev en ts , a n d  in t h a t  resp ec t, th ey  w ere prophets. This un ­
c e r ta in ty  is a  p a r t  o f G od 's  p lan  to  keep  people on th e  watch. If 
we knew  th e  sp ec ific  t im e  w ith  c e r ta in ty , w here would the  wqtching 
come in?
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Now, when is th e  end to be, and  w hat are th e  signs? L et us see  

if v e can read  them . These s :gns m ay be divided into two c lasses; 
1st, general signs, 2nd, tim e-signs or those which in d ica te  m ore or 
less precisely when the  end of this ag e  will come.

G e n e r a l  S i g n s
1. C ur Lord speaks of “ m any com 'ng  in His n am e  say ing , 'I a m  
C h ris t.' "  T h is  is n o t confined to  any  one co u n try  in p a rtic u la r , 
bu t has occurred m any tim es ever, particu la rly  here  in A m erica  a n d  
England, an d  also  am ong the  M oham m edans.
2. “ W ars an d  rum ors of w ars." Could an y  words exp ress m ore 
forcibly the  p resen t situa tion  of affa irs?  You m ay say to  yourse lf, 
There have always been wars, th is is noth ing  new. But rem em b er, in 
days gone by, wars were generally  fough t betw een sing le  co u n trie s ; 
w hereas now, th e  so-called  civilized world is a rm ed  to  its te e th , s im ­
ply waiting for th e  signal to  g e t in to  th e  p resen t conflic t, w hich a t  
p resen t is involving no less th an  six nations, and  th e re  a re  m ore li­
ab le  to  g e t in to  it by th e  tim e next spring rolls a ro u n d . O h yes, I 
know m any pacifists  say th a t  th e  Bible te lls  us to  tu rn  o u r sw ords 
in to  plow -shares, an d  spears in to  p run ing-hooks; b u t, th ey  o b s tin a te ­
ly ignore Jo e l's  w arning th a t  before  th a t  tim e  com es we m u st tu rn  
plow -shares in to  swords, e tc. (Joel 3 :1 0 .)  B ut C h ris t 's  w ords re* 
gard ing  th is tim e  a re  very realistic to  those  who believe: “ See th a t  
ye be no t tro u b led ."  (M att. 2 4 :6 ) .
3. "F am ines a n d  pestilences a n d  e a r th q u a k e s" . T h ese  h a v e  a l­
ways been  in evidence, b u t n o t w ith th e  frequency  o f th e  p a s t few  
yeors an d  I look for ce rta in , th a t  e a r th q u ak e s  will co m e  in a  m ore  
appalling sca le  in th e  very n ear fu tu re ; a sam ple  o f w hich w e h av e  
just had  in th e  recen t seism ic d is tu rb an ces  in T urkey , a b o u t w hich 
I will have som eth ing  m ore to  say  la te r. C h ris t in form s us  t h a t  
these  a re  th e  beginnings o f sorrows.
4. "B ecause in iqu ity  shall abound , th e  love o f m any  shall grow  
co ld ."  Look a t  th e  worldly ind ifference  am ong th e  g re a t  m a jo rity  
of th e  people today. T hey have no tim e  for th in k in g  o f sac red  
th ings, an d  soon lose th e  inc lina tion . /The word " m a n y "  u sed  h e re  
im plies th a t  th e re  will be  som e who will a d h e re  s tric tly  to  th e  t ru th . 
As tim e goes on, we shall see th is  b reach  g e ttin g  w ider a n d  w ider, 
betw een th e  two; b u t th e  reword fo r th o se  who do  c o n tin u e  in th e  
love of C hris t is th a t  “ th ey  shall be  sav ed " . (M a tt. 1 0 :2 2 .)
5. "S igns a n d  w onders in th e  heavens, th e  sea  an d  th e  w aves ro a r­
ing ."  T his m u st be classed w ith o th e r physical d is tu rb an ces . T h o se  
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who a re  co n n ec ted  w ith m arine  a ffa irs  and  w e who live by the  sea 
can  observe m ore m a n ife s ta tio n s  of G od's power th an  those who live 
fu r th e r in land , a n d  we n ever go  very long w ithou t experiencing som e­
th ing  d is tre ss in g  e ith e r  by w inds, h igh tides or storm s; and we moy 
expec t m ore o f th em  du ring  1940 , an d  with g rea te r intensity. These 
will be  a w arn ing  of w h a t w e know m ust ta k e  place when the  seas 
an d  th e  waves rea lly  roar.

T hen  a g a in , look a t  th e  possib ilities of the  heavenly bodies, and 
th e  'm a y -b e 's ' a n d  th e  'p e rh a p s ' th a t  people sm ile over have actually 
becom e te a litie s ; we have  a lread y  m entioned  th e  presen t position 
c f  th ose  th re e  g re a t  p la n ts , M ars, S a tu rn  an d  Jup iter. Have you 
fo rg o tten  a lso , th a t  a t  on e  period  p rio r to  our Lord's advent on earth  
in th e  fo rm  o f m an , th e  co n ste lla tio n  known as the  Southern Cross 
w as v isible 10 d eg rees  above  th e  horizon  in th e  la titude  of Jerusalem  
(ap p ro x im a te ly  3 1 % d e g re e s )?  W as  it a  m ere coincidence th a t in 
th e  year o f o u r L ord 's  c ru c ific tio n , th is  conste lla tion , owing to  the 
g rad u a l a lte ra t io n  c au se d  by th e  precession  of th e  equinoxes, forever 
s e t from  J e ru sa le m 's  horizon?  It is no longer visible a t any; 
period  o f th e  y ear from  th is  spo t.
6. "S ed u c in g  sp ir its  a n d  d o c trin e s  of ev il."  W riting  to  Timothy, the 
A postle  Paul m en tio n s  am o n g  o th e r  th in g s  as  th e  signs of the end, 
"d o c trin e s  o f d ev ils ."  In Paris , th e re  is a  sec re t cu lt called "Devil- 
w orsh ip ,"  .th e  h ig h e s t expression  of w hich is a  parody on the Lord's 
Supper, th e  d e ta i ls  a n d  accesso ries  of which are extrem ely bla- 
phem cus. A t o u r L ord 's  f ir s t  ad v en t, th e re  was evidently a g rea t 
o u tb u rs t o f d em o n iaca l pow er, a n d  th e re  is every indication th a t the 
revival o f t h a t  evil ag en cy  is a lre ad y  w ith  us to  m ark the  " tim e  of 
th e  e n d " .
7. " A  fa llin g  a w ay " . All th e  w riters of th e  New T estam ent dealing 
w ith th is  su b je c t, m en tio n  th e  " fa llin g  aw ay", th a t  is, from  the  tru th  
a n d  from  th e  fa ith . O ur Lord say s : "N everthe less , when th e  Son of 
o f M an c o m e th  sh a ll he  fin d  fa ith  on th e  e a r th ?"  He does no t say 
H e will n o t, b u t H is w ords im ply th a t  fa ith  will be found with bu t a 
few  . C o m p are  th e  7 ,0 0 0  in th e  day  of Elijah, who had  not bowed 
th e  k n ee  to  B aal.

T h is  w a n t o f f a i th  show s itse lf in th e  d isbelief in p a rts  of the 
e n tire  Bible, th e  in e ffic ien cy  o f th e  m eans of g race , prayer, the  Lord's 
S upper, a n d  th e  grow ing b e lie f th a t  m an runs th e  world w ithout the  
in te rfe re n c e  o f an  ac tiv e  P rovidence, a s  well a s  in open infidelity. 
T h e re  is no  d o u b t t h a t  th e  loss of fa ith  in e tern al th ings is a t  the 
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root of the  unrest, an d  th e  com m unistic  ideas, of today . M en have 
ceased to believe in Divine eq u ity  a n d  a  fu tu re  life, an d  a rg u e  th a t  
every m an should have an equal chan ce ; a n d  th a t, if h e  does n o t 
have it, he should ob ta in  it by fa ir  m ean s  or foul. T h e  sam e  loss 
of faitn  is the  cause of th e  ep idem ic  o f su ic id e s  w hich  is su ch  cf 
painful featu re  of th e  p resen t day. -Can th is  be th e  re su lt of th e  
secularizing of ed u ca tion , th ro u g h  th e  p a s t d ecad es?  M an y  m ay say 
No; but the  fa c t still rem ains.
8. "Scoffers". They a re  seen  on every  h a n d , a n d  seem  proud  of 
scoffing a t  all holy an d  sacred  th ings. T h ey  a p p e a r  to  th in k  it 
shows superior in te llect to  d o u b t every th ing  th e y  c a n n o t su b m it to  
the evidence of the  senses. A nd ye t, m any  o f th e se  sco ffe rs  will 
plunge, heart an d  soul, in to  all th e  fo llies o f sp ir itu a lism , fa k e  o c ­
cultism , or som e o th e r so -ca lled  sc ien tif ic  c raze .

• 9. "D isobedience to  p a re n ts ."  T h is n eed s  no  c o m m e n t, it is a p p a r ­
en t on all sides. P a ren ts  m ak e  little  e f fo r t  to  e n fo rc e  o b ed ien ce , an d  
they shield them selves beh ind  th e  c lo ak  o f lovq fo r th e ir  ch ild ren . 
This is a  cowardly excuse, for th e  real s e c re t  js , th e y  h av e  n o t  th e  
moral courage of th e ir  fo re fa th e rs  to  e n fo rc e  o b e d ien c e , a n d  it is 
not th a t tn ey ’Tove th e ir ch ild ren  b e tte r .

These words also  bear a n o th e r  m e a n in g : h o n es ty  to w ard s  em p lo y ­
ers of labor. W e all rea lize  the* fo rce  of th e se  w ords in th is  sen se , 
and how dishonorable som e indiv iduals a re  in w ork ing  fo r th e ir  em - 
employers; for exam ple we see  th e  t ru th  o f th is  s ta te m e n t in th e  
am ount of sabo tage  th a t  is being  d o n e  w here  it will d o  th e  m o s t 
harm.
10. "C ovetous . . lovers of p le a su re ."  P le a su re  seem s fa s t  b e ­
coming the  m otive of life, a n d  g reed  b u t th e  m e an s  to  a n  en d , a n d  
th a t end, the g ra tif ica tio n  of self. T h e a tre s , sa lo o n s, (w e w ere 
promised faithfully  th a t th e re  would be  no sa loons, so to d a y  th e y  
a re  called 'co c k ta il- lo u n g e s ') , g am b lin g , e tc . to  ex cess, a n d  th e  
love of show, which keeps so m any  peop le  in a  ch ro n ic  s t a t e  o f pov­
erty; all these produce an  an x ie ty  on th e  one  h a n d  a n d  friv o lity  on 
the other, which is u tte rly  incom patib le  w ith a n y  fee lin g  o f devo tion .

This spirit of sensuous ease  h as  alw ays b een  th e  fo re ru n n e r  o f 
destruction of the  g rea t em pires a n d  c iv iliza tio n s  o f th e  p a s t. It w as 
so with Lem uria, or M u as  it is som etim es ca lled ; it w as so w ith  A t- 
Lantis, w ith Babylon, w ith Persia, G reece a n d  R om e, an d  it will be  
the  same with our civ ilzation . A nd if we, ourselves, w ere n o t p a r t  
of God's chosen people, it would u n d o u b ted ly  be th e  sa m e  w ith  us; 
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which does n o t necessarily  m eon th o t oil will come through this or­
deal, fo r we shall have  to  b ear th e  w eight of the  Divine Anger Uer. 
3 0 :7 , Z ech . 1 2 :8 , 9 ) ;  a n d  som e will perish going through this ex­
perience.
11. "A  form  of godliness, b u t denying the  power thereof."  How 
a cc u ra te ly  th e se  w ords express the  m ateria lism  and the endless cer­
em onies o f th e  ritu a lis ts  a n d  th e  Rom an Church. These may touch 
som e superfic ia l souls for good, b u t n o t one desiring w hole-hearted 
com m union  w ith God; th e  m an u al of a ritualistic  society, with which 
m any  o f o u r h ig h es t p laced  clergy  a re  connected , contains some 
very re m a rk a b le  s ta te m e n ts  w hich m ost assuredly  deny the power.

H istory  re p e a ts  itse lf. T he  ac tion  of Jeroboam , the  son of Nebat, 
who m ad e  Israel to  sin (I Kings 2 2 :5 2 )  in se tting  up calves at Dan 
and  B ethel, w as n o t in itse lf ido latry  in the  sense of the heathens 
round a b o u t, b u t it  paved  th e  way for th e  appalling idolatry under 
A hab. In th e  sam e  way ritu a lism  m ay not be Romanism, but it 
paves th e  w ay fo r it, a n d  in m any  cases, th e  d ifference is very slight, 
consisting  of little  m ore  th a n  th e  use of th e  word Anglican, and the 
tak in g  o f P ro te s ta n t m oney.

T h e  c h u rc h es  a lso  w h e th er A nglican  or w hat have you, are, in 
m any  cases , a  m ass  o f d ry  ro t of fo rm ality  w ithout the spirit. For a 
to ta l s tra n g e r  to  go  in to  som e of our churches, is like being pu t in 
cold s to rag e , fo r one  free ze s  th e  soul just as surely as the other 
free ze s  th e  body.
12. " T h e  tim e  o f th e  en d ; m any shall run to  and fro" (Dan. 12 :4 ). 
T h is shou ld  b e  su ff ic ie n t ev idence to  convince the most skeptical. 
W as  th e re  ever su ch  a tim e  of runn ing  ab o u t as now? People run 
h e re  a n d  th e re  by au to , an d  th e  speed  is increasing as though so­
c ie ty  w ere h e ad in g  in to  th e  vortex  of a  whirlpool.

13. "A n d  know ledge shall be  increased ."  This is p a rt of the 
sam e  d iv ine  rev e la tio n  as th e  fo rm er, an d  applies with equal force 
to  th e  p re se n t day , a n d  is th e re fo re  equally  a  "sign of the tim e of 
th e  e n d " . G lan ce  b a c k  over th e  last fifty  years, and  notice the e f­
fo r ts  m ad e  in th e  c a u se  o f e lem en ta ry  education , which had never 
p reviously  b een  th o u g h t of. In h a lf a cen tu ry , it has become a part 
o f  o u r n a tio n a l life, a n d  n o  governm en t (adm in istra tion ) seem s ta  
have  fu lf illed  its d estin y , un til it has tinkered  a t the educational 
code.

In th e  fie ld s  o f inven tion  and  scien tific  discovery, this age is no

less rem arkable. W ithin the  memory of all those p re sen t h e re  to ­
day, the  whole economy of life has been revolu tionized , a n d  th a t  
with a  continually  accelerating  force) which certa in ly  carries  som e 
grave m eaning with it, to  all those who th ink , q u ite  a p a r t  from  th e  
Biblical aspect. My object is to sim ply draw  a tte n tio n  to  th em  as  
they are, and to th a t Book which we pride ourselves on possessing, 
bu t about which we know so very little.

e e r in g  o n  a  f a r  g r e a te r  s c a le  th a n  t h a t  on  w hich  K uhn was convicted. 
L e t u s  b e  s p e c if ic :  W e  c o n d e m n e d  B allard ism  b ack  in 1935 and  
ca lled  i t  a  ra c k e t. Im m e d ia te ly  we w ere  bo y co tted , condem ned  an d  
a b u s e d , a n d  s u b je t  to  th e  b la c k  m ag ic  of its follow ers an d  sym pa­
th iz e rs .

W e  w re  one* o f th e  f ir s t  to  c o n d em n  th e  U top ians as an o th er rack­
e t .  A g a in  w e w ere  c r itic iz e d . I will go  fu r th e r , a n d  say very few 
o f o u r s o -c a lle d  p a tr io t ic  m o v em en ts  would s ta n d  the  light of day.
I h a v e  come* p r e t ty  c lose  to  th e  p ic tu re  o f m ost of these  m ovem ents 
a n d  in d iv id u a ls ; a n d  w h a t I saw  ap p a lled  a n d  d isgusted  me.

A gain  I say , I am  ju s t a s  v igorous in my denuncia tion  of individuals 
o r m o v em en ts  f ig h tin g  C om m unism  b u t indulging in th e  very sam e 
m e th o d s  t h a t  th e y  co n d em n  in th e  C om m unists, a s  I am  of th e  Com ­
m u n is ts , o r  o f a n y  o th e r  a lie n  p a rty . A nyone who indulges in racket­
e e r in g , sh ad y  o r d ish o n e s t m eth o d s, lying p ro p ag an d a , au tom atically  
lines h im se lf  u p  w ith  th e  en em y  he  is supposed  to  be fighting.
