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Spiritual sight is often spoken 
of as the sixth sense. The average 
individual has only five senses, 
but all have the sixth sense dor­
mant, which has become developed 
in many individuals. There was a 
time when we had only four senses 
fully developed, but as time march­
ed on, the fifth sense became quite 
the normal thing. Likewise, as time 
marches on, the sixth sense will 
become quite the normal thing. The 
first evidence of the development 
of the sixth sense consists in sen­
sitiveness to the vibrations from the 
planes above the physical.

The sixth sense, or spiritual 
sight by which wre obtain first­
hand knowledge of the higher 
planes, is threefold, namely, etheric 
sight, astral sight and spiritual 
sight. Nature spirits belong to the 
etheric realm, and etheric sight 
enables one to see through physi­
cal objects, observing the etheric 
forces that work back of the physi­
cal forms. Thru clairvoyance and 
clairaudience, man contacts the 
astral world — the astral bodies 
of the entities living therein. Spir­
itual sight is awareness in the ment­
al world — the w'orld of thought. 
Here one contacts the archetypes 
of all existing things. These arche­
types are uving things, always 
seen as a whole, and not made up 
of parts, as in the case of ones 
physical vision.

Spiritual sight may be positive 
or negative. The positive side is 
developed through living a life of 
purity and service, awakening the 
pituitary body and pineal gland. 
Positive spiritual vision is always 
under the control of the will. The 
negative path of development is 
that of mediumship, which has its 
seat in the solar plexus and sympa­
thetic nervous system, whilst the 
positive development has its seat 
in the brain, heart and cerebro­
spinal nervous system. The negative 
development is not subject to the 
will. However, the negative medi- 
umistic stage is one which is fre­
quently passed through by the as­
pirant on his way to the develop­
ment of positive spiritual sight.

If spiritual sight and occult pow­
ers are developed from any other 
motive than that of co-operating 
with evolutionary law, that is, for 
selfish desire for power, then there 
is always danger of opening the 
aura to evil entities or forces. Be­
cause of this fact, all the ancient 
Mystery Schools stressed purifi­
cation of thoughts and desires as 
absolutely necessary steps in all 
spiritual developm ent. Vanity over 
one’s spiritual development is also 
dangerous, especially so when the 
student’s astral and mental bodies

have become sensitized. One must 
be much more careful than the 
ordinary person, to avoid sensual­
ity in any form, because it will 
pull him down far more quickly 
than it will the unawakened soul.

There is an old saying to the 
effect that we have eyes and see 
not and ears and yet hear not. 
Thus spiritual science insists upon 
training and deepening the physical 
senses so that keen observation of 
details becomes instantaneous. 
This is necessary in order that there 
shall not be a conflict between the 
conscious records in the mind, and 
the subconscious records in the 
etheric body, for otherwise inhar­
mony results. All this implies con­
centration and positive thought. 
Thought wandering d e s t r o y s  
thought power, while concentration 
builds it up. Positive thought trains 
the mind to accomplish in whatever 
field of endeavor we work and 
brings the work to a successful 
conclusion. Negative thought opens 
the aura to undesirable entities 
and forces, who bring disorder and 
chaos into our lives.

Most people do not realize that 
their consciousness is, in reality, 
functioning in four different ve­
hicles of expression — the physical, 
the astral, the mc*ntal and the spir­
itual. Systematic repetition of spir­
itual truths will tend to become 
imprinted upon the very cells of 
the body, making a man’s character 
whatever he wishes it to be; and 
character is destiny. Let us explain 
this in detail. At death, man mere­
ly discards the physical vehicle 
and then functions in a universe 
of astral matter with h»s astral con­
sciousness. The body that he dis­
cards, disintegrates, and is used 
by nature in building up lesser 
forms of life; animal, plant and 
mineral life. After awhile, the as­
tral consciousness ceases to funct­
ion and the molecular substance of 
the astral body is cast off, which in 
all religions has always been spoken 
of as the “Second Death”. Man 
then functions in a vehicle of atom­
ic substance — the higher Mind 
Plane.

It is in this higher Mind Plane 
that the ego rests, according to the 
life  lived  upon earth. The evil- 
minded, cruel or inhuman person­
ality has very little rest, compar­
able to that experienced by the 
fine and noble souls; in fact, the 
undeveloped soul is forced into 
conditions corresponding to its 
thoughts and actions, giving the 
soul an opportunity to profit by its 
karmic reactions and thus ascend 
the ladder of life. On the other 
hand, since God has given to man 
the gift of free will, the soul may

further descend the scale of evil 
and thus eventually become a lag­
gard in its evolutionary progress. 
The Higher Mind Plane is called 
the “heaven world” or “Devachan”.

Our vehicles of consciousness — 
spiritual, mental, astral and physi­
cal, are closely related with the 
four planes of matter, for there is 
interdependence, interpenetration 
and correlation between spirit, 
mind, energy and substance in the 
composite body of man, just as we 
have muscles, nerves, bone and 
blood. Man is capable of thinking 
from the standpoint of sense ex­
perience and he is, at the same 
time, capable of thinking in pure 
abstractions, namely from the spir­
itual experience, and it is this lat­
ter power that distinguishes man 
from the animal evolution. The 
next step in evolutionary progress 
for man, lies in the field of abstract 
or spiritual thinking, and that 
means that there resides within 
man, the power of rising entirely 
out of sense experience into the 
super-human realm o f  pure con­
sciousness.

What is this faculty w i t h i n , 
which man must cultivate? We are 
told it is pure intuition or, in other 
words, direct cognition of the Real­
ity of Being. To accomplish this, 
man must transcend the intellect­
ual mind as well as the emotional 
self. In other words, man must 
reflect the Wisdom and Love of 
God. This is w'hat the development 
of the sixth sense entails, namely, 
pure intuition, pure analysis and 
impersonal love.

The kingdom of God is within, 
but only those whose spiritual vis­
ion is open can see its glories. The 
gestating of spiritual life is govern­
ed by the same law's as the gestat­
ing of physical life. Mind is mas­
culine, Soul is feminine. In the 
soul, ideas take form and are cloth­
ed in matter. Regeneration is a re­
newing process and when com­
plete, the body, like an evergreen 
tree, will not show signs of decay. 
Man gives life; woman gives form. 
Not only does woman give form in 
a physical sense, but in the emot­
ional, mental and rational planes 
of activity. All her activities are 
in the very nature of things format­
ive.

Woman must awaken from her 
deep sleep, for she must bring forth 
the new’ super-humanity — the new 
archetypal form of the coming 
Sixth Race. In this sense, every 
aw akened woman i* the soul mother 
o f the race o f  super humanity, that 
is to com e next upon the stage o f 
expression. In order to comprehend 
this truth, we need to realize the 
power of creative thought. The un­

enlightened woman, wbo is living 
in ner destructive emotions and 
thoughts, cannot engender a race 
of super beings. Her life germs are 
not patterned after the Christ Pat­
tern, “Be ye perfect even as is your 
Father in Heaven perfect.”

It is not difficult to realize the

fjrogress that has been made by 
mmanitv in the past fifty years or 

more, and as man advances spirit­
ually, he will create types that arc 
more dynamic and truer to the 
spiritual archetype — the God-self 
within. Thus will old karma be­
come entirely dissolved in the pow­
erful love vibration of regenerated 
souls.

The spiritual soul, leading the 
regenerate life, sends streams of 
creative energy through the astral 
light, magnetizing it with its ideals 
of Love and Wisdom. This power 
acts formatively on the astral bodies 
of all those who are attuned to 
these higher vibrations. That is 
how the Great Masters work. Their 
higher vibrations so act upon the 
astral bodies of humanity that they 
actually pass through a process of 
gestation, bringing about a new 
birth and greater consciousness.

In all the old religions, the 
Twice Bom Race are called the 
Seed of the Woman, clothed with 
the Sun, because woman is the 
formative principle in life, and for 
that reason has more power upon 
the astral plane than man possesses, 
unless he has strongly developed 
the Love quality within himself. 
But, you say, the God conception 
has been that of a masculine God, 
who was devoid of the feminine 
characteristics. Although the relig­
ions of the past ten thousand years 
have given us the idea of a strictly 
masculine God, God is male-female, 
the positive and negative pole of 
the same principle. God, however, 
is pot a personality, but Cosmic 
Source o f all that IS — the Cause 
o f all that IS.

All the religions teach that, 
through the action of Cosmic Creat­
ive Energy (masculine), upon the 
Formative Cosmic Substance (fem­
inine), there arc brought forth sev­
en modes of gestative formation, 
called the Seven Elohim or Plane­
tary Beings. These Seven are 
double-sexed, being both motion 
or energy and also modes of for-

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GREAT MEDIUMS of the RECENT PAST

Chapter VIII 
TWO FAMOUS

EDUCATIONAL LEADERS

Known as the female St. Paul 
of Spiritualism, and contemporan­
eous with Andrew* Jackson Davis, 
Emma Hardinge Britten, a young 
woman of London, England, who 
traveled to New York with a theat­
rical company, soon became one of 
the greatest educational propagand­
ists our Movement has ever known.

Two of her outstanding contri­
butions to Spiritualism were: (1 ) 
The calling together of represent­
atives of twenty-nine^ Spiritualist 
Societies, through which Confer­
ences and the National Federation 
of Spiritualists was founded and 
w hich did much valuable work; and 
(2) The establishing of a news­
paper, Two Worlds, in Manchester, 
England, of which she was editor 
for five years, and which has played 
an important part in building the 
Spiritualist Movement in England.

Though psychic all her life, it 
was necessary for her to come to 
America where she received proofs 
of the truths of Spiritualism, which 
made it impossible for her to doubt; 
then she became a famous medium 
on both sides of the Atlantic. She 
was responsible, as a powerful 
medium, for one of the best at­
tested and sensational cases in the 
early history of the movement, an 
instance that was communicated to 
her, by spirit, to the effect that 
the mail steamer ‘‘Pacific” had 
gone down in mid-Atlantic with all 
souls on it. She was threatened with 
prosecution by the owners of the 
boat for repeating what the spirit 
of one of the crew had told her. The 
information, however, proved to be 
true and the vessel was never heard 
from again.

The books of Emma Hardinge 
Britten were educationally im­
portant. Her M odem American 
Spiritualism and her Nineteenth 
Century Miracles will always be a 
most valuable record of early days, 
showing times when there were 
instances of the most absurd sci­

entific intolerance, which has al­
ways been as violent and unreason­
able as that of the Medievel 
Church. British science, and that, 
indeed, of the whole world, has 
also shown the same intolerance 
and want of elasticity w'hich mark­
ed those early days in America. 
She, herself, played a part in them. 
She tells us that Judge Edmunds 
was pointed out in the streets as a

“crazy Spiritualist.” Wealthy mer­
chants were compelled to assert 
their claims to be considered sane. 
Professional men and tradesmen 
were reduced to ruin by relentless 
persecution. Many of the houses 
where circles or seances were held 
were surrounded by crowds that 
yelled and disturbed the meetings. 
Many cast stones into the rooms 
and broke windows, trying to mo­
lest the investigators in their “wak­
ing of the dead,” as the newspapers 
explained. Mrs. Britten also gives 
an idea of the pressure upon the 
Fox girls at this time. She talks of 
“pausing on the first floor to hear 
poor patient Katie Fox, in the midst 
of a captious, cynical, grumbling 
crowd of investigators, repeating, 
hour after hour, the letters of the 
alphabet, while the no less poor, 
patient spirits rapped out names, 
ages, dates to suit all comers.”

She threw herself, with her en­
thusiastic temperament, into the 
young Movement, and left a mark 
upon it which is still visible. She 
was an ideal propagandist, as she 
seemed to combine every gift. She 
was a strong medium, an orator, a 
writer, a well-balanced thinker, and 
a hardy traveler. Year after year, 
she transversed the length and 
breadth of the United States, pro­
claiming the new doctrine amid

band, she went as a missionary of 
Spiritualism to Australia and New 
Zealand, and stayed there for sev­
eral years, f o u n d i n g  various 
churches, which were still going 
strong, forty years after their found­
ing, Sir Arthur Conan Doyle said, 
after he had visited them.

She was the lady of the motto, 
“Light, more light.” She was also 
famous for her silver-tongued lect­
ures. It will be remembered that 
her subjects were chosen by a com­
mittee appointed by the audience, 
the same as in the case of Cora 
Scott. The committee was usually 
composed of educators, scientists, 
philosophers, ministers, and she 
did not know until she stood upon 
the platform what her subject 
would be, but her collaborators in 
spirit were always equal to the oc­
casion, and brilliantly educated the 
crowd. The few following words 
are an example of the beauty of her 
expression:

“Ask whether your Almighty 
Father has bestowed upon you the 
thousand rainbow hues of different 
minds, different intellects, different 
faculties, different energies, dif­
ferent propensities, only to pass 
away the dull, vast routine of fin­
ality. What are you fit for? What 
you love best; where your attract­
ions are centered, will determine 
the state of your hereafter; these 
will be a part of the Heaven or 
Hades in which you dwell.”

In outlining the history of re­
ligion through the ages, culminating 
in the founding of Modem Spirit­
ualism, which she described as the 
New Reformation, she told of the 
council of immortal beings who 
came to earth to establish the 
Church of Divine Humanity, re­
presenting Spiritualism, in which 
all nations would worship and ac­
knowledge the Fatherhood of God 
and the Brotherhood of Man. The 
Seven Principles of Spiritualism, 
which later were adopted by the 
Spiritualists’ National Union, came 
through her mediumship, which 
were the Fatherhood of God, the 
Brotherhood of Man, Communion 
of Spirits and Ministry of Angels, 
the Continuous existence of the 
human Soul, Personal Responsibil­
ity, Compensation and Retribution 
hereafter for all, the good and evil 
deeds done on earth, and Eternal 
Progress open to every soul.

When she began her public 
trance lectures she was very timid. 
General Bullard was sent to “com­
pel” her to continue her work. Then 
Benjamin Franklin manifested and 
spoke both to the General and to 
Emma herself, saying that her fu­
ture had been providentially order-

much opposition. With her hus-ed, and every step of her career

had been marked out by spirit. 
Soon the words spoken through her I 
lips were fearless: “Prove the con­
ditions of life hereafter,” she said, 
“as growing out of the conduct 
here—teU your governments and 
they will not dare to abuse their 
powers over the governed. Prove 
our truths to the legislatu res of 
the land, and they will not dare to 
make unjust laws or strive for self­
ish purposes, whilst those commit­
ted to their charge are oppressed 
and ruined.” She insisted on the 
world-wide propaganda started by 
the spirits of peace among the 
nations, of doing away with war 
and slaughter, and improvement 
of conditions for the prosperity of 
the people.

Just the other day, she came to 
the writer with a message to be giv­
en to the world, saying, among 
many other things, “Yes, I  lived 
and worked at the same time and 
place as Andrew Jackson Davis.
I demonstrated many of the gifts of 
the spirit and served fully and free­
ly. Spirit was unlimited to express 
through me to bring to people a 
greater understanding of this truth 
and its meaning. W e saw many 
lives changed through the demon­
strations. But, this is what I would 
now say to the world, and I am 
aware that many are listening: My 
brother, mu sister, d o  n ot lo o k  b e ­
hind for  w hat has g o n e , b u t, rather 
look to th e daw n o f  th e  n ew  day  
meant for you. Upon your shoulders  
rests th e responsibility o f  w hat you 
do. G ather it all up, a  little  h ere  
and a  little there, an d  d o  w hat you 
can with th e sixty secon d s  in each  
minute o f each  hour. D o n ot w aste 
tim e in id le prattle, bu t g iv e  your 
tim e intelligently , so that you may 
prosper spiritually an d  grow  tn 
character, in em otional strength, 
and in the realization that you 
have lived a  full d ay  an d  h av e  not 
slighted anyone, but h a v e  brought 
som ething o f value to  th ose  who 
have crossed your pathw ay. L ive 
your life  so that each  d ay  it will be  
an exam ple. This g ood  living will 
bring jou to the en d  o f  your days.
It is well, also, that you pay  h eed  
to the young fo lks, fo r  they  are 
the future rulers. L e t us leav e  b e­
hind seeds o f graciousness w hich  
w e have sown for th e  young folks  
to absorb. Thank you fo r  bringing 
m e here. My blessings upon you 
and your work.*9 Then she was 
gone—this lady of “Light, more 
light.”

Another educational medium was 
Andrew Jackson Davis, Prophet of 
the New Revelation, Seer of Pough­
keepsie, the forerunner of psycho­
somatic medicine, the founder of 
the Spiritualist Progressive Lyceum,

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RON ORMOND REPOR TS his young son, and saw the results, 
for Mrs. Crimes was totally and 
completely made well, Weltmer 
had no other alternative but to be­
come a healer.

The audience seemed fascinated 
with the three women who sat on 
the dimly lighted stage. Moments 
before, they had watched me put 
the three volunteers into a state 
of hypno-clairvoyancc. With the 
exception of one individual, the 
other two ladies had not been con ­
ditioned  in any fashion. Now, all 
three were in the twilight zone of 
hypno-clairvoyance, an art that 
has been used but slightly during 
the last fifty years — and yet during 
the early years of hypnotism, 
hypno-clairvoyance  was one of the 
chief factors of developing medi­
ums.

The soft Oriental music helped 
put the ladies into their passive 
state as 1 gave directions:

“You are now into a highly de­
veloped state of consciousness,” I 
intoned. “Everything else is quiet 
and peaceful, and in just a few 
moments I am going to ask you to 
predict some event that is going to 
happen in the future.”

I was directing my comments 
to Dr. Evelyn Black, a Chiropract­
or by profession, a woman, while 
highly interested in things of a 
psychic nature, had never been 
considered mediumistic.

“Evelyn,” I asked, “can you hear 
my voice?”

“Yes.” Very softly.
“Can you see anything of the 

future that you want to reveal to 
the ladies and gentlemen in the 
audience?”

“It’s horrible,” she exclaimed 
hoarsely.

“What’s horrible, Evelyn?”
“The airplane accident — I see 

two planes colliding. One is a je t -  
people are screaming and firemen 
are trying to put out the fire in the 
buildings.”

“Buildings, what buildings?” I 
inquired, 1 thought you said it 
was a plane accident.”

“It is, but one of the planes fell 
into the city.”

^What city?”
“I can’t tell — I just know that 

it’s in the east.”
“New York City?”
“No, not New York City,” she 

faltered slightly — “but its  near 
New York City.”

“What else do you see, Evelyn?” 
“I see another accident and an­

other ship is going to crash, but 
this time it’s overseas.”

“Do you know where?”
“I hear an accent — it’s kind of 

gutteral.”
“But you don’t recognize the 

city?”
No, I don’t.”

“When is this going to take 
place. Evelyn?”

“Within the near future — within 
three months, or perhaps three 
weeks.”

“Relax now — just relax and go 
into a sound, wonderful sleep and 
I will return in a few moments and 
awaken you.”

Dr. Black’s head slumped down 
onto her chest.

Our other subject was Mrs. Grace 
Olsen — a highly attuned and or­
ganized person. I had worked with 
M rs. Olsen once before. Unlike Dr. 
Black, we attempted something 
utterly different, that of psychic- 
diagnosis. A form of prediction, 
but one pertinent to disease.

Edgar Cayce was noted for his 
work in this field, and psychic- 
diagnosis is an old and honorable 
art. In the Orient today, it is still 
considered one of the surest meth­
ods of discovering what ails the 
patient, so to speak. Guruini Vara- 
mai, Siam’s great woman teacher, 
is noted for diagnosis and treat­
ments afterwards. Her percentage 
of cures average around 80$.

Our other experiment was with 
a woman I had never seen before. 
W e experimented with her in the 
fascinating field of telepathy. Her 
percentage of accuracy was approx­
imately 75%.

In 1503, a French astrologer, 
who was bom at St. Remi in Pro­
vence, was destined to shock the 
world with the accuracy of his 
predictions. His name; Michel de 
Notredame. In 1555, he published 
a book of rhymed prophecies under 
the title ot Centuries, which se­
cured him the notice of Catherine 
de’ Medici. The fulfillment of his 
predictions increased his influence, 
and Charles IX named him physic­
ian in ordinary.

History has come to know this 
great prophet as Nostradamus. And 
history has also revealed that only 
when Nostradamus was in a state 
of passivity, did he ever make pre­
dictions. History also gives us a 
clue that in his early years as a 
student, the prophet worked with 
an unnamed person who helped 
put him into his state of “quiet”, 
and even though hypno-clairvoy­
ance was then unknown, as such,

it is quite conceivable that it was 
this tvne of conditioning that de­
veloped his highly attuned psychic 
power.

By the same token, I should 
mention an important factor per­
tinent to hypnotism. Many psy­
chically inclined individuals are of 
the erroneous impression that a 
hypnotist can control another’s 
mind. Nothing could be further 
from the truth, for certainly an 
organization with the boundless 
prestige of the A.M.A. (American 
Medical Association) would not 
have accepted hypnotism as a 
legitim ate healing art, if it did 
have such powers.

Aldaus Huxley mentioned in 
L ife  M agazine that within a few  
years every city and village in 
North America may have its m edi­
cal or dental hypnotist.

In that statement, I concur 100%. 
But, I also mention that individuals 
like Dr. Mesmer, one of the great 
healers of Europe, or other subse­
quent healers, who have used hyp­
nosis to induce a state of passivity 
in which to create the desired 
healing attitude should not be de­
nied.

One of the greatest Spiritual 
Healers living today is Ernest 
Weltmer, son of Professor Sydney 
Weltmer, now passed over, who 
started his career as one who did 
enumerable experiments in hypno- 
clairvoyance. As a matter of fact, 
it was when his youngest son was 
in a state of hypno-clairvoyance 
that he was told now to perform 
his first actual cure.

Professor Weltmer was asked to 
revive a Mrs. Crimes, who was in 
a state of coma, so that she might 
awaken long enough to say good­
bye to her family. When Weltmer 
was told that he could and would 
revive Mrs. Grimes, but that by 
properly plucing his hands in a 
specific area of her body and say­
ing a certain soothing affirmation, 
Mrs. Grimes would recover, he 
(Weltmer) was doubtful. But, 
when he carried out the orders of
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I point this out because of the 
erroneous impression that many 
make: “No one is ever going to 
hypnotize me,” they say adamant­
ly, “for if they do, they might 
make me commit murder.”

If it is morally against the prin­
ciple of the subject to commit 
murder, no hypnotist in the world 
can order anyone to do so. In 
actuality, that kind of thinking be­
longs to the negative thinkers. Not 
positive thinkers. All a psychic has 
to do is to recall that hypnotism was 
discovered by psychics and that 
thousands of mediums have been 
developed by this method. But, 
again, it’s the old story of the al­
chemist o f yesteryear becoming the 
chemist o f this year. Hypnotism 
was founded and nurtured by meta­
physically inclined people, hut to­
day, Science has claimed it as its 
very own.

Just recall, Dr. M esmer was 
practically crucified by his own 
profession, simplv because he 
stated that through his method of 
creating what he called “animal 
magnetism,” he could heal.

Today, any doctor will tell you 
that the art of hypnotism will re­
move these psychogenic symptoms: 
Palpitation of the heart, insomnia, 
overweight problems, head noises, 
poor memory, nervousness, hyper­
tensions, phobias, alcholism, to­
bacco. narcotic addiction and other 
difficulties far too numerous to 
mention in this column.

And yet, but yesterday, doctors 
told you that hypnotism could not 
do these things.

True, even today, they will not 
admit that hypnotism has a big 
brother called hypno-clairvoyance, 
but just as it took them over 200 
years to admit hypnotism as a 
healing art, we shall see the day 
when hypno-clairvoyancc will again 
be accepted by thousands, perhaps 
millions of people.

In the Orient, it is this state of 
reverie ( hypno-clairvoyance) that 
helps so greatly to awaken the 
sleeping Kundalini. And, while I 
run the risk of being criticized by 
some readers, self-hypnosis can 
help you attain almost anything 
you desire. But, in making that 
statement, I likewise recognize 
that there are also other routes to 
a higher state of consciousness.

Appreciation o f the beautiful 
would b e  a  moral duty if it were 
not so natural an instinct. In our 
busy life and our earnest pursuit 
o f practical goals, w e mau well 
consider whether w e are allowing 
to our soul that margin o f leisure 
required for its enrichment through 
the ministries o f  nature and o f art.

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SOUL EVOLVEMENT
A former official of one of the 

largest Spiritualist organizations in 
America, after a number of years 
of conflict, resigned a short time 
ago from all affiliation with Spirit­
ualism. He wrote to a friend, in 
part, as follows:

“I am convinced that Spiritual­
ism is, definitely, not the path to 
soul evolvement. I found tnat the 
majority of its activities are of 
negative nature, and that it ulti­
mately destroys its adherents. 
With true soul evolvement, you will 
find yourself more and more pulling 
away from the precepts and pract­
ices of modem Spiritualism.”

In the history of honest contro­
versy among sincere persons, there 
is usually some degree of truth in 
all arguments; but, as l have often 
said, no gold mine of religion or 
philosophy in this mortal world will 
assay 100 percent pure gold of 
truth. Ore residue must be discard­
ed before we refine  the gold. And, 
as St. John warned us, we must 
test spirits to make sure they are 
of God. Too many Spiritualists fail 
to do this, but accept eveiy spirit 
message received, ana therefore can 
be negatively guided and some­
times controlled.

In my forty years of experience 
with spirit phenomena, I have 
found both high and low among 
Spiritualists; but the percentage of 
those with negative qualities, is 
not more than that found in any 
religious or philosophic affiliation, 
unless it be the Salvation Army, 
which ranks so high in human kind­
ness and service. Therefore, I feel 
that soul evolvement is still an in­
dividual thing, and can be found 
in any sincere religious or philo­
sophic affiliation that seeks truth 
thru righteous spirit development.

Spiritualism in principle, not 
judged by the lowest in it but by 
the higher — is a true path to God 
and soul evolvement. Those who 
stray into byways and swamps (and 
they may be numerous), do not 
carry the banner. But those who 
stay on the solid highway, walking 
proudly, with high spirit guides, 
just as Christ demonstrated with 
Moses and Elijah — represent soul 
evolvement to the greatest extent — 
for they have found the Spirit 
Comforter which the Master Spir­
itualist promised all those who are 
fo r  ffgnteous spirit truth — not
again st  it . . . and who live by it.

Right now I am concentrating 
on little tots who can not tell 
doctor or healer what ails them, 
yet who have full faith, Maybe 
some of the adults d o  not deserve 
the healing force, but Christ said, 
“S uffer th e  children to com e unto 
m e, fo r  o f  such is th e  K ingdom  o f  
H eaven .” Some healers go too far 
into explanation and not far enough 
into demonstration. Healing by 
silence seems to be more effective; 
as invisible x-ray.

The healer who can serve at 
crippled children's hospitals will 
have the respect of the holy Mystic 
Shrine. The news services will 
broadcast any such healing, with 
proper verification. The method is 
secondary to the results. Oral 
Roberts seems to have a great 
spirit doctor working with him as 
aid the famous diagnostician-medi­
um Edgar Cayce. Roberts heals as 
did the Disciples . . . the power of 
spirit through the energy of Light 
that Christ turned on. Sunlight 
reaches us for mortal healing and 
growing, aided by the cosmic ener­
gy coming through the ether, if 
we send up clouds, we dim the 
sunlight. Faith removes those 
clouds of fear and doubt — but a 
child without clouds of mental 
blocks, n eeds th e  strength o f  the  
healer, who focuses the ray into 
healing heat. The light, of course, 
comes from the sun o f  spirit, and 
not from the healer, and is carried 
by the energy of ministering spir­
its. Theories may differ, but heal­
ing is as evident as truth.

This is a dissertation comparing 
Religion and Spirituality, designed 
to clarify the meanings of each, as 
applied to our spiritual understand­
ing, development and progression. 
In considering the matter of re­
ligion vs spirituality', we do not 
mean to say that they have noth­
ing in common. They do! For they 
are two different aspects of our 
progression toward a perfect con­
cept or understanding of God. Just 
as the political parties of Republi­
can and Democrat are two aspects 
or concepts of a perfect form of 
government.

Religion is teachings alyout God. 
Spirituality is inner experience 
with God. Religion is external, for 
the good of humanity. Spirituality is 
internal, for the good of the soul 
of man. To be religious is to follow 
the doctrines of man-made organ­
izations, such as the various 
Churches. To be spiritual is to fol­
low the dictates of God’s Spirit, 
working in and thru our spirit.

During the manv years of re­
corded history, we have never had 
peace in the world, in spite of the 
thousands of religions that have 
been, and are now, upon the earth. 
The reason they have failed to 
bring about peace is because they 
have failed to emphasize the in­
timate relationship of the individual 
with God. They have looked upon 
God as something separate and 
apart from man, ana it is impossible 
to have peace, without first having 
a consciousness of God with us.

When we are conscious of God’s 
Presence, it then becomes impos­
sible for anyone to have racial or 
religious prejudices, or to envy 
another his possessions.

We live in a religious world. De­
nominations, sects, creeds, ideol­
ogies abound throughout the earth. 
There are no heathen! Every race 
or color of people are religious in 
that they have their own concepts 
of a Supreme Being. Some are ex­
ternal in their concepts, and are, 
therefore, religious. Others are in­
ternal in their concepts, and are, 
therefore, spiritual.

Jesus, the Christ, did not come 
to earth to teach us to lx* religious. 
He came to teach us to be spirit­
ual. There is a difference. Jesus 
taught that w'e arc to w’orship God 
in spirit, in our inner conscious­
ness. because man is spirit of God’s 
Spirit, and is therefore, spiritual 
in his beingJ To be spiritual then, 
is to follow the dictates of God s 
spirit in and through our spirit. To 
be religious is to follow the dictates 
and doctrines of man-made organ­
izations, designed to improve our 
morals.

Spirituality is the highest ex­
pression of religion, blit religion is 
not spirituality. Like St. James 
said in his letter to the Churches,

Jas. 1:27, “Pure religion and un­
defiled, is to \isit the fatherless 
and the widows in their afflict­
ions, and to keep oneself unspotted 
from the world. *

All ancient religions, together 
with the various groups of our day, 
believe in one Supreme Being, 
God. Many have become dogmatic 
in their teachings, insisting that 
their way is the only true way for 
salvation. As a matter of fact, God’s 
Spirit is not a teaching, not a doc­
trine, nor a mode of behavior. It 
is an inner experience, resulting 
from experiences that are available 
to all, regardless of race, color or 
creed. Jesus said. Math: 6:33, 
“Seek ye first the kingdom of God, 
and all these other things will be 
added unto you.” Later, he said, 
“God’s spirit is within you.”

To be religious is to pray to God. 
To be spiritual is to pray with God, 
thereby consciously receiving His 
Word direct from His Mind into 
our mind, from His Spirit into our 
spirit, from His Soul into our soul! 
We become enclosed in His Pre­
sence. Spirituality is God in us. 
God is spirit! Consequently, the 
most important thing on this earth 
is to become spiritually minded.

In making the transition from a 
religious belief, with its outer be­
havior patterns to an inner exper­
ience of spiritual enlightenment, 
wre start with our concept of God. 
First, we look to a God somewhere 
in the sky, a God who is something 
apart from ourselves. Then, we seek 
contact with our concept of God, 
begin to feel Him near or with us. 
Finally, we realize God as the real­
ity or soul of our beings. We feci 
His presence so completely in and 
about us that there is no separat­
ion or feeling of God apart from 
us.

There is no separation, 
because W’e are one in spirit, just 
as the waters of Lake Erie and 
Niagra Falls are, in reality, one 
body of flowing water, manifesting 
as individual identifications called 
Lake Erie and Niagra Falls. One 
God, one spirit flowing into and 
out through us to separate entities 
or compressions, manifesting wis­
dom, understanding, peace, har­
mony, prosperity and perfection 
for our own good, and by reflect­
ive action, the good of those about 
us.

The question then, is, are we re­
ligious, or are we tndy spiritual? 
This is the big question for this 
Aquarian Age.
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HEALING STONES
In medieval times, in Europe 

and in other lands, THE TOPAZ, 
acquired a singular reputation for 
healing illnesses to which women 
might be peculiarly susceptible.

This is a comparatively rare 
stone, and a verv unusual one, 
having unique and very beautiful 
colouring. The Topaz, in fact, is 
found in five colours, pink, black, 
white, green, and yellow. The gem 
most closely associated with heal­
ing, in the mystical and practical 
sense, comes from the latter group, 
although all varieties of this lovely 
jewel have been employed in these 
kinds of medicine.

Sometimes called the Peridot, or 
Peridoto, it closely resembles 
Chrysolite, the so-called “Golden 
Stone” of the ancients, and is still 
sometimes occasionally mistaken 
for the latter. The Chrysolite is 
vellowish-green in hue, but lacks 
the deep, intense shading of the 
true Topaz.

In antiquity, this stone was 
mined from the Island of Topazos 
in the Red Sea. Some pirates, ma­
rooned there, discovered the jewel, 
when digging in the earth for roots 
for food. Other sources, from which 
the gem comes, are Mexico and 
Brazil, Russia and India, some 
parts of Europe, whilst some var­
ieties of Topaz have also lxx-n 
found in districts in our own Island.

The ancient Creeks called it 
“The Stone of Strength,” employ­
ing it widely in healing. In practi­
cal medicine, their physicians and 
healer-priests recommended it for 
the relief of gout, for some dis­
orders of the circulation, and for 
many internal complaints. Worn 
purely as a talisman, it safeguarded 
the mentality, protected against 
sudden or violent death, and con­
ferred the boon of wealth and the 
patronage of influential persons.

Like the diamond and some 
other precious gems, the Romans 
decreed that it should lx- worn 
upon the left arm if its magical 
powers were to be properly in­
voked. It was then a deterrent 
against the “Evil Eye,” and pro­
tected the owner of the gem from 
any who might be practising Black 
Magic against him.

In the home, the Topaz guarded 
him against injury by fire, or from 
accidents by scalding water. It 
was a powerful amulet on a pil­
grimage, since all who wrore the 
Topaz could lx1 certain to reach 
journey’s end in perfect safety, 
and with no hindrance upon the 
way.

In very early centuries, the gem's 
vellowish-green hue linked it with 
those disorders reproducing these 
colours in the skin or body secre­
tions. For this reason, the Topaz 
was accounted a valuable stone.

prescribed in many ways, for dis­
orders of the liver and kidneys, 
dropsy and dropsical conditions.

In medieval times, in Europe and 
in other lands, the jewel acquired a 
singular reputation for healing ill 
nesses to which women might be 
peculiarly susceptible. Catarrh, 
lung conditions, nasal disorders 
and throat diseases, as well as asth­
ma, were all believed to show a 
healing response, or to lessen in 
severity, when the medicinal pow­
ers of the Topaz were emploved.

Epileptics, and those suffering 
from sleeplessness, found relief 
either by wearing this jewel or by 
drinking the water in which it had 
been set to steep. Sometimes wine 
was used instead. Whatever the 
agent, the stone had to remain im­
mersed in it for some hours, in 
order that its healing properties 
might be absorbed into the liquid 
before it was drunk.

At other times, the gem was 
worn upon the naked flesh, directly 
over the lungs, the stomach, throat 
or abdomen, this intimate contact 
ensuring that its virtues in healing 
might enter the body easily. 
Wealthy people, who could afford 
it, often had the jewel ground into 
powder. Mixed with wine, water, 
or other medicines, it was then 
taken internally.

This stone was said to possess 
mystical properties beyond the 
ordinary, according to gemmolo- 
gists of antiquity and medieval 
times. It had particularly potent 
power over the mind, freeing it 
from envious and jealous thoughts, 
and dispelling depression and 
gloom.

In the Middle Ages, it was often 
set in gold and other precious 
metals, and bound upon the left 
arm, or suspended from the 
throat or breast. As a talisman, it 
was capable of soothing angry pas­
sions, sharpening the intellect, and 
of bestowing tranquillity and con­
tentment upon the personality.

Like other gems and stones, 
which have acquired a reputation 
for mystical ancl healing properties, 
the Topaz was thought to have 
greater potency during the horns 
of darkness. Accordingly, the jewel 
was often placed Ixneath the pil­
low at night, or retained upon the 
person, when its owner retired to 
his couch or bod.

Not only did it promote sleep, 
but it drove away nightman's and 
evil dreams. In antiquitv, especially, 
its use in all these fields was limit­
ed to that period when the moon 
waxed—whether used during day­
light or at night—for it was held 
that is was at this time that the 
power of the jewel was greatest.

There have been some famous 
specimens of this gem. One of the

finest was that set in the shrine of 
the Three Kings — Caspar, Mel­
chior and Balthazar — in Cologne 
Cathredral. Another historic Topaz 
was that worn by the Emperor 
Hadrian, whose rule over his Rom­
an subjects was benevolent and 
prosperous.

Hadrian, who embraced and 
f u r t h e r e d  the spread of 
Christianity in his kingdom, wore 
a ring set with a Topaz. He is said 
to have valued it as a proved and 
most powerful talisman.

This, too, was one of the jewels 
in the breast-plate of Aaron, which 
are thought to have been specially 
grouped and arranged for the de­
flection of evil powers. The Topaz, 
or Peridot, was, according to the 
Book of Exodus, the second jewel 
in the first row of the breast-plate. 
Each jewel, incidentally, was in­
scribed with the name of one of the 
tribes of Israel, thus making "the 
breast-plate an even more powerful 
talisman.

In the East and in India, the 
Topaz is almost revered for its oc­
cult powers. Some Eastern scxrth- 
sayers and mediums believe that, 
with its help, thev can contact 
astral Ixings. In India and Ceylon, 
it is the saffron-yellow Topaz — 
always known as the “Indian 
Topaz" — which is most highly 
prized for its mystical and magical 
powers.

Amongst other gifts, the people 
of these countries say that it will 
bring to its owner, are good health, 
the faculty of wisdom, and the 
assurance that death will eome 
neither by violence nor suddenly. 
For the people of Burma, too, the 
jewel has sacred associations,

W hen studying the various 
planes and sub-planes o f the invis­

note) o f the person to whom it is 
directed. Though it is often pos­
sible for spiritual beings to travel 
to our side by lowering their vi­
bration, they may choose to only 
reply to us via mental telepathy, 
projecting the impression they wish 
to make. Their thoughts then can 
be picked up by our soul or sub­
conscious mind, and brought forth 
into the consciousness when we 
are in a receptive mo<xL W e can 
begin to realize, more fully, how 
it is also possible to mentally at­
tune ourselves to  universal mind, 
or the akashic records, when we 
seek knowledge pertaining to what 
may be unobtainable in books.

W e cannot enter the higher 
realms until we are permanently 
released from the m agnetic pull 
o f the physical Ixxly. Even then,

Yet, 
it does not prevent us From endeav­
oring to assist others, w ho are 
drawn to us because they , a t least 
unconsciously, recognize som ething 
within us which they arc lacking 
and in need of. By freely  giving of 
our godly gifts, our ow n abund­
ance is increased. W e  do not expect 
everyone to accep t, w ithout quest­
ion, w hat we have to o ffer, even 
if it is presented in a near perfect 
form, for w e know that n ot all are 
attracted  to us or th e  truths we 
expound.

And w hat becom es o f th e  dedi­
cated hum anitarian a fter  his trans­
ition, who has spent his en tire  life­
tim e concerning him self about oth­
ers? W here would b e  th e  justice 
of being forced to reside in a higher 
heaven world (even  if it w ere in­
stantly possible) before th e  con­
scientious one had ceased feeling 
his heartfelt passion to befriend 
mortals during their clim b up the 
aspiring rungs o f the ladder o f life? 
Indeed, there would be no justice 
at all; heaven would hold no peace 
or contentm ent for such a person 
who could not relax su fficiently  to 
further his own spiritual ascent, 
while rem aining anxious about 
those left behind to  shift for them­
selves, but for the M ercy  o f God.

It is up to us w hat kind o f peo­
ple and forces we attract to  help 
steer us along the course th a t wc, 
as individuals with free  will and 
choice, set for ourselves to  follow.

very strange things. M ankind in 
general is unaw are o f th e  great 
power he has over his own physical 
body. How often have you heard 
o f people spending thousands upon 
thousands o f dollars for medical 
diagnosis and care  o f th e  heart, 
only to die o f a h eart a ttack  at an 
early age? If  they had looked to 
their own mind with discernm ent, 
if they had m ade an attem pt to 
understand th e  psychology o f the 
m ind, they could have cooperated 
with the m edical care  they  received 
and could have been  reinstated  to 
perfect health.

W hen th e  inner p lane teachers 
are requested to help  w ith  a heal­
ing, they begin by  thoroughly 
cleansing th e  aura of th e  person of 
all error thought.

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I  Contacted M y M edium 's G uide
by Dr. Jesse Citron, M.D.

I  was finishing up a patient’s 
papers during a Saturday week 
end, late in the summer of 1930, 
when a thought occured to me. I 
had frequently wondered if it 
would be possible for me to contact 
the guide of my medium and 
friend, Rev. George Francis, with­
out his knowledge, and whether, if 
I did so, the guide would keep it 
secret until I gave him permission 
to reveal it. I decided to make the 
attempt.

The reason for this was that my 
family and I had been attending 
Rev. Francis’ Church for several 
months past, and all collections at 
the Church door were refused, even 
though wc were members of the 
developing class, the Sons atul 
D aughters o f  th e  S ilen ce . I felt 
that if 1 could gain the cooperation 
of Rev. Francis’ guide in this ex­
periment, it would bring rare proof 
of the life-forces in the hereafter.

So, I put two one dollar bills in 
an envelope, addressed it on the 
typewriter to radio station KMPC, 
over which Rev. Francis was, once 
a week, broadcasting the Philo­
sophy of Spiritualism, ending his 
program by answering sealed en­
velopes, sent in by radio listeners.
I placed no return on the envelope, 
and after sealing it, held it above 
my head and audibly requested the 
spirit guide, Thompson, not to re­
veal to his medium from whom the 
letter had come.

I then went to the post office, 
and told the Postmaster that my 
letter contained a gratuity, and that 
1 would like to have him give me 
permission to personally cancel the 
stamp and obliterate the post office 
designation by smudging it, so that 
no possible clue might be had as to 
the origin of the letter. This I was 
allowed to do, even to placing the 
letter in the mail sack myself.

I listened carefully, thereafter, 
to all the radio broadcasts, during 
which Rev. Francis would take 
each letter that he received, psy­
chometrize it unopened, giving the 
writers name, and the nature of 
their requests. My letter was never 
m entioned.

Four months after the close of 
the radio series, a patient by the 
name of Mr. Wilbur Savely called 
on me. he being the son-in-law of 
the Rev. Francis. Before he left 
iny office, 1 asked him how “Paw” 
was (as he called Rev. Francis), 
and how “Paw” had come out on 
the radio broadcasts, and specif­
ically whether he had been able to 
answer all the letters that had been 
sent to him.

Mr. Savely replied that “Paw“ 
had not done badly, and that with 
the help of his guide, Thompson, 
he had been able to answer all

the letters ex cep t  one. This, he 
said, was an unsigned blank en­
velope containing two one dollar 
bills. Rev. Francis had been unable 
to get any clear message with this 
particular envelope, and felt that 
it might have been sent by some 
female to whom he had given help­
ful advice, and that her gratitude 
had been expressed thru the gift of 
the two dollars.

Realizing that, when the time 
came to reveal the experiment, I 
would need some proof of the mat­
ter, I related it all to Mr. Savely, 
extracting from him a solemn pro­
mise not to reveal the matter to 
anyone until I gave him permis­
sion to do so. He gave me his hand 
on the matter, and we parted. The 
matter was soon forgotten by both 
of us in the press of work.

A year or more went by, and I 
was planning at that time to move 
to Hemet, California, for the health 
of my youngest child, who suffer­
er from asthma. Before placing the 
full down payment on the home 
there, Rev. and Mrs. Francis ac­
companied my wife and I to Hem­
et, both to see the place, and also 
to enjoy together a ride in the 
warm spring sunshine, it being the 
middle of June, 1931.

On the return trip, after passing 
Gilman Hot Springs, Rev. Francis 
was smoking a cigar, and the lad­
ies were quiet in the back seat. It 
occurred to me that this would be 
a splendid time to consumate the 
experiment. So 1 mentally contacted 
Thompson, the spirit guide, and 
told him that he might now reveal 
the secret to his medium. Not more 
than a half minute later, Rev. Fran­
cis pulled over to the side of the 
road and stopped. Looking over to 
where I sat, he said, “So you are 
the ‘bugger’ that kept Thompson 
from telling me that you were the

Cerson who sent me that two dol- 
trs!"

I admitted it, and revealed the 
whole experiment, started in my 
office over a year and a half be­
fore, and told how 1 had revealed 
it to his son-in-law. I suggested 
that he ask Mr. Savely about it 
when we arrived at his home. Tin's 
we did, to the great joy of all of us.

It once again proved the point 
that life Is a continuous process, 
and that there is no death! Also, 
it proved to me, that it is possible 
to get in touch with a medium’s 
guide, without their knowledge.

T h e  Topaz 
is, for instance, by tradition, one of 
the jewels which must be set in the 
N an-R atan , the jew el o f n ine prec­
ious stones, which forms th e  most 
important piece in the Regalia of 
Burma.

Its appeal lies 
in its colour, the golden radiance it 
holds at its heart, and w hich un­
doubtedly was one of the reasons 
—if not the primary reason—why 
healers and gemmologists o f anti­
quity employed it so much.

For yellow  is a potent healing 
colour for those upon whom its im­
pact is favourable (colour, of 
course, affecting d ifferent people in 
different w ays).

matioii; in fact, they partake much 
more of the feminine element than 
they do of the masculine mode of 
energy.

T h e body can exist for from 
forty to sixty days without food, 
five or six days without w*ater, but 
only a few minutes without air.

way, even if we cannot now com­
prehend it, and even though there 
seem to be cruel things along the 
way, the end result is for our good.

or we ding to them after they have 
passed their state of usefulness and 
have become a burden. However 
it is, the solution of our problems 
can be found where the problem is 
— inside of ourselves.

One morning as I was talking 
to a neighbor, we saw a new re­
frigerator being put into the home 
of another rieighpor. Mrs. Lee, to 
whom I was talking, said, “Why 
is it that some people seem to get 
everything they want and others 
have to rake and scrape to get 
along?”

How many people, when they are 
separated from their possessions 
and the results of them, are above 
the ordinary? Too often people are 
convinced that money will cover a 
multitude of sins, Ixtth of omission 
and commission, and go confidently 
on their way, pushing aside their 
superiors, but eventually the Law, 
that is no respeetor of persons, de­
mands a settlement.

Wishing, alone, is of little value, 
and the one who is always wishing 
for something to come his way, sel­
dom puts forth much individual ef­
fort. ft is only when necessity seeks 
him out and forces him to develop 
a hack-bone instead of a wish-bone 
that he realizes that both the gift 
and the giver are latent within him­
self.

“Necessity is the mother of invent­
ion,” ancf to necessity, recognized 
or unrecognized, we owe all that we 
have today. Necessity is older than 
money and has a prior right to our 
homage*. Study your«*If. If you are 
a success, that is, a real scccss, and 
you alone know whether you are 
or not, do you not owe it to neces­

sity?

She acknowledged that she seldom 
had much pain — just a great weak­
ness. Her appetite was good and 
she was at a loss to understand 
why she did not regain her former 
strength. I noticed that she made 
very little effort to move around 
and askcxl her how she expected 
to gain strength, if she did not use 
all she had at the present time. 
Noticing a stairway, leading to the 
basement, I asked her, if she saw 
a babv creeping toward it. if she 
thought she could save it. She 
looked surprised, as she answered, 
“Why, of course I could!” “Then 
you have all the strength you need, 
•f you will just use it,” I assured 
her.

A month later, I met her on the 
street and I was surprised at her 
improved appearance. She thanked 
me for the ‘ jolt” I had given her. 
and said she had decided to take 
my advice and not wait for neces­
sity.

There is one thing, however, 
that we cannot do without, and it 
is worth anyI price it might cost 
us, ns well as being a powerful as­
set — self-respect. No one can lx* 
truly successful without it. What 
docs it all amount to if we pile up 
fabulous possessions, and know 
within our own souls that we have 
not been true to ourselves? Neces­
sity never forces a loss of self- 
respect upon anyone — there is 
always a u'ay out, or around the 
difficulty, and faith and determin­
ation will find it.

As we read many wonderful 
stories of achievement, and realize 
that onlv a small portion of them 
are held up to public attention, 
we arc* forced to conclude* that ne­
cessity has done more to develop 
latent ability, and, therefore, added 
more to the comfort and luxury of 
the world today than all else com­
bined. And, when next she* beckons 
to you, greet her with a smile, for 
her forbidding appearance may ix‘ 
but a mask, covering the oppor­
tunity you have long lx*cn scekit in g .

w hich w as for all ages and for the 
physical and spiritual im provem ent 
of both sexes. As S ir A rthur Conan 
D oyle rem arked, “D avis w as a m ir­
acle  m an, the inspired, learned , un­
ed u cated  apostle o f th e  new  dis­
pensation .w H is work for spirit has 
been lasting and his teach in g  is th e  
one m odem  in flu en ce, w hich , if 
follow ed, could recast the m odern 
world into a “Sum m erland,” a term  
h e used for Paradise.

B u t, D avis is an illustration of 
w hat spirit can  do for a person. 
N ever w as there a lad w ith few er 
natural advantages. F e e b le  in body, 
starved in m ind. U p to  sixteen 
years o f ag e , h e had read but one 
book. Y et, w ithin him , lurked such 
spiritual forces th at by th e  tim e he 
was nineteen h e had w ritten  one 
of th e  m ost profound books of 
philosophy ever produced. H e 
pictured h im self w ith an unusually 
small h ead , w ith youth’s m ental 
cap acity  unusually lim ited—his 
lungs w eak and unexpanded, his 
m anners w ere rough and awkward. 
H e knew  nothing of gram m ar and 
had not associated  with literary 
or scien tific  persons. Y et early , 
w hile in th e  fields, h e heard gentle 
spirit voices th at gave him  advice 
and com fort. C lairvoyance followed 
clairauclience. His pow ers becam e 
recognized and w ere experim ented 
with by a traveling showm an who 
exhibited th e  w onders of m esm er­
ism in his village.

D avis then becam e known as 
having rem arkable clairvoyant ab il­
ity. T h ese  pow ers of his w ere later 
developed by a p ioneer thinker, 
a  tailor and a hypnotist named
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Levingston, who abandoned his 
own business and devoted his 
w hole tim e to working with “Davis, 
o f the X-ray eyes,” using him for 
diagnosis of disease. T h e  lad could 
see w ithout eyes and see things 
not seen in any case by human vis­
ion. T h is gift had first been used 
as a sort o f am usem ent in reading 
the engraved letters on the watches 
of assem bled rustics, when Davis’ 
eyes w ere bandaged.

Now , under Levingston, the hu­
man body becam e transparent to 
his spirit eyes. E ach  organ stood 
out clearly , and with a special 
radiance of its own, which was 
dim m ed in case of disease. T h e 
boy could diagnose those lx)th near 
and far, as his etheric body could 
b e  liberated  by the m agnetic man­
ipulation of his em ployer and sent 
forth to return with desired inform­
ation. Som etim es his etheric body 
roam ed at will, and he described 
in w onderful passages, what he saw 
—a translucent earth beneath him 
with th e  great veins of mineral beds 
shining through like masses of molt­
en m etal, each  with its own fierv 
radiance. Also, he could quote, in 
tran ce , various languages unknown 
to him , such as H ebrew , and quote 
them  accurately.

W hen D avis was a lad of seven­
teen , h e had an unforgettable ex­
perience. H e wandered away from 
hom e in a state of sem i-trance, and 
found him self, the next morning, 
some forty m iles away in the 
m ountains. H ere he m et two vener­
ab le  men who, later, he declared 
to lx* G alen , a G reek physician who 
lived in the second century, A .D., 
and Sw edenborg, who had passed 
to  spirit some seventy or more years 
before. Th is m eeting set him afire 
with enthusiasm . His mind was il­
lum inated, and he returned, know­
ing w hat his work was to lx», that 
he was to becom e the apostle of a 
new  philosophy.

Alxm t a year after this exper­
ience, he began a different type 
of work, with a Dr. Lyon as his 
“m agnetizer,” and in trance. For 
fifteen months, he dictated his mon­
umental Ixxik, T h e  P rincip les O f 
N atu re , H er  D iv ine R evela tion , an d  
a  V o ic e  to  M ankind . Lyon repeated 
each sentence as Davis uttered it, 
and a Reverend William Fish- 
bough. as scribe, took down the 
words. T h e lad claimed that Swed­
enborg possessed him. After this 
great work, Davis was able to dis­
pense with any “magnetizer,” and 
by voluntary effort, throw himself 
into a “superior condition,” as he 
called the trance state. When re­
turning, he was able to remember 
all his inner perceptions and vis­
ions, and so was able to write them 
down.

O f this first great work. Dr. 
George Bush, a Swedenborgian, 
and Professor of Hebrew at New 
York University (who had heard 
Davis quote Hebrew accurately, 
never knowing anything of the

language) said, “Taken as a whole, 
the work is a profound and elab­
orate discussion of the philosophy 
of the universe, and for grandeur 
of conception, soundness ot prin- 
siple, clearness of illustration, order 
of arrangem ent, and encyclopedic 
range of subjects, I know no work 
of any single mind that will bear 
away from it the palm .” T h e  book 
was received with enormous inter­
est and passed through forty-four 
successive editions. Its originality 
has never been contested. The 
language and ideas, for the most 
part, are identical with those of 
Swedenborg, Davis* supposed Men­
tor or spirit Guide. Its publication 
was made possible through the 
generosity of a woman, much older 
than himself, w'hom he married.

W ithout help from a magnetizer 
or scribe, Davis then began the 
first of forty volumes of T h e  G reat 
H arm onia, a message to the world 
in harmony with H erm etic Science, 
of w'hich he was quite unconscious, 
revealing the natural, spiritual, and 
celestial universe. Always a great 
educator, in his book P hysician  And 
H arh ibg er  O f H ea lth , Davis, as a 
forerunner of psycho-somatic medi­
cine, revealed that all diseiase, in 
its origin, is mental and spiritual, 
anel not physical, as is gtmerallv 
believed. This revelation amounted 
to a new discoveTy greater than 
that of Harvey and Jenner com­
bined. He showed that one must 
olx*y the laws of G cd and Nature 
if one would be healthy. “If you 
w'ish to have a pure nature,” he 
said, “and be clad in a beautiful 
spiritual body at de*ath, feed on 
Ix’tter substances, elrink better 
fluids, anel habitually think better 
thoughts. Everything unworthy 
will linger to darken the vestibule 
of W isdom’s immortal Te*mple.”

He earned and received his de­
gree, M .D ., from the United States 
Meelical College of New York. He 
also gave trance lecture's, before 
the learned ones, anel tlie*se lectures 
were incorporated in his P rinciples  
O f N ature, the lx>ok that traces 
the evolution of the' Universe from 
its he*ginning as an “ocean of liquid 
fire.” Moreover, he was connected 
with a num lxr of “reform” move­
ments, and w'orked editorially with 
se?veral pericxlicals, among others, 
T h e  H erald  O f Progress. His des­
cription of how the soul passes out 
of the bcxly at ele*ath is the first 
such re*cord, and is still «¡noted as 
a classic. It was published in his 
Ixxik. D eath  A nd A fter-L ife . He 
sat by the dying woman, described 
and observed eve'ry detail of the 
soul's departure.

Marvelous re fla tio n s , teachings, 
predicted discoveries, are* included 
in his writings. In his Penetralia, 
1872, w'hich he prefenred of all 
his writings, because it was the 
“wisest,” he gave an ace*ount of an 
automobile, ele'scribing the engine 
and the fuel used for motive power.
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Also, in the same book, he alluded 
to the airplane as only w aiting the 
development of the power referred 
to in nis description of the auto­
mobile. All this information Dr. 
Davis received from the spirit 
world, as nothing was published 
at the time on these subjects. R e­
garding the predicted motor car, 
he wrote:

“Look out about these days for 
carriages and traveling saloons on 
country roads — without horses, 
without steam, without any visible 
motive power, moving at great 
speed and with far more safety 
than at present. Carriages will be 
moved by a strange, beautiful, and 
simple mixture of aqueous and at­
mospheric gases—so equally con­
densed, so simply ignited, and so 
imparted by tne m achine, some­
what resembling fire engines, as 
to be entirely concealed and man­
ageable between the forward 
wheels.”

He goes on to say that these 
vehicles will prevent many em bar­
rassments now experienced by per­
sons living in thinly populated ter­
ritories, and that the first requisite 
for these "land-locom otives will 
be good roads, upon which the 
engine without the horse may travel 
with great rapidity. These car­
riages he sees to be of uncompli­
cated construction.

Davis also predicted the type­
writer in 1856. T h e first type­
writer was an American invention 
dating from 1868, and most of 
them were of much later date. He 
says:

“I am almost moved to invent 
an automatic psychographer, that 
is, an artificial soul-writer. It may 
be constructed somewhat like a 
piano, one brace or scale of keys 
to represent the elementary souls; 
another, a lower tier to represent 
a combination, and still another 
for a rapid recombination, so that 
a person, instead of playing a piece 
of music, may touch off a sermon 
or a poem.”

Davis was a great traveler in the 
astral worlds and on other planets. 
He claimed that all but the three 
outer ones he knew to be inhabited, 
some of them with beings vastly 
superior to ours. At this time, only 
seven planets were known to sci­
ence, but he speaks of nine. Before 
the discovery of the eighth planet, 
Davis revealed the planet’s density, 
which statement agreed with later 
findings. The ninth planet, Pluto, 
which he referred to, was not dis­
covered until 1930, long after his 
passing to spirit.

In his astral travels, he saw the 
spiritual Lyceum s of the Summer- 
land, and in 1863 , founded the 
Spiritualist Progressive Lyceum  at 
a m eeting held in New York City, 
a plan to unfold and actualize on 
earth, partially at least, a progress­
ive juvenile assem blage like those 
beyond, whither children are con­
stantly going from earth and re­
ceived into groups for improve­
m ent, growth, and graduation. He 
says the Lyceum  is "one of the 
most classical, progressive, and 
musical brotherlxxxls in the home­
land of the Good, the T ru e, and 
the Beautiful.”

Children and also adults have 
their lessons and their play, take 
part in m usic, singing, m arching, 
and are arranged in groups accord­
ing to their ages, as b est suited for 
their nature and the unfoldment 
of their powers. He was so pleased 
with what he saw that he wanted 
duplicates on earth w here people 
could be taught how to grow, to oe 
wise, good, true, with a correct 
understanding of their bodies and 
souls, as well as a knowledge of 
the true conditions existing in the 
Spirit W orld, and of the effect 
their lives lived on earth would 
have upon the conditions of their 
souls when thev entered the Spirit
W orld. O f course, the organizing 
and conducting of the Lyceum s on 
earth depend largely upon the 
conditions needed and available 
where organized. These Lyceums 
take the place of the orthodox 
Sunday Schools.

In his visions and in his travels, 
Dr. Davis saw a life that resembled 
that of earth, a life semi-material, 
with pleasures and pursuits that 
would appeal to our natures, which 
had, by no means, been changed 
by death. He saw study for the 
studious, congenial tasks for the 
energetic, art for the artistic, beauty 
for the lover of Nature. He saw 
graduated phases of spiritual life, 
through which one slowly rose to 
the sublime and the celestial. He 
saw, also, the present universe 
dissolve once more into the fire- 
mist from which it had consoli­
dated, and then consolidate once 
more to form the stage on which 
a higher evolution can take place— 
the highest class here starting as 
the lowest class there. This pro­
cess he saw renew itself innumer­
able times, covering trillions of 
years, and ever working towards 
refinement and purification.

These spheres he pictured as 
concentric round the world.

The object of life was to qualify

for advancem ent in this tremendous 
schem e, and the best method of 
human progress is to get away 
from evil, from sins as they are 
commonly called, and especially 
from bigotry, narrowness, hardness, 
which are blem ishes here and yon­
der in the perm anent spirit. For 
this purpose, a return to the simple 
life, simple beliefs, and to primitive 
brotherhood are essential. T h e great 
obstacles to racial progress, he 
said, are money, alcohol, lust, vio­
lence, priestcraft, and others.

In his eighties, the great seer 
kept a small book shop in Boston, 
and in a little back room prescribed 
herbal rem edies, as a professional 
doctor. W hen Professor Lutoslaw- 
sky, a distinguished Polish psy­
chologist and mystic, a guest of Dr. 
W illiam  Jam es, found the seer and 
thev shook hands, he said to Davis, 
“W ny, you are Sw edenlxirg!” Davis 
said in an off-hand way, "Y es, I 
am .” Then he turned to place a 
bottle on a shelf. Som e have won­
d e r« ! if Davis was joking, or really 
con sid er«! him self the spirit of 
Sw edenborg back on earth. But, 
both men w ere serious. W hen the 
visitor asked how long Davis would 
be on earth, looking around his

H e hits spoken, however, to the 
writer several times, and just re­
cently, the other day, to say, among 
other things:

" I  am the seer of Poughkeepsie 
and gr«*t you, and am glad to share 
a thought or two with you and 
with your readers. There is a need 
texlay and in coming days for peo­
ple like I was, one who felt a great 
joy to serve. I did much you are 
doing, and w ork«! in the « lo c a t­
ional field, healed, lectured, and 
wrote. T h e greatest need now is in 
the healing and medical field. I 
would have a real educational pro­
gram of tra in « l students in a well- 
establish«! institution to diagnose 
disease, accurately as I did—then 
there would be similar work as lie- 
fore.

“T h e thought also, that I would 
leave to all, is to use the best avail­
able in the truth; search and seek 
for the highest. Do not Ik* content 
with T think.' P<*ople do not want 
what you think, they want 7  k n o w .' 
And we certainly want p«>ple edu­
cated. Take time to thoroughly 
educate yourselves to the country 
you live in—know its teachings, 
taws, manners, purposes. Be able 
to hold your pla«* among the spir­
itual people o f  the world. Do not 
clothe yourself with a title to add 
to your prestige, but make certain 
you earn it and that you use it 
to serve the needs of your fellow 
travel« . As you receive, bless, and 
serve. Among my admonitions is 
my meager staff, as I call it— 7 n  
all instances k e e p  an ev en  mind*

dividuals engaged in research, 
development and education in the 
psychic, esoteric, new age and re­
lated fields of scientific research 
bearing upon human consciousness 
and its evolution.

A committee of reputable experts 
in the diversified fields of para­
normal phenomena met in public 
forum several weeks ago to get 
the reaction of leaders of local and 
national groups to their proposal 
to establish the first “chamber of 
commerce” of so-called psychic 
associations. This plan to form the 
scattered, ineffectual individuals 
and groups into a powerful, well- 
organized association with a cen­
tral headquarters in Los Angeles 
was enthusiastically received.

This organizational committee 
is composed of William Foos, head 
of True Sight Church, Dr. Robert 
E. Shaffer, minister and psychol­
ogist, Gloria Lee of Kosmon Re­
search. Ann Graham, yoga, Wayne 
Dunbar, spiritual psychologist. Dr. 
Gina Cerminara, author and lectur­
er, William King, clairvoyant diag­
nostic and often called the modem 
Edgar Cayce, Stanley Marcus, soc­
ial sciences, Rev. Franklin Loehr 
of “prayer on plants“ fame, and 
head of the Religious Research 
Foundation. Dr. Michael Cuypers, 
an authority of psychic art and 
science, but better known for his 
ability as a psychic healer, and Dr. 
Victor Ahlheim, known in England 
and America as a leading author­
ity and instructor of hypnosis.

Pleased with the initial response 
to its proposal, the committee pre­
pared questionaires to be sent to 
several thousand leaders of study 
and research groups throughout 
America. This response was also 
extremely encouraging, as 90$ of 
the replies favored a federation of 
psychic groups and 75$ were will­
ing to work in the organizational 
field to make the proposal a suc­
cess.

The research center is intended 
to include offices, classrooms, labor­
atory equipment, library, cooper­
ative publicity, printshop, lecture 
rooms, living quarters for guest 
speakers, secretarial services, etc. 
The facilities will he available to 
all members locally, at all times, 
and to out of state members by 
reservation. A strict code of ethics 
and membership requirements is 
planned to give the center the 
national prestige and reputation 
necessary for successful operation.

All member groups, though join­
ed in a forceful federation, will 
still retain their individual leaders, 
activities and personalities. Though 
bound by the law’s and regulations 
of the center, which apply to all 
members, the joining groups will 
function as individual entities co­
operating and offering knowledge 
to all other members, yet not forc­

ing their teachings upon any one.
The size and location of the 

center has not yet been determined, 
pending a more complete analysis 
of questionaires, yet to be maiied 
to interested parties. At present, 
however, a fund of approximately 
$300,000  is available for the estab­
lishment of the center and the final 
determination of size and location 
will depend upon additional funds 
to be pledged.
