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The EDITOR’S PAGEIt w as our pleasure and privi­
lege recently to  visit an afternoon 
service a t Astara Foundation, Los 
Angeles, C alifornia. W e w ere es­
pecially fortunate in our choice of a 
time, for the speaker was John 
Morley, internationally known re­
porter and lecturer.

M r. M orley is an absorbing 
speaker, possessing a  vivacious and 
out-going personality, and also is a 
deep student of world affairs. He 
has covered every “Big” event in 
the world as a correspondent and 
seeker, for many many years. U n­
like many persons who are engaged 
in reporting, Mr. M orley has cer­
tain deep spiritual convictions, and 
his subject for the Astarian lecture 
was, ‘T h e  Part God Plays In W orld 
Affairs.”

He prefaced his talk w ith the 
statem ent that there are two sub­
jects regarding which every person, 
in every nation, has a personal in­
terest, regardless of race, creed 
or color. These two subjects are 
m usic  and fa ith . He pointed out 
the fact that the world over, music 
reflected the people of the country, 
their daily lives, and environments. 
Faith , he said, is an integral part 
of all human life on the earth. W ith ­
out the element of faith there could 
be no success or prosperity in the 
world, for all life is dependent upon 
faith in some Plan, Person, or Belief.

Unlike Mark Tw ain’s schoolboy 
definition, “Faith  is believing that 
which you know is not so, Mr. 
Morley cited the definition of Faith  
as given by Paul, in Hebrews 1 1 :1 . 
“Now faith is the substance of 
things hoped for; the evidence of 
things not seen.”

In tying his message into the sub­
ject of the part God plays in world

the Russian Churches. T h e  dinner 
hour was 5  p.m ., the service to 
follow being set for 7 :3 0  p.m. 
W hen he arrived at the hom e of 
the Pastor, the Church was already 
crowded to capacity  at 5  p.m ., and 
people w ere lined up along the 
street for blocks, even when they 
knew  that they could not possibly 
have an opportunity to enter the 
building. Those near enough to 
touch the outer walls of the Church, 
had a hand laid on the building. 
W hen  M r. M orley Questioned them 
as to why they did this, they re­
plied that even though they could 
not get in, they w ere touching the

ijlace w here the services w ere to 
>e held, and so they felt they were 

receiving spiritual power. This was 
a touching instance, and reflects 
a bit of sham e on the com placency 
of we Americans who, even tho a 
fine place of worship is provided, 
often feel too lazy or too indifferent 
to make the effort to attend!

In a land dominated by fear of 
official reprisal, it was difficult for 
him to ask the man on the street 
what he really believed. But, he dis­
covered that when he visited the 
resorts, particularly the bathing 
beaches, a person could be inter­
viewed successfully if they w ere a 
hundred feet or so from shore, 
w here there was no possible danger 
of being overheard by the secret 
police, thru hidden microphones 
or listening devices.

Taking a page from history, he 
spoke of an old caretaker in Bethle­

such a message from one so capable 
of seeing and analyzing world 
trends, both from the standpoint of 
the trum pet blares of the “Palace” 
attendant, and the secret faith of 
those who can receive spiritual up- 
liftmen t from m erely placing their 
hands on the outside of a Church 
w here the crowd is w aiting to wor­
ship.

W e grow weary, and often times 
unhappy on occasion, when sm all 
things seem to disrupt the even 
tenor of our ways in serving and 
teaching. There are those in every 
walk o f life who seek to destroy 
and belittle anything that is good 
and worth while. M ay we all do 
as the disciples are reported to have 
done when the seventy returned 
and reported to the M aster, the 
results of their journey. They pray­
ed, “Lord, help thou our unbelief *, 
so should we when things press 
heavy upon us, for without the 
spiritual vision engendered by deep 
and sincere prayer, nations and 
their peoples are destroyed. B u t , 
C o d  is not m o c k e d , and those who 
seek to destroy and betray, cannot 
possibly win, for it is the plan of 
Infinite Love and W isdom that, 
eventually, man shall regain  his 
birthright, and in peace fulfill his 
destiny.

T h e  experience of listening to a 
speaker such as M r. Morley, re­
news our faith in mankind, and 
arouses our hope that man will, 
somehow, be once again guided by 
Infinite Intelligence, back to the 
Path , where som ething other than 
self and selfish interests are tlie 
dominant things in his life.

M r. Morley mentioned having 
addressed a mass m eeting of Chi­
nese people, telling them of the 
great progress of the democratic 
way of life, and the wonders of 
our civilization. His message was 
received in stony silence, and when 
it was over, several cam e to him 
and said. “W e are not interested 
in the lives and actions of your 
leaders and others.” Then, holding 
their hands out, with cupped fing­
ers, they said, ‘T e ll  us instead how 
to put rice into our empty hands!”

In the face of such events and 
experiences, Mr. Morley still sees 
a fine victory for justice, truth and
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honesty. Such a vision should give 
us courage and determination to 
carry on in the face of pettiness 
and the selfish ran tings of those 
who would rather destroy than 
build.

W e recommend hearing this in­
spiring speaker when he returns 
to Astara, scheduled now for M ay 
28th, both for the morning and 
afternoon services.

affairs, he cited many outstanding 
experiences which were a part of 
his journeys, showing how that 
even when the acts and avowed 
teachings of certain leaders seem­
ed to be Godless, this deep dyed 
belief (fa ith ) in a Higher Power 
was always dominant.

He made a rather startling 
statem ent regarding the mass of the 
Russian people, saying that out 
of more than 2 1 0  million Russians, 
less than six million were actually 
members of the Communist Party, 
and that while this six million mi­
nority dominated and ruled the 
nation, the balance were able to 
endure conditions and live their 
lives because of the faith which 
they had enshrined in their hearts. 
This proves once again, that per­
secution alw ays  turns people to the 
higher powers, and deepens their 
faith. There are many millions in 
Russia who hold to a basic faith 
in C od, and while the centers or 
Churches in which they meet are 
not elaborate, they are crowded 
every day of the week by those 
seeking an opportunity to worship.

Mr. Morley told of an instance 
when he had been invited to take 
dinner with the leaders of one of

hem who cared for the stable where

Iesus was bom . He loved to tell 
lis story as he showed visitors 

around, the list of which was that, 
in reality, the final and ultimate 
results of any change in the lives 
of men cam e from the “stable”, 
rather than from the “Palace”. 
W hen the Palace, the Kremlin, or 
other Powers sought to dictate and 
destroy, such attacks always re­
sulted in the enhancem ent of the 
faith of the majority, making it 
impossible for the “Palace” to 
crush, w hile the “stable or the lowly 
ones”, believe in and obey the lows 
of Love.

It is thrilling and truly heart­
warming in these days of unrest 
and time of eminent peril, to hear

Professor Drummond, who writes 
so magnificently of love in his 
“Ascent Of Man”, has a chapter 
on the evolution of man in which 
he represents nature struggling for 
his mother. Beginning with the 
lower animals, from the vegetable 
kingdom, and tracing it thru the 
animals up to the higher form of 
animal, man.

The mother is and should be, the 
“Oueen of any home". One lad 
asked another where his home was, 
and the boy replied thus: “W here  
mb m other is.’ None of us ever 
get so old that this docs not ring 
true. In time of difficult troubles, 
where do any of us turn? W e can 
safely state that nine out of ten 
turn to mother.

“Heaven is never real to any of 
us until we meet our own mother 
there”, quoted Dr. James Vance.

my prayer has been answered. Go 
with God.” When John Carlson was 
a youth, he tried his utmost to be 
a non-believer, but the beautiful 
God-loving life his mother lead 
held him steadfast. After all she 
went through and still was able to 
enlarge her faith into even deeper 
channels, he believed he could do 
the same.

GREAT MEDIUMS of the RECENT PAST

Chapter 11
A PAIR OF MENTAL MEDIUMS

Mrs. Osborne Leonard, whom 
Rev. Stainton Moses declared to 
be the greatest clairvoyant of our 
Movement, excelled in a species 
of mental mediumship which en­
abled her to correctly quote pas­
sages from unopened books, and 
to read such passages out of the 
books in her home, miles away. 
Most carefully planned tests were 
arranged, such as having the books 
brought by some third person, not 
known to the medium, and not 
present at the sittings, or having 
them mixed up by still another in­
dividual, and arranged in a hap­
hazard way on a bookshelf, so that 
no living person knew either the 
titles on the shelf, or the sequence 
in which they were arranged. Yet, 
under all these conditions, Mrs. 
Leonard always produced amazing 
results.

She could also read the news­
paper before it was printed. Cer­
tainly, no editor could wish for a 
better proof of supernatural know­
ledge than a definite forecast, by 
an outsider, of the layout of his 
paper at a time when it was yet in 
the limbo of things to come. She 
seemed to be able to read the 
etheric foreshadowing of events 
about to take place. All this, though 
a thousand things may happen to 
change the make up of a news-

gaper, even to the last moment. As 
>r. Fodor remarked concerning 

this ability, “To foresee in the early 
afternoon papers, paragraphs that 
are not yet set up in the column, 
and the position which they will 
occupy next day — if there is any­
thing beyond human knowledge, 
this is one of the nearest things to 
it!“

Yet, this was actually achieved, 
and evidence given that is unassail­
able, for we have the solemn af­
firmation of Rev. Charles Drayton 
Thomas, of Bromley, Kent, Meth­
odist clergyman and psychic re­
searcher, to this fact, among others. 
Immediately after his sittings with 
the foremost trance medium of the 
day, Thomas posted his information 
to the Society for Psychical Re­
search. Thus it was p rov ed  that at 
an hour w hen neither th e editor 
nor the com positor could tell what 
w ould appear in th e next edition  
in th e  columns m entioned in the 
test, th e spirit intelligence, w ho

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w as th e d eceased  father o f  the 
clergym an , could enter th e o ffices  
o f “T he T im es” and m ake a  fo re­
cast that was beyond  human cal­
culation. So the father could speak 
to his son through the entranced 
medium and say: “In tomorrow’s 
‘Times’ on page 8, column 5, about 
six inches from the bottom, you 
will find a name which will recall 
an intimate association of your 
youth between the ages of 16-18.” 
This later was discovered to be 
correct.

A few other examples of reading 
the newspaper before it was printed 
are the following, from the repoit 
of the test by Rev. Charles Thomas 
in Som e Recent E vidence o f  Sur­
vivals

“On the first page o f  the paper, 
in column two, and near the top, is 
the name of a minister with whom 
your father was friendly at Leek. 
(Perks was found, a name which 
was verified from an old diary.)

“Towards the bottom of column 
one is named a place where you 
went to school. (Lincolnshire—and 
correct.)

“In the vicinity is mentioned a 
teacher, other than a schoolmaster 
of ours whom you will remember 
well. (W atts and Joseph—correct.)

“Higher in column one, say two- 
thirds down, is a name suggesting 
ammunition. (Found, the eccles­
iastical title Canon.)

“About the middle of this page, 
the middle both down and across, 
is a mistake in print. (The word 
‘page' printed imperfectly, ‘paae’.)

' Between the ecclesiastical title 
and the teacher’s name is a place- 
name, French looking, like three 
w o r d s  hyphenated into one.
( Braine-le-Chateau.) ”

And so we might continue. The 
father of the experimenter said that

the purpose of this test was to 
prove that the know ledge d isp laced  
w as not com ing from  the mind o f  
th e medium or th e  sitter or any­
body  else living, but that it was 
associated with someone called 
“dead”, and was a proof of greater 
mental powers than mortals in the 
flesh possess.

Mrs. Leonard was also a great 
medium, standing between the two 
worlds and assisting the needy in 
their problems. In 1914, she was 
instructed by her little guide Feda 
that she must begin work as a pro­
fessional medium as early as possib­
le. “Something big and terrible is 
going to happen to the world,” 
said Feda, “and we must help many 
people through you.” This con­
viction was confirmed by later 
events. In 1915, Mr. Hewat Mac­
kenzie, founder of the British Col­
lege of Psychic Science, invited 
Sir Oliver and Lady Lodge to sit 
with Mrs. Gladys Leonard after 
their son had been killed in the 
autumn of that year. Their first 
evidence of Raymond’s survival 
came through her, and Sir Oliver 
secured a sitting with her each 
week afterwards for several years. 
In 1918, she was exclusively en­
gaged by the Society for Psychic 
Research for three months, and 
the sitters agreed that good evi­
dence of survival of personality 
had been obtained, and that the 
trustworthiness of the medium 
could not be questioned. The Rev. 
Charles Thomas continued his ex­
periments with her for years, with 
an important book and newspaper 
tests resulting.

But, who was this Mrs. Leonard 
who was so efficient in ministering 
to two worlds? Before the First 
World War, she was a professional 
singer, one who came into Spirit­

ualism behind the scenes. In her 
dressing-room, with two girl friends, 
she tried table-tipping experiments. 
Also, in the subdued light, on the 
white walls, “like clearly cut shad­
ows which showed up perfectly 
against the light background”, she 
could see strange forms. Messages 
came through the table from an en­
tity' called Feda.

M rs. Leonard’s controls were 
most interesting. Feda was a native 
Indian girl, who at the age of 13, 
about 1800, married an ancestor 
of Mrs. Leonards and died shortly 
after. Later, she was attracted to 
the medium. She is very famous 
and well-known to researchers 
around the world. Sometimes Feda 
speaks to her medium in direct 
voice. Another Guide is a pictur­
esque Red Indian by the name of 
North Star, who does healing work.

In Mrs. Leonard’s autobiography, 
My L ife  In T w o W orlds , we learn 
of an effective, but very peculiar, 
method the Indian used to cure 
a certain Mrs. Massey. O ne day, 
when she was sitting in her rocking 
chair, her speed was quickened by 
spirit and the chair and herself 
turned a complete somersault. She 
fell on her head and lay where 
she fell. Mrs. Leonard rushed to 
her, but before she realized what 
had happened, North Star took 
control of her, and placed her 
hands on the lump, the size of an 
egg, that was on Mrs. Massey's 
head. In a few moments, it was 
gone. North Star now made passes 
over her body, especially over the 
heart. The Indian gave grunts of 
satisfaction. After an hour's hard 
work, he released Mrs. Leonard, 
and it was then that Mrs. Massey 
told that she had l>een very ill for 
some days past, but now felt better 
than for months. It was “a bump 
for a lump,” according to the Indi­
an, who ordinarily is a solemn 
character.

“The greatest trance medium 
with whom I am acquainted is 
M rs. Osborne Leonard,” said Sir 
Arthur Conan Doyle. He went on 
to say that he found her to be a 
pleasant, gentle, middle-aged, lady­
like woman, who sank into slumber, 
upon which her voice changed en­
tirely. What came through was 
from the Spirit World. Before con­
tacting her, he had received a long 
series of messages dealing with the

• travel beyond these boundaries.

No matter how objectional a 
successful man may seem to be, 
you can be sure he is a man who 
has been loyal to the ideal that 
embodied whatever brought him 
success. Success is impossible with­
out a concentrated interest. Suc­
cess is a Law of Life and, even if 
you feel that you are a failure, you 
have been successful in bringing 
to fruition what you have concen­
trated upon. You may not like the 
brand of success that you are en­
during, but as you created it, you 
can alter it by changing the pat­
terns held in the mind and thus 
creating something you will like 
better.

the root of the matter, he will have 
to probe deeper than surface in­
dications. Each one determines just 
what he will get out of life, for he 
cannot reap one kind of a harvest 
bv sowing another kind of seed — 
all is in accord with an undeviating 
Law.

Many people from the lower 
walks of life have succeeded in 
every line of endeavor, and under 
every kind of condition, so it proves 
that anyone can do more than he 
is doing at the present time, if the 
incentive is strong enough, and 
that is something each one must 
decide for himself. A success that 
is founded upon assistance from 
others is usually precarious unless a 
firm foundation is put under it by 
individual effort. So do not worry 
because you do not have any pull, 
what you need most is push  from 
the inside!

As I look back over a period of 
nearly forty* years, I can plainly 
trace the working of the Law’ of 
Cause and Effect. W e are taught, 
and 1 have proven, not only in mv 
own life, but through contact with 
many others, that our dominant 
thinking is the rea l cause of all 
that comes to us.

It never ceases to amaze me 

when I read of articles of faith, 
and miracle healings. Despite the 
fact that science dies not accept 
a miracle as being such, unless 
there is absolute scientific evidence 
to back up the claim, this does not 
in any manner or way prove them 
correct. By the same token, it is, 
I believe, more helpful than harm­
ful, that science d o es  take the 
adamant stand they do, for in this 
way, we of this psychic field are 
more prone to think and m ake sure 
before we make claims of miracle 
healings.

Still, there is a side to the facts 
of life that even science does not 
understand. In a very dramatic 
story recently reported by Bill 
Davidson-, in a national periodical, 
he indicated that even in the area 
of miracle healings, science is still 
trying to prove them a part of their 
world of surgery and medicine.

For instance, here is a typical 
example.

Dr. George Pack, a cancer sur­
geon of international reputation, 
reported a short while back to the 
American Cancer Society, held in 
closed conference, the case of a 
woman suffering from uterine my­
osarcoma. Dr. Pack reported the 
case as w holly in op erab le . He did 
so because the tumor had spread 
throughout the pelvis and interior 
membranes of the abdomen. After 
a series of biopsies, he gave the wo­
man three months as her maximum 
life expectancy at that point.

Then som ething bey on d  scien ce  
happen ed . The middle-aged woman 
develop«! a high fever and a ter­
rible red rash appeared on parts 
of her body. Within a matter of 
days, the tumor miraculously dis­
appeared and the patient became a 
well and normally fit person.

In the “crash” program that our 
government has instigated, they re­
ported the recoverv in this manner:

“Th ere was a tremendous in­
crease in the number of disease- 
destroying white blood corpuscles 
called eosinophils in her blood 
stream, which probably caused the 
abnormal loss of body fluid and the 
k)st pounds of the tumor itself.**

In all probability, their scientific 
deductions are correct, but they 
could not ascertain w hat cau sed  
the fev er  or w hy it happ en ed !

Still, in Luke 18:19, there is, to 
me at least, the kind of evidence 
that makes the case positively un­
derstandable:
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“Arise, go  thy way: thy faith  
hath m ade th ee whole.**

In the same “crash** program, 
certain facts and cases of complete 
recoveries were also made known.

A 65-vear old Cincinnati man, 
dving of lung cancer, became com­
pletely rid of his tumors in a matter 
of three months — for no apparent 
reason at all.

A woman in Chicago, clinically 
proven to be a cancer-ridden case, 
was bitten by a dog, and after a 
series of anti-rabies shots, her ma­
lignancies also disappeared.

The report of the Chicago wo­
man stops there. However, I won­
der whether in a moment of “panic” 
the woman might not have Forgot­
ten her fea r  of cancer and develop­
ed that degree of faith  that also 
made her whole.

At the famous Mayo Clinic in 
Rochester, Minnesota, a patient h*id 
an inoperable cancer of the in­
testine, which cleared up thorough­
ly and completely after she suffered 
an acute infection in her left side.

By the same token, it might be 
well to consider the doctors side 
of the case of miracle cures. For 
more years than we psychics care 
to believe, the medical profession 
has recognized these miracles, but, 
seemingly, have shied away from 
them for a variety of reasons, per­
haps the foremost of all being that 
most of the cases do not stand up to 
scientific scrutiny. Another reason 
being that, oftimes, the so-called 
cancer patient turns out not to 
have had cancer at all. In some 
instances, the regression was only 
temporary, and subsequently the 
patient died. Another point they 
bring up, and a very important 
one is this; all too often cancer 
quacks latch on to the genuine case 
and use it to promote their own 
brand of “medicine”.

For the psychic to claim that 
every cure of cancer is an act of 
faith is, in my opinion, wrong. I 
say this because manv atheists 
stricken by the dread disease are 
being cured with an absolute dis­

regard  to faith. Of course, an im­
portant factor to mention is that 
even though the atheists’ beliefs are 
not toward his Father, his Father 
has not lost faith in him.

Basicly, the real scourge of can­
cer is the fear of being stricken by 
it. Just as for many years, parents 
feared polio. Since the discovery 
of Dr. Salk’s vaccine, which makes 
children immune to polio, parents 
have (and I include both my wife 
June and myself) breathed much 
easier knowing that the “crippler” 
does not necessarily have to strike if 
certain precautions are taken. For 
that reason, I can certainly con­
done any research the medical pro­
fession and the Government’s Nat­
ional Cancer Institute is doing in 
order to one day rid the world of 
a dread disease that probably does 
as much damage in the fear d e ­
partment, as it does in actual deaths 
itself.

In this regard, I would like to 
add a little theory of my own, that 
has long been rolling around in my 
mind, and that is that cancer is 
unique among diseases, and that it 
is actually an attempt of nature to 
evolutionize the body into an ad ­
vanced creation  of organs and parts, 
however, evolutionized at a time 
when the mind is not yet capable 
to control or utilize the newly 
developing parts. But, eventually, 
that which now appears the scourge 
will lx* for the advancement of 
man. In other words, from homo- 
sapien to homo-superior. For, 
throughout the ages, as man has 
conquered certain diseases and used 
its creation for good, only good has 
come of it.

There is still another point 
though, and it is this; that good can 
only come when the marriage be­
tween science and spiritual healing 
becomes complete, so that both will 
equally appreciate the other. When 
that day comes, then indeed will 
that which is regarded as occasional 
m iracle-cures l>ecome common­
place.

Some years ago, the Honorable 
J.F.T. O’Connor, United States 
District Judge for Southern Calif­
ornia, and former Comptroller of 
the Currency in President Roose­
velt’s official family, made his trans­
ition to the Spirit side of life. A 
good and intimate friend, we often 
talked about everything from ‘cab­
bages and kings to ships and seal­
ing wax’. Occasionally, we discuss­
ed man’s ‘hunches’ and woman’s 
‘intuition’. “Jefty”, as he was af­
fectionately known to his many 
friends, could never understand the 
“psychic faculty”, but being fair 
and open-minded, he would confess 
he was open to conviction; with the 
proviso, however, that as a dedi­
cated jurist, he would first have to 
‘examine the evidence’.

The venerable judge habitually 
used an expression which indelibly 
stamped him to his intimates. When 
asked how things were faring with 
him, he would invariably reply, 
“Oh, I keep busy, just as busy as 
a bee”. Even when relaxed and 
while enjoying himself, he would 
say that he was busy having fun. 
“Just as busy as a bee.”

Although our interests and philo­
sophies were somewhat at variance, 
he nonetheless regarded my clair­
voyant faculty with respect. Once, 
he sought my opinion on a matter 
before his court which had to do 
with the truth or falsity of the 
defendant’s claim to psychic con­
tact with certain ascended “Mas­
ters”. I cite this only to disclose 
that he gave credence to the proba­
bility of clairvoyance, clairaudience 
and psychometry — and even the 
trance state.

Being Catholic and possessing 
more than the layman’s familiarity 
with Scripture, he understood and 
accepted the full implication of 
the words in the Nicene Creed: “I 
believe in the Holy Ghost, the 
Holy Catholic (universal) Church, 
The Communion o f Saints, the re­
surrection of the body (spirit body) 
and life everlasting.’ Once, he con­
fided to me that occasionally what 
seemed to be trifling evidence in

his court, was often conclusive and 
therefore more important than 
other well and capably presented 
‘facts’, which were legally argu­
able. Such evidence, he empha­
sized, would be peculiarly ‘native’ 
to a witness such as, for example, 
his m ethod or manner o f expressing 
his thoughts.

Upon receipt of notification of 
Judge O’Connor’s death, telephon­
ed by his nephew, William V. 
O’Connor (who subsequently be­
came Deputy Attorney General for 
the State of California), I was 
invited to be present at the funeral 
service. This was held in the Cath­
olic Church he had attended in the 
exclusive section of Westwood, now 
known as West Los Angeles. A 
solemn Requiem Mass was per­
formed in his honor, and the politi­
cal, social, financial and theatrical 
elite were on hand to pay homage 
and final respects.

Due to traffic congestion, I ar­
rived about ten minutes late, and 
found the Church filled to over­
flowing. Annoyed with myself for 
being late, I gazed helplessly down 
the center aisle, looking for a place 
to sit. I was suddenly impelled, 
even pushed, to enter the Church 
and walk forward. Doing so, I pass­
ed probably thirty rows of pews to 
come to the second row, where, to 
my right, there was a lone empty 
seat, the third from the aisle. Seat­
ing myself, I heaved a sigh of re­
lief and relaxed to witness the 
services, with which I was unfamil­
iar. I noticed that the figure direct­
ly in front of me looked familiar, 
and glancing sidewise, observed it 
to be my friend “Jefty’s” nephew'. 
“Well,” i thought, ‘how fortunate.”

Suddenly a bee appeared in front 
of me to buzz and buzz within 
six inches of my face, and although 
I thought this odd, I made no effort 
to dodge it. However, the bee, with 
a purpose of his o w t i  in mind, 
sought to light on my nose! It wras 
then that I raised my hand to shoo 
it away. Immediately, it rose high 
in the air, then slowly descen ded  
to land on a brass nameplate at­
tached to the top o f the pew  in 
front o f me. Sitting perfectly still, 
I watched it closely. Then , / no­
ticed that inscribed on the plate 
were the letters “JF T  (JE F T Y 1 
O'CONNOR9*. Instantly the words 
“busy as a b ee” cam e to mind!

God (Spirit) moves in many 
ways His wxmders to perform. The 
point is that my friend was able 
to ‘make his presence manifest’ to 
one whose mind was open and re­
ceptive. Of course, everyone is spir­
itually embodied and, because of 
this, countless thousands have had 
experiences of a comparable nature. 
All people have psychic exper-

ences, if they are only the hunches 
of men or the intuitive knowingness 
of women. Spirits of those having 
made the transition seek to be 
seen or heard, for indeed hearing 
and seeing are one and the same 
thing in spirit! Although all men 
have “hunches” and all women have 
“knowingness of spirit”, they none­
theless often seem reluctant to talk 
about it. Perhaps being ignorant 
in such matters, they are afraid  
o f being ridietded.

Indeed, Spirit, as with faith, is 
the “evidence of things unseen; the 
substance of things hoped for”. 
Jesus enjoined His Disciples to 
preach and teach  the things of the 
spirit (which He taught them ), for 
He knew that it is only by so doing, 
that we learn. Paul the Apostle, in 
speaking of the Disciples, said, 
“we have received not the spirit of 
the world, but the spirit wbich is 
of God, that we might know things 
that are freely  given to us. The 
natural man receiveth not the 
things of the spirit, for they are 
foolishness unto him; neither can 
he know them, because they  are 
spiritually discerned.” In Neimiah 
(9 :2 0 ), we find the words, “thou 
gavest thy spirit to instruct us”. 
As Jesus put it, “the spirit is will­
ing, but the flesh is weak.” Paul 
says, “the spirit beareth witness.”

Perhaps you have had one or 
more psychic experiences. Has it 
occurred to you that others  would 
like to know about them? Regard­
less of their nature, why not send 
your experiences to the editors of 
Chimes. Others reading of them 
can be inspired to “go and do 
likewise”. Who knows? Relating 
our psychic experiences to others 
can be likened to “priming a 
pump”. A few strokes, and the 
water (of the Spirit) begins to flow 
freely.

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I N F I N I T E  IN T E L L I G E N C E

H ere is a question sent m e: 
Aren’t all religions of God, spirit­
ualistic? So how can Spiritualism  
be a new religion and a separate 
religion?

I have answered as follows: 
From  w hat I have gathered during 
the years, Spiritualism  in the broad 
definition, em bracing G od, and 
angels and m inistering spirits, is not 
a new religion. It was the natural 
religion o f the Garden o f Eden. 
But, the m odem  application of 
spirit help through the gift o f dis­
cerning spirits, is a d ifferent m eth­
od of meuium ship for the im parting 
of intelligence to  the m ortal m ind, 
from spirit. M ortal teachers and 
parents who w ant to help children, 
must have a m edium  of com m uni­
cation, such as the hum an senses, 
mainly sight and hearing. Likew ise, 
Spirit teachers must have a medium 
as an instrum ent of contact.

Jew s and Protestants use d irect 
m ental com m unication through 
prayer. Rom an C atholics include 
the saints in prayer. M etaphysicians 
believe the contact is inspirational 
and intuitive through m editation 
and inner vision. B ut all o f us, 
m ore or less, believe in infinite in­
telligence w hich can help  hum anity 
on E arth . Such is the first declared 
principle o f the N ational Sp iritual­
ist Association o f C hurches.

But, there is no declared  defin­
ition o f intelligence. In fact, we 
have been told there are two types 
o f intelligence. N um ber 1 is the un­
conscious in telligence w here natural 
laws function w ithout consciousness 
o f mind, as in sleep. And, num ber 
2  is conscious in telligence which 
increases or decreases happiness on 
E arth  in accord ance with the use 
or m isuse of know ledge, as im part­
ed from  spirit. Any unconscious 
body, in com a or otherw ise, still 
functions by natural laws — but 
Spiritualism  deals with con sc iou s  
in telligence. L e t physicians, m eta­
physicians and psychologists spec­
ialize in the great unconsciousness 
o f m an. M odem  Spiritualism  fea­
tures th e  conscious mind of both 
m ortal and spirit, and the means 
o f con tacting  each  other; although 
w e know that spirit can aid mortals 
unconsciously a t tim es. Still, con­
sciousness is m ore satisfactory than 
unconsciousness. T h ere  is no joy 
in sleep unless we can aw aken to 
consciousness; or an entranced 
medium  becom e aw are o f w hat has 
transpired during the trance, even 
though others m ay have been help­
ed w hile the entranced  medium 
was unaw are o f the service. At 
least, there was conscious contact

made for progression.
Not all Spiritualists make a relig­

ious creed out of their Spiritualism 
or mediumship, or join a chartered 
Spiritualist church incorporated un­
der religious laws. T h e universal 
Spiritualist, free from dogma or 
church principles, has greater free­
dom of religion than any organized 
religionist. He or she can freely 
visit anv church or synagogue in 
the world and find some Spiritual­
istic angle. But, not so witfi the 
orthodox church m em ber. Any dog­
ma in religion, even in Spiritualism, 
tends to create  bigotry and ani­
mosity toward those who do not 
see eye to eye.

T h at is why free Spiritualism is 
such an appealing consciousness 
of a religious contact with the 
spirit world of God — and in that 
sense is a new and separate religion 
with a small “r”, which also stands 
for right relationship with Infinite 
Intelligence. Its common denomin­
ator is righteous mediumship.

Q U E S T I O N S  T O  E D  B O D IN

Q uestion: Mr. Bodin: I have en­
joyed the writings inspired by your 
saintly spirit associate, whom you 
call T h e  Hermit. Has he ever re­
vealed the attitude that Roman 
C atholics should have toward Pro­
testants? (signed) A Roman C ath­
olic.

Answer: I record «! a message 
in the summer of 1960, as follows:

“T h e Roman Catholic conscious­
ness has closed its eyes to Protestant 
religious radiation, a weakness the 
Roman C atholic Church inherited 
from Peter, the Rock of Faith , on 
w hich the Church was built. This 
fissure ot selfishness was Peter’s 
desire to keep Jesus for the Jew s 
only, and not share the M aster with 
G entiles. B ut Paul, who had seen 
the ascen d «! Christ, proved that 
Christ loves G entiles or Protestants, 
and also Pagans, and even those 
who persecute Him; because they 
all are children o f God, with po­
tential salvation. Peter finally com ­
plied, just as the Roman Catholic 
Church must accep t brotherhood to 
righteous non-Catholics, as the 
m eans of the M aster’s Peace and 
Good W ill in the Fath er’s family 
on Earth . And, by that same token, 
Protestants, Jew s, and all other 
devout workers for the Fath er’s 
W ill, must respect those children 
o f God who kiss the Cross.”

Q u estion : W h at becom es o f the 
teachers and guides o f a medium 
after the medium s transition?

A n sw er: I have several recordings 
on this question, as exp la in « ! by 
spirit guides them selves, in accord­
ance with the following summary—

Spirit teachers are the same as 
mortal teachers, and no student or 
instrument has a teacher exclusive­
ly — thus, transition is similar to 
graduation of the student, the 
teacher continuing on with other  
students.

But, guides are spirit affinities 
who volunteer, just as Moses was 
a guide to Jesus Christ — and Elijah 
was a guide to John, the Baptist. 
W hen John, the Baptist died, Elijah 
accompanied Moses before ascend­
ing, and until Christ’s transition. 
That was why both Moses and 
Elijah  appeared with Christ on the 
Mount of Transfiguration. After 
transition of a medium, the guide 
awaits a further assignment. Of 
course, the guide continues to as­
sist the new arrival over there, just 
as loved ones visit when desired. 
Love and associations never cease.

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A SPIRITUAL HEALER AND MEDICAL DOCTOR JOIN HANDS
by Rev. John K. Chaney

“You m ust visit D r. W . tom or­
row. H e needs your h elp .”

T h is m essage cam e several tim es 
during the n ight, and each  tim e I 
heard th at spirit voice I rem ained 
aw ake for several m inutes consid­
ering w hat it  could m ean. I was, 
at th at tim e, a  M ethodist pastor of 
the F o rest C hu rch , and D r. W . 
w as a successful physician in that 
com m unity. H e w as not a  m em ber 
o f my church , and rarely attended 
any religious services. T h is added 
to the strangeness o f the spirit 
m essages during th at night.

A t breakfast, next m orning, I 
told m y fam ily o f th e  several 
m essages and added th at I  was 
going to visit D r. W . first thing 
that m orning. I saw  that m y fam ily 
w as as m uch surprised as I had 
been , because w e hardly knew  the 
D octor excep t as w e had m et him 
at com m unity gatherings.

A fter prayer in m y o ffice , I 
w alked tow ard D r. W ’s offices, 
praying as I w alked for spirit 
guidance as to w hat I  should say 
w hen w e m et. I  fe lt a very real 
P resence w ith m e, and received 
clear m essages as to  m y conver­
sation w hen w e m et.

I w alked into th e  large w aiting 
room at the D octor's o ffices and 
found it em pty. T h is w as m ost 
unusual, even at n ine in the 
m orning, because the D octor had 
a  large p ractice , throughout that 
rural area. I continued through 
the w aiting room into other offices 
and into the operating room. No 
one was in sight anyw here, and the 
operating room was spotless, indi­
catin g  it had not been used for 
several days. I w alked through the 
consultation rooms and cam e, at 
last, to the small private o ffice  of 
the physician. H ere, I found him 
sitting sm oking a c ig arette , un­
shaven and half dressed. T h e  floor 
was littered  w ith c ig arette  butts. 
I t  was clear th at the D octor was 
in great trouble and that the spirit 
m essenger had repeated  those 
b rief m essages because the physic­
ian needed assistance.

Even with the spirit w arning, I 
must adm it that, when I looked at 
this forlorn, d ejected  m an, I was 
shocked. T h e  well groom ed physic­
ian I had m et a t social gatherings 
was now  untidy and in w retched 
condition. T h is had been brought 
about by a com bination o f evil 
forces in his life. His w ife had left 
him during a rift, and he had turn­
ed to drink. His patients becam e 
few er and few er, and he drank 
more and more. T h at m orning he 
was near the bottom  of human 
despair and defeat.

A fter a tw o hour conversation,
I took him to the parsonage with

m e for dinner, although he pro­
tested and declared that my as­
sociation with him would bring my 
dismissal from the church. I told 
him that if my congregation was 
that narrow , I hoped to be fired.

Thus began two years' assoc­
iation with the Doctor. His office 
was moved into the room adjoining 
my office. He ate at our table, 
slept in our hom e, and he and I be­
gan to share our professional ser­
vices. O ut of this partnership with 
the D octor cam e many rem arkable 
spirit m anifestations and answers 
to  prayers that I w ant to tell you 
about in this article. Our assoc­
iation was very close, and I drove 
with him to the hospital to visit 
patients, and rode with him to 
m ake calls and deliver babies.

O ur offices w ere connected by a 
w ide archw ay, separated only by 
heavy drapes. I could hear every­
thing that was spoken when he had 
a patient for exam ination, without 
the patient being aware. I put 
every spirit force to work to help 
him  in diagnosis and treatm ent. 
A fter a patient would leave, the 
D octor would com e into my side 
o f th e  curtains and ask this quest­
ion,

“Now, Reverend, what is wrong 
w ith that man? W hat is wrong with 
th at woman?”

Usually, I received clear spirit 
m essage, and the Doctor's firm 
faith  in m e as his friend, helped 
him to trust these spirit messages. 
O ne of the patients who did not 
desert the D octor during his troub­
les was a prominent businessman 
in the community. He was in poor 
health and both the Doctor and 
m yself wanted, very much, to help 
him. However, although the D oc­
tor tried one remedy after another, 
his condition did not improve, and 
had becom e quite critical. I prayed 
earnestly for spirit help, because 
it was evident that the D octor was 
wide of the mark.

On his next visit to the D octor,
I took my position near the drapes 
on my side and prayed silently 
while the D octor talked with the 
sick man. I began to feel the pre­
sence and power of very evil for­
ces, and a bad radiation of vibrat­
ions com ing from him. This was 
unexpected, because the man was 
highly respected and regarded as 
a good citizen. However, the spirit 
message was clear, and I was eager 
to tell the D octor w hat I had learn­
ed. I k n ew  th a t  w e  n ow  h a d  th e  
rig h t an sw er.

T h e D octor cam e in and stood 
by my desk with a weary look on 
his face, and asked,

“W ell, Preacher, have you got 
anything yet?”

I watched his eves when I an­

swered, and I said,
“Give that man a Wassermann 

test!”
A look of utter astonishment 

cam e to the Doctor’s face, and he 
stammered,

“T hat man couldn’t have ......... !”
Then a light spread over his 

face and he grabbed my hand.
“T here are syptomsl O f course, 

that’s it. I’ll get the test tomorrow.”
T h e test was ‘plus’, and under 

treatm ent the man began to gain. 
He recovered and lived several 
years after that, and the commun­
ity never learned the truth. Need­
less to say that this had an influ­
ence on the Doctor and increased 
his respect for spirit ministry.

I have told you that he had lost 
most of his patients, and so my 
efforts were also directed toward 
rebuilding his practice. In that 
rural community, that was not 
easy, because of the prejudice of 
the people. But, I knew that God 
would give us every assistance 
from the Spirit World.

O ne Sunday, we planned to leave 
after church and go to another town 
for dinner. But, during the church 
services, I began to get spirit mes­
sages that we should not go, but 
eat in the parsonage. This was a 
disappointment for the Doctor, 
because he had planned to enter­
tain us that day. Mrs. Chaney pre­
pared a dinner when we returned 
home, and we were in the middle 
of the meal when the telephone 
rang. The operator asked if I could 
get in touen with the Doctor at 
once. There was a bad auto ac­
cident on U.S. 30  and the high­
way officers had not been able to 
locate a physician.

W e made a dash for the Doctor’s 
m edicine and instrument bags and 
w ere off to bind up the broken 
bodies. Nine people were injured 
in that accident, and the Doctor 
cared for all. W hen the last one’s 
injuries were dressed and the last 
am bulance had left for the hospital,
I pointed to Doctor's white snoes, 
covered with blood.

God was in the beginning. Be­
fore the beginning, God was, and 
it was God that created everything 
there is. If He created everything, 
He must have created evil, and 
seeing that God made all things, 
by this same reasoning, He must 
then have made a “devil” too. Yet, 
we know God never created any­
thing but good, so the belief in a 
factual devil must be false reason­
ing. But, when we realize that God 
is L aw 9 and that, according to how 
we use the Law, we create either 
good or evil, then we understand 
the true esoteric meaning of the 
word, “devil”. If you think good, 
live it, do it, then you are in the 
vibrations of good. Buck it, fight 
it, and you will create evil.

Take, for instance, an electric 
light. W e can intensify it about 
10,000 candlepower, and it is 
beautiful, it is good. But, if you are 
placed in the electric chair, anti 
the electrical current is turned on. 
it would bring death, and become 
evil. Yet, that same electricity is 
the identical thing that runs cars, 
lights houses and streets, and runs 
your household appliances. But, 
when you try to stop its current, it 
destroys. And so good and evil are 
one, the self-same power, th e  sam e  
law . What manifests from it is de­
termined by the way you employ 
its use.

God does not stop to consider 
the individual, and when you pray 
to God to send you something, and 
it comes, you have complied with 
the law of supply. When it does 
not come, you nave not complied 
with the Law. It is as simple as 
that.

That is why we have obsession. 
The spirits throng about us like 
the leaves of autumn. There is 
scarely a person who has not felt 
the touch of their vibration at some 
time or another. Just recently, a 
man was hung at one of our great 
State prisons. What kind of 
thoughts was he thinking as he 
died? W hat would you be thinking 
if you were pushed out of life that 
way? Beyond a shadow of a doubt, 
this executed man will try to come 
back into earth’s atmosphere and 
possess some one, inciting him to 
commit crime.

Have you ever seen an obsessed 
entity? I have, a hundred of them. 
I knew a bov, many years ago, who 
was a Bible student. His Bible 
teacher died suddenly and the mo­
ment the teacher died, the boy be­
came obsessed. He could do noth­
ing but swear. They put him in an 
institution, and he was there for 
seven long years. Finally, a man 
came to me from Mexico City and 
asked, “Can my friend ever be 
cured?” A spirit seemed to send

this message to my brain, “Yes, 
he can, if I  let him  g o .”

The man then went to the boy’s 
father and asked, “W ho is so-and- 
so?” The reply was, “It was Sandy’s 
Bible teacher.” W e identified that 
man, and Sandy is now working as 
a stenographer, and as soon as he 
saw me, he said, “You made them 
tell who I am!” Sandy w as fr e e d  o f  
spirit dom ination .

Have you ever planned to do 
something good, or tried to uplift 
another, when suddenly the thought 
entered your mind, “111 not go thru 
with it.” Instead of love, sympathy 
and harmony, this new thought 
created discord . Many are obsessed 
in this way and do not know it. 
M any know  it too  w ell. Can you 
imagine Christ when He met Mary, 
a woman of the scarlet coat, shunn­
ed by society, ignored by her 
friends. She came to Him warped 
in mind, and broken in body. He 
said, “C om e out”, and we are told 
that seven evil spirits came out of 
her. The Bible relates that she 
went on from that time and made 
her life worthwhile.

W e must realize that when peo­
ple commit sins that seem enorm­
ous to our eyes, that there is some­
thing wrong. Their minds are 
warped, and if they a re  warped, 
th ere  must b e  som e p ow er  that 
cau sed  them  to b e  w arped . Un­
fortunately, we have few places 
where such cases can get the proper 
care to free them of such abnormal 
mental conditions, where, by being 
freed from their obsessions, they 
can be returned to clean living and 
good citizenship. Medical men are 
beginning to wake up and realize 
that there is some cause other than 
a diseased mind. One of the Mayo 
brothers is doing this right now, 
for he is sending patients to the 
Spiritualists for the treatment of 
obsession. Mary Baker Eddy struck 
the right key note when she said 
disease is in the mind. I believe 
that thoughts create death, and I 
believe also that our minds will 
eventually act so in tune with the 
Infinite that there will be no more 
death. Christ sa id , “the last en em y  
l  w ill put under m y f e e t  w ill b e  
d ea th .”

It has been proven that a thought 
coming from another person can 
kill. Once there was a workman, 
and his friends thought they would 
play a huge joke on him. Every 
morning, when they met him, they 
would ask how he was. He would 
say, “fine”, so they got together 
and decided to say, “W hat s the 
matter with you? You look sick.” 
Each one suggested in this way 
that he w as sick. After a while,

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Although I had the following 
hair-raising experience in 1941, this 
is the first time I have related it. It  
happened in San Diego, California. 
For obvious reasons, I  cannot give 
the address of the apartment house 
for it is still in operation in a good 
residential part of the city.

In company with a friend, I 
moved to San Diego and after a 
few days found a place exactly 
suited to our needs, on the second 
story of a large apartment house 
in a quiet neighborhood. It con­
sisted of two bedrooms, living 
room, bathroom and kitchen and 
was not far from the church I was 
helping in at that time. W e had 
been there for about two weeks 
and this day being Sunday had 
returned home from the evening 
service about ten thirty. It had 
been a beautiful, peaceful day, 
without any worry or anything to 
disturb us, and for a short time, we 
sat talking until my friend said 
she was sleepy, and retired to her 
room.

My bedroom was large with a 
window on one side. The bed on 
the opposite side was in a corner 
against the wall, with light attached 
to the headboard. I was feeling 
exceptionally happy and relaxed, 
with not the slightest warning of 
anything unpleasant. For about 
half an hour I read “Roughing It,” 
by Mark Twain, then looking at 
my clock, I  saw it was past mid­
night, so put out the light and fell 
asleep.

How long I slept, I do not know, 
but I was awakened by a heavy 
pressure on my solar plexus. This 
gradually spread until it felt as if 
a tight steel band was half around 
my waist. I  became weak and 
faint and was certain I  must have 
eaten something that had poisoned 
me. Breathing was almost imposs­
ible, and I lay gasping, unable to 
call out for my m end to come and 
help me.

I had been lying on my back 
with my arms up on the pillow, but 
now grasping my waist with both 
hands, in trying to relieve the 
pain, th ey  cam e in contact w ith a  
huge, hairy arm. W ith my left 
hand, I  felt along the firm muscles 
until, at last, I came to a hand and 
felt the large fingers and nails. The 
pressure became worse and I tried 
to scream, but I had no breath and 
was gasping for air. By now, I 
was positive some man had entered 
the room and was going to murder 
me.

With my right hand, I felt along 
the rest of the arm to the elbow, 
then a little above the elbow, until 
my hand came in contact with the 
wall. There the arm ended. It

w as com ing through th e  wall!
For a moment, the grip and pres­

sure lessened and I was able to 
scream. As I did so, the hand and 
arm began to disintegrate. This 
was the worst part of the exper­
ience, for it seemed to crumble 
under my touch and felt like sand 
flowing away. Again, I screamed 
and my friend came running in to 
see what was the matter. I told 
her what had taken place and we 
sat up for the rest of the night, 
for we were both nervous. We dis­
cussed moving, but as day dawned, 
our fears dwindled and we looked 
on the experience as something that 
could not occur again. I even tried 
to persuade myself I had been 
dreaming, but this was foolish, as 
I had been wide awake. Even 
more was to come.

A few nights afterwards, my 
friend came into my bedroom, say­

“Please get up. I can’t take this 
any longer.” She looked sick and 
frightened, and being a practical 
person who never let her imagin­
ation get away with her, I knew 
something unusual had taken place.

She told me she had been lying 
awake when she saw a large form 
materialize in a comer of her room. 
It looked like a verv hairy man, 
with water dripping from him. For 
a few minutes she lay there, unable 
to move, until the form began to 
walk towards the bed, then she 
ran out of her room into mine, ter­
ribly frightened.

W e put on all the lights, but of 
course, there was nothing to be 
seen. Sitting up for the rest of the 
night, we made up our minds to 
look for another apartment at once. 
We were fortunate in finding a 
nice, cheerful place near Balboa 
Park, and on our return, told the 
manager we were leaving. He 
seemed surprised, and we aid not 
give him any reason, however,

asked him if any previous tenants 
had left hurriedly.

He looked thoughfully at me for 
a minute and then informed us he 
had only recently taken over the 
management of the building, but 
addea that he had heard there 
had beeen a suicide “or something 
to do with a drowning in one of 
the apartments.” More than this, 
he would not or could not tell, and 
we were surprised that he had told 
us that much as it might effect the 
rentals.

My entire life has been spent in 
and around psychic phenomena, 
but with one other exception, this 
is the only time when I must ad­
mit I was frightened.

am always most interested in per­
sonal experiences, as there is some­
thing in each one of us that assures 
us of our ability to accomplish the 
same, or similar things that others 
have accomplished, if the way is 
clearly outlined.

Before we can be free from limit­
ations, we must learn what it means 
to Ik» really fr e e .  True freedom is 
not license, but is the result of a 
conformity to Universal Laws. Un­
derstanding these Laws, and obedi­
ence to them, gives man a realizat­
ion of his inherent powers and he 
then experiences true freedom. 
Many people who ignore man-made 
laws clo so declaring they have a 
right to freedom, but instead of 
becoming free, they become slaves 
to unbridled passions and traditions. 
Everyone who commits a wrong is 
in bondage to that wrong, and he 
will never feel free until he has 
learned to master himself.

In our efforts to find freedom 
from the many things that harass 
us, we often work solely in the 
world of effects, instead of going 
within to the world of causes. As 
long as the cause remains undis­
turbed, it cannot help but continue 
to produce, and this is the reason 
so many so-called cures fail to be 
permanent — the proper adjust­
ment has not been macfc.

His wife was very precise 
about everything, and when he 
passed through the kitchen and 
saw a pan of buns Esther had 
made — big ones, and no two of 
the same size, he asked, “Why 
didn’t you make them the same 
size?” She looked at them for a 
moment and then, smilingly, she 
said, “I would have, Mr. Steele, 
but I did not have dough enough.” 
May Ik? we are like Esther, we do 
not seem to have “dough” enough 
to make things come out even!

The pattern another is using may 
prove to bo an inspiration, nut it 
cannot be an infallible guide. There 
is a definite place for you and de­
finite work for you to do or you 
would not I k * here, for our Creator 
makes no mistakes and the right 
pattern for your development is 
hidden deep within you, and as you 
become better acquainted with 
yourself, it will be revealed to you, 
but until you do this, your life will 
never be wholly satisfying. There 
will always be a yearning for 
“som ething” that seems just beyond 
your grasp. It is trying to reveal 
Itself to you, but It must have your 
consent and cooperation before It 
can do so.

future fate of the world, through 
his wife’s hand and voice in his 
own Home Circle. He said nothing 
of this to anyone. Yet he had scarce­
ly arranged his pad and pencil for 
taking notes when his son announc­
ed his presence and spoke with 
hardly a break for an hour. During 
all this time, he showed an intimate 
knowledge of all that had come 
through in the Home Circle, and 
also of the small details of family 
life, utterly foreign to the medium. 
In the whole interview, he made no 
mistake as to fact, and yet he men­
tioned many facts. A few words 
as a sample of what his talk was 
like may be of interest.

“There is so much false pro­
gress, that it is not progress, if 
you build a car to go one thousand 
miles this year, then build one to go 
two thousand miles next year, no 
one is the better for that. We want 
real progress—to understand the 
power of mind and spirit and to 
realize the fact that there is a spirit 
world. So much help could be 
given from our side, if only people 
on earth would fit themselves to 
take it, but we cannot force our 
help on those who are not prepared 
for it. That is your work; to pre­
pare people for us. Some of them 
are hopelessly ignorant; but sow 
the seed, even if you do not see it 
coming up.”

He went on to speak of the 
clergy’s limited ideas and their be­
ing bound to an obsolete system, 
which is like serving up last week’s 
dinner instead of having a new 
one. We need fresh spiritual food, 
not a hash of old food. He said 
that people must be able to de­
monstrate their spiritual knowledge 
in a practical form, as people are 
expected to put their knowledge 
and belief into action. But on earth, 
people do not do this. Physical 
phenomena are really of great im­
portance, he added.

speaks of other mediums who might 
be as great if they would practice 
the same restraint in their work. 
No fee would ever tempt Mrs. 
Leonard to take more than two 
clients in a day, and to this, no 
doubt, the sustained excellence of 
her results are due.

The present writer recently has 
had the great pleasure of talking 
“direct voice” with the discamate 
Mrs. Leonard, who is a lovely, 
gentle, humble woman.

“Good morning. You asked for 
me,” she said. “In my humble way,
I have served those I represented, 
my teachers, mentors, instructors. 
It was quite an interesting life to 
lead. In going on, I have continued, 
as most do, the life on my level 
and have sought to bring the wis­
dom and truths that have been 
shared with me. Some of the truths 
have been demonstrations of ever­
lasting life and great thoughts for 
the intelligent seeker to ponder 
upon. If one has been privileged 
to receive a thought of this wonder­
ful life that lies ahead of them, 
then the efforts of the Teachers 
have not been in vain.

“I understand that for the most 
part people seek only for gain and 
physical comfort. I would have a 
word with them. As you seek to 
share with your neighbors, so will 
you prosper in spirit. We are seek­
ing prosperity in its various aspects. 
Prosperity is the expanse of con­
sciousness. We shall surely gather, 
then have the reaping of certain 
harvests from our efforts. You see 
people seeking for the pot of gold 
at the end of the rainbow. In life , 
it can com e to you if you seek  for 
your brother man as well as for 
self. Search for light to brighten 
your life , but permit the rays to 
perm eate the path behind uouy so 
that som e groping soul on the path 
may share the light. If others had 
not helped me, I would not have 
reached the pinnacle I have at­
tained; so share—that is my mes­
sage to your readers. Your invitation 
was kindly accepted, and may you 
walk the glory path that leads to 
perfect understanding.”

She is looking forward to the 
time when the wall of ignorance 
that separates the two worlds will 
crumble, and then the meeting of 
spirit with matter.

Another mental medium, Nettie 
Colburn, later adding Maynard to 
her name, was the medium through 
whom the Spirit World gave Abra­
ham Lincoln several state papers, 
including the Emancipation Pro­
clamation and his immortal Gettys­
burg Address. She influenced more 
people than any other medium m 
all the world, saved our nation, 
and certainly the Union. Speaking 
of all this very recently to the pre­
sent writer, “direct voice”, through 
a deep trance medium, she said, in 
part:

“I am Nettie Colburn Maynard, 
who have come to speak to you,

not only because you too work to 
help people, but also to give you 
an idea of what Spirit is planning 
for your world. I do not know that 
I qualify as a great medium, but 
I would like to be among them. I 
did my best, but was criticized 
often. In those war days there was 
only a little band of peacemakers. 
I did not know that I would be 
listened to, or be acceptable in 
those days of President Lincoln, 
with brother fighting against broth­
er. But, we knew the Nation must 
stick together, so we spread the 
truth and brought the message of 
the Spirit World to people in office 
where they could hear it.

“Now, we need an Emancipator 
to liberate men’s minds as well as 
their bodies. Spirit plans to use 
mediums to let people know the 
time has come to liberate them­
selves from the shackles of ignor­
ance that bind them. The time will 
come when war clouds will be dis­
pelled; the sun will shine and there 
will be a new regime of brother­
hood—not one with distinction of 
race or color, but one with the 
understanding that all are broth­
ers—the black, white, yellow, red— 
there is no difference in the sight 
of God.” More of this later.

Mediumship came to Nettie Col­
burn unsought, when she was a 
child, fragile in health, untaught, 
from a humble home in the ranks 
of laboring people. But Spirit led 
her forth, a teacher of the sublime 
truth of immortality, opening to 
her the doors of the wealthy and 
the prominent, as well as leading 
her among the poor and lowly. 
Gladly, she ministered to all, from 
the farmer’s quiet fireside to the 
city mansions, including the White 
House, where she went far toward 
controlling, through Spirit, the des­
tiny of the Nation.

In the days when Modem Spir­
itualism was unknown, Nettie, as 
a child living with her family m 
Connecticut, had a spiritualistic 
background, as an example or two, 
briefly, will indicate. One evening, 
her family was seated around a 
large kitchen table, lighted by oil 
lamps, when they were startled 
by a noise like a heavy log being 
hurled down the stairs against the 
door that led to the rooms above. 
Before any could speak, the sound 
that jarred the entire room was 
repeated. Nettie’s mother caught 
up a lamp and was about to in­
vestigate, when the crashing sound 
was heard again. She went to the 
stairway and threw open the door, 
but there was nothing at all to be 
seen, and utter silence reigned in 
the chambers above. They searched 
the house and as they returned to 
the kitchen the clock struck eight. 
Three days later, they received 
news of the death of Nettie’s grand­
mother who had died at ten min­
utes to eight on the evening of 
the night of the strange experience.

Again, when Nettie’s father and
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sister were playing checkers, moth­
er looking on, the clock, of an old 
Bristol pattern, that had not been 
wound For a year and that had the 
cord that held the “strike-weights” 
broken, all of a sudden struck one. 
The father sprang up and opened 
the door of the clock and found the 
wire still vibrating, but in the 
presence of the long broken cord 
there was no physical explanation. 
They thought it heralded another 
departure. Shortly after that, 
Nettie's grandfather received a 
slight paralytic attack. His deceased 
wife, Millie came, called him by 
name, bent over him, and put her 
hand upon his side. When he got 
up and was working around in the 
morning, he was startled by three 
severe strokes upon the corner of 
the house, below the eaves. He 
was searching for the cause of the 
noise when it occurred a third 
time. A short time after, he went 
to his room saying, “I am going to 
die, for Millie has spoken to me 
again.” Half an hour later, he join­
ed the voice that had called him.

Many interesting people visited 
the Colburn home. One was a 
young man, working for a furniture 
dealer. Heavy pieces of furniture, 
that he would lay his fingers upon, 
on request, would follow him 
about the building. Raps also were 
heard that would give answers to 
questions. A friend, one time, 
brought a 15-months old baby to 
the house, who was called a “spirit 
medium”. When the child was 
seated in the high chair, dishes 
would move about without physical 
contact — the table rose and fell.

Soon a power took control of 
Nettie and she fell into a trance 
and often ministered to large com­
panies of people who were present. 
Addresses came through her that 
concerned human welfare; she be­
came a public trance lecturer, and 
her predictions constantly came to 
pass. Often her close friend, Miss 
Hannum, helped her and was pre­
sent to tell what had happened 
while she was entranced. Her 
father and brothers were stationed 
in Virginia! except one who was 
in Alexandria. A control, a Dr. 
Bamford, told them he would 
speak to them on Virginia soil. 
This, Nettie could not feel pos­
sible, as she had no idea of visiting 
the army quarters — but it later 
came to pass as predicted.

While she and her friend, Miss 
Hannum, were sitting in their room 
in another state, a spirit controlled 
Nettie for an hour, telling her that 
a congress of the formerly great 
of earth found it necessary to com­
municate with President Lincoln 
and that they desired her to go to 
Washington and see him. As the 
result of two letters — one bringing 
Nettie to speak in Baltimore, and 
the other informing her of her 
sick brother in Alexandria, who 
greatly needed her help in obtain­
ing a furlough that might save his

life, she found herself fulfilling 
spirit's desires.

In reading her own book, Was 
Abraham Lincoln A Spiritualist, we 
have a picture of Nettie’s preser- 
vance, of her hardships, sufferings, 
and disappointments in dealing 
with the Army with its bombastic 
personalities, heartless, unjust, as 
she tried to get the furlough the 
physicians and surgeons recom­
mended for her sick brother. Final­
ly, with the help of Spirit through 
Mrs. Lincoln and President Lincoln 
himself, the seeming tragedy was 
eliminated and the brother finally 
got the furlough that would re­
store his health, and through all 
this, Spirit brought Nettie to the 
White House, at the time of the 
President’s greatest need.

Timid always, when she finally 
arrived, she asked her friend, Mr. 
Foster, if he thought the President 
would be justified in handing her 
over to the police as an escaped 
lunatic, and asked if she should go 
to him on so strange an errand as 
Spirit recommended. He assured 
her she must go.

Through some friends, Nettie 
was taken with Miss Hannum to 
a seance in Georgetown where 
Mrs. Lincoln, who had desired to 
see a trance medium, was present 
with Mr. and Mrs. Laurie, their 
daughter Mrs. Miller, and others. 
After talking with Nettie and assur­
ing her of the help she needed for 
her brother, Mrs. Lincoln listened 
closely to the new and powerful 
influence that entranced Nettie, 
and which, for an hour, addressed 
her with great clearness and force 
upon matters of State. When Nettie 
came out of trance, Mrs. Lincoln 
was saying, “This young lady must 
not leave Washington. I feel she 
must stay, and Mr. Lincoln must 
hear what we have heard. It is all 
important.” All seemed to agree, 
and as they understood that Nettie 
had to earn her living by her 
lecturing, a small government posi­
tion was given her, some unknown 
friends furnished her with a purse, 
and her needs were met.

One evening after this, Nettie 
was present with other friends in 
the Red Parlor of the White House. 
As Mrs. Miller’s hands fell upon 
the keys of the piano, the strains 
of a grand march filled the room. 
The heavy end of the piano began 
to rise and fall in perfect time to 
the music, spirit controlled. All at 
once it ceased, and all eyes turned 
toward Mr. Lincoln, who stood 
in the doorw'ay. After certain others 
were introduced, Nettie was pre­
sented. Dropping his hand upon 
her head, Lincoln said, “So this is 
our little Nettie we have heard so 
much about.” Sitting down in a 
chair, he began, in a kindly way, 
to ask about her mediumship. They 
talked on for some time, while Mrs. 
Miller played at the three-comer 
grand piano, that under her influ­
ence, rose and fell, keeping time

perfectly and in regular manner.
Mr. Laurie suggested a “test” of 

the invisible power, asking his 
daughter to place her hand on the 
instrument at arm’s length, and 
Mr. Lincoln to place his hand un­
derneath the piano at the end near­
est his daughter, who placed her 
left hand upon his to show that 
neither pressure nor strength were 
used. In this position, the piano 
rose and fell a number of times 
at her bidding. After they had tried 
the same experiment on the other 
side, the President said, with a 
quaint smile, "I think we can hold 
down that instrument”, and climb­
ed upon it, sitting with his legs 
dangling over the side, as also did 
Mr. Somers, S. P. Kase, and a 
soldier in the uniform of a major 
from the Army of the Potomac. 
But, with the enormous added 
weight, the piano still continued to 
wobble about until the sitters had 
enough of it, and were convinced 
that the motion was caused by 
“invisible power”.

However, Mr. Somers said, 
“When I tell some of my friends 
about this, they will declare we 
are all psychologized.” To which, 
Lincoln replied, quietly, “Bring 
such here when the piano seems to 
rise, and have him slip his foot 
under the leg and be convinced 
by the weight of evidence resting 
upon his understanding.”

Later, a song was sung and a 
circle formed. Nettie went into 
trance and for more than an hour 
talked to the President. Coming to 
the Emancipation Proclamation, he 
was charged with utmost solemnity 
and force of manner not to abate 
the terms of its issue, and not to 
delay its enforcement as a law 
beyond the opening of the year. He 
was assured it was to be the crown­
ing event of his administration and 
his life, a mission for which he had 
been raised up by an overruling 
Providence. Some strong masculine 
force was giving speech to almost 
divine commands. It was evident, 
as the President gazed at a full- 
length picture of Daniel Webster,

“Well, Doc, we’re back in busi­
ness again, aren’t we?”

One afternoon, a young lady 
was carried in with a broken nip re­
ceived in a fall while playing with 
young children. The Doctor made 
a splint to hold until she could be 
taken to a hospital 12 miles away. 
At the hospital, Doctor applied the 
usual form of traction of that day, 
consisting of a weight (usually 
bricks) suspended on a rope 
through a pulley hanging over tne 
foot of the bed. Heavy tape on the 
leg kept the rope in place. This 
was crude, but was in common use 
in hospitals years ago. The tape 
would slip and let the weight drop, 
causing excruciating pain to the 
young woman.

Anyone passing the foot of the 
bed could bump against the weight 
of bricks and bring tears to the 
patient’s eyes from pain. I was not 
able to get this crude kind of tract­
ion off my mind, and asked for 
spirit guidance and help for the 
young lady. That night I was given 
a spirit message and picture of a 
revolutionary kind of traction. It 
resembled what was known as a 
wagon doubletree, or 2-horse even- 
er. One side was fastened to the 
sound leg, and the other to the 
broken one. With an adjustment 
of the tension or pull upon the 
broken leg, the injured leg could 
not be short when healed as was 
so often the case in those days.

I told the Doctor about this and 
he was interested. He said that we 
would go at once to the Superin­
tendent of the hospital and tell him 
about it. I briefly told the Super­
intendent what I had seen in my 
vision, and found him just as attent­
ive as the Doctor. The Superin­
tendent turned in his chair and 
began to sort papers on his desk.

“You know,” he said, a few days 
ago, I received some literature 
about a new kind of traction that

is just being made available to 
hospitals. I remember it was some­
thing like Rev. Chaney has de­
scribed to us.” Sure enough, the 
Superintendent had a picture of 
such an instrument and read the 
description. The price was $225. 
The Doctor suggested that he and I 
buy it and give it a try, since the 
hospital was not willing to risk 
money on such a new invention.

In three days, the instrument 
came, and I stood by the operating 
table while it was placed on the 
young woman’s legs. It was a suc­
cess and, six weeks later, when we 
removed the instrument from the 
young woman’s legs, the Super­
intendent told us he had decided to 
buy it, and had already ordered 
two more for use in his hospital.

I believe there are more praying 
medical men than we know about. 
In my healing ministry, I have 
met many cases in which surgeons 
and doctors find spirit guidance 
a valuable help in their profession, 
as did the Doctor about whom I 
have been writing.

A building contractor in Colum­
bus, Ohio, visited me in Tiffin and 
told me of a remarkable experience 
in his family. His grandson had 
been knocked off his bicycle by an 
auto and critically injured. At the 
hospital, the surgeon told the 
family that the brain injury was 
beyond their skill to repair. The 
grief stricken family begged the 
surgeon to suggest a specialist 
who might risk an operation to 
save the boy’s life. He mentioned 
a famous brain surgeon in a distant 
city, but added that he was doubt­
ful if the specialist would come so 
far, because he always had more 
patients than he could care for.

The Columbus contractor told 
me that before the boy’s accident 
he was an unbeliever and had never 
prayed in his life. But, facing the 
loss of his precious grandson was 
another matter, and he began to 
pray that the surgeon would come. 
He did.

With the family gathered about, 
the great brain specialist examined 
the boy’s head, and then broke the 
news to them that he considered 
the injury beyond repair, even with 
his skill.

“But,” said the Specialist, “that 
does not mean w e are without 
hope. You surely believe in that 
great Physician who can perform  
the im possible.”

They all kneeled around the 
boy’s bed and the brain surgeon 
led the praying.

“And, how did that turn out?” 
I asked the Columbus contractor.

“W hen I left hom e today to com e 
to Tiffin , that bou was riding a new  
bicycle to school. That's the way 
it turned out! And, / am here talk­
ing to you today , because I am a 
firm believer in prayer and G od’s 
healing power.”

used to tell a certain story to his 
students, regarding his own dear 
mother. She would come into the 
bedroom where he and his twin 
brother slept, and tuck them into 
bed saying: “Remember this, my 
sons: The God who hath fed me 
all of my life long unto this day, 
the angel who hath redeemed me 
from all evil, blesses you lads.”

George was fascinated by these 
words, and many times thereafter 
he would look forward to hearing 
this prayer by his mother.

that he was convinced that the 
message came from him. To Nettie, 
he said. “Mv child, you possess a 
very singular gift, but that it is of 
Cod I have no doubt. I thank you 
for coming here tonight. It is m ore  
im portant, tx rh a p s . than any o n e  
ca n  u n d cra sta n d ."

Nettie spent most of her time 
serving in evening seances, to 
which many of the prominent peo­
ple of Washington came. A note 
one day arrived from Mrs. Lincoln 
saving she wished to have a seance 
in Georgetown again, with Nettie 
and her companion present, among 
others. N etties little discamatc 
doorkeeper said, “T h e Jong brave 
will be there," meaning Lincoln, 
though he was not mentioned in 
M rs. Lincoln s letter, and the group 
thought, on the whole, that he 
would not he present. But Mr. 
Laurie agreed with Nettie, so w hen 
the doorbell rang and Mr. Lincoln, 
wrapped in a Jong cloak, gave his 
cordial “Good Ev ening." Mr. Laurie 
said. “Welcome; we expected you." 
The President exclaimed, “Expect­
ed me! It w-as only about five 
minutes since that 1 knew I was 
coming — I just got out of a cabinet 
meeting wfx*n I found Mrs. Lincoln

and her friends 
came along."

When tne meeting began, the 
President said to Nettie, “Suppose 
you see what they have to tell us 
tonight” As the spirit, a Dr. Barn- 
ford, took control of Nettie, those 
listening learned of the very pecar- 
ious state of affairs that existed 
at the front since General Hooker 
had taken command. The Army 
was demoralized, refusing to obey 
orders, and declaring their purpose 
to return to Washington. Lincoln 
remarked to the spirit: “You seem 
to understand the situation. Can 
you point out the remedy?” He was 
told then to go to the front with 
his wife and children, without 
officials accompanying him, and to 
seek the tents of the private sol­
diers, learn of their grievances, 
their trials and sufferings, and to be 
“The Father of his People.” If you 
would prevent disaster to vour 
cause, let the news be promulgated 
at once and have it broadcasted 
that you are on the eve of visiting 
the front.”

“It grieves me to see, in our 
beautiful land, my brothers down­
trodden and our religion distin­
guishing among the different races. 
There are some who call themselves 
chosen, who have forgotten humil­
ity, and are the lowest souls in the 
world. Attempt to balance the 
earth with equality of rights, fellow­
ship, and brotherhood, where all 
can share and be recognized. I and 
those with me are cradling the 
young and feeding their souls. I 
will find those who will listen to 
me and we will buffet the storm 
of these trying times and make the 
world a good place. Let us love 
all who cross our path, bringing 
peace and enrichment to them.

that he was convinced that the 
message came from him. To Nettie, 
he said, "M y child, you possess a 
very singular gift, but that it is of 
God I have no doul>t. I thank you 
for coming here tonight. It is m ore  
im ffortatit. p erh ap s, than any on e  
can  u nderastand.”

Nettie spent most of her time 
serving in eventing seances, to 
which many of the prominent peo­
ple of Washington came. A note 
one day arrived from Mrs. Lincoln 
saving she wished to have a seance 
in Georgetown again, with Nettie 
and her companion present, among 
others. Nettie’s little discamatc 
doorkeeper said, "The long brave 
will be there," meaning Lincoln, 
though he was not mentioned in 
M rs. Lincoln’s letter, and the group 
thought, on the whole, that he 
would not be* present. But Mr. 
Laurie agreed with Nettie, so when 
the doorbell rang and Mr. Lincoln. 
wTapped in a k>ng cloak, gave his 
cordial "Good Evening,” Mr. Laurie 
said. "Welcome; we expected you.” 
The President exclaimed, “Expect­
ed me! It was only about five 
minutc*s since that I knew I was 
coming — I just got out of a cabinet 
meeting when I found Mrs. Lincoln

and her friends were coming, so 
cam e along."

When the meeting began, the 
President said to Nettie, “Suppose 
you see what they have to tell us 
tonight." As the spirit, a Dr. Barn- 
ford, took control of Nettie, those 
listening learned of the very pecar- 
ious state of affairs that existed 
at the front since General Hooker 
had taken command. The Army 
was demoralized, refusing to obey 
orders, and declaring their purpose 
to return to Washington. Lincoln 
remarked to the spirit: "You seem 
to understand the situation. Can 
you point out the remedy?" He was 
told then to go to the front with 
his wife ana children, without 
officials accompanying him, and to 
seek the tents of the private sol­
diers, leam  of their grievances, 
their trials and sufferings, and to be 
"T he Father of his People.” If you 
would prevent disaster to your 
cause, let the news be promulgated 
at once and have it broadcasted 
that you are on the eve of visiting 
the front."

"It grieves me to see, in our 
beautiful land, my brothers down­
trodden and our religion distin­
guishing among the different races. 
There are some who call themselves 
chosen, who have forgotten humil­
ity, and are the lowest souls in the 
world. Attempt to balance the 
earth with equality of rights, fellow­
ship, and brotherhood, where all 
can share and be recognized. I and 
those with me are cradling the 
young and feeding their souls. I 
will find those who will listen to 
me and we will buffet the storm 
of these trying times and make the 
world a good place. Let us love 
all who cross our path, bringing 
peace and enrichment to them.
