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We recently watched one of our
favorite television programs, “The
Naked City", and as usual we were
more interested in the part played
bv one of the actors than in the
plot of the story. The part of De-
tective Flint, played by Horace
McMahon, is always most inter-
esting, for he is definitely psychic,
putting together many parts of the
jig saw puzzle of clues and prob-
lems simply and clearly, because

of his “hunches” and “feelings”.
His superior officer constantly
“ribs” him about his visionary

dreaming, but eventually agrees to
follow thru on his suggestions, to
the full solution of the most per-
plexing parts of the case.

A new idea is appearing more
and more in recent years, in the
writings and works of many of our
outstanding literary personalities,
this being an acceptance and use of
psychic power in the telling of their
stories. And, this is good when
such trends are not misinterpreted.

We remember, very well, attend-
ing a service in a Spiritualist
Church on the evening in which
the story of Dr. Norman Vincent
Peale’s account of having seen his
mother appear after her passing,
and of how, on later comparing
notes with his father, he discover-
ed that his father had also seen
her materialized form. The leader
of the group was almost dancing
with excitement, declaring that
“Dr. Peale is a Spiritualist , then
citing and reading excerpts from
the above mentioned article to
bear out the contention of his
classification.  Unfortunately, it
takes more than either of the above
incidents to make one a Spiritual-
ist!

In our modem world, there is a
great upswing in research, and the
study of any number of things con-
nected with man and his little
known functions. A new concept of
the mind has been brought into
the laboratory of human research.
Man is constantly delving for an-
swers as to why individuals differ,
one from another, even when living
under similar circumstances and
conditions.

The medical doctor has added
his blessing to the idea that thought
has a great deal to do with the
success of his medical ministrations.
He has conducted research down
thru the years, which has proven

beyond question of doubt that
mere sugar pills or “placebo”, often
work wonders in the treatment of
many of the ills of mankind.

Research into many phases of
mind power constantly turn up
new and interesting things.
Through hypnotic suggestion and
experiment, certain sensitive sub-
jects demonstrate an unusual abil-
ity to diagnose, demonstrate clair-
voyance and precognition in many
of its phases. These facts and fa-
culties are not necessarily the ex-
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clusive properties of Spiritualism.

Together with this ever increas-
ing interest regarding psychic
powers, there seems to be a grow-
ing trend on the part of many to
seek to destroy, belittle, or even
persecute.

In our writings, down thru the
years, we have occasionally re-
ferred to the fact that we have
visited and discussed many of the
phases of Spiritualism, Occultism,
Metaphysics, and kindred subjects,
with Priests and Ministers, as well
as outstanding practitioners in the
field of Psycho-analysis. In every
one of these contacts there has
been a basic belief and knowledge
of those powers operating beyond
the limitations of mere mind, dif-
fering according to the personal
thinking of the individual. Yet fun-
damentally, the deeper beliefs were
the same. What we are trying to
say is that the mind of man, when
it seeks other than the simplest
of mere existence, must of necessity
come into a concept of those things
which are beyond the limitations
of a strictly three dimensional
existence.

The rappings at Hydesville were
the “break through” of a new way
of proof regarding the continuity
of life. This proof was the basis for
modern Spiritualism, and only as
man has studied, mused, and
searched, has he come into a field
of new experience in things that
relate to the function of the mind.

One of the pioneer writers on
this vast subject, Andrew Jackson
Davis, warned of the danger of
not using care in research, and
coined the famous statement,
“Under all circumstances keep an
even mind." He knew and realized
many of the hidden dangers which
beset the path of the ignorant and
unwary.

We personally knew a woman
who, when she attended her first
seance, and learned of the pre-
sence of Guardian Angels, was
so elated with the idea that she
would remove her hands from the
steering wheel when driving, and
say that the Guardian Angel would
and could drive the car. Perhaps
it wax the protection of the Guard-
ian  Angel which prevented a
wreck, but this is certainly not
keeping an “even mind”! This is
only one of the silly inanities of
persons who lack a sense of balance
and reason in the carrying out of
their investigations.

Spiritualism, in the opinion of
this writer, is definitely a way of
life, a basis for building a pattern
of practice and belief, always tem-
pered with reason and an “even
mind”. The fact that it teaches
and proves the continuity of life is
one of its most important functions,
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for the oldest question in the minds
of men has been that expressed
by the writer of Job, some 70,000
years B.C., “If a man die, shall
he live again?” Spiritualism says
yes, and proves it!

Psychic functions are part and
parcel of man’s earthly expression.
The degree to which they are
made manifest depends on many
things. Some come to the ignorant
and un-prepared, others, to the
sincere seeker. Over emphasis on
materiality, particularily that ex-
pressed by the super-scientific
mind, often tends to block develop-
ment entirely.

We mentioned before, the case
of the woman who claimed that
her Guardian Angel drove her car.
Common sense tells us such an
event is impossible, yet why was
it that she did not suffer a wreck
or accident? This seems impossible
to deduce, and it is matters such
as this that challenge the mind of
the researcher, ana which makes
his task seemingly impossible of
perfect solution.

One of our most beloved teach-
ers on the earth plane once told
us that any phase of physical
phenomena was 99i perspiration,
and 1% spirit. She further made
the statement that any medium
who was absolutely honest could
not tell where their own person-
ality, both mental and physical,
left off, and spirit forces took over.
This, she said, is true in all phases
of manifestation. During the past
twenty years we have heard these
same opinions expressed repeated-
ly, both in the printed word, and
by word of mouth.

We believe that Spiritualism is
worthy of being called a religion,
for it certainly is a way of life,
belief, and worship. It assuredly
does not hold all of the keys as to
why man was placed on earth,
nor offer the only solution as to
where he goes when the earth cycle
is completed. On the other hand,
no religion contains within its con-
cepts and precepts all these
answers.

There is no great religion within
the world which does not emphas-
ize some form of precept or belief
as being higher than some other.
There is the believer who holds
to deep immersion in water as
being necessary for his salvation;
the belief that one day of the
week is more holy than another;
the necessity of praying souls out
of purgatory; the refusal to eat
meat in any form; the dire resuits
of destroying life, even the lowly
bug or worm in the ground; the
complete sanctification of the in-
dividual, whom, having become so
sanctified, can henceforth do no
wrong; the belief that by simply
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asking forgiveness of some other
person, their crimes and sins can
be atoned for, even murder. Yet,
the basic law given by the Master
of Galilee was simply one thing,
love. And this very fact, plus the
searching for salvation through all
the various fundamental teachings
of the Fundamentalists, brings the
facts of psychic research to the
fore.

We do not believe that Spirit-
ualism has the only key, the only
answer. We do believe, however,
that careful comparison of its basic
teachings offers more comfort for
the honest seeker than many of the
other teachings do. We must, in all
honesty, say that many of the
phases of Spiritualism, particularly
those which we call physical pheno-
mena, are often over stressed, and
that the desires of the man in the
street are often shaped by the
wishes of his material mind, and,
therefore, he often accepts and re-
ceives manifestations without prop-
er examination and research.

Common sense says that the
woman’s Guardian Angel could not
drive her car. Yet, something more
than mere chance kept her from
accident. If this incident was the
only one on record, we could lay
it to coincidence. Yet, such things
have happened too often to Be
other than some sort of unexplain-
able demonstrations of a force be-
yond our sight and feeling.

One swallow does not make a
summer. The dereliction of one

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How long does it take to develop
mediumship? | have heard that
question asked so many times. Un-
fortunately it has no definite an-
swer. The length of time required
for psychic development is depend-
ent upon many factors, but | can
tell you this—you will not become a
good medium in a few weeks, or
even in a few months. It is true
that some people are bom with
some phases of mediumship. In
fact | believe all of us are. We
often refer to them as “hunches*
or “intuitions**, which, if followed,
prove very helpful at times. The
lower animals also have this faculty.

All living things have a direct
contact with the Divine Mind. This
contact is made through the sub-
conscious. If you will meditate and
listen to these inner voices you can
gain knowiedge and understanding
that will change your entire life.

With the help of spiritual guid-
ance, we can overcome fears,
worries, and troubles in a miracu-
lous way. Unfortunately, man,
through the centuries, has al-
lowed his fear of the “super-natu-
ral** to rob him of this greatest of
all gifts; that is, a direct contact
with guides and teachers from the
higher planes.

The average person’s psychic
centers have deteriorated to such
a degree, through lack of use, that
to restore them to normal activity
requires many months, and some-
times years of faithful meditation
and “sitting*.

How-
ever sne had to develop for years
to acquire the gifts of trumpet and
materialization.

No, it is not an easy road, but
if you will stop to consider the
goal toward which you are striv-
ing, you will be only too happy to
make any sacrifice. You are con-
tacting the higher forces from an-
other and vastly superior world.
You are training yourself to become
an instrument through which will
flow Divine Power. What higher
calling is there for any human
being?

If you are sincere in your desire
to become such a channel, and
have the necessary qualifications,
start now. Join a developing class,
under a flood teacher. Attract to
yourself a band of guides and
teachers, and you will have nothing
to fear. Be careful that the class
is conducted under the guidance of
a competent teacher; that is im-
portant. You will progress as fast
as you are able to receive the

power that is necessary to open
your psychic centers.

As there are several qualifications
you must possess to successfully
develop mediumship, it may be
well for you to see if you possess
them.

First, and most important, what
are your motives? Why do you
desire this gift? How do you intend
to use it?

Psychic power can be compared
with the electric power in your
home. Electricity, if rightlv used,
can be of great help to all. How-
ever, this same force, if misused,
that is wrongly connected by an
inexperienced person, can prove
fatal to that person. So it is with
psychic power; it must be used
correctly, for the good of humanity.
It is not something to play with.
It is a Divine gift, and not to be
used for selfish purposes.

If your aims are to help make
this a better world to live in, by
bringing messages, and guidance
from those w'ho have passed to the
other side of life, to those on this
side in need of help, then and only
then should you develop. If you
have selfish motives, you are head-
ed for trouble, and plenty of it.

Have you faith? You must have
absolute faith.

Just knowing spirit forces exist
is not enough. You must feel with
certainty that you are capable
of becoming a channel for the
manifestations of these forces. All
through your developing period,
you must not, for one moment,
have the least doubt that you will
become a perfect instrument,
through which will flow Divine
Power. Be humble, and be willing
to serve.

Patience, unlimited patience, is
the next requirement. During your
period of sitting, you will, at
times, think you are not making
any progress whatever. At other
times, you will feel you are making
great strides. That is the way of
development. Do not he discour-
aged. These so-called “dead spots*
are not what you think. There are
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certain changes which must be
made in your psychic centers.
These centers, having remained

dormant all of your life, require
much work on the part of your
spirit forces to restore them to nor-
mal. As your body can absorb
only a small amount of this power
at one time, there must I> a rest
period every so often. Have pat-
ience. This work cannot he rushed.

You must rid yourself of fear.
It is human nature to be afraid of
what is called “the super-natural®.
That which is beyond the five
senses of the human body is strange
to us, and being strange, creates
a fear, which is at times uncon-
trollable. For centuries, the priests
of all religions have used this in-
born fear to control their follow-
ers. They taught that anvthing that
could not be understood was evil;
that they alone had the power to
protect their people from these
evil forces. That is the way they
kept their jobs. But, dont you be-
lieve it!

| have been a student of psychic
phenomena for years, and have yet
to find anything evil in it. Quite
the opposite. | have found notning
but love and understanding. The
spirit forces have been or great
help to me.

I have stated privately in many
conferences here that Spiritualism
could sweep the world if Spirit-
ualism held firmly to the basic
teachings of the Bible. The funda-
mental teachings of Spiritualism
is the survival of life without the
physical body, and the continuation
of that life in a spirit body, retain-
ing all the intelligence, all the
emotional capacity of the earthly
plane, and aU the capacity to ad-
vance in spiritual development.
All this doctrine of sound Spirit-
ualism is part of the Bible, and was
preached by Christ, Paul, John and
Peter.

Let us consider some of the
teachings of Spiritualism that so-
called orthodox people object to.

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I lived in this time last year. The
ihysieal brain is not the brain |
ad 10 years ago. The nerves,
blood vessels, all the tissue and
cells have been tom down, cast
off and new ones formed. | have
survived all this physical change,
without in any way interferring
with my memory or my intellectual
powers. 1 remember clearly 10,000
things that | heard, read, saw or
felt 10, 20, 40 years ago. But, in
that time | have used several
physical brains, worn them out and
replaced them with new brain
tissue, new nerves, new blood
vessels. This is scientific evidence
that 1 am not physical, anymore
than my suit of clothes I am now
wearing is John Chaney. | have
worn out many suits of clothes,
cast them off and replaced them
with new suits. Just so, | have
worn out many bodies in my life,
cast them off and replaced them
with new bodies of bone, blood
vessels, nerves and brain tissue.

Now, look at the other point:
that we are on sound Biblical
ground. Paul stood on trial before
King Agrippa after his arrest by
the Jews, and Paul stated in his
defense that the Jews wanted to
get rid of him because he preached
the survival of life after death.
In Acts 26:8, Paul asks:

“Why do you think it a thing
incredible that Cod should raise
the dead?”

Paul based his defense upon the
fact that this was the teaching of
the Hebrew religion and of Christ.

The orthodox people say they

believe in survival after death, and
lay their dead away with hope of
seeing them again sometime. But
the teaching alxrnt how these
‘dead’ live after leaving the physi-
cal, where they live, and what
they do in the spirit life, is all
very uncertain and vague. Some
churches, known as 'long sleepers'
teach that the soul remains in the
grave until the Resurrection Day
at the end of this age. Others teach
that the soul goes at once to heaven
or spirit world. Still others teach
the soul first goes to a middle
place called the intermediate place
or purgatory. No one seems to be
quite clear just who goes to pur-
gatory. In his book, “The Christian
Faith”, Prof. Curtis of Drew Theo-
logical Seminary, has a chapter on
the Intermediate State ana a full
discussion of different church be-
liefs as to where the soul goes
after leaving the body, and how
long it remains in that place.

John Wesley said in his teaching
about the soul after death, that
we will be ‘continually ripening
for heaven*. That is not very clear
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either, but it does follow the Spirit-
ualist idea that we may pass
through a period of development
or training after we become spirit,
if we have made little spiritual
progress while in the flesh.

| believe that after we leave the
physical, we will be as active as
we have ever been in this life.
| believe that our education and
training will continue, and | firmly
believe that heaven or the spirit
world is a place of great activity
and what we call in this life vork.

The Spiritualists teach that we
will be used in the capacity for
which we are best fitted. Our
work will be a helpful ministry,

and much of that work will be to
assist those still on earth in the
flesh to solve their problems, over-
come their evil foes, and attain
their own spiritual victories. This
is also good sound Bible teaching.
Certainly, the belief that people
living in spirit bodies can return
to earth, and communicate with
people on the earth, is sound Scrip-
ture. A hundred Bible stories can
be read of the appearance of spirit
people (Angels) from the spirit
world to talk with men and women
in flesh and bring them messages
and help.

Every orthodox church accepts
the New Testament account of the
resurrection of Christ, and His
many appearances to His disciples
in His spirit body. Read the closing
chapters of the Gospels by Mat-
thew (chapter 28), by Mark
(chapter 15), by Luke (chapter
24), by John (chapter 20). We
believe that our spirit body will
be like His body, and we are going

to enjoy all the activity He demon-
strated, as reported in these chap-
ters.

Now, we come to the last great
point of Spiritualism, that is so
much debated and so much abused.
The power of a spirit person to
manifest himself to those in the
flesh. Call it materialization, mani-
festation or spirit appearance, to
me they mean the same. There
may be a voice and no visible
form, or there may be an appear-
ance without a voice, or there may
be both the appearance to us of
one now living in spirit, and words
spoken by that spirit person.

My ministry has brought to me
many such experiences beyond
every doubt. | have reported them
in many articles in Chimesy and
have used them in many sermons.

In this, we stand on solid Bible
foundation. Study Matthew, 17th
chapter, carefully. It is all there.

And, | say with Paul, I am not
ashamed of the Good News.

UNJUST CONDEMNATION

RON ORMOND REPORTS

Over two years ago, when in the
Orient, many wonderful things
that happened to us did so because
of the personal interest of one
friend, Cuillesmo Tolentino, one
of Manila’s greatest citizens. One
of spiritualism’s greatest friends.

Because so many people think all
Orientals are Buddhists, Hindus
or Muslems, | am going to present
a two installment article on this
gentleman, in order that you, the
reader, might come to understand
him and spiritualism a little more
comprehensively, at least in the
Orient.

"Mr. Tolentino,” Mac (Ormond
McGill) and 1 asked, “would you
say that spiritualism is a religion?”

Cuillesmo Tolentino is not a
large man, yet when he spoke his
magnetic charm seemed to fill the
room, "No, actually spiritualism,
as we see it, is not a religion in the
strict sense. | am a Christian, yet
I am a Spiritualist. In a way, it
might be called the religion of all
religions, as it is the manifestation
of a way of Cod and embraces all
religions, the world over, in their
union with God in truth and spirit.
Only, there is a difference. Too
often, differing religions claim a
monopoly on tmth and war
amongst themselves. Spiritualism,
on the other hand, has not even a
tinge of such rivalry, as it em-
braces mankind as a whole,
throughout the universe. Spiritual-
ism is a science. It is the science
of all sciences, for it emanates
directly from God. It is not new, for
it is as old and ageless as eternity
itself. It is my contention that
there is no such thing as invent-
ions — but only discoveries
for everything has forever existed
and hut awaits the enlightening in-
tellect of man to he discovered.
Thus, Spiritualism awaits to be
discovered by all men.”

Tolentino was warming to his
subject.

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of Cod. Such crimes subdivide
mankind into hostile groups, which
ultimately lead to the greatest
crime of all. War. Spiritualism, on
the other hand, unites all into one
solid family; the family of Human-
ity, in a single country or the en-
tire universe, with only one Father
— Cod — whose law is love. That

is why | believe in the laws of
Spiritualism; that is why | am a
Spiritualist.”

Cuillesmo Tolentino paused a
moment, looked thoughtfully out
of the window, towards the sun-
light of the bright Manila day,
and went on.

"Spiritualism is the answer to all
ills and problems unsolved by the
materialistic wisdom of man. It is
the torch-bearer of real truth, hap-
piness, prosperity, harmony, peace
and love. Great national powers
preach disarmaments to attain
world peace while they continue to
build mountains of the most mod-
em of destructive weapons in their
respective backyards.”

Do most Filipinos hold your

enlightened views towards the
subject of Spiritualism?” | asked
further.

A sad light entered the Kkindly
eyes. “Unfortunately, no. While
many do, still many whom | even
acknowledge as friends will write
me letters wondering why 1 in-
dulge in what they feel belongs to
the Devil. Honestly, | thank all
those who pity me from the Ixittom
of my heart, and assure them that
my acceptance of spiritualism has,
in no way, alterecl my belief in
God, but, on the contrary, has
greatly strengthened it through the
direct evidence it affords of the
reality of His existence.”

Cuillesmo picked up a Tagalog
bible and thumbed through its
pages while he continued to speak.

We all believe in the existence
of a living Cod in truth and in
spirit; a God who is the creator
of heaven and earth, as taught by
religions within and without Christ-
endom. Verilv, Cod is the Univer-

sal Supreme Being. We also be-
lieve in the immortality of the
soul. With these strong tenets, no-
body can deny whatever religion
he professes. In this, we are all
Spiritualists, and orthodox religions
but differ on the one point, that
we can commune with, and
through, spirit.

“And we, the spiritually annoint-

Fasting Does Wonders

by Rev. Peter Ballbusch

Hundreds of books have been
written on how to eat, what to
eat, on balanced diets and the
nutritional values of various foods
and vitamins, but few books have
been written on The Value of
Fasting. The reason is obvious:
the general public is much more
interested in what it tastes with
its tongue and puts into its stomach,
than a clear water diet for both.
Everyone seems to agree that eat-
ing is much more fun than fasting,
in spite of the findings of doctors
and nutritionists who have long
ago discovered that the overloading
of the stomach is much more apt
to create havoc than even a pro-
longed abstinence from food. The
small eater usually enjoys bet®
health and lives longer than the
big eater, who feels that he must
have a lot of food to keep fit.

In order to discover the benefits
of fasting, a group of research
students conducted experiments
with fasts, ranging over periods
from three to twenty-one days.
These fasts, which must be started
with a gradual tapering off, have
convinced the writer that fasting
does wonders, not only for the
physical system, but also for the
mental capacity and the emotional
balance or the faster.

Of the first three fasts tried out,
the three day fast was the most
difficult, since the body rebeled
against this sudden change in its
accustomed diet. From the fourth
day on, the hunger symptoms be-
gan to vanish and disappeared
completely with the sixth and sev-
enth day. The faster enjoyed a
feeling of lightness, zest and well-
being which gave him a physical,

mental and emotional "lift”.
In the prolonged, twenty-one
day fast, additional occurences

were noticed. From the seventh
day on, the faster became aware
of an acute sharpening of all the
physical senses. The range of sight,
nearing, smell and touch was
doubled and sometimes tripled. The
faster was able to read a street
sign at twice the distance he could
see clearly before the fast. A whis-
per at the end of a hall was picked
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up as if it had happened at close
range, odors were perceived over
great distances, and the sense of
touch was acutely sharpened.

From the fourteenth day on, the
faster becomes aware of his sensi-
tized intuition. The thoughts of
people are picked up as if they
had voiced them; the content of

a letter is known before it has
been opened; and happenings are
impressed upon the subconscious
mind before they have taken place.

For the study of these fascin-
ating extra-sensory phenomena,
we recommend “the twenty-one
day fast“ to researchers and stu-
dents of the occult, but, we recom-
mend it with reservations. A phy-
sical check-up is a must before
such an extended fast, ami we ad-
vise an initial trial with “the seven
day fast”, to test the resilience of
the entire system. But, when all
this has been done, and the re-
searcher launches his “Twenty-one
day fast”, he will find the results
well worth the trouble.

"The twenty-one day fast” gives
us an inkling of the results of the
forty day fast, which Jesus made
at the beginning of His ministry.
We suspect that it opens the psy-
chic centers of the faster. In order
to check this assumption, some of
the students prepared themselves
for a forty day fast under the sup-
ervision of a physician. In this pro-
longed fast, they are able to com-
pare the mental, emotional and
psychic results and gain insight
into the latent powers of fasting.

In the meanwhile, we wish all
potential fasters the strength of
will to navigate around the first
three days of hunger in order to
collect the wonderful rewards of
fasting.

“THE THREE DAY FAST

Drink the first day. only grape
juice mixed half and half with
water. The second and third day,
dear spring water. It is imfx>rtant

to keep the channels of elimination
open to rid the body of the accum-
ulated toxins. (You may use Senna
leaf tea or "Natures Remedy”).
RESULT:
A wonderful toning up of the
entire system.

"THE SEVEN DAY FAST

Drink the first three days, grape
juice mixed half and half with
water, the last four days, clear
spring water and keep the chan-
nels of elimination open!

RESULT:
A complete toning up of the
system, more zest ana mental
capacity and a cheerful attitude

towards life.

"THE
TWENTY-ONE DAY FAST
Drink the first seven days, grape

juice mixed half and half with
water, the last fourteen days, clear
spring water and keep the channels
of elimination open!

RESULT:

A sensitizing of the entire system,
an acute sharpening of the physical
senses, the deepening of the in-
tuition and the widening of the
E.S.P. range.

THE RED HOT CHIMNEY

When | was a child, and many
years before | knew’ anything about
Spiritualism, we lived in a house
with two connecting bedrooms
upstairs. The wall between the
rooms had a chimney. Five child-
ren slept in those rooms, and during
the winter, temperatures often
dropped to 30 degrees below freez-
ing.

1 knew
the phenomena were genuine, but
a medium in the seance who was
the main instrument, allowed me to
think the phenomena came through
another medium, evidently for €X-
pedient reasons. Therefore, | gave
public credit to the wrong medium
until this was later discovered.

I have encountered three types
of mediums: 1. The Charlatan who
has no genuine mediumship, so
fakes it like a forged check. 2. The
Cheat who has some mediumship,
but, at times, deceives like a raised
check. 3. The Righteous Medium
who is as true as a certified check.

A QUESTION TO ED RODIN

Question: 1 am a Spiritualist and
believe in American religious free-
dom; but | still desire to be affil-
iated with a denominational Christ-
ian church. Which one would be
the most harmonious to Spiritual-
ism?

zJfie involution and Evolution oj M an

Not only are people eager to
know where they will go on leav-
ing here, but they are becoming
more and more interested in learn-
ing from whence they came. For, if
man did not exist prior to birth he
could not possibly live after death
as a material beginning signifies
a material ending, even according
to the calculations of natural sci-
ence.

Although involution and evolut-
ion are as indissolubly linked as
cause and effect, little mention is
made of involution in Western re-
ligions and philosophies. Yet, of
necessity, involution must precede
evolution, since before man can
evolve from or through matter, he

must first become involved in
m atter.

First of all. man is Not a bio-
logical circumstance, for souls do

not proceed from one another as
bodies proceed from bodies. The
soul is a wunit, and indivisible. It
hardly seems reasonable to suppose
that a living body is first made and
then supplied with life by a special
act of God; for it is the spirit which
is the architect of the body, the
temple of the living soul. There-
fore, in order to understand man
and to know his origin, it is im-
perative that one study vastly more
than his body; for this body is no

more the real man than is the
clothing he wears to cover it.
Can anything be known regard-

ing human origin? The word origin,
derived from the Latin ONQg0, means
to become visible; that from which
anything proceeds, and gives us a
clue, by following which we may,
perhaps, find a solution.

The term evolution, as used by
naturalistic scientists, means the
development of more perfect forms
from less perfect ones, beginning
with tire simple cell and ending
with man himself. The fatal object-

ion to this theory lies in the fact
that the “missing link“ is lacking;
and so far as is known there are
neither living nor fossilized ones.

Still another question arises as to
whether the entire human race has
descended from one original pair.
But. there appears nothing in na-
ture to support such a supposition,
and science is pointing to the
thought, if not the fact, that racial
differences are due to the original
variations of ancestry. We cannot
accept a variation of species caused
by artificial means as a demonstrat-
ion of another and distinct order
of animal life from prior species,
and until proof can be adduced,
we may safely hold to the perpet-
uation of kind and not of hybrids.

Existence applies to the external
forms visible to the physical eye;
but there can be no external with-
out an internal, and to this we

apply the term substance, which is
not of necessity material, nor cog-
nizable by the five physical senses.
The all-important point is to con-
ceive the human principle as dis-
tinguished from tne animal, sub-
sisting in some form or other, prior
to its becoming externalized in the
being known as man. To the life
principle, of course, there is neith-
er beginning nor end; but it be-
comes differentiated by assuming
an infinite number of forms by
which it expresses itself. To every
kind of form, organic or otherwise,
there is both beginning and end,
illustrated by what we know as
birth and death.

As there are no abrupt transit-
ions in nature, it is probable that
the first man on earth differed very
little from the ape, exteriorly speak-
ing, and perhaps not much in intel-
ligence. Today, there still exist
savage races whose long arms and
cranial conformations have the ap-
pearance of monkeys, and who only
lack coats of fur to complete the
resemblance. However, similarity
of bodies does not pre-suppose
similarity between the spirit of man
and the soul of the ape. Consider-
ing man only from this viewpoint
and ignoring the spirit, there s
nothing in him to distinguish him
from tne animal. But, every aspect
changes when one makes the ad-
vantageous distinction between the
habitation and the inhabitant. To
illustrate: A learned lord, though

living in a sheep-herders hut, or
dressed in the coarse garments of
a laborer, does not, for these reas-

ons, erase to be what he really is.

The same is true with man; it is
not his garment of flesh that ele-
vates him above the brute and
makes him a distinct being, it is
the spirit.

The body is, then, only a tempor-
ary covering to house the spirit,
and this being the case, its origin

and the materials from which it is
formed are of scant importance.
The body may be a special creat-
ion or it may not. but it does not
for this reason cease to be formed
from the same elements as the
animals, animated by the same
vital principle, or expressed dif-
ferently by the same life force and
subject to similar vicissitudes. On
this point, there can be scant dif-
ferences of opinion. Herbert Spen-

cer expressed it thusly: "An entire
history of anything must include
its appearance out of the imper-

ceptiiHe. and its disappearance into
the imperceptible.”

in tracing the evolution of man.
we find him to be an expression of
the Infinite One; his origin is not
from the animals, but to an anterior
state of being. All things and forms

of life below man are likewise ex-
pressions of the Infinite One, but
we do not subscribe to the theory
that man was all these lower forms

of life before he became man.
These are different orders of cre-
ation, related to, but distinctly

separated from one another. They
are inter-related, all dependent on
the same Source, but never become
confused and mixed.

Into the prison house of form
enter all things that live; some
enter consciously, others uncon-
sciously. This is called birth, ap-
pearance, manifestation or involut-
ion, which implies the redistribut-
ion of forces already in existence,
and not the creation of something
new. Xature knows neither creat-
ion nor extinction, only transform-
ation.

The soul's involution into matter
is not a spontaneous, hut a gradual
process, becoming more and more
involved and gross as the substance
from the various spheres become
more and more material, and when
it enters the maternal womb, it is
then clothed with the densest cov-
ering of all. Conversely, as the
soul evolves, its Ixxlies gradually
become more and more highly or-
ganized and complex, refined and
sensitive by degrees, losing the
grossness and crudity that charact-
erized its periods of infancy.
Throughout eternity, man is always
attracted to organisms akin to his
inner nature.

Man, similar to all beings in the
universe, has his periods of infan-
cy. On no planet does he ever ar-
rive in a state of maturity endowed
with wisdom and power. Birth, in-
fancy, growth and maturity follow
immutable, universal laws through-
out nature. In tIx* more advanced
worlds, these pluses of develop-
ment are not so slow or elementary
as in ours; whereas, in the spheres
even less evolved, they are still
more rudimentary and crude. Nor
do worlds suddenly come into ex-
istence. ready for human habitat-
ion; but like men. evolve gradually,
and when conditions for a certain

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Ed Note: For over twenty years,
it has been the policy of Chimes
not to ptiblish any form of World
Prophecy. However, because of
our great respect for Dr. Enid
Smith, added to the constant letters
of warm approval from readers
regarding her articles, and also
because of the world wide fame of
the master prophet, Nostradamus,
we are making an exception in this
one instance, In order to offer this
timely and interesting article.

It must be remembered with all
prophecy, that the opinions ex-
pressed by stich a communicator
are his own, and are always un-
verifiablc until such prophecicd
events actually come to pass. Many
who read this article may live to
see even the most remote of them
come to pass!

In Church, many of us have
repeated the ninth principle of the
Spiritualist faith, “We affirm that
the precept of prophecy contained
in the Bible, is a divine attribute,
proven through mediumship.” The
truth of this statement is marvel-
ously illustrated by Michael Nostra-
damus, French physician, scholar,
linguist, teacher, diplomat and as-
trologer, who lived from 1503 to
15 6 6. Nostradamus predicted
events hundreds of years ahead in
the future, as well as those of his
own day, with 100!E accuracy. He
was, perhaps, the greatest prophet
that has ever lived upon our earth.
Like the great in the neaven world,
he is willing, on rare occasions, to
return and speak with mortals who
are endeavoring to spread greater
wisdom to humanity.

The first prophecy
World War 1 was printed by
Nostradamus in Lyons, France, in
1555. He wrote of the cruelty and
terror of this war to come, which
was, he saw, to be carried on by
land, sea and air. At this time,
airplanes were unknown, and he
referred to what we now know as
aircraft as “flocks of ravens high
in the air, throwing fire from the
skies on cities and soldiers Ix'low.”
He named the King of Bulgaria,
“Fair haired Ferdinand,” and
spoke of his condition during the
war, telling of the collapse of the
Turkish Empire, the independence
of Hungary, Bohemia and Poland,
the enlargement of Rumania, and
the formation of Yugoslavia.

This French prophet, counselor
to Illenry 1l and Charles IX, pre-
dicted numerous events during his
own lifetime that could lie checked
upon, such as the death of Henrv
11, who was killed in a duel with
Montgomery’ in 1559. He foresaw
in detail the decline of the Church,
as the result of advances made in
astrology, giving the date as of
1607. The telescope was invented
by Lippershav in 1608.

In 1555, the foreteller of the

future gave the date of the coming
French Revolution as 1789, fore-

regarding
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telling the execution of the King
and Queen, the formation of a new
Calendar, and the great persecution
of the Church, even tho he was,

himself, a Roman Catholic, and no
enemy of his Church.

Strangely enough, he predicted,
together with hundreds of other
events and their details, the coming
of a purified religion in the far-
away future, when “Death of the
body will be no more considered a
sacrifice, and the day of death will
become another birthday.” some
think this refers to Spiritualism.

Many interesting facts make up
the background of this great mystic
who spent his nights in communion
with “familiar spirits,” as his
neighbors called it, and whose
father was physician to the French
King. Nostradamus lived alone in
a palatial dwelling near Lyons, af-
ter he had lost his wife with the
plague. He was a great student and
traveler, a hard worker who spent
much time upon his astrological
charts, and predicted freely, even
when he was out in the street. We
read of an instance when the seer
met a parish priest, knelt before
him ana kissed the hem of his robe,
remarking. "I kiss the robe of the
next Pope." The priest moved
around the kneeling figure, and
went his way. The prophet had
divined the future twenty years
ahead of time, for that priest was
indeed inducted into the papacy.

This spring of 1961, after long
years of seeking this wonder pro-
phet in the etheric. it was the pri-
viledge of the writer to finallv
have Ixon honored by a long talk
with Nostradamus, and to receive
some of the up-to-date prophecies
of our world, now facing so many
possible catastrophics. Some of

these prophecies will be given
later in this article, but first let us |
try to understand a little more of 1
the work and ways of Nostradamus, t
One may read of the cryptograms, |
quatrains and writings with their
occult hidden meanings in some
modem books, but the older books
are more interesting, most having
been written in French or German.
One interpreter of the prophet
relates a humorous story that shows
the accuracy of the seer, even in
the small common occurrences of
every day life.

As a physician, the seer was
called one day to attend the mother
of Lord Florinville, at the Castle
of Faim in Lorraine. Lord Florin-
ville first took Nostradamus for a
stroll through the Castle grounds.
In one of the yards were two small
pigs, one white, the other black.
His Lordship asked the seer, in
jest, what would happen to those
two pigs. Nostradamus answered,
“We will eat the black one for
supper and the wolf will eat the
w hite.”

The host gave secret orders to
the cook to prepare the white pig
for supper, and it was duly spitted
for roasting. Then the cook Was
called out of the kitchen, and,
while absent, a tame wolf entered
the kitchen and ate part of the
pig, making the flesh wunfit for
roasting. \\Tiereupon. the cook
killed the black pig, and at the
supper hour it was served.
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His Lordship, unaware of what
had transpired, said, “Well Sire,
we are now eating the white pig.
How now will the wolf eat it?”
The cook was summoned and con-
fessed to what had occurred, to
the wutter surprise of everybody
present except Nostradamus!

For upwards of forty years,
Nostradamus applied himself to the
receiving of prophecies from spirit.
These were published in 1555 by
Bonhomme in Lyons, and comprise
what is called “Ten Centuries,”
each century containing a hundred
quatrains, except one century,
which has only forty-two. The
quatrains, four line stanzas with
hidden meanings, describe import-
ant events that took scholars long
to fathom. Then, as now, it was
dangerous to reveal the truth.
There are hundreds of quatrains
still to be interpreted, and many,
Nostradamus told the writer, refer
to America and England, and are
yet to be fulfilled. To cloak his
meanings, the seer used Hebrew
words, French, Spanish, Portugese,
Italian, Latin, Creek, making ana-
grams and syllable permutations;
that is. a word or phrase made by
transposing the letters of another,
and by changing the order of ar-
rangement. An example of this was
the word “heme" as an anagram
for “R_EII’]C’ (Rein); and ~hoir"
for NMROIN”. Thus, to make the word
King out of Roin. he leaves off the
n, thus making the known symbol
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for King, Rot, understandable. All
of this was most intricate and con-
fusing to the authorities, and was
done with such skill and his pro-
phecies so disguised that until 1781
the Church did not put his books
on the II’IdEX, a list of books for-

bidden by the Roman Catholic
Church.
The following is an illustration

of the cleverness of these quatrains,

this one foretelling the rise of
Hitler, and the eviction of the
Israelites.

“Of Trojan blood shall a Ger-
manic heart be bom,

Who shall attain to very high
power;

He shall drive out a foreign
Arabic people.

Returning the Church
primitive pre-eminence.”

Certain writers give this qua-
train the following interpretation,
saying that the Trojan blood refers
to the warlike tendencies of the
conqueror that the foreign Arabic
people described the Hebrews, and
the reference to returning the
Church to its primitive pre-emin-
ence, to the fact that Hitler did
not destroy religion in Germany
prior to the war, for one of his
first acts in coming into power was
to put all classes and sects of
clergymen, priests. Ministers and
even Rabbis on State salary, so
that they would not have to be
dependent on the slender purses of
their congregations. But, Hitler
insisted that they cease meddling
in political problems, and leave all
that to the Nazis.

Another of the.quatrains and
prophecies made in tbe 1500’s, re-
fers to Britain’s downfall. This is
in with prophecies regarding the
Second World War, and may refer
to her loss of naval power, as she
is referred to in the quatrains as
“Neptune”, god of the sea. Or it
may possibly refer to 1999, when
another continent, not Atlantis, is
prophecied to rise from the sea.
This mav cause England and Eur-
ope to he under water, and the
new continent will then supplant
these countries. The writer inquired
as to the name of this coming
continent, but was not told. There
is a continent on top of Atlantis,
we were Mri. that is alSO rising.
The quat.,'»n reads:

“On
blood

When the sun is in the East and
Saturn in the West:

Near Bouches-du-Rhone shall
one see war, at Rome great evil.

Ships cast away, and Neptune
(England) taken.”

One wonders about this, for all
prophets can be wrong at times,
yet over and over in at least twenty
more quatrains, Nostradamus seems
to predict the fall of Britain’s pow-
er. “When the sun is in the East,”
is obviously an astrological key
to the date of the fall.

Everything mentioned which I'e-
ferred to the Second World War has
come to pass EXCEPL this part which
seems to refer to England. This
could mean the fall of her naval
power or the submerging around
the year 2000 A.D. The seer also
wrote foretelling the internal state
of England, with trouble regarding
the roval succession, saving:

“A kingdom in dispute, divided
between two brothers

Shall take the arms and name of
Britain:

The title English shall be con-
sidered late.

Overcome, he shall be led by
night to the air of France.”

This would seem to have direct
leference to the renouncing of the

throne by King Edward, so that
he might marry the commoner
whom he loved, his place being

taken by King George.

Perhaps the most remarkable
prophecy, giving the proper names
and lives of persons still two hund-
red years in the future, is the histor-
ical event of Louis XVI, when he
attempted to make his escape from
the terrors of his time in a coach,
but he was turned back at the
German border. The man who re-
cognized him was an innkeeper
and oil merchant by the name of
Sauce.

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On December 11th, 1960, one of
San Francisco’s most unusual souls
departed from this earthly plane.
For many years prior to this time,
Dr. Blanche NI. Baker had been
serving mankind in that most in-
timate of all capacities, — the role
of eclectric psychiatrist. She and
her husbana, Wm. F. Baker,
graphologist and psychologist, had
been functioning as an effective
team of cosmic parents. Neither
had allowed their fine academic
background to limit their horizons.
Rather, they had utilized their ex-
tensive knowledge to aid them in
seeking to extend their universal
awareness, and to penetrate ever
more deeply behind the curtain of
the unknown.

previous Sunday. According to Bill
Baker, Stedman Thompson is the
best read and most erudite man in
his 30’s Bill has met to date. Sted
reported that the night before, he
had prepared himself for bed and
sleep as usual.

His eyes were closed, but
sleep itself seemed to be eluding
him.

Blanche. Sted is outstandingly a
cold-blooded scientist. As such, he
had never been able to accept
many of the ideas presented by
Blanche. It is true he had been
unable to refute them; but he had
maintained a careful distance be-
tween himself and any contagion
from same. The following, he re-
ports as an actual waking exper-
ience, with no vestige of dream or
visionary elements. He was positive
it was Blanche standing at the
foot of his bed; — and that she
walked to the head of the bed,
slowly. In so doing, she brushed
her right hand — not on the sur-
face of his body — but penetrating
deeply into the very core of his
anatomy, creating, thereby, a re-
action of tingling and electrified
vitality of well-being such as he
has not known since childhood.
This same sense of well-being
was still with him at the time or
his conversation with Bill Baker.
Returning to the recounting of the
incident, nis next awareness was of
the hand being laid gently on his
forehead as in benediction with
a message being conveyed to him
that this would be her final con-
tact with him in this life. The rest
of the message was so typically
Blanche as to be recognized by any
who had known her. She let him
know she would have no time for
further contact as she was hurry-
ing on the work now before her.
Then, the luminosity evaporated
as slowly as it had manifested,
leaving only the memory and the
feeling of physical well-being.
Stanley and Joyce Sohler had
been married on the patio of Dr.
Blanche and Bill’'s home in San
Francisco three years earlier. Re-
turning from Arizona to visit San
Francisco during the Holidays, they
were shocked to learn that Doc
had passed on. They wished to be
sure that Bill would not be too
lonely, so they spent New Year’s

afternoon and Eve. with him. The
following Sunday, they joined
friends in San Jose. There, they
were introduced to a new couple
who had not known Dr. Blanche.
They were told the wife often did
automatic writing, having a de-
ceased uncle as a control. The
wife consented to let the uncle
contact her in hopes that a message
might be obtained from Blanche,
through St. John, the uncle. In-
stead — “Alice’s” hand wavered
uncertainly and scrawled hardly
legible characters across the page,
so it soon became apparent from
the message being written that
Blanche herself was learning to
utilize the techniques of automatic
writing from the other side. She
had been very interested in this
system of communication for many
years prior to her passing over.

After a brief pause to discuss
the writing and message, another
page was written. This writing,
which Blanche’s husband, Bill saw
later, is, according to his scientific
observation, he being a professional
hand-writing analyst, practically
identical to the doctor’s own writ-
ing while on this side.

Blanche also wrote a message
intended for Bill, himself. She as-
sured him of her love, saying she
was watching over him and trying
to be of assistance; but that he
must form a new habit of reacting
instantly to his own inner voice
of intuition and not waste time

and opportunity by rationalizing
too lom.

Mrs. Shasta Ewing reported that
at the time of Blanche’s passing
she had visited Shasta, asking her

Polarity

Understanding why and how
the law of Polarity affects our
lives here on earth is not generally
known, but learning about it is of
extreme importance in order to de-
velop character spiritually through
its use. Using this knowledge tor
our advancement will prevent an
adverse reaction from the negative
aspect of this law, by rising men-
tally to the higher dimension — and
functioning therefrom — thereby
avoiding its deleterious effect.

Everything in this world appears
to have two poles, the positive and
negative, good and evil, life and
death, night and day, etc., called
the pairs of opposites. Unfortunate-
ly, these cannot be destroved on
the human plane, but can be ren-
dered somewhat ineffective, de-
pending on how far one has ad-
vanced spiritually. Duality has no
foundation in God; unity and one-
ness being the invariable law of the
Absolute. As long as we accept
duality as incapable of being over-
come, it will keep us enslaved and
helpless, and peace and harmony
become only a beautiful dream.

The book, Kybalion, exponent
of Hermetic philosophy, states,
guote: “Opposites are identical in
nature, but different in degree.
Extremes meet and may be recon-
ciled at the center. For example,
love and hate are two different
mental states, yet it is possible to
change the vibrations of hate to
vibrations of Love,”“ unquote.

When stating the positive from
our own point of view, let us not
make the mistake of backing it up
with only our limited forces, but
with humility and sincerity relv on
the Almighty for guidance and in-
spiration. Leaving the result with
Him removes us from the transitory
law of negation, as neither God nor
His universal Law of the Gosnios
can have opposites. Thus, the only
way to neutralize the law of dual-
ity is to positively refuse to accept
its domination by changing one's
mental state, remaking one’s dis-
position, and building a stronger
spiritual character. Unless we do,
we are definitely not immune or
protected from negative exper-
iences, notwithstanding affirmations
to the contrary.

Karma, or the law of cause and
effect, can only I>e transcended
when one reaches the state above
which it operates. We are told to
“cease ye from man whose breath
is in his nostrils and also put off
the old man and put on the new,
indicating clearly what must be
accomplished before we can safely
remove ourselves from the dual
law of cause and effect through
spiritual regenation. True Meta-
physics recognizes that mistakes
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must be perceived as such for the
purpose of correcting them, other-
wise they will reoccur, until the
lesson is learned.

The principle of Rhythm is simil-
ar to the one of Polarity. In every-
thing, there is a to-and-from move-
ment, a flow and inflow, an action
and reaction, a tide-like ebb and
flow which exists according to the
principle of polarity. True, this
principle is invariable, but knowing
there areé two states of conscious-

ness (the lower or material, and
the higher or spiritual), enables
us to rise to the higher, thus es-

caping the swing of the pendulum
manifesting on the lower plane.

Masters understanding the rule
of life know how to rise to the
next dimension through discipline
and self-mastery, having learned to
dominate their moods, character
and emotions, thus becoming mov-
ers of the game instead of pawns;
causes instead of effects; the higher
law prevailing over the lower. In
simple language, identifying our-
selves with the divine in us, daily
striving for greater perfection, will

culminate in our freedom from
materiality.

form of life are ready, that life
appears. Everything in the uni-
verse tends to a unity, a solidarity
between all things, an enchaining
that is beyond the fathoming of
human intelligence.

Simultaneously, as human beings
progress morally, the worlds they
inhabit progress materially. He who
could follow the course of a world
in its diverse phases of develop-
ment, from its earliest beginning
to its present state, would see an
incessantly increasing scale of im-
provement. Each succeeding age
makes the world better, which in
turn affects some improvement for
those who come after. As man
evolves, so do the plant and animal
species. Since progress is a law of
life, nothing in nature dies, except
to reappear in another form.

Inanimate things, no less than
animate ones, are subject to evol-
ution, and man’s religious concepts
change and progress as well as
material matters.

Occultism teaches that the union
of the spirit with the body is af-
fected at birth.

Is made ready, the great motor
renews the ages:

A plague of blood, milk, famine,
iron and plague:

In the heavens shall be seen
fire, a long running spark/

Then, after a few prophecies
regarding the period around 1947,
he skips to 1999, and states quite
definitely that in that year

“A terrible monarch shall sweep
down from the sky.

He will speak a strange tongue,
not derived from Greek or Latin;

He will wield weapons of great
devastation;

Reindeer will be with him."

Interpreters believe that the re-
ference to reindeer is symbolic of
certan Northern tribes, Siberia
or Russia, who may undergo a
great rejuvination, until they have
the strength of the invading Mon-
gols of the 11th Century under
Genghis Khan. It is suggested that
these trilies will constitute an atom-
ic menace to Europe, not yet whol-
ly recovered from racial and econ-
omic prostrations following the
Second World War. Nostradamus
also believed that France was to
suffer between March and October
of 1999, and lie practically de-
stroyed so that it will return to the
wasteland as Caesar found it, un-
der the name of Gaul. More than
thirty-five quatrains deal with this
— “A great flame will leap up
and spreading everywhere, not ex-
tinguishable, and without an inhab-
itant being left."

The methods used by Nostra-
damus to arrive at his predictions
are extremely interesting, for he
used the incantations and formulas
of his time to get into perfect con-
tact with his mentor or spirit guide,
who then presented himself in a
semi-materialized form near him,
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and aided the seer in exercising
the prophetic traits with which he
was bom. After getting the events
that were to occur, and their de-
tails, he worked out the exact time
when these would come to pass,
by means of numerological cnarts
and astrological diagrams. When
lelatives came to clean up his stu-
dio, following his death, they found
the floor covered to a depth of
some two feet by these charts and
diagrams. He also received coming
events by clairaudience and by
clairvoyance.

In July 1555, the seers health
began to fail. Finally one night,
he said to his servant, “At sunrise,
I shall no longer be here." True
to his prediction, his lifeless body
was found in the morning, lying on
the floor between his bed and work
table.

Now, for some of the prophecies
which were given to this writer,
this spring of 1961, by the spirit
of Nostradamus, who so rarely
returns to earth. These commun-
ications have been checked and re-
checked several times thru excellent
direct voice mediums. Hie writers
spirit Doctor and Teacher have
aiso talked with Nostradamus and
have aided in the interpretation
of a few of the communications.

Omitting the personal encourage-
ment given the writer, regarding
her work for humanity, and the
future of Harmonia College, he
said, “l come to greet you this
morning from a long way. |, who
was of France, am Nostradamus.
How may 1 serve you?" | told him
I had read books about him and
had been trying for years to make
a personal contact with him, adding
that people of today were not so
much interested in prophecies of
the past, as in up to date pre-
dictions regarding America and
the world at this time. "But", he
said, “You must know that all my
prophecies have not as yet been
fulfilled about America, England,
and other countries.”

| gathered, later, that those
unfulfilled prophecies concerned
great changes in the Governments
of America and Europe, during
the next five years, and amazing
changes in the next twenty-five
years, also regarding the fall of
Russia, a nation that has caused
fear and an excuse for the prepar-
ation for war and more slaughter.

The prophet continued, “America
is a great country, but has much
to learn, and must overcome self-
ishness in many forms, such as
greed, jealousy, prejudice, war.
She must spiritualize. Each should
have a right to carry on his life
in peace, unmolested and unhamp-
ered. Much needs to be improved
in brotherliness and love of neigh-
bor."

He then continued, “Red Russia
will fall like a tree eaten from
within, appearing sound from
without yet rotten and cancerous

within. She will survive until 1965,
then will fall apart. Nations under
her will unite, revolt, and claim
their freedom. She will be no
more. No, we do not expect Arma-
geddon at this time. Within the
next two years there will be many
catastrophies on land, sea and in
the air. Many great fires; many
vessels sunk; many planes will
crash. It is a time also of perilous
earthquakes, hurricanes, tornadoes,
floods, landslides, tidal waves, and
terrible losses, including great
changes in the weather. Cod is
scourging mankind back unto Him-
self. Men must repent and live new
lives, forgetting self and remember-
ing God and the things of God.
There will be great weeping and
gnashing of teeth until man wakes
and turns to the eternal God and
the ways of God. About thirty-
four percent of the peoples of
earth nave already turned to God.
By 1967, there should be nearly
sixty-nine percent."

In view of these things, | asked
about the help offered to us by the
space people from other planets,
who have always come, thru the
centuries, to help all w'ho will ac-
cept it during times of great emer-
gency. Nostradamus replied, “Yes,
they will help, but man has not
been willing to receive them yet.
The American public is not devel-
oped enough spiritually to have
the inner strength necessary when
confronted with this truth. But,
before the 1970's, even before 1969
is over, the world will be very busy
writing articles on flying saucers,
much as they would now write of
new types of cars. Youth especially
will be interested.

“There is a depressing feeling
among the American people, and
this will last until a year from this
spring. 1962, when there is an up-
ward trend toward greater prosper-
ity. There will be no reduction in
taxes, and less freedom and more
restrictions until the present ad-
ministration has finished its term.
There will be one term, not two, for
future presidents, and some of the
changes in government will con-
cern themselves with better care
for the aged and the sick. Some
governmental changes in Europe
will concern Czechoslavakia, Po-
land, England, Germany, France
and Austria. These are designed
for a wide-sweeping of power.
There will be more harmony be-
tween government and people.

"This now is an entire secret of
which none of you know. There
will be constructed two large in-
ternal waterways to the outside of
this continent of America in 1967,
through green vegetation. Nothing
to do with irrigation, but for pas-
sage wmays to the outside. These
will strengthen the needs of this
continent, and will be of great
benefit.

Here and
there, animals of olden days,
pictured from the Bible times and
from prophetic sayings. These
signs in the skies will in some in-
stances indicate upheavals, trou-
bles, flood, torrential downpour-
ings over large areas and in many
states, and will be accompanied
with great rumblings of the earth.
This coming summer will be treach-
erously hot.**

answered; "I am gathering together
great groups of people in my world
to help overcome the negativism
in vour world, the wrong thinking
and the wrong living.

make a person ready to be of

greater help in doing away with
negativism. Our goal is to defeat
darkness, and to light the wau for
Truth. No one can conceive of the
number of Spirit people that get
together to pour forth power to
defeat the negatives in earth lives.
This work has beengoing on for
hundreds of years. The effects of
thought are tremendous. | will re-
turn to you again.**

to tell Hill that all was well —

MBetter than expected!" —and that
she was very busy and loved Bill
very much.

Ellen Carter, R.N., an intimate
friend of Doc's, told Bill she had
had a long conversation on the
Astral Plane two or three weeks
prior to Doc's passing over.

A Memorial Service was held
at The First Unitarian Church in
San Francisco on January 15th,
1961, and was attended by a
capacity throng of the doctor's
many friends from all walks of
life. The Reverend Harry Schole-
field conducted the Service. During
the course of the Service, Bill
Baker became aware that Dr.
Blanche was standing near him.
He watched her go up into the
sanctuary to admire the special
bouquet of flowers arranged for
by Bill and some friends from the
East Bay. Bill says that when the
Rev. Scnoleficld began the service,
she moved over and stood close
to him for some time. The good
Doctor's voice choked a couple
of times, as if, he too, sensed her
presence. Perhaps Dr. Blanche

thought to fortify the minister in his
reading.

At the close of the Service, Bill
joined the Rev. Scholefield at the
door to say a few words to those
who had attended. He said nothing
alxnit what he had observed, so
was most interested when others
began recounting similar obser-
vations. Mrs. Ewing reported that
Blanche had entered tne Church
through the front entrance and
moved slowly down the aisle look-
ing from side to side — smiling
when she saw well-known faces;
that she had stopped in front of
Bill, where he sat in a front pew
with three close friends; then went
up into the sanctuary, where she
admired the lovely flowers.

A couple of other people re-
ported they were aware of Doc's
observing the flowers and seeming
pleased by them; then leaving by
the street d<cr at the end of the
church (Obviously, an old habit
of thinking she must use doors to
enter and exit).

Dr. Phil Haley, the Baker’s
family dentist, himself a Spiritualist
of some renown, reported observing
Blanche moving about in the front
of the church with quite a hit of
her old animation and enjoyment.

Many persons of less psychic
perception were so moved by a
vague sense of Blanche’s presence
that they, too, remarked about it
to Bill.

As of the moment, there the mat-
ter rests. Whatever may follow,
these are the events as they have
occurred to date.

to tell Bill that all was well —
“Better than expected!” —and that
she was very busy and loved Bill
very much.

Ellen Carter, R.N., an intimate
friend of Docs, told Bill she had
had a long conversation on the
Astral Plane two or three weeks
prior to Doc's passing over.

A Memorial Service was held
at The First Unitarian Church in
San Francisco on January 15th,
1961, and was attended by a
capacity throng of the doctor's
many friends from all walks of
life. The Reverend Harry Schole-
field conducted the Service. During
the course of the Service, Bill
Baker became aware that Dr.
Blanche was standing near him.
He watched her go up into the
sanctuary to admire the special
bouquet of flowers arranged for
by Bill and some friends from the
East Bay. Bill says that when the
Rev. Scholefield began the service,
she moved over and stood close
to him for some time. The good
Doctor's voice choked a couple
of times, as if, he too, sensed ncr
presence. Perhaps Dr. Blanche

thought to fortify the minister in his
reading.

At the close of the Service, Bill
joined the Rev. Scholefield at the
door to say a few words to those
who had attended. He said nothing
about what he had observed, so
was most interested when others
began recounting similar obser-
vations. Mrs. Ewing reported that
Blanche had entered tne Church
through the front entrance and
moved slowly down the aisle look-
ing from side to side — smiling
when she saw well-known faces;
that she had stopped in front of
Bill, where he sat in a front pew
with three close friends; then went
up into the sanctuary, where she
admired the lovely flowers.

A couple of other people re-
ported they were aware of Doc’s
observing the flowers and seeming
pleased by them; then leaving by
the street door at the end of the
church (Obviously, an old habit
of thinking she must use doors to
enter and exit).

Dr. Phil Haley, the Baker’s
family dentist, himself a Spiritualist
of some renown, reported observing
Blanche moving about in the front
of the church with quite a bit of
her old animation and enjoyment.

Many persons of less psychic
perception were so moved by a
vague sense of Blanche's presence
that they, too, remarked about it
to Bill.

As of the moment, there the mat-
ter rests. Whatever may follow,
these are the events as they have
occurred to date.
