You must have a yard for the chil­
dren, therefore the hotel or boarding house 
is out of the question. But prices must be 
adjusted to the present conditions or there 
will be a crash. I think Spirit is getting 
ready for a change.

Your 
opinions of the Labor Press are evidently 
taken ready made from the Capitalistic 
Sheets. In order to be just you should 
study both sides.”

There you go! It is the Labor Press on 
one side and the Capitalistic Sheets on the 
other. Both sides are building up the mid­
dle wall higher and higher. The same old 
methods were used to bring about the war 
of the Rebellion. I do study both sides, 
and I am capable of studying both sides, 
for r don’t care a dime for either side. I 
don’t belong to either party, and wouldn’t 
he in fellowship with a sect or party for 
love or money.

Prosperity comes 
from the law of attraction, and if you turn 
that law in the wrong direction it is your 
own fault. Politics and financial systems 
have nothing to do with it. There is no 
hell on earth for the individual except that 
which the individual makes for himself.

I find that the 
Bible is a dead letter unless the Spirit reads 
it. If the Spirit guides you there is inspi­
ration and instruction in every page of it. 
The prophets said emphatically that the 
New Testament should be written in the 
mind. It could never be written on paper 
or put into a book. Therefore, we only have 
fragments in the little book called the New 
Testament. The real New Testament must 
be written in you. It is a covenant between 
your own mind and God. It is the illumi­
nation and inspiration of the individual.

There is an 
I AM in you who is master of all environ­
ment. Therefore, leave your life in peace. 
Cast your cares on Him who careth for you. 
And that Him is within you. In time of 
great danger the really brave man or woman 
is surprised at their own serenity. It is 
the God within who awakes and speaks 
peace to the waves.

“Please write some time about that 
verse you quoted in June Christian: ‘Re­
sist not evil.’ Shall we go out of the way 
of overbearing people, and shall we take all 
the slurs some harsh people like to hurl at 
us? This is a very doubtful point with me. 
Of course I realize I have not reached that 
stage yet where love beareth all things, be- 
lieveth all things, hopeth all things and en- 
dureth all things. It seems impossible to 
attain that lofty point.’’

Non-resistance is the mightiest resistance 
in the universe. The planets move around 
the sun in perfect order each one in its own 
orbit. It is the law of attraction. If they 
could get to making an effort or be alarmed 
about their safety thpy would soon fall into 
the sun. The same is true of you as your 
life revolves around’ your real mind. The 
mind of the Spirit in you is the sun of 
your being. Why should you be disturbed 
by slurs and slanders? How can any one 
slander God? You may know down in the 
very depths of your being that you are di­
vine. This very majesty of your mentality 
gives you grace to bear all things and to 
endure all things. It puts you so far above 
the petty jealousies and animosities of the 
earth that your atmosphere is free and pure.

“His ideas concerning women I re­
pudiate. I claim that men and women 
should be considered as equals. No man is 
my head, nor could be, unless he was in­
tellectually and morally my superior.”

This quotation is from one who was put 
on the free list. It is the only discordant 
note received from July Christian. She Is 
a hundred miles from my meaning. The 
manhood in man is the Christ. The mother­
hood in woman is the Church of Christ. If 
the manhood in man has degenerated, and 
the motherhood in woman has been debased, 
that is no sign that the principle is not 
true. It is not a question of equality. Men 
and women arfe not on an equality and 
never can be, for men are males and women 
are females. Equality is the biggest lie 
that was ever advocated by mortal mind. 
It caused the French Revolution and our 
Civil War. It is fomenting a war between 
men and women. It is the foundation of 
the war now going on between mind and 
muscle. Muscle is demanding the earth be­
cause they claim having produced it. Mind 
is trying to grab everything because they 
think they have won it. It is the same old 
lie which has caused the war between men 
and women, and will soon drive women into 
despair. Men are the natural support of 
women, and women are the natural inspira­
tion of men. It is not a question of equality 
or superiority. There are no superiors or 
inferiors in the kingdom of Truth, and 
there is no equality anywhere in the uni­
verse.

But if you can’t be made whole with­
out tearing you asunder and burning your 
flesh, the tearing and the burning will pro­
ceed. By decision of the New York Court 
of Appeals the law relieving women from 
night labor has been set aside. What do 
you suppose the plea of the judge was based 
upon? This infernal doctrine of equality. 
A woman can be made a slave by night 
work and the legislature can’t release her 
because she is on an equality with men! 
Do you see the tendency? It is to kick 
women out into the street and make her 
hustle for herself. There never has been a 
more contemptible doctrine than that of 
equality.
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I have finished it.
I took up my “Temple Bible” and read it 

through with the eyes of the mind. Did you 
know there were eyes in the mind? If you 
try to see with the eyes in your head you 
will not see very far in front of your nose. 
The eye of the mind can see everything. It 
is what is called in metaphysics. Reason. 
And in the language of Scripture the Word 
of God. The mind of God is the Word of 
God.

What is it?
It is the revelation of regeneration. Un­

less you get this key you can never unlock 
the Bible. The unbroken Scripture from 
Genesis to Revelations is the unfolding of 
the Mind of God in men. Why should the 
mind of God have to unfold in men? Be­
cause man has lost out and had to be won 
back to his place in the universe. I have 
said that it is the record of the unfolding 
mind of man in preparation for regenera­
tion. Just as soon as I use the word regen­
eration you are in a fog. Your mind is in 
the mists. Th£ reason is that you do not 
know what generation means. When you 
speak of generation you are thinking about 
a body.

What was generated?
There had to be a beginning of person­

ality. What was generated? In the begin­
ning of creation, or rather in the beginning 
of the unfolding of mind what was gener­
ated? A mind. What kind of a mind? If 
you had been reading modern science so- 
called, you would say that it was the mind 
of a monkey. You may go even farther back 
and say it was the mind of an ameba. But 
the ameba is still an ameba. It has never 
developed one single step. The monkey has 
always been a monkey. What was gener­
ated when man came into objective exist­
ence? A God! He was generated by God- 
seed and Godseed produces after its kind. 
You feel the flash of light from this thought. 
Then you look at your mortal frame and 
your feelings sink into your boots. Your 
head is gold but your feet are clay. So you 
go back to the statement of material science 
and look to a monkey as your progenitor. 
Lift up your head of gold and put wings on 
your feet! The order of life is as follows:

Generation.
Degeneration.
Regeneration.
When you get this order in your mind 

the unfoldment is as clear as the sun. Man 
was generated a God and has degenerated 
into a mortal. This is the very first thought 
you get in reading the Old Testament. You 
see at once that the books of the Old Testa­
ment were edited. No man knows the author 
of the Scriptures, for it is a compilation. 
The Spirit of Truth, selected from ancient 
records. It is a fact that the farther back 
you go in history the mightier the minds of 
the men who make history. Men are digging 
cities beneath the cities and going down 
farther and farther into the earth in search 
of the records of men. Babylon was one of 
the mightiest cities on the face of the earth 
in the point of civilization, and yet it was 
built on the ruins of a city still more

ancient. They have found at least three 
buried cities under modern Rome. And the 
records show a higher and higher state of 
civilization the farther down you go into the 
grave of the past.

Abraham, the father of men of faith, was 
called out of Ur of the Chaldees. Ur was 
noted in literature and art and was the seat 
of the great temple of the Moongod. The 
Egypt of that day was very modern, for it 
was built on the ruins of a still more an­
cient Egypt. Nobody on this earth knows 
the age of the pyramids. Then we have on 
this very planet the records of the men who 
were mightier than any men we know now. 
They were gods. And the present genera­
tion are degenerates. They are descended 
from the gods. These old ancient records 
tell us that death passed upon all men. Why? 
Because they had come short of the glory of 
God. They had missed the mark of their 
high calling. Sin entereu into the world 
and death by sin. What was the sin of the 
world? You must remember that it is not 
sins, but sin that Jesus Christ came to for­
give and forget. What was this sin that 
resulted in degeneration? It was adultery. 
The mixing of that which ought not to be 
mixed. The amalgamation of gods with 
animals. I will not enter further into this 
discussion, for my theme is regeneration. 
You will find a hint of degeneration in the 
sixth chapter of Genesis.

What was generated? A mind. What was 
degenerated? Mind. It is a mental process. 
Generation, degeneration and regeneration 
have to do with the mind. The body is 
simply clay in the hands of the potter. God 
is not generating bodies save as the mold is 
used for the mind. There is a very deep 
meaning in the words that you find in Gene­
sis connected with the fall of man:

“And the Lord God said, Behold, the man 
is become as one of us, to know good and 
evil, and now, lest he put forth his hand, 
and take also of the tree of life, and eat, 
and live forever.”

This was spoken of degenerated man, for 
the other man had been eating of the tree 
of life right along. The flaming sword 
which turned every way to keep the way 
of the tree of life was a blessing to degen­
erated man. There could be no greater hell 
than to live forever in sin. It would indeed 
mean endless pain. For this reason all of 
God’s guards who keep the way of life are 
angels of mercy. Your pains are ministers 
of Good. Death is a blessing, while at the 
same time it is an enemy. It comes to take 
you away from a sinful life. It will take 
you away until you learn the way of truth.

Why did we have to have degeneration?
I don’t know, but I do know that it was 

the order of the universe. I know that God- 
seed produced gods. But I also know that 
they degenerated into mortal men. I do 
not know why this order should come into 
the universe, but I know it is, and the way 
of wisdom is to accept things as they are. 
There is no use to talk about how you 
would make the universe. You are an in­
dividual in the universe, and the individual 
can only learn the universe from its Spirit 
of Thought, and this Spirit of Thought is 
called God, and his Word is called Jehovah.

This manifestation of the Mind of the Uni­
verse is made plain when you get the key 
to the Scriptures. You can never get that 
key from evolution. There is an unfold­
ment. But it begins in generation, passes 
through degeneration, and ends in regenera­
tion. If man came up from nothing, he will 
return to nothing. As the beginning so will 
be the ending. He began as a God and will 
end as a God. Having learned wisdom 
through suffering he will remain wise. 
There is a great truth underlying the fall 
of man and the loss of paradise. The poets 
are seers. There was a paradise lost, and 
there will be a paradise regained. It is the 
order of unfoldment. Now you will get 
hints of all this in the Bible, but only hints. 
The Book is made up of fragments of his­
tory, the history of angels and men. But 
the hints are all there and not a link in 
the chain is missing. All you need to do is 
to read with the eyes of your mind. Every­
thing is as clear as the sunlight. It is the 
revelation of regeneration, from the fact 
that regeneration is the object in view. You 
understand the record because you see what 
it is all about. There would be no sense in 
taking up so many thousands of years in 
dealing with monkeys or their descendants. 
It is the unfolding mind of God.

Degeneration was gradual.
There is no record of time before the ex­

pulsion from paradise. The little sketch in 
Genesis gives only hints. Adam and Eve 
represent a race of men and women in the 
likeness of God. The impression that has 
been made on our minds by religion and our 
childhood is wrong. We have been led to 
think that Adam and Eve were expelled 
from Paradise before they got started. They 
were a flat failure at the start. This is all 
wrong, for the history is the history of de­
generation. The life of Adam and Eve be­
fore their expulsion from Paradise may 
have been thousands and even millions of 
years. There is no reckoning of time until 
sentence of death was passed on degene­
rates. And even then the degeneration is 
a slow process for Cain and Abel are also 
representatives of a race. Cain and Abel 
represented divisions of the race. They 
were fighting against each other. We have 
hints of the long conflict between the gods. 
There was war among the mighty men who 
were slowly degenerating into mortals.

Then when Adam was one hundred and 
thirty years of age, an age reckoned from 
the beginning of degeneration, he begot a 
son in his own likeness and called his name 
Seth. This is also the name of a race of 
men. These names are given as so many 
milestones on the way to mortality. Adam 
lived after he begat Seth for eight hundred 
years, and continued to beget sons an 
daughters. Now draw on your imagination 
for the vitality in a man and woman who 
lived on this earth for nine hundred an 
thirty years after degeneration set in an 
they were condemned to death. Just thin 
of the life of a woman and man coverlIJg 
such a period of time. In our boasted c v 
zation we count one hundred years as a on 
time. And even at that so-called a(®vaa5e,g 
age a man is not in the vigor of life-
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man Adam did not represent an old and 
withered man, but one who continued to be­
get sons and daughters to fill the earth with 
bis people. He was the head of a mighty- 
family of gods who were struggling against 
death. In the face of these records, and 
they are confirmed by secular history and 
inscriptions found in the buried cities and 
in the tombs of the monarchs who reigned 
in those days, mortal man is a degenerate 
god.

This record is no longer hearsay or tra­
dition. The puny men of our time who only 
live for a few years are digging down into 
the past. They are men of science and are 
deciphering the records left in the tombs 
of the mighty men who walked on the 
earth as gods. They not only find that these 
men lived for hundreds and hundreds of 
years, but that they were intellectual giants. 
What might an individual accomplish if he 
lived on this earth in perfect health for 
even two or three hundred years? But these 
men who are slowly passing down to death 
lived for nearly a thousand years and lived 
in active life.

The mathe­
matical education of these builders was far 
superior to the engineering of the present 
day. It is not all fiction when we speak of 
the lost arts, for men have lost more than 
they have ever gained, and we look back­
wards to find perfection.

The point I wish you to see clearly is 
that we have not come up by evolution 
from a tadpole. ~We have degenerated by 
slow steps from gods in Paradise to mortal 
men in a world of sickness and death. The 
modern so-called science of evolution has 
to do with matter, and not with mind. Man 
•s a thought and not a thing. He is an 
unfolding idea, and his history is written 
by his own record, and we are just now be­
ginning to unearth it. The tombs of buried 
monarchs and the history of empires and 
kingdoms confirms the story of the Bible. 
In what is called mythology we have all 
wondered at the immorality of the gods. 
But when we understand that these gods 
were degenerate men on the way to death 
their morals are of the same type of our 
own. We are the offspring of these immoral 
gods. The only reason why we do not carry 
°n the same long wars is that death cuts 
hs short. Think of a man like Napoleon 
Wng for eight hundred years! He would 

have devastated the face of the earth if he 
ad lived in health for even two hundred 

mrs. Degenerate man always meets his 
aterloo. The dagger of Brutus is always 

|eady for an imperial Julius Caesar. Death 
® abroad in the land. It is ready to cut 
8 ort the ambitions of men.

But let us not dwell too long on degen­
eration. it is not a very pleasant theme.

e history of our race and what we hoast 
0 as civilization is a history of murder in 

e form of war. it is the history of ns 
uch sin as men could commit in a short 
e- The only reason why a record of our 

eroes is shorter and less scandalous than

the history of the gods is that our heroes 
only live a few years, while the gods lived 
for tnany centuries. But don’t you see the 
wisdom of God in cutting us short in our 
years? Is it not a wise movement of Je­
hovah to cut short the career of sinful men? 
And here comes our modern science telling 
us of the improved conditions of life. They 
boast of what science has done to lengthen 
life. And yet the inhabitants of the earth 
are dying like flies. Death is reaping from 
all kinds of accidents. Human life is in 
danger from every side. If the baby sur­
vives its teething and manages to get its 
so-called permanent teeth, the dentist is soon 
at work. The permanent teeth are filled 
with spots of decay. The young woman 
with rosy cheeks has to buy a new set of 
teeth. Look over the school children and 
see how many of them are wearing glasses. 
We are at the end of a long period of de­
generation. The only hope for the race is 
in a new movement. It will not come through 
material science. It will have to be a men­
tal movement.

It is a new thought.
I do not mean mortal thought. Mortal 

thought produces after its kind. It brings 
forth mortality. We have had enough of 
that kind of thinking. Mortal thinking is a 
physical act. It is just as much an exertion 
of the physical brain as walking or any 
other kind of physical exercise. The mortal 
thinker is exhausted physically. He will 
wear out his physical body faster by think­
ing than by any other kind of exercise. 
Therefore, when I speak of new thought, 
it is a spontaneous expression of the spirit­
ual mind. It is spirtual unfoldment. This 
will not exhaust the physical body but will 
•egenerate it. It is a kind of thinking which 
milds up instead of pulling down. The 
foundation of it is love. It means peace on 
sarth and good will to men. We are not 
fit to live until we are ready to let others 
live. This is the lesson that regeneration 
must teach us. It is loving thought. It is a 
new kind of seed. You see how the world 
's working destruction to humanity.

Why all of this agita­
tion about race suicide? It is because the 
race has made up its mind to commit sui­
cide When a maif has reached a certain 
point of endurance he will take his own 
me The same is true of the race. We 
have come to the jumping off place. The 
struggle for existence is becoming unendur­
able If men and women marry they have 
a hard time to support themselves. The 
ouest on of children is becoming a serious 

wipm You go out and begin to purchase 
fnodfor the household. It used to be that 
[  dollar would go far towards sustenance.

How far will it go to-day. A penny was 
worth more fifty years ago than a dollar is 
worth to-day. And I see no possible chance 
for a change. Men are speculating on the 
very souls of their fellow beings.

There must be a change.
It will come through race suicide if it 

does not come through regeneration. If 
births and deaths could cease we would soon 
turn the earth into a garden of Eden. The 
planet would be a Paradise. But just so 
long as we are being born and fighting for 
our existence between the cradle and the 
coffin we will think about race suicide. There 
is no use in births except to offset deaths. 
Christianity calls for a resurrection and a 
regeneration that will destroy death. Death 
is called the last enemy. How are we going 
to overcome it?

By a new kind of mental seed.
We have been living on the wrong kind 

of thought. It is time for a change in our 
mental diet. Jesus Christ told the devil the 
truth. “It is written, Man shall not live by 
bread alone, but by every word that pro­
ceeds from the mouth of God.” We have 
been trying to live on bread alone. Our 
bread will have to be mixed with the thought 
of God. It will have to be mixed with the 
thought of a real God and not the idea of 
evolution. Jehovah must be recognized as 
the Lord of hosts. Don’t get the idea that 
this means the lord of soldiers. The literal 
meaning is the lord of the stars, the hosts of 
the heavens. At the birth of Jesus it is 
said: “And suddenly there was with the
angel a multitude of the heavenly host 
praising God, and saying, Glory to God in 
the highest, and on earth peace, good will 
toward men.” This is the kind of host that 
is meant when Jehovah is called the Lord of 
hosts. We are to receive regeneration by 
the transference of thought from this angelic 
host. How long will it take us to get tele­
pathic communication with such people? If 
we depend upon evolution we will never get 
there. Our minds will have to turn towards 
Jehovah as the living God. Life must come 
from life.

Peter, in his first epistle, expresses the 
matter in one paragraph, which we will 
quote:

“Seeing ye have purified your souls in 
obeying the truth through the Spirit unto 
unfeigned love of the brethren, see that ye 
love one another with a pure heart ferv­
ently: being born again, not of corruptible 
seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of 
God, which liveth and abidetn forever. For 
all flesh is as grass, and all the glory of man 
as the flower of grass. The grass withereth, 
and the flower thereof falleth away: but the 
word of the Lord endureth forever. And this 
is the word which by the gospel is preached 
unto you.”

This kind of seed will produce a new race. 
The grassman will disappear and the elec­
trical men and women will take possession 
of the earth. There will be no struggle for 
existence when births and deaths cease. 
When we are free from accidents and are 
governed by the spiritual mind there will be 
no further use for coffins or cradles. This 
is exactly what Christianity promises, but 
Christianity is not a religion. It is the 
science of regeneration.
