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HA VE you ever had the strange ex­

THE word PSYCHIC has become part 
of the daily vocabulary. You hear it 
and use it as you do any other simple 

word. If only you were psychic you would 
know whether to take a trip or whether 
to change jobs. Yet, there is no word in 
language that is more difficult to define. 
You can give the meaning in a general 
way, but when you try to tell the whole 
story, you find yourself at a loss. 

The dictionary gives some l1elp. PSY­

How is it that 
this mystenous quality is part of some and 
not of others? The quality of being psy­
chic is no respecter of wealth, race, creed 
or social position. The peasant in the 
fields is as likely to have it as the titled 
head of an estate. .,, 

But this much is known, and even the 
most skeptical will admit it-there are some 
men, women and even children who are so 
intuitive that they possess a sixth sense 
which makes. it possible for them to per­
ceive conditions beyond the barriers of 
normal material vision. · 

What Is_ Psychic Perception? 
Visitors to the New York World's Fair 

.vill remember the interesting exhibit in the 
Telephone Building. As part of the pro­
gram, the public was given an opportunity 
to test its hearing. One could put on ear­
phones and listen while a voice read off a 
series of numbers. The first numbers were 
uttered in a rather loud tone, audible to all. 
Gradual~y, the voice became softer and 

softer until by the time the last was read, 
it could be heard by merely a few who 
possessed extraordinarily keen auditory 
powers. 

There is an analogy with this to psychic 
perception. In the telephone exhibit the 
numbers were within the grasp of all, but 
only those with well attuned hearing facul­
ties were aware of them. In psychic revela­
tion the voices, sounds and impressions, are 
also awaiting the grasp of all, but only 
those who are mentally tuned in to the cor­
rect vibrancy range are able to pick them 
up. 

Revived Interest 
Nowadays, because of the powerful trine 

between Ul'.anus and Neptune, there is a 
great renaissance of interest in matters per­
pertaining to psychic forces. Uranus is in 
in the Fixed Earth Sign Taurus which rules 
established material wealth.

Even the most ancient 
civilizations have left records carved in 
stone that show a belief that more exists 
than is tangible and visible. 

The Bible abounds with examples of psy­
chic manifestations. Joseph, •in his/rison, 
interpreted the dreams of a harasse ruler.

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In ancient Rome, Julius Caesar' s wife had 
a premonition of danger that made such 
a profound impression on her that she 
was almost able to prevail him not to go 
to the Senate. Had he followed up her 
intuition, he might have saved himself from 
being stabbed to death. Joan of Arc, the 
simple French peasant girl, heard mystic 
voices which led her to become the savior 
of France. There are also the startling ac­
complishments of Nostradamas who, in the 
Sixteenth Century, made prophecies of 
events that came to pass almost four hun­
dred years later. 
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He predicted the World War, among 
other things. 

possessed; the burning of the witches in 
New England in the sixteen hundreds. 

Fortunately, most people express their 
disbtlief in milder forms by argument or 
ridicule. In many a home or social gath­
ering, dreams have been laughed off. Yet, 
a great thinker like Sigmund Freud built 
an entire philosophy and science on inter­
preting them. 

In general, you can safely say that al­
most everyone has psychic powers, in some 
degree. Some have this ability more mark­
edly, yet they wear no sign, they carry no 
stigma. It may be that your neighbor or 
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tradesman is psychic. A member of your 
family or friends might have unusually 
strong intuitions. You like to bring your 
problems to them when you are perplexed. 
Their reassurance are comforting and accu­
rate in analysis of the future. 

Are psychic people born with this char­
acteristic? In general, yes. The history 
of psychic phenomena illustrates many 
events prophesied by children who could 
not have possibly" had an inkling of them. 

It is interesting to trace the changes in 
attitude toward psychic matters. Through 
the ages there have been cycles of belief, 
then waves of skepticism. Whenever the 
tide of public opinion turned against psy­
chic phenomena, the.world went to extremes 
to show its displeasure. The result was 
a wholesale hysteria that led to untold 
cruelty-the brutal whippings in the Mid­
dle Ages to drive the devils out of the . These children are not unlike others in

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appearance and habits. They romp, learn, 
get into mischief, are naughty, etc. But 
one morning, a seven year youngster may 
say, "Aunt Em is packing her bag to 
come to see us," or "Grandpa's arm hurts 
him today," anp later these statements prove 
to be true. They may be trivial predic­
tions, but by and large, life itself is made 
up of trifles. 

Often Years Before Noticed 
Sometimes the awareness of psychic 

powers does not come unti_l maturity. It 
may manifest itself only in times. of stress 
or danger, and the manifestations may be 
few and far apart. When you love deeply 
and intensely, you are keyed up to such a 
pitch that you carry a listening ear with you 
constantly attuned to what may concern 
your loved ones. Every mother has in­
tuitive flashes about her child, every wife 
about her husband, and some children about 
their parents. 

Everyday the newspapers · tell of such 
occurrences. Those who remember the 
Morro Castle disaster will perhaps recall 
that one passenger cancelled reservations a 
few hours before sailing because a mem­
ber of his family had a premonition of a 
catastrophe. Recently a business man who 
was to have made a hurried trip by airplane. 
A last minute change saved his life. The 
plane was wrecked and all passengers killed. 
"I don't know why I took th~ train," he 
said, when news of the crash reached him. 
"My wife is usually nervous when I'm go­
ing to fly, but this was the only time I 
have ever changed my plans because of her 
premonitions." 

People whose perceptive faculties are at­
tuned to clairvoyance, clairaudience, or 
clairscience are more sensitive to the vibra­
tions that affect other people than to im­
pressions which concern themselves. Na­
ture has made them transmitters on the 
radiation principle-receiving stations for 
the great astral networks. 

When Death Hovers 
Reminiscences and records of the World 

War offer a wealth of material for re­
search. This is to be expected, for when 
death looms close, ready to strike with 
each tick of the clock, nerves, emotions, 
and the brain center are keyed to such a 
pitch that one is receptive to a supernatural 
-degree. . 

There is the story of a young officer who 

was sitting in a car with another member 
of his division. They had stopped for a 
few minutes to relax and enjoy the beauty 
of spring in the French countryside. Sud­
denly the young man thought he heard his 
name called from the bushes. He got out 
of the car and walked a few feet down the 
path. A moment later a shell exploded 
behind him, blowing the car and his com­
panion to bits. There was no one in the 
bushes from which he thought he had 
heard his name called. 

Why did the warninl sound for this 
officer and not for his comrade? Was there 
still work for him on Earth, or did some 
loved one, either here or in the hereafter, 
intervene to save him? These are questions 
on which one can only reflect. 

In your life you have psychic experiences 
too--not of life and death importance, per­
haps, but on a minor level. But the fact 
that they are less significant does not make 
them uninteresting or less genuine. You 
have a routine you must follow. It is in 
the unexplainable interruption of this rou­
tine in which you can look for psychic 
manifestations. Doesn't it happen almost 
every day that a housewif~ bakes an extra 
pie without apparent reason, but because 
of the feeling that company would drop in?

perception of rappings, tappings and unex­
plainable sounds. A friend of this writer 
had taken some children on a camp picnic, 
and was sitting on the ground arranging 
the sandwiches when she thought ~he heard 
the horn of the station wagon. Thinking 
that the children were fooling around with 
the car, she got up and rushed toward. it. 
A second later, a rattlesnake slithered o~er 
the spot where she had been sitting. No 
one was near tl1e car. The children were 
at the lake at the foot of the hill. 

The clair-sentient "feel" their psychic 
impressions. A newspaper item last Sep­
tember told about a mother in New York 
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who awoke at 2 A.M. with an uneasy feel­
ing that something was wrong with her 
daughter. She tried to shake the feeling 
off, and reasoned with herself, but she could 
not overcome her sense of disaster. Rather 
shamefacedly, she phoned her daughter in 
Connecticut, and explained with many 
apologies. She need not have apologized. 
Her daughter's pet cat, in walking across 
the kitchen cupboard, had accidentally fall­
en against a gas jet, knocking it open. The 
house w~s full of fumes. A short delay 
an? the phone call would have been in 
vam.

With Uranus and Neptune 
in Cosmic Trine, a Great 
Stimulus Has Been Given to 
Construction and Housing 

il FTER the spectacular post-war build­
.ft ing boom, when Uranus in the Wa­

. ter Sign Pisces made illusion appear 
real, the bubble burst like a pricked bal­
loon into depression and . virtual collapse. 
Conditions in the building industry reached 
their grimmest point between 1930 and 
1934 when Neptune had settled down for 
its long transit in the Earth Sign Virgo, op­
posed for a time by Saturn in Pisces. 

General contractors, mortgage loan com­
panies and bankers, to say nothing of the 
thousands in imminent danger of losing 
their homes, wondered if the building in­
dustry, the prop on which the economy of 
the Uni~ed States is largely. erected, would 
ever revive. 

Construction was paralyzed. Empty and 
ghostlike, half-complete houses and fac­
tories were boarded up in every city and 
village. 

Mortgages by tens of thousands were be­
ing foreclosed. Like damp firecrackers 
mortgage lending associations were explod­
ing. Heavy with bonded debt, city govern­
ments faced ruin because payment of taxes 
on houses and land, the source of most mu­
nicipal income, had halted. 

An Ominous Picture 
In 1932, when Saturn was in the Earth 

Sign Capricorn, less than 75,000 homes 
were constructed, one-sixth of the number 
erected in the boom year 1929, which was 
ushered in by the Planet Jupiter which 
rules expansion in the Sign Taurus, rul­
ing money. 

The picture grew even more ominous. 
During the next year construction of homes 
fell off to a record low of 54,000 units and 

2!j 
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a year later only 55,000 new homes were 
built. 

But in 1935 the Planet Uranus was 
scheduled to enter the Earth Sign Taurus. 
Things were due for a change when 
Uranus of the unpredictable radiations 
reached the trine with Neptune in Virgo, 
also an Earth Sign. Taurus rules real estate, 
property, mining, minerals, possessions and 
wealth in all its phases. As Neptune rules 
labor, a building boom was inevitable. 

Priming the Pump 
Prior to 1935, when Uranus was still 

in tl}e Fire Sign Aries, strong intel­
lectual fortes and impulses were generated. 
In Washington democracy-loving groups 
gathered to prime the pump of prosperity. 
Their most necessary task was that of stimu­
lating the dying building industry. 

Under the radiations of Neptune in the 
Earth Sign Virgo, authorities bent · their 
intellects toward saving the homes which 
were falling under the auctioneers' ham­
mers everywhere and to re-energize the en­
tire building industry. 

Five years later, in 1938, after transitting 
Uranus had started to form its repeated 
trines with Neptune, the federal govern­
ment had $7,700,000,000 invested in and 
available for the revived building trades. 
Under the beneficent aspects of the Earth · 
Signs, the government was participating in 
the erection of six out of every ten houses 
in the nation. · 

The ingenuity signified by Uranus gave 
government experts who had embarked 
upon the program of saving American real 
estate values the ideas to accomplish their 
ends. 

The HOLC 
Obviously, the first step to be taken was 

to save homes already built and in danger 
of foreclosure because mortgage payments 
could not be met. To that end the Home 
Owners Loan Corporation was created. Its 
purpose was to halt the deadly procession 
of mortgage foreclosures. So, by 1938, 
the HOLC had appropriated $3,804,000 to 
refinance_ mortgages on ,already existing 
homes. 

The government required' that taxes be 
paid and property put in good physical 
condition before · mortgages could be re­
financed. Consequently hundreds of thou­
sands of dollars were loaned to the prop-

erty owners by HOLC. This found its way 
directly into depleted city treasuries as home 
owners paid back taxes, and into the build­
ing trades as houses were modernized. 

America's Housing Problem 
But the government had not completed 

its task. True, HOLC had saved the home 
owner from dispossession. However, the 
vast sums already expended were drops 
in the bucket of what would . be needed 
if the building trades were to return to 
normalcy. · 

Again, under the influence of the ap­
proaching Uranus-Neptune trine, govern­
ment experts searched for methods which 
would not only return building tr.ades to 
prosperity, but also provide adequate shel­
ter for the millions who were ill-housed. 
This led to the birth, in June, 1934, of the 
Federal Housing Authority under the terms 
of the National Housing Act. 

Its purpose was threefold: (1.) to cre­
ate jobs by making credit available for 
modernization and repair programs; (2.) 
to promote construction of new houses by 
arranging credit up to 80% of the total 
value of the house; and ( 3.) to stimulate 
large-scale, medium rent housing. 

By the end of 1939, the last period for 
which accurate statistics are available in 
Washington, the Federal Housing Author­
ity had insured more than $3,000,000,000 
for financing 465,000 small homes, 2,330,-
000 property improvements, and 265 large 
projects with living quarters for 30,000 
families. 

Millions of Mortgages 
Nearly 12,000,000 persons, more than 

one-eleventh of the total population of the 
nation, had been benefitea by the work of 
this single governmental agency. 

Mortgag~s on nearly half of the building 
in the United States had been guaranteed 
by the FHA. This could not have hap­
pened except for the simultaneous transit 
of two major Planets in Earth signs, in­
creasing the demand for popular-priced 
homes and liberalizing money for the satis­
faction of the demand. Uranus in the Earth 
Sign Taurus made available money on a 
nation-wide scale. Neptune in the Earth 
Sign Virgo helped to benefit labor and the 
owners of real estate. 

But. the job of the federal government 
was not yet complete. Building trades, 
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put back on the main line to prosperity 
by the combined forces of the HOLC and 
the FHA were to be· given even greater 

. stimulus by the benign aspects of Uranus 
in Taurus in behalf of the one-third of the 
nation ill-housed in firetrap ten~ments. 

By rules under which it was created, 
the benefits of the FHA were limited to 
families whose income was $30 or more a 
week. In February, 1938, more than 85 % 
of the loans insured by this agency helped 
families in this classification. 

Obviously something would have to be 
done for families whose combined earnings 
fell below $1,500 a year. They, too, 
needed homes in modern buildings. 

Slum Clearance 
To fulfill this need the United States 

Housing Authority was created in 1937, 
still under the radiations of the Uranus­
Neptune trine. Soon one hundred ten local 
housing authorities were set up by legisla­
tures of thirty-two states in collaboration 
with the federal agency. 

The main objective of the Housing Au­
thority, aside from providing employment 
in the building trades, was slum clearance. 
Old rookeries were scheduled to be torn 
down and replaced by modern apartment 
dwellings which anyone could be proud to 
call home. 

Uranus inspires altruism and. humani­
tarianism. It isn't enough under the rays of 
this Planet, to erect houses for temporary 
use. Constructive virtues and economic value 
must be present. Tr..erefore tests for hous­
ing were stiff. Apartment buildings con­
structed with the aid of USHA had to be 
modern in every sense. Seventy per cent 
of the lot upon which the house was to be 
erected was left vacant for light and air. 
Living rooms had to contain at least 150 
square feet of floor space, bedrooms, 120 
feet, and kitchens, 60 square feet. 

The Influence of Uranus 
Yet the per room cost was not allowed 

to exceed $1,000 in large cities and $1,250 
in smaller cities. Monthly rentals were set 
at between $3 and $5 a room, plus a small 
fixed charge for utility services. The pro­
spective tenant's earnings, in any case was 
not allowed to exceed six times the amount 
of th€ rent. This was a provision insti­
gated by Uranus, to prevent the unworthy 
from crowding out deserving families. 

Congress granted USHA $500,000,000 
to guarantee up to 90% of the projects on 
a sixty years amortization to 3.5 % interest. 
Local authorities could raise their small 

· share of the costs by selling bonds, donat­
ing land on which buildings were. to be 
erected, or providing essential services such 
as sewers, paving and sidewalks. 

Building Trades 
Were the building trades, one of the 

main props under the financial stability of 
the nation, stimulated? 

The Bureau of Labor Statistics reports 
that by July, 1940, three years after USHA 
was created, it had entered into loan con­
tracts totaling $638,213,000 with one hun­
dred seventy-one local authorities for the 
construction of four hundred thirteen 
houses to accommodate almost one him­
dred fifty thousand families. 

Two _hundred twenty houses with apart­
ments for 84,126 families were complete 
or being erected. Thirty of these apart­
ment projects were occupied at the end of 

. June, 1940, the last month for which com­
plete statistics were available. 

Forty-six millions ·remained for loans, and 
all of this was earmarked. Uranus hastens 
anything-both constructive or destructive 
-started under the influence of its pow-
erful rays. . 

The favorable rays of Uranus, plus those 
of Jupiter and Saturn also in Taurus dur­
ing the greater part of 1940, caused funds 
to be authorized for still greafer public 
service. These sums are tp provide hous­
ing for 160,000 families in thirty-five 
states, the District of Columbia, Puerto 
Rico, and Hawaii. Public money set aside 
for public good is the edict of the Uranus­
Neptune trine vibrations. 

By the end of 1939 the government be­
came the greatest landlord in the country, 
collecting rents and mortgage payments 
from one-twentieth of all houses in cities 
and small towns. 

Saturn entering the Earth Sign Taurus in 
1939 helped many of the Uranus-Neptune 
inspired plans to materialize. No ideas, no 
matter how brilliant, can serve a useful 
purpose until they become concrete realities. 
That is what Saturn helped to accomplish. 
The transit of this Planet through the 
Earth Sign Taurus has brought construc­
tion to a point where it almost approxi­
mates the 1929 boom level. 
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During 1939 there were 465,000 dwell­
ings erected in the United States. Com­
pare this with the 54,000 houses built six 
years earlier, in 1933, the rock bottom of 
the depression. 

Industry everywhere has been aided by 
the construction boom. In addition to the 
manufacture and sale of raw materials, 
the USHA estimates that five men are em­
ployed continuously for one year on every 
two houses built. Think of the salaries 
these men bring home every payday, arid 
then let your mind balance this against 
the loss of lives, employment and homes 
in war-torn Europe and China. 

Great Benefits· 
Nature is helping the Western Hemis­

phere, but there is no guarantee that such 
help will be permanent unless the people 
North and South of the Equator realize 
their good fortune and preserve the benefits 
which have "been bestowed upon them dur­
ing the Uranus-Neptune trine. 

The United States has been benefited al­
most beyond measure by the building 
boom. 

It is not over. During the year jq.st 
passed, const~ction rose even higher than 
it did in 1939, and the rise is continuing 
during the first months of this year. 

The vast defense program upon which 
the nation has embarked requires additional 
dwellings,, to cost a half billion dollars. 

New housing being built near Army and 
Navy posts and arsenals i.s providing living 
quarters for more tha:n seven thousand fam­
ilies at a cost of $28,675,000. 

Activity in building trades has increased 
enormously under the beneficial transit of 
Uranus and Saturn in the Earth Sign Tau­
rus. 

Looking Ahead 
Is this phenomenal growth purely ac­

cidental? Will the nation return to the 
-acceptance of shoddy materials· and careless 
building habits? 

Should this happen, then the catastrophic 
consequences would be greater than the 
good that has been, accomplished. With 
Uranus and Saturn approaching the Air 
Sign Gemini, which is at the ascendant 
of the United States' Foundation Chart, ,it 
would be disastrous for the' nation to alter 
the present housing laws. The Earth has 
been enriched by what has been done in 
recent years in response to the transit pf 
Uranus, Neptune, Saturn and Jupiter 
through the Earth Signs. Human folly 
should not undo the good or great mis­
chief will follow. 

When Uranus enters the Air Sign 
Gemini this year, the motto of the United 
States-"In Union There Is Strength"­
will once more become a living force, every 
state in the Union cooperating to safe­
guard what Americans built while Uranus 
and Neptune were in cosmic trine.

While all is fair and life moves smooth­

I 
was born in Rochester, N. Y., February 15, 
1896 at 8:12 P.M."

governed by the Planet Mercury, was on the 
Ascendant. Mercury rules the intellect, so 
it is quite important that Arthur Brainard, 
as a Mercury type, sl).ould do mental work. 
What can Astrology indicate about the 
kind of occup'ation? Since Mercury is close 
to the Sun in the Sign Aquarius, which 
occupies the Fifth House, but is square Sat-

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urn, his inclination would be toward me­
thodical mental work that gives him a sense 
of responsibility. The suitable OCCllpation 
for him, therefore, is accounting or sta,tis­
tics, which require mathematical accuracy. 

Important Aspects 
But the choice of an occupation in har­

mony with your chart does not guarantee 
that you will be able to earn money by it. 
The presence of Saturn in the Sign Scorpio 
in the Second House, in square aspect to 
Mercury, reveals that at some time the earn­
ing powers will be tested severely. The 
conjunction of Uranus with Saturn multi­
plies the difficulties. This happened when 
the progressed and transiting Planets stim­
ulated the natal aspects in 1939 when 
Uranus reached the opposition of natal 
Saturn. The aspect is still in effect and 
will continue with varying degrees of force 
until Saturn and Uranus leave Taurus in the 
early months of 1942. 

There are other planetary positions which 
affect Arthur Brainard. One is the con­
junction of the Moon with Saturn and 
Uranus in the First House of the progressed 
chart for 1941. Also the conjunction of 
transiting Neptune with the radical As­
cendant opposite the natal Moon in Pisces, 
and opposite progressed Mercury now in 
conjunction with the natal Moon. These 
aspects have been in effect since 1939 and 
will continue until 1942. 

On the basis of the aspects, Arthur Brain­
ard is in a restrictive cycle as indicated by 
Saturn. Unexpected events are shown by 
Uranus, while worry is signified by the 
Moon. False promises are indicated by 
Neptune. Therefore, according to his 
horoscope, Mr. Brainard should be content 
to get any kind of a job and stick to it for 
about a year. This is not a propitious plane-

tary cycle to start a new venture. By early 
1942 an entirely different set of transits 
will come into effect. He will feel like a 
different person. If he still wants to start 
a i:>usiness of his own, it will be possible 
to do so. 

Valuable Abilities 
Mr. Brainard has accumulated a good 

deal more knowledge than perhaps he real­
izes. This can be put to good use. He has 
acquired a lot of valuable information 
about managing a hotel or camp. 

Perhaps he will be able to meet and 
marry a woman several years younger than 
himself who has a strong Mars influence 
in her horoscope. This would give her 
good working power and executive ability. 
Between them, they should be able to de­
velop a flourishing business. They already 
know the office routine. She should attend 
to the practical managerial side. A restau­
rant, overnight camp for tourists or country 
hotel would be just the thing. 

Similar vibratory forces are at work in 
your own horoscope. This can be analyzed
