G REAT army general said to me re­
cently: “When you get around the 
treaty table with other nations, only 
three items count.

Any State is a hypothetical entity, precisely like a 
commercial corporation. It is not in existence to 
develop the moral or ethical attributes but to ac­
complish two entirely material designs: Defend the 
public domain from assault by rival nations, and 
operate a civic machinery that gets the public busi­
ness done at home.
The State has no reason for existence otherwise.

' | ’H ER E  are groups of sentimentalists who en- 
vision the State as organized paternalism for 

mass humanity, doing everything from legislating 
against earthquakes to removing the ashes out of 
its cellars. When the State goes into internation­
al negotiations, they contend, it should conduct its 
parleypours with the transcendent moralities of the 
Twelve Apostles.
That would be excellent if the State were human­
ity’s Sunday School teacher. But the State is by no 
means the teacher of a Sunday School.
The State is humanity’s engineer and accountant.
The State knows only force and expediency in 
treating with fellow States because they are tackling 
engineering and accounting problems in common.
If a group of engineers came together to consider 
construction of the St. Lawrence Waterway, it 
might be a moral enhancement to the young to learn 
that they had opened their consultations with pray­
er or the reading of Lincoln’s Second Inaugural.
But after all, what would it have to do with the dig­
ging of a momentous ditch ? Those engineers would 
be treating with the forces of water, the stresses ot 
strata, the headaches of finance.

As engineers, we concede that such men should be 
sufficiently developed spiritually not to shoot one 
another if  they found they could not agree on a 
brand of steam shovels, but their big job would be 
to get the canal opened and ships sailing througli it.

\  TOW there can be such a thing as a “Christian" 
’  Commonwealth, certainly, and it can treat with 

other nations on a basis of probity—just as those 
engineers must be honest with one another if they

hope to work in concert over 
any length of time. But let us 
never lose sight of the fact 
that even the installation of 
any such system as the Chris­
tian Commonwealth is still a 
proposition in stern engineer­
ing.

I will not loot his bank 
account nor confiscate his assets. I will not permit 
one caste or clique in the body politic to gain an 
ascendancy over the majority and call the result 
Democracy. I will not encourage usury but will 
work to abolish it utterly, that no man may procure 
gains for which he has not labored. I will protect 
and secure the citizens of the Republic, insofar as I 
am able, from all pred a to ry practices instigated in 
the name of Federal paternalism. But I will do 
this as fundamental in good engineering, because I 
recognize that that country is governed best that is 
governed least. In other words, I consider it my 
function to defend the public domain from assaults 
by rival nations and operate a civic machinery that 
gets the public business done at home. But the mo­
rality of a country is determined by the evolution 
and advancement of a cross-section of the whole 
citizenry, and that is a matter of individual attain­
ment. My function is to protect the individual in

T h e re  w e re  1 5 s tra te g ic  m a te r i­

als “essential to  n a tio n a l d e fe n s e ” a n d  h ead in g  
the list w as R u b b e r . .
Since the ta lk  o f th e  N a tio n  c e n te rs  a ro u n d  
rubber, perhaps th is  is a  g o o d  tim e  to  co n ce n ­
trate upon  w h a t R e p o r t N o. 9 8 2  h a s  to  say  
about rubber, as fo llow s:
“Rubber is a s tra teg ic  m a te ria l p re se n tin g  one 
of our m ost serious p ro b lem s. M ore  th a n  95 
percent of th e  c ru d e  ru b b e r  u sed  in  th is c o u n ­
try comes from  B ritish  M alaya , th e  N e th e r­
lands E ast Indies, a n d  n e a rb y  islands. M ilitary  
uses, m ain ly  fo r tires  an d  tu b e s , a re  req u irin g  
vastly increased  a m o u n ts  o f th is  m ateria l. 
Since rubber m o st necessarily  com es from  th e  
Far East, th e  p rob lem  o f sh ipp ing  is ex trem ely  
im portant. T h e  te s tim o n y  b e fo re  th e  com ­
m ittee reveals th a t o u r p re sen t sh o rtag e  is p ri­
marily a  resu lt of lack  o f sh ips an d  in  som e in ­
stances re fu sa l to  ca rry  th is  com m odity . T h is 
cannot b e  to o  s tro n g ly  stressed . It has been  
claimed th a t sh ipp ing  in te rests  p refer carry ing  
other com m odities, an d  do n o t consider rubber 
the m ost desirab le ca rg o ; b u t th is is n o t the 
whole sto ry . T h e re  is evidence in  th e  record 
that the re  has been  ru b b er available in  foreign 
w arehouses and  on  docks a t tim es th a t inde­
pendent sh ipping  w as available, b u t these 
ships could n o t be  used  because the ir ow ners 
did n o t belong  to  th e  sh ipping  conference. 
T here  is no  evidence in th e  record  th a t the 
M aritim e C om m ission h ad  ever taken  any  
steps to  correct such a  situa tion . T h ere  is fu r­

T h e re  
h a v e  b e e n  tim es  d u rin g  th e  la te  sp rin g  th a t th e  
R u b b e r R e se rv e s  C o m p a n y  h ad  w ith d ra w n  
fro m  th e  m a rk e t b eca u se  o f th e  p rice  s itu a tio n  
a n d  in  a t  le a st o n e  o f th e  m o n th s  co n su m p tio n  
o f ru b b e r w as  co n sid e rab ly  ab o v e  im po rta tio n .
