| Creation

Your correspondent from Summerland
wants those who arc on the watchtower to
throw some light upon God nnd the Devil.
After reading whnt the great seer, Emman-
uel Svedenborg, has written upon these
themes, it is hardly worth the while for any
one else to write about them. Take for
instance the following, ""On Creation:”

I was one day meditating upon the
creation of the universe, and because the
angels above me on the right side, where
those were who sometimes meditated and
reasoned upon the same subject, perceived
this, one of them descended and invited
me to join them, and I passed into the
spiritual state and accompanied him.
Afterwards | was conducted to the chiefof
the society, in whose court | saw an as-
sembly of some hundreds, and that chief
in their midst, and then one of them
said:—

“We perceived here that you were
meditating upon the creation of the uni-
verse, aud we have sometimes meditated
upon the same subject; but we could
come to no conclusion, because, there
clung to our thoughts an idea of chaos as
having been the great egg as It were, out of
which came everything and all things in
tbeir order; whereas, we now perceive
that so great a universe could not be so
brought forth. Then there also clung to
our minds another idea which was, that
all things were created by God out of noth-
ing, and yet wc now perceive that out of
nothing, nothing comes. Owing to these
two ideas pur minds have not been able
to evolve and see, with any degree ofclear-
ness, how creation was effected. There-
fore we have called you away from the
place where you were, that you might
give us the result of your meditation upon

the subject.”

Hearing this 1 replied, ** 1 will do so,”
and I said: ** | formerly meditated upon
this a long time, but in vain; then after-

wards when | was introduced by the Lord
into your world, | perceived that it was
useless to form any conclusion about the
creation of the universe before it was
known that there were two worlds, one in
which the angels are, and the other in
which men are; and that the latter by
death passed from their world to the
other.
" And then | saw also that there were
two suns, one from which all things spir-
itual flow, and the other from which all
things natural flow; and that the former
sun was pure love from Jehovah, God,
who was in the midst of it, and the latter
pure fire. These facts being known, it
was granted me once when | was in a
state of enlightenment to perceive that the
universe was created by Jehovah God
through the sun, in the midst of which He
is; and, as love is not possible unless to-
gether with wisdom, that the universe was
created by Jehovah God from his own
love by his own wisdom. The truth of
this is proved by everything and all things
which I see in the world where you are,
and by what | see in the world where |
am as to my body.

* But how creation progressed from its
primordial’state, would be too tedious to
explain; -but when | was in a state of en-
lightment I perceived that by means of
heat and light from the sun of your world,
there were created spiritual atmospheres
which are in themselves substantial, one
from another. Because there were three
of these atmospheres, and consequently
three degrees of them, three heavens were
made; one for the angels, who are in the
highest degree of love and wisdom, the
second for those who are in the second
degree, and the third for those who are in
the lowest degree.

** But as this spiritual universe cannot
exist without a natural universe, in which
it may work out its effects and uses, | per-
ceived that at the same time was created
the sun, from which all natural things
proceed; and that through it in like man-
ner, by means of heat and light, three at-
mospheres surrounding the three former
as a shell surrounds its kernel, or as a
bark surrounds wood, and that finally
through these was created the terraqueous
globe, where men, beasts, fishes, trees,
shrubs and herbs are formed of earthly
substances composed of soil, and stones
and minerals. But this is the most general

outline o( Creation and its progress, while
the particulars could be presented only in
volumes.” (T. C. R., N 75-76.)

The reader will remember that the
angels invited Swedenborg to give them
his ideas about creation, and that they
confessed they had no clear ideas upon
the subject. This statement that angels
came to a philosopher who was still living
in the body on this earth, for information,
must appear strange to many. However,
this is fully explained in other parts of the
great Seer’s writings, and the substance of
his explanation is about this: Swedenborg
was the first and only man since the cre-
ation of man upon this earth, of whom it
may be said he bad lived ad libitum in
both worlds for a period of near thirty
years, and he was the only being while
still living in the body, who had been per-
mitted to enter into prior things and trace
them into ultimales or external creation;
thus be was able to grasp the truth of Hipi
who said, * | am Alpha and Omega, the
beginning and the ending.”

The general idea is that angels know
everything; but the fact should never be
lost sight of, that they are finite beings
who were born and nurtured as men first
on this earth or some other earth in the
universe,and as prior to Swedenborg’s time,
no men had been educated or devel-
oped into the knowledge of the two suns;
namely, the spiritual and celestial suns
from which under Divine Providence, have
been evolutionized or created, all the
earths and planets; therefore, when such
beings died upon the natural plane and
were ushered into the other life as spirits
and angels, they could carry with them only
such knowledge in regard to creation as
then existed, for it is"a universal truth,
that when one plane of life ceases by death,
and a new birth commences in an ad-
vanced or higher state of existence, the
memory or record of such things as per-
tained to the lower or prior state, is closed
and practically abandoned; it does not
perish, but may under Divine Providence,
be reopened when necessary: hence men
from this earth who have become angels
prior to Swedenborg’s day, may have ac-
ed great wisdom in regard (o spiritual
or celestial affairs, could not grasp the
unity of creation from prior to ultimate
things, because their memory of the latter
had ceased to exist; and hence it became
as impossible for them to arrive at a cor-
rect conclusion in relation to creation,
until they were taught by Swedenborg, as
it had been i for and

** 1 am about to make my last voyage; a
great leap in the dark.” Such was the
remark of Hobbes on his death-bed. Here
is the agnostic, the one who doesn't know,
who has been questioning and wondering
all his life, and come to no conclusion,
and who now is making his last voyage, a
"'great leap in the dark.” To this class
most certainly belong some of the most
eminent men of the day, some of the most
practical. The deeper their researches
extend the more they are lost in wonder
and confusion. The evidence is seem-
ingly non-conclusive in either direction,
and rather than stand before the world as
bigoted in one belief, they frankly
acknowledge they don't know; and, if
there be any justice in the life to come,
surely it will be meted out to these, who,
owing to the practical constitution of tbeir
d and the materialistic tendency of
their views, are unable to conceive oi a
life of the spirit apart from the body.

It never occurs to these savants to in-
vestigate Spiritualism. Some of them
frankly acknowledge mysteries  but
they put it down to some unknown psy-
chical power which in the future will be
shown to be but the workings of matter
and motion, differing only in the complex-
ity of the mechanism, and the abstruse-
ness of the motion involved, from the sim-
plest problems of to-day. Life, they
assert, is but an elaborate form of motion,
which year by year they expect to pro-
duce in the laboratory. The gap between
the living and non-living is, according to
tbeir being, rapidly filled, until soon they
will both be proven of the same origin.

If that should ever be done it would
proclaim the everlasting supremacy of
materialism and its resultant deductions.
For if life is only a property of matter it
can not exist, as we claim, |ndependen(ly
of it.  But will it ever be dol m
self am one of that class who don 't know,
but think not.

Years ago Huxley had
bridged it with bis mysterious protoplasm,
until investigation scattered itto the winds.

To Destroy Stumps.—1. Bore a hole
one inch in diameter, eighteen inches
deep, into the centre of the stump, and
put in one ounce of saltpeter, filling up
with water and pluging up the hole
This should be done in the Fall. In the
Spring the plug is to be taken out, and half
agill of kerosene poured into the hole and
seton fire. It will burn out the stump to
the farthest root. a. In the Fall bore a
bole one inch in diameter, ten inches
deep, into the centre of the stump, and
putina half pound of vitriol and plug
very tight. In the Soring the whole
stump and roots through all their ramifica-
tions will be so rotted as to be easily re-
moved.—Scientific American.

Nature purifies herself; she washes her
robe« with rain, and her breath is the
most potent of disinfectants. Dirt is not
always unclean; clay and sand and loam,
and even mud are not our enemies. The
most subtle form of uncleanlincss is the
emanation frodi human bodies, living.
Our senses warn us lo arci 1 dcAd bodies,
and not to associate too closely with ani
mals, but they fail to teach tie fully the
occult causes of the death and diseaseé
around us. The atmosphere is full of lile
germs and death germs; one form of life
displacing another. Disease and death
are caused by the invasion and occupation
of other germs of life. Destruction and
construction are constantly proceeding in
the human body, and also in the mind
and spiritual body. The destructive pro-
cesses cause the expulsion continually, of
particles of dead matter through all the
pores of the body. The particles expelled
through the pores of the skin, and breAih,
as well as through other outlets, arc ex-
crements. and are laden with germs of
disease, decay and death. The atmos-
phere disinfects itself, decomposes these
cxcrementatious substances when it has an
opportunity; but in the vicinity of swamps
and moraia.’s, where vast quantities of
animal and vegetable matter decay, the
disinfection is imperfect, and wc have
malarial districts. In cities also, where
vast quantities of diseased human excre-
ments are discharged into the air, the
disinfection is imperfect.

Every physical phenomenon has its
counterpart in the spiritual. All spiritual
and mental diseases, vices, crimes, de-
formities and incapacities are transmitted
through mental and spiritual atmosphere
or aura, just the same as physical diseases
are transmitted by infection through the
physical or material atmosphere, but the
mental and spiritual germs and emanations
are more occult as well as more potent
and deadly in disease, as well as more
life-enforcing; if on this side of life, then
the purely physical emanations. Psy-
chology is the science which is the spiritual
counterpart of physiology, and treats of
the laws of health on the mental or meta-
physical plane, as physiology treats of
them on the material plane.

Now this law of psychology, which is
only beginning to be understood and ex-
plained by sensitives and those who are

to a capacity of understanding it and trans-
lating it into intelligible language, lends a
new and terrible force to the orders and
injunctions of simple physiology, which
many people seem to think they may obey
or not, just as they Iplease. It is the ig-
norance of, and incapacity to obey these
laws, that make human beings the slaves of
their environments. Those who would
find their way out, or gain power to free
themselves from the tangle of ignorance
and error which theology calls the fall of
man, must absolutely develop into a sense
of these laws, and obey them. It won't
do to learn them by rote out of a book;
they must know them by sense and sensa-
tion; must grow into a living and continu-
ous consciousness of them in all their
relations.

Physical uncleanness is only the material
symbol and correspondent of spiritual and
mental uncleanness. Profanity, obscenity,
garrulity, impurity, sensuality, are the
symptoms and excrements of diseased or
dead spirituality. Tobacco and whisky
on top of this, is mixing poison with filth.
The atmosphere of these conditions is
spiritual infection and poison. Every
human being gives off emanations or ra
ations, corresponding to his spiritual con-
dition and character, and these emanations

psychometrist, as beat or color are to or-
dinary persons. To sleep in a room with
a number of profane and obscene persons,
and listen to their idiotic gibbering and
jabbering, their quarreling and garrulity,
and at the same time sensing their debased
and foolish mental condition, is not a very
pleasant experience for a sensitive, but
then, I suppose it is no worse than the
dissecting-room for medical students. We
have got to learn these things by experi-
enee, and 1 don't propose to learn it for
nothing, nor keep it a secret. This
knowledge will be worth something bye
and bye to those who are intelligent
enough to use it.

The atmosphere of the slums and bells
of Christianity and civilization, when an-
alyzed in this way, is a compound of
poison and filth, over which the mum-
meries of theology may be compared to a
sickly and chilly fog over a morass. Psy-
chology controls physiology, and physiol-
ogy never can be an exact science till

a. Emanations from living bodies ac-
crete on and change the character and
constitution of inorganic matter.  The
walls of buildings, as well as clothing and
bedding, become impregnated with eman-
ations front the bodies of the inmates, so
that a sensitive can detect in the walls of a
building, the character of the inhabitants.
This belongs rather to psychometry than
psychology, but the two sciences must go
together as twin sisters. Psychometry re-
lates rather to internal being and feeling
and psychology to external manifestation
and action, like the active and passive
modes of a verb. Walls of buildings in
the densely inhabited portions of cities be-
come saturated with emanations of igno-
rance, disease and criminality, so that they
become unfit for human habitations. If
ever the race becomes civilized, these
>Iums from tne miserable tenants of which,
vish landlords now extort enormous
rents, will have to be destroyed altogether,
and the inhabitants removed to quarters
fit for human beings to live in.

3. The custom of congregating great
numbers of the sick into hospitals or other
ngs, is the worst possible thing for
the sick and their attendants. Such places
are poison pens, and all ought to be
burned down and the patients moved out
nto tents.  An hospital of tents, properly
constructed and protected, is the proper
place for both patients and attendants.

Mattresses, sofas, etc., are often filled
with ‘decaying rubbish of all kinds, which
the manufacturers can get cheap. All
such things ought to be burned up, as also
feather beds; feather beds are not fit to
sleep on atall. Persons should sleep in
the middle of their rooms, not in the cor-
ners, and bedsteads with high barricades
of lumber at the heads, should be thrown
out and split up for firewood. The reason
that people use such bedsteads is because
they cost more than common sense ones,
and therefore they are supposed to be
stylish. There should be no impediment
to the free passage of air in all directions
round the heads of persons sleeping. The
money spent in buying such foolish things
ought to be given to the poor to buy them
food and clean clothes, and furnish them
clean rooms.

5. All old clothes, old bedding, decay-
ing rubbish and trash of all kinds ought to
be burned up and got out of the way.
Such stuff anywhere, is contrary to order
and cleanliness, and there is always a bad
emanation and influence around such stuff
and the places where it is.

6. The magnetism of operatives is trans-
ed to the goods they manufacture or
handle. The character of a baker or
cook or confectioner or merchant, goes
forth with his wares. All goods consumed
carry with them to the consumers the
conditions of those who produce and dis-
tribute them. Here are statements of
Jaws which before long, will be scientifi-
cally demonstrated; here is a law which
relates producers and consumers in a way
which slave-driving monopolists don’t seem
to understand any more than Shylock
understood the laws of Venice, but which
must inevitably react upon themselves in
time. Society is so organized, that what-
ever injuriously affects one, must in the
aggregate, injuriously affect all.

The person who eats canned fish or
canned fruit, is personally interested in
the character and condition of the people
who work at putting up such goods, be-
cause moral and spiritual as well as phys-
ical contagion and infection may be con-
eyed in this way from ignorant, unclean,
ill-paid and overworked operators, to
people who never suspect such things,
The classes (?) who would scorn to associ-
ate personally with laboring people, may
not be aware how close the associations
are through goods consumed. When all
people get their just share of what they
produce, and learn to live in accordance
with the laws of nature, there won't be
any danger in associating with them, and
unseen elements of discord will be elimi-
nated from earth and air.
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If you devote your time to study, you
will avoid all the irksomeness of life; nor
will you long for the approach of night,
being tired of the day; nor will you be a
burden to yourself, nor your society un-
supportable to others.
