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HOW TO BE PSYCHIC

Power is the name of a new thot magazine just started in
Denyer by Charles Edgar Prather, and Vo. I, No. 1, contains five
special rules for ‘“going into the silence,” i. e., becoming psychic,
occult, etc., as follows., to-wit

First—Retire every day to a quiet room alone, detaching yourself from
everyone and everything for at least a few minutes. Remain only so
long as you are alive to your subject. Just as soon as interest lags,,
stop.

I would suggest' a cave as more suitable, as it seems to give a
better impression of removal from human society, especially if a
little sulphur were burned in one corner, and a few bats, toads
and turtles introduced to share it with you.

Second—Take a restful position, and relax all your physical body,
breathing deeply and rapidly for a few moments.

Rapid breathing overcharges the blood with ozone and brings
on a sort of intoxication or trance very necessary to this kind of
oblivion.

Third—Shut out all your daily thoughts and cares, allowing none of
the anxieties that harass you to occupy your mind. Bar the door against
all sensation; and any bodily, mental or moral imperfections. See your-
self perfect as the child of God.

The more you shut out, of course, the better; become like one
of the turtles, if possible. Lose your mind in thinkles thot. |
would go so far as to shut god out.

Fourth—When you have become calm and peaceful, take some thought,
of Truth and hold it in the mind, and think upon it to the exclusion of
all other thoughts. Give yourself up to it, and endeavor to realize what
it means to you.

This rule | object to and believe that you must absolutely shut
out “thot and truth” and not hold anything “in the mind.” Of
course “give yourself up to it,” as he says, but do not “endeavor
to realize” anything. Try to not realize anything, if you want
to get rid of reason, so that you will have the psychic power which
adepts prize so highly.

Fifth—Do not attempt to force the thought. .Tust let it fill you,
pulsate through vour being, and gradually a sweet rest and peace will
come over von, and you will feel the Infinite Life vibrating through
you, the Infinite Mind thinking through yon, and the Infinite Love
loving through you, til! Life and Health and Strength and Love will
overflow your entire being.

A much better way would be to fill your hide with applejack,
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peach brandy, or even old corn whisky. It would be cheaper, if
you count time worth anything, and it is generally conceded by
everybody, unless it be by occults, that “time is money,” and
especially if it is drawing io per cent, interest. A man could
go into this kind of a condition by using liquor; have all the
vibrating sensations, “infinite love, flowing thru you,” etc., and
overflow several days; then sober up and earn $50 while he was
going thru the motions according to rule 5. If you want to stay
in this condition, you will need some money, but more time. Of
course you can use a cheaper quality of liquor and become a brute
quicker, but if you have the price to buy the best, you will live
longer and consequently have more of this kind of sacred love
and vibration. Personally, 1 prefer to have the use of my reason
and for the sake of it am willing to forego any and all these
divine love vibrations, which to me seem wholly animal, both in
occult and passion; that is to say, mentally and physically.
Reason is the sixth sense, which we have been prating about so
long, and the “occult” belongs to the lower orders of life from
-which we have evolved. Reason is so far above psychic powers
that there can hardly be a comparison, in fact, there is the same
difference that there is between human beings and bugs, so much
difference that to the majority of humanity (them asses) there
seems to be no relationship at all.

ASTROLOGERS ARE MATERIALISTS

Once convinced of the truth of the influence of the planets upon
human life, it is impossible to remain, or to become, an infidel, atheist,
agnostic, or a materialist! . . .
