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The Fight Grows Dangerous as 
Judah Becomes Desperate

^ HREE T 0  S IX  months ago, the 
P Jews of the United States, big and 
;£ little, thought they could dismiss the 
(jrSilver Shirts with a jest. T o  their utter 
A consternation, despite their fancied 
,t monopoly over most American agencies 

of publicity, the Silver Shirts “ took 
,uhold”  in every quarter o f  the land. The 
n( insolent depredations o f thousands o f 
jf'Jews in individual localities, fattening 
e. financially and politically on the distresses o f the Depression, 
awoke a resentment in Gentile hearts— and heads— to which 
Silver Shirt enlightenment came as a lamp in great darkness. 

; Failing to find any connection between the American 
Germans accused o f  being Hitlerites, and the Silver Shirt 

fl. organization which swiftly sprang to national proportions 
jf overnight— because, forsooth there never was the slightest 
t hook-up, financially or any other way, excepting as Chief 

Pelley chanced to know socially many pro-Hitlerites— Judah
0 then took the stand that diatribes in Jewish publications
1 should dispose o f this obnoxious menace to its progressive 
program in American alfairs.

|{ But such diatribes missed fire. People who did not know 
. Pelley and had never heard o f the Silver Legion were curi- 
, ous to learn what had made so many Hebrews “ all hot and 

bothered” . They began writing to the Silver Shirt Head­
quarters and asking for literature.

Instead of rebuking Pelley and assenting in the Hebrew 
contention that he was Public Enemy Number One, they 
grasped with avowed shock that what Pelley had to tell them 
was exactly what they had wanted to know ever since the 
mysterious “ depression”  started, and the first real support to 
the Silver Legion program came in.

Judah thereupon sat up and took notice.

Something had to be done to get 
Pelley squelched before too many Gen­
tiles became awakened and the Jew;s o f 
America found themselves in the same 
plight as the Jews o f Germany.

Tolerance meetings— so-called—  
began to be held all over the land. 
Catholics were aroused by scurrilous re­
ports that the Silver Shirts were mere­
ly successors to the bankrupt Ku Klux. 

But the Catholics began to find out that young men o f their 
faith had not the slightest difficulty in getting into Silver 
Legion councils, providing they could qualify as sterling 
American patriots, sincere in defending the debauched Con­
stitution. So Judah evolved what it considered a more prac­
tical scheme for dealing with the Silver “ menace”  . .

This scheme consisted in nothing more, nor less, than 
sending Jews into Silver Shirt meetings, or in the vicinity 
where Silver Shirt meetings were to be held, and taking 
names and addresses o f such Gentiles as were recognized. 
Wherever, and whenever, a Gentile was identified who owed 
money to a Jewish bank, or had a household mortgage 
owned by a Jewish loan-shark, or even in some reported 
cases, a suit on his back which had been bought on credit 
from  a Jewish firm, he was adroitly informed that if he per­
sisted in evincing interest in these nefarious and seditious 
Silver Shirts he would either be foreclosed upon, or end up 
in jail as an enemy o f the President’s.

Some o f the Jewish reasonings in this regard were truly 
comic had they been less tragic to the intimidated Gentile.

But the effect o f this strong-arm policy was exactly what 
any but a Jew might have anticipated. Americans have a 
constitutional dislike for being told what they cannot do, 
as witness the erstwhile Prohibition Law. T o save their
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businesses from imminent calamity at the hands o f Jews, 
they did cease proselyting for the Silver Legion openly. But 
the whole brilliant scheme o f the Jews for sand-bagging 
America away from any attention to Silver Shirts really sent 
them under cover in their assemblings and discussings o f the 
Protocol problem.

No matter what Judah has done to date to crush the Sil­
ver Shirts out o f existence, she has contrived to make them 
stronger and sturdier than ever. And so violent has been the 
rage of individual Silver Shirts at times, over the arrogance 
and insolence in this regard, of this alien people— who came 
into the United States four million strong while America 
was sending the finest o f her sons to fight a Rothschild-Jew­
ish war in Flanders— that Chief Pelley has had to expel cer­
tain members from the national organization to keep them 
from starting what might easily develop into a wholesale 
pogrom all over the nation.

BUJ. power-drunk Judah has taken no warnings from all
of it— none whatsoever. She still thinks that the way to 

stop this “ Hitlerism” — as she calls it— in the United States 
is to go about censoring freedom of speech and the press, 
appointing bigger and more dynamic quantities o f Jews to 
official positions, thrusting Finkelsteins and Rosenblatts and 
Apfelbaums down Gentile throats, wasting the public mon­
eys in pro-Jewish congressional investigations, shoveling out 
the blither about the Jews being the world’s aristocrats from 
printed page, radio broadcaster, and movie screen, and seem­
ingly doing every last thing she should not do to get herself 
favorably popularized.

And all that Silver Legion officials had to do was to sit 
back and let Judah do the Silver Shirt recruiting work.

So now Judah is desperate at a situation o f her own mak­
ing which has grossly misfired, which she can not control, 
and which bids fair to rise in a vast tidal wave and engulf 
her.

Threats o f using the United States Department o f Jus­
tice to investigate the Silver Shirt organization only bring 
an indignant laugh to those who know the facts: that the D e­
partment o f Justice agents are quite welcome at Silver Shirt 
headquarters, that Pelley and his staff will cheerfully take 
them anywhere and show them anything— excepting a roster 
of the organization which purposely does not exist— that 
Pelley and his staff will even go so far as to buy them their 
lunch and that they do not need to skulk around back doors 
and come sliding down waterspouts at the behest o f the 
American Jewish Committee, such procedures being rather 
undignified and unnecessary, if the truth should be told.

Threats to deny Silver Shirt publications the United 
States mails also mean nothing but a passing annoyance, in- 
as-much as the Silver Shirt organization is now so big that it 
can quite well contrive to distribute its publications without 
any assistance from the post-office whatsoever— in fact, it has 
made several changes in its publication plans with exactly 
that end in view, anticipating the early resignation o f Post­
master Jim Farley and the appointment o f James Warburg, 
for obvious reasons, in his place.

'M 'O , T H E R E  is really very little which Judah can do to
^ the Silver Shirts excepting to kill Pelley as a leader o f 

all the fuss and excitement, if that could only be contrived

without precipitating reprisals from  hundreds o f ferven 
cohorts o f  the Chief. But as Pelley seems to be uncannil 
wise in the movements and decisions o f Judah, that,too,migb 
backfire equally fatally on certain specific individuals ia 
Jewry who would seem to have most to gain by his demise

Judah, brought to book by the cool steady pouring out oi 
irrefutable arguments which the Silver Shirt publication 
have been printing and broadcasting over the past ten months 
consisting o f statements o f facts admitted or boasted of b] 
Jews themselves, is now fairly beside herself with rage.

O f what good is it to perfect a well-nigh bomb-proo' 
control over press, radio, and movie screen to serve her ii 
such a crisis, to gnash and foam at Hitler four thousand mile 
away, to fill every important office in the Washington gov 
ernment with appointees named Finkelstein, Rosenblatt an 
Apfelbaum— and then to let an ex-scenario writer out of 
New York flat, head up a movement that draws in thousand 
o f sane, intelligent, level-headed, Americans from Portlanc 
Maine, to San Diego, California, and watch it snowball int 
numbers that threaten to push the Finkelsteins, Rosenblatt 
and Apfelbaums into the North Atlantic?

Yes, Judah is desperate. Such things simply cannot hap 
pen— at least in Jewish psychology. Is this not a Land of th 
Free for those who have plenty o f money to loan, and Gen 
tiles to borrow it? Are not Sam Untermyer and Steve Wis 
on the job? What is wrong that something doesn’t happen t 
this man Pelley, who by all the laws o f Jewish reason should 
have been laughed out o f court or cast into durance vile loq 
weeks in the past?

Yet all that Judah can contrive to do is line up member 
o f B’nai B’rith along cigar counters and take names o f Gen 
tiles coming into back rooms to hear Silver Shirt speakers, c 
wob up Silver Rangers and cast them in the faces o f street- 
corner news agents fifty years old!

W hy doesn’t someone sue this Pelley, or these Silve; 
Shirts, for something? Judah sued Ford and got away with 
it. O f course, these are not the times o f the Ford suit. And 
besides, Ford didn’t have the men at his back that are onl\ 
being held in check by Pelley by main force as he tries to dt 
a statesmanlike job with Jew, as well as Gentile, while a 
the same time not letting up for one moment in telling Gen 
tiles exactly what they should know as to Judah’s self-con­
fessed plans and purposes.

''JpH EN  again there is always the chance that too mucl 
personal persecution o f Pelley will make exactly the 

martyr out o f him that thousands o f Silver Shirts are achinp 
to see happen— to turn the whole country Silver Shirts and 
effect certain badly needed reforms in the structure o f thf 
Washington government, giving that government back to 
the electorate.

But canny old Judah still has some cards up her sleeve 
She can circulate with all the publicity weapons at he 

command absolutely false and fabricated statements abou 
what Silver Shirt speakers are telling their crowds. As a las 
resort she can even dress up certain rowdies in Silver Shirt 
and send them out to attempt depredations against the live 
o f public men— to make the country think that Silver Shirt 
were responsible and bring them to disgrace.

But suppose those, too, misfire?
What o f Judah then?
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Anti-Fascist Faction Deals 
in Blatherskite Falsehood . .

O R  IN S T A N C E , out in Los Angeles, a 
manifestly Jewish faction terming it­
self the Anti-Fascist Action, has swung 
into action indeed by issuing a dynamic 
monograph privately circulated all over 
that city, contained in a blue cover on 
which are the arresting words—

H ow  Pogroms Are Organized by 
the Silver Shirts!

W e want every Silver Shirt, and 
every sterling American citizen o f the 
Christian faith in the nation, to know 

exactly the methods by which Judah operates to achieve its 
ends when there is no remedy available but acknowledging 
the guilt with which her own spokesmen charge her. There­
fore we offer in the follow ing pages a reprint o f  the contents 
of this enlightening monograph.

There are a little better than six closely typed pages o f 
mimeographed material in the first communication which 
has come into the hands o f Silver Shirts from  the Anti- 
Fascist Action. And it reads as follow s:—

POGROMS on a nation-wide scale, incited by translations from 
Hitler publications, weird “religious” ceremonies in which anti- 

Semetic “sermons” play a large part, and mob wrangling by adept 
and experienced agitators—all with the pogrom either openly an­
nounced or skilfully suggested, form the skeleton of all Silver Shirt 
Meetings.

“The headquarters of this American brand of Hitlerism is in the 
I.O.O.F. Hall, Santa Monica and Oxford Avenues. Here, every 
Sunday night, a meeting open to the public is held.

“The size and appearance of the audience is a matter to surprise 
those who visit here for the first time. It is composed of well dressed 
apparently intelligent, middle class Americans. The hall is usually 
crowded.

“The sermon is a clever compound of demagogic patriotism, vin­
dictive Jew-baiting and Hitler “economics”, seasoned with a plenti­
ful dose of pseudo-revolutionary agitation.

“At the meeting held Sunday, January 7th, the speaker—a form­
er Socialist Party organizer with a profound knowledge of mob 
psychology—emitted a lengthy tirade which included such state­
ments as that the present milk strike had been caused by low wages, 
for which the Jews were responsible, and that the strike had been 
started by the same Jews. ‘The surprising thing is that the low 
wages and the strike were caused by the same people—the identical 
people—the same Jews.’ After a somewhat lengthy ‘explanation’ of 
this point the speaker then proceeded to say that any member of the 
Silver Shirts who applied for a job at the Sheriff’s office the next day 
would be given a job, and deputized.

“At this meeting, as at all others, the audience was fed such 
‘facts’, mixed with highly inflammatory rant about ‘bloody slaughter’, 
‘deadly fighting’, ‘merciless killing’ and constant references to ‘the 
day’. This speaker also advised his audience: ‘Do not call every Jew 
you meet ‘a damned kyke’—be patient, stand solid—and await the 
day.’

“The audience was then told that the lights would be turned out

for five minutes during which time they were told to ‘think of what 
you will do when the day arrives.’

“Five minutes of silence is like eternity under these conditions.
“Literature, some of which is translated directly from Hitler 

publications, and reprinted in Britain, is sold in quantities as is the 
newspaper edited by ‘the Master’ of his band.

urpO CHECK the effect of this ceremony on the members of the 
Silver Shirts, and the audience, we had a series of conversa­

tions with those present. Some of the statements made by them are 
difficult to believe unless one has actually heard them made. One 
member of the organization whose confidence the interviewer secured, 
was asked: ‘Will you boys really put over a revolution?’ He replied, 
‘You bet we will, and when we do I’ll sure kill a couple of Jews 
myself.’

“Another, when asked if he owned a weapon said: ‘Of course; 
we all have arms. Ask any of the boys.’ The interviewer did ask 
five, all of whom CLAIMED to possess arms. All were firm in the 
belief that ‘the Jews’ were responsible for the present economic plight 
of the country and that prosperity would never return until after 
‘the day’.

“No one of intelligence who attends these meetings will come 
away with the idea that this is a laughing matter. That it is not re­
ceiving the attention it deserves is due to the same psychology that 
prevailed in Germany during the early days of Hitler. There, as 
here, the whole procedure seemed so fantastic that no one could con­
ceive of its eventual success. Germans now admit that had they 
taken Hitler seriously, earlier in his career, he could have been easily 
checkmated. That he was dangerous, was not realized until he had 
consolidated his forces. Then it was too late.

“The Silver Shirts enjoy the same advantage of public indiffer­
ence in America, for the same reason. This is a mistake. The 
growth of the organization should be fought every inch of the way. 
It is skilfully organized, apparently well financed and boasts that 
it is in direct touch with Hitler, whom it contends is ‘the greatest 
man Europe ever produced’. To stop this movement after it has 
recruited formidable strength will be impossible.

“It is also a mistake to believe that it is entirely a dues-collecting 
racket. Anyone who says he hasn’t the money for membership will 
be admitted without charge. The quantity of literature circulated, 
and the quality of paper used, indicates extensive financial backing.

“ npHE speaker’s announcement that any member of the Silver
A Shirts who applied for work at the Sheriff’s office would be 

given a job, and deputized, was one that Anti-Fascist Action consid­
ered worthy of notice. Whether true or not, it promised to be an 
effective means of recruiting memberships. Even a remote chance 
of employment, under today’s conditions, would attract hordes of 
the unemployed.

“We did not believe then, and do not believe now, that the 
speaker had been authorized to make such an announcement—at least, 
not by any responsible person in the Sheriff’s office. Still, if a few 
Silver Shirts were employed there by some minor official, the damage 
would be done. Silver Shirt organizers would capitalize on the con­
dition. It was through such means that the Klu Klux Klan suc­
ceeded in attracting a large part of its membership at the height of 
its success. Some small cities, and even entire countries, found them­
selves at the mercy of the Klan.

“With these facts in mind, A n ti -F a s c is t  A c t i o n  immediately began 
a campaign to do two things:

Prevent the employment of Silver Shirts as deputies—
Discredit the organization by publicizing the fact that its speak­

ers were offering jobs they could not deliver.
“We secured volunteer workers; put them on the telephone with 

instructions to call every influential person in Los Angeles and relate 
the details of the incident. We also called a meeting in a downtown 
cafeteria for the same night, for reasons to be explained later.

“The phone messages missed fire in some cases. \ few thought 
them a political trick to discredit the Sheriff, although we stressed the 
fact that what we wanted to do was to stop the employment of 
Silver Shirts, and to discredit them by proving their promises of em­
ployment a fraud. We were under fire from two sides—the Sheriff’s 
friends thought we were ‘gunning’ for them and his enemies insisted 
that wre were trying to ‘cover up’ for him. We did not then, and 
do not now, believe he had any knowledge of the case. Our worst 
suspicion was that some minor official might have made arrangement 
for employing our enemies.

“We took advantage of this incident to demonstrate that any fu­
ture effort to promote the growth of such organizations at public ex­
pense would meet with irresistible opposition. Frankly—we fell 
short of that mark. We were amazed to learn that among a large 
part of the Jewish population there was no interest in the matter. 
Apathy and indifference were the rule rather than the exception. 
Proportionately, Gentiles reacted with more energy and determina­
tion.

unpHE meeting called that night was expected to do two things 
—reinforce the telephone campaign and be a means of publi­

cizing the fact that the Silver Shirts had been discredited; also to 
furnish volunteer workers for similar campaigns in the future if the 
need arose. One hundred and fifty reservations were made by 
phone, thirty people attended. Of those practically all were already 
engaged in some kind of anti-Hitler activity. Delegates promised 
from other organizations were not present.

“To add to our difficulties the newspaper refused to print one 
line about the matter. We needed wide publicity of the fact that 
no Silver Shirts were being hired—to completely discredit the Silver 
Shirt Organizers. One man who was a city editor of a Los Angeles 
newspaper for years told us—‘You can’t get a line in about anti­
fascist activities, unless you can get some heavy advertisers to bear 
down on the advertising manager. The gag is on that news, though 
it oueht to be front page.’

“This interesting insight into the working of metropolitan press 
came as something of a surprise, and should be of interest to those 
of our supporters who are unfamiliar with the subject.

“To sum up then we secured one victory and scored three failures.
“We effectively blocked any possibility of the Silver Shirts getting 

a foothold in the Sheriff’s office.
“We failed to publicize the unreliability of Silver Shirt organ­

izers’ statements.
“We failed to set up voluntary machinery for such work in the 

future, some of which awaits this machinery now.
“These failures were partly due to lack of funds. We could 

not resort to newspaper advertising, or the radio, either of which 
would have been effective.

“ "I TTE KNOW that in the very near future there will be cause
’’ * for another campaign on a similar issue. How are we going 

to deal with it?
“We are stretching our resources now to keep Silver Shirt meet­

ings under observation, to ‘plant’ members in their ranks, to gather 
their literature and plan an organization that will combat it success­
fully.

“We have studied and analyzed their methods, compared them 
to Hitler’s and find that there is no difference. In securing mem­
bers, for instance, both organizations have drawn heavily from the 
middle class—both have used the same bait for the small merchant— 
the promise to eliminate Jewish competition for the shopkeeper—by 
pogroms. Here, as in Germany, the little merchant believes these 
promises.

“Conversations with members of these Hitler organizations have 
been recorded. Some progress has been made in unearthing the un­

savory past of a few of the leaders. Facts are beginning to come tc 
light which indicate the possibility of criminal persecution of some of 
the leaders involved.

“Other activities in which we are now engaged are:
“Furnishing speakers to clubs and other assemblies to combat the 

spread of Hitlerite ideas.
“We have available first person stories from all German concen­

tration camps in which names of victims and tormentors, occupations 
and political parties which have felt the iron rod of Hitler’s Storm 
Troops. This material would keep every Hitlerite on the defensive 
if circulated in sufficient quantities.

“Factual material proving the sad economic fate of the middle 
class business man in Germany is also in course of preparation. This 
should be circulated as an insurance against the penetration of this 
class by Hitler’s agents in America. There is no better argument 
for the American than—‘It has been tried, and it hasn’t worked.’

“Above everything else we should assume the offensive as quick­
ly as possible, over a broad front. In propaganda battles, as in war, 
the first army in the field has the greatest advantage. At present, 
Hitler’s agents have the field to themselves, and their means seem 
to be ample.

“To date we have carried on our work on a shoe-string, with 
volunteers, a large number of which are Gentiles. At one stage 
we could and did lean heavily on the radical organization of the 
American League Against War and Fascism, united them into a 
group with common interests and common aims. Since that organi­
zation came into the field we have acted upon the advice of oui 
liberals and conservatives, and separated the forces completely. Hav­
ing completed this separation we were surprised to find that these 
liberal and conservative gentlemen who demanded the separation so 
noisily were utterly indifferent to the practical problem of how we 
were to continue to function. Our files literally bulge with their 
offers of sympathy, advice, encouragement and approval, but they 
remain deaf to our suggestion that they share some of the labor and 
expense. The organizations that urged this course have offered 
neither to share the work nor divide the expense; the individuals 
whose assistance has taken a practical form are scarcely more num­
erous.
«T TNDER these circumstances, the work we are doing will have to 

be discontinued soon. We know of no other organization will­
ing or capable of taking over this work. We do not say that other 
organizations are not working. They are—sincerely and capably, 
but along different lines, lines that we have studiously avoided dupli­
cating wherever possible.

“The possibility of our continuing beyond February first lies in 
our finding new support. If that is done we can go on, otherwise 
we cannot.

“Our income is now, and has been since we started three months 
ago, smaller than our expense—although that has averaged less than 
$50 per month. That amount has kept up an office, phone, telegrams, 
meeting places, literature and paid for other activities.

“We have raised during that time about $500.00 for the aid of 
victims of German Fascism, which has been forwarded to France.

“We don’t feel that any hysterical emotional appeal for funds! 
should be made. Our work is valuable, necessary and not duplicated 
elsewhere. If there is no possibility of securing enough money to 
continue it by this plain statement of fact to those who have the 
most to gain by its continuance, it will have to cease.

“If, among the hundred men to whom we send this appeal, there 
are any who feel that our work should continue, and they are capable 
of contributing, or securing contributions to a monthly fund to keep 
Anti-Fascist Action alive, we suggest that they communicate with us 
without delay.”

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Did Benjamin Franklin
Say this about the Hebrews?

T  the beginning o f  the Civil W ar many 
copies o f  the Private Diary o f  Charles 
Pinckney, o f  South Carolina, were to 
be found in that State.

Pinckney was one o f  the framers 
o f the Constitution o f the United 
States, and published his Diary for pri­
vate distribution among his friends un­
der the title: Chit-Chat Around the 
Table During Intermission.

By special order o f  Gen. W illiam
T. Sherman, very nearly all o f  the fine 

private libraries— the finest in the United States up to 1861 
5 —were destroyed, and among the rare books sacrificed was 

Charles Pinckney’s Diary.
Among the few copies extant is one given by M r. Pinck­

ney to his daughter, who married Etheldred Hays, and with 
him emigrated to the recently opened land o f  the Creek 
Indians in 1817, in the extreme part o f  southwest Georgia. 
It is from this copy that the follow ing extract has been taken. 

Says Mr. Pinckney:—

F )R . BEN JAM IN  F R A N K L IN , a venerable figure, 
weighed down by years and wisdom, leaned one hand 

on his staff, the other on the table and said: “ I fu lly  agree 
with General Washington that we must safeguard this young 
nation, as yet in its swaddling clothes, from  the insidious in­
fluence and impenetration o f  the Continental religions which 
pauperize and degrade all countries and peoples over whom 
they hold sway. But there is a greater menace to these 
United States o f America than the strictly Roman, because 
a large number o f our citizens are descended from  the men 
and women persecuted by that church, and they and their 
descendants will never forget nor cease to abhor.

“ This greater menace, gentlemen, is the Jew!
“ In whatever country Jews have settled in any great 

numbers they have lowered its moral tone; have depreciated 
its commercial integrity; have segregated themselves; have 
not assimilated; have sneered at, and tried to undermine, 
the Christian religion upon which this nation is founded, by 
objecting to its restrictions; have built up a State within a 
State, and when opposed have tried to strangle that country 
to death financially, as in the case o f  Spain and Portugal.

“ J^OR over seventeen hundred years the Jews have been 
bewailing their sad fate in that they have been exiled 

from their homeland, as they call Palestine. But, gentle­
men, did the civilized world today give them Palestine in 
fee-simple, they would at once find some cogent reason for  
not returning. W hy? Because they are vampires, and vam­
pires do not live upon vampires. They cannot five among

themselves only. They must subsist on Christians, and other 
peoples not o f  their race.

“ I f  you do not exclude them from the United States in 
this Constitution, in less than two hundred years they will 
have swarmed here in such great numbers that they will 
dominate and devour the land, and change our form o f gov­
ernment for which we Americans have shed our blood, given 
our lives, our substance, jeopardized our liberty, and put 
into it our best thoughts.

“ I f  you do not exclude them, in less than two hundred 
years our descendants will be working in the fields to furnish 
them sustenance, while they will be in the counting houses, 
rubbing their hands gleefully.

“ /  warn you, gentlemen, that if you do not exclude the 
Jews for all time, your children's children will curse you 
in your graves!

JEW S, gentlemen, are Asiatics. Let them be born where 
they will, or how many generations they are away from 

Asia, and they will never be otherwise. Their ideas do not 
conform to an American’s, even though they live among us 
ten generations. A  leopard cannot change its spots. Jews 
are Asiatics, are a menace to this country if permitted en­
trance, and should be excluded by this Constitution!”

Such is Benjamin Franklin’s reliably reputed version and 
opinion o f a question which now vexes 1 15,000,000 Gentile 
Christians, beset on every hand by exactly the same horde.

“ W e were greatly surprised,”  comments Pinckney, “ at 
the words o f Dr. Franklin, more especially as there were 
then only about five hundred o f the creatures (Jews) in the 
country.”

Buckets of White-Wash for 
the Walls of Zion . . .

J1 in Los Angeles on January 17th ap­
peared the new and revitalized Silver 
Ranger, the Silver Shirt newspaper 
first published out o f Oklahoma City, 
Okla.

This transfer to the Pacific Coast 
was made for two reasons. First, the 
furious pace with which Silver Legion 
work was expanding in California com­
manded an organ befitting the terri­
tory. Second, mailing papers out o f 
Oklahoma City was rapidly becoming 

impractical owing to the appalling loss o f copies mailed 
through the Oklahoma City post-office. Just who was specif­
ically responsible for this last, L iberation does not purport 
to say.

The stern stark fact remains, however, that fully sixty 
per cent o f the Silver Rangers mailed out o f Oklahoma 
City failed week upon week to arrive at their destination and 
had to be supplied over again by other means wherever pos­
sible. T he Ranger could not stand a loss so costly.

The time seems to have gone past, apparently, when the 
United States mails are as sacrosanct from mischievous in­
terference as our fathers boasted. But then, when our 
fathers boasted about the sanctity o f the United States mails, 
this country and government was under the political control 
o f its Christian citizenry, not under the control of the a f­
filiates of The American Civil Liberties Union.

Obviously, in the case o f the Rangers mailed from Okla­
homa City, it would only be necessary to flip a thumbnail un­
der the bundle wrappers and make a small tear sufficient to 
render the city or town o f destination illegible. Then it 
would be permissible to throw these bundles in the sacks 
going to Washington as “ nixes” , so-called by post office em­
ployees.

Whether this was done or not, in Oklahoma City or else­
where, is not as yet charged. The fact remains that sixty 
percent of T he Ranger’s mail circulation had to be supplied 
all over again in specific issues. Silver Shirts can only draw 
their own conclusions. The publishers o f T he Ranger did 
so, and located the paper in the 8-page, five column format, 
in Los Angeles.

rJ~'HE H E B R E W S of Oklahoma City, we understand, are 
crowing over the “ expelling”  o f the Silver Shirts from 

the State because o f this removal. Meetings held by Silver 
Shirt representatives were attended by the appropriate and 
expected representatives o f Jewry and names and identities 
o f  Gentiles taken down on busy scratch-pads, for individual 
intimidation the following day or week.

So annoying did this practice become that public meetings

under Silver Shirt auspices were discontinued. Whereupon 
those Oklahoma City newspapers that were under the fi­
nancial or advertising control o f local Jewry, took to publish­
ing sneering editorials entitled: “ What Has Become o f the 
Silver Shirts?”

W ell, since the question has appeared to worry them so 
mightily, let them be officially advised.

This time-worn and typically Judan expedient, the only 
expedient which Judah has at its command, has by no means 
crushed or demolished Silver Legion activity in Oklahoma 
City, any more than it crushes or demolishes the spread of 
Silver Shirt activity in other places.

It has simply driven Silver Shirt promotion. for the mo­
ment, underground!

g E C A U S E  a Gentile may owe a loan to a Jewish bank di­
rectorate, or a Jewish loan company may hold a mort­

gage on his house, or a Jewish clothier may have sold him 
the suit on his back for a dollar down and a dollar a week, 
it by no means follows that he is entirely happy at having 
Judah dictate to him what meetings he shall attend, what 
speakers he shall hear, or what they may utter as their dis­
courses.

The average Gentile still perseveres in the illusion that 
this is a free country, and that the somewhat nebulous Con­
stitution still gives him the right o f free speech and lawful 
public assembly. I f  meetings in the interests o f his race, 
his religion, and his aforesaid Constitution, are to be attended 
by Jewish pencil-pushers busy at census-taking for personal 
attention in these matters the following day or week, and 
duress be brought to bear against him for thus exercising his 
rights when they seem inimical to Jewry, he is going to hold 
his meetings in secret where no Jews can penetrate, and all 
hell cannot stop him.

It stands to reason, further, that the necessity for so 
doing is going to make him about seven times as angry 
against Judah as he may have been when he walked into an 
open forum of Silver Shirts to listen to what its speakers 
might have to tell him.

It is quite all right with the Chief and his staff, that the 
Jews fondly imagine they have “ expelled”  the Silver Shirts 
from Oklahoma City.

What has really happened is, they have forced the Silver 
Shirt meetings to take place in quarters and under auspices 
where by no possible chance can any pencil-pushing Jewish 
census-takers attend them and learn what subsequently pro­
gresses.

So Oklahoma City is another glaring example o f how 
Judah blunders in its methods to its own worst interests.

cannot do otherwise than snoop around, find out who goes 
to Silver Shirt meetings, and in what ways they can be fi­
nancially heckled in consequence. The answer is, for Silver 
Shirts to gather as quietly and unostentatiously as possible in 
neighborhood knots and groups in their own homes, drawing 
as many unenlightened patriotic Christians as possible into 
these circles, so long as a man’s house continues to hold any 
semblance to a private castle.

We Christians gathered once in catacombs. The mighty 
power of Rome was forever blasted when we finally came 
forth. It should be no real inconvenience to assemble for 
purposes of similar fraternizing and Gentile enlightenment 
by the privacy of our own hearthstones.

Ways will be found for getting to such groups a per­
sonal message from the Chief, o f  which no Hebrew can 
know. Let the Public Despoiler live in his manufactured 
illusion of “ victory” , that by the power o f  the Gentile dol­
lar he has broken the back o f social resistance to his program.

The day will come when thousands of these Gentile 
doors will be suddenly .thrown open, and a horde will appear 
of which Judah suspects nothing until the moment comes for  
effectively cleaning Christian America o f an increasingly de­
tested Zionist politbureau!

jy jE A N W H IL E , converts to Silver Shirt principles, al­
ready ensconced in rostrums, are standing forth and 

answering thunderously whether or not there is a need in 
the United States for the Silver Shirts.

Out in St. Paul’s Presbyterian Church in Los Angeles, 
the Rev. Dr. G. A. Briegleb had the splendid courage to de- 
tlare himself publicly on the Silver Shirts from  his pulpit 
j>n the Sabbath Evening o f January 14, 1934.

This valiant clergyman, whom Judah will probably use 
every means in its power to try to discipline, preached a bril­
liant sermon on Silver Shirt principles— according to reports 
which have come to headquarters— full o f  anecdotes, among 
which the following is pertinent . .

He stated that he recently found himself talking to a 
CWA employee who said that he was “ waiting for orders 
from the Great White Father at Washington” . Dr. Brieg­
leb said that as he finished, a Silver Shirt in his congregation 
Stepped up to him and asked if he knew that “ the Great 
White Father at Washington”  was being almost wholly ad­
vised by Jews. Then, he said, the Silver Shirt went on to 
explain to him the Jewish Plan as outlined in The Protocols. 
He said he then made it his business to get a copy o f  The 
Protocols and The World Crash as published by The Britons 
in London, and he cited quotations from  the latter. A fter 
telling the foregoing, Dr. Briegleb left it up to his congrega­
tion to form their own conclusions as to the authenticity o f 
The Protocols.

DR BRIEGLEB followed the above with mention o f  the 
Silver Shirts and the Silver Legion, and praised Chief 

Pelley highly. H e wound this up by saying that we do need 
in organization like the Silver Shirts, and that if the name is

not Silver Shirts it will be something else, but that such an 
organization we must have, as the country is undermined 
with Communism. H e said that Communists are responsible 
for most o f the strikes that are going on at present, and men­
tioned in particular the current milk strike in Los Angeles as 
being an outcome o f  Communistic activities.

Dr. Briegleb told o f being asked by a Hollywood motion 
picture executive if the public really wanted decent pictures 
and when he said “ Yes, indeed!”  he was told that Little 
Women was playing to empty houses. Dr. Briegleb was then 
invited to come and see the picture and four passes were re­
served for him. Wanting a fifth ticket, the pastor said he 
had to pay $1.65 for it, remarking that it was thereby small 
wonder that the house was not filled.

Incidentally, Little Women in point o f attendance has 
proved to be one o f  the big hits o f  the year. Theaters in 
Washington, D . C., were so crowded where it was shown, 
that it had to be held over at Keith’s a second week. The 
Hebrews simply ask the public to take their word for it, that 
decent pictures do not pay. Box office records in the matter 
o f  this particular film at least, give them the lie to their faces.

In speaking o f the Silver Shirt organization, Dr. Brieg­
leb said that it should avoid two dangers: not to put it on the 
same basis as the KKK, as that was not a “ fair”  organiza­
tion, characterized as it was by prejudice and lack o f balance; 
and second, to be careful that its leaders are not after mere 
political preference.

But, according to the Silver Shirt doing the reporting o f 
the sermon, Dr. Briegleb definitely put his O. K. on the 
Silver Shirts and on their leader, M r. Pelley.

This church happens to be one of the largest and most 
prominent Protestant congregations in Los Angeles!

g P E A K IN G  o f Los Angeles, H ollywood, and picturedom, 
^  the West Coast film colony is “ all hot and bothered”  be­
cause N R A  Deputy Commissioner Sol Rosenblatt is coming 
to the West Coast as President Roosevelt’s purported repre­
sentative to straighten out, by imperial ukase, most o f the 
troubles o f the film colony under the politbureau code.

Deputy Administrator Rosenblatt issued an interview in 
Washington just before leaving for the Coast wrhich left 
H ollyw ood film officials gasping and disquieted. T he H ol­
lywood Reporter, the daily newspaper o f filmdom, in an­
nouncing the arriving o f this sterling American, declared: 
“ Full realization is coming that film executives now have a 
brand new boss whose activities are going to extend far be­
yond the purposes o f the N R A , even to the possibility o f pic­
ture and personal censorship. At least, Administrator Rosen­
blatt feels that they will. In the interview as published in 
The Washington Times, Rosenblatt said that the code gave 
him power to inquire into H ollyw ood’s morals as well as its 
ethics. H e was quoted further as follows:

“  ‘ I hope to devise a feasible plan whereby all responsi­
ble organizations interested in the welfare o f the motion pic­
ture industry will have a voice and be an advisory factor in 
production. That includes, o f course, such organizations as 
the Federal Council o f Churches and the International Fed­
eration o f  Catholic Alumni.’ ”

So these N R A  codes give administrators with names like 
Rosenblatt the power to inquire into morals as well as ethics?
