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“Hear ye my Words; say to the Multitudes: Rejoice and be glad, lift up your Hearts, lift up
your Faces, for presently unknown to you the Glory cometh in!”
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The Mystery of the Civil War
and Lincoln’s Death

'V'HIS IS the week in which we cele-

brate the birthday of the Great
Emancipator. We look back on him,
from these troublous times on which
the nation has fallen, as the human epit-
ome of a colossal spiritual issue: that
human slavery— the owning of live hu-
men beings— is against the moral laws
of Cosmos. We venerate him for his
tact, his judgment, his diplomacy, his
courage, his patience. But not one man
in a thousand is aware that the same
social antagonists which we are called
upon to fight today, he had to battle
also, and lost his life in doing so!

There are pages of history recount-
ing the truer causes of the Civil War
which are never permitted between the
covers of school books.

Although The Silver Shirts are one
year old this month, and much could
be written reminiscently concerning
the meteoric growth of this aggressive
American organization, it is better
to speak a word of tribute in this issue
to the memory of the Great Emanci-
pator in terms of real understanding
of that which he confronted.

In the year 1876, Bismarck the
Iron Chancellor, who should have
known better than any other man alive
in Europe what he was talking about,
revealed to a German named Conrad
Siem the “inside information” as to
why the American Republic had been

rent asunder, immersed in a bath of
blood and debt, and nearly brought to
chaos. This German published the rev-
elation (“La Vieille France”, N-216,
March, 1921) but to the rank and file
of the American people it might as well
never have been uttered.

Bismarck said:

“The division of the United States
into two federations of equal force,
was decided upon long before the act-
ual outbreak of the Civil War, by the
High Financial Powers of Europe.

“These bankers (Jewish) were
afraid that the United States, if they
remained in one block and in one na-
tion, would attain to economic and fi-
nancial independence, which would up-
set their financial domination over the
world.

“The voice of the Rothschilds pre-
dominated. They foresaw much booty
if they could substitute two feeble de-
mocracies, indebted to the Jewish fi-
nanciers, to the vigorous Republic, con-
fident and self-providing.

“Therefore they started their em-
issaries out in order to exploit the ques-
tion of slavery and thus to dig an abyss
between the two parts of the Republic.

uLincoln never suspected these un-
derground machinations!

“He was anti-slavist and he was
elected as such. But his character pre-
vented him from being the man of one
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party. When he had affairs in his hands, he perceived that
these sinister financiers of Europe, the Rothschilds, wished
to make him the executor of their designs. They made the
rupture between the North and South imminent.

“But Lincoln read their plots and soon understood that
the South was not the country’s worst foe, but these Jewish
financiers.

“He did not confide his apprehensions; he watched the
gestures of The Hidden Hand. He did not wish to expose
publicly the questions which would disconcert the masses.

“He decided to eliminate the international Jewish bank-
ers by establishing a system of loans, allowing the States to
borrow directly from the people, without intermediary.

“He did not study financial questions, but his robust
good sense revealed to him that the source of any wealth re-
sides in the work and economy of the nation. He opposed
emissions through the international financiers.

“He obtained from Congress the right to borrow from
the people by selling to it the bonds of the States. The local
banks were only too glad to help such a system, and the gov-
ernment and the nation escaped the plots of the foreign fin-
anciers. They understood at once that the United States
would escape their grip.

“The death of Lincoln was decided upon! Nothing was
easier than to find a fanatic to strike.

“The death of Lincoln was a disaster for Christendom.
There was no man in the United States big enough to wear
his shoes. And Israel went anew to grab the riches of the
world.

“1 fear that Jewish banks with their craftiness and tor-
tuous tricks will entirely control the exuberant riches of
America, and use it to systematically corrupt modern civil-
ization.

“The Jews will not hesitate to plunge the whole of
Christendom into wars and chaos, in order that ‘the earth
should become the inheritance of Israel’.”

~H U S Bismarck, who knew the game of the Jews, spoke

in 1876. According to Bismarck, the awful Civil War in
America was fomented by a Jewish Conspiracy, and Abra-
ham Lincoln, the hero and national saint of the United
States, was killed by the same Hidden Hand which killed
six Romanov czars, ten kings, and scores of ministers only to
bleed their nations.

David A. Wells says that the total cost of the Civil War
was $8,165,000,000. If this sum had been used to compen-
sate the Southerners for the liberation of their slaves, there
would have been no war. But the sinister influences sponsor-
ed by the Rothschild millions wished the enslavement of the
New World. To find agitators to promote the spiritual issues
on both sides was not difficult, anymore than it is difficult to
find dupes who will quite innocently make serious issues out
of the Depression and the Jewish NRA of the current move-
ment. Therefore the Union army had 385,245 killed and
wounded and at least 100,000 were Killed in the Confeder-
ate Army.

One of the chief plotters bringing about the Secession
on obvious orders from Europe was one Judah P. Benjamin,
who later became Secretary of State for the South. Is it not
suggestive that we find a Jew in this significant ‘position in a
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group of States working for the disruption of the Union?

Meanwhile the Invisible Government of the Jews i
Europe was persuading Napoleon 111 that he would glorifi
his scepter by restoring Louisiana to France and by creating
a new empire to be composed of Mexico and our Souther
States welded into one. The Rothschilds persuaded publ:
opinion of England and France that the propitious momer
had arrived to recover the losses caused by the Crimean War

All of this is history which never gets into the school!
books!

Lionel Rothschild’s “straw men” revived the doctrine o
Pan-Britainism— led by Pan-Judaism— and “ persuaded|
some of the statesmen most domesticated by Lionel that tj
North could be returned to its former state of a Britisl
Colony, or be annexed to Canada.

So in May, 1861, England and the other powers recogi
nized the Confederates as belligerents.

EDW IN Emerson, in his The 1<)th Century and Af-
ter, page 287, declares: “Lincoln found his foreign re
lations unsatisfactory. England and France were in the nail
ill-disposed toward the North. Southern privateering receiv-
ed their assent. In October news came that a combined Engi
lish, French, and Spanish fleet was preparing to movi
against Mexico for the purpose of collecting defaulted debtfl
The Russian Czar, however, declined Napoleon’s invitatioii
to join the league.”

W hy have not students of history made it their business
to determine why there was all this sudden and mysterioui
animosity toward the North in countries abroad? Such ani-
mosities do not happen by chance, they are always manu-
factured.

Emerson knew nothing about the reputed activities a
James Rothschild in Paris at the time, or Lionel Rothschilc
in London.

The envoys accredited and sent by the Confederates {
England and France, having been seized by Captain Wilke
of the United States Navy, Lord Russell— personal frienc
of Lionel Rothschild— was the man who drafted a preemp
tory ultimatum, and Secretary of State Seward released thent

The situation was almost identical, in a way, with t
case of the seizure of Trotsky and Lincoln Steffens by te*
British at Halifax while they were on their way with Jacob3

Pressure brought to bear on the countries from which the]
traveled swiftly secured their releases. 3

Anyhow, this policy of Lord Russell’'s drew England in®
to a quasi-partnership with the South. 1
jJUNGLISH, French and Spanish warships landed teir-

forces at Vera Cruz in 1862. Since June 5, 1863,
French General Bazaine had occupied the capital of Mexicol
On May 28, 1864, Napoleon’s nominee for the head of thgc
new empire, Maximilian, landed in Mexico.

The Rothschilds, having huge plans as to the Unite«
States, made a preliminary loan to Maximilian of 201,500) "
000 francs through a subordinate London banker! '

Meanwhile the Confederate army understood that it
situation was desperate: “Hood saw his men breaking at dl
points.”
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The Confederate States were eleven in number. Texas
and Louisiana were two of them. The Confederacy was gov-
emed by a written Constitution with limited powers. It was
establsined in 1861 for the principal purpose of defending
tre asserted right of the 11 constituent States to secede from
tre Union of the 34 States, or from the 23 States of the
North.

The power to bargain away two of their number was not
anong the powers granted to the Confederate States, either
with or without the consent of the two. But the alternative
wes to lose all, or to save the other nine States by perhaps
tre temporary sacrifice of two of the original eleven. The
hatred of the Southerners was so inflamed by the Invisible
Government’s agents that it was decided to appeal to Napo-
leon He accepted the bargain, and the author of the plot—
‘re Jew Disraeli— assured the support of England, over-ex-
ated by the Alabama incident, exaggerated by the Roths-
:hild agents.

Numerous “ historians” have written the history of the
Gvil War, but none have dared to reveal the truth, which
sers to be practically ignored by the historians of the Unit-
id States.

JN 1863 the Confederate States offered Louisiana and Tex-
a to Napoleon 111 in exchange for his intervention with
Frech troops against the North. The French troops were
tiready occupying the capital of Mexico.
The danger was great indeed. It taxed even the genius
>f Lincoln, and the skill and patriotism of General Grant's
seroes could not have withstood such a combination.

But the United States had its most faithful admirers in
he Czars of Russial For a long time they had contemplated
he liberation of the serfs, but were checked by the then ram-
st Prussianism and by the landowners.

It was Czar Alexander’s magnanimous act of emancipa-
ion of the Russian serfs by his imperial decree of February
9, 1861, which greatly influenced the similar movement
lere in the United States. Some 47,000,000 souls in Russia
vere freed. Jewish propagandists who have painted a con-
istertly scurrilous picture of the czars and czardom for
Anerican gullibles, have never called attention to the fact
het thousands of peasants were discontented and rebellious
tsuch freedom and the troops often had to interfere. If
nyone doubts this, read Rambaud’s History of Russia.

The same objective, which by the Czar was obtained by a
troke of his pen, required in our Republic an ocean of blood
nd billions of treasure.

On the same February 19, 1861, the newly inaugurated
'rovisional President Jefferson Davis, named his cabinet.

Is it any wonder that the furious Jews, balked in their

Thus the Confederates had
some idea of recovering the bait after it had served its pur-
pose.

As the Polish revolt of 1863 embittered the Franco-Rus-
sian and Franco-Prussian relations, France’'s yoke was not
feared as being of long duration by the southerners. They
were ready to face any sacrifice to avenge themselves upon
the supporters of Lincoln. Both sides entirely ignored that
they were the dupes of an alien hidden hand and inflamed
by agents like Judah P. Benjamin.

Looking back with perspective on history, and knowing
what we do about the activities of Jews in world crises so
potent with power to themselves, it is not difficult to under-
stand why and how Judah P. Benjamin, a Jew, should
strangely have been placed in the office of directing the Con-
federacy’s foreign relations.

Mr. J. Callan O’Laughlin in his interesting book Imper-
ial America, stated as former Assistant Secretary of State:
“ Russia was astonished when American public opinion sup-
ported the cause of Japan during the war between those em-
pires in 1904-05. It was a rude awakening from the dream
of American gratitude, based upon her action in making a
naval demonstration at New York and San Francisco at the
most critical period of the Civil War.”

Unfortunately, most Russians who might feel a still
greater sense of shock at the ingratitude of the American peo-
ple in recognizing the Jewish bolsheviki, are in their graves!

Nations, like individuals, cannot avoid unpaid debts of
karma, however. The United States must pay back the obli-
gation incurred when the Russian Czar preserved for us the
American Union.

Abraham Lincoln himself would be the first to have it so.
