TH E time has come to stir the souls o f men and- fire their 

minds to thinking and acting! Nothing is wrong with 
America but the aliens who are debauching her. I f  that 
debauchery continues through another winter, the complete 
ruination of this nation may be realized.

On the 31st of last January, the men responsible for 
The Silver L egion— colloquially known throughout the 
country as T he Silver Shirts— made the American people 
a promise.

They have said as with one voice: “This secret ruination 
of America must stop! W e will see that it does stop! We

have had ample evidence presented to us that a great foreign 
cabal has secured a stranglehold upon our beloved United 
States. We have no further faith in the promises made us 
that Relief and Prosperity are just around the corner. It has 
been demonstrated to us that the men and women organized 
to bring back prosperity to this nation are not of our faith, 
not of our blood nor the blood of our forebears. They are 
men and women known to be associates or sympathizers with 
anarchists and syndicalists, communists and rioters. They 
affect to give us a plan of recovery. But it is recovery by 
destruction and prosperity by bondage—a deeper and deeper 
financial bondage that puts us in thrall to a great racial mon- 
ey-bund. We have seen through this Colossus of Chicane. 
We realize that agents and instruments of Gargantuan cor­
ruption are everywhere dictating our policies of State. It 
may be only a matter of months before our institutions are 
ordered from us utterly, when the secret police and the 
lethal firing squad may be in possession of our Christian in­
stitutions, using them satanically to eliminate our leaders and 
force us into serfdom like the Russians before us. W e mean 
to take hack America from  the aliens who are wrecking her! 
We shall do it by methods of law and order, but make 
no mistake, we propose to do it! The law-abiding forces of 
the United States are with us. Men high in official govern­
ment, uncorrupted by the Beast of Foreign Satanism, are 
with us. United States Army officers—the loyal breed of a 
former generation—are with us. Secret agents of the State 
Department and the Military know that we are gathering to 
uphold their hands, to preserve our Constitution, to make 
the Christian religion a vital force in this prostituted country,
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to create a Great Renaissance of Patriotic Honesty in this 
nation and see to it that government of the people, for the 
people, and by the people does not perish from the earth!”

n P H E S E  are not principles uttered in anger. There is no 
fanaticism, no rancor, no rage in these assertions. They 

are the declarations of honest men who have clean boys and 
girls growing to maturity, who have brains and initiative, 
who have recognized that nothing ails their country but the 
aliens who have been debauching her, who know that the 
nation can right itself and the blessings of Divine Providence 
shine again on the American people if the looters and plot­
ters, the anarchists and debauchers, are driven from her soil.

It is a tocsin of militant Christian faith and uncontami­
nated Idealism that is sounding. And men have waited for 
it long.

God Almighty has never yet denied the American people 
leaders when events of the times demanded their appearance.

The moment for a great remedial gesture has come!

The Christian Silver Shirts, villified by the subversive 
elements among us, pooh-poohed by those who have racial 
axes to grind and who affect to call this their land and have 
its interests at heart while secretly setting up a nation within 
a nation, are now making the bold high bid for public en­
dorsement and national support.

Something is happening on the sky-bound reaches of the 
American southwest!

Just as the “gale” comes out of the north and the east, 
so does the seething sunlight of a Pure Faith shine through 
the curdling storm clouds from the West and the South.

The Silver Rangers are assembling, stirrup to stirrup! 
Have you a horse and will you ride in line?

FOR six months a far-flung educational campaign has 
been carried on throughout America. Men from the 

highest positions to the lowest have been apprized of the na­
ture of the enemy within our gates. Secretly they have of­
fered themselves.

“Give us action!” has been their tocsin.
In September the Chief of the Silver L egion left 

southern Headquarters of the organization, a staff about 
him, their faces turned westward.

As they moved toward The Last Frontier, loyal Ameri­
cans enroute met them by appointment, opened homes and 
pocketbooks, augmented the numbers of those who were re- 
splendently called to do a Great Task.

|H E S E  are the days when the Hebrews 
of the nation are foaming at the mouth. 
F renziedly  they are calling on any 
sort of public official whom they think 
w ill listen, to do something drastic to 
halt the growing power of T h e  Silver 
Shirts before they become a menace 
to the safety and longevity of the Jew­
ish race in N orth  America.

T h e  latest blast of invective and 
fearsome misrepresentation is printed 
in T h e  J ewish C hronicle , which 

circulates among the Hebrews of the American southwest out 
of Oklahoma City.

In  its September issue it belches forth  editorially, insult­
ing the plans and purposes of T h e  Silver L egion, villify- 
ing its Chief, printing insolent and scathing remarks about 

^d ie  “defunct” Ku Klux Klan, and generally demanding that 
j^fcnething be done against T h e  Silver Shirts by the fed- 

eR l go^Phm ent because T he  L egion emphatically does not 
;^ ree  with the plans of the Jewish-controlled Brain Trust 
for bringing about recovery.

In  all of which the Jews are running true to form.
N aturally they would  call upon a Jewish-dominated ad­

ministration to take up its federal cudgels in their behalf. 
W hy else did Jews, one day as a race, the next day as a re­
ligion, and the th ird  day as a nation, manipulate to get pre­
ponderant influence behind the Powers that Be in W ashing­
ton?

But in all this Jewish fanfare against Silver Shirts, 
there are one or two bets that the Jewish press misses.

I t  makes the colossal blunder of assuming that the whole 
nation, official and unofficial, is heartily in accord with the 
international plans of Zionism, that agitation against this 
Jewish-dominated administration is strictly a Silver Shirt 
rancor, that no one is aware of what Hebrewism is contriving, 
excepting Pelley and his Staff, that little remains to be done 
but to suppress T he  Silver L egion and America will then 
continue to be quite its former haven for all the riffraff and 
racial scum of Europe serving the purposes of international 
Zionists.

I t is a tragic blunder and Jewry may live to rue it.

TH E  FACTS of the matter are that Pelley and his men 
are an exceeding small factor in this wave of anti- 

Semitism that is arising in this nation. No movement is 
launched, to immediately acquire followers and adherents 
by the thousand, unless it epitomizes and crystallizes a natural 
disgruntlement that has been clamoring for public expression 
over a period of time.

The pernicious plottings of international Jewry to work

for certain racial objectives in this nation, really came to the 
attention of men high in our State D epartm ent at or about 
the time of the Boer W ar. Strangely enough, the investi­
gations began through— or because of— G reat Britain.

I t  is not generally known that the British Government at 
the turn  of the century took puzzled note of the fact that 
in the Jameson Raid which precipitated the Boer W ar, cer­
tain American engineers were riding with Jameson. At the 
same time an equally strange animosity against England, and 
a pro-Boer sentiment, seemed to manifest itself in the Am er­
ican Congress.

Great Britain— at that time preponderantly English as a 
government instead of preponderantly Jewish as at present 
— determined to find out why such sympathy for the Boers 
existed to manifest in the American Capital. O ut of that 
determination began a sweeping investigation into the rami­
fications of international Jewry.

T he claim was advanced that the American engineer, 
John H ays Ham m ond rode in the Jamieson Raid and as it 
was alleged that Ham m ond was in the employ of the Amer­
ican Guggenheims, the investigation started there.

Certain of Britain’s cleverest Gentile espionage agents 
were gathered in from the Orient and told to run down the 
whole Jewish cabal— entire. This research led them all over 
the world. And a great secret-service literature began to 
build up, as to what the Hebrews were after and how they 
expected to accomplish it.

The activities of these men soon intrigued the interest 
of their brethren in the American State Department. The 
Jewish interests behind the world war accentuated the atten­
tion of the latter American espionage forces.

Soon it was determined that it was not the Germans who 
were starting and espousing the war, but a set of powerful 
Jews working out the plans of international Zionism through 
the opportunities of hostilities for advancing their interests 
politically and financially.

FO R YEARS a great mass of data has been building up 
in departments of State, both here and abroad, disclosing 

the ramifications of international Jewry all over the earth. 
This data is as colossal as it is now damning.
The secret service departments of our government, 

agents of the Department of Justice, investigators employed 
by the various senatorial and congressional committees, have 
compiled compendiums of so-called “secrets” so exhaustive 
and staggering that even the Washington government at the 
present time is divided into two camps: those who are supine­
ly pro-Jewish and, those who are savagely anti-Semitic— 
those w'ho serve the internationalists in their advance to pow­
er, and those who know how deadly pernicious are the activi­
ties and encroachments of certain cliques of Jews upon politi-
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cal and commercial tranquillity wherever they may locate, 
because of the revolutionary activities the anti-Semitic in­
vestigators have been called upon, time and again, to run to 
earth.

The Jews of the United States seem to be taking it for 
granted that all Gentiles are fools, that no one knows the 
nature or extent of their international plottings, schemings, 
and connivings but themselves, that because they have se­
cured powerful representation behind a current political ad­
ministration they are sitting in a place where they can either 
emasculate or demolish any agitation unfavorable to them as 
a race and treat the mass of evidence against them as though 
it did not exist.

They seem to forget that for a score of years the finest 
crack investigators in Uncle Sam's employ have been closely 
on their trails, and there is scarcely a political, commercial, 
or financial move which has been made anywhere in the 
western hemisphere that is not fu lly  known and extensively 
reported on!

Does any sort of political unrest start to manifest any­
where in the Americas? Immediately that certain names are 
mentioned, the whole diablerie becomes clear, who is behind 
it, into exactly what banking houses or Jewish groups re­
sponsibility for it can be traced.

These crack investigators for Uncle Sam have built up 
their own opinions about the innocence or culpability of Jews 
in modern international happenings. They have, in their re­
ports to their chiefs, again and again expressed themselves 
as to the ultimate fate of the American nation in the event 
that these mischiefs are not made known to our Gentile pop­
ulation quickly.

Of course reports made to these chiefs in the various 
departments of State are inviolate to Uncle Sam—in a man­
ner of speaking. But the information once lodged in a man’s 
head cannot be forgotten. America is generously supplied 
with researchers who over the past twenty years have been 
active in tracing down Jewish plottings and contrivings, and 
when these men talk they have something to say.

And they do talk! Especially are they talking— at least 
to their intimates—in these times of imminent peril to this 
whole Christian nation. Moreover, sometimes their patriot­
ism exceeds what they consider their responsibilities to those 
who gave them their sleuthing commissions. They may not 
divulge State Department secrets, but it is transgressing no 
law to indicate to other patriots where they can go to get 
exactly the same information which in their line of duty they 
have passed to Uncle Sam.

IN T H E  face of these facts there are times when it seems 
as though the Hebrew people were the most stupid people 

on the Almighty’s footstool. It is not exaggerating to say 
that there has probably not been 3 percent of Jewish plotting 
and maneuvering, of any nature, harmless or pernicious, 
which has gone on in this American nation, or anywhere in 
the three Americas in the past 20 years, that has not been 
minutely known almost at once to Uncle Sam’s sleuths.

I f  the Hebrews dreamed of the mountainous pile of evi­
dence that exists against them, from the highest to the low­
est, their exodus from America—in a panic of fear at re­
prisals—would be almost a rout.

I t is in Uncle Sam’s great patriotic sleuthing forces— 
men who have proven they cannot be bribed, bought, or in­
timidated— that the wholesome Gentile elements of this 
nation truly have their greatest bulwark, if the latter could 
only know it.

Furthermore, scores of those investigators have kept a 
record of the information turned in to Uncle Sam, and in 
the event that certain incriminating documents are later 
found not to be in the public archives, it can be accurately 
determined exactly what expensive reports the Hebrews may 
have contrived to emasculate or destroy, and exactly what 
information they have thus thought of sufficient truth and 
consequence to get out of the way, that it may not arise at 
a later date to damn them.

W ell may the Hebrews tremble at the rise of T he Sil­
ver Shirts to power, for if the time ever comes that they 
in turn control the destinies of this nation, American Jewry 
can take what consolation it can out of the promise that these 
carded reports will be brought from the archives and the 
whole stupendous and sordid story be spread for an entire 
nation to assimilate as it can.

W H E N  the nation’s Hebrew editors therefore froth at 
the lips, and hysterically implore the agents of State 

to suppress T he Silver Shirts for the “ incalculable harm” 
they may be doing to an “innocent people” they are putting 
themselves in the ironical position of perhaps appealing to 
certain individuals who are even more hostile and rancorous 
to Jewry than the outside revelators of Jewry’s pernicious 
elements.

It is giving away no secrets of State to declare that pred­
atory Jewry has more vindictive enemies in Washington City, 
and the ranks of officialdom, than anywhere represented by 
the expanding Silver L egion. T he L egion is only in­
terested in the Jewish question clinically. The scores of men 
in Washington who know in their own offices of what cer­
tain phases of Jewry are doing to our government and Chris­
tian institutions, have their own crows to pick with Zionists 
— from personal rancors incurred while running down the 
plots of the schemers from Hudson’s Bay to Peru. They 
are not pretty birds, and the consensus of these men in Wash­
ington, uttered in many instances to Pelley personally, has 
been: “Thank God you’ve got enough courage and resource 
to go ahead and show them up! Don’t be alarmed by their 
threats. W e’ll hold this end of the line and see that noth­
ing serious is allowed to develop here. You do your stuff 
and we’ll thus catch the scoundrels between a cross-fire.”

I f  the nation's Hebrews knew actually how many Silver 
Shirts there were, and where they were, we wonder i f  they 
would be so audacious as to think that they are hoodwinking 
as many American Gentiles as they assume?

It is quiet support of the Legion in the privacy of the 
official and function that puts Judah at a disadvantage and 
hastens the day when the American people as a nation will 
learn the true designation of those whom they have to thank 
for most of their sufferings.

Whom the gods would destroy they first make mad. 
Let the Judan lion roar. It saves a lot of brush-beating 

to find out exactly where he is stalking.
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Are You Revolutionary-Minded 
through Jewish Entertainment?

A T T E R IN G  against the citadel of 
American mentality are siege-troops 
armed for would-be victory.

Their weapons of attack are brand­
ished with skill and weathered by com­
bat.

These siege-troops intend to win to 
their objective at the earliest possible 
moment, before the din of their bat­
tering-irons can be detected or their 
onslaughts routed.

Masters of strategy and field tac­
tics have directed their efforts, but the purpose to be achieved 
has yet to be recognized by the rank and file of an entertain­
ment-hungry public.

One Henry Wadsworth Longfellow Dana has been 
brash enough to explain the Communistic Plan of Mind Con­
quest in terms of producing the pre-revolutionary psychology 
in this nation.

“How is this to be accomplished?” asks the student of 
Professor Dana.

“Easily enough,” responds the professor-grandson of the 
revered poet, Longfellow. “Give me an audience of com­
munists, atheists, militant socialists, and world revolution­
ists, and I will prove that progress has already been made in 
creating a mind receptive to the ‘coming revolution’ in 
America.”

TH E  A U D IEN C E assembles in motley array at the Com­
munity Church of John Haynes Holmes in New York 

City, and Henry Wadsworth Longfellow Dana takes the 
platform. H e feels at home with an audience of radicals 
and frankly says so. Their response to his informality in 
speaking as a seasoned veteran of left-wing agitation is 
spontaneous and gives an elation to his utterance. Clearly 
he outlines the facts:—

“If  we should go into the office of an American Gentile 
business man and attempt to discuss communism and social­
ism, we would be kicked off the premises. On the other hand, 
if we write a play, the tired business man will come to the 
theater and under the spell of appropriate music, the atmos­
phere of relaxation, the companionship of well-dressed peo­
ple, the artistry of international players, he will applaud the 
very points in the play which i f  put into practical application 
in the United States would wreck his business utterly and 
deny and destroy all rights o f private property.”

Professor Dana fluently enumerates the advantages, 
therefore, accruing to the United States through having in­
ternational players flock to the United States at the close of 
the war, at the time when Europe closed its theaters as being 
too poor to sustain them. H e convinces his fellow subver-

sionists that these international players have been able to in­
terpret the ideas of the revolutionaries with subtlety not 
yet achieved by so-called American actors.

“To have a drama written by a Russian and played by the 
combined understanding and polished acting of men and wo­
men from half-a-dozen or more countries is not unusual,” 
he avers.

I t  is recounted that i f  a  C o m m u n i s t  i s  t h r o w n  i n t o  j a i l ,  
he now spends his time writing a  play i n  p r e f e r e n c e  to  w r i t ­
ing a pamphlet or other agitational d a ta .

The theater business being by this time well-nigh a Jewish 
monopoly, it is of course not difficult to get such a play 
promptly put into production.

T) ROFESSOR DANA mentions a poet who lived through 
the French Revolution—manufactured by members of 

the Jewish Illuminati, by the way— to remark that “ the 
French Revolution existed in the minds of the people before 
it became a physical attainment.” H e added: “Ever in the 
pre-revolutionary days of Athens, Madrid, London, Paris, 
or Petrograd has there been in evidence the pre-revolution­
ary mind which exists i n  New Y o r k  C i t y  i n  t h i s  p e r i o d .”

In support of his assertion he reads from dramatic ad­
vertising pages the names of players appearing in the theaters 
of New York City and sketches rapidly the parts in each play 
which were designed to create the pre-revolutionary mind in 
the United States.

He is specific in assuring his “comrades” that it is not 
the very rich nor the very poor with whom he is concerned 
but with the professional groups—lawyers, doctors, clergy­
men, club women, social workers, business men— in short 
the intellectuals, the middle classes.

By constantly watching these plays, prejudices against 
revolution can be made to disappear. In  fact, some play­
wrights have been commissioned to produce plays with this 
thought foremost.

The Jew Eugene O’Neil, for instance, had been assigned 
the “ task” of writing plays which should bring blacks and 
whites together and reduce race prejudice among both actors 
and public. Lula Bell and other plays are cited to show how 
well this commission had been executed.

The minds of the people of this country were to be 
neutralized so that on the day of Uprising, they would not 
resist the attempts of revolutionists to overthrow the govern­
ment.

Time is then given for members of the audience to come 
forward to the platform and express their own concepts of 
world revolution and methods for its accomplishment.

Finally the gathering breaks into knots of people present­
ing every variety of subversive opinion. Some tarry for 
spirited discussion. Others pass noisily out of the building
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and are accosted by frenzied vendors of revolutionary litera­
ture. One voice calls out bitterly: “Down with the United 
States Government!”

Inside, pamphlets by Dr. Holmes are for sale, setting 
forth the theories he promulgates in sermons and lectures. 
He is not present to hear Prof. Dana, but Dr. Randall of 
Unity reputation presides in his absence. Dr. Holmes lives 
a busy life due to his activities in behalf of Palestine.

TNCIDENTALLY, he assists Dr. Henry F. W ard in the 
work of that avowedly Communistic organization, The 

American Civil Liberties Union. Dr. W ard is Protestant 
Methodism’s gift to the subversive forces, he being the 
guiding spirit of the Federal Council of Churches of Christ 
in America, an organization to promote radical thought in 
our Protestant Christian churches. Dr. Holmes also runs his 
own “church,” lectures on many subjects and even dares to 
hurl Philippics against the Unknown Soldier, still having the 
time to write for Jewish organs on such themes as Is Chris­
tianity Guilty?

In a series published in the National Jewish Ledger, May 
19, 1933, Dr. Holmes declares:—

“At the very start of Christianity, in other words, this 
new and wonderful religion was made synonymous with 
anti-Semitism. No words can exaggerate the tragedy of this 
historical accident nor its significance in the annals of our 
western civilization. The logic of orthodox Christianity is 
anti-Semitism. Just to the extent that Christians believe 
their own faith, they must hate and persecute the Jews. Only 
to the extent that they reject, or remain indifferent to, their 
own dogmas, can they be friendly to Israel.

“ I count it something more than a coincidence that the 
one country in the world today where the Jew is absolutely 
free of the age-old burden of persecution and prejudice, is 
that one country where the orthodox Christian church has 
been wiped out by the fiat of government.”

Of course in ail this pro-Jewish insult to Christianity and 
defense of Russia, Dr. Holmes makes no reference to the 
fact that this so-called enlightened “ Russian” government is 
about 90 percent Jewish, and that in all the repressive athe­
ism of which we have heard so much out of Russia, it has 
been the Greek Christian church which has suffered solely; 
no one has noted any molestation of any Jewish synagogues 
in Russia nor the suppression of their services!

TH IS effort to create the pre-revolutionary mind in the 
United States, therefore, runs the social gamut from 

the stage to the pulpit. But of course it is more “persecu­
tion” to call attention to the fact that at the bottom of all 
of these tragically subversive movements the Jew is the con­
trolling and dominating factor.

Particularly in the field of the moving picture, since that 
is essentially the Poor Man’s Drama, has this pernicious prac­
tice of creating the pre-revolutionary mind been followed.

Witness the line of films that have been put out lately 
by the “English” actor, George Arliss.

In Long Live the King he showed an American who de­
spised being king, who made facetious comment about the 
governmental structure and admired the rule of the pro­
letariat all through the photoplay, who jestingly pardoned 
an anarchist who had attempted his life, and who ab­

dicated his kingship as quickly as opportunity permitted.
In Voltaire we had more of it. The film opened with 

mobs running wild, sabotage, riot, illiterates begging for his 
pamphlets, no opportunity lost for creating a psychology of 
devastation for anything savoring of governmental dignity, 
officials attending to no other business but woman-chasing, 
a general preachment of dissatisfaction and disdain for all 
that lay outside proletarian rule.

The secret of this sort of bilge lies in the fact that kings 
of any sort stand as a buffer between predatory Hebrews 
or Jewish plans for world dominion, and the defenseless 
public. They must be ridiculed, held up to scorn, shown as 
wastrels and spendthrifts, parasites on the public. There 
never yet was a good and efficient king shown in Jewish- 
made motion pictures. And the reason again is obvious.

The Talmud preaches consistently that a state of society 
must exist “ in which no man shall say, I am better than you.”

TH E  AVERAGE person goes into a theater or a movie 
temple to relax, to be entertained. H is defenses are 

down, and the subversionists know it. Subtilely into his mind 
can be inculcated ideas that are scarcely ever recognized for 
the vicious things they are. H e receives them subconscious­
ly, intent on the dramatic story being played before his eyes. 
Hours, days, months later, he finds his psychology trending 
into avenues that are but the regurgitation of what he has 
been incessantly fed in his hours of recreation.

All of it is to “ jazz up” the layman mentally, to create 
an atmosphere of general dissatisfaction with matters as 
they are, to enforce on the auditor or spectator the fact that 
something is wrong which should be made right. It is never 
allowed to occur to him that perhaps things are quite all 
right as they stand, or would be quite all right, if self-seek­
ing racial plotters were not busily engaged in serving their 
own ends to the Gentile’s extermination.

Or take the recreational poison innoculated from stage 
or screen— as well as the sensational modern novel— anent 
the Gentile marital relationship. I t is carefully explained 
that ideas of probity, honesty, constancy, are old-fashioned. 
“Come on and be modern!” is the slogan dinned into a mil­
lion susceptible girlish ears. No one stops to ask themselves 
what this Modernism is, nor where it originates. The ques­
tion never arises as to why the necessity for Modernism at all.

The general public accepts that Modernism “just hap­
pens,” that it is the logical outgrowth of the times. But no 
one has explained just why “ the times” should suddenly 
produce lewdity, looseness, infidelity, easy divorce, free love, 
and other domestic debaucheries. Not to one person in ten 
thousand does it occur that perhaps Modernism is deliberate­
ly manufactured, that it has a deliberate purpose behind it, 
that if the Gentile domestic scene can be violated, the marital 
partners fed with a innocuous mess of “ freedom,” the Amer­
ican family can be abolished and an atmosphere of moral 
decay affect the rising generation, smashing its morale and 
corroding its essence.

AND W E Gentile Christians permit this sort of subver­
sion to go on unchecked, imagining that we can do noth­

ing about it, setting up a few silly Boards of Censorship here 
and there which quickly degenerate into paid satraps passing

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Peeking through Knot-holes 
in the Wailing W all..

EAR C H IE F ,” writes a ministerial 
Silver Shirt in a southern city, “your 
wire to come in for a conference was 
received this p. m., but it is impossible 
for me to leave here to get to you by 
Sunday. I have a very important meet­
ing in the church for Monday evening. 
It means the life of the church. The 
Jews, who hold $7,000 of an $8,650 
mortgage on the church, have been 
strongly insisting that we pay or else 
they would foreclose. This I must not 

allow. It is due to my actions that this has happened. I am 
supposed to be a member of the Silver Shirts of A merica 
and when it was passed along, they told me they would ruin 
me or the church.”

Take note of the above, you skeptical Gentiles who are 
so strong on tolerance for God’s Most Stupid People. Here 
is the “persecuted” tribe, the people who yelp and snivel so 
loudly when any attempt at repression of their pernicious 
activities is made, holding a mortgage on a Christian Church. 
But no activities of its pastor— to do what he thinks to be for 
the liberation of bonded America— is to be allowed, when 
the shoe is put on the other foot. Christians must not wail 
“Persecution! ” Christians must stand by and see their church 
foreclosed to a group of Jewish money-lenders because their 
pastor thinks along Silver L egion principles.

It is all quite kosher, and an indication of how much 
“tolerance” can be expected from a people who have been 
prating of nothing but tolerance for themselves since Titus 
ejected them all from Jerusalem.

If  they will not respect matters of religion, how much 
respect can we anticipate if they obtain an equal strangle­
hold on government?

Jews yammer and yelp that they are “persecuted” on ac­
count of their religion, that Christians “hate” Jews— as Dr. 
John Haynes Holmes crassly expresses it— because the very 
essence of Christianity is anti-Semitism. But who calls atten­
tion to the fact that down through the generations, the same 
above tactics have been the rule and not the exception when 
one lands in the hands of Israelite money-lenders who want 
the land kosher and no nonsense about it?

What is to be the result of this southern situation?
Certainly the Hebrews cannot be imbecilic enough to 

think that this pastor is going to retract his ideas about the 
Silver Shirts permanently because of the duress that is 
making him fight for the moment to hold his church edifice 
over his head?

Gentiles are not put together that way. This particular 
pastor may lose his church. But what of himself? The in­
stant the fiat is executed, and the church building taken from

'"THERE IS an old saying that “Freedom is

born of oppression.” Throttle mankind and 
the Spirit of the Race will sooner or later rise up 
to throw the tyrants from their place of power.

The Division o f Patriotic Probity, the ob­
jective of which is to halt all further diatribes 
against Christian institutions; to expose and drive 
forth every dishonest and corrupt public officer 
and every debaucher o f  the public probity; to 
act as a great reservoir of moral strength for 
honest public officials hindered or handicapped in 
the sworn discharge o f their duties; and to see 
that a new regime of public servants is elected to 
office who shall be pledged to the ideals of The 
Christ ahead of any party or clique.

III. The Division of Crime Erasement, whose 
function it shall be to actively combat the public 
enemies both without and within; to maintain 
the closest liaisons with the police and legitimate 
military authorities; to do emergency service in 
the interests o f law and order in time o f riot, 
mob rule or public tumult; to augment and up­
hold the hands o f all honest peace officers; and 
to see that police and judiciary fulfill their hon­
est functions effectively and without equivocation 
until the Christ Democracy is set up.

IV. The Division of Industrial Rehabilitation, 
whose duty it shall be to direct and sponsor cer­
tain practical expedients for correcting present 
abuses. These expedients, specific details of 
which may be found in the delineation of the 
Christ Democracy, are concerned with turning 
an unemployed and potentially lawless element 
into a body o f  constructive citizenry that shall 
work to stabilize our institutions; put legitimate 
capital into channels of trade; and emasculate 
those predatory elements who use strangulation
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of industry as an aggressive method for the ac­
complishment of mischievous objectives.

V. The Division o f Public Morals and Mercy, 
whose function it shall be to cooperate with, and 
to enforce efficiency and probity in the conduct 
of, charity projects, holding up to public odium 
all officials or other persons who privately profit 
from alms distribution in any form; to expose and 
emasculate great agencies of moral debauchery 
who subtly utilize the Stage, screen, radio, press, 
and pandering periodicals to keep the Christian 
element of this nation intimidated and without 
moral stamina.

A HUNDRED abortive “movements” to aid in 
x this national crisis have been started in the 
past three years, to fall by the wayside because 
their platforms were based on the assumption that 
this distress was but a passing episode in human 
life instead of the Great Armageddon designated 
by Divine Prophecy. Or their leaders have not 
known the true nature of the influence which they 
were challenging blindly.

This is no Children’s Crusade that is now 
swinging into reality. It is the open challenge of 
an organization of New Vigilantes that proposes 
to accomplish works under true leaders who have 
proven that they cannot be bought or debauched, 
and who are fully acquainted with the character 
and identity of the enemy whom they occust not 
only in the underworld but in the world of re­
spectability and abstruse finance.

It is a public gesture that has its caissons deep 
down in the bedrock o f the individual Christian 
conscience. As such it makes its bid for allegi­
ance.

TT SAYS to the prospective candidate; “Have 
A you reached that point in your personal affairs 
where you can no longer stand idly by and mere­
ly watch the debauchery of our children and the 
looting of the nation, unto your own fireside and 
pocketbook? ”

If you are a weakling, or given to compromise, 
sentimentality, and docile acquiescence to intimi­
dation, you are not wanted in The Silver Legion, 
which knows where it is going, and exactly what 
it proposes to accomplish.
