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The Spiritual Consciousness of man
is the manifestation of the Divine Spirit,
in his nature. With this understanding
the neophyte can begin to unfold his true
destiny - attunement with his higher na-
ture, He is ready to pass beyond the re-
gions of reason into the realm of real-
ization. When this state is reached he
does not need to think, he senses.

There are those in the world
who have attained this great realization,
and to them the eternal interests of the
soul are of higher value than the fleet-
ing interests of the mundane life, to
whom the gratification of the senses is
but like the thoughtless play of the
baby. To them, God and the love of God
form the highest and the only utility of
human exis fence.

Every soul is destined to be per-
fect, and every being in the end will
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attain the state of perfeetion. Whatever
we are now is the result of our acts
and thoughts 1in the past; and whatever
we shall be in the future, will be the
result of what we think and do now. But
this, the shaping of our destiny, does
not prelude our receiving help from out-
side; nay, in the vast majority of cases
such help is absolutely necessary. When
it comes, the higher possibilities of
the soul are awakened, spiritual life is
quickened, growth is anirated, and man
becomes holy and perfect in the end.

The quickening impulse cannot be
derived from books. The soul can only
receive dmpulses from another soul al=-
ready awakened, Ve may study books all
our life and becnome very intellectual,
but in the end, we find that we have not
developed spiritually. It is not true
that a high order of incellectual devel-
opment always goes hand in hand with a
proportionate development of the spirit=-
ual side in man. To quicken the spirit
the impulse must come from another soul.

The person from whose soul such im-
pulse comes is called the Guru, the
teacher, and the person to whom it comes
is called the Sishya, the student. To
convey such an impulse, to any soul, the
soul from which it proceeds must possess
the power of transmitting it. In the
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second place, the soul to which it is
transmitted must be prepared to receive
it. Such alone are the real teachers
and such are the real students, All
others are only playing with spirituale~
ity.

There is a danger that the receiving
soul may mistake momentary emotions for
real religious yearning. Many times in
our lives, somebody dies whom we love;
we receive a blow; we feel that the world
is slipping between our fingers, we want
something surer and higher, and we feel
the need for leaning on a higher power.
In a few days the feeling passes and we
are left just where we werc before. We
are all of us often mistaking such im=
pulses for a real thirst aiter truth,
So, whenever we are tempted to complain
of our search after the Truth that we
desire so much, proving vain, instead of
so complaining, our first duty ought to
be to look into our own souls, and find
whether the craving in the heart is real.

The conditions necessary for the
taught are purity, a real thirst for
knowledge, and perseverance. No impure
soul can be really religious. As to the
thirst after knowledge. It is an old law
that we all get whatever we want. None
of us can get anything other than what
we fix our hearts on,
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u The teacher can only give to the
disciple what the disciple has made him-
self ready for. The receptivity of the
neophyte is the only criterion of the
amount of knowledge the tecacher will
give. If you desire great knowledge hold
yourself in the mental state of con-
- sciousness which will make it possible
for this knowledge to come to you.

Spiritual realization is the most
.important objective we can work toward
-at the present time, Vhat you are de-
pends on what consciousness you hold.
Seek to realize the high, noble, beauti-
ful, harmonious and spiritual and you
will approach this consciousness.
