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PLANES OF FIEALING

A common mistake among most Spirit-
val Healers 1is that they use one method
for the treatment of all ills, This
limits them and is actually the reason
for their failure 1in healing many cases
which come to them for treatment.

There are four planes of man's be-
ing which should be considered in Spirit
val Healing: the physical, mental, psy-
chic, and spiritual planes. A symptom
may appear in the physical which hag its
cause in any one or more of these four
planes. The treating of symptoms alone
will not remove the cause. Whenr the
cause 1s not eliminated, even thougzh the
symptom has disappeared, the patient has
not been really healed for the same symp-
tom, or another may later appnear if the
cause is allowed to remain,

This large book 1is not written for
the healer alone but may be used for
self treatment as well, The beginning
student in the study of Spiritual Heal-
ing, may read FOUR PLANES OF HIEALING
and begin immediately to practice its
principles and heal the sick. All stu-
dents who wish to 1learn how to heal,
either themselves or others, should read
this book.
