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General Villa
With Aides, 1914
At the Peak of Their Power

PANCHO VILLA, the

glamorous bandit patriot of
Mexico, was born October 4,
1877 in the town of Rio
Grande, state of Durango, Mexico.
Little is known concerning the early
life of this remarkable man, but in
a recent biography the time of his
birth is given as being before sun-
rise. Pancho Villa was christened
Doroteo Arango which he later

Francisco ‘‘Pancho’’ Villa, because of his ad-
miration for a local bandit of that name. To
his adoring doradoes, Villa was never Fran-
cisco, captain, or general, but always just

Pancho.
“VIVA VILLA”

In Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer's recent picture,
“Viva Villa,” Mexico's beloved bad man rides
again. Although in many respects the picture
deviates from history, Wallace Beery's charac-
terization of the picturesque outlaw is probably
not far from accurate as regards personal tem-
perament and character. Villa was more than
a bandit. Driven to a life of brigandage by the
inhumanities of the peonage system of the
Diaz regime and the cruelty of the hacendadoes,
Villa grew up by a bitter code. He lived to
avenge and revenge.

In calculating Villa's chart we have consid-
ered 20° of Virgo to be the most likely Ascen-
dant. Charubel describes this degree as signi-
fying: One void of fear, living in the conscious-
ness of superior strength, ever on the alert and
defensive; a lionlike person. Villa's great love

for the common people is indicated
by Virgo, the sign of service, on
the Ascendant. For ten years
he battled for the rights of the
&5IR\ M\ Peons, avenging the evils done
7 to them, and laying the foun-
dation for the new era of
enlightenment in Mexico.
According to this chart,
Mars came up to an opposi-
tion of the Ascendant when
Villa was about eleven years
old, and at approximately the
same time the Moon conjuncted
the Ascendant. According to the
portrayal in the picture, Villa was
about this age when his father was
beaten to death.

HIS SISTER’'S ABDUCTION
Villa killed his first man when he

was twenty years old. A minor officer of the
Federal army abducted his sister. Villa pur-
sued them for nearly a week, forced the officer
to marry his sister, and to sign his own death
certificate. He then stood the man against a
wall and shot him. According to Naibod pro-
gressions, the aspects at this occurrence were as
follows: Mars opposition Mercury, Neptune
square Uranus, Venus square Mars, Uranus con-
junct the Ascendant. It will be noted that Mars
is the ruler of the 3rd house, signifying brothers
and sisters, and Venus in the 3rd house repre-
sents the sister. Both of these planets are in-
volved in the chain of evil directions.

After this episode, Villa fled to the hills. The
Federal Government gradually awakened to
the realization of Villa’s growing power and
contempt of authority. Ten thousand pesos were
offered for his capture, dead or alive. Villa's
outlaw years followed. He remained an anti-
social element in Mexican life for nearly fifteen
years. All during this time Uranus was progres-
sing through his first house, making a conjunc-
tion to the Ascendant at his first anti-social act.
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STARS MIRRORED HIS FRIENDSHIP FOR
MADERO

To hasten the overthrow of President Diaz,
who was favoring the cause of the aristocrats
and landowners, Villa cast his fortunes with
Francisco Madero. Madero was born on the
same day as Villa, October 4, but four years
earlier; thus the two men had their Suns in con-
junction. Madero's Jupiter was also conjunct
Villa’'s Ascendant, his Mars conjunct Villa's
Jupiter, his Venus conjunct Villa’'s Moon, and
his Neptune trine Villa's Jupiter and Uranus. It
seems that it was in the stars that these two
men should come together.

One of Villa’s most important battles after
he ceased to be a bandit and became a patriot,
was the capture of Juarez in May, 1911. At
this time his progressed Sun was trining Saturn,
his progressed Mars was opposing the Sun, and
his progressed Neptune was trining the Sun. On
September 16, 1916, Villa captured Chihuahua.
Madero had already been assassinated by
Huerta’'s soldiers. Villa's capture of Chihuahua
is regarded as his outstanding achievement in
military strategy. He proclaimed to the Federal
army some time in advance, the day he in-
tended to capture the city which was therefore
strongly reenforced. With a small group of
picked men in disguise, Villa entered the city
without being recognized, and the battle was
over before the Federal army had really a
chance to offer any organized resistance. At
this time Villa’s Ascendant was sextile Uranus,
Mercury was opposition Neptune, Sun sextile
the Ascendant and conjunct Venus, and his
Neptune was square Saturn. To a certain meas-
ure Villa was a man of destiny in Mexico. A
certain fatality attended his every action, and
it is common under such circumstances to find
the planet Neptune powerful and active.

HIS RETIREMENT AND DEATH

After the establishment of the Obregon gov-
ernment in Mexico, Villa retired to a consider-
able tract of land which had been granted him
by the government. He had also been pre-
sented with a considerable amount of farming
machinery and began an active agricultural life,
but he had lived by violence, and by violence
he died. While driving his automobile on July
20, 1923, he and his secretary and two body
guards were literally riddled with bullets by
persons unknown. Some believe his assassina-
tion was an act of revenge, others that it was
a political move. From the chart we would
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say that the latter was most likely. At the time
of his death, Villa’'s Ascendant had come to
an opposition of Neptune in the Eighth house,
Neptune to a square of the Ascendant, and the
Sun had come to a square of Uranus. Accord-
ing to the Ptolemaic method of progression, in
the year of Villa's death his progressed Mars
had reached 19:21 of Pisces, and therefore was
opposing his Ascendant.

The nativity of Villa is not that of just a
desperado. His Sun in the Ascendant bestowed
a powerful personality, and Mercury essentially
dignified in the first house a strong and acute
intellect, rendered somewhat fanatical by an
exaggerated sense of justice due to a square
from Jupiter. His cruelty arose largely from
ignorance. He fought “‘the only way he knew,”
but when General Scott of the United States
Army explained to him that the murder of pris-
oners was unethical in warfare, he ceased such
practices.

FOUGHT FOR POOR

The Sun in Libra gave Villa a high sense of
justice, and the combination of Virgo and
Libra indicates a strong and real desire to con-
tribute to the common good. In a conversation
with Frazier Hunt, Villa expressed his philoso-
phy in these words: “‘Poor, ignorant Mexico.
Until they have education, nothing much can
be done. I know. I was twenty-five before |
could sign my own name. | know what it is
to try to help people who cannot understand

what you are trying to do for them. I had a

A Guide
to the
Heavens

September’s Skies Bring Opportunity for Study of Antares.
While Hercules Circles Overhead

THE mightiest hero of old, was Hercules. It
is fitting, therefore, that his constellation in the
sky should be of vast extent. [t lies between
two of the smallest constellations, Corona Bor-
ealis, the Northern Crown, and Lyra, the Harp.
Vega, the conspicuous white star of first magni-
tude in Lyra, culminates directly overhead Sep-
tember 1, about 7:55 p.m.

Not so appropriate, it might seem at first
thought, that Hercules should contain no star of
first magnitude. Yet hold! Although barely
discernable to the unaided eye on an excep-
tionally clear night, in this constellation the tel-
escope discovers a tremendous system of giant
suns, each of far greater brilliancy than our
Sun, crowded together in a vast globular cluster.

Even with the most powerful telescope, our
Sun, at that distance, 35,000 light-years, would
be invisible. Yet more than 100,000 suns have
been counted in this great ball, each far enough
from its neighbor, even though they look crowd-
ed, that it may have a system of planets like our
own revolving around it.

Additional interest is given to this section of

the heavens, because it is toward a point on the
boundary between Hercules and Lyra, toward
which our Sun, with its family of planets, is
known to be speeding at the rate of twelve and
one-half miles a second.

Beginners in astrology sometimes erroneously
think of the precession of the equinoxes, by
which the zodiacal signs shift back through the
constellations at the rate of 30 degrees in about
2,160 years, as being due to our Sun moving in
an orbit. It is really due to a wabble of the
earth, and has no relation to any movement of
the Sun.

Hercules gained most renown by his twelve
great labors; one for each zodiacal sign. It need
occasion no surprise, therefore, that Labor Day
falls each year at the time the Sun has entered
the middle-decanate of the zodiacal sign ruling
labor. This Saturn-decanate of Virgo, pictured
in the heavens by Hercules, is occupied by the
Sun from September 3, to September 1 3.

If the festivities were to honor political per-
sonages, we should expect them to be observed
on Sunday. If they were to encourage art, we
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should expect Friday to be chosen. Thursday
would be more appropriate for the celebration
of attaining wealth.

In the St. George ver-
sion of the story, this monster, symbolizing that
greed for power which perverts truth, and
through deceit holds labor in unfair bondage,
was slain. i

entered this Hercules-decanate of the working
sign, and Mars comes conjunction with it here
on Armistice Day; which gives rise to the con-
jecture that Hercules will do some mighty
stamping before the present year is ended.

ANTARES — RIVAL OF MARS

We should not permit the procession of the
autumn sky to pass without some notice of an-
other giant, this time the most gigantic of all
the suns. One of the most beautiful and striking
constellations is Scorpio, in the evening now
well down toward the southwestern horizon.
And in the heart of this denizen of the desert
which has been transported to the sky, is An-
tares, so far as known the largest of the suns.

The word Antares means, rival of Mars; and
when Mars, as it sometimes does, passes in front
of the stars of this mighty constellation while
far from the earth and thus less brilliant than
usual, the fiery red color and brilliance of the
star make it difficult with the unaided eye to
determine which is the planet and which the
vastly more distant Sun.

Antares not only is a youthful giant, but the
largest yet discovered, having a diameter of
over 414,000,000 miles.

This means that if Antares were where our
Sun is, its surface would extend far beyond the
orbit of Mars. Mercury, Venus, Earth and Mars
all would lie beneath its surface. And, so dis-
tant is Antares from us, that its light, that we
now see of an evening, left the star on its jour-
ney over a century ago.

In the next issue of this column we will deal
with the question of astrological schools and
courses of instruction in this subject.
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C ONSIDERING the nat-
ural interest astrological
students have in the horo-
scope of their birth or resi-
dential city or town, it is
timely to call attention to one
important fact without which
the investigator of city incorpor-
ation horoscopes may be seriously
misled.

Referring back to my articles on San
Francisco, Los Angeles and Santa Barbara,
in the May and July issues, it will be seen that
no mention was made as to the source of the
incorporation data. It has always been my
practice to obtain this data direct from the par-
ticular city’s or town's local records. That this
course is wise will be clear from the following:

Some time ago, a student mailed to me a
long list of California cities’ and towns’ incor-
poration dates. With this list was submitted
the statement that all the dates were authentic,
because obtained directly from Sacramento
(California’s state capital) records. In checking
this list with the data from my own files, as ob-
tained from the city or town records, I found
(in so far as my list covered the towns the
student submitted) that invariably the dates
given him by Sacramento records are from
about five to ten days later than the dates fur-
nished by the cities or towns themselves.

Horoscopal comparisons of the two dates
were made for several towns, with the result
that both natal and directional evidence proved
decidedly in favor of the dates given by the
town as against those furnished by the State
Capitol. The cause of disagreement in the in-
corporation dates was then sought, and upon
inquiry directed to both Sacramento and the

cities, it was found that the dis-
parity is due to the difference in
date between the city’s reso-
lution of incorporation (the
true date), arising from the
vote thereon, and the date
of filing or recording of the
incorporation papers at the

State Capitol (the false

date).

For instance, Alhambra,
California, records show the
election was held on June 30,
1903. The canvass of the votes
by the Board of Supervisors was
on July 6, 1903, and the resolution

passed by them on that vote was filed in
Sacramento on July 11, 1903. Since the deter-
mining incorporation action was taken in Al-
hambra on July 6, 1903, this becomes the true
date, the recording made at the State Capitol on
July 11 being but incidental routine.

STATE CAPITOL RECORDS DIFFER

In the case of Riverside, California, the true
date is October 1, 1883, though the Sacramento
records show October 11, 1883. Oceanside’s
deciding action in incorporation, was on July
3, 1888, while the filing at Sacramento was on
July 12. Other towns show about the same
disparity. This is evidently due to local prepara-
tion of the application for incorporation, its
mail transmission to the State Capitol, and pos-
sibly some routine delay in the recording there.

It is therefore quite possible that those stu-
dents who have not obtained satisfactory re-
sults from incorporation charts, have not only
applied the date in the wrong way, but have
used the wrong date as well, through failure to
look into the foregoing facts.

To example the importance of distinguishing
the true date from the false date, refer now to
the accompanying horoscope of Oceanside as
computed for July 3, 1888, by the same method
briefly stated in the articles on San Francisco,

TWO powerful points dom-
inate astrological indications
of world conditions in Septem-
ber, as an approach is being
made to the opposition of Ju-
piter and Uranus on October
10, 1934.

But most of them were too
ignorant to understand my ideas. That is the
reason | quit fighting. [ kept fighting as long
as Carranza was in power, but now with Obre-
gon at the head, I'd be doing more harm than
good.

Los Angeles and Santa Barbara in the May and
July JOURNAL.

Here, as always, one of the most incontest-
able proofs is to be found by directing the horo-
scope. That there may be no quibble about the
planetary indicators of the event, let us take
as the directional event, the closing (Saturn) of
the National Bank (Leo) of Oceanside, on Feb-
ruary 9, 1933, as a result of the depression
(Saturn). But before directing the horoscope,
note that not only was Saturn in 6°271%’ Leo,
but that it was in the second (finance) house,
and also, that in accord with the writer's last
text®* Saturn rules the fifth (banks) of this
horoscope of Oceanside. It is thus clear, that
the direction for February 9, 1933, must be
taken to Saturn in 6°271%’ Leo.

DIRECTING THE HOROSCOPE

The arc of direction, as always, is the right
ascensional increment of the earth’s orbital mo-
tion as geocentrically measured by the Sun'’s ap-
parent progression in right ascension*¥, as fol-
lows:

It is not to be inferred that the geocentric
latitude of the town is to be used in computing
value (c¢) in all cases. But in this particular
event, the issue was Saturnine—fated by the
national depression, and hence beyond the
bank’s control. Therefore the geocentric lati-
tude is used .

It is interesting to note, that by the New
Rulership, Mars is the ruler of the second
(finance) house, and was in the fifth (banks),
disposed of by Saturn (depression, closing) in
the second. Further, Saturn was in close 75
degree aspect west of Mars, giving Saturn in
this aspect, a Jupiter-Neptune tone}.” Hence
the depression (Saturn) that caused the bank
(Leo) closing (Saturn) was the result of the
past or late (Saturn) financial (Jupiter) boom
or inflation (Neptune).

The Boss stars related to Saturn and Ocean-
side in this event are:

From this it is seen that the mean R.A. of the
two stars in 1933 was the R.A. of Saturn in
zodiac, and the R.A. of (y) was but 9’ east of
the “body’” position of Saturn—the bank
served the farm community to the east of the
town. The stars are respectively in the lati-
tude and five miles north of the town.

It may here be said that my own projected
(not progressed) Uranus, ruler of my second,
is 6°03’ Leo at Oceanside, and square to Saturn,
ruler of my ascendant, in 6°03’ Taurus. When
the Oceanside ascendant, directed to said
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Uranus and square to Saturn, a few months be-
fore the bank closed, under ascendant conjunc-
tion its Saturn is 6°27’ Leo, | withdrew my de-
posits (Saturn) in that bank and moved
(Uranus) to San Diego (Saturn), thus suffer-
ing no loss by the bank’s closing.

Now if the date furnished by Sacramento
(July 12, 1888) were used, Mars would still
rule the town’s second, but it would not be in
the fifth. Saturn would still rule the fifth and
be in the second, but there would be no direc-
tion to Saturn, nor to the writer's Saturn and
projected Uranus, to explain the foregoing. The
consistent direction would, in that case, have
passed some nine years earlier when the boom,
rather than the depression, was in making, and
when the writer was no nearer Oceanside than
his then research retreat in British Columbia.

The obvious lesson here is to be sure you
use the right incorporation date before you
criticise the efficacy of incorporation horo-
scopes, and before you rely on them in guiding
your local activities by your personal cross
aspects therewith.

J OHN DILLINGER, the notorious outlaw,
was born on Monday, June 22, 1903, at
Mooresville, Indiana; Lat.
