T h e  sa m e  
u n fin ish e d , u n k e p t,  r a g g e d  e d g e d  lo o k  th a t  w a s  
so  n o tic e a b le  a t  th e  J a m e s to w n  E x p o s i t io n  
se e m s b u t  a n  o u tc ro p p in g  o f  th e  c h ro n ic  s ta te  
in  w h ic h  w e  fo u n d  a b o u t  a ll  o f  V irg in ia  th a t  
w e  saw .

I  w a s  f re q u e n t ly  r e m in d e d  o f  M a ry  A . L iv ­
e rm o re ’s a u to b io g ra p h y , in  w h ic h  sh e  r e ­
la te s  h e r  e x p e r ie n c e  a s  te a c h e r  o n  a  fine 
s o u th e rn  p la n ta t io n  beifo re  th e  w a r1. A n d  
th e r e  w a s  th e  N e w  E n g la n d  a u n t  in  “ U n c le  
T o m ’s C a b in ,”  w h o  w e n t  d o w n  s o u th , a n d  
w a s  k e p t  b u s y  e x c la im in g  w i th  u p l if te d  h a n d s , 
“ H o w  shiftless!’’ I  k e p t  th in k in g  w h a t  a  
lovely la n d  i t  w o u ld  be , i f  o n ly  N e w  E n g la n d  
e n te rp r is e  w o u ld  s p re a d  a  b i t  f a s te r .

N o — w e  s a w  n o th in g  o f  th e  N e w  E n g la n d  
fa c to r ie s  d o w n  th e r e ,  a n d  th e i r  “ l i t t le  w h ite  
s la v e s .”  W e  h a d n ’t  t im e . B u t  if  I  had se e n  
th e m  m y  in s t in c t iv e  th o u g h t  w o u ld  p ro b a b ly  
h a v e  b e e n , “W h y  are th e s e  sp le n d id  s o u th e rn  
p e o p le  so  shiftless a s  to  le t  N e w  E n g la n d  
s h a rk s  g o b b le  t h e i r  c h i ld r e n ?  W h y  d o n ’t  th e y  
w a k e  u p  a n d  w ip e  th e m  out— a s N e w  E n g la n d  
d o e s  u n d e r  s im ila r  c o n d it io n s ? ’ ’

F o r ,  y o u  k n o w , I  d o n ’t  b e lie v e  in  la y in g  th e  
b la m e  f o r  e v ils  a n y w h e re  b u t  right on our­
selves. I n  th is  c a se  o f  s o u th e rn  c h ild  la b o r , 
w h a t  c h a n c e  w o u ld  a  fe w  n o r th e r n  c a p ita l is ts  
h a v e  a g a in s t  the votes o f  th e  Southerners? 
N o n e  a t  a ll.  I t  is  a  c a s e  w h e re  th e  S o u th  
must w a k e  u p  a n d  w ip e  o u t, o r  b e  f o r e v e r  e x ­
p lo ite d  a n d  e n s la v e d . A  l i t t le  Y a n k e e  e n te r ­
p r is e  is  a  b a d  th in g  fo r  th e  S o u th ,  b u t  a  g o o d  
b ig  d o se  o f  i t  w ill  c u re  a ll  h e r  i lls , f ro m  s la v ­
e ry  to  w e e d s  a n d  r a g g e d  ed g es .

I  w o n d e r  i f  c lim a te  can b e  a  b a r  to  p ro g re s s . 
T h e y  sa y — b u t  a ll o u r  g r e a t  s ta te s m e n  o f  th e  
p a s t  w e re  S o u th e rn e r s .  T h e y  ru le d  th e  N o r th .  
N o w  th e  N o r th  is  r u l in g  th e m . W il l  th e y  
w a k e  u p  a n d  t u r n  th e  ta b le s  a g a in ?  Can th ey , 
in  t h a t  c lim a te  ? H a s  th e  s tu r d y  E n g lis h  s to c k  
s la c k e d  u p  to  fit th e  w a r m e r  c lim e , a n d  m u s t  
i t  r e m a in  fo r e v e r  s la c k ?  M u s t  S o u th e rn e r s  
w h o  w o u ld  b e  u p  to  d a te , b e  o b lig e d  to  sp e n d  
th e i r  v a c a tio n  in  N e w  E n g la n d  w in te r s ,  to  
to n e  u p  to  th e  p i tc h  o f  e n te rp r is e  n e c e s sa ry  to  
e v o lu te  th e  S o u th  B e a u t i fu l  a n d  S la v e - f re e ?

A n y w a y , I  b e lie v e  th e  S o u th  is c a tc h in g  th e  
r ig h t  v ib r a t i p n s ! T h a t  e x p o s itio n  w ill  h e lp —  
th e  S o u th  c a n ’t  h e lp  s i t t in g  u p  a n d  t a k in g  n o ­
tic e , a n d  d e c id in g  t o  redeem h e r s e l f  f ro m  th a t  
f a i l u r e ! T h e  S o u th  is  p ro u d ,  y o u  k n o w . 
P r o u d  fo lk  a r e  a p t  to  b e  h a s -b e e n s  fo r  a  tim e . 
S o m e tim e s  w e  s to p  to  g lo ry  in  w h a t  w e  a n d  
o u r  fo lk s  h a v e  d o n e  a n d  th e  w o r ld  ro l ls  a lo n g  
a n d  g e ts  a h e a d  o f  us. B y  a n d  b y  w e  d ro p  th e  
h a s -b e e n s . G e t t i r e d  o f  th e m , a n d  a n y w a y

th e y  d o n ’t  im p re s s  a  w o r ld  t h a t  h a s  ro lle d  on 
a h e a d  o f  us. T h e n  w e  d ro p  h a s -b e e n s , good  
o r  b a d , l i t t le  o r  b ig , a n d  c a tc h  u p — a n d  m aybe 
o u td is ta n c e  a  b it.  H e r e ’s  b e lie v in g  th e  S u n n y  
S o u th  is  c a tc h in g  s te p — a n d  c a tc h in g  up.

A n d  I  d o n ’t  m u c h  w o n d e r  sh e  is  in c lin ed  
to  c h e r is h  h e r  h a s - b e e n s ! U n t i l  w e  v is ite d  
W il l ia m s b u r g  a n d  R ic h m o n d , a n d  S even  
P in e s ,  s a w  th e  re lic s  a n d  r e a d  th e  re co rd s , 
a n d  h e a rd  th e  s to r ie s  f ir s t  h a n d  f ro m  S o u th e rn  
p eo p le , I  n e v e r  r e a liz e d  w h a t  a  se t  o f 
thoroughbreds th e y  re a l ly  a re . T o  fig h t so 
g a lla n tly  a n d  so  h o p e le ss ly . T o  lo se  every­
thing r a th e r  t h a n  la y  d o w n  t h e i r  “ r ig h ts ” as 
th e y  s a w  th e m . F o o l i s h  i t  m a y  h a v e  b e en , b u t 
sp le n d id . A n d  w h o  is n ’t  fo o lis h  so m e tim es?  
— w ith o u t  th e  sp le n d o r  p e rv a d in g .  T h e  S o u th ­
e rn e r s  w o n  th e i r  r ig h t  to  th e  s p u r s  th e y  b ack ed  
u p  th e i r  c ro w  w ith , e v e n  th o u g h  th e  N o r th e rn  
c o c k  w o n  th e  figh t.

B y  th e  w a y , so m e b o d y  d o w n  th e r e  in tim a te d  
th a t  th e  S o u th  d id n ’t  b e lie v e  th e  N o r th  w as 
re a l ly  in  d e a d  e a rn e s t  a b o u t  t h a t  secess io n  
m a t te r ,  b e c a u se  h e  d id n ’t  c ro w  e n o u g h  1— th a t  
th e  N o r th  w o u ld  t u r n  t a i l  w h e n  h e  sp ie d  th e  
S o u th e rn  sp u rs .

B u t  n o  m a t t e r ! S in c e  w e  w e n t  d o w n  th e re  
I  a m  p ro u d  o f  o u r  S o u th e r n  re la t io n s  a n d  
la n d , a n d  h a s -b e e n s , a n d  r e c o rd s  1 

* * * * * *
W il l ia m s b u r g  is  a  m o s t  d e lig h t fu l  h a s -b e e n !  

H e re  ru le d  S p o tsw o o d , D ry s d a le ,  G o o ch , D in - 
w id d ie , F a u q u ie r ,  B o te to u r t  a n d  D u n m o re , 
tw o  c e n tu r ie s  o f  so  a g o . H e r e  is  q u a in t  o ld  
W il l ia m  a n d  M a ry  c o lle g e , o ld e r  th a n  H a r ­
v a rd ,  f i r s t  c o lle g e  to  b e  e s ta b l is h e d  in  th e  
U n i te d  S ta te s ,  b u t  s e c o n d  to  r e c e iv e  i ts  c h a r te r .  
W h e r e  J e f fe r s o n ,  M o n ro e , T y le r  a n d  C h ie f  
J u s tic e  M a r s h a l l  a n d  a  h o s t  o f  o th e r  fam o u s 
m e n  w e re  g r a d u a te d .  F u l l  o f  t r a d i t io n s  an d  
re lic s , r e lig io u s ly  k e p t  f o r  th e  s e n tim e n ta liz ­
in g  o f  tw o  h u n d r e d  o d d  d e s c e n d a n ts  o f  th e  
g r e a t  o n e s , w h o  p a s s  t h r o u g h  th e  sc h o o l each  
y e a r .

T o  q u o te  f ro m  “ H is to r ic  V i r g in ia ” :
“ W il l ia m s b u rg ,  o r ig in a l ly  k n o w n  a s  M id d le  

P la n ta t io n ,  w a s  la id  o u t  b y  G ov . S i r  J o h n  H a r ­
v ey  in  1632. I n  1648 ‘H a r r o p  P a r i s h , ’ in 
J a m e s  C ity , w a s  u n i te d  w i th  M id d le  P la n ta t io n  
a n d  c a lle d  M id d le to w n  P a r i s h ,  a n d  in  1674 
M a rs to n  P a r i s h ,  Y o r k  C o u n ty , w a s  a d d e d  an d  
th e  n a m e  c h a n g e d  to  B r u to n  P a r is h .  T h e  
to w n  w a s  n a m e d  in  h o n o r  o f  th e  E n g lis h  so v ­
e re ig n s , W il l ia m  a n d  M a ry , a n d  b o a s ts  o f  a 
ro y a l c h a r te r .  I n  1699, a f te r  th e  d e se r t io n  o f  
J a m e s to w n , th e  C a p ita l  w a s  re m o v e d  to  W il ­
l ia m s b u rg  a n d  B r u to n  C h u rc h  b e c a m e  th e  d ire c t  
s u c c e s s o r  o f  th e  C o u r t  C h u rc h  o f  V irg in ia .  T h e
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o r ig in a l  p la n  p ro v id e d  f o r  la y in g  th e  to w n  o u t  
in  th e  fo rm  o f  a  W  a n d  M  in  h o n o r  o f  W il l ia m  
a n d  M a ry , h u t  i t  w a s  a b a n d o n e d  a s  im p ra c t i ­
cab le . T h e  s t r e e ts  w e re  p la t te d  b y  G ov . F r a n ­
c is  N ic h o lso n , in  1698, a n d  n a m e d  in  h o n o r  o f  
B r i t i s h  a s s o c ia t io n s : E n g la n d ,  S c o tla n d , I r e ­
la n d , D u k e  o f  G lo u c e s te r , P r in c e ,  D u k e , 
Q u e e n , G e o rg e , H e n ry ,  Y o rk  a n d  s im ila r  
n a m e s . W ith  th e  id e a  o f  k e e p in g  c h u rc h  a n d  
s ta te  a p a r t ,  th e  H o u s e  o f  B u rg e s se s  w a s  lo ­
c a te d  a t  o n e  e n d  o f  th e  D u k e  o f  G lo u c e s te r  
s t r e e t ,  a n d  a t  th e  o th e r  e x tre m ity ,  n e a r ly  a 
m ile  d is ta n t ,  W il l ia m  a n d  M a ry  C o lleg e . 
S h a d e d  b y  t r e e s  o n  b o th  s id e s , w i th  la m p -p o s ts  
e x te n d in g  d o w n  th e  c e n te r , th e  D u k e  o f  G lo u ­
c e s te r  s t r e e t ,  n in e ty  fe e t w id e , fo rm s  o n e  o f  
th e  m o s t  a t t r a c t iv e  v illa g e  s t r e e ts  in  A m e r ic a . 
T h is  w a s  th e  C o lo n ia l  B o u le v a rd  a n d  d o w n  
th is  a v e n u e  in  coac li, b e r l in  o r  c h a ise  w e re  o f ­
te n  se e n  th e  t i t le d  g e n t r y  a n d  a r is to c r a ts  o f  
C o lo n ia l  V irg in ia ,  o n  th e i r  w a y  to  B ru to n  
c h u rc h . T h e  s t r e e t  w a s  n a m e d  in  h o n o r  o f  
W ill ia m , D u k e  o f  G lo u c e s te r ,  e ld e s t  so n  o f  
Q u e e n  A n n e .”

H e r e  is  th e  o ld  “ P o w d e r  H o r n ” o c ta g o n a l 
b r ic k  b u i ld in g  w h e n c e  L o rd  D a n m o re  s to le  th e  
tw e n ty  b a r re ls  o f  g u n  p o w d e r  a t  m id n ig h t ,  to  
th e  g r e a t  w r a th  o f  th e  co lo n ie s . O v e r  y o n d e r  
is  th e  c av e  a n d  p a s sa g e  D u n m o re  m a d e  f ro m  
h is  c e lla r , t h a t  h e  m ig h t  e sc ap e  th e  b re w in g  
w ra th  h is  a c ts  w e re  b r in g in g  to  b o i lin g  p o in t. 
I n  th e  P o w d e r  H o r n  a r e  m a n y  c h e r ish e d  r e l ­
ics , p re s id e d  o v e r  b y  a  sw e e t a n d  b e a u t i fu l  
w h i te -h a ire d ,  s lim  young la d y  w h o se  b e a r in g , 
sp e e ch  a n d  s ty le  e x a c tly  e m b o d ie d  o u r  id e a  o f  
th e  re a lly  h ig h  b r e d  a n te -b e llu m  S o u th e rn  
lad y . H e r  n a m e  I  h a v e  fo rg o t te n ,  b u t  h e r  
fa c e  a n d  s to ry  n e v e r . S h e  lo o k e d  th e  lin e  o f  
d e sc e n t, f ro m  o n e  o f  th o se  w h o  • h e lp e d  m a k e  
S o u th e rn  h is to ry ,  a n d  i t  w a s  w o r th  a  lo n g  a n d  
t ir e s o m e  jo u r n e y  ju s t  to  see  a n d  h e a r  th is  l iv ­
in g  e m b o d im e n t o f  S o u th e rn  ro m a n c e  a n d  
c h iv a lry .

N e a r  th e  P o w d e r  H o r n  is th e  n ic e  o ld  p lac e  
w h e re  M a ry  J o h n s to n  liv e d  a n d  w ro te  “A u ­
d re y .”

O n  th e  m a in  s t r e e t  is  B ru to n  c h u rc h  a n d  
b u ry in g  g ro u n d , s t a r  sh o w  o f  th e  to w n . T h e  
in s id e  o f  th e  c h u rc h  h a s  b e e n  so  b e a u t i fu l ly  r e ­
s to re d  th a t  th e  sh a d e s  o f  W a s h in g to n ,  J e f f e r ­
so n  a n d  P a t r ic k  H e n r y  w o u ld n ’t  re c o g n iz e  i t  
i f  th e y  sa w  it. A ll th e  o ld  p e w s a re  h e re — “ r e ­
s to r e d ”-— w ith  th e  n a m e s  o f  g e n e ra tio n s  o f  s i t ­
te rs . E d w a rd  V I I  s e n t  a  m a g n if ic e n t B ib le , 
a n d  P r e s id e n t  R o o se v e lt  a  b e a u t i fu l  m e m o ria l  
le c te rn . “ T h o u g h  w h e re  w e  a re  to  p u t  th e m  I  
d o n ’t  k n o w ,”  m u rm u re d  o u r  g u id e  in  a  w o r ­
r ie d  a sid e .

Outside the church giant trees flourish that 
must be old as the church, and older. N o v e m ­
ber 29, 1683, the vestry book records, “The 
Parish church is at length completed.” Here 
George Washington’s step children are buried, 
and a hundred other names and quaint epi­
taphs coax one to dream delightful ghosts of 
other days. Golden days, if yet a bit strenu­

o u s , w h e n  W il l ia m s b u rg  w a s  th e  h u b  o f  th e  
n e w  w o r ld . W h e n  W a s h in g to n  ro d e  v ic to ­
r io u s  a n d  M a ry  C a ry  w a v e d  h e r  h a n d  to  h im  
f ro m  th e  w in d o w . W h e n  T h o m a s  J e f fe rs o n  
w o o e d  th e  f a ir  B e lin d a  a n d  w a s  j i l te d .  W h e n  
th e  P ro m in e n t  C itiz e n  jo u rn e y e d  b y  s ta g e  
c o ac h , a n d  w ro te  h o m e  f ro m  a f a r  t h a t  “ th e  
to w n  o f  P h ila d e lp h ia  is  g ro w in g  a  lit t le , a n d  
so m e  o f  i ts  s to re s  a r e  a lm o s t  a s  la rg e  a n d  n ice  
a s  th o se  o f  O u r  C ity  o f  W il l ia m s b u rg .”

O h , W il l ia m s b u rg  is fu ll  o f  q u a in t  d re a m s. 
O n e  fe e ls  th e m  a t  e v e ry  tu rn .  N o  w o n d e r  th e  
c h ie f  in d u s t ry  o f  i ts  p e o p le  is  th e  p ro u d  -d is­
p la y in g  o f  th e  s tu ff  th e s e  d re a m s  a re  m a d e  of. 
W h a t  b lam e , if  e v e ry  d isp la y  h a s  s o -m u c h -p e r  
s t r in g  a t ta c h e d ? — o n e  c a n n o t liv e  b y  d re a m s  
a lo n e .

T h e re  a r e  tw o  g o o d  c o u n try  h o te ls  in  W il ­
l ia m s b u r g ;  a n d  tw o  p ro fe s s io n a l  g u id e s  a n d  a  
d o z e n  d a rk y -d r iv e n  h a c k s  h a u n t  e v e ry  in -c o m ­
in g  t ra in .

I n  a  h o te l s u r r e y  w e  ro d e  se v e n  m ile s  o u t  
o v e r  g o o d  a n d  b a d  ro a d s , th r o u g h  d eep  d u s t  
a n d  s w e l te r in g  su n , to  “ O ld  J a m e s  T o w n e ,”  
th re e  h u n d re d  y e a rs  a g o  th e  “ c ra d le  o f  th e  re ­
p u b lic .”  T h e  f ir s t  s e a t  o f  g o v e rn m e n t.  H e re  
a re  th e  r e m a in s  o f  th e  f irs t  c h u rc h  b u i l t  in  
A m e r ic a . A n d  h e re  a  g ia n t  t r e e  g ro w s  o u t  o f  
a n d  a ro u n d  a n d  o v e r  th e  o ld  b r ic k  to m b  o f  
s tu rd y  P a r s o n  B la ir ,  m in is te r  a t  J a m e s to w n , 
fo u n d e r  a n d  f ir s t  p re s id e n t  o f  W ill ia m  a n d  
M a ry  co llege.

J a m e s to w n  u se d  to  b e  a  p e n in s u la , b u t  t im e  
a n d  th e  w a te r s  o f  th e  J a m e s  r iv e r  h a v e  w o rn  
i t  a w a y  a n d  lo o se d  i ts  h o ld  o n  th e  m a in  lan d . 
I t  is  n o w  a n  is la n d , se a -w a lle d , to  h o ld  th e  
w a te r s  b a ck , b r id g e d  to  d ry  la n d . T h e  o ld  
c h u rc h  to w e r  ru in s , t r a c e s  o f  th e  fo u n d a tio n  o f  
th e  s ta te  h o u se s , sp le n d id  o ld  t re e s , o ld  e a r th  
w o rk s  r e m a in  to  h in t  th e  ta le . T h e  r e s to r e r  is 
g e tt in g  in  h is  w o rk — h e r  w o rk , f o r  th e  C o lo n ia l 
D a m e s  o f  A m e r ic a  p re s id e . T w o  o ld -so ld ie r  
g u id e s  v ie  w ith  e ac h  o th e r  f o r  th e  p o sse ss io n  
o f  e v e ry  to u r is t— a n d  h is  la rg e ss .

B a c k  to  W il l ia m s b u rg ,  o r  f o r  th e  t r a in  to  
R ic h m o n d , w h e re  c o rd ia l  f r ie n d s  d id  th e  h o n ­
o rs  sw ee tly , a n d  th e  b u ild in g s  a n d  s tr e e ts  w e re  
w id e  a n d  n ic e ;  w h e re  th e  s p i r i t  o f  th e  N o r th  
m e e ts  th e  S o u th , a n d  re ju v e n a t io n  a n d  a  l a rg e r  
l ife  a re  in  th e  a ir .  W il l ia m  to ld  y o u  o f  o u r  
R ic h m o n d  v is it,  in  N o v e m b e r  Nautilus.

T h e n  o n  to  W a s h in g to n !— w e b e g in  a g a in  to  
th in k  o f  H o ly o k e  a n d  h o m e  a n d  n e x t  Nautilus, 
a n d  lo ts  o f  th in g s  c a llin g .

In  W a s h in g to n  w e  sa w  s ig h ts  a n d  n o th in g  
e ls e !  I n  A u g u s t  “e v e ry b o d y ” is o u t  o f  to w n . 
W e  s to p p e d  a t  th e  S h o re h a m , c lo se  to  th e  
W h ite  H o u s e , w h e re  p e o p le  p u t  u p  w h o  co m e  
to  th e  p re s id e n t’s so c ia l a f fa irs . A  la rg e  n in e -  
s to ry  really fire  p r o o f  h o te l, f ir s t  c la ss  in  all 
re sp e c ts , a n d  o n e  o f  th e  best kept a n d  m o s t  
o b lig in g ly  c o n d u c te d  b ig  h o te ls  w e  h a v e  fo u n d  
a n y w h e re . T h a t  is  w h y  I  m e n tio n  it.

O n  to  P h ila d e lp h ia . A r r iv e d  S a tu rd a y  n ig h t  
a n d  le f t  M o n d a y  m o rn in g . P u t  up  a t  th e  W a l ­
to n , sa w  n o b o d y  w e  k n e w , b u t  to o k  in  m o re
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s ig h ts  th a n  w e e v e r  d id  b e fo re  in  t h a t  le n g th  
o f  t i m e ! S a tu r d a y  n ig h t  w e  w e n t  to  K e i th ’s 
a n d  s to o d  u p  th r u  th e  e n ti r e  p e r fo rm a n c e ,  
w h ic h  w a s  w o r th  it. W il l ia m  lik e s  v a u d e v il le ,  
I  d o n ’t  a s  a  ru le ,  b u t  th is  w a s  e x t r a  g o o d , a n d  
tw o  b a lle ts  a t  th e  e n d  w e re  a lo n e  w o r th  th e  
p r ic e  a n d  in c o n v e n ie n c e ! T h e  P h ila d e lp h ia  
K e i th ’s is  n o t  so  a t t r a c t iv e  a s  th e  B o s to n  o n e , 
b u t  th e  p e r fo rm a n c e  w a s  th e  b e s t  v a u d e v il le  
e v e r .

S u n d a y  w e  t r a v e le d  a b o u t  se v e n ty  m ile s , 
s ig h t- s e e in g !  F i r s t  o n  o n e  o f  th o s e  c o m ic a l 
tw o - s to ry  y e llo w  e le c tr ic  b u se s  t h a t  fo r  five 
c e n ts  ta k e  y o u  a ro u n d  to w n  a n d  o u t  to  th e  
C e n te n n ia l  g ro u n d s .  W e  c lim b ed  u p  a  s te ep , 
c i r c u la r  s ta irw a y  to  th e  to p  s to ry , w h e re  a  few  
o th e r  to u r is t s  sa t, a n d  w e re  t r u n d le d  s lo w ly  
a w a y  th r o u g h  b u s in e s s  s t r e e ts  t o w a r d  th e  
S u b u rb s . S t r e e ts  w id e , b u i ld in g s  n o t  to o  h ig h . 
M ile s  a n d  m ile s  o f  tw o  s to ry  a n d  th r e e - s to ry  
c o m fo r ta b le  b ro w n  b r ic k  a n d  s to n e  a p a r tm e n t  
h o u se s .

S o m e th in g  fu n n y  w e  n o tic e d  h e re . N e a r ly  
e v e ry  a p a r tm e n t  a b o v e  th e  g ro u n d  f lo o r  c a r ­
r ie s  so m e th in g  th a t  lo o k s  lik e  a  w e a th e r  b e a t­
en  t in  to m a to  c a n  s e t  in  a  t in  c o rn e r  o n  th e  
e n d  o f  a  y a r d  s tic k .
