Jesus Was Led of the Spirit to be Tempted
- of the Devil. C :

"N His Model Prayer which Jesus gave to

the world, Jesus prayed to the Father:

“Lead us not into temptation but deliver us
from evil.” a .

In no translation of the Bible have I found
any warrant for believing that the Spirit which
is the Father does not “lead. us into tempta-
tion” just as often, and perhaps oftener, than
He “delivers us from evil”. This morning I
happened to begin'my reading with Chapter
4 of the Gospel according to Matthew, and
the very first paragraph reads like this: “Then
was Jesus led up of the Spirit into the wilder-
ness to be tempted of the devil”. 1In the four
or five different translations of the Bible
which I have used ‘to verify this I find no
reason for thinking that Jesus was led up into
the wilderness for any other purpose than
that of being “tempted of the devil”, nor can
I find any reason for thinking that Jesus was
not intentionally “led up of the Spirit” for
this very purpose.

T never could get the “well done” of the
Spirit within myself when I used the present
tense version of that particular part of the
Lord’s prayer: “Thou leadest us mo¢ into
temptation, but dost deliver us from evil”.

And since the very beginning of my illumi-
nation in truth, some thirty-five years ago, I
have never been able to forget the basic prin-
ciple of truth, that ALL IS GOOD. To n
this includes the phenomenal world, as well
as the spiritual world. It is the phenomenal
world which “tries the spirits whether they
be of God”. And without these outer trials
of life we would go on eternally in our errors.

If beautiful results came to us from all of
our thinking; .if we were “delivered from
evil”, from error, from mistakes, from wrong-
use-ness of the things of the world—if we
oould be saved from all of the evi] and
wrong of the world without baving ex-
perienced the ill results of such evil, how
would we ever be cured of our wrong ideas.of
the world?  “All is good”, and I find no
reason to change my conviction of thirty odd
years, that it is the Spirit of God within us
which leads us into temptation for the ex-
press purpose of curing us of our wrong ideas
of ourselves and of other human beings, and
of our relations together in God.

Immediately after John had baptized Jesus
in the River Jordan, and the voice from
heaven had said, “This is my beloved- Son,
in whom I am well pleased”, it is recorded in
the first verse of Chapter IV of .the Gospel
according to Matthew that, “Then was Jesus
led of the Spirit into the wildemess to be
tempted of the devil”.

This is a plain statement that it was the
SPIRIT that led Jesus into the wilderness
for the express purpose of letting Him be
“tempted of the devil”, or evil. :

Not even the “nothingness” of evil is out-
side the rule of the Lord God Almighty, and
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it is in the phenomenal outer world that His
Law applies, “As ye sow, so shall ye reap”.

Could Jesus Have Been an Autocrat?

S O Jesus went up into the wilderness, led
by the Spirit of God, and was tempted
by the error thoughts that came to him.

When he had fasted forty days and forty
nights he was hungry. .

And then the tempter suggested to him that
he use his great power of God for himself,
by commanding that the stones be made into
bread.

Jesus remembered his Hebrew scriptural
saying that “Man shall not live by bread
alone, but by every word that proceedeth out
of the mouth of God”.

Where is the “mouth of God”? Where was
Jesus to get this word of God, upon which
Jesus had been living without bread for forty
days and nights?

Is not the “mouth of God” in the soul of
every man and woman in the world? Of
course. “The Kingdom of Heaven is within
you”, said Jesus, and where should God be
if not in His Kingdom of Heaven within
Jesus?

From within Himself Jesus had not re-
ceived the “hunch” that his period of tempta-
tion was entirely completed, so He refused to
follow the suggestion of the tempter.

HE two preceding editorials I wrote the
morning after one of the longest and most
exciting sessions of the Holyoke Board of
Aldermen. More and more I am finding that
our board of twenty-one aldermen is an “in-
finite little copy” of the House of Representa-

tives, or the Senate of our Congress, and in
all essential principles, of the House of Com-
mons in England. I suspect that all govern-
ing bodies are made up in the same way, and
all its people subject to the same line of temp-
tations and opportunities for service.

To every individual on every governing
board (and everywhere else for that matter),
to every one come the same questions, omni-
present, to be answered in every situation that
arises. Namely:

1. What can I get for mysel, out of this
situation? _

2. What advantage can I get for my group,
for the pals I am working with?

3. What can I get for my friends who
financed my campaign, or who influenced
others to vote for me?

4. Out of this situation, what can I get
that will be to the best advantage of the entire
city?

All members on an aldermanic board have
EQUAL POWER, and that power is the vote-
power.

All members have equal rights in the use
of their voicespower, but there is no such
thing as equality of expression in voice-power:
no two persons on a board, or anywhere else
in the world, can possibly express the same
thing in the same way, or use the same
amount of time to the same advantage in
whatever purpose he may be speaking for.

With a presiding officer who means to give
fair play to everybody, there is practically
unlimited opportunity and equal opportunity
for expression of facts. Everybody has equal
opportunity to express himself, provided he
talks to the point and provided no parliamen-
tarian tricks are being worked for the suppres-
sion of those who differ from the presiding
officer.

In our board of 21 aldermen I find every-
body human, as well as divine.

RIGHT INTENTION is the mainspring
of every man on the board, as well as of the
one woman on the board, so far as I can
discover,

And all of them are equally human in
their liability to err in the heat of argument.
I have never found anybody free from human
error. Have you?

On our board of aldermen everybody makes
mistakes at times. Once in a while he

apologizes and corrects his mistakes. More
often his mistake is corrected by the Board
itself. Every time there is a little excess
of “proud spirit” shown, a little fall follows.
Natural human law in the political world,
you see,

Every member of that board has twenty
teachers up and coming, and mighty v1gxlant
to correct his errors! Not to mention the
Teacher Within himself—the Word proceed-
ing out of the “mouth of God” within him.
And some of these members of the Board of
Aldermen have been serving for eight or ten
or a dozen years or so: they are apt teachers,
believe me!

After six months’ association with the
Board of Aldermen of Holyoke I am con-
vinced that it is made up of twenty perfectly
good men, with right intentions, and one
woman dltto and that each and every one
of them is domg the best he knows how under
the conditions of his life and service. And
what I know from experience about this par-
ticular board of aldermen I believe to be also
true of every other legislative body.

Previously I thought quite otherwise: I
looked upon the board of aldermen from the
outside, I listened to the rumors that were
rife among other people who looked upon the
board of aldermen from the outside, and I
now find that jointly and severally we judged
unright judgment of those men, individually
and oollectively.

I am now learning from the inside. Jesus
told us not to judge things from the outside,
but to get inside where we all are one, and to
judge righteous judgment. This is not only
applicable to our judgment of individuals, but
of groups also.

Our board of aldermen is a mixing pot
of ideas, where the dross is turned into froth
and blown off the top, leaving the residuum,
the pure gold of right action by vote-power.

On our board twenty-one individuals meet
together as equals trying to find a POINT
OF AGREEMENT on every question; a
multi-cell of government, in which twenty-

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How a Physician was Healed of a

“If Ye Ask Anything in My Name I Will Do It,” John, 14: 14

OCTOR is not only known as a

chronic blood disease specialist, but his
sanitarium is especially noted for the many
cancerous patients that he has cured (with-
out operation).

After an active practice lasting for over
25 years, the doctor left the sanitarium in the
hands of a staff of physicians and went to
Europe, only to return at the end of a few
weeks a decidedly changed man. He looked
ill and worried, sick in mind and body.

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I told him whenever he thought of him-
self to always mentally see himself well and
with a healthy glow on his face and a smooth,
perfect skin free from blot or blemish, and to
always THANK GOD FOR HIS COM-
PLETE HEALING. Also for him never to
talk about it other than in HEALING terms.

He told me later that, after the first treat-
ment he had not suffered any to speak of;

What was the Trouble With Mrs. Loter,
the Healer?

The Mistaken Thought that Often Causes Poverty

HAD known of Mrs. Loter for some time.
Many people whom she had helped to
health and to prosperity had told me that she
was a wonderful woman. Others had
written me that she was a remarkable
practitioner. And from mutual friends, I
knew that she had been a healer and teacher
for seventeen years.

So at first, I was a little surprised when
she wrote me asking me to “treat” her to
overcome frailty of body and lack of strength.
She wrote, “I have no lack of energy of mind
—my mind is always active, seemingly too
active at times . . . I never tire when doing
mental work . . . but, I suffer from lack of
Jphysical strength because my body is so frail,

and so sensitive . . . I have always been
delicate . . . and spiritually I am very sen-
sitive to conditions and people—in fact, I am
50 sensitive to other people that often I have
to leave meetings to get away from thosc
whose vibrations are lower than mine.

“Of course, I don’t want a milkmaid’s body
—in fact, @ robust body is distasteful to me—
almost disgusting! There is something so un-
spiritual about it. It is TOO material.”

(Please remember the italicized sentences
above. They are the clue to the cause of
poverty, as well as the key to the cause of
her weakness and frailty.)

“Although I do not want a robust body,
I do want one which is spiritually strong
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enough to do the work I wish to do. So please
tell me what I need of your work, and what
the cost will be.”

In reply, I wrote telling what she would
need; and I asked Mr. Brainerd to write her
—in accord with her request—about the cost
of the work.

Five days later, we received an answer, a
part of which read something like this: “I

am very disappointed in you, Mr. Landone!.

Why, Oh why, did Mr. Brainerd write me
about the cost of the work? I do not wish to
think of the money side of it at alll [
NEVER DO! I do not have to, for God is the
source of all my abundance! I'll willingly pay,
although the price #s more than I expected.
But, please don’t mention the cost again. I¢
lowers my consciousness of spirituality!”’

Since I knew what a wonderful woman Mrs.
Loter was, I started the work to help her
gain vitality of bodv—but I did mot answer
the part of her letter about costs and disap-
pointment—for it gave me a “spiritual hunch”
that if I kept still, she would soon make an-
other confession—a confession regarding her
finances—which would reveal more of the
cause of her bodily troubles.

Then, two weeks later, I received a letter
containing these lines: “Not only do I think
that your prices are too high, but I feel that
you are especially unappreciative of the work
I do for others—you should reduce your prices
for me, because I am also a healer. If you
are going to charge me for your help, I do
not want any more of it. It will lower my
spiritual consciousness if I feel that I am
paying for such help. God is my source of
supply. He should be yours. Why do you
need to charge for your work?”

There were four more pages of such thought
—and then her letter again recited the condi-
tions of her body—its frailty, and sensitive-
ness.

And then—Oh consistency—three weeks
later she wrote, “I do want your help and all
your courses; but, I can’t afford to pay for
them, because—although I have a very large
practice—always helping people—they are not
very grateful, and do not pay me what they
ought to pay. They seem to want to get
something for nothing.

“And, you can understand that I cannot
try to demonstrate abundance for myself—7
cannot cven treat myself for prosperity, be-
cause—don’t you see—that would be work-
ing for momey for myself—and that would

lower my spiritual vibrations! So, please treat
my patients to make them pay me what they
owe me, and then I'll be able to take your
work to strengthen my body.”

(Please remember also the italicized sen-
tence above; it indicates the cause of her lack
of abundance; and it is the same cause as that
which made her dislike a robust body.)

In spite of what Mrs. Loter wrote, I knew
that she was a very wonderful woman, very
earnest, very prayerful, and very sincere! I
knew that she was sincere in spite of the in-
consistencies in her letters. I knew that she
did not even recognize those inconsistencies
because there was a hidden cause deep in her
subconscious—a cause quite unknown to her
conscious mind. Moreover, I recognized that
she had been in Truth so long, that it would
be necessary to shock her conscious mind be-
fore she would recognize the Great Truth her
soul was trying to make her see.

And so, when she again wrote asking,
“What is the cause of my lack of strength?
Why am I so frail after seventeen years of
Truth?” I replied:

“There is but ome cause of your lack of
bodily strength and lack of abundance. It is
one and the same cause! It’s your spiritual
conceitl”

Then, I received a telegram, saying, “Please
discontinue your work for me. I do not need
your opinion of my spirituality. For seven-
teen years, I have recognized that my being
is perfect in the Divinity of God’s BEING.
I shall continue such recognition, and it will
make me well and strong and successful with-
out your help. Your insinuation that I am
spiritually conceited shows how little spiritual
conception you havel”

Upon receipt of that telegram, I smiled,
and said to myself, “The spirit is working!”
I was so certain of it, that I paid no atten-
tion to that telegram, but continued my let-
ters, trying to explain clearly to her the cause
of her frail body and the cause of her lack
of abundance.

Then, a month later, Mr. Brainerd one day
received another telegram, “Please ask Mr.
Landone to give me a conference as soon as
possible.”

The date was arranged and a week later,
in the midst of a downpouring rain, she ap-
peared—a wonderfully sweet faced woman
with luminous eyes; but a body—thin, frail
and evidently weak.

How to Develop Attention and Concentra-
tion Through Control of Your
Subconscious Mind

By S. Vaidianathan

HOSE who have studied the nature and

power of the subconscious mind in other
connections, will feel an unusual degree of
interest in going through this paper, since
most of the truths enunciated herein are en-
tirely based on the writer’s original discover-
ies and investigations along this line. The
truth is that the subconscious mind has very
much to do with what I call “voluntary at-
tention.” This is evidently what I have
learned from my own personal experiences,

after years of patient, practical inquiry into
the subject.

Concentration and Voluntary Attention.

What is attention and what is voluntary
attention? Evidently the difference lies in
this alone: Attention is simply the focussing
of your mind upon a particular thing, subject
or topic or event, or it may be anything that
can possibly be conceived of.

When the attention is wndivided, centered
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on one thing at a time to the exclusion of all
others, you call that process ‘“Concentration.”
Concentration signifies only depth and inten-
sity of attention. Concentration may also mean
some specific purpose underlying the process
involved in it, but it cannot be called “Vol-
untary Attention.” There is evidently very
much difference between (1) concentration
and voluntary attention, (2) attention and
voluntary attention.

Voluntary attention is simply the exercise
of your power of volition conjointly with at-
tention; that is an effort of your will that
causes you to look more deeply and scruti-
nizingly into the thing or condition which is of
special interest and attraction to you. Again
the degree of voluntary attention you give to
a particular something or subject measures
the degree of interest you have cultivated in
it and determines the limits within which it
is attractive to you.

In ordinary concentration, which is more
or less automatic or mechanical, not being ex-
pressed by vour subliminal self, the degree of
voluntary attention along with interest given
to a thing must necessarily be lacking and de-
void of sufficient force or intensity. Because
then you do not call to your aid the tremendous
resources of the subconscious, lying deep,—
deep within you. This is the one prime rea-
son for all failures through concentration. At
least that is the conclusion I have arrived at
through my failures.

Concentration And Interest Linked With
Your Subconscious.

From the arguments advanced above you
will learn that voluntary attention is simply
concentration plus a degree of unusual inter-
est, which your inherent God-self evinces in
something to which attention is given; that
the keynote of the main process governing
the voluntary attention is simply to link up
your dynamic God-self with the thing, subject
or person in question. If this thought is con-
stantly held in mind with positive self-assur-
ance, then that will directly reach the sublim-
inal area of your mind, vitalizing the resources
therein stocked up and bringing to the surface
mind all the useful materials within you.
These materials coming out of the hidden
springs will help you verv much in your en-
deavor to strengthen vour attention. By
stimulating vour subcomscious mind and by
charging and recharging your subliminal area
as often as possible with the materials of

thoughts that will be useful to you, you can
develop your power of volitional attention. In
this way you can even compel your subcon-
scious mind to work out the most difficult
and complicated personal problems for you.

Stimulating Your Powers of Attention.

I am just going to explain this method to
you as this has proved eminently successful
not only in my individual case but also in the
instances of some who have put themselves
under my training. Before taking you fur-
ther, I want to tell you one thing, that is,
that most of us always live in the surface
mind and tackle our problems with it and
the result is that we are failures in the end.
Why? Because when we think out the solu-
tions for our difficult problems from our lim-
ited surface conscious-level, ignoring the hid-
den springs of power in us and without know-
ing the source from which we are going to get
help, then please note that all our endeavors
to get at solutions can have only a mere sur-
face value. Our efforts must express the hid-
den God-selves in us, no matter what our ef-
forts are. To obviate this difficulty, we
should first learn to live always in an ideal
thought world of our own, feeling our own
collective potentiality as infinite and knowing
that there are hidden springs of universal God
power within everyone of us from which we
can draw forth energy as often as we choose.
Belief of this kind will lead you to the truth
or realization that the human mind is a rep-
lica of the universal mind or God-mind. Know
that God-mind is working firs¢ through your
subliminal mind and ¢ken through your sur-
face consciousness. In truth this is an eter-
nal, endless process, which you will very eas-
ily understand, providing you take the trouble
to inquire into it in the silence when you care
to commune with your Creator. By learning
to attune your will quietly and always to the
universal source of power and by maintain-
ing an attitude of receptivity to the inflow of
energy with mental composure, you can cen-
tralize all God-energy, God-power and intelli-
gence within you; and then you can steer this
energy through any desired channel for ful-
flling any desired purpose with perfect suc-
cess, provided of course that purpose is not
adverse to the constructive scheme in the uni-
verse. Your subconscious mind is vour bank-
er. Remember this, if you have deposited suf-
ficiently, then you can draw out just as much
as you require to meet the contingencies, as

occasions arise. Your subconscious links your
whole being with the universal soul, moulding
and perfecting your thought life, agreeably to
your sense of inner harmony with God as re-
flected on the outward conditions of life.

The Key To Success In Any Enterprise.

Voluntary attention is developed by (1)
creating interest and attraction in the work
you do; let your work be anything provided
you think that that work you have chosen is
not degrading and that it is well worthy of
your close attention. Then you can order
your subconscious mind to do that work for
you and also make your will cooperate with
your efforts. This is the way 1 have learned.
When you foresee the possibility of success
through any one of your endeavors along a

chosen calling or when something assures you -

that you will succeed through your work, then
you may rest assured that the God in you is
aiding you. That encouraging feeling which
you sometimes experience within yourself in
regard to your work and the ultimate success
you are going to achieve through its fulfilment
is the voice of the umiversal God-self, func-
tioning through the subliminal mind.

This is the Key to Success in any enter-
prise. If you understand this then there is
surely no room for you to doubt your abilities.
Failure to know the truth for application to
yourself and self-requirements means simply
failure! “Know the truth and it will set you
free,” that is, know the truth in you; know
the God-self in you, throbbing with energy,
vitality and knowledge, for in the very proc-
ess of your knowing yourself and your eternal
relation to the source of All, the tied-up sub-
conscious energies are released for work; then
you attune yourself to the power-dynam
within yourself. :

Emotion and Success.

(2) By encouraging your success-emotions
through repeated suggestions and affirmations.
This is another useful method for releasing
your subconscious resources while you are
engaged in something. You know that your
heritage in the universe is inalienable and
eternal. You are simply to get into this state
of realization through prayer and repeated
affirmations. Such a procedure when turned
out into your unconscious habit, will not only
transform your whole personality but will also
lift up vour surface-consciousness to a stimu-
lating and perpetually rejuvenating thought-

life. Most of the persons fail through their
works because they do not voluntarily create
interest and attraction in them. Please note
that in proportion to the interest and attrac-
tion that you care to create in a particular
work, there will be generated in you certain
success-emotions or what are called moods.
These alone contribute to your success. These
success-emotions constitute a phase of the
subliminal mental activity.

How To Insure That The Subliminal Mind
Works For You.

(3) By correctly appraising the value of
your work at all times. This is another prime
requisite for strengthening your voluntary at-
tention. This is essential, please note: You
should seek through your self-endeavor to ac-
quire a first-hand knowledge of the work or
subject to which you give your entire atten-
tion. Let it be in any chosen field. You
should avail yourself of all sources for the ac-
quisition of knowledge concerning it. Simply
will that you should do that work in which
you are interested and of which you want to
acquire a thorough practical working knowl-
edge. That is all. The rest will be done by
the subliminal mind for you. If there is a
strong motive coupled with desire behind
whatever you do, then that motive itself will
rouse up the sleeping giant in you and cause
him- to work out all your problems.

But you skould supply your subconscious
mind with all the available materials for work.
Without material it cannot work for vyou.
When materials are adequately supplied, and
then if you attune yourself to the Universal
God-power, working through you with ‘the
receptive mental attitude, then that God-pow-
er will release all the subliminal forces, which
will carry on the processes of grouping, arrang-
ing, rearranging and sifting the materials sub-
mitted; and then when the.appointed hour
comes, all the materials will be presented to
the surface consciousness in a workable form.
Practically all the details of your work will
be worked out by your subconscious mind
beforehand.

When you are unable to create the required
standard of interest and attraction in your
work, then simply give it up. It will be
nothing short of folly if you push on with it,
with a negative, discouraging attitude. You
should not tax vour subconscious mind to do
that work for you which is not prospective
and which, yvou know, would not benefit you
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in any way. But if you know and feel sure
that a particular work will be highly profit-
able to you and that you are best fitted for
the same, then you should not let it go. It
should be done at any cost. You should com-
pel your attention to be centered on it as you
go on with it. If you persist in your endeavor
at the same time voluntarily creating inter-
est in it, then your subconscious mind will
come to aid you marvelously and you will find
that what once was very difficult for you to do

will become more and more easy as you gain
more and more control over the subconscious
mind.

When you are thus able to control first your
suboonscious mind and then attune your sur-
face consciousness to it, everything will be-
come possible for you. Indeed you should
consider that as a significant achievement be-
cause it is not only attention alone that you
are able to focus on your work but also your
very dynamic God-self, which makes success

positive.

We kept up this statement for three weeks,
then I called again. Elizabeth met me at the
door, and oh, the beautiful, radiant glow that
overspread her face. She looked so much
better, and the roses had begun to steal back
into her cheeks. She clasped me in her arms

How a Seemingly Dying Rosebush was Re-
stored to a Healthy Condition by
Spiritual Treatment Only
By Pierson Worrall Banning

NE DAY the writer was asked to walk

around to the side of the house to look
at a bush that was dying. (The woman who
took him around was a healer of his ac-
quaintance, to whom reference was made in a
previous article.) It was one of two rose
bushes that had been put out some years
before, and which had grown nicely until that
season.

The other bush was thriving and healthy
to all appearances, but this one seemed to be
bothered with something, possibly at its roots,
that was causing it to droop and its leaves
to begin to wilt. The question was asked
what to do to keep it alive.

Naturally the writer suggested that spir-
itual treatment was the best and simplest
thing to use for it. The idea had also come
to the woman healer in connection with the
bush, but she wondered if it would occur to
the writer. She said she would begin to treat
for its recovery.

The first day came to a close without any
apparent change one way or the other with
the bush.

Another day passed and the leaves, one at a
time, began to dry up and drop off. Several
days passed, and still no signs of life seemed
in evidence. The remaining leaves began to
stand out prominently, because of their few-
ness.

Then one day, without warning, a small

bud began to show signs of bursting forth.
This was followed in a day or so more, by still
another and another, until finally a brand new
growth evidenced itself in nearly every part
of the shrub,

New leaves began to appear in many places,
as well as new stems. It was not long before
the old bush had an entirely new dress on,
and with the exception of a few short stems
and twigs, was flourishing as well as the
other bush. -

No investigation was made to determine
whether the roots had been attacked, or what
was the possible cause for the slow death
that was overtaking the shrub. That of itself
is not material in the application of the laws
and principles of Divine Mind, for Divine
Mind is not interested in man-made concep-
tions of this or that thing, as man-made ideas
are usually wrong as is evidenced all about
us in our daily life.

Many persons have had similar success with
the treatment of plants. An interesting case
is mentioned in Mr. Rawson’s magazine that
differs somewhat from the above:

“Last summer I purchased a couple of rose
bushes. The florist told me they would not
bloom for two years. I treated, realizing the
only time is the eternal now, and two months
later the bushes were in full bloom, to the
amazement of everybody.”

In the same publication another interesting
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case of plant life and treatment is given. That
the reader may note the variations that treat-
ment is applicable to with plants, this will give
what should inspire many to make use of
treatment about their own homes:

«T had six extra fine, healthy tomato vines
in which I took great pride. On going to
water them one day, I found them all droop-
ing and as black as if they had passed down
a chimney, being covered with a mass of sticky
black aphis. The Jap gardener said: ‘Pull
all up; burn all; no good—nothing save them.’
A horticulturalist of many years’ experience,
he being ninety-three years of age, said the
same; ‘Useless to attempt to save them.’

“Right here I got good and busy and men-
tally declared, ‘It’s a lie; God is all there is,
and no one idea of God’s can possibly des-
troy another; all is Life, and all is governed
by the eternal Principle of harmony and beau-
ty,—and then forgot them. Being busy I
did not go into the garden for two days,
when, behold! my tomatoes were as perfect
as before, not a trace of aphis was left,
and on examining the rose bushes that had
also been covered, they were free, and I could
not find a trace of aphis anywhere in the gar-
den. It was a beautiful lesson to me.”

As unusual, and as unthought of, as the
application of treatment may be for some
purposes to the average reader and student of
Truth, the fact remains that such interesting
results are being obtained by so many differ-
ent workers, that it is never questioned among
workers in Truth any more.

Some who are not sufficiently familiar with
Truth and its workings may look askance at
the claims of this kind. They naturally at-
tempt to satisfy themselves by the statement
that coincidence accounts for the strange re-
sults. Coincidence is a loophole that has
been found convenient for many, when they
were unable to explain a thing in its true light,
or when they do not have the mental or in-
tellectual understanding sufficient to know the
background, and the laws that exist with rela-
tion to all things.

Argument seldom gets one anywhere, if
each side believes honestly it is right. There-
fore, arguments that will be directed to prove
some wrong analysis was made of these un-
usual happenings, and which seem not only to
disprove this, but much more, in reality
neither prove nor disprove anything for or
against that whick is so.

The writer, who has been a student and in-
vestigator of many years’ standing in various
lines of mental and spiritual work, having wit-
nessed all that he is now presenting, requires
no other proof or evidence to show that the
results obtained were the action of the Law.

When a demonstration takes place only
once, or possibly a time or so under isolated
and varied conditions, it may come under
what is generally termed coincidence. But
when the results are obtained repeatedly, fol-
lowing the application of known or sup
laws that bring about such results, the inci-
dental factor no longer exists.

Those desiring to see somewhat of the
thought expressed in the treatment used, will
find in the following skeletonized outline,
what this woman healer made use of to save
the rose bush in her garden:

The Treatment.

“The rose bush cannot die. All is spir-
itual and has Infinite Life in Mind, in God.

“There is no material bush. Only a perfect
idea of God created spiritually and perfect
and having eternal life, can exist.

“There is no mortal belief that can cause
a bush to die. Mind governs all, and main-
tains the Infinite Life of its ideas.

“Everything is complete and perfect and
governed by God.”

For those who may wonder if this healer
is a member of the Christian Science organiza-
tion, the answer is, no; and she has not been
an attendant at their meetings or classes or
otherwise affiliated with them or their work.
Her work differs somewhat from that of prac-
tically every other worker. Most workers in
time usually develop their own individuality
of method and expression of thought in giv-
ing treatments.

Like all successful healers this woman has
discovered that certain things or ways are
better adapted to her type of expression, than
they may be to some others. This is why no
student should feel absolutely bound by what
another may find of the greatest worth to him.

As one advances in the work, he adds or
discards things as experience shows him what
to do. So with the beginner if he does not
find the methods advocated by a given teach-
er or school, to be best suited to his state
of understanding, he should continue his
search until he discovers or develops that pe-

THAT WHICH WE ARE AND TuAT WHICH
WE ExpREss.

E express only that which we are. But
we are (potentially) much more than
we express.

A Nautilus subscriber writes as follows:
“Brown Landone teaches we are all rays of
sunshine, radiating from God. It might seem
so if every individual was trying to live up
to the highest moral standard. But what sort
of radiating sunshine is a man who loves to
drink and gamble and make intoxicating
drinks when it is unlawful? My husband is
such a man. I have pleaded with him for
years. At times my heart has been burning
with anger and resentment.”

Our correspondent confuses the Life Prin-
ciple with the expression of that Principle.
It is the same Principle in all mankind, but
it is directed in many ways by different in-
dividuals. Indeed, no two persons give ex-
actly the same expression to the Universal
Life that RADIATES through all. One per-
son may obstruct the radrating Life rays in
one way, another in an entirely different way.
No two individuals are exactly alike, and we
should be thankful that this is so instead of
treating it as a calamity and continually
fighting the fact. There might be some ques-
tion whether it is any worse for society, in the
long run, to make illegal intoxicants (es-
pecially if the maker consumes them himself)
than to live in constant warfare with one’s
husband and to make life miserable for both
husband and wife. In ending his sermon on
the mount, Jesus said: “Judge not, that ye
be not judged. For with what judgment ve
judge, ye shall be judged; and with what
measure ye mete, it shall be measured to you
again.” When we feel a consuming eager-
ness to standardize everyone else in accord-
ance with our own life patterns and our own
beliefs, we should realize that the desire is
quite likely due to the fact that we ourselves
are not firmly founded in Truth, and that
deep within there is a consciousness of inferior-

ity, or failure, that inspires our desire to
standardize others.

It is not Life that is bad, but man’s use of
Life, the direction he gives to his expression
of Life, that leads to “good” or “bad” results.
When we use the powers of Life in a primitive,
selfish way, the results are ‘bad”. As we
become more conscious of the oneness of all
Life, and of our relations to society as a whole,
we see that the interest of the individual
is best served by so living that his actions
will not run counter to the best interests of
society.

There are none of us so far advanced that
we can afford to judge those around us who
are still following primitive methods in their
shining!  Our own methods are probably
quite as primitive—though perhaps in differ-
ent ways. It is up to us to adjust ourselves,
where we cannot with' reasonable effort con-
vince the other fellow that our methods are
better than his,

Each uses the forces of Life according to
his faith. One man creates a barrel of moon-
shine; another creates a poem. The man who
makes the moonshine has feith that it will
bring him pleasure or satisfaction, or he would
not undergo the labor and risk necessary in
its production. So long as he cannot be led
to place his faith in other sources of happi-
ness, he must follow his own methods and
bear the consequences of his own acts. The
only effective way of bringing about a change

“in his method is by helping him to see that

some other method is more desirable, by stim-
ulating his desire to try some other way.
Simply to criticize and condemn him for his
present method will not change him. Tt will
serve only to set him in his present course.

In other words, to improve his methods
you must help him to better express that
which he is. Criticism and condemnation do
not help him to express what he is. They
simply keep him from expressing himself.
They represent an .attempt to reverse the
process of Life, to drive back the ray of life
and keep it from shining at all.
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To create that which you desire you must
love it. To hate and resent what you do not
desire will bring you no nearer to that which
you do desire. Hate and resentment will only
obstruct your own shining and cause you to
lose your own power to influence others or to
create what you want. It is a well known
fact that a man who lives under conditions of
inharmony in his home life is apt to be so
handicapped in business that he makes a fail-
ure of all that he undertakes.

In short, we accomplish most when we con-
centrate upon our own shining, our own ex-
pression of Life and love, and cease to resent
the fact that the other fellow is shining ac-
cording to a different pattern, expressing a
different faith, than our own. :

Farra Cures.

NEW YORK clergyman has conceived
the idea of a scientific clinic for the in-
vestigation and analysis of faith cures.

“Whatever is useful in these practices,” he
says, “would be formulated. @ Whatever is
harmful would be discarded.”

Just like that! And how, the reader may
well ask, will this infallible separation of the
sheep from the goats be arrived at? Why, by
the aid of “physicians, psychiatrists and
clergymen” working together,

But will the results of such an investiga-
tion be any more infallible than the individ-
uals who conduct it? Medical science, by the
testimony of physicians themselves, is any-
thing but exact in its present stage of de-
velopment. For instance, records of post mor-
tems in a leading hospital show the physicians
to have been right in their diagnosis in only
approximately 50 per cent of the cases. Is
there any more reason to believe they would
be any more successful in analyzing faith
cures and their results?

This is not the chief reason, however, for
doubting that the results of the proposed
clinic would be altogether infallible—or any-
thing remotely approaching infallibility. The
principal reason for doubting that satisfactory
results will at present be achieved in such an
undertaking lies in the fllusive nature of
faith.

Physicians have been driven to constantly
expand the list of diseases which admittedly
have been cured by faith, by Christian Science
or New Thought methods. Richard C. Cabot,
M., D., Professor of Medicine, Harvard Med-
ical School, in a recent address credited these
methods with curing “organic as well as func-
tional” diseases. In the same address he said,
“no person can name an incurable disease.”

To attempt to establish, for all time, ‘“what-
ever is useful in these practices of faith cures,”
is like attempting to establish whatever is true
in current religious practices. Faith does not
lend itself readily to analysis, any more than
religion does. Chronic diseases have often
been cured by methods based upon the most
palpable superstition. The part which imag-
ination plays in the cure of disease is but lit-
tle understood. )

Faith does not flourish in an atmosphere of
analysis. A mental state of critical balancing
of facts will never accomplish a cure. Even
Jesus of Nazareth declared that he could not
heal in a certain place “because of their un-
belief.” :

The most successful mental cures occur
where there is the most complete abandon-
ment to faith and hope. Often it is a blind
faith and it may be inspired by superstition
or by a sublime universal truth.

Of course, the more completely mental cures
are brought into the light of knowledge and
reason the more surely these methods can be
applied. Such an attempt as that proposed
by the New York clergyman might be of
great benefit if conducted as an experiment,
with the sole desire of throwing further light
on the subject of faith healing, but with no
expectation of standardizing the methods by
which such healings are accomplished. Any
attempt at standardization would manifestly
hinder the advance of such healing methods.

September 11. SOLOMON DEDICATES THE
TEMPLE or SELF-REPRESENTATION
THROUGH CREATION. 1 Kings 8. :

Bible Readings: 1 Kings 8; Prov. 31.

GOLDEN TEXT: I was glad when thezo:aid
unto me, Let us go into the House of Jehovah,
Psalms 122, 1.

NEW THOUGHT GOLDEN TEXT: Let her
own works praise her in the gates. Prov. 31, 31.

IN MOMENTS of impatience and strenuous effi-
ciency, when we have seen the labor that has
been consumed by an ancient cathedral, by a pyra-
mid that has withstood time and tempest, or by a
book whose flluminations have taken a generation
to create, we ask,- Why? .

In studying the account of Solomon’s devotion
to the planning and building of the temple, we
wonder what was the abject behind it. He knew
that he did not need a templed sanctuary to come
into communion with the God within. He real-
ized that he did not need chants and cymbals
to win the favor of the ever-favoring Univer-
sal, or incense or sacrifice to court_the Almighty.
Why then did he build a temple? He realized
that when he had built a temple which sym-
bolized his spiritual aspirations, he felt proof
from the works of his hands of those Truths
which he had assumed concerning himself. By
the temple he justified himself. Through the tem-
ple he represented himself. .

In our work of helping people adjust them-
selves to life, we metaphysicians have discovered
the importance of assisting the individual to bring
his dream from the abstract to the concrete
through some definite sign.

Last year we
had one section of the city dominant and it re-
ceived plenty of “patronage.” This year we have
the opposite end of the city dominant and they
are receiving the ‘“patronage,” i. e., new streets,
etc. Only by rotation of patronage through rep-
resentation on the board, can all of the sections
of the city be served aright.

‘To keep one administration in too long, means
that all the patronage goes to the section which
elected that particular administration. I used to
think all this was wrong. Now I see that it is
merely another opportunity to apply the demo-
cratic principle of ROTATION IN OFFICE.
