In this sy?gestlve course of les-
sons we will not enter into a con-
sideration of Mathematicial As-
trology, for this is well presented
many of a hundred text books
that may be found in almost any
book stall.

The' Signs. Almost all people
are familiar with the fact that the
circle of the heavens, sometimes
called “the pathway of the sun,”
is, like every other circle, divided
into twelve parts, known as
“Signs,” that are named after the
constellation of stars that occupy
these parts; as Aries, Taurus,
Gemini, etc. In almost any alma-
nac one may find a chart of the
heavens, giving the names and rel-
ative positions of these signs.

Because of the revolution of the
earth around the sun, the sun ap-
pears to abide in each of these
signs one month each year. On
the 22nd of October the sun ap-
pears to enter the sign of ScorRio,
and to leave it on the 21st of No-
vember. When persons are born
between these dates they are said
to be born in Scorpio, or when the
sign of the sun is Scorpio; we
speak of it as the Sun Sign.

Because of the revolution of the
earth upon its axis once every 21
hours, evegl sign seems to he
rising once during this time; a dif-
ferent sign appearing in the east-
ern horizon every two hours. The
S|fgn that is rising at_the moment
of a_persons birth is called the
“Rising Sign.”

The Sun Sign. In a general way
we may say that the Sun Sign
gives the individual characteris-
tics and general fortunes of a per-
son.

The Rising Sign. This sign
seems to expend its force upon the
personality of the native, deter-

mining his personal appearance,
habits, probabilities of success, ad
failure and conditions at the close
of life.

Correspondences. Persian mas-
ters of all times have taught that
the earth is a reflex of the heav-
ens; that as it is in the heavens
so it is upon the earth. The Her-
menes of Egypt purloined this
thought from our masters, and
then called it their own, and in
the minds of many partly edu-
cated teachers they have the credit
of originating the thought; but
true masters know better.

That this correspondence may
be understood, prepare a map of
the earth on Mercator's projec-
tion, and one of the heavens in
the same way and on the same
scale. Place the map of the heav-
ens above that of the earth so that
the first degree of Aries will co-
incide with zero in the scale of
longitudes. We know this point
as Greenwich, practically, Lon-
don, England. Then the signs of
the circle of earth will correspond
with the signs of the circle of the
heavens—the Zodiac.

Since the earth is about 25,000
miles in circumference each sign
of 30 degrees comprises some-
thing over 2000 miles. From the
first meridian, which passes from
north to south through Green-
wich, it is 2000 miles to the thir-
tieth meridian, east or west. We
will study along the line of east
meridians. The second east meri-
dian line passes through Alexan-
dria, in ga/pt, and not far from
the Great Pyramid, Gizeh, which
is the starting point for all mys-
tic calculations

Let us now note the correspond-
ences of the two maps: From zero
lo the thirtieth meridian east we
have Aries, the Ram, ruled
Mars, in the heavens: on the eart



we have the city of Rome (the
Ram), Marsailes, Maurivania,
etc, everything pertaining to
Vars and the Ram.

The second sign—from the
thirtieth to the sixtieth degree
east longitude, we have Taurus
in the heavens, together with the
constellations Medusa, Perseus,
etc.. on the earth the Taurean
mountains, the lands of the Bull,
from which John Bull and his
people migrated.

Dr. Julia Seaton Sears has an
article in the September “Balance”
on the Vibrations of Different Ar-
ticles of Food, which presents a
very interesting, though less
talked of point of view. She says
among other things: “All food
has a rate of vibration correspond-
ing with its position in the uni-
verse.

"The things of diet which we
take from the earth are of a neces-
sity of a lower rate of vibration.
Everything growing under ground
Is classed as belonging to the slow-
er rates of motion.

“All foods growing close to the
ground are of a slightly higher rate
of vibration. Ihe foods taken
from low bushes pass up a grade
or so iu rate, and going on up to
the higher bushes, and at last to
the trees, we come to the sun-
kissed fruits which have had such
a run in the freak dietary of the
last few years, among those who
fancied food had all to do with
spiritual development.

“The fruit growing on the out-
er limbs of a tree are of a higher
vibratory rate than those at the
center or trunk of tlie tree.

“Animal food, which walks on
the earth, is higher in its rate of
vibration than is that in the water,
and those which fly in the air arc
