Talk as much as you please 
about the all-absorbing interest of 
men and women in politics, relig­
ion, society. literature and art, the 
question that rises like a giant 
above them all is involved in 
Love, Marriage and their conse­
quences. Church authorities, leg­
islators and popular sentiment 
have often settled the questions 
springing from these words, and 
still, like Banquo's Ghost, they 
rise again; they will not down. 
Ministers of the Gospel, from the 
country parson to the highest pre­
late, are now engaged in storming 
the castles of matrimony and are 
making Herculean efforts to bring 
the thumb screw's and prison bars 
of the dark ages into requisition in 
the punishment of the poor in­
offensive experimenters who are 
struggling in dire ignorance to 
find happiness in the uncertain 
mazes of marriage.

Marriage Congresses, and Di­
vorce Law Congresses and second 
and third and fourth marriage 
congresses are being held bv the

assumed leaders ot religious 
thought, and in all the reports of 
these conventions thus far receiv­
ed not one redeeming feature is 
observable, and not a suggestion 
has been made that can lift an 
atom of the burden from the 
shoulders of any marital sufferer, 
or make the way more pleasant 
for the millions of people who are 
rushing pell-mell into connubial 
strait-jackets.

Definitions. \\ e cannot talk 
intelligently about anv matter 
without a clear understanding of 
the words wre use; so in .this study 
we must define Love, Marriage 
and Divorce, three words that 
strictly carnal man can never com­
prehend.

Love'.
No lexicographer has ever yet 

given a true definition of this 
word. Webster defines it thus: 
“Warm affection; fondness; de­
votion.’’ The Century Dictionary 
thus w'ords its first definition: 
“The principle of sympathetic or 
pleasurable attraction in sentient
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of thinking beings,” and seem­
ingly as an after thought the 
lexicographer says: 'In its pui-
est and most universal form love 
is regarded in the highest concep­
tion of God as the essence of divin­
ity.” .

Jesus' Definition: “Love is the 
power of God that binds two souls 
and makes them one. ’

True love is one, but when, it 
manifests it takes upon itself the 
nature of the vehicle through 
which it manifests.

Platonic Love is evidenced 
when intellect takes hold of love. 
In certain people beauty, ele­
gance of manners, intellectual 
strength, etc., produce a sentiment 
that ripens into admiration which 
men call love; it is a will-o’wisp 
that hovers over dangerous fens 
and pits; that lures to wretched­
ness unnumbered souls.

Carnal Love is evidenced when 
the carnal nature of man takes 
hold of love. An inordinate de­
sire for sensual gratification is 
often mistaken for love; but it is 
sure to lead to misery and woe. 
this pseudo-love, called carnal 
Jove, is broader far than sensual­
ity. It is often inspired by sel­
fishness of the lower grades.

I hus we have studied love the 
real and love the illusion which 
brings us to the consideration of 
the almost sure result:

Marriage.
The dictionary defines thi word

thus: “The legal union of a man
with a woman for life.” The ques­
tion is often asked: “What con­
stitutes this marriage?” In his 
sermon on the Mount Jesus con­
siders this question thus:

“The law forbids adultery; but 
in the eyes of law adultery is an 
overt act, the satisfaction of the 
sensuous self outside the marriage 
bonds.

S p ir itu a l M a r r ia g e .  'T h is  is  one 
in which the characters and idio 
syncracics of the contracting par- 
lies produce a perfect equilibrium. 
Ancien t masters tell us that peo 
pie were created in pairs; that 
the great Oversoul in the begin­
ning assigned one particular wo­
man to the tender mercies of one 
p a rtic u la r  man, and vice versa; 
and that when, in the wonderful 
chain of births these two meet 
they immediately affinitize, are ir­
re s is tib ly  drawn together; the 
negative  meets the positive; a un­
ion ta k e s  place, a spiritual mar­
riage is  consummated. This is 
m arria ge  indeed, a marriage of 
w hich  th e  Nazarine said: “What 
bod  h a th  joined together no man 
can s u n d e r .”  Such a marriage is 
in no m a n n e r  effected by legisla­
tive b o d ie s  o r  ecclesiastical courts. 
Human p e r m its  and licenses are 
not fo r  o n e  moment considered;
the union is effected according to 
the laws of God, with which the 
judges of earth have nothing to 
do.

Marriage Licenses; are they 
Unnecessary do you say?. No, I 
never said so. Marriage licenses 
arc legal documents and while 
men must be governed, must have 
civil and political institutions, 
these legal recognitions of the 
union of man and woman are abso­
lutely e s s e n tia l. What I do say is 
that no one but the high contract­
ing parties lias anything whatever 
to do with the marriage. Rights 
of the parties are no way cluing 
ed by legal enactments; the legal

records are simply evidences to 
the public that such relations do 
exist, and that1 the stale has form­
ally agreed to protect the wedded 
pair in. their rights, so far as others 
are concerned. The state has 
never yet had any trouble regard­
ing tin- affairs of a true marriage, 
a spiritual union, for there is not 
power enough in the domain of 
Heclzebitl to separate two people 
whom God hath joined.

Matrimonial Differences; do 
such ever occur? Do spiritually 
mated men and women always 
agree in opinions? Are they al­
ways alike in thought, word and 
deed? Bless you, no; if they were 
alike they would not be affinities. 
Under the rulings of electric and 
magnetic law like ever repels like 
and attracts its opposite, and 
when these opposites come to­
gether each has its own peculiar­
ities, and differences are in evi­
dence, and it is not necessary that 
the judgment of one be subject to 
the will of the other. When this 
is done there is a forced peace; in- 
harmony S\teps in and proof is 
furnished that the union is not 
spiritual. In a spiritual mar­
riage the opposite characteristics 
of each are, in love, recognized by 
the other, and the evidence of this 
strength of character intensifies 
love, and is an additional bond to 
hold the souls in one.

Sentimental Marriages; there 
are many of them. Quite a per 
cent of marriageable people are 
attracted to each other by senti­
ment, by admiration. Beauty of 
form and feature, intellectual 
force, fascination of speech, ele­
gance of manners and kindred ac­
complishments, often produce 
such magical effect that an agree­
ment is reached, and a qualified 
officer pronounces the contract

consideration. Only a few weeks 
or months are required to dem­
onstrate the fact that imagina­
tion has made the picture too 
strong : that both have been de­
ceived : that what appeared as love 
before marriage was only senti­
ment. Other persons with more 
beauty, more accomplishments flit 
by. and what might have been 
probes the tender heart of both 
the man and the woman, and dis­
satisfaction spreads her awful 
wings over the new made home.

columns are open to whatever 
seems helpful in enabling man­
kind to meet the conditions of 
every day life as we find them.

Advance toward these higher 
ideals is only obtained by con­
stant effort and is gained step by 
step: there are. therefore, tnanv

stages of unfoldment and each 
stage requires that which it can 
assimulate.

Just what relation Food, Exer­
cise and Hygiene generally hold 
to Spiritual Unfoldment is a 
question that is ever receiving at­
tention from writers on both sides 
of the Atlantic.

We know that many men and 
women have attained to a high 
degree of spirituality in pain 
racked and deformed bodies, and 
that many a dyspeptic has reach­
ed a high state of unfoldment; but 
they have done so in spite of their 
hindrances and not by their aid.

The great apostle to the Gen­
tiles was a master in the flesh and 
he likened life to a race when, in 
his letter to the Hebrews, he 
wrote: “Let us lay aside even-
weight, and the sin that does so 
easily beset 11s. and let us run with 
patience the race that is se: be­
fore us.” When a runner is train- 
ing for a race, and has any ambi­
tion to win the prize offered for 
his endurance and skill, he gives 
heed to every thing that will bene­
fit him and cuts out from his daily 
life all that will hinder.

In the race of life is the prize 
offered for right living worth the 
while? In the Aquarian Gospel 
95:11 we read, “When man comes 
to himself and comprehends the 
fact that he is son of God and 
knows that in himself lies all the 
powers of God, he is a master 
tnind and all the elements will 
hear his voice and gladlv do his



will." Surely the prize is worthy.
Jesus, iu a conversation with a 

band of John’s disciples, said: "A 
glutton is a sinner in the sight of 
God.'' and we know full well that 
a gross and pampered body means 
spiritual stagnation, for growth 
is impossible under such condi­
tions.

In speaking to the Pharisees on 
one occasion Jesus said to them: 
"The law of flesh demands that 
we should keep the body clean.
The law of Spirit calls for purity 
in thought and word and deed."

If we would reach a state 
where the eyes of soul may open 
up on scenes of life beyond the 
physical, the body must be refin­
ed by proper food and care until 
its vibrations are raised to those 
of soul. Then and only then may 
we hope to be able to draw our 
inspirations from the great eternal 
source of supply—the ethers of 
Force, Intelligence and Love.

Dr. Latson, in an article on the 
Prevention and Cure of Disease, 
published in the October number 
of Health-Culture, makes the 
following suggestions. Briefly 
summarized, they are: Frst, take 
into the body only moderate 
quantities of pure, simple, plain 
food, and separating the meals 
by a period long enough to en­
able the stomach to empty itself, 
say six or seven hours. Second, 
drink freely of pure water. Third, 
secure by proper elimination 
through the lungs, which can he 
assured only by breathing fully 
and deeply of pure air; and let it 
be remembered that to get the re­
sult aimed at, immunity, we must 
have proper breathing and pure 
air. Lastly, by keeping the eli­
minating organs active, active all 
the time. How can we keep

these organs active? By free 
water drinking, proper breathing, 
pure air, exercise, the daily scrub 
bath, and an occasional sweat 
hath, and the enema.

\ \  hat shall we eat and drink is 
not so much of speculative theory 
but it is altogether natural 
science, appertaining to life pres­
ervation, and is based upon the 
general intuition, as a law of na­
ture which cannot be ignored, for 
there is no ignorance in natural 
laws.

That which grow s and matures 
upon the surface of the earth, hav­
ing fruit and yielding seed, is the 
proper food for man; and that 
which grow s and matures inside 
of the earth or above, having no 
fruit yielding seed, is food for an­
imal, but m,an can use them as a 
medicine and not as nourishment.

W e shall endeavor to outline a 
few particular rules which may be 
suggestive to  food selection and 
proper combination. 1 here are 
special properties in food for 
muscle, for brain, for strength, 
for energy, but if their combina­
tion is changed all the force 
thereof is changed also, and may 
produce different effect.

This suffice, to remember for 
the present that proper nourish­
ment and the staff of life is the 
grain product; fruits are elimina­
tors and vegetables are regula­
tors, but the fruits and vegetables 
never should be used at the same 
meal; same as sugar and milk 
never should be mixed, except in 
cooking.

Starchy food can be used occa­
sionally, when the system needs 
it, but not as a regular dish. The 
fruit of the tree contains acids of 
the air and the vegetables con 
tain the salts of the earth, consc-

E R N E S T  R E N A N .
His Views Concerning Jesus of 

Nazareth as Expressed in His 
"Life' of Jesus” and as Inter­
preted by His Critics.
Joseph Ernest Renan was h o rn  

at Trequier, (Lotos-du-X'ord, Jan. 
87, 1823; died at Paris. ( Vt. 
iVP. He was a French philolo 
gist and historian, and was the ae 
knowledged leader of the school 
of critical philosophy in France.

Among the authors of the so- 
called "higher criticism ’’ of tin- 
last century none displayed more 
profound scholarship than Finest 
Renan, and his interpretations 
of both Jewish and Christian 
Scriptures were, in the main, rea­
sonable and scientific. In 18(5.'). 
after extensive researches he 
"rote the "Life of Jesus" and this 
book is well worth the critical

study of all students. He recog­
nized Jesus as one of the great 
souls of all times, but of course 
denied that he was in am sense 
a ( iod.

In chapter 111 of his "Lite of 
Jesus he states that iesus was 
uneducated; that he had no 
knowledge of the great world, of 
its geographical divisions; neith­
er did he know am thing' of the 
politics of his native land: in fact 
that he was antagonistic to all 
governments. On page LVS lie 
says: "Jesus, in some respects, 
was an anarchist, for he had no 
idea of civil government. That 
government seemed to him purely 
and simply an abuse. He spoke 
of it in vague te rm s , and as  a man 
of the people who had no idea of 
politics.’’

Renan did not believe in mira­
cles and so lie frequently gave ex­
pression to the thought that in all 
of the recorded miracles of the 
Xazarine. that he was either him­
self deceived, or else entered into 
collusion with his disciples to 
perform bogus phenomena for the 
sake of the effect.

On page 051 of his "Life of Je­
sus" he said:

"Almost all of the miracles 
which lesus thought he perform­
ed, appear to have been miracles 
of healing."

In chapter X X 11 of his "Life 
of Iesus" Kenan gives his con­
ception of the phenomenon of the 
bringing of 1 azarus from the 
dead. I" this chapter he makes 
prominent the idea that the whole 
matter was a veritable farce ar­
ranged in detail In Mary. Mar­
tha and Lazarus himself and that 
Jesus gave himself uillingL to 
the deception.

On page 2 0  of the "Life of Je­
sus" Kenan's biographer "ays:



“In the case of the Lazarus 
miracle Renan, abandoning- his 
more probable hypothesis of pre­
mature burial, and following the 
somewhat far-fetched theory of 
Strauss and Baur, complacently 
pronounces the whole affair a 
pious fiction."

Opinion of Critics.
Dr. Frank Hartman in his “Life 

of Jehoshua,” page II says: “Re- 
an regarded him (Jesus) as an 
effeminate idealist, an imposter 
who performed ‘bogus phe­
nomena.' ’’

In giving the opinion of a num­
ber of the world's best thinkers 
in an address by Levi, published
