None can
attract or detract from his Central Point
of manifestation or rulership; ho is of
thoso energies and that Love and Tife
and illumination Divine, which is given

but all who enter must aid in the main-
taining of the domain; cach factor,
thercin, gives of what he may possess in
exchange for what he lacks and may be
had from out the ruling Provinces of the
body politie, thereof; this accounts for
the reasonableness of all Gifted People
being proteeted in their own and of right
receiving recompense for their serviees;
