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CRITICISM, THE SPUR TO GENIUS; THE
STATE THAT LURES TO VICTORY.
Wlhen Abraham Lincoln, long, lean,

lank, lomely, wncouth appearing,

strolled through Tllinois towns during
the famous Steven A. Douglass debat-
ing contest, all the general publie was
filled with humor and criticism, of the
most cutting character; but  Lineoln
soon silenced the ludicrous by lis mas-
terful poise, skillful initiative and bril-
lianey of intellect; the appearances of
the man was lost in the Inspiration of
the occasion, as made possible, only by
the gifts of the mighty genius, indwell-
ing the form of the man and the magic
of his Insight, keenness of penetrating
foresight, vividness of soul and heart,
as expressed in all conquering Intellect ;
by one single public speech, before one
single audience, this rough appearing,
uncouth, ill-attired, country lawyer,
wiped out the brilliantly attired and
richly endowed Donglass, and wrested
from him fame and name, while win-
ning for himself a prestige such as is
rare to any great genius.  So all master-
ful and magical, and, at the same time
general, was Lincoln’s Superiority, that,
in less than three hours’ time, from the
onset of the debate, the great aundience,
fired to a pitech of enthusiasm and ad-
miration, absolutely, uncontrollable, tri-
umphantly scized upon the formerly
ridiculed form and carried it, upon
strong shoulders, about the streets of the
town. You can not defeat genius or in-
nate quality; you may strive to ridicule
and eriticise it out of the way,but,sooner
or later, it will spring into masterful ex-
pression and win the day. Giants stalk
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abroad in overalls while pigmies parade
in broadcloth; it may be years ere the
occasion proves the powers and gifts of
4 slumbering Supernian, hut stern nee-
essity, cither for personal or for publie
good, will bring out the rare genius,
qualitics and talents of the great in
Soul, ITeart and Mind, and reverse the
state and place occupied by man. Some
people never discover themselves, while
others require tremendous forees against
them to bring out the latent powers of
their being.

Poverty is more often the school for
rising genius than is affuence and
wealth; like the forest tree, storms are
essential to real strength.

This article has been called into being
by the good graces of some of our es-
teemed readers, who have found the
humorous and ludierous side of things,
in the vernacular and the English, nsed
in the make up of this Magazine. To
us it is a matter of pleasure to be thus
noticed, even if ridiculed to a condition
of supposed obsecurity; to us eriticism
is but the spur that lends Instre to the
sword, that pricks the mere form, but
in so pricking it, arouses into mighty
expression the fire of that Genius, dor-
mant and latent within the Sonl of us.
We have a desire to discover ourselves
and nothing so emphatically aids us in
such discovering of ourselves, as the
agony of those, so offended over our
English composition, as to find moments
to ridicule its peculiar phrascology,

rythm and measure, grammatical, or

rhetorical imperfections.  In the words
of Mme. Drillon, writing to Benjamin
Tranklin, let us exclaim, “To make an
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Academie Discourse, one must be a
good graminarian; but to write to our
friends all we need is a good leart.”
In our work, as an assimilation of the
great and plastic possibilities, of all that
Art, Creative, of a Universe would in-
fer, we have undoubtedly fallen some-
what short of all that true genius im-
plies; we have, as editor of this Maga-
zine, never pretended to confine our-
selves to high art, or to become a con-
spectus of all the literary exccllences of
pure Inglish; we have made but little
cffort to confine ourselves to the tech-
nique, rythim, mecasure and perfected
poctie exactness of style and finish, pos-
sibly, expected in most English compo-
sition; we have preferred the Spirit,
heart and soul of things to that of the
crust, shadow and form; we have sim-
ply undertaken to BT that inspiration
of the ALL GOOID as the life and in-
dwelling fire, magic and power, which
through words and phrases, however ex-
pressed, or arranged, might heeome the
inspiration of our rcaders; we have de-
sired to reach the hearts and souls of
the every day people, rather than please
their intellects and, in so reaching them,
convey {o them some of the grace and
Spiritual Tlhnmnination, which, acting in
and through our own soul, mind and
body, has e¢nabled us to cast off and over-
come discase, poverty and weakness and
brought us to the first rounds in the
ludder to soul attainment; we would
comprchensively and concisely formu-
Jate and state principles, enumerating
the aspects of condition and character as
resnlts of environment or hereditary
preconceived possibilities, and in onr
own peeuliar vernacular and wordology,
state, per our own spiritual inspiration,
methods and give demonstrations of the
correction, of error through Occult and
Paychie Process; we prefer the homely
inspired version of things and prineiples
governing them, given us of the Soul,
rather than to conspicuously identify
our writings and instructions, with tech-
nical perfeetions and obscurities neces-
sitating nicety, in the art of literary
composition; we would express that

spirit. which inspives and thrills, and
heals, und uplifts, in spite of the word
symbolising, used as the clothing of ere-
ative thought; we would rather be our-
sclves, in expression, though acensed of
a few vulgarisms, than through literary
excellence, as to finislh and style, lose
our identity amidst the sky rocket em-
bellishments and effulgences of some
limited Chesterfieldian circle of far-
fetched clegances.  TLacking the polish,
the perfeetion of that preeision and pre-
ciso nicety, in composition, so much in
vogue among the editors of the Classics
and the works of review and criticism,
we wonld ask our readers to accept us
for what we are, wiclders of that in-
spiration which leads on to Success,
ITcalth and Wealth. “Oh that our critic
had written a hook,” then, might we
hold him up before the mirror, that in
go doing, we too, might draw out the
genius innate, the latent powers of his
goul and thus, in ecasure, refurn to
him the same good he has, so unthink-
ingly, given to us, hut we are con-
strained ; for, “the thunderbolt is at the
helm of the universe,” and “like a torch
in the night, man is lit and extin-
guished,” while, “that everywhere sur-
rounds us—yon great vault,” in which
is that Kternal All Pervading Spirit of
that “Mysterious DBeing,” who, o us,
hast spoken, and, through us, hast made
manifest ITis Attributes.

REACH OUT AND RAISE UP, OR KEEP
SILENCE.

We should ever strive to regulate an
evil rather than tear down every thing
good for the sake of rooting out the
evil. In our wild jumping at conclu-
sions we often mistake our own right-
eous premises in the anxiety to correet
an apparent cvil. Something exasper-
ating happens in the affairs of a com-
munity; we rise enmasse and, instead
of deliberative wisdom heing permitted
its sway, we rush into all sorts of fool-
hardy isms and advocate all kinds of
wild methods and means for the cor-
rection of the matter in hand; people
are like sheep, too often so, for the hest

interests and welfure of the general pub-
lic; too often they flock to the standard
of an unbalanced and chaotic leader;
there is too little judgment uzed as to
what is just and justice in the premises;

President, Roosevelt, in his famous
“Muck Rake Specel,” and revised and
published in the Octoler, 1906, of “Put-
nam'’s Monthly and The Critie,” very
aptly put matters thus: “The wild
preachers of unrest and discontent, the
wild agitators aguinst the entire exist-
ing order, the men who act erookedly,
whether because of sinister desigm or
from mere puzzle-licadedness, the men
who preach destruction withont produc-
ing any substitute for what they intend
to destroy, or who proposc a substitute
which would be fur worse than the exist-
ing evils—all theze men are the most
dangerous opponents of real reform. If
they get their way they wounld lead the
people into a decper pit than any into
which they eould fall under the pres-
ent system.”  And again he states,
“More important than anght else is the

developnient of the hroadest sympathy,

of man for man.” “Spiritually and cth-
ically we must strive to bring abont
clean living and right thinking.”

“We appreciate that the things of the
body are important, but we appreciate
also that the things of the Soul are imn-
measurably more hinportant.”

“The foundation stone of uational
life is, and ever must be, the high indi-
vidual character of the average citizen.”
These are the words of a statestuan and
a man of extraordinary understanding
of the essentials to right and righteons
government, as well as what constitutes
the very quintessence of gennine citizen-
ship.

estublish insanity, hurtful undoing men-
tal thought waves; their work is that of

murder,  Poverty  Thoughts,  Sick

Thoughts, black spirvits, diseased spirits,
dranken spirvits, hate spivits: they would
promote Obsessions, fake out a natural
spivitual chavacter for good and in its
stead, implant a demon spirvit of un-
truth, hate, worrv, mavhap to be, abso-
Iutely antagonistie to all that belongs to
the nuaterial or spivitual good of the vie-
tim.

There is an issue between Brother Shel-
ton, publisher of The Christian and myself
on the foregoing question, and as he pub-
lishes nothing but his own opinions I send
this to your magazine in reference to some
recent comments on myself and my position,
as made in his October issue of The Chris-
tian; he calls me an ex-preacher and pro-
ceeds to ridicule the preachers for their ig-
norance.

Although I have been an elder
in the Christian church for thirty-five years,
I have differed with the professional preach-
ers on many of their Orthodox fallacies, in-
cluding graveyard resurrection. The Uni-
versal Father is a God of order as well as
of Law, and if it is a part of human science
for the physical body to be immortalized, as
Shelton maintains, then he is forced to the
graveyards to lock up the dissolved particles
of the billions of bodies that have gone down
to the dust under the original curse. The
fact that our bodies are changing all the
time does not affect the question. If the
physical body is ever to become immortal,
it is the constituent parts existing at the
time of the change that are immortalized,
whether the change be death or resurrection.
So we are forced to the cemetery, in all
cases, when physical death has occurred.
I have always differed with the preachers
on physical resurrection, and believe that
The Holy Spirit, in the Soul, clearly teaches
that it is the Spiritual and Psychic that are
resurrected, and Mr. Shelton conceeds this
in his comments in the following words:
“But there is a body within the body which
must be quickened by the Spirit;” this is
my position; it is the Psychic Body which
must be quickened and resurrected. Again,
in reference to the transfiguration of Jesus,

he concedes my position in the following
words:

“This was before the resurrection, and
shows that the dynamic body was in Jesus
all the time. He simply kept it covered from
eyes of men. In fact, that body is the man.
for the immortal body can not be separated
from being. It is the person. My dynamic
body is myself, else I could not be regen-
erated or raised from the dead. As I have
said, this body of the resurrection is hidden
in the mortal body, like life is hidden in a
grain of corn or wheat. It is our life. It is
our mind.”

This is my position exactly, except he calls
the Psychic Body a Dynamic Body. The
Psychic Body is the real man; the Body that
is resurrected.

Let us see what the testimony of the
Bible is about the Physical Body of man.
When Adam was ejected from the Garden of
Eden, the closing part of the judgment was
as follows: “For dust thou art and unto dust
shalt thou return.” Gen. C. 2, v. 19. Thou-
sands of years later when Solomon. the wis-
est man, lived on earth, he recognized this
sweeping law of death as to the physical
body, in these words: “Then shall the dust
return to the earth as it was; the spirit to
God who gave it,” cclesiastes, C. 12, v. 7.
After the resurrection of Jesus, the Holy
Spirt speaking through Paul, recognizes the
same universal law, in Second Cor., C. 5, v. 1,
The Holy Spirt, speaking of physical death,
uses this language: “For we know that if
our earthly house of this tabernacle were
dissolved, we have a building of God. an
house not made with hands, eternal in the
heavens.” evidently referring to the Psychic
or Spirtual Body; and again. speaking of
the resurrection the Spirit uses these words:
“It is sown a natural body: it is raised a
Spirtual Body; there is a natural body and
there is a Spirtual Body.” 1st Cor., C. 15.
v. 44. The natural or physical body is sown
in the grave and it is the Spirtual or Psychic
Body which already exists that is raised or
resurrected, as the new body: the physical
body dissolved and returned to its original
elements of earth and air and other natural
gases.

And the quotation which Mr. Shelton
makes from 1st Cor., forever settles the fact
that the Physical Body can not enter the
Kingdom of God, as follows: “Now this I
say brethren that flesh and blood can not
inherit the Kingdom of God. neither doth
corruption inherit incorruption.,” and the
language of Jesus which he also quotes,
show conclusively, that when our Spirits
enter the Psychic Realm, after physical
death, they can not carry their flesh and
bones with them, as follows: “Handle me
and see, for a Spirit hath not flesh and bones
as ye see me have,” the quotation Mr. Shel-
ton makes from Ephesians, is an interpola-
tion of the Roman Priesthood. who desired
and largely succeeded in establishing a ma-
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terialistic church and religion—bhesides
Jesus the Christ is in Heaven. and the idea
that He should there bave flesh and blood is
an absurdity, which no great philosopher
ard apostle. inspired by The Holy Spirt, as
re2]l man, would ever have beem guilty of.
I am aware that the New Testament teaches
that physical death will, finally. be over-
come: this wilL probably be by the body be-
ing dissipated and returned to ite original
elements. in the carth and the air without
bhaving ) pass throuzh the corrupting pro-
cess of physical death: this will probably
be at tke coming of Christ. “when those ljv-
ing will be changed in the twinklinz of an
eve.” and will appear ip thzir Psychic Bod-
jes. in the possession of all their spiritoal
senses: all will then be CLAIRVOYANT
AND CLAIRAUDIENT AND WILL SEE
AND CONVERSE WITH DISEMBODIED
SPIRITS 25 many of the Prophets and Apos-
tles did. ard as Swedenborg and A. J. Davis
did during a great jart of tueir physical ca-
reer and lives here on eartn. The physical
body is a temporary mold in which the Psy-
chie Bady acd Scul is developed and the
spirit is individuzlized: it is the spirit and
the Psschic Poly that is resurected.
