Intimating tho 
happy, well satisfied self sufficiency and 
conquering mental power of all Taurus 
people. “And God hearkened unto 
Leah, and she conceived and bare Jacob 
a fifth son, and Leah said, ‘God hath 
given me my hire because I have given 
my maiden unto my husbandand she 
called his name Tssaeher”—“Price, re 
ward, recompense.”
