Spirits of air, spirits of five, spivits of
water and spirits of earth or material
realing, all ave at your ready bidding and
immediate serviee, to do vou favor or to
do vou ill, just as shall be determined by
vyour own revealment as to whether of
Love or Ilate, Good or T1I, yon are an
emanation and manifest expression ; who
hates, envies, pollutes, is jealons or self-
ish, and is, therefore, of chaos and strife,
will attract to him spirits of like undo-
ing service: who is of Love, is of heaven,
and will draw to his servive spirits of
Divine Light, as factors of the One Spir-
it of Light and Life, builders and heal-
ers and helpers: like attracts like, and
our own comes to us as to a mighty mag-

POWER BETWEEN GOOD AND EVIL
SPIRITS.

One of the most difficult problems to
overcome in teaching the unfoldment of
Soul, Medinmship or Psychic Powers,
is the first receiving of intelligences as
classified messages; it is at this stage
the beginner becomes involved between
the power of the Good and that of the
Evil Spirit intelligences; properly, no

possible; the man or the woman in this
condition, if not understood, is immedi-
atelv  considered  insane: physicians
making a terrible mistake right here are
responsible for much after loss of rea-
son; it is at this stage of the game a Mas-
ter, a true Psvehie, with the Gift of the
Divine Spirit, must be called into serv-
ice: his Will and Spirit must be exerted
and treatment extended and continued
until, per a Psvehic ITealing Process,
the victim of spirit dominance is healed,
strengthened of Will and the Subjective
and Objective Minds brought to at-one-
ment : if this is not done, the Evil and
Material, destruetive and tearing down
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spirits will prevail and it’s difficult to
overcome the lasting devastation thus
permitted; no medicines, no confine-
ments, no method under heaven, but the
above, should be permitted or pursued.
The cause of this trouble is two-fold;
first, all that has ever been met with, all
people, all sayings and doings, are re-
corded as upon a roll, as for a phono-
graph, within the Subconscious, and this
must unravel and play until all is told;
it is mixed with good and evil; it always
comes forth as expressions of spirit
voices; it carries mames of those who
have been in one’s lists of friends and
associates, some gone on, some still on
earth ; this deceives many; second, there
are earth spirits who come, and they add
to the general confusion; until this is
overcome and the Divine Spirit comes,
as Light of Truth, and Will and Reason
is restored, chaos is the condition. In
our class work this has never occurred,

but we have had many cases to heal of
late.

SELFHOOD AND SELFISHNESS.

None there are who have not the
power to be something noble and true in
this splendid field of industry and
strife; none are so poor of mind,
strength or purse but what contain with-
in them some spark of Divine good and
helpful truth: none are so richly en-
dowed in goods, wealth or mind, but that
may vet improve, through awakening
and bringing into fullest and complet-
est manifestation the divine Selfhood.
Betwixt Selfhood and Selfishness there
lies a most extraordinary gulf: true
greatness lies on the one side. while
mighty littleness ocenpies planes just
across and over the waves which separate
these peculiarly ditferentiated states of
man’s development. unfoldment and ful-
fillment of life’s purposes. There never
has been a small Selfhood when rightly
fostered, neither has there ever existed
real greatness wrapped up in a traly
selfish nature.  We cannot develop, un-

ness of our inverted vision; we fear ri-
vals, doubt ourselves and all others; we
are unable to reach beyvond narrow and
limited premises and thus defeat self
ends by helping to defeat others; we are
small in comprehension and still smaller
in undertaking and mastering affairs of
moment to ourselves and society at
large: we are a bubble where we should
be an all energizing stream of success,
health and energy : thus are we lopsided,
onesided, limited, defeated. and misera-
bly wanting in the midst of great oppor-
tunity, peace and plenty. “.\s ve mete
unto vourselves o shall it be meted unto
vou,” is a mighty truism; for as we
measure out to ourselves or others, o
shall we receive, and lest we receive
bountifully we cannot give forth bounti-
fully, neither can we receive, on the
plane of opulence, lest we give of opu-
lence most unselfishly and freely; freely
give that all may enjov of that which
vou possess and, in return, that vou may
freelx receive of that which others may
have in exchange for vour own gnod
gifte: this is the final law; this is that
which distinguishes real Selfhood from
petty, limited Selfishness.

ers as of true Selfhood.  The sun of our
gvstem shines for all planets in his eyele
a'likr-, because, in his greatness, he 1s the
One Light, Life and Energy that sus-
tains all; so, too, the great Spirit illu-
mines all within the Soul of things alike
and cach and every factor of the Great
Oversoul shall surely receive if, forget-
ting all else, remembers alone the Light,
Life and Energy encompassing and in-
dwelling the whole; there is but One
Mind, One Spirit, One Soul to the real
Selfhood, whether of one man or a bill-
ion men.

Not a Hobos” Inn; not a Drunkards

Not a Loafers’ Place, but a Feeding
Point.

The jail for vagrancy or the poor
farm, is no place for a temporarily bust-
ed and down-and-out starving man; not
punishment, but succor until a change
in circumstances permits a rise is the
thing needed.

We are all able to rise to great public
disasters like the recent destructive
quake of Italy; we are all innately een-
erous of spirit and man is humnane and
ready to come to the test when tremen-
dous forces are wrought to call forth his
nobler selfhood; hut what are we to do
about the numberless unfortunates who
do actually travel and traverse our
streets in abject distress, hunger and
cold; we read of suicides from huneer
and lack,and this, too, while wagon loads
of good food is wasted daily at our large
hostelries and every one of our restau-
rants; could there not be some svstem
adopted for guthering up all this waste;
that is the best of it, and the turning of
it into a great good charity by having
some place where all the actually hun-
ary, regardless of cause, conld come and
be fed, until work or money relieved
their distress? This editor was twice so
caught, in the past, and once roamed the
very streets of Denver without bed or
food for three days and nights, and was
too weak and undone to work, when he
obtained a position, to do the work prop-
erly. Do not ask a hungry man to cut
vour kindling or carry up a ton of coal
ere he eats ; feed him and then let him do

your service; we trust some scheme will
find favor with some good, nonsectarian
booster and philanthropist which can
find a way to gather the tons of asted
food, good, wholesome food, daily
thrown away in every great city, and
thus alleviate one of the most erying, un-
called-for and most far-reaching demor-
alizing things civilization has bronght te

bear. Feed the hungry first, then ask
work of them. For God's sake let us
find some plan and sustain it; charity
should begin at home: we cannot ask in-
dividuals-to do this; it must be a great
public feeding station: a man can run
around and keep warm; but no human
being can stand up under starvation.
The real deserving and honest man will
starve before secking out a charity or-
ganization or going from house to house
to beg; we know because we have been
there, and have known many others who
were in like straits; it’s no disgrace to
et broke; the best man that ever lived
is liable to do so in spite of his smart-
ness; but it’s a disgrace to civilization to
permit such a man to get =0 weakened
as to be compelled to starve for lack of
power or strength to work a shift in or-
der to get something with which to et
a meal of victuals.

What is the difference between Mental
Healing and Psychic Healing? You seem to
differentiate, and yet you say repeatedly
there is but one Mind; if there is but One
Mind why is not all healing of that One Mind
and thus Mental Healing?

A PRACTITIONER

There is but One, Divine Mind in the real-
ity of the All-Consciousness; this One Mind
is the Original, Underlying. Creative Mind of
the Universe; this One Mind is the ALL
MIND of the WHOLE in the All Good; this
One Mind is the Mind which indwells the
Great Oversoul of the entire Universal; this
is the One Mind of The Father, made mani-
fest in The Son, by The Spirit of The Father,
The Holy Ghcst; without The Spirit making
manifest this One Mind none, not ONE can
say Il AM OF THE ONE MIND OF THE UNI-
VERSE; this One Mind. as made manifest by
The Divine Spirit within The Divine Scn, is
that which distinguishes the Christ Nature,
as the New Creature as of and active Princi-
ple, as a Healing Energy or Power within the
SOUL of man; tnis One Mind thus manifest
within the Soul of man. as The Superjective,
BECOMES, THROUGH THE HOLY SPIRIT,
as THE LIGHT OF WISDOM making it
manifest as Soul Illumination, . expressive,
after such Illumination has taken place wita-
in the Soul of man, as The Subjective Mind;

things, void of indwelling Love, Life and
Spirit of Truth, the real Word made mani-
fest as the very essence and substance of
true Healing and a Psychic Process; Psychic
meaning “Spirit's Breath,” or Life actualized
and expressive as from Soul to Soul as a fact
of Possessicn in Consciousness. The dif-
ference between Mental Healing and a Psy-
chic Process, is the difference in the leav-
ened and the unleavened; the Life vitalized
word and the dead and inexpressive and in-
effectual word; the Spirit of life in action
and the absence of the same; the presence
of The Divine Will and its absence.

In Mental healing you compel a line of
thought, a hallucination to operate as the
Mind you yourself implant, as that of your
patient. and this mind, working in the pa-
tient’s Brain, dces not necessitate a life awak-
ening, reinvigorating, vitalizing Spiritualiz-
ing, life-giving, healing PRINCIPLE, as of
the Life of the Universe, or as of Creative
Principle, in Mind, Word and Spirit: your
patient thinks, with ycur mind; thinks your
thoughts; realizes nothing but another’s idea
or ideal of his own organism; is without his
own mind to detect and declare weakness,
sickness or anything else contrary to your
mesmeric ccntrcl, per your mental thought
waves passing in and through his Brain as
the instrument of mind expressicn; resuits,
he thinks as you think; he discerns as you
discern; he may be dying by inches, but the
atomic parts, forming his mind, personal and
individual, do not respond to the foreign
mind working in his cranium and hence, re-
frse to report the real conditions existing
within his own body, as a whole: his Soul, be-
ing a factor of the One Universal Soul, rebells
acd refuses Light of Wisdom as [llumined of
Spirit, and thus he decays, wastes away
while your Mind, mortal, thinks for him and
through this hallucination. permits the won-
derful enjoyment of walking around in ap-
parent freedom from pain and aches. whilst
the body decays and finally dies. We defy
you to prove the falsity of these premises, as
we can establish our proofs from data gath-
ered from reputed physicians and hospital
avthdrities as referring to mere mentalism.

There are Healers who heal. as they be-
lieve, by Mental Method; they know not

quickening Principle, without which Life of
Mind. in Word. there is no Health Conscicus-
ness. You may think a pain out, but you
cannot build a new Constitution or a new
Physical Bady without the Spiritual Sub-
stance cr Woerd. There is nothing to real
mentalism but hallucination. for the princi-
ple that heals is creative, constructive
growth and building principle backed by the
Life Essence, indwelling the Magic Word.

Get into the spirit of all that sur-
rounds you for vour good: keep in this
spirit and have a spirit in all your works
and ways, and suceess, with health and
happiness, will surely follow as a nat-
ural result.  Spirit makes for thrift and
energy and awakens life's chords in such
manner as to cause all things about you
to vibrate in unison; this is the lay of
harmony and accord and wins where all
clse fails.
