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We carve not for any maun's modes or
ways, so long as they are in accord with
the law of right endcavor and uphold
the mighty fabric of the State for the
good of ALL and EACII of its con-
stituent parts or units. We believe in
centralized power; we desire right in-
stead of force and might of a false re-
vealment; we SHALL yet GAIN IT.
The servant will act out the plans, spir-
itual schemes of his aster: we so
judge, then, the acts and doings of all
in authority; the motive tells or reveals
the power behind the throne, also, the
whyness of any movement or act.

sible to the man who knows himself and
applies limself in line with bis own
talents or genius.  All life’s failures are
merely mistakes, errors, and the result of
misunderstanding the real self; study
thine own self if thou wouldst have suc-
cess, health and wealth.

A bright, active looking young man
was approached by one of our enthusiasts
with the May issue of our magazine as a
sample copy ; he took it; saw the name;
handed it back with the remark, “I am
a Christian. I can’t read such stuff as
that.”  Since then we have been asking
ourselves what is the meaning of the

term, L am a Christian.™  If it is what
the above referred to young man thinks
it is, well we don’t want to be classed
with the type. We read Tom Paine,
Robert G. Ingersoll and Gibbin and
ITume, not because we agreed with their
agnosticism, but because we desired to
polish up our wits a little, and having an
understanding of the wisest of the say-
ings on the other side of religious mat-
ters, be enabled to state with reasonable
charity and breadth of mind, along with
intelligenee, our own side of the matter.
Who fears to read the opposite side is
already damned; because fear is never
Godliness, nor God love.

The most recent great COMBINE is
that of seventeen million Protestant
church members. What has brought
about this combine? All the music and
hymnals are already TRUST matters;
the Bible Societies have a TRUST on
the so-called Word of God, just as if our
Bible alone contained ALL of God's
Creative Word; from present indiea-
tions, our Vision, as given in the article
in this issue, under the title of “The
Acquarian Age,” is most certainly a
prophecy. Why not the thirty million
New Thought and Altruistic hosts form
a gigantic combine; maybe it will be
necessary vet, in orvder to protect onr-
sclves against the LETTER of THE
WORD run wild with the SPIRIT
left to those who ARE of awakened
Soul Consciousness.

We have no objeetion to religious
combinations, provided the Spirit of
Christ be the object; but we feel that is
NOT the REAL IDEAL.

This is a commercial age and people
must have bread and butter as well as
Spiritual food; common sense tells us
that we must accept humanity as it is,
until humanity, by Spirit of love is
quickened of the Soul, into better un-

. derstanding of its own best good; you

cannot beat, pound, or legislate pcople
into Soul unfoldment ; neither can vou
transmute evil into good by hate, the
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god of evil, and hate is the whole trou-
ble at the bottom of all recent church
moves, towards overcoming so-called
evil; without evil there could be no un-
derstanding of good, and the Church
would cease to be of further use.
Church ethics and city government
ethics can NEVER meet on any equal
basis of operation; the Church ethics
would make a desert of this city of Den-
ver in less than ten years.

Neither can city ethics take the place
of Church ethics; the two are separate
factors, and both absolutely essential to
human progress.

Yes, dear friend, whencver you get
the food with exactly the rightly pro-
portioned chemical elements to keep
health, and you get environmental con-
ditions, of house and sleeping apartment,
exactly, correctly adjusted to bodily
needs, and, then, get the mental organ-
ism and nervous and functional system
perfeetly in working order in the small-
est details, everything working in har-
mony to a nicety; when you under-
stand and apply all the principles of
creative inbreathing and outbreathing
so as to establish a lasting equilibrium
between the within and the without;

Tor ourselves we prefer to chance
things as they are here, for awhile, ere
stepping off into something experience
and age alone may make more clear. as
to its environing futurity.

Mountain News, Denver, Colo., April 23, 1909.

PROF. FRANK D. HINES,

Offices 1438 Tremont Place.

Frank D. Hines, born October 21,
1862, in the old Georgia placer mining
district on north fork of Clear Creek,
Gilpin County, Colorado.

Father, John J. Hines, moved to
Bear Creek, near Evergreen, spring of
1864, where mother died December 2,
1864.

Mother’s parents were Ilollanders,
name Schwartzell.

Father’s pavents, father Irish de-
scent, an Ohioan; the mother of Penn-
sylvania Dutch stock, born in Pennsyl-
vania.

Left home at age of 12; entered Den-
ver schools 1876, left Kast Denver
High School ut end of second year,
June, 1883; health compelling him to
leave school, spent two years in the
woods as log contractor.

Served as County Assessor of Jeffer-
son County 1888 and 1889, being a
Wolcotite ; split in party drove him out
of politics, after a service of ten years;
was editor of the Globe at Golden,
Colo.,during Harrison campaign, 1888,
and stumped his county for his party.
Served in the nineties for six years as
Justice of the Peace of his own coun-
ty; was an authority on tariff and mon-
etarv questions, sticking to the gold
standard throughout the silver discus-
sion.

I may pray until I am old and gray;
I may attend all church services for a
life time; I may sing and shout until my
life fades away; but until the Spirit of
Truth has become a fact of my very Ego,
as illumining light of wisdom, and the
Soul of me knows the Christ as an in
dwelling saving grace, as consciousness,
I am as nothing, in real Soul attainment
or immortal Ego, capacitated to enter the
realms of light, love and life; all must
be unfolded spiritually, as a conscious-
ness in and of the Soul, itself, ere T am
true salvation and fully capacitated to
enjoy the falicities of the next higher
realms of life; be not deceived ; you can-
not enjoy until you know and realize; no
Ego can go higher than its inner light
of understanding permits of realiza-
tion; so we say there are earth bound
Christians, so-called, by the millions, be-
cause not yet unfolded, developed or of
spiritual illumination or actualized
Christ consciousness; there are mighty
few who step immediately into a new
heaven; because the new heaven is a
state in us and of us, ere we can under-
stand enough to enter it; it must enter
us first as consciousness in knowing,
after which we may enter its environ-
ments; environments are just as we in
Consciousness are able to create them or
know them, as good or evil: heaven is
evil to the unillumined of divine spirit;
because all such would not be at home in
higher realms of eternal spirit, which is
light of love and wisdom. :

The first road that leads to cheapness
and finally to poverty is the desire to
obtain bargain or cheap produce; i
cheapens the thought powers; it serimps
the ideal; it despoils the Soul of Riches
and Creative Prosperity, Creative
Thought Power; it unmans and finally
makes cheap men and women. “I can
and will have the best and can pay for
the best,” is true manhood and woman-
hood. This is not extravagance, but is
right thought activity.

OUR METHOD.

21ST LESSON—PRINCIPLES AND THE
PSYCHOSIS.

I am Love or I am its opposite; there
are no two I am’s possible ; there may be
a middle course of something yet noth-
ing, for I am something in positive char-
acter, here and now, expressive as myself
or else I am nothing as to self expressive
qualities. The world loves the man who
knows where he stands, and knowing, as-
serts his knowing in such manner and
matter of fact way as to leave no doubt
as to his position ; in politics the most in-
fluential man is the positive, bold, assert-
ive one; the most despised of political
pretenders is the man eternally turning
his coat; even so is it in all affairs of
life; we respect an out-and-out disagree-
ment of opinion far more than that
which is so wishy washy as to have no
point of view from which to rise into the
lime light. 1y revealment as to Truth
may seem absurdly inopportune to my

esteemed contemporary of the same

school and manifestation of Spiritual
Consciousness, vet the fact that T am of
something positivelyv known and ex-
pressed in a positive manner must place
my character above the question of quib-
bling nothingness and win and even com
mand the respectable attention of such
contemporary ; it’s a very small calibred
mind or soul that fails to respect any
honorably expressed faith in fixed prin-
ciples, be they ever so antagonistic to the
view point taken or assumed as its own
faith or principles. The world is the
expression of but two primal revealed
forces; the one positive, constructive,
evolving, and overcoming and fulfilling
an universal growth and unfoldment
scheme, the other a Negative, destruc-

-tive, tearing-down, closing-up, or de-

stroving process; the two must meet on
equal footing; no middle course can be
the outcome of the Plan and Purpose of
Creation; a positive or a negative pro-
cess must result, ere any force is possible
in such a universal comprehension of
power; if’s the known position taken
that permits detection, as well as expres-

siveness of power, or its character; ex-
tremes, as opposites must be, or else, the
grand scheme of evolution is not a possi-
bility.

Principles determine phases of disci-
pline; prineiples determine character;
but back of, underlying and indwelling
all principles, must be the concept of
that for which principles are formulat-
ed; back of the concept must be Will as -
Fiat, in purpose or concept, as purpose
symbolized, or imaged and following in
the wake, or as the result of Will, must
be the Spirit indwelling Light and Life
of the Concept as willed, in accordance
with underlying prineiples: after Will
and Spirit, as motive power, and Life,
and Light of the Concept, must surely
follow Love, which instills or creates and
sets in motion, the ALL CREATIVE
POWER as Working Enthusiasm to
promote principles accepted as Truths,
in Concept, as Symbol or Image and,
thereby, set at work or put in operation
an effort; this is a process fully set in
motion, under way, towards consumma-
tion of purpose; principles must deter-
mine of what character shall be the en-
tire process, whether positive or nega-
tive, in manifestation and expression, as
the operative process; the unifving prin-
ciple is termed the Psychosis, without
which, equilibrium, the hoped for attain-
ment, is impossible. Philosophy has to
do with principles, their determination
and differentiation and, finally, their ap-
plication and the conclusive results that
may possibly follow; Psychology has to
do with Mind and Soul and Spirit and
its Process; it further must have to do
with the Psychosis, because, it must de-
termine final unifving principle; Sci-
ence as exact knowledge of *principles,
things and forms, must have to do with
the differentiation, separation into their
parts, and dissection, and classification
of the Generic and the Genetic; it mat-
ters little how we enter the realms of
knowing, but it matters much under
which set of principles we enter, and
with what Spirit we permit our real
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knowing to become of consequential

good, or evil, to ourselves and fellow

man; the I am, the Ego, must perceive

the Objective, then, per apperception,
make the Objective itself or knowledge
within itself; it must then, utter itself as
knowledge, as of itself, in image or con-
cept, in accordance with fixed princi-
ples, positive or negative, constructive or
destructive; there is no middle way of
utterance of this self as knowledge, the
process must express character of one or
the other tvpe, good or evil; in either
process the Memoryx and the Will, com-
bined with reason, must compel, too, the
faculty of recalling events, stored away
in the Subjective, to act for either good
or ill; thus and thus only can the I am
become what we will it to be, in uttered
concept, or image, as a finality. The
Concept or Image is what we build to;
it is the result of innate conception and
propulsion, as an utterance or judgment
of the Ego, the I am, and we become ob-
jectively as we thus form for our own
after building that which is the Concept,
Image, or Design; this is the process;
there can be none other; we need strive
for none other; the soul as the Womb of
Creative Spirit, alone, holds what we
shall be or become; it is the zource from
which, knowingly or otherwise, man ob-
jective, appropriates the real of charac-
ter as to what he is in actualized unfold-
ment ; the smaller the possibilities of the
Soul to express, the less the power of cre-
ative capacity and the less the gift of
Wisdom or positive knowledge; some
souls are so dead, or pinched, as to ex-
press but little, so bound as to be of none
avail; while others represent the Soul in
its half dormant state capable of creative
power, but lacking the spirit of proper
illumination, fail in attainment of real
expressiveness in power, energy or wis-
dom ; other Souls opening up the twelve
gates of entrance, and accepting the
guidance, control and illuminating poyw-
er of the Divine Spirit manifest creative
Power and Wisdom in all the beauty and
Life and Love of the One Divine Source
of Being and are termed, as of the Su-
persensuous, a masterful fulfillment in

—_—

Divine Gifts and Power; knowledge is
from without, while Wisdom is ever
from the within of us, hence, Spirit be-
comes of tremendous importance as to
final completion of the nature or charac-
ter of man.

The spirit of the Negative operates
never, strictly speaking from the within,
or the Real Immortal of man, the Soul,
Fet drawing upon the objective, and per
perception followed by apperception, ap-
propriating the gleanings of the nega-
tive spirit’s work, may become the I am
of all that is negative in spirit and pro-
ceed to utter the evils thereof; thus we
may become the I am of all Evil, de
structive, sick, and undoing energies and
proceed to make such conditions, our
Symbols, Concepts, or Images, and,
thereby, become builders to our undoing,
as to the Objective, and the loss of the
possibilities of immortalizing ourselves
as to Soul Character; the I am is then
the mere temporary I am, partaking of
the spirit of the passing, the changing,
the Objective phase of being alone; this
is the final conclusive evidence of the ap-
propriation, to ourselves, of fixed sets of
principles and, once more, determines to
which revealment we have clung and as
to which factor of the I am we are allied.
Disease, Failure, Fear, Doubt and all
kindred conditions spring from the neg-
ative or outer spirit of the Universal,
while Health, Prosperity, Success, Love
in its reality, Truth, Longerity and
Power and Poise spring from out the
depths of the great Oversoul and indwell-
ing the within of man, makes possible
Life in the Universal as the Immortal
Soul Essence, the New Creature, as a
positive Consciousness. which is Crea-
tive in process and springs from creative
Mind and Will, and as Spirit manifest-
ing Creative Principles, as of the All
Good; in the first instance we have a
house divided against itself; the person-
al Ego unable to unite with the Individ-
ual or Soul Ego, defeating the Psvchosis
as the unifyving and saving prineiple, the
very finality of a Master or completed
Ego.

This may seem complicated to onr
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readers, yet we have tried to be explicit,
in that there is a personal Ego which
does not partake of Divine Gifts, which
at the same time may partake somewhat
of the Subjective; there is, too, an im-
personal Ego, separate until per the Di-
vine Spirit, it becomes an awakened,
quickened Consciousness, as of Divinity,
the New Creature, springing into being
and expression as out and of the Univer-
sal and this may remain so separate,
even after illumination, until per the
Psychosis the unifying Process, as of
growth, it so perfects the Objective as to
permit of Universal Consciousness as
Wisdom becoming the Light of Knowl-
edge and thus perfecting the inner and
the outer, per unfoldment and develop-
ment, so as to unite the separate factors,
into the One, the Ego or ITmminent I
am; in this manner a positive character
is made an Immortal Entity a means of
salvation in accordance with Divine
Principles; this is the I am Love; the
creative, the Superman, the Real Man
in true conception and fullest reveal-
ment of Creative Purpose, Will and Pro-
cess. As this is accomplished so is it
thereafter with all that we, of the true
Soul Self, conceive and carry into effect.
The Psychosis, as the unifying prinei-
ple, brings to pass true at-one-ment be-
tween the within and the without; the
completion of the Process of all creation,
both in Nature and in Man.

When, in the course of events, two
Souls unfold into one and two forms
containing the essence of love, unity and
truth, are so thrown in mutual friend-
ship of purpose and endeavor, as to make
man and woman, one in truth, such is of
the Revealment of, “Whom God joins
together let no man put assunder.” We
as one in the Spirit of Truth, extend
onr greetings unto all our numer-
ous family of followers, patrons, clien-
tile, in fact all who may be interested
in our well being. JMay the universal
sea have no waves too strong for the
journev, and the ship be so manned
that no mutiny ever disturb its peace-
ful glide o’er the billows of life. With-

cut spirit of love, in consciousness,
higher than mere desire, and will su-
perior to mortal undoing things, no such

health, content and happiness as unity
means, can long remain, in perfection,

as creative, psychic energy, the fulfill-
ing of the law. Bodies are often
joined, as in all civil contracts, but =el

dom is it Souls unite with bodies, as but
a merc incident to the holy union.
ITelen of Troy, as Mystiec Queen, we
trust, shall not repeat herself at this late
day in this modern epoch of unfolding
process of the Soul, mind and holv.
Ties that bind the body are necessary
for human society’s safety valve; but no
such ties compel any one properly
poised and gifted of understanding to
waste gifts for other’s good, in celf and
double self. TUnions without the dis-
uniting factor are rare; but such there
are, and time will show it and prove it

all.

Wateh and work and be faithful, all
liberal minded people; let no law det-
rimental to this grand commercial age
and Spiritual New Birth enter the leg-
islation of our modern law books. More
than one nation has fallen as a result of
religious TRUST COMBINES; no
people can thrive long with dictators in
the seat. Forever keep separate
Church and State, and Church and
Commerecial, as well as political institu-
tions. The Holy Spirit is NOT cor-
ralled, nor is it anything but broadest
and freest liberty in and of the All
Good. Recent events and legislation
point to an undercurrent at work;
something preparing to undermine and,
afterwards, control all earth’s institu-
tional affairs; there is a false chord be-
ing struck in the grand harmony of
things; there are hate and envy and
jealous forces seeking power to undo
Mystic and Spiritual progress, in love
and truth; there are interests of a stu-
penduous and undoing nature at work;

it pass over it; human society floats up-
on the stream of service so long as it re-
mains free from the additional weight
foreign to its floating lightness. It is
not always advisable for humanity to de-
strav its own identity with the surface
of the stream of things, by imbibing too
mauch of that, within itself which consti-
tutes its means of converance along the
river of eternal change of daily environ-
mental and atmospheric surroundings
and conditions; a soggy society is as bad
as a sogey log, as regards floating capac-
ity, or litheness and mobility. The
signs of the times indicate a danger
seemingly as vet unheeded; the stars of
destiny seem leading to eorrupt or soggy
eonditions, destructive to man’s change
and ever evolutionary forward move. A
tendency to flee to legizlation, already en-
tering the soggy condition is now upon
us; the same mode of nrocedure which
made possible man’s sinking beneath the
stream of Progress and becoming in vir-
tues of the higher Civilization a nonen-
tity, dead at the bottom of his carrving
stream of Life, especially so, as marked
during the dark ages, is facing us, again,
in thiz day of splendid triumph in all
that Civilization promises.

Too much maternal care leads to too
little self dependence; destroys impetus
to mental endeavor; overcomes disposi-
tion to fight it out on lines of the sur-
vival of the fittest, per the law of best
equipment and greatest attainment. Al-
ready we are lawed into cowardice;
lawed ints hate and antagonisms fatal to
unfoldment and proper growth process;
laws against appetite: laws against buy-
ing and zelling, laws governing coming
in and going out; laws againet soul and
spiritual uplift, unfoldment and expan-
sion: laws to defeat liberty of choice in
vocation, working or not working as we

must and best can; everybody appealing
to legislation to protect this or that
clique to foster this or that idea; laws to
offset this man’s gain and that man’s in-
fluence; laws to force brains to think,
mouths to act, teeth to chew and stom-
achs to take. just as some fool society,
chureh, board, or political schemer mar
feel it essential to have government con-
trol every thought, act or deed of the fac-
tors making up the fabrice thereof; the
body politic, religious and educational is
becoming soggy, is drifting heavily, asa
natural result of too much attention to
force legislation and too little attention
to evolutionary process and evolving
principles. A man was never made from
without; character iz always evolved;
and as man is so will be his creations and
his features of manifest expression, a:
shown forth in that which expresse
man, Society. To begin to law man into
higher heing per laws operative from the
without of things and being, is to turn
the log into a state too weighty to float
upon the stream that carries it.

Society cannot run smooth with half
its members soggy and sinking and thus
impeding the free passage way for the
other half yet able to float.

Law is a rule of action; its object is a
rule that unfolds and develops that
which it regulates; it cannot sustain it-
self as a rule of hate or coercion; such
latter ideal would defeat its purpose by
destroxing that which it would regulate.

True, there must be order,
cohesive force, Love or Life energry, as
the Spirit in action, ambition to go for-
ward, compenzation to promote useful-
ness in spirit and endeavor, libertv com-
patible to the good of the individual
while conzerving the general thrift of the
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whole, as the objective, in any people’s
laws; to much moral dizcrimination
with too little liberty of free will is fatal
to any society ; the free will of mnan must
be left free o long as it bends to the ne-
cessities of the general thrift, suceess and
wealth, as well as the evolutionary and
educative uplift of the masses, regardless
of any set of interests or classes.

In extremes lies all danger in legisla-
tive enactment or laws discriminating
effects.  Greed has its frightful degener-
ating influence; but nothing can 30 de-
generate as laws unrighteously dizerir-
inative and unjustly defeating Free Will
in a civilized Community of interests.
We had a dream since starting this arti-
cle; a dream that seerns to have heen es

sential to this diszertation: it ran as fol--

lows: we were in the city of Washington,
D. C.; there we suddenly met Col
Roosevelt; we were in converszation with
him; suddenly a band of music cent its
vibrations of rvthmic sweetness over the
place we occupied; presently a white
robed procession turned sharply the cor-
ner of the street just before us: a mighty
Golden Cross loomed up before our eves,
then a man wearing the triple erown of
Rome; Priests in thouzand: followed:
next a Bishop of the Church of England
and Priests and Laymen following; then
preachers of all dencminations, and
womnsen and children bringing up the rear
of the great procession : banner=. bearing
sentences of various kinds were hoisted
all along the line: at the head waz a tre-
mendous banner bearing the legend,
“Mother Church, Christ’'s Vice-Gerent
on Earth” ; another further back we saw,
“We demand all the earth to hear and
know Christ and Him Crucified”; an-
other read, “Direct Apostolic descension
gives us authority over all earth’s crea-
tures in every land and of every tongue.”
Back among the preachers was a strange
diamond-shaped banner bearing the in-
seription, “Down  with Liquor, Red
Light Districts. Sin in City Official-
dom”; “The Leagne of Christian In-
spectors of Civil Affairs”: and strangest
of all, was a stringer with letters in brill-
jant red, reading as follows. “More

Stringent Laws for Sunday (losing; we
demand Sunday Observance by closing
of all theaters, ball games. newspaper
publishing, or slling. or reading there-
of, on Sunday: we denounce Spiritual-
ism, Clairvoyance, ALL SCHISM, and
demand LAWS TO STOP ALL PRAC-
TICING of socalled Spiritual and Psy-
chic Revealing.” This stringer was sur-
rounded by many torches and seemed the
GIST of all the parade indicated.

We stood amazed, and turning to our
cornpanion, found he lad vanished,
slipped away; we were alone, and being
suddenly noticed, or discovered, at this
juncture, a great howl aroze from the
Laymen. and tail-end of the procession.
We stod perfectly dauntlex and fear-
less]x faced the howling and Lissing mob,
when, suddenly, a great Light scemed to
FALL FROM SPACE and the EN-
TIRE PROCESSION FELL TO
EARTH. AS IF SUDDEXNLY
STRICKEN. and innumerable little
RED DEVILS roze from the prostrate
forms before us: the head of the proces
sion we could not see, hence we knew not
what had taken place bevond that, that
was afflicting those with the unreligious
and blasphemous stringer; we were =
amazed to note earried by any Chris-
tian parade: minutes seemed hours
