We are here fo r a pu rpose; i t  is to 
complete the experiences of a soul so as 
to build an  Im m orta l C h arac te r; le t us 
beware in  tim e, and p repare  well the 
way fo r our fu tu re  eternal progress.

D eath levels all men, ’tis  said to  one 
ran k ; yet, D eath brings all m en to one 
conception of T ru th  and m igh ty  Love; 
we fear some aw ful surprises aw ait th e  
m ajo rity  o f our good, w ell-m eaning ones.
