This editor was, at one time, foreman
of a Grand Jury ; he found an attempted
escape by inmates of the County Jail
had caused the jailer to place ALL in-
mates in sheet iron, tight, unaired cells,
as a punishment and also as a protecticn
from further attempts at escape: the rea-
son given. however, by the jailer was
that the windows or bar: were unszafe.
We investigated: found those window
barsz had been left without attempt at re-
pair for many days, while the prizoners
were tightly shut up in narrow, dark
cells: as foreman, this editor immediate-
Iy reported the matter to the Distriet
Judge and that, too, while in the midst
of a trial of a case; results, the Judge
stopped the proceedings. listened to our
report and ordered that jail repaired at
once, and those prisoners put out under
guard until it was repaired : that’s busi-
ness of the right kind and God bless just
such Justice and that Judge. The Spirit
of Christ spake and Love was esempli-
fied, even if but to the wrong-doer.
There iz too little attention paid to cur
public institutions: keepers grow cruel
and indifferent: it’s perfectly natural,
under szch circumstances thexy would.
Let us watch and be sare all is right on
the inside as well as on the outside of our
institutional concerns.

In whom the Christ Nature has be-
eome a fact of Consciousness lies the gift
of recognition of all men in the real of
selfhood ; 1o such an one humanity repre-
sents the unity of the many in the One
Soul.

Modern Spiritualism has done much to
bring this latter phase to the front; but
where Modern Spiritualism failed in
losing itself in spiritism and phenomena
the Psychic School takes up the Iligh
Spiritual and advances to the Conscious
application of the Attributes of Divin-
ity, as recognized in the actualized in-
dwelling presence of the Christ Nature,
“the New Creature,” made manifest by
by the Holy Ghost; this latter is prov-
ing that knowing which is to become all
that man may hope to realize, spiritu-
ally, mentally and physically, here and
now, the perfected likeness of the divine
type and thereby to know and to do all
things as of the Spirit of Truth, which
alone, is the Spirit of Revelation, the
Holy Ghost.

We meet starved natures everywhere;
we daily see victims of error and wrong
expression about us; we feel almost per-
suaded to speak the truth to these poor,
misguided, deluded attempts at so-called
Godliness and mistaken righteousness.
Oh, God, how long must error stalk
abroad in such bold mien as to frighten
even the good of life away from us? Go
home and read your Bible and pray and
ask God to forgive your sins, but keep

. right on sinning as you have for ten,
twenty or thirty years against YOUR-
SELF by imperfect and wrong expres-
sion of all the functions of Brain Nerve
and organic functions of Body, is the
proper code of most instructions. We
change it; go home, read your Bible
with Spirit, and in Spirit as a Spiritual
Book of Revelation, understond only
when interpreted by Spirit; affirm and
practice right expression; affirm I am
young; I am Love; I am health; I am
Life; I believe and expeet Christ to
become in me a fact of Consciousness,
as my Divine Nature; go forth and
express Life, Love, Truth, Power in
Spirit and Faith, and Live the fullness
of the ALL GOOD in fullest use and
expression in every way, whether of

Spirit, Mind, Body or the Funetional
or Brain and Nerve enecrgies of the
Body, and thus you become Godliness
and Righteousness, as a fact, in and of
Being, here and now. To live thus is
to enjoy, and to enjoy, in health, is to
live in the fullness of the ALL LIFE
and the ALL GOOD; Pinched features,
careworn brows, weak physiques, drawn
and clouded faces, starved badies, but
tell the story of wrong conception
and frightful sins of progenitors, or
else the most shameful violation of
laws of true being throngh wrong
and repeated violations of law, spir-
itual, mental and physical, in ex-
pression. Love speaks, and Life is ac-
tion and truth is freedom, never other-
wise, and who has these attributes of
Divinity says so by gleam of eve, by
force and sprightliness of walk, by every
act, thought and move. Religion may
not express religionsness in Truth, Love
or Life; void the Spirit: all is dead
and no consequential foree or good.

When one hecomes conscious of that
principle which enables him to know of
his own in existence as in another form,
aside from himself, he will, per that
principle, cither be attracted to that form
so discovered to vibrate in like prin-
ciple, or else attract that form to him-
self, as per like attracting like: this is
that which permits of unity and at-one-
ment, and is termed the law of Love, per
which all Life is set in motion, whether
it be the Life of a principle or all Life
that is in evervthing and evervwhere.

No blooming flower ean more beauty,
strength and life reveal than may T as
endowed with mighty Will, Word and
Life, an unfolding Form of Light of
Tove traverzing here and now, my earth-

scend ; darkness and seowls and storms
beset my way, vet with Mastership my
crowning gift, all these things wither or
beeome things of naught, while I express
right, make manifest the Christ, my sole
delight and recompense.

You can en-
Jjoy most anything without actually harv-
ing to own and possess it; but where sel-
fishness hogs all, it’s necessary to possess
in order to enjoy, that is, in most mat-
ters of life.
