PSYCHOLOGY AND ASTROLOGY 
CO-ORDINATED

Humanity is at a point of enlarging its dominion of 
knowledge and power. The logi cal (mater ial ist ic)method 
is breaking down . Kant declared that psychology , to which 
many people look as the factor for bringing about this 
expansion of consciousness, i s not a true science in that 
it is not mathematical. Howe ver, should the mathematical 
science of astrology bo co-ordinated with psychoanalysis, 
to which it is fundamental ly al 1 ied,psychology would be­
come the power in life it should bo. If psychoanalysis 
has failed in the past, it is because it has not recog­
nized its wider significance.

Psychoanalysis deals with the nnconsc 1 ons,and as such, 
Buddha’s technique of inner 11 berat i on i s the highe st ex­
pression of psychoanalysis.

The basic a ssump t i on s of a6tr ol ogy and p sy choanaly si 6 
are si mi lar ,both pre suming an adjustment of the psychic 
self with the Whole thru a deep strata of a correspond­
ence of the microcosm and the macrocosm.

Astrology conceives that every individual is a cosmic­
ally conditioned phenomenon. Planet6 and Zodiacal .signs 
ire recognized as cosmic states of tension operating in 
both the physical and the psychical phases of life. Man 
and the universe are a unified cosmic situation,andas- 
trology reveals a deep relationship between necessity and 
free wi11, whi ch both psychology,phi 1osophy and religion 
consider the basic problem of mankind. Man exists not 
only in space, but also in time as well.

Both astrology and psychoanalysis find order in the 
perpetual change of life,but man cannot reduce his com­
plexes any more than he can disestablish the constella­
tions in interstellar space. Each takes a cross-section 
of the consciousness as a psychic weather report.The five 
basic characters of psychoanalytical understanding oorres 
pond to the five major planets, to the five Greek mytho­
logical gods,and so on.

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Th« famous I Cfftg,Book of the transf or ma t i oa s,a book 
of divination used in China 4,000 years for prophecies 
through a selection frets a vast number of psychological 
situations chosen from the wholeness of Life to the strik­
ing of mao’s cosmic hour (a strology),thus enabling man 
to master his fate. "Knowledge is always power".

Astr ol ogy inc lude sail systems of Psychology within it; 
It reveals the inter-action of cosmic forces in the cen- 
sciousness of the individual. It reveals the higher po­
tential Force in man and shows him how to integrate the 
forces of his individual ego. Astrology,as well as psy­
choanalysis,demonstrates the transmuting of difficulties 
into power and ability,and while psychoanalystsreveals 
man’s complexes, it does not, as does Astr ology,always 
follow through to reveal man’s power as well.

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MENTAL DEVELOPMENT AND

We often hear people speak of "Spiritual Development", 
although just what they believe there it about Spirit that 
can possibly be developed is incomprehensible. There is 
no room for development in that which is, has been,and 
always will be perfect! What they really refer to, of 
course,is Spiritual Unfoldment. They have fallen into 
the very common error of confusing Mentalism with Spirit 
uality, or the means with the end.

Every great teacher and all sacred 1 i terature e lear ly 
distinguishes between the two,yet in spite of the many 
enunciations of these fundamental Truths,the confusion 
per si st s.

Mind and Spirit dwell in different realms,and because 
the higher is always able to impose itself upon the lower, 
Mind is subject to Spirit. This in no way indicates a 
depreciation of the value of the m i nd :but an under stand­
ing of this truth provides a basis for the determination 
of just what the mind is, and also of what it is not.

Mind is thekeytoallmanifestation,whether of human 
or of Universal nature,and in its own realm it is supreme; 
but mind is not E s sence , se 1 f- 1 um i nous. It is not inte­
grated, there f ore it is impermanent and subject to change. 
Spirit is Essence, ultimate, endless, unchangeable and 
self-luminous.

As yet the full possibilities of the mind are but dim­
ly perceived. Humanity, for the most part,dwells in a 
state of limited consciousness, as contrasted with the 
state of awareness that i s possible to the ful ly awakened 
mind. If the average person pauses at any time of the 
day and reviews his mental processes for a half hour pre­
vious,he will find that his thoughts have rambled along 
in a vague and aimless way, operating without anything 
that approaches conscious control.

The candidate for mental mastery will attain his goal 
only by persistent effort animated by an intense interest, 
and impelled by the force of a vast enthusiasm which rec­
ognizes no obstacle which superimposes itself upon the 
pathway of his aspirations. But let us not make the mis­
take of calling this Spiritual Development. Menialism is 
the means or preparation for Spiritual Realization. Spir­
ituality is the end sought. Through mastery of the mind 
we free ourselves of "the ties that bind", and by this 
pathway alone may we hope to ascend to Spirituality.

This power of thought 
transference has always been 
practiced by the Adepts as a 
means of communication with

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HOW WE RECEIVE MENTAL VIBRATIONS

Bert A. Slater

Every normal child is familiar with the uses of the 
five ordinary sense organs, but, I will venture to say, 
that very few adults know much, if anything, about any 
other sen se organ s that we,ai well as most an imals have . 
It is through one or more of such organs that we are able 
to receive vibrations whicn are either too high or teo 
low to be "caught" by any one of the normal sense organs.

We all know that there are many vibratory waves that 
can not be detected thru normal sense organs. Such as, 
we will say,the radio,wirele ss ,magneti sm and electric­
ity . To be able to detect any one of these waves we must 
depend on some kind of apparatus.

Accepting these facts, it remains that if we are go­
ing to sense any of the higher waves we must depend upon, 
either some kind of apparatus or else a sixth sense organ. 
We have that sixth sense organ and it is through it that we 
may, and do, sense those higher vibratory waves.

As this treatise is for the purpose of explaining how 
we are able to receive thought waves,I shall confine my­
self to those waves,even though the sense organ I shall 
describe is capable of receiving other than mental vi­
brations.
The Pineal Gland:

This gland or organ, is a mass of nervous substance 
which is located in the brain near the middle of the skull 
almost directly above the top of the spinal column. It 
derives its name from its shape which is coniform. Its 
color is reddish-grey, and it lies in front of the cere- 
be 1 lum and i s a11ached to the third ventr icle of the brain. 
It is filled with a quantity of peculiar sand-1 ike,gritty 
substance. This substance is often referred to as "Brain 
Sand" by both Occultists and medical science.

Advanced students of Occultism know the functions of 
the pineal gland. Psychologists as well ai medical men 
do uot even claim to know what part this strange organ 
plays. They usually eoetont themselves by saying that--
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"th* functions of the pineal gland are not under stood”. 
Science has invented in str ument s whi ch f unc t i ou ver y 

nearly to three of our normal sense organs. The camera 
is the mechanical eye. The recording phonograph is the 
mechanica1 ear . The radio loud-speaker is the mechanical 
voice. Now we have al so a mechan i ca 1, or rather.an elec­
tric counter part in the coherer used in the ear ly wire­
less telegraph. As the pineal gland is filled with a 
gritty substance, the coherer is filled with fine metal 
filings.

The coherer is a glass tube filled with metal filings. 
Both ends are closed with a metal stopper. The coherer 
i s included in and isapart of the electric circuit which 
is composed of a battery, a telegraph sounder and the 
connecting wires. Now the coherer is also connected,by 
a wire with the antenna and with the ground ¡whenever a 
radio or wireless wave passes thru the coherer it causes 
the filings to "cohere” or come together but when do wire­
less waves are passing through these filings separate. 
While they are cohered they form free passage for the 
electric current,but when separated the path is closed, 
co current can pass.

Mental vibrations are generated within the brain oi the 
"sender” or thinker and remain therein,but these mental 
vibrations, like electric vibrations, al so produce what 
we call secondary vibrations or waves in the ether.

Like the wireless waves these thought waves may be 
"picked up” by the pineal gland causing the gritty sub­
stance therein to become agitated or coherent, opening 
up a free path for thought waves or mental vibrations 
within the brain of the receiver. These vibrations may be 
understood by the receiving person.

But one must learn first how to make use of the pineal 
gland. This may be done in exactly the same way as one 
learns, while yet a child, to make use of their hands, 
feet and other members of the physical body,i.e.,by first 
realizing that one has this organ,then by making use of 
it through centering the mind upon it. Gets picture of 
the pineal gland, study it, then try to center the mind 
on it, LISTENING to the thoughts that will come.
