IS THERE A SIXTH SENSE?

E. R. Fulkerson (Ph.D.)

The subconscious mind is the connecting media between 
the individual and the Infinite. This holds true regard­
less of what our notions of the Infinite may be. This ques­
tion is so closely linked with what might be called the 
sixth sense in man that it cannot be ignored in approaching 
the subject from a sc ient if ic standpoint. I sha 11 approach 
the study of the sixth sense by assuming that the mind is 
controlled by laws of its own, which are scientifically 
exact.

If we may fairly assume that man’s subconscious mind 
is a tiny portion of the Infinite, it would seem to log­
ically follow that there must be a means of communication. 
If the above assumptions are not true,our whole theory of 
the Inf ini te,as related to humani ty, f a 1 Is to the ground. 
But you ask, "What has this to do with the sixth sense 
since the five senses belong to man, as a human unit?" 
Much in every way. If man can communicate with the im­
material Infinite, it is quite likely that he can do the 
same with his fellowmen. Without going into the technical 
proofs at this time,I assume that thought vibrations have 
exactly the same theoretical wave length and levels as 
sound waves. Accepting this as a principle,I shall pro­
ceed to deal with possible mind communication from a 
strictly scientific standpoint.

When a thought is formulated in the mind it sets in 
motion innumerable vibrations that are transmitted to the 
ether and scattered in every direction. The presumptive 
evidence brought out in numerous tests seems to point to 
the fact that some of these waves are caught up by other 
minds operating on the same level of frequency vibrations. 
This may account for the fact that, as yet, only certain 
gifted individualshave the ability to practically apply 
telepathy and clairvoyance.

Since our five senses have failed to explain many of 
our puzzl ing problems , we must look elsewhere for the so­
lution. Is it to be found in the sixth sense? While many 



of the mysteries and seemingly miraculous events of the 
past have been exp lained by the growth of exact scientific 
knowledge »many of them still remain unsolved. It is not 
an accident that the most fundamental of these perplexing 
problems seem to belong to what we are now feeling after 
in our search for the sixth sense. Indeed, it sometimes 
seems as if the sixth sense is, possibly, the solution 
of these unusual occurrences.

These stubborn facts exist and clamor for an answer. 
My conviction is that mental science holds the key to 
some of the things that cannot be explained by any one of 
the five senses. As yet some of these things are mysteries, 
but, like other problems, they are capable of solution.

My clinical experience has led me to believe that the 
subconscious mind is the exclusive point of contact be­
tween man and the Infinite; and further,that man’s mind 
is the latest acquisition of the human organism,developed 
through the evolut ionary process of his physical creation. 
In proof of this I have found that in nerve fatigue the 
mind tires first. The greater part of the fatigue we suffer 
is of men tai origin;exhaustion of physical origin is very 
rare.

From the standpoint of ana logy, the f orces of the phys­
ical world seem to strengthen our theory as to the poss­
ibility of the mind. For examp le , sci ence has demonstrated 
that 99% of the earth and all things in it are different 
from anything man ever dreamed of before 1926. Since we 
know now that the nuclei themselves change when bombarded 
by high powered rays ;and since we further know that these 
nuclei are 99% of al 1 mass,it is clear there is an unseen 
force which by combination changes the nature and sub­
stance of everything.

These changes are surprising. One of particular in­
terest is the demonstration of Dr.D.E.O. Lawrence of 
the Uni versi ty of Cal if ornia. He bombarded the sodium of 
table salt and changed it into a different kind of sodium 
that gave off rays more powerful than radium itself. After 
disintegration this sodium did not change back into or­
dinary sodium but became magnesium, quite a different 
chemical. This indicates that common table salt will 
change into radium, and in a short time, will change in



your body to the magnesium familiar to us in citrate of
magnes ia.

Several institutions are undertaking a series of mental 
tests calculated to throw further light on this sixth sense, 
and we are likely to witness further achievements along 
these lines in the near future, revealing much that is 
hidden in life.

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DREAMS THAT COME TRUE

Sigmund Freud,who made a thorough study of dreams and 
their interpretation, reducing it to a science as far as 
delving into the mysteries of the mind is concerned, is at 
an utter loss to explain the phenomena of prophetic dreams. 
Nor is there any other scientist who will venture an ex­
planation.

Dreams forecasting coming events are not rare. They 
are constantly being reported in the press. One that I 
saw recently is the following: Theodore Anderson was 
warned in a dream that his father was in grave danger. He 
’’heard’’the word sweet and”saw” the letter G. Troubled, 
Anderson went to* the coroner’s office in the hope that 
some one there could tell him what his dream meant. On 
learning that Carl Anderson of Edmonton, Alberta, had 
written saying that he planned to visit his son soon, a 
map was consulted. On the route from Edmonton was the 
town of Sweet Grass, Mont. Theodore Anderson telegraphed 
officials of that town, and received the answer that his 
father had died there.

Dreams that have come true have been recorded at all 
stages in history. Not so long ago word came from the 
Island of Cyprus that as a result of a peasant woman’s 
dream an ancient church had been unearthed at Zakaki. 
This woman had so vivid a dream in which she saw the 
church beneath the ruins that she insisted that the Cyprus 
Antiquities Department excavate at the site she pointed 
out. The Antiquarians yielded and were rewarded, after 
a few days,by digging out part of an early church and two 
Byzantine monuments.

Prophetic dreaming is by no means conf ined to the humble 
and unknown. Famous persona 1 ities have had these dreams 
and have reported them at great length. Rudyard Kipling 
in his biography,Something of Myself, tel Is of a prophetic 
dream he had. He dreamed that he stood,one in a line of 
well-dressed men, ” in some vast hall,floored with rough 
jointed stone slabs. Opposite, the width of the hall, 
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was another line,and the impression of a crowd behind them" 
On Kipling’s left a ceremony was taking place that he 

wanted very much to see, but could not because the man 
next to him had an enormously fat abdomen which obstructed 
his view. At length, both lines of spectators broke up, 
moved forward and the great space f i 1 led with people. Then 
a man came up behind him,s 1 ipped his hand beneath his arm 
and said: "I want a word with you."

This much for the dream. About six weeks later,as a 
member of the War Graves Commi ssion,Kip 1 ing was in West­
mini ster Abbey,where the then Prince of Wales dedicated 
a plaque to"The Mi 1 lion Dead”of the Wor Id War. "We com­
missioners,’’related Kipling,”lined up facing,across the 
width of the abbey nave,members of the Ministry and a big 
body of the public behind them, all in black clothes. I 
could see no thing because of the stomach of the man on my 
left barred my vision. Then my eye was caught by the cracks 
of the stone flooring,and I said to myself, ’But here is 
where I have been’. We broke up,both lines flowed for­
ward and met, and the nave filled with a crowd, through 
which a man came up and slipped his hand upon my arm and 
said,’I want a word with you, please’".

Another English writer,Sir Conan Doyle,had not one, 
but several prophetic visions.

"I have several times in my 1 ife awakened from sleep," 
says Doyle, ’’with some strong impressions of knowledge 
gained still lingering in my brain. In one case, for ex­
ample, I got the strange name Naldera so vividly that I 
wrote it down between two stretches of insensibi li ty and 
found it on the outside of my check-book next morning. A 
month later I started for Australia,on the S. S .Naldera, 
Of which I had never then heard. In this particular in­
stance I got the word Piave,absolutely ringing in my head. 
I knew it as a river some seventy miles to the rear of the 
Italian front and quite unconnected with the war. None 
the less, the impression was so strong that I wrote the 
incident down and had i t signed by two wi tnesses . Months 
passed and the Italian battle line was rolled back to the 
Piave,which became a familiar word. Some said it would 
go back further. I was sure it would not. I argued that 
if the abnormal forces, whatever they may be, had taken 
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had taken such pains to impress the matter upon me, it 
must needs be good news which they were convey ing,since I 
needed cheering at the time. Therefore I felt sure that 
some great victory and the turning-point of the war would 
come on the Piave. So sure was I that I wrote to my friend, 
Mr. Lacon Watson, who was on the Italian front,and the 
incident got into the Italian press. It could have nothing 
but a good effect on their morale. Finally, it is a matter 
of history how completely my impression was j us t i f i ed,and 
how the most shattering victory of the whole war was gained 
at that very spot! ”

Arthur Train is another well-known personality who has 
experienced a prophetic dream. Mr .Train ,besides being a 
novelist is also a lawyer whose legally trained mind is 
not easily impressed, but these dreams were so unusual 
and they did forecast coming events so perfectly that he 
wrote them down.

Mr .Train dreamed that he was at a crowded party and 
was sitting with his right hand resting upon the arm of 
his chair. Suddenly a bird about the s i ze of a parrot flew 
out over the heads of the guests. It had a woman’s face, 
dead white,with very red lips. It hovered over Mr .Train, 
and finally settled on his wrist. Cocking i t s head on one 
side and looking up at him,i t said"My name is Wi lhelmina.”

The next morning at breakfast Mr.Train toldhiswife 
about his dream.”Do you know any Wi lhelminia?"she asked. 
’’Only the Queen of Holland”, Mr. Train replied.

Later the same day Mr. Train’s wife asked him to take 
her to a perf ormance of Houdini. He had never seen Hou­
dini and was glad to do so. As the curtain rose,Houdini 
came out on an empty stage, snapped his fingers,and out 
from the wings wheeled a flock of pigeons. They circled 
over the heads of the audience and they returned to the 
wings ,wi th the except ion of one. This was a rather large 
bird with a whi t i sh f ace, whi ch circled lower and lower, 
Houdini extended his right arm and the pigeon set t led on 
his wrist. The magician stepped toward the footlights. 
Cocking the p igeon around so that i t appeared to be looking 
directly at Mr. Train,he said,"Her name is Wi lhelmina" .

Chills ran up and down Mr .Train’s spine. His wife was 
startled. ’’Have you ever seen Houd ini in this ac t before?"
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she asked. Mr.Train had never seen this act or a similar 
one in his life.

When Mr .Train was eight years old he had a prophetic 
dream which was more disturbing. He and his mother and 
father were spending their vacation in a hotel in New Hamp 
shire in which his father was lying sick in an adjoining 
room. This had been a still,wind less night and young Train 
had been asleep for many hours when he was awakened by 
three loud raps on his father’s door. Startled,he called 
out through the open door between the rooms,"Someone is 
knocking on your door, mamma".

The door was opened, but there was no one to be seen 
outside. He had hardly gone to sleep again when the three 
raps were repeated, this time on his own door. Once more 

he looked out but, as before, the hall was empty. Again 
he went to sleep and again he heard the three raps. He 
sprang out of bed and ran into his father’s room. The nurse 
was bending over the still form of his father and whis­
pered, "Mr. Train is dead."

Mr.Train does not claim to be psychic,nor do any of 
the others who have had these prophetic dreams. They may*
come to anyone. Recently a radio program devoted to an 
exposition of telepathy reported numerous instances of 
prophetic vision.The announcer attributed this phenomenon 
toprecognition, but this is merely a word and not an ex­
planation. At the present time science has no ready ex­
planation for prophetic dreaming. Freud and others who 
have been students of the dream all their lives will not 
even attempt an explanation. Kip 1 ing ,Doy le and others 
simply report their experiences without any attempt to 
explain.

Twice I have experienced the state of being dead! Had 
the first time been the only one I was to have the vista 
opened up ,my be 1 ief would have been much 1 imi ted. In both 
instances my physician thought me dead.

The first time was in my early twenties. The last I 
remembered had been passing into unconsciousness. Then of 
a sudden I was conscious with a clarity I’d never known, 
rising upward in the dark. There was no fear in me; only 
a strange humourous flow of thought. ’’Here I am dead"," 
I thought, "and it doesn’t trouble me a bit, while if I 
was down there I’d be striving and fretting over every 
trifle."

Suddenly,above me in the darkness,was the one who had 
been closest to me in life, my sister who had been dead 
but a matter of months. I had no knowledge of bodies, 
however,and whether we had them or hadn’t them I do not 
know. It was dark\ In recalling the matter,I cannot re- 
member my sister’s voice, still I heard her words and 
knew without any doubt it was she. It was as though some 
greater intelligence within me had no need of sight or 
actual hearing.

As I arose still with that unmoving movement(I didn’t 
seem to be making any effort to ri so) she stayed direct ly 
above me and her words impressed me,"It’s not timeyet- 
go back"-over and over again.

Herodotus,the historian,tel Is us that he saw a record 
of the lengthening of a day far beyond 24 hours. In Chinese 
records it is plainly stated that this event occurred in 
the reign of Emperor Yeo who ruled in the time of Joshua. 
Lord Kingsborough states that the Mexi cans have a record 
that the sun stood still for a whole day in the year which 
they call ’’Seven Rabbits” which corresponds to the time 
Joshua and the Israe 1 i tes conquered Pa lestine. Professor 
Sidney Collett states that Professor Totten,an American 
as tronomer,has studied the subject of the longest day from 
an astronomical point of view and has published the result 
in an elaborate mathematical calculation.
