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CATS AND MAGNETISM

Once when the chant of Mulzzin summoned him to prayers, 
Mohammed cut off the tail of his cloak rather than dis­
turb the cat sleeping on it.

Cats have a definite connection with occult and magical 
lore and pract ices. Their worship in ancient days may be 
understood when animal symbolism is bet ter understood.

Stories of the supernatural are in a large part tales 
connected with cats. Oriental and mediaeval tales of talk­
ing cats are common.

Lafcadio Hearn has a story,’’The Boy Who drew Cats”,of 
a young temple boy who was trained by a priest to draw cats, 
and who did this continuously. One night he slept in a 
deserted temple after having painted several cats on the 
white temp le screens. In the night he heard the cries of 
fighting animals. Tn the morning he found a big rat dead 
on the floor,and blood-stains on the jaws of one of the 
cats he had painted the day before.

Algernon Blackwood has a story,’’The Empty Sleeve",deal­
ing with the occul t extens ion of the human personal i ty, of 
a man who found a cat in his room. He hit the cat wi th hi s 
sword,cutting off a front leg. The cat escaped out the 
window. The next day he met a man presumed to be his 
enemy, who had lost his arm the night before but about 
which loss no details would be given by the man.

The Norse goddesses’ char iots were drawn by cats(sym- 
bolism). One cat,Bast or Pasht, was herseIf a goddess in 
ancient Egypt in 1600 B.C. Incidentally, the Egyptian 
word for "man” signified both light and cat, and their 
Sun God,Ra,was affectionately called ’’The Great Cat”. 
Diana assumed the form of a cat to escape,and many witches 
confessed to taking the f orm of cats in a metempsychosis . 
Cats thus frequently shared the fate of flaming death with 
the witches. Black eats were indisponsible in certain 
midnight ceremonial rites dedicated to the gods of the 
lower world. Dogs were not permitted in the ancient Roman
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Templo of Hercules,but cats wore woloomed. In Egypt the



bodies of sacred cats were mummif ied and venerated above 
that of the workman or lower class of human,and in other 
Oriental countries cats were favorites at Court.

Naturally a great many superstitions abound concerning 
cats. In China a man who is afraid of cats in this life 
is said to have been a rat in his last incarnation. In 
Malay the combination of a bowl inver ted on the head and 
a wet cat is supposed to bring rain to parched fields. 
Also the drowning of a cat in certain rites of ceremonial 
magic is supposed to bring rain. The noxious ceremonies 
of the Negro Voodoo, inc luding the use of the brain of a 
cat as a love pot ion, inc ludes the use of many cats. If 
a cat jumps over a corpse, the soul of the deceased is 
said to enter the body of the cat. If a farmer kills a 
cat, some of his live-stock will die. If a kitten comes 
to the house in the morning it is a good omen, in the 
evening, bad. If a cat comes to a theatre it is a har­
binger of prosperity. Sailors believe a cat will always 
leave a ship before its last voyage is about to be made, 
It is, of course, the worst of bad luck to have a black 
cat cross one’s path. (The Edi tor owns a shiny black cat.) 

Cats are often held responsible for weather changes.
(They are extraordinarily sensitive to coming weather 
changes,indicated by the fur,and their superior nervous 
organism becomes sensitive to the approach of big winds 
before man becomes conscious of them).

Aside from the skin and blood of cats being considered 
medi cina 1, cats ar e genera 1 ly be 1 ieved to have some health 
influence. Huckleberry Finn in Tom Sawyer considered 
dead cats efficacious in curing warts. The truth is that 
cats are highly magnet ic(elec tr i ca 1) and thus have a bene­
ficial influence on the people around them who seldom 
have petty ailments while the cat is close by.

Many peop le, especia 1 ly Or ientals, ascribe clairvoyance 
to cats, and Alexander Dumas told in detail of the pre­
vision of his clairvoyant cat. Certainly cats can sense 
death, reacting in a restless, fearful way, and they have 
an uncanny ability to reckon time,as indicated wi th reg­
ular feeding per iods . Cats are used more often than dogs 
by modern students of psychieal research in investigations 
of haunted houses. (The auras of cats are green, as are 
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most quadrupeds). It was this particularly fine and sen- 
sive nervous system of the cat which made him useful 
to the ancient sorcerers.

This Oriental and European folklore concerning witches 
turning into cats and back again refers to the transmu­
tation of the magnetic force in man.

Persons who are electrical in life expression,dis like 
cats who are also electrical ;people who are strongly mag­
netic love dogs better than cats, for dogs are magnetic. 
The balanced individual likes both cats and dogs equa 1 ly 
well.

THE EXACT MOMENT OF BIRTH

A. A. Voyz

The purpose of this work is to disclose a method where­
by the essential features of one’s human relationship can 
be determined.

The technique employed is similar to that used by the 
orthodox as trologer . The material presen ted her e, a 1 though 
it bears some resemblance to both Eastern and Wes tern As­
trology,is not on the line of development of the Science 
of the Stars as viewed by modern astrologers.

The s imp 1 ici ty of the leading ideas is in contrast to 
the highly evo lved and comp lex Art of Astrology as prac­
ticed today.

The modern astrologer insists that certain questions 
cannot be investigated unless the exact moment of birth 
is known, or is approximately known wi thin a very narrow 
margin,so that a method of rect if icat ion(which incident­
ally is most expensive and not always successful)can be 
employed to ascertain the exact moment.

This insistence 01 exact data has led many to the ex­
treme of denying that it is ever possible to know at wha 
precise second a child can be said to have been born,thus 
in their minds relegating astrology to the ash-heap.

It is apparent from a study of the astrological out­
put available in periodicals and books that astrology as 
a theory and as a practice are two distinct realities. 
The glibness with w’hich the events of a per son’s life are 
made to fit the chart is evidence that exactness erf the 
time of birth is not as serious in theory (or alibi)as 
it is assumed to be.

It is not my intention to ridicule the current prac­
tice of astrology--my purpose is to raise the question of 
how necessary the knowledge of the exact moment of birth 
really is.What features of a person’s life are really and 
vitally connected with the moment of the first cry?

Prediction of the dates of subequent important exper- 
iencesimarriages, deaths of parents, etc.) will certainy 
be mentioned. Others wi 11 ins ist that since the cusps of 
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the houses are determined by the birth moment,practically 
nothing can be said of the person, or bis life,withany 
degree of certainty. To these last I would ask,what is 
your proof? Show me the charts you possess with exact 
time and those without that essential faotor known and 
point out wherein the first type excells the second. 
(Parenthetically,I have never seen a demonstration of this 
character in any magazine or book whatsoever.)

I will be pardoned, I hope, if I disagree with those 
who can only be certain when they know beyond a shadow of 
a doubt the rising degree at the instant the umbilical 
eord was severed.

To those who think thus,and their followers,- I will 
call attention to the remarkable number of cases of in­
dividuals born on the same day who have had simi lar events 
occur in their lives. Surely these cases must not be 
thrust aside and forgo11en just because they do not accord 
with an astrological theory that has never been proved.

The existence of twins who have had identical events 
occur in their lives despite a difference in the degree 
of the Zodiac on their Ascendants also calls for calm 
consideration.

The fact is no one knows exactly what if anything is 
determined by the moment of birth.

With regard to predi ct ion, the disuse today of primary 
directions either is due to the inability of modern as­
trologers to calculate them or they were discarded because 
they were not accurate--at any rate,we need not consider 
this method as f ew, i f any, emp loy i t. Progressions ,how­
ever are used. It is apparently the principal technique 
in use today. But here I am at a loss to know what to 
say because a lready there are voices crying that Progres­
si ons ar e worth less. If Progress ions are a false proced­
ure, lead ing nowhere, then there is no need for me to con­
sider them. I shall reserve discussion on them until a 
decision has been reached.

As an alternative to Progressions we find the Key Cycle 
System perfected by Wynn, the various personal systems 
of investigatlea and a host of other methods suggested 
today and forgotten tomorrow.

In fact,when I used the term Prediction I gave it the
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moaning «Busily aseribed to 1t by the eii on the street- 
the specification of certain dates on which a definite 
event will transpire.

Because the modern astrologer cannot do tbi s ,wi th the 
technique he uses,the word Prediction has now been watered 
down to mean the characterization of certain periods whoa 
a certain type of experience is more than likely to occur. 
It is this latter definition of Prediction that is meant 
by all using the term today. Naming of dates is a thing 
of the pas t, of whi ch h i s tory bears evidence. Nostradumus 
in his famous ’’Prophetic Centuries” at least specified 
particular years and specific events, but no living as­
trologer gives any evidence of knowing the method of Nos­
tradumus, -if as has been surmised it was astrological.

Since apparently no one today has a method of Real 
Prediction to apply to an exact chart, what is the use of 
insisting on precise data? •

Incidenta1ly,if one is only going to make an approx­
imate or wide prediction, of what is to transpire, why 
the necessity for exactitude?

I have made the foregoing remarks to stimulate, if 
possible, the recognition that modern astrological methods 
and systems are highly faulty and lead to inaccurate and 
false conclusions.

There is one group of students of the stars that in­
sists that astrology is only a kind of psychology and has 
nothing to do with except as certain events gc with
certa in psychologi ca 1 types) , I surmise that this limit­
ing of the scope of astrology is as outcome of the in­
ability to employ existing astrological methods for other 
purposes or ends.

In another place I have discussed the history of astrol­
ogy,a subject little appreciated. That study confirmed 
my opinion that a return to Ptolemy and his method is 
necessary as a base on wnich to bui Id a structure of astro­
logical theory that will escape the scholastic accretions 
of the Middle Ages,and the cheap trumpery of the quacks 
of yeater-year.

Let the reader ponder this fact: Ptolemy related the 
seasons to the heavens (the Zodiac) and it i s by appeal
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to the correspondence between meteorological conditions 
and human psychology and physiology that he proved the 
truth of his astrology. Today we f ind orthodox scientists 
producing proof of those correspondences. Ptolemy should 
be studied anew and with an open mind. As a sample of 
what you will discover, I append this item:

Why is the 12th House considered Evi 1? (I will not ask 
yen upon what facts the present characterization of the 
houses is based). Ptolemy gives you the answer. The 12th 
House,("ca 1 led that of the Evi 1 Daemon") is so-called ’’be­
cause the beams cast by the stars posi ted therein, towards 
the earth,are impaired by the thick and dark exhalations 
arising from the earth’s vapors,which produce an unnatural 
color and magnitude in the appearance of stars so pos­
ited, confusing, and in some measure,annihi lating, their 
beams”.

I venture to say that you hardly expected to f ind such 
an excellent and logical answer!

The astrologers,today,possess a splendid opportunity 
to prove their contentions. Since orthodox science is 
about on the verge of reeogn1 zing that weather conditions 
and sun spots effect human life,all astrology need do is 
PROVE that it can PREDICT (true meaning this time!) 
weather conditions and the appearance of sunspots. Ask 
some and they will tell you they can do it, but where is 
tfce prooft They owe it to their beloved science to come 
forward and eoafound the world.

A curious idea is being sedulously disseminated and 
appears to be gaining ground, that mysticismisthe "Safe” 
Path to the Highest,and magic the dangerous Path to the 
Lowest.

One may doubt whether anything worth doing at all is 
free from danger,and one may wonder what danger can threat 
en the man whose object is his own utter ruin. One may 
also smile grimly at the integrity of those who try to in­
clude all Magic under B lack Magi c, as is the present trick 
of the Mystic Militant here on earth.

This is the magical theory, that the first departure 
from the Infinite is to be equi 1 ibrated and so correc ted. 
So the ’’great Magi c ian" ,Mayan, the maker of 11 lusion , the 
Creator,must be met in combat. Then,"if Satan be divided 
against Satan,how can his kingdom stand?” Both vanish; 
the illusion is no more .Ma themat ica 1 ly, 1 p lus (- 1) equals 
O. And this path is symbolized in the Tarot under rhe fig­
ure of the Magus, the card numbered l,the first departure 
from O,but referred to Be th, 2, Mercury , the God of Wisdom, 
Mag ic and Truth. II

Now the formula of the Mystic is much simpler. Mathe­
matically it is 1 - 1 equals O. He is like a grain of salt 
cast into the sea; the process of dissolution is obviously 
easier than the shock of worlds which the mag i c i an con- 
temp lates.

This path is symbolized by the" Foo i’’of the Tarot, who 
is like the Mystic and the Infinite.

This mystic life at its height is undeniably selfish 
....the old lady who ended her cr i t i c i sm of the Universe, 
"There’s only Jock an’ me’ll be saved;and I’m not sure 
o’ Jock";we find another who at the age of 99 foams at 
the mouth over an a 1 leged breach of her al leged copyr ight; 
we find another so sensitive that the mention of his name 
by the present writer induces an attack of epileptic mania; 
if such are r ea 1 ly "uni ted with”or"absorbed in God",what 
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of the God? Of these the most characteristic sign is their 
exclusiveness. ”We are the Men” . "Ours Is the only Way" .

The Magician is not nearly so liable to fall into this 
fearful mire of pride as the Mystic;he is coupled with 
things outside himself,and can correct his pride. Indeed, 
he is constant ly being corrected by Nature. He, the Great 
One,cannot run a mile in four minutes! The mystic is 
solitary and shut up, lacks wholesome combat. When the 
mystic meets an obstacle,he "makes bel ieve"about it. He 
says it is only illusion. He has the morphino-maniac’s 
feel ing of bien-elre^ the delusions of the general paralytic. 
He loses, the power of looking any fact in the face; he 
feeds on his own imagination; he persuades himself of 
his own imagination. If contradicted on the subject, 
he is cross and spiteful and cattish. If I say that Madam 
Y is not exactly St.Theresa, she writes a book to prove 
she is.

And the subtlety of the devi 1 is shown par t icular ly in 
the methods by which such neophytes are caught by the Black 
Brothers. There is an exaggerated awe, a solemnity of 
diction,a vanity of archaic phrases,a false veil of hol­
iness upon the unclean shrine.

The Nun Gertrude,when it came to her turn to wash up 
the dishes,used to explain that she was very sorry,but at 
that particular moment she was being marr i ed, w i th f ul 1 
choral service, to the Savior.

Hundreds of mystics shut themseIves up completely and 
forever. Net only is their weal th-producing capaci ty lost 
to society,but se is their love and good-wi 11,and worst 
of all, so is their example and precept. Christ,at tire 
height of his career,found time to wash the feet of his 
disc ip les ;any Master who does not do this on every plane 
is a Black Brother.

Of the special dangers of the path there is here no 
space to write;each student finds at each step temptations 
reflecting his own special weaknesses. I have therefore 
dealt solely with the dangers inseparable from thepath 
itself, dangers inherent in its nature.

Let him remember that an ounce of honest pride is 
better than a ton of false humility, although an ounce 
of true humility is worth an ounce of honest pride; the
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■ai who works has no time to bother with either. And let 
him remember Christ’s statement of the Law,"to love God 
with all thy heart, and thy neighbor as thyself”.

But the spiritualistic theory is quite out of touch 
with the facts of multiple consciousness,alternate per­
sonality, etc.........

One curious thing about trance utterances is their gen­
eric similarity in different individuals. The "contro 1" 
here in America is either a grotesque, slangy, flippant 
personality(Indian controls ca 11ing the ladies "squaws" , 
the men ’’braves”,the house a "wigwam etc.are excessively 
common;)or,if he ventures on higher intellectual f 1 ights 
he abounds in a curiously vague op timi st ic phi losophy-and- 
water,in which phrases about spiri t harmony,beauty, law, 
progression, development, etc. keep recurring. It seems 
exactly as if one author composed more than half of the 
trance messages no matter by whom they are uttered. Wheth­
er all sub-conscious selves are peculiarly susceptible to a 
certain stratum of the Zeitgeist and get their information 
from it, I know not,but this is obviously the case with 
secondary selves which become ’deve loped" in spiri tualist 
sirs les.

There the beginnings of the medium’s trance are in- 
d is t ingui shab le from effects of hypnotic suggestion. The 
subject assumes the role of medium simply because opinion 
expects it of him under the condi t ions which are present; 
and carries it out with a feebleness or a vivacity pro­
portionate to his histrionic gifts.

I am persuaded that a serious study of these trance­
phenomena is one,if not the greatest,needs of psychology.

23- That whi le sexual sablimatien and its powerful effect 
represents the ultimate goa!,subllmattoa must not be soa- 
fused with substitution,repression,inhibition,and sen- 
sequent neurosis;that this is a distinction with a very

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great difference; and that the power to truly sublimate 
is not acquired quickly nor easily.
24- That Life is not in the Form,but that the form is in 
the Life,and that this fact has very deep significance.
25- That the Inner World and the Outer World are both 
worlds of reality; the difference being that the Inner 
World is a World of Cause,and that the Outer World is a 
World of Effects; that, contrary to common opinion,the 
Inner World is obj ect i veíposi t ive and causa t ive)whi le the 
Outer World is subjective(negative to Consciousness)That 
one of the greatest mi stakes whi ch near ly all metaphys i ca 1 
novices make-is in not realizing the fact that everything 
is real on its own plane of manifestation orbeing;that 
it is the height of folly to try to mix thesep lanes;and 
that if a man is so unfortunate as tohave one of his legs 
cut off in a saw mi 11, for instance, he needs a well-trained 
surgeon more than a new thought practitioner.

Because we don’t a 1 ways know 
what the ether fellow would like us to do unto him,not 
what is good for htmjand because while it Is easy enough 
to be kind, it Is very difficult to be just.
38- That firmness without intel 1 igence,honesty,knowledge, 



love, common sense and a sweet sense of humor, is nothing 
more than stubborness, stupidity, audacity, perversity, 
ignorance and arrogance.
39- That merely knowing the Truth wi 11 not make you f ree; 
that in order to be liberated you must manifest all the 
truth that comes to you.
40- That in order to grow you must keep the channe 1 open 
at BOTH ends; that intellectual crystallization and spirit 
ual dyspepsia are as bad as physical constipation; that 
you receive from above in exact proportion to the extent 
that you give out from below.

PERSONAL EXPERIENCE

Edith Brandis

My husband was running the ha If dozen or more gas en­
gines on a bridge job about 30 miles from town and came 
home only week-ends. I was not in direct communication 
with him at any time during the week.

One of his engines was very large and of a considerable 
horse-power. The engineer must find a way to apply his 
whole weight to its flywheel to start it on cold mornings. 
If the ignition caught properly and the engine st ar ted as 
it should there was little danger,but if it back-fired a 
man could be thrown thru the spokes of the whee 1 and his 
arms and legs be broken,many engineers having thus lost 
their lives.

One Monday I knew intuitively that there was danger in 
the atmosphere for one of my loved ones. As was a custom, 
I drew a circle around myself and thus located the quarter 
from whence came the threat. It was my husband in danger.

I began to treat the situation, repeating Psalms and 
other affirmations. Hours went by and finally the Dark 
Prescence withdrew.

The following Saturday when my husband came home for 
his week-end he parted his hair and showed me a cut on 
his forehead,saying,"Last Thursday an inspector came to 
the job and when he saw the unprotec ted condi t ion of the 
f lywhee 1 on the b ig engine he commanded the contractor to 
place a timber alongside it,so it wouldn’tbe so dangerous. 
Friday,when I went to start the big engine i t backf ired, 
throwing me against the engine and I cut my head on a 
sparkplug. If the timber had not been there I would have 
gone through the flywheel and I would have been torn to 
pieces. How lueky I am!”

My sister who was wi th us at the time knew of the fore­
knowledge and the long hours of mental work which aborted 
the accident,but my husband was a seep t i c and nei ther of 
us told him anything about the warning rece ived by me. I 
have had literally hundreds of telepathic experiences, 
but seldom mention them.
