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they do not need guidance? In 
the past, religion or the local priest 

or “ holy man ” or tribal doctor were looked to and gave guidance in all 
matters. But now has not the situation through evolution, changed so 
that everyone must get their own guidance from within? How many 
would follow the verbal instruction of another without laying upon them 
also the responsibility if something goes wrong?

Man's mind has reached the stage of development where it must 
become its own priest and conscience, and although it can be helped by 
another, each soul must take the full responsibility of his own path of 
destiny.

One which would be carried in to the 
next life, and would need dissolving in,— but could become almost like 
another being inside the returned soul and a source of mind ideas and 
visions of the old life’s outlook.

Would this not account for many of the unexpected patterns of 
behaviour in life? For example, the case this last summer of a young 
man murdering people he considered not worthy to live— carrying out 
almost exactly the state of the Indian religious sect “ The Thugs ” who 
terrorised India a hundred years ago. The young man just repeated the 
ways of an old life because his mind did not understand and therefore 
know how to break dqwn what was leading him to do it.

Where does it help society to hang or imprison such as these without 
getting to the cause of the problem? Surely if the Judges and lawyers and 
doctors developed true guidance instead of relying on man-made opinions 
the world would be able to resolve some of its worst difficulties. Our 
article on delinquents shows how much these souls are victims of them­
selves and are in need of real help. Are not these legal and medical men 
in danger of being the modem Priests and Levites who pass by the fallen 
and naked traveller ?

A little meditation makes it crystal clear that unless there is sufficient 
preparation, to bring spiritual guidance into our daily life, man in this 
age is in truth beading for the calamity that so many recognise and fear.

Personalities 

AS one who has had ex-

Ylun is made up of a group 
of personalities and each one 
has to lie developed and drawn 
Into the major facet. Hi* 
plate shown above is very 

comprehensive of this truth, 
and It gives the soul some 
ideu of Its many imrts.
When Mrs, Boynn,' the well

known psychic artist, was with 
us demonstrating her work, this 
was revealed to me; for of the 
many guides and helpers that 
she revealed, she was doing the 
invaluable work of revettling 
to the soul some of the many 
facets which, if given more 
attention, would bring forth 
the greater side as revealed by 
the spirit artist.

There is still a great amount 
of mystery attached to man, and 
really not any part of him has 
yet been revealed of those 
hidden mysteries of his past. 
To some they are referred to as 
giants, but this does not mean 
evil, but dynamic states of 
character which seem to have 
been more predominant in the 
early stages of devolution. Man 
is so apt to put everything into 
pigeon holes and classify them 
that he is inclined to overlook 
their real purpose.

This matter of entity control 
of' the living that they may 
fulfil a task is not new but 
something well known to the 
past. At Delphi, the medium 
was a prepared soul and usually 
of the female specie because of 
the natural organism of recep­
tion and fructification. The 
Priest, one of powerful positive 
nature, was the means of afford­
ing unto her, by strength of will, 
that of Scorpionic power.

By certain mystical rites, en­
gendered by the unity of their 
physical powers, the Nature 
fires of the mystical pit in the 
earth were set rising, and this 
gave unto them powers that 
resurrected even far more 
ancient power in the form of 
personages of Atlantis. The 
combined power of masculine 
and feminine powers and 
powers of Nature, give unto 
the entities in the planes power 
to manifest.

To sec this more clearly, if 
we could but accept that all 
states of being are atoms of 
life,—atoms of atomic energy 
formed into life of a personal 
creation, and once formed are 
substantial and living, having 
been fed and guided by those 
greater Powers of life — we 
have the key to the mystery 
of the directional purpose of 
guides and helpers.

The Mystical Fire of 
Earth

IN the beginning, before 
* man had roamed over all 
the earth and impregnated it 
with disease and war, they 
found wells or pits whereby 
the Mystical Fire of the 
inner bowels of the earth was 
accessable. These in certain 
parts often sent up powerful 
jets of water of peculiar 
healing powers Which were 
well known in the Old 
Testament, particularly in 
the time of Jacob. Man, not 
knowing any different, 
merely believes that they 
were wells of water, but the 
tribes at the time knew their 
values.

When these wells became 
redundant, the tribe moved on. 
These great life giving foun­
tains were called /Enon or 
fountains of the Sun. For in­
stance, John baptized in /Enon 
near Salim; a well of special 
water that spurted forth at cer­
tain times. When such of these 
crevices in the earth were of a 
gaseous air, as many of them 
were, and were inflammable, 
the mcdiumistic female, as seen 
at Delphi, was perched on a

T H I S  Hieroglyph portrays the Ancient Egyptian Wisdom 
out of which man learned how in particular places on the 

earth there were " great life-giving fountains . . . /Erion or 
fountains of the Sun ", and learned how to establish such 
oracles as at Delphi.

The three essentials of establishment are the priest who takes on the 
role of Osiris, seen' above holding the crook and flail and attended by 
certain faculties and capabilities; the rising Pythia Serpent force seen 
to be rising across the bottom left—the magnetic powers of the Earth; 
and the medlumlstic female the Nephthys, who is standing facing both 
Osiris and the Pythie Serpent. All the other signs and figures are in 
description of what is being portrayed.

Such is the Treasure of Ancient Egypt which man will one day learn 
to value in a practical way, by realising that these monuments were left 
as guidance for that time when he would realise that he had cut himself 
off from the source of life. A  fate foreseen by the Egyptians and 
hence the purpose of their records in stone and hieroglyph that man' 
could awaken to his Spirit Destiny.

tripod over the mysterious gases.
This acted in such a way as 

to magnetise the medium, 
which freed the ectoplasmic 
life substance and sustained, 
while entity powers stepped into 
the substance and manifested, 
or had the power to be able to 
manifest through her and pro­
ducts knowledge off 
Down in the Catacombs there 
were also special conditions 
that rendered such things 
possible.

Today all such knowledge 
and powers have become lost 
to the majority partly through 
man’s sliding into worldliness 
and partly through religion lift­
ing man's thoughts up to the 
connecting Spirit Power, which 
first really began through 
Pauline-Iesus. This more than 
verifies that his ministry was 
not as given by the orthodox 
atmosphere placed in the New 
Testament around the record­
ings. And more so adds unto 
my statements in past articles, 
that he held communion with 
the Spirit through the powers 
of Mary Magdalene in the 
groves and catacombs.

Ancient Greek writings reveal 
far more than Religion has 
allowed to come forth. The 
groves were of Olive trees that 
were heavy with oil and con­
ducive to these powers.

As the tribes grew and 
changed their mode of life, the 
names of the fountains and 
wells became changed. To the 
Egyptians, 'Heliopolis was the 
name of their City of the Sun 
where they had a Temple built 
over one of these gaseous 
crevices for they had the full 
belief that the inner powers of 
the earth were the Spouse of 
the Powers in the Heavens, and 
the unity of the two through 
man could produce that which 
had been which could lead 
them to what could come.

The soil around the crevice 
was also inilammable, and that 
is what Asia mentis, the land 
of Fire. When a king or 
Pharaoh built a temple ho did 
so over one of these spots ai’d

accounts for why it is said, in 
renderings of this matter, that 
fire was issuing from the earth.

In the Pyramids such fire 
issued from what is called the 
well or pit, and Initiates in their 
first trial had to descend and 
pass through the trials of Hell, 
or cleansing from their being
iho -e^i^j i l“1”  Si ifei FaJ1i 
Which only such an operation 
c o u ld  d o .

The rite that they carried out 
to all the Gods and Goddesses 
was called that of the Puratheia. 
And in Greece, such of this 
nature brought forth at Heli- 
carnassus, was of wondrous 
nature. What was most out­
standing was the fact that there 
had to be the waiting for the 
Sun's direct rays to strike a 
contact with these pits of in­
flammable air, through an open­
ing either direct to the east or 
in the roof, and then wonders, 
only known to the past, came 
forth.

These belong to our own 
past personalities, the “giants” 
of our past that cannot be lost 
but tamed and interwoven 
with the God Spirit to become 
the Beness we are all seeking 
for.
This unifying force between 

man and God is the retrieving 
of the soul, and is the real pur­
pose of all this knowledge, but 
seen by the ancients in the past 
only through the magical or 
psychic influence. This was be­
cause they had not yet been 
recreated by the Fire Element, 
but were still being reborn 
through the Water or Emotional.

This unity of Fire, when 
understood and sought for, 
links with that referred to by 
Rev. Adkins in the April 1961 
issue of the Gazette, as the 
Mystical Union with the In­
finite. It is of this power that 
the Ritual of High Mass is 
emulating; but it is a well known 
fact tu nil truly seeking of this 
Holy Power that all operators 
must be prepared, and that 
abstinence is the forerunner of 
this wisdom. Then God, mun 
and Sabin are all unified into 
God, the Oneness.
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The W ealth of 
Britannicus and Ancient 

Israel
JTGYPT was a land more 
SB suited to these condi­
tions, but it does not mean 
to say that, such lands as 
Britannicus did not have her 
share. Where St. Paul’s now 
stands was once the Temple 
of Diana, and the Romans 
would not have built this 
here if there had not been 
the well or crevice of fire. 
There are plenty of old 
monasteries where wells are 
in the lower precincts of the 
crypt.

For instance at Cambridge, 
there is a bookshop built 
over one of these wells, but 
I expect it will be found that 
it originally belonged to a 
temple that was built there. 
Or it may have been so very 
abundant with these wells 
that it caused an edifice of 
learning to be erected; for 
in the past all learning was 
attached to the religious sect 
only.

The past generation, with all 
its deficits, knew far more about 
these things than the present 
generation in its so called 
sophistication knows today, 
who merely resurrect atom 
bombs, sputniks and petty wars.
I have visited this well at Cam­
bridge and witnessed the un­
canny state of effluvia, for I am 
sensitive to such things having 
a power with me now whereby 
I am able to penetrate the past.
I was able to pick up the
powfyWMffK IflftfiMp
witness its akashic records with 
the cause of its deterioration.

The deterioration was due to 
the medieval ages and the 
powers used by those, who later 
became known as the Jesuits. I 
shudder truly wfieifTonly hear! 
the words “Medieval Ages ”, for |  
I know that it holds a tremen­
dous amount that at the present 
moment is resurrecting itself.

It is a known fact to the in­
vestigator, though not to the 
man in the streets, that where 
the Sanhedrin stood in Jerusa­
lem there was one of these 
spurting wells, and the powers 
of the Voice were great until 
the priests began to deteriorate 
by mercenary means.

Then when it was demon­
strated through Pauline-Iesus 
of the Christ making complete 
contact, and the VAIL of the 
Temple being rent, it is per­
fectly true for the crevice of 
Fire exploded and the Temple 
was wrecked to pieces.
In the plate demonstrated is 

seen a rebuilding in the Church 
of the Holy Sepulchre, where 
in the 12th century the Cru­
saders rebuilt it and held cere­
monies hoping for the Fire to 
reappear. So it is obvious that 
such knowledge was known up 
till then at least. But welt down 
below there are two caverns, 
one of 29 steps leading down 
to the Chapel of St. Helena, the 
mother of the Emperor Con­
stantine who in the year 
A.D. 326 caused this to be re­
built. And further below, down 
another 13 steps, is a Chapel of 
the finding of the Cross.

Amazing stories are associ­
ated with it, but it seems quite 
evidential that this was a 
cavern where the sulphurous 
gaseous fumes came forth and 
found their way up to the upper

Temple, where occasionally fire 
even spurted forth. The lower 
caverns must have belonged to 
the priests only, and the finding 
of the Cross has been deemed 
now a myth.

Som ething m ore than m ere life is possessed  
b y  us, som ething represented by the w ords  “ m ind ” and 
“ soul ” and  “ sp irit ". O n one side w e are m em bers o f  the 
anim al kingdom ; on another we are associates in a loftier  
ty p e  of existence, and are linked with the D ivine.

Great Beaconlight

T HIS great scientist fearlessly 
gave forth his thoughts and 

opinions to the world in ex­
plaining and teaching the truths 
of Spiritualism. He knew that 
many of his colleagues would 
belittle him and despise his 
courageous stand for what he 
knew to be the truth about the 
immortality of the soul. He 
stands today as a great beacon- 
light for all those who would 
seriously consider man's future 
estate.

That man has a spiritual as 
well as a material origin is 
asserted throughout all litera­
ture. No light can come from 
any source other than the 
spiritual to guide man in his 
quest for certain knowledge: it 
is the spiritual foundation of his 
life that carries the torch of 
light and understanding.

Our body is 
an individual collection of cells, 
which began to form and grow 
together at a certain date, and 
wilt presently be dispersed; but 
the construction and domina­
tion reality, called ‘ sold ’ did 
not then begin to exist; nor will 
it cease with the bodily decay. 
Interaction with the material 
world then began, and will then 
cease, but we ourselves in 
essence are persistent and im­
mortal."

The immortality of the soul is 
the great symphonic theme of 
the ages. Jesus based all his 
teachings upon this one cer­
tainty. Without a future life, 
he knew that nothing that he 
could teach man would be of 
the slightest value.

“ My Father’s kingdom,” he 
tells us. is the certain abode of 
the soul.

•* In my Father’s house are 
many mansions ” can have no 
reality of truth unless the soul 
lives after the death of the

physical body.
We see from this how sound 

are the principles of truth as 
taught in Spiritualism. Definitely 
do we declare that “ there is no 
death ”. Earnestly too we teach 
that God, living within each 
one of us (His creation) carries 
on into eternal life; this He has 
prepared for us from the 
foundation of the world. The 
Poet Whittier sings:

** /  only know I cannot drift 
beyond His love and care."

T HERE is no room in the 
spiritual philosophy of life, 

for death. Its law o f  change 
and decay asserts itself only in 
the realms of the mortal. We 
go through a constant change 
here in the flesh; dust and 
atoms forever moving and dis­
placing themselves, make for 
physical growth; but the spirit­
ual presence is unalterable. Even 
though our bodies grow and 
change, the personality within 
remains the same individual it 
was when first it entered into 
the realms of earth and became 
identified with the body.

llo w  do the Delinquents Feel?
M UCH has been written about delinquents, but what 

of their point of view? How do they feel when 
they find themselves shut away from normal life 

in I  corrective institution?
The confusion of their minds was plainly shown in 

their bearing and expression, resentment being uppermost. 
They knew they had done wrong, but felt that they were 
mis-understood and unjustly punished because they could 
not help themselves, though many did not desire to do so
I—they saw adults doing as 
with it.

Resentment

After |  life of scif-wiii, 
getting up and going to bed 

when they pleased, being out at 
all hours, working or not work­
ing as the mood took them, they 
naturally resented being told 
what to do, and when to do it, 
and found it difficult to adapt 
themselves to a set routine. They 
used to say however that after 
about a month, time began to 
pass more quickly, and certainly 
the beneficial effects of an 
ordered life began to be 
apparent. A visitor could tell 
at a glance those who had been 
in the institution some little 
time.

So strong was the self that the 
Giant States of the Past ” 

took instantaneous command, 
in many cases giving no time 
for thought. Our hardest task 
was to make them realise they 
must take responsibility, for 
their words and actions and 
suffer the consequences of 
wrong doing. We tried to im­
press upon them that they 
themselves were their own worst 
enemies, and the need to stop 
and think before speaking or 
acting.

We used to say that they were 
“ more to be pitied than... 
blamed”, and since coming into 
contact with the teaching of 
Universal Philosophy re Blood- 
Specie Problems, f realise how 
right we were.

Though they themselves were 
not conscious of it, their inner 
unhappiness was apparent, and 
the fact that they did not under­
stand their condition increased 
the chaos and confusion of 
their minds. At first they re­
garded all in authority as their 
natural enemies, but as time 
went on, many would “ open 
out”, and try to explain how 
they felt and why they acted as 
they did.

together with that of craftsman­
ship is fast dying out. From 
my own experiences I feel 
strongly that no one under 30 
years of age should handle 
delinquents as whilst too fixed 
and set ideas are to be avoided, 
there is vital need for those in 
charge to be sufficiently stabil­
ised to withstand the vibrations 
in which they have to work. 
Ideally all should be conversant 
with the teaching of Universal 
Philosophy, as it gives true 
understanding of. the cause -of 
delinquency.

As the Editor said in last 
July issue of the Occult Gazette, 
I feel strongly that Ra-Men- 
Ra’s wisdom of Astro-diagnosis 
should be applied to all delin­
quents arid souls In difficulties. 
It helps tbe individual to know 
himself, gets down to the root 
of the troubles, shows where 
and why mistakes have been 
made, and how these can be 
rectified and difficulties and 
weaknesses overcome. It takes 
intó account the whole of the 
human being, spirit, soul and 
body, and shows how all these 
can be brought into a workable, 
harmonious whole. All delin­
quents should be taught in a 
suitable simplified form.

the reasons for their re-incarnat- 
ing and their responsibilities 
to themselves and the com­
munity.

Girls should be trained in 
leadership and there should be 
more self-government in institu­
tions for girls. Boys respond to 
self-government, but it has to 
be abandoned in corrective in­
stitutions for girls. Girls are 
more afraid of public opinion. 
They are more difficult to 
handle, and give more trouble 
than boys. Much benefit would 
result if vegetarian diet were 
not merely optional, but com­
pulsory.

Those on probation and all on 
licence should be compelled to 
attend classes in their spare 
time, and at fixed times to make 
reparation by rendering some 
unpaid service to the com­
munity.

Much money is spent on 
“ after care |  by providing 
social workers to visit the 
homes and advise parents, but 
I would like to see more pre­
ventive measures designed to 
keep young people out of 
trouble and so out of corrective 
institutions.

The greatest deterrent would 
be an adult society which 
showed by example as well as 
precept that crime would not 
be tolerated. A society in 
which spiritual values took their 
true place. A society in which 
parents were educated as to the 
true .meaning of ̂ marriage and 
parenthood. A society in which 
one and all acknowledged his 
spiritual origin and true purpose 
on earth. This understanding 
can only be fully gained by 
studying Universal Philosophy.

This is a Welfare State, yet 
we read in the daily papers of 
the problem of the “ Key 
Children ” — children of about 
3 years old who arrive at their 
nursery school with the door 
key tied round their necks or 
pinned on to their clothing. 
When school is over for the day 
these same children either roam 
the streets until the mother’s 
return or let themselves into an 
empty house. As these same 
papers so rightly say, the seeds 
of future delinquency and 
mental trouble are being sown.

WITH regard to their disci­
pline and training the most 

urgent need today is for a 
sufficient number of suitable 
stall, especially in establish­
ments for girls. Because of the 
instability of these young 
people and their proneness to 
mass hysteria it is essential that 
there should be adequate super­
vision in order to reduce the 
possibility of violence, hysteria, 
etc.

For the same reasons they 
should not he herded together 
in large numbers. More, and 
smaller institutions are needed. 
Groups of ten or twenty would 
be ideal. These could be run 
as family units with each 
member taking some responsi­
bility.
As to the staff itself, this work 

should be not only a means of 
getting a livelihood, but first and 
foremost a vocation, though I 
fear that the sense of vocation

I N the accompanying article on Juvenile Girl Delinquents» 

and their reelings and reactions when sentenced to a 
period of training and discipline, there is mentioned the 

terms |  Giant states of the past |  and |  Blood .Species ”, 
and the use of Astro-diagnosis as a method to help solve 
the psychiatric problems and difficulties that are found so 
prevalent in dealing with the criminal and delinquent 
tendencies within all of us.

The first two terms, the giants 
from the past and the blood 
species, relate to the wisdom of 
reincarnation and the many past 
physical lives. The Bloodstream, 
with its millions of corpuscles, 
is as a vehicle containing the 
collected consciousness of these 
lives, the sum total of the 
circumstances and tendencies of 
the many different human 
bodies occupied.

Thus any one soul is as a 
group of past lives, the bodies 
of which have ceased to exist, 
but the tendencies of these lives, 
their desires characteristics, 
powers, knowledge and domin­
ances, etc., are still very much 
alive as part of a group whole­
ness.

they can be trained to activate 
their minds and awaken the past 
mind consciousness unaffected 
by the “ rebel ” personality.

Crim inal no t considered 

as a  soul creation

IT is this aspect that is totally 
absent in all considerations 

of sentence in Courts today. As 
a result no criminal is con­
sidered as a soul creation hut 
just as a body to be punished, 
not taught and moulded.
