H o lle r  has  a l r ead y  a  w hole vo lum e of sym bols  an d  w ri t in g s  in  th e  new ly  
revea led  sp i r i t  a lp h ab e t ,  m uch  m o re  th a n  can be given in th i s  issue of th e  B ulletin ,  
a l th o u g h  we ex tend  th is  special n u m b e r  over  severa l  o rd in a ry  sizes of th e  Bulle tin .  
O ur only re g re t  is t h a t  th e  lack  of funds  forb ids  it  to b r in g  rep ro d u c t io n s  of m os t 
cu r io u s  sym bols  and  w ri t in g s ,  as well as  of sp i r i t  p h o to g rap h s  ob ta ined ,  th e  la te s t  
p h o to g rap h  b e ing  th a t  of X ebe la  (Tobias ,  o r  th e  P ro d ig a l  R e d eem ed ) ,  an d  P ro p h e t  
Amos, who bo th  lived befo re  th e  C h r is t ian  era .  F o r  th i s  p ic tu re  o u r  fr iend , Mr. 
Saleeby, f rom  Syria, was th e  s i t te r .  A p ic tu re  fo rm erly  ob ta ined ,  w ith  Prof .  H oller  
as  s i t te r ,  is t h a t  of A b rah am , of th e  Old T es tam en t ,  who is do ing  m u ch  to  inspire  
P ro f .  H oller .  The p ic tu res  of J e s u s  in possession of P ro f .  H o lle r  w ere  o b ta ined  by 
Dr. K an sm a n n ,  th e  fam o u s  in v es t ig a to r  an d  ex p e r im e n te r  in sp i r i t  ph o to g rap h y ,  who 
is th e  s i t te r .  W e re g re t  also t h a t  we can n o t  b r in g  de ta i ls  a b o u t  a n o th e r  p hase  of 
Theom onism , t h a t  of hea l in g  by sp ir i ts ,  a  s t ro n g  ban d  of fam o u s  physic ians  and  
su rg eo n s  now in sp i r i t  land, p e r fo rm in g  w o n d erfu l  h ea l ings  every  W ed n esd ay  eve­
ning, w hen  Prof .  H o lle r  is enab led  by th e  sp i r i tu a l  X -ray  to  look in to  th e  bodies of 
p a t i e n t s  and  de tec t  th e  defects  as well as  observe  th e  m ode  of h ea l in g  by th e  sp irits .  
All t h a t  is in th e  w ay  of giv ing full public ity  to  all th ese  m o s t  in te re s t in g ,  an d  from  
a  scientific  and  u t i l i t a r ia n  s ta n d p o in t  m o s t  va luab le ,  evidences is th e  lack of money. 
W h y  can n o t  o r  will no t  some people benefit  m a n k in d  and  m ak e  la rg e  dona t io n s  for 
th i s  p u rpose?
