The use of the word “ obey ” in the marriage serv-
ice is simply one of the many links yet remaining oi
that once galling chain that bound woman in every
conceivable way of which the human mind was capable,
when assuming to assign to her a relative position to
man in regard to rights and individuality.

It is one of the many brands so long used to stamp
the mark of inferiority and subjection on woman.

The true man needs no fetters or stated
license to direct his action.

In discussing the right or wrong of a question then
we should have in mind what will be the effect on a
would-be victim of some unprincipled man. None
can say that the degrading condition of master and
servant can equal in true enjoyment that of compan-
ion and co-worker. None can say that the fruit of
arrogant authority and cringing submission can rank
beside that of simple equality. Then abolish that
““obey” from the position it never should have com-
manded.

TRAIN VS. HUBBARD, AND TRUTH
VS. FALSEHOOD.

If the following had appeared in a Roman Catholic
newspaper or in an Anthony Comstock Organ, we
would not have been surprised, but to find such
sentiment in “ The Philistine ” is hard to be under-
stood.

Fra Albertus says in his December number, under
the headline, “ When you read intelligently, you col-
laborate with the author ” : —

“When George Francis Train picked out certain
parts of the Bible and printed them, and was arrested
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for publishing obscene literature, the charge was
proper and right. There are things that need not be
emphasized —they may all be part of life, but in
books they should be slurred over, as simply repre-
senting a passing of nature.”

I would give a cent to know what Hubbard had
been eating and drinking when he wrote the above
words about Citizen Train, and in fact the whole
article, and 1 would give two cents to know how he
spent the night preceding it. | am pretty sure he did
not sleep soundly, but was tossed around, the victim
of indigestion, suffering from nightmare, and | am
reasonably sure, he was still under control when he
wrote that article. There is not one sentence in the
whole thing which can stand analyzing, but in this
short paragraph | will confine myself to what Hub-
bard said about Train. He said that it was right
and proper that Train should be arrested for printing
part of the Bible, on the flimsical ground that
there are things in books that need not be empha-
sized— they should be slurred over. The friends of
the Bible say it is God's Words and call it a Holy
Book.

Like everything else this is either true or false.
If true, it cannot contain anything obscene, and con-
sequently Hubbard lies when he says that it was right
and proper that Train should be arrested for making
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his quotations.  If, on the other hand, the statement
is false, Train deserves credit for pointing it out, and
speaking the Truth, instead of slurring it over as is
done by so many modern hypocrites, of whom Hub-
bard evidently is one. A whole cannot be sound if
part of it is decayed. A thing cannot be holy if part
of it is obscene, and a man who is unwilling to admit
this is a fool. The Bible as a whole can be sent
through the mail, and placed upon the family table,
but part of it is confiscated because it is considered
obscene. How absurd! Suppose | was making a
pot of soup, and had put into it the best ingredients
necessary to make good soup, would | not spoil it if
1 put into it a certain amount of impure matter ? Of
course | would |  Who would deny it? If | write —
or rather, if a number of us should undertake to write
a book, but aiming at the best principles, would this
book not decrease in value if we allowed immoral
persons to weave into the book chapter after chapter
of vile, dirty stuff? Who would deny this? Train is
a practical man, and more than this, he is honest and
fearless. He knows that children point out to each
other chapters and verses in the Biblef. i. Deut. 23:1;
2 Kings 17: 27; Genesis 34: 1-29; 35: 22;
38 : 6-30.

Train pointed out a number of filthy, immoral pas-
sages in the Bible, showing how ridiculous and wrong
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it is to call such nasty stuff by the name of Holiness,
and the Sage of East Aurora says with Comstock it
was right that his reward should be imprisonment.

As an expert alienist | say, away with such rot!
It is time we call things by their true names, and it is
idiotic t» continue to say that any book, as a whole, is
Holy, but taken apart is obscene. It is no credit to
any man to say in public print that any part of agood
book should be slurred over. Every word in any
book should be able to stand on its own merit, and if
it cannot stand analyzing it should fall. Would Hub-
bard apply the same rule to reading the Constitution
of the United States and the Declaration of Inde-
pendence as he recommends for the Bible ? If not,
why not? . P.

THE WOMAN'S MEDICAL COLLEGE OF
PENNSYLVANIA.

In reproducing the following article we regret not
to be able to give the illustration referred to as it
appeared in the New York Tribune.

In reading the article we wondered if the material of
which physicians are made to-day is any better than
at the time referred to in our sketch, when the medi-
cal male stitdents ofPhiladelphia proved themselves to
be blackguards and rascals. We doubt it One
thing is sure: the entrance of women has improved
the medical profession. Who can read this article
and fail to give the women credit for their lady like
behavior, compared with the utter absence of gentle-
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manly conduct of the male students? If a medical
man forgets that his mother and sister are women
what can we expect of him when he comes in contact
with other women ?

“One of the most astonishing sights conceivable
for the male Rip Van Winkle who has slumbered
through the recent years of women’s progress is that
presented on clinic days at the Woman’s Medical
College of Pennsylvania. It would probably convince
him that the term *weaker sex,” as applied by men
to women, should be relegated to the region of mis-
nomers.

“There was little sign of weakness about the oper-
ating physician the other day, when a reporter was
present, as she donned rubber gloves and picked up a
knife in readiness for the operation; not a tremor
disturbed the calm serenity of the woman who was
administering the ether to the patient; no symptoms
of hysteria were visible among the corps of busy
nurses and assistants, who quickly and silently took
their stations around the operating table, each with
her part in the work assigned to her and ready to do
it swiftly and intelligently; no excitement was visible
among the hundred or so of women students who
looked down on the scene from the tiers of seats.
The woman dear to the older poets and romancists,
she of the tender, clinging nature, likened so often to
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the vine that depends for its support on the giant
oak round which it twines, could not be recognized
here without a violent stretch of imagination.

““Certainly, the operating physician was no clinging
vine. No man could have surpassed her in the cool-
ness with which she approached the operating table
and prepared to demonstrate to the girl students that
modern skill could cope with the ailment of the
moaning figure there. It was a moment when there
inevitably arose in the mind of the onlooker certain
cut and dried aphorisms regarding the right and
proper place for women, most of them in the abstract,
tending to show that her place is necessarily and for-
ever where she happens to find herself in the begin-
ning, but all setting down very clearly the conclusion
that never can she be more than a gentle alleviator of
the world’s woes, a comforter of the distressed, and a
smoother of troubled pillows. With the scene in the
operating room before the view, such ideas seemed
very much out of date. From the self-reliant looking
woman physician who was the central figure in the
scene to the girl student at the top of the tier of
watchers, there was no one present who showed any
sign of hesitation or nervousness.

““Yet there was not a woman present of the mascu-
line type of which so many have a horror. The cam-
era has faithfully reproduced the scene. A study of
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the faces will show that the young women looking
down are as winsome and sweet as can be seen in
any gathering of feminine students. With her head
swathed in a linen turban the operating physician did
look a little formidable, but seen later in the street, in
ordinary attire, she had resumed the appearance of
an attractive, womanly woman, who might have come
from attending to her domestic duties as a happy
wife and mother of the refined class, instead of
emerging from a hospital after performing several
difficult surgical operations.

*“ Another remarkable feature of this remarkable
scene was that among the attentive listeners to the
doctor’s lecture were students from several foreign
countries. A young Chinese woman is in her third
year at the college, and when graduated will return to
the Orient to practice a more recently taught method
of curing human ills than that in vogue in the Flowery
Land, where sharks'-fin tonic and dried-frog lozenges
are considered potent medicants. Another interesting
student hails from Constantinople, and intends to
minister to the physical needs of the women of the
Sultan’s domain when she has won her degree; still
others are from Australia and New Zealand, and one
is an Italian.

“ In order that the true significance of the present
flourishing condition of the college may be realized
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it is only necessary to hark back to the early days of
the efforts of women to break into the profession of
medicine. In a volume written by the dean of the
Woman’s College of Pennsylvania, Dr. Clara Mar-
shall, the following is extracted from one of the lead-
ing newspapers ot Philadelphia, the report having
reference to a clinic at the Pennsylvania Hospital on
November 6, 1869 :—

*“‘ The students of the male colleges, knowing that
the ladies would be present, turned out several hun-
dred strong, with the design of expressing their
disapproval of the action of the managers of the hos-
pital particularly and of the admission of women to
the medical profession generally.

“* Ranging themselves in line, these gallant gentle-
men assailed the joung ladies as they passed out with
insolent and offensive language, and then followed
them into the street, where the whole gang, with the
fluency of long practice, joined in insulting them. It
was an action which deprived every man in the
crowd of all claim to the title of gentleman. If these
women had given gross offence, if they had indulged
in any unwomanly behavior, if they had intruded
themselves in the hospital in violation of the Tules,
even then there would have been no excuse for such
infamous conduct as this on the part of the students.
But these ladies had absolute right there; they were
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admitted by precisely the same authority that admits
men, and, more than this, it was right that they should
accept the privilege offered them if they wished to
do so.

*“ Subsequently there appeared as a communication
to the same paper the following : —

“*When the ladies entered the amphitheatre they
were greeted by vyells, hisses, caterwaulings, mock
applause, offensive remarks upon personal appearance,
etc. . . . During the last hour missiles of paper, tin-
foil, tobacco quids, etc., were thrown upon the ladies,
while some of these men (?) defiled the desks of the
ladies near them with tobacco juice.

It is but just ti the ladies to say that they main-
tained their position as scientific students by a quiet
and modest demeanor.’

“ It seems aswift and dizzy flight from this scene of
disorder at the clinic of 1869 to that described in the
opening paragraph in the year of grace 1903, but in
reality the progress has been painfully slow and labo-
rious. The women have fought their way upward in
the medical profession, meeting all opposition firmly
and bravely, and mounting step by step, until to-day
they have their own college, their own clinics, their
own examinations, their own degrees, and their own
sphere of action.

““What becomes of the graduates? There is amis-
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taken notion existing that most of them marry and
cease to practise their profession. To prove how
erroneous is this idea an effort was made some time
ago to trace the careers of 244 of the graduates of the
college. Of this number 166 responded affirmatively
to the question, Are you now engaged in active medi-
cal practice? Twenty-three responded in the nega-
tive, giving as reasons for the negative reply : domes-
tic duties, 8; philanthropic work, ! ; ill health, 6 ;
retired, 3; no reason assigned, 5. Seventy-six of the
women written to replied, stating the monetary value
of their practice a year. Twenty-four made J1,000
a year or more, but less than $2,000 ; twenty as much
as $2,000, and less than $3,000; ten as much as
$3,000 and less than $4,000; five as much as $4,000,
and less than $5,000; three as much as $5,000 and
less than $15,000. Four reported sums varying from
$15,000 to $20,000 a year. Ten reported less than
$[,000 a year. The average income was found to be
$2,907.30.”
