Add, then, to this the long­
ings of the human soul, the unconfined 
limitless powers of the human intellect, 
and consider that tho power that gave us 
life can continue it, and blind indeed is 
he who can not see tho probabilities of 
an immortal life. Add to this the 
absolute proof of spiritual phenomena, 
the demonstrated fact that the intellect 
and the minds of those called dead yet 
live and love us as they did on earth, 
with the positive proof of their personal 
Identity and presence In our midst, and 
who can doubt that the life that lived 
before the cradle must and does survive 
the darkness of the grave: that our 
several Identities, ulthough crystalizc-d 
into our personalities at or before our 
birth, yet In accordance with the 
unchanging laws of evolution will 
continue to live through all the ages of 
eternity.

is stated before he was a discoverer lie 
was a pirate, preying upon Venetian 
commerce. But these things have 
nothing to do with Columbus’ merits os 
a discoverer.

Mr. Poole, commenting on Mr. W in­
sor, says further:

“ I t had been well for the reputation 
of Columbus if he had died in 14113, when 
he returned from his first voyage. He 
had found a pathway to a laud beyond 
the W estern ocean: and although he 
had no conception of what he had dis­
covered, it was the most important 
event in the history of the fifteenth cen­
tury. His three later voyages were 
mis’erable failures, a pitiful record of 
misfortunes, blunders, cruelties, moral 
delinquencies, quarrels and impotent 
complainings. They added nothing to 
the fund of human knowledge, or to his 
own.”

There is much tru th  in this, but the 
cruelties and moral delinquencies of Co­
lumbus were largely those of his time, 
which was not an angelic one. i t  is 
also true, as stated by the reviewer, 
that “ the learning of Columbus has 
been greatly overrated.” The fact tha t 
the world was a sphere was known to 
the most enlightened of the ancients, 
and many intelligent men believed in 
its sphericity a t the time Columbus 
sailed. The church, however, taught 
otherwise, and the mass of the people 
sided with the church. Mr. Poole says: 

"Columbus did believe that the earth  
was a sphere, and tha t by sailing west 
he could reach Asia. This was a com­
mon belief long before Columbus sailed; 
but nobody had the courage or fool- 
hurdiness to attem pt tho voyage.

“ A 'c ru n k ' who had the requisite 
qualities was needed to test the theory, 
and he was found in Columbus.

“ The discovery of a now world was a 
most fortunate accident. I t was the 
outcome of an innate and blind audacity 
in taking unknown risks and perils, 
rather than of premeditation, scientific 
insight, and ratiocination."

It would be equally correct to say that 
Columbus saw the great commercial ad­
vantages which would result from tho 
discovery of a Western route to Asia, 
which was a feasible one, if the theories 
of the scientists were truo, and that he 
had sufficient faith in their tru th  to 
make the attem pt W ith him it was a 
■nailer of money-making, if he suc­
ceeded ho expected to get a rich rev urd. 
Many others since him have wagered 
their lives and fortunes on the truth of 
theories. The rough-and-ready rule, 
and perhaps the best one, 1b to pruise 
them when they succeed, and laugh at 
them when they fail, and not to ascribo 
tlielr triumphs to good luck or their de­
feats to bad.

It Is certain that if Columbus had not 
discovered America in 1498, It would 
have been discovered soon alter by some 
one else, i t  1b reasonably certain that, 
owing to the defective geographical 
knowhdgeof tho period, whoever first 
sighted America would have thought 
he bud reached Asia. It may be said 
also with equal truth that If Vasco da 
Gama had not Bailed to India,some other 
Portuguese would. Nevertheless, the 
fact remains that Columbus was to all 
Intents and purposes the discoverer of 
America, and that ho raudu his voyage, 
not because he loved perils, not to 
verify, in the interest» of abstract truth, 
the theories of philosophers, hut lie 
cause he believed, on deliberate reflec­
tion, that it would be a money-making 
enterprise. His morula were shocking, 
hL cruelty deplorable, his motives 
selfish, his ignorance great, Ills greed 
profound, and yet it cannot be denied 
that the permanent settlement o( this 
hemisphere by white men was begun by 
Columbus.

Let everybody bear these cogent state 
ments in mind in reference to Columbus, 
and let the Catholic church have the

honor which Mows from a man with such 
a record. Tho fact that ho discovered 
America does not atone for the evil that 
a t one time ho was a pirate.

To THE EDITOR:—It is a problem 
which has disturbed many minds to find 
out just wbat Christian Science is.

If 
it means the science of the Christiun re­
ligion, i t  is a most patent absurdity, for 
the word is wholly inapplicable uml out 
of place when applied to th is conglom­
erate mass of superstitions. There can 
be no such thing as the science of ap 
tilled Christianity, for with a hundred 
different creeds and ten thousand differ­
ent interpretations of these creeds; 
with trivial contests and controversies

IT  IN IGNORANCE.

To t h e  E d i t o r :— The action of the 
coroner’s jury [says tho Chicago Even­
ing Journal] in holding Mrs, Stebbins, 
the Christian Scientist, to tho grand 
jury, raises the very im portant question 
of whether a Christian Scientist, acting 
in good faith, and exercising diligence 
in the mind or faith cure, can be held 
responsible for the death of tho patient.

It is a well-settled rule of criminal law 
that criminal negligence, causing the 
death of the patient, may amount to 
manslaughter, but negligence and igno 
ranee in such cases do not imply the 
same. Negligence implies a possession 
of knowledge regarding facts, con­
ditions, and consequences", united with a 
competency on the part of the individual 
to act intelligently, but who, in perform­
ing a duty’, docs not exercise a reasona­
ble degree of care or skill, and by inat­
tention or recklessness, disregards the 
natural or probable consequences of a 
commission or omission.

Reasonableness in care or skill is a 
relative term , and its application de­
pends largely on the degree of knowl­
edge or ability possessed; th a t is, a 
reasonable amount of care or skill exer-amoDg all classes of Christians on the

If Christian Science is the science of 
Christ, it may be replied tha t Christ 
was a teacher of morals and ethics, and 
not in any sense a scientist. If to learn 
what morals C hrist taugh t and what 
ethical principles he laid down, may 
probably be characterized as scientific, 
there may be home excuse ior the use of 
the word, but otherwise it is absolutely 
without any meaning whatever. But 
we need not quibble about mere words;

Scientists is a debatable question. But 
tbe authorities cited seemed to bear 
strongly upon it. However, in the ad­
vancement of general knowledge In this 
age of progress, it may be held tb a t all 
persons living ln a community such as 
ours are presumed to know th a t medical 
science is superior to the miss-termed 
supernatural agencies, and accordingly, 
th a t tho use of tho la tter in itself is 
gross negligence, for which the operator 
should be held criminally responsible.

In past ages muob dependance was 
placed in divine healing, and even in 
this age and in this country many hold 
to the doctrine with tenacity, probably 
placlDg the ir faith in the following or 
sim ilar passages: “ And these signs 
shall follow them that believe; in my 
name shall they cast out devils, they 
shall speak with new tongues, they shall 
lake up serpents; and If they drink any 
deadly th ing it shall not h u r t them. 
They shall lay hands on the sick, and 
they shall recover.”—Mark xvL, 17-18.

Many instances of mind cure may 
truthfully be cited, for probably much 
of our disease is the result of tome con­
tinuous irritation produced by mental 
overwork, by anxiety or hypochondria, 
and the moment the mind Is relieved of 
its strain nature resumes, or begins to 
resume, its normal condition. Some 
people are often in reality sick only be­
cause they think they arc sick, or be­
cause of a depressed mental condition. 
The action of the mied produces the 
disease, and may incapacitate the pa­
tient to a remarkable degree.

Physicians frequently adm inister 
medicines, the sole mc-dicinal qualities 
consisting in tbe patient's belief tba t he 
or she Is receiving a proper medical 
treatm ent, tha t tho action of the mind 
may remove the supposed malady; and 
even in cases of real disease, the cheer­
ful surroundings of the patient, and his 
or her buoyancy of spirits, may be more 
potent factors than the medicines ad­
ministered.

If under the treatm ent of Christian 
Science some simple disease is overcome, 
the cure is attributed to divine power 
flather than to natural consequences, 
and the Scientists continue to practice, 
applying the ir remedies in cases where 
real medical skill is necessary.

We may disapprove of the ir methods, 
but it is questionable whether criminal 
intent can be inferred from the persist­
ency with which these people pursue 
th e ir  practices. It is an important 
question, and should receive the public 
attention.

There are kindred 
propositions of equivalent rutionulity, 
and explained with a profusion of ver­
bal mystification, until the credulous 
listener exclaims: "W hat a wonderful
thing is Christian Scienco! How deep! 
how profound!"

The)- could see, whilo 
viewing their past lives, homes that were once 
’beautiful and full of joy and happiness, that 

| now are sad, forsaken and desolate. They 
could see the poor, friendless orphan, without 
homo or friends, rise by his own endeavors, 

"step by step, to wealth, opulence and power. 
’They could see many pauper boys work their 
.way into noble, glorious and respected man- 
[hood.

Perhaps some of my readers may think my 
Ideas nothing but sentiment based upon imag­
ination only, and not upon real facts worth 

lyour consideration, and may cast them by 
without thought or reflection, and care but lit­
tle for them. Let me illustrate this:

* Two students wore once traveling along the 
highway in Spain, and, as they were tired,they 

[ sat down by a well to rest and refresh them­
selves. While sittiug there they saw a Hat 
stone imbedded in the ground, on which they 
read the following inscription: "Here lies iu

1 terred the soul of Licentiate Pedro Garcias. ’ 
One of these students begun to laugh and cry 
out in ridicule: ‘ ‘Well, well! Who ever
heard of n soul being buried?" The other 
student said nothing, but waited until his com 
panion had gone on; then he pried up the stone 
and found underneath a well-filled purse, with 
this inscription:

“ Whoever is wise enough to' study, and 
learn the meaning of the sentence on this 
stone, may have this purse."

I  leave my readers to make the application.
I ask them to stop looking up into the fabled 
realm, where cities are paved with gold, and 
walled in with jasper, but to look down on 
the earth, into the homes and condition of 
humanity in its different aspects and phases. 
Take hold with me and help me pry up the 
stone, and I will divide with you the treasure 
underneath.

But for those that laugh at me, and go away 
without thought or investigation, I  can fur­
nish no food to nourish and build up their bet­
ter natures, as I call up incidents and life 
scenes and put them on paper at the solemn 
twilight hour.

Une day in the summer of 1841, when I 
was a poor, hard-working boy, with a kind 
heart, I was standing in front of a hotel in 
the then small town of Burlington, Iowa. As

ing, and in a loud, angry tone abusing a poor, 
pale, sickly young man, who was standing 
near the door. Said the young man to his 
angry opponent: ‘ ‘My dear, sir, I need my
satcliel containing my change of clothing. I 
have some friends residing near Augusta who 
will care for me if I can reach them. 1 came 
to your house with a little money—all I had 
left after a long journey, but enough I thought 
to pay you for what time I would stay with 
you You know I was taken sick, and was 
unable to proceed on my way. I am sick 
now, and very weak. I have a chance to ride 
with a kind farmer, free of charge, some dis­
tance on my way. I have given you every 
cent of money I have in the world. I have 
not oue cent to purchase a meal or to pay* for 
a place to lie down and rest when I  leave your 
bouse. I owe you a dollar, which I will pay 
you out of the first money I am able to earn, 
should I  be permitted to recover my health 
and strength again. I need my satchel and 
the few garments it contains. They are 
worth but little to you, but much to me, for 
they are all 1 have to cover my nakedness. 
Can you not trust a poor, sick, friendless and 
suffering fellow-mortal for one dollar until he 
can reach friends, or regain his health, so as 
to earn an honest living? I came to Iowa 
from the East to bettor my fortune, to grow 
up with the country, to be a man, to rise up 
in the world to a state of independence by my 
own labor, my own efforts, and my own en­
deavors. I had a little, which 1 had earned 
and saved before I started. I came to your 
town a healthy young man, with great hopes 
and bright expectations, but change of climate 
and exposure brought on sickness, and dis­
ease clasped me in its sad embrace. You 
know the rest. My hopes are crushed, my 
money is gone, my strength is wasted. I owe 
you a dollar, which I cannot pay. I am a 
stranger here, among strange faces, without 
one kind friend in this, my hour of need. 
Merciful God! why must I suffer thus? Oh! 
it ia hard to bear!"

Said the brute in human form: “ Yours is
but a repetition of the same old story I have 
heard repeated so many times. 1 keep a 
hotel to make money, not to feed paupers. 
You owe me a dollar. You say you have no 
money. The law gives me a lien on your 
satchel, and I shall hold it until 1 am paid. 
Should I release it, and you go away, I would 
never sec or hear of you again. You may 
have deceived others by your promises, but I 
am too sharp to be taken in in that way and 
manner. You can go, but the satchel and 
clothing stay.M

As I stood by and listened to this talk my 
heart began to swell up until I thought it would 
burst. Uhl how I would have loved to have 
seen the condition of the two men reversed, 
but as I could not do this, I did the next best 
thing I could think of—l  stepped up to the 
brute and said: “ You are a poor man; you
lack just one dollar to purchase your way into 
heaven. I am rich, and I pity you. 1 am 
boy in good circumstances. I have been at 
work out here, and have just been paid off. I 
am well and hearty, and have a week's board 
paid in advance. I have now in my pocket, 
clear of debt and all liens, four silver dollars. 
Here, my poor, sick friend, ia two dollars—

one-half of our capital. Pay the landlord his 
dollar, and bike the other to get your food and 
lodging till you reach your friends. If I had 
more money I would do better yet, but take 
this, with my best wishes for your health and 
success in life. I do not want you to over pay 
me ; I ask nothing in return; I have done no 
more for you than 1 would have others do for 
me were I in a like condition. Some day we 
may meet again; till that lime remember the 
boy who was kind, the boy that loved to help 
those in sickness and distress. If you over
recover your health and strength, be good to 
others, and help them all you can."

He took the money in his trembling hand, 
and gazed on me like one frightened. Then 
the tears began to How and roll down Ids pale 
cheeks. With a faltering voice that seemed 
to gasp rather than speak, ho said: “ Boy,
you have given mo now life and strength. You 
have not only aided me in this, my hour of 
need, but you have taught me the grandest 
lesson I ever learned. You have taught me 
how to do good; how to relieve distress. You 
have taught me the fact that all men are not 
brutes and selfish hogs. God bless you, my 
boy! I am no prophet, but 1 am impelled to 
say to you that you will never come to want; 
that go where you will, you will find good, 
true friends. Give me your name, that I may 
write it down in this little book, there to keep 
it in remembrance, ns it will bo kept in ray 
heart Some day we will meet again under 
better circumstances. Till that time farewell, 

Good, kiud reader, have you any idea of ray 
feelings at that time? To say I was happy 
would not do the subject complete justice. I 
have no words that can express ray feelings ns 
I saw the load lifted off the raiud of the weak 
and suffering man. The sum 1 had given 
though small, made me feci richer and prouder 
than a Gould or Vanderbilt, or even a king on 
a throne.

Years rolled by and I became n man, the 
head of a good and loving family, in a neat, 
cozy, and pleasant homo. One day I  was 
seated at my tabic in my office writing, when 
a man came in—a well-dressed man, some 
years my senior. His face was clear, noble 
and bright He came up to me and reached 
out his hand.

Is this Mr. Rosecrans?”
It is. What can I do for you?"
You do not remember me?”
There is something about your face that 

calls up some remembrance of the past, but I 
cannot tell when or where we met."

When n boy, in about 1841, did you not 
reside in Burlington, Iowa?”

I did.”
Did you, while livrag there, give a poor, 

sick young man two dollars, or half the money 
you had, that he might release his clothes 
from the hands of a brutal landlord?”

■I did.”
‘Well, you see before you now that young 

man, grown to an elderly man. Let us once 
more shake hands, for it does my eyes good 
to gaze upon that bop' once more!

‘Yes, I know you! 1 remember you well! 
Your face has the same independent, proud 
look it bore when you spoke to the hoggish 
landlord years ago- -when you told him he was 
poor and you were rich.

Well, here 1 am, ready and willing, yes, 
anxious, to pay you the debt I  owe you, with 
interest compounded. I  am now quite 
wealthy; have a fine property. Make out your 
bill, and you will sec that 1 am not ungrate­
f u l ”

I told him that he owed me nothing; that I 
had been more than paid in the happiness that 
I realized at the time in being able to help a 
fellow-being.

What a blessing it would he 
if every man and woman in the lTilted Slates 
had the courage of his or her convictions, and 
would take T h e  P r o g r e s s iv e  T h in k e r ! But 
tho average religious dupe dare not think. 
Their education is like an iron clamp put on 
their heads in early childhood to prevent the 
expansion of the brain. They arc allowed to 
think only on condition that they will think 
the thoughts of men that are dead and rotten, 
and who, if alive, would be as ignorant as 
themselves.

The attem pt of the average theologian 
to enlighten you on spiritual matters 
would be about like a mau climbing down into 
a deep well, and from what he sees there to 
write a geography of the world. They tell us 
they give us the truth, and “ the truth will 
make us free,” which, I suppose, means free 
to become slaves of priestcraft and supersti­
tion. The use of such language is an assault 
upon Webster’s dictionary and an assassina 
tion of logic and common sense. Their doc­
trine of the “ trinity ,” namely, that there arc 
three gods a t most, and one god at least, or 
one god at most, and three gods at least (take 
your choice), can not be true, for it violates 
Ray’s multiplication table, and for the further 
reason that a mathematical impossibility caa 
not be a theological certainty. Again, their 
assumption that the bible is authority for 
truth must needs be an error, for it is plain 
that nothing but truth can he authority- for the 
bible. The bihle is valuable to the extent 
that it contains the truth, and no farther. To 
the extent that the bible is untrue or obsolete, 
it is about os valuable as a last year's almanac.

At first I simply believed in Spiritualism on 
the testimony of others; but afterwards a few 
of us investigated the phenomena, and although 
wc had no mediums except such as we, aided 
by our spirit friends, have been able to de­
velop among ourselves, yet we have had the 
tiny rap, table tipping, trance-speaking, inde 
pendent slate-writing, and communications 
on nn improvised plancbette, consisting of a 
smooth board, one foot wide by two in length, 
with the letters of the alphabet printed on one 
side, and a smaller board, the size of a lid of 
a cigar-box, with a hole cut in it large enough 
to see the letters through it. We then placed 
the small board on the large one, and when 
two of us would place our hands on the small 
board it would move about over the letters, 
and spell out messages for us. A little per­
severance will enable almost anybody to get 
messages in this way. Some of the messages 
we got in this way were very remarkable; but 
others were false and disappointing. A t the 
present time about all we can get on tho board 
is through a spirit giving his name as Asper, 
who is, to say the least, very erratic; some­
times he will not spell anything intelligible 
for us, or, if he spells at all, his messages are 
contradictory and false. A t other times, how­
ever, his messages are truthful and clear, and 
furnish convincing tests, which show conclu­
sively that they come from an intelligence 
other than that of any of our circle. For ex­
ample, one of our mediums had procured a 
most beautiful independent slate-message, and 
had laid the slate aside in plain view of all 
present, when Asper insisted on her reading 
the message on the slate, insisting that there was 
a new message there. She thought ho was 
trying to deceive her, and asked him to spell 
out tho message on the board. He promptly 
complied, and spelled the message out verbatim 
ad lietratim, ns they were compelled to admit 
when, on examining the slate, they found, to 
their utter amazement, n new message pre­
cisely ns stated. A number of our circle have 
had their hands controlled from time to lime to 
botli writo nnd draw, hut as 1 have already 
trespassed too much upon your valuable space,
I will postpone further remarks for a future 
report.

In conclusion, permit me to say that in 
answer to Job 's question, “ If a man die, shall 
he live again?" the materialist says “ Nol" the 
agnostic say, “ I don 't know;” the Christian 
say, “ I believe he will," hut the Spiritualist 
says, “ I know be will," and proves it just as 
the philosopher proves the facts of science, 
viz., by invincible phenomena.

Experiments in Mesmerism.
To tiie Editor:— In continuation of my 

article “ Hypnotic influences,” published in 
your paper Feb. 24, 1832, I would say to the 
man) progressive thinkers who read your 
spicy nnd thoughtful paper, that during the 
fall and winter, 1847 nnd 1848, I was a boy 
schoolmastcr in my early teens in Western 
New York. At this time Mesmerism was ex­
citing the people. The clergy said it waa of 
the devil, others that it was some other ani­
mal's work. Duriug this winter ami before 
the Rochester raps, I was both a psychologi­
cal and mesmeric operator. My first subject 
was a l>oy twelve years old, a pupil, and an 
incorrigible mischief, whom I succeeded in 
taming sufficiently to enable him to read in 
the second reader. I mesmerized this boy in 
tlie presence of a large party. A fter an­
nouncing myself and subject ready, I stood 
behind him, when the usual articles were 
passed to me in secret Instantly, on my 
seeing the article, the boy announced it in 
kind. If I  mistook the kind or value, he 
made the same blunder.

Though I took no fees, my audience became 
mystified, and as usual cried fraud, and ap­
pointed a committee to prevent further tricks. 
The ladies nearly suffocated the boy with 
blindfolds, and stuck him with pins. One 
young man literally cut the flesh of the hand 
with a knife; but the boy was senseless to  
pain. When I was subjected to torture, the 
boy cried with pain. His body and mind was 
practically mine; his psychic powers were 
helpless for expression, except through me. 
He evidently might have been cut to pieces 
without pain.

Confidence being restored, tlie experiments 
proceeded, when suddenly the boy asked if 
the bandage might not leave his nostrils free, 
and lowered on the forehead so an inch space 
be left between bandage and hair, saying 
there was a hole there he could see out of. 
Asking for a hook the Buffalo Courier wss 
handed him by the committee, when he passed 
it rapidly over his head, back and forth, read­
ing accurately and readily. This convinced 
me that the soul force was yet there, but 
through the mysterious mesmeric force I  had 
up to that moment deprived it of expression. 
Conditions were changing, and the interest 
deepening. A friend asked to secretly lake 
my place and assume control I  as rnesmer- 
izer gave way, hut no response. The boy- 
subject then said to me: “ A formal intro­
duction is necessary.” I t was made, wheD, 
behold! I had given away my power. In turn 
my friend introduced the subject to another, 
with same result. My power was only restored 
by introduction. (Subsequent experiments 
showed that neither of the two could affect 
the boy when io|a normal state.) On re -com­
mencing experiments, I got no response from 
my subject It was impossible to arouse him!
I trembled with fear, lest something terrible 
would result Suddenly the hoy said:—  
“ You arc my teacher by day, hut to-night yon 
are my pupil. I will give you a greater lesson 
in the mysteries of life. My name is H a r v et .
I discovered the circulation of blood." W e 
all trembled with fear, and were speechless.
I had evidently made conditions by which I 
had unwittingly transferred my subject to an 
unseen intelligence. He then said: “ Give
me a subject who will sit in my chair, and I  
will occupy my friend's place" (meaning me). 
When this was done, this illiterate boy-subject 
proceeded to give an astonishingly learned 
scientific and eloquent address, on the com­
bined subject of phrenology, physiology and 
the circulation of the blood, giving facts be­
yond the knowledge of myself or any one 
present. This address lasted an hour or more, 
and when finished he removed the blindfold 
and stood at once (to my great relief) clothed 
in his right mind. My power was simply 
mesmeric, or putting the body in a paralytic 
condition, depriving it of expression or vo­
lition or sensation. The unseen [rawer seems 
to me to be a combination of both mesmeric 
and psychological, or unconscious volition, 
liecause tlie subject could remember nothing 
when asked. As 1 have before stated, the 
psychological subject is conscious bnt helpless, 
ami fully remembers.

The discussion 
was closed, on one side, by offering a 
dollar for every word in the New Testa 
ment enjoining the observance of any 
day as a Sabbath; and on the o ther, by 
devoting th e  rem ainder of the day in 
scare mug the Testam ent. No claim was 
ever mane for the prlzo-money, and these 
sticklers for Sabbath observance were 
afterwards seen betting a t  monte in 
Sacramento, having evidently lost th e ir  
Puritan ic scruples. ’

If the re  
ev e r was a tim e when unanim ity of action 
on the p art of liberals was a  necessity, 
th a t tim e is now.

him  tho laws to preven t th e  circu lation  
of obscene publications th rough  the 
mails have found th e ir  most vigorous 
opponent.”

I t  Is hard ly  necessary for me to say 
th is  Is un true. T he facts a re  th a t  an 
effort was m ade to classify obscene l i te r ­
a tu re  with w hat th e  pious call "blasphem  
ous and im m oral w orks.” A petition  was 
forwarded to Congress to am end the  law 
6 0 -that the lite ra tu re  of F ree T hough t 
could be throw n from the  mails, ask ing  
th a t if no separation  could be made, th e  
law should be repealed.

I t was said th a t I  had signed th is  
petition, and I certa in ly  should have 
done so had it been presented to  me. 
T he petition was absolutely proper.

HE DISAGREED WITH THEM.
A few years ago I found th e  petition  

and discovered while i t  bore my name it 
had never been signed by me. B u t for 
th e  purposes of th is uns wer I am perfectly 
willing th a t the  s ignatu re  should be 
regarded  as gcnulue, os th e re  Is no th ing  
in the petition  th a t should not have been 
g ran ted .

The law as it  stood was opposed by the 
L iberal League—but not a  m em ber of 
th a t society was In favor of the  c ircu la­
tion of obscene lite ra tu re ; but they did 
th in k  th a t the  privacy of the  mails 
had been violated,and th a t i t  was of the 
utm ost im portance to m aintain  the in­
violability of the  postal service.

I disagreed w ith these people and 
favored the destruction  of obscene lite r­
a tu re  not only, bu t th a t  i t  be made a 
crim inal offence to  send it  th rough  the  
malls. As a m a tte r of fact I drew  up res­
olutions to th a t effect th a t  were passed. 
A fterw ards they  were changed, o r some 
o thers were passed, and I resigned from 
the League on th a t account.

N othing can be more absurd than  th a t 
I was d irec tly  o r ind irectly  in terested  or 
could have been, in terested  in th e  c ir ­
culation of obscene publications th rough  
th e  mails; and I will pay u prem ium  of 
81,000 a  word for each and every  word I 
ever said or wrote in favor of eendlng 
obscene publications th rough  th e  malls.

I m igh t use much s tronger language.
I m ight follow the exum plc of Dr. 
Buckley himself. But I th ink  I have 
said enough to satisfy unprejudiced peo­
ple th a t the  churge is absurdly false.

DR. CHARLES DEEMS.
The Rev. Dr. Chas. Deems, pastor of 

the C hurch of tho S trangers, contributes 
Ills p a rt to tho discussion.

He took a te x t from John , as follows:— 
"  Ho th u t com m itted sin Is of the devil, 
for tho devil winneth from the  beginning. 
For th is  purpose the  Son of God was 
m anifested, tlia t he m ig h t destroy tho 
works of the  devil."

A ccording to the orthodox creed of the 
Rev. Dr. Deems all have com m itted sin, 
and consequently all a re  of the  devil. 
T h e  Doctor Is not a m etaphysician. He 
docs not care to play a t  sleight-of-hand 
w ith words. Ho stands on bed-rock, and 
ho asserts th a t th e  Devil is no P ersian  
m yth, but a  personality , who works un­
hindered by the lim ita tions of a physical 
body, and gets hum an personalities to 
aid him  in h is works.

According to the tex t, It seems th a t 
the  Devil was a sinner from the  begln- 
n in g o f th ings. According to Dr. Deem’s 
creed, bis God is the  C rea to r of all th ings, 
and consequently m ust have been the  
C rea to r of the  Devil. A ccording to tho 
S crip tures, the  Devil Is tho  fa the r of lies, 
and Dr. Deem s’ God is  the  fa th e r of the 
Devil—th a t is to say, the  g ran d fa th e r of 
lies. T h is s tr ik es  me as alm ost “ b las­
phem ous."

T he Doctor also te lls us “ th a tJe su s  
believed as m uch in the  personality  of 
th e  Devil as in th a t  of H erod or P iia to  or
John  o r P e te r ."

T h a t I udm it. T here  is not th e  s lig h t­
est doubt, if th e  New T estam ent be true, 
th a t C h ris t boiievcd in a personal devil 
—a devil w ith whom ho nad conversa­
tions: a  devil who took him  to th e  
pinnacle of th e  tem ple and endeavored 
to induce him  to leap to the  e a r th  below.

Of course he believed in a  personal 
devil. Not only so. he believed In 
thousands of personal devils. He cast 
seven devils out of M ary M agdalene. He 
cast a  legion of devils ou t of th e  man In 
the tombs, o r ra th e r, made a bargain 
w ith  these la-t-incntioncd devils th a t 
they  m igh t go into a drove o r herd  of 
swine, if they would leave tbo man.

I not only ad m it th a t  C h ris t boiievcd 
in devils, but he believed th a t somo 
devils were deaf and dumb, und so 
declared.

Dr. Deetns is r ig h t, and I hope he will 
defend ag a in st a llco m ers  the  in teg rity  
of tho New Testam ent.

HOW DOES HE KNOW IT ?
T he Doctor, however, not satisfied 

exactly  w ith w hat ho finds in th e  New 
Testam ent, draw s a little  on his own 
im agination . Ho Hays:—

“ The devil Is an organizing, im perial 
in tellect, vindictive, sharp , shrew d, 
¡recovering , the  aim  of whoso work is 
to  overthrow  the  au tho rity  of God’s 
law.”

How docs tho  Doctor know- th a t the 
devil bus an organizing, Imperial 
in tellect?

Itoberi B urns shocked Scotland by 
saying of tho devil, or, ra th e r, to the 
devil, th a t ho was sorry  for him , and 
hoped he would take u though t and 
mend.

Dr. Dooms has gone far in advance of 
Burns. F or a clergym an ho seems to  bo 
exceedingly polite. Speaking of tho 
“ A rch Enemy of God "—of th a t “ o rgan­
izing, im perial in te llec t who is seeking 
to underm ine the C h u rc h "—tho Doctor 
says:

• 'T h e  devil may bo conceded to bo 
sincere."

i t  has bt-on said:
“ An honest God is tho nobloHt work 

of m an," and it may now ho added:—
“ A sincere devil 1m tho noblest work of 
Dr. [looms.”

But, with all tho devil's stnartnoss, 
sharpness und shrewdness, the Doctor 
ways th a t ho “cannot w rite a book; that 
he cannot deliver lectures (like myself, I 
suppose), ed it a newspaper (like tho 
ed ito r of tho fUcf/rnni) or make afte r­
d inner speeches; but bo can got his 
servants to do these th ings for h im ."

friend. Such Is my feeling for the man.

N either huvo I 
mentioned lho*o who have agreed with 
mu. R ut I do take th is  occasion to 
tliunk all, irrespective of tbu lr creeds, 
who liavo manfully advocated the  rig h t 
of free speech, anu who have upheld the 
lUti/rani In tho course It bos taken. 1 
thunk all who have said a kind word for 
me, and I also feel qu ite grateful to those 
who have fulled to »ay unkind words. 
Epithets uro not argum ents. To abuse 
Is not to  convince. A nger Is stupid und 
malice Illogical.

And, a fte r all th a t ha* appeared by­
way of reply, 1 still Insist th a t orthodox 
C hristian ity  did not cotno with “ tidings 
of g roat joy"—but w ith a message of 
eternal grief.

PI IYSICAL MA NIFE9TATI0NS.
T h e i r  IH ttce an<l V a lu e  In  t h e  

K H tub llH h incn t oT T r u t h .

During tbo month of May, 1877, when 
residing In T erre  Haul«, Ind., f received 
intelligence one m orning by a sp irit th a t 
if I would m ake preparatory  arrange­
ments, tho spirits would give mo a 
duplicate of A braham 's en tertainm ent of 
tho th roe angels In his tentfG en. vl., 18.) 
I hud many tim es asked tho sp irits to 
favor me with th is  phenomenon, as I 
was collecting and com piling a series of 
phenom ena corresponding in kind with 
Bible accounts of S piritualism  I im­
m ediately informed my wife, a medium 
of tho promise, and then w ent about the 
necessary preparations.

I Invited a  few congenial friends 
equal in num ber as to sex, to be present 
a t my house a t  H o’clock in th e  evening 
s ta tin g  the object and asking each to 
bring  such articles of confectionery as 
would be suitable to  the  occasion. Suf 
(ice It to say th a t by 9 o'clock i*. M. 
largo table was se t In the seance-room 
with am ple supply of cake, oranges, 
raisins, candies, etc. A11 parties invited, 
except one, were present, seated a t  the 
table. Among them  was Mr. John  L 
Morgan, Miss L aura  Morgan, Mr. C. D 
S m ith , Mrs. Cushman and son. and Mrs 
Emma H urst, who was then s itting  for 
m cdlum istic developm ent with my wife 
and self, and Is now widely known for 
h er ra re  “ sp iritua l g ifts.” The rem ain­
ing th ree  were myself, my daugh ter 
Lilly, by my first wife (M aggie) and 
Lulle. my only daugh ter, by M attie, my 
second companion, and who was then in 
S pirit-land, and proved to be one of the 
acting  spirit«  on the occasion.

T he table and contents were placed in 
front of the  cabinet, some e ig h t or ten 
feet d istan t, w ith  Lilly sealed a t  the 
south end of the  table; Lulie, then six 
years of age, a t th e  no rth ; th e  o thers 
on th e  west, fronting the  cabinet, and 
myself near my d augh ter Lulle. My 
wife, the medium, was in th e  cabinet, 
securely fastened w ith m achinery so 
arranged  as render self-extrication im­
possible.

T here  were foidiag doors to the  cabi­
net. one of them  having an apertu re  
sufficiently large to show a sp ir it w ithin 
from head to waist, and a shelf imme­
d ia tely  below on tbe  outside. I  mention 
these to abridge, and to render th e  de­
scription of the  m anifestations more 
easy of com prehension when n arra 'ed . 
L ight« were now lowered to a mellow 
degree, such as would render recogni­
tion easy and certa in . All was ready.

Soon R ichard , an A frican sp irit, one 
of the band of controls, announced to me 
th a t M attie, Lulie 's raotoer, was coming 

to  see you." In a moment the cabinet 
door was opened, and M uttio stepped 
forth, most beautifully appareled in 
solid brown, h e r choice of color for 
dress when in earth-life . I t was a com­
plete duplicate of h er style of dress 
lust worn. On the instant of her s tep ­
ping out, my little  daugh ter, Lulie, ex­
claim ed with pathos: “ Oh! papa, th a t 
Is my dear mamma, Isn’t It?" A t th is  
M uttio spoke, saying:

"G ood evening. Mr. M endenhall. 
Good evening, friends.” I explained to 
h er our object. She replied: “ 1 under­
stand. Please bo not too anxious, or 
you will destroy conditions. Your table 
looks g ran d ly ."  S tepping southwardly 
M attie clasped the liand of Lilly ten 
derly , saving; “ Good evening, daugh 
to r."  Following thU, tho hand of each 
party  on tho west of the  table was like­
wise pressed, with a “ good evening," 
qu ite  audible, by M attie. She then cm 
braced Lulle, h er little  daugh ter, most 
affectionately, in her arm s, und shower­
ing kisses a t ’tho same Instant ujxin her 
mouth and brow. For once It was 
dem onstrated th a t angels can weep for 
joy. My lorn  came next, and 1 will 
only say th a t sp irit nnd mortal mot and 
em braced affectionately each other.

Now for tho wonderful: M attie, g lanc­
ing her d a rk  eyes over the table, lifted 
a largo nico cake, broke a piece off, 
blo*«cd It, and passed it to Lilly. This 
was continued with all seated weat of 
tho table. Then little  Lulie being next, 
a double jiortlon was placed to her part. 
Then to myself, and a piece to  my left 
ulso. This’ process of serving was con­
tinued until a portion of all eatables was 
meted out to each party  present, and for 
some one ye t to be »oated a t my loft.
All being served, M attie looked over to 
a far corner of tho largo room, where 
sat tho old rocker which had served her 
grandm a, h e r  own m other, and then 
herself while In mortal life, sta ting  
clearly  the word«: “ I believe I will try 
the old rocker.” She went around tho 
table to it, and brought it forward to 
the ¡dace where she had put tho odd 
¡K>rtion of the victuals. Sho »at upon Itj

to tho cabinet, and placed a portion on 
e ither end of tho shelf before described. 
W hile she stood as an angel outside the 
cablnot, Richard, our black brother 
spirit, stood In materialized form on tho 
Inside, and tbo two talked and partook 
of the dainties together. Tiie scene in 
this cu»e consumed from twenty-five to 
thirty-five minute» of lime. S p irit 
Mother Morris tendered to the audience 
her thanks for privileges enjoyed, bid 
tbo company "good-night,” and disap­
peared. Richard thanked us for tho 
honor« shown him, uud closed the «canoe 
with a  benediction.

Tho modlutn, whan brought out of the 
trance, was secure in her fastenings. 
No comment of mine can add proof to 
the genuineness of the spirit origin of 
the phenomena herein described, hence 
the tru th  of Immortality dem onstrated.

Here, Mr. Editor, la a proof of life's 
continuance beyond the grave, to those 
who witnessed tho above-described tran ­
saction, th a t the preaching and philos­
ophizing of all the pastor« could never 
equal. Philosophers can excite thought; 
poet* may sing the anticipated joys of 
the blest; artist« paint the ir dream» of 
tho Summer-land on cameras, and the 
thoughtful of earth  renew th e ir  faith, 
and nope for a realization of future life 
thereby; but It requires phenomena, or 
m anifestations, such as herein witnessed 
and described, to bring positive knowl­
edge of tho tru th  of a future, individual, 
conscious Immortality.

Gov. Gluts. Boblnson, in his Kiinsns 
C im /U c t, just from tho press, gives nn in­
teresting narrative of an overload trip 
through Kansas to Calliornlu, in tho 
spring of 1 iMO. Tho party lolt Kansas 
City on the 10th of May for tholr long 
ami tiroso.no journoy. it consisted of 
several hundred adventurers, drawn 
together for u common purpose, to ainuss 
fortunes in tho now Eldorado on tho 
I’aotlio. They wore very generally 
strangers to each other, coming from 
every part of tho country, each enter­
taining religious views In harmony with 
those entertained lu regions from whence 
they eamo.

The Governor states th a t on tho first 
Saturday of the Journey darkness came 
on before water was reached. Camping 
for the night, Sunday morning they 
passed on to tho VVakarusa, some two to 
threo miles away, lienee, after water­
ing their slock, tho question arose 
whether they should rest in camp for 
the day, or advance. An animated dla- 
ussion of tho Sunday question followed, 

a majority deciding to go on. Beaching 
point within somo four miles of the 

present site of Lawrence, nn ox m et 
with a serious accident which disabled 
him for service. “ flere is a judgment 
of Gid for breaking the Sabbath,” suld 
the pious one. As no further progress 
could be made for the day, the residue 

devoted to theological discussion. 
Says the Governor:

One party claimed it was a direct 
interposition to punish Sabbath-break­
ing, while tin  other put the accident to 
the account of too long coupling-chains 
and bad driving. One party appealed 
to the Decalogue, a td  the other called 
for its reuding. When it was found tho 
seveuth duy luslcad of the first was en­
joined to bo observed, and tha t for a 
„pet-in! reason which applied only to the 
Jews, an appeal was made to the New 
Testament, where it was claimed the 
command was made applicable to tho 
first day of the week. The discussion 
was closed, on one sido, by offering a 
dollar for overy word In the New Testa 
ment enjoining the observance of any 
day as a Sabbath: and on the other, by 
devoting the rem ainder of the day in 
searching tho Testament. No claim was 
ever muuc for tho prize-money, and these 
sticklers for Sabbath observance were 
afterwards seen betting a t monte in 
Sacramento, having evidently lost their 
Puritanic scrup les.1

No S tab ility  in  C reed s.
A superficial glance at the religious 

world, and it seems as if opinions were 
fixed and changeless. And yet how 
Heeling. For a thousand years the 
Catholics swayed the destiny of the 
world. The Pope, at the head of the 
church, gave laws to every kingdom 
and principality in Europe. He par­
celed out the New World to his subject 
kings, and enforced obedience to his 
will by bulls. Behold how changed. 
Save in the Vatican, his temporal power 
is gone, and his spiritual authority is 
rapidly waning.

When the civil revolution cropped 
out in France, in 11811, the church held 
unlimited sway throughout the empire 
In a few months its control was gone, 
the people were free, and a republic 
rose on the ruins of monarchy. But for 
the excesses of Robespierre, himself a 
churchman, the new order of things 
would have been permanent. I t  re­
quired a despot, who appeared in the 
person of Bonaparte, to restore the an­
cient order of things. Honest thought 
was suppressed by military force. It 
will be so restrained until a favorable 
opportunity, when it will again assert 
itself, however great the opposition.

Bruno was burned a t the stako 400 
years ago for entertaining liberal 
ideas, the assembled multitudes jeering 
at his agony. Only four centuries lator, 
a monument was raised to his memory, 
on the very place whore he was burned 
amid the plaudits of admiring multitudes 
the whole world, less a bigot pope, look­
ing on with admiration.

This inclination to change is going 
forward with constantly increasing 
rapidity. Churchmen arc well aware of 
this fact, and are vainly striving to turn 
back the sotting tide, else protract the 
present order of things as long as porsl 
ble.

Even Catho­
lics have made great advances, dis 
carding many of the most obnoxious 
teachings: while the Church of England 
has left many of her old notions behind, 
and is gradually approximating to a 
more reasonable faith. Tho “ sun do 
move;" an endless hell, and a psalm 
singing heaven, are loft for the Jaspers 
Sam Joneses, aud witless Talmages to 
teach.

Anothor generation will witness 
greater changes than has the present, 
I t is tho result of general education, en 
larged ideas, and the becoming obsolete 
of laws which prevented just criticism 
on false beliefs.

The great W orld’s Fair, now a t our 
doors, has already become a powerful 
educator. Docldo tho Sunday opening 
as the Commissioners may, free thought 
is the gainer. If tho Fair is closed 
against the laborer, with vicious resorts 
wide open, the church may prepare for 
a moral stampede from Its vico-en 
gendering, knowledge-blasting, Igno­
rance-encouraging citadels, where Big 
otry Is bred and Superstition is rampant,

Such men would hold S hake 
speare  responsible for w hat Falstaff said

lived a t  th a t  tim e I would have been his 
friend. Such is my feeling for tho man 
F or th e  theological creation  I have 
difforont feeling.

I have not answ ered each one who has 
a ttacked  ray name. N e ith e r  have I 
m entioned tlioso who have ag reed  w ith 
mo. B u t I do take th is  occasion to 
th an k  all, irre sp ec tiv e  of th o ir  creeds 
who have m anfully advocated  th e  r ig h t  
of free speech, ana who have upheld the 
Telegram In tho  course it  has taken .

N e ith e r  can some m in is te rs  u nderstand  
a m an who re g a rd s  Jeh o v ah  and J u p ite r  
as su b stan tia lly  th o  sam e, w ith  th is

notion of p ro p rie ty .
T h e re  is an old G reek  say ing  which is 

app licab le  h e re :— “ in  th e  presence of 
hum an s tu p id ity , even th e  gods stand 
he lp less .”

Jo h n  W esley, founder of th e  M ethodist 
C hurch , lacked all sense of hum or. H e 
p reached  a  serm on on tho  "C a u se  and 
C ure  of E a rth q u a k es .” H e insisted  th a t  
th ey  w ore caused by th e  w ickedness of 
m an, and th a t  th e  only  way to cu re thorn 
was to  believe on th e  L ord  Je su s  C hrist.

T h e  m an who does not c a r ry  tho  to rch  
of H um or is alw ays in d a n g e r  of falling  
in to  tho  p it of A b su rd ity .

DR. CHARLES DEEMS.
T h e R ev. D r. C has. Deem s, pasto r of 

th e  C h u rch  of tho  S tra n g e rs , co n trib u tes  
h is  p a r t  to  th e  discussion.

Ho took a te x t  from Jo h n , as follows:— 
“ H e th a t  com m itted  sin  is of th e  devil,

. for th e  dev il s in n e th  from  th e  beg inn ing ,
excep tion—th a t  he th in k s  fa r m ore of i F o r th is  purpose th e  Son of God was 
Ju p ite r , because J u p ite r  had a t  le a s t m anifested , th a t  ho m ig h t destroy  th o
som e hum an feelings.

I do no t und erstan d  th a t  a m an can  be 
g u ilty  of b lasphem y who s ta te s  h is honest 
th o u g h ts  in  p ro p er language, h is  ob ject 
being  n o t to  to r tu re  th e  fee lings of 
o th e rs  bu t sim ply  to  g ive  h is  th o u g h t— 
to find and es tab lish  th e  tru th .

D r. B uckley  m akes a ch a rg e  th a t  h e  
o u g h t to have know n to be w ith o u t foun­
dation . S p eak in g  of m yself he sa id :— “ In 
him  th e  laws to p rev e n t th e  c irc u la tio n  
of obscene pub lica tions th ro u g h  th e  
m ails have found th e ir  m ost v igorous 
o pponen t.”

I t  is  h a rd ly  necessary  for m e to  say 
th is  is u n tru e . T h e  facts a re  th a t  an 
effo rt was m ade to  classify  obscene l i t e r ­
a tu re  w ith  w h a t th e  pious ca ll "b lasp h em ­
ous and  im m oral w orks.” A  p e titio n  was 
forw arded  to  C ongress to  am end th e  law 
s o - th a t  th e  l i te ra tu re  of F re e  T h o u g h t 
could be th ro w n  from  th e  m ails, ask in g  
th a t  if no sep ara tio n  could be m ade, th e  
law  should  be repealed .

I t  was sa id  th a t  I  had  signed  th is  
petition , and I  c e rta in ly  should  have 
done so had  i t  been p resen ted  to  me

T he dawn is b rea k ­
ing. and soon th e  b r ig h t effulgence of 
th e  6un of S p iritu a lism  will illum ine th e  
darkened  m inds till th ey  will rad ia te  
w ith  ce lestia l in te lligence. I t  was a 
Godsend th a t  b ro u g h t o u t T h e  P r o ­
g r e s s iv e  T h in k e r . I t  c a rr ie s  to  th o u ­
sands of hom es th e  tru th s  of im m orta lity  
and in sp ira tio n , and long m ay it  live to 
send fo rth  th e  tru th  to  thousands.

A few  y e a rs  ag o  I  found th e  p e titio n  
and d iscovered  w hile  i t  bore m y nam e it  
had  never been signed  by me.

I d isag reed  w ith  th e se  people and 
favored th e  d e s tru c tio n  of obscene l i t e r ­
a tu re  no t only, b u t th a t  i t  be m ade a 
c rim in a l offence to  send i t  th ro u g h  th e  
m ails. As a  m a tte r  of fac t I d rew  up res 
o lu tions to th a t  effect th a t  w ere passed. 
A fte rw ard s th e y  w ere ch anged , o r  some 
o th e rs  w ere passed, and I resig n ed  from  
th e  L eague on th a t  accoun t.

N o th in g  can be m ore absu rd  th a n  th a t  
I was d ire c tly  o r  in d irec tly  in te re s te d  o r 
could have  been, in te re s te d  in  th e  c i r ­
cu la tion  of obscene p u b lica tions th ro u g h  
th e  m ails; and I will pay a  p rem ium  of 
81,000 a  w ord for each  and  ev e ry  word I 
e v e r  said  o r  w ro te in  fav o r of se n d in g  
obscene pub lications th ro u g h  th e  m ails.

I m ig h t use m uch s tro n g e r  language .
I m ig h t follow th e  exam ple  of Dr 
B uckley  him self. B u t I  th in k  I  have 
said  enough  to sa tisfy  nnp rejud iccd  peo­
ple th a t  th e  ch a rg e  is ab su rd ly  false.

H e s tan d s on bed-rock, and 
he asse rts  th a t  th e  D evil is no P e rs ia n  
m yth , bu t a  perso n a lity , w ho w orks un 
h in d e re d  by th e  lim ita tio n s  of a physical 
body, and  g e ts  hum an p e rso n a litie s  to  
aid  liim  in h is  w orks.

A ccord ing  to th e  te x t, i t  seem s th a t  
th e  Devil was a  s in n e r  from  th e  begin 
n in g  of th in g s . A cco rd ing  to  D r. D eem 's 
creed , his God is th e C re a to r  of all th in g s , 
and  consequen tly  m ust h av e  been th e  
C re a to r  of th e  D evil. A cco rd ing  to th e  
S crip tu res , th e  D evil is th e  fa th e r  of lies, 
and Dr. D eem s' God is th e  fa th e r  of th e  
D ev il—th a t  is to  say , th e  g ra n d fa th e r  of 
lies. T h is  s tr ik e s  nie as a lm ost “ b la s ­
p h em o u s.”

T h e  D octor also  te lls  us “ th a t  Jesus 
believed  as m uch  in  th e  p e rso n a lity  of 
th e  D evil as in  th a t  of H ero d  o r  P ila te  o r 
Jo h n  o r  P e te r .”

T h a t  I a d m it. T h e re  is n o t th e  s l ig h t­
e s t doub t, if th e  N ew  T estam e n t be tru e , 
th a t  C h r is t bolieved in  a  persona l d ev il 
—a  d ev il w ith  whom h e  had  conversa­
tions; a  d ev il who took  h im  to th e  
p in n ac le  of th e  tem p le  and  endeavored  
to  induce h im  to  leap  to  th e  e a r th  below.

Of cou rse  he believed in  a  personal 
dev il. N ot only so, he believed  in 
thousands of personal devils. H e cast 
seven devils ou t of M ary M agdalene. H e 
ca s t a  leg ion  of dev ils  o u t of th e  m an in 
th e  tom bs, or, r a th e r ,  m ade a  b a rg a in  
w ith  th e se  la st-m en tioned  dev ils  th a t  
th e y  m ig h t go  in to  a d rove o r h e rd  of 
sw ine, if th ey  would leave th e  man.

I no t only a d m it th a t  C h r is t  believed 
in  dev ils , bu t he believed  th a t  some 
dev ils  w ere deaf an d  dum b, and  so 
dec la red .

Dr. D eem s is r ig h t ,  and  I  hope h e  will 
defend a g a in s t a ll com ers th e  in te g r ity  
of th e  N ew  T estam en t.

D r. Deems has gone far in advance  of 
B urns. F o r a  c le rg y m an  he seem s to  be 
exceed ing ly  po lite . S p eak in g  of th e  
“ A rc h  Enem y of God ”—of th a t  “ o rg an ­
izing, im p eria l in te lle c t who is seek in g  
to  underm ine  th e  C h u r c h ”—th e  D octor 
says:

• 'T h e  dev il m ay be conceded to be 
s in c e re .”

I t  has been said :
“  A n honest God is th e  nob lest w ork | 

of m an ,” and it  m ay now be a d d e d :—
“ A sincere devil is th e  nob lest w ork of 
Dr. Deem s."

B ut, w ith  a ll th e  d ev il's  sm artness 
sh a rp n ess  and shrew dness, th e  Doctor 
says th a t  he “ canno t w rite  a book; th a t  
he canno t d e liv e r  le c tu res  (like myself, I  
suppose), e d it  a  new spaper (like  the  
e d ito r  of th e  Telegram) o r m ake a f te r­
d in n e r speeches: bu t he can g e t  his 
se rv a n ts  to  do these  th in g s  for h im .”

She sa t upon it, 
to  my left, rocked herse lf gen tly , ta lked  
jov ia lly , and a te  w ith us a ll th e  portion 
se t a p a r t by and for herself. Many 
p leasan t words w ere passed between her 
und th e  audience, especially  she and I 

R eader, M attie  and I  once m ore sa t 
and a te  a t  th e  tab le  to g e th er. T he 
whole scene perform ed by M attie  occu­
pied th irty -five  to fo rty  m inu tes’ tim e.
S he then  said : “  I  m ust leave you now; 
th e re  a re  o th e rs  who wish to  p artic ip a te  
in th e  festiv a l,” and th a n k in g  the  a u d i­
ence for opjx>rtunities enjoyed, she bid 
us each  "g o o d -n ig h t,” and re tire d  to 
th e  cab inet, d em ate ria liz in g  in  our 
view.

In  a few m om ents la te r , th e  m edium ’s 
m other, M rs. M orris, a  sp ir it, cam e to 
th e  front, rich ly  appareled , w ith  h e r  
beautifu l m ass of h a ir  h ang ing  loosely 
about h e r  j>erson, and ex ten d in g  q u ite  
down to th e  floor. To be brief. M other 
M orris duplicated  principally  tho  phe­
nom ena of M attie ; bu t Instead of seating  
h erse lf and e a tin g  h e r  portion a t  the 
table, she  took It, and an o th er portion,

to the  cabinet, and placed a portion on 
e ith e r  end of tho shelf before described. 
W hile she stood as an angel outside the 
cabinet, R ichard , our black b ro ther 
sp irit, stood in m aterialized form on tbo 
inside, and th e  two talked and partook 
of the  dain ties toge ther. T he scene in 
th is  case consumed from twenty-five to 
thirty-five m inutes of tim e. S p irit 
M other M orris tendered to the audience 
her thanks for priv ileges enjoyed, bid 
th e  company “ good-night,” and dlsap-

Geared. R ichard  thanked  us for th e  
onors shown him, and closed the seance 

w ith a benediction.
T he medium, when brought out of the 

trance, was secure in h e r fastenings. 
No com m ent of mine can add proof to 
the  genuineness of the  sp ir it o rig in  of 
th e  phenom ena herein  described, hence 
the  tru th  of im m ortality  dem onstrated .

H ere, Mr. Editor, is a  proof of life's 
continuance beyond tho grave, to  those 
who witnessed the  above-described tran ­
saction, th a t the  preach ing  and philos­
ophizing of all th e  pastors could never 
equal.

If any should think that he who confers like 
honors upon our Sir Knight, is such an inferior 
person as he who iu the yard of his inn I 
knighted the first Quixote, let them not on that my 
aecouut fail to recoguUe the cqutvl right of the 
second to all the honors freely accorded to 
the first illustrious Knight mentioned; for 
even small reason shows that our valiant Sir 
Knight is fully as dcserv’mg of all knightly 
honors as was his illustrious predecessor.

It is cause for regret that Quixote’s 
chivalry should operate against him in such a 
way as to cause so many of our people to 
think like Dr. M. E. Cougar, who, in The 
P&0GKES8IVK Thinker of April 9th, page 0, 
says: “ Col. John Bundy is not and never
will be a Spiritualist. ”

I waot here to remind my readers that in a 
former letter I told them I had often tried to 
defend the medium fighter against this charge; 
and I want to say now, that I yet believe him 
to he a Spiritualist; but am tired of his very 
simple tricks; aud I believe 1 have the right 
to think tlmt his chivalrous exploits make him 
appear the most inconsistent and foolish of utt 
the inconsistent and the foolish that we have 
ever known or heard of.

See now how he stands. Pyschic research 
i s !  is hobby, but mediums arc the skeletons 
of his closet, ard advanced phenomena are 
to him as is a m l llag to a bull, at sight of 
winch the bull fights with the same kind of 
fool courage that our valiant Knight shows in 
his blind fury against our best mediums. Vet 
Bundy does occasionally say, in substance, 
that the truths of Spiritualism are fully proven 
by the pheuomena through mediums, and that 
he does telieve i t  Therefore, I believe 
be is a Spiritualist; but I reserve the right to 
class his exploits with those of the Quixote 
of Cervantes, or with the blind fury of the 
poor victim of the Spanish bull fight

Out of these tilings his troubles and incon-
sistcncies grow, and many things, too, that
perplex and embarrass him in his advocacy of 
truth as he secs it; for, when he by his hobby 
would demonstrate spirit truth, then, as that 
hobby is only the initial to the more convincing 
phenomena, he can only take his pupils to the 
extent of that initial. He has not much to 
offer; for, as mediums and the more advanced 
phenomena arc to him only as the red flag 
to the bull, it follows that his teaching fails to 
impress spirit truth with much force ou any 
one, while it tends to prepare all to join in 
the cry that the mediums are all frauds 
and to make them tell him so, as did the 
Seybert Commissioners, who were evidently 
under the intluence of Bundyism, and as 
Lombroso did in the II, P. Journal of April 
l»th, page 3rd, where our Knight represents 
him, thus: “ Professor Lombroso says ho
has found but two genuine mediums in Italy 
If Lombroso knows our Knight as well as we 
do, it is not likely he would expect him to find 
one; he, therefore, is entitled to the credit of 
going about two better than Bundy.

Oh 1 Quixote, look over the field, and see 
how you have purified Spiritualism! See how 
doubus follow your tortuous, vindictive 
course (as naturally as a blighting frost 
follows the approach of winter), in relation to 
the cause you pretend to purify; and then, if 
you really want do it some good, wake up to 
the fact that the biggest enemy connected with 
Spiritualism will be erradicuted when you 
leave off imitating the dumb fury of the bull 
in the ring; and the follies of the wiud-mill 
fighter, and learn to be guided by your common 
sense, if you have any, instead of playing the 
part of a second Quixote.

In view of the latter possibility I think our 
people could be relied on to pray for his con­
version, if only further indications should 
enable them to do so with that faith necessary 
to make their prayers effectual. At present, 
however, the degree of faith needed to accom­
plish any good in his case is, probably, about 
the same as would be required to move moun­
tains and cause them to be cast into the sea. 
Yet, if he should say a kind word of any poor 
medium who uecds it, as Airs. Drake, for in­
stance, it would be very encouraging; for, be 
it remembered, he never yet did any such 
kindly thing. I t would, indeed, be a very 
wonderful thing for him to do. However, let 
us have faith like unto a grain of mustard 
seed. 1 am really anxious to see if ho will 
embrace the opportunity the injustice to Mrs. 
Maud Lord Drake offers him to break his 
former rule of action in such cases, for I be­
lieve that ever reader of his Journal is fully 
satisfied that Bundy has full confidence in her 
entire honesty and truthfulness, and considers 
her a perfect lady, but will he say so now? 
Does any one think he will? I, for one, do 
not. My faith in him is not strong enough 
to enable me to hope for any such thing, but I 
will wait andsce.

T his value,born 
of selfishness, fostered by greed, and guarded 
by the meanest qualities of m an's nature, is 
constantly changing as selfish man strives with 
his utmost power to gain something for noth 
ing from his fellow. The trouble with legis­
lative bills hitherto presented for considera­
tion has been that there was an under dog in 
Uie fight Ilis kicking makes all the fuss. If 
no one was to get unfair advantage tho strug­
gle would cease.

To our mind a little pamphlet, entitled
Silver Made Gold by Truth and H onesty,” by 

E. Huntington Pratt, embodies more of the 
idea of brotherhood as a basis of settlement 
for this question than anything wc have ever 
seen. The argument runs through sixteen 
pages, and this is the gist:

“ Lot our government authorize forever free 
coinagh of silver dollars containing as many 
grains of silver as our standard gold dollar 
will now buy, or would have bought upon tho 
first day of the Ju ly  or January  next preccd 
tug coinage.

“ Let this number of grains of silver be 
coined by tho government free for all United 
States citizens presenting the silver bullion; 
let each silver dollar have the year and number 
of grains stamped thereon, also words ‘irrevo­
cably redeemable by the United States govern­
ment on any first day of January  or Ju ly  by 
giving six months previous written notice,’ in 
as many grains of silver as one gold dollar of 
prescut standard of weight and of fineness will 
purchase upon such date 09 said notice will 
mature."

The arguments sustaining this novel propo­
sition are clearly stated and logically made. 
If any of the big family of progressive think­
ers would like to follow them through, a silver 
dime, or five tiro-cent stamps, sent to K. 
Huntington Pratt, 132 La Salle street, will 
give the opportunity.

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THE TWO GREAT FORCES.

They Will Yet Rule the World

T h e y  A re  E le c tr ic i ty  » m l S p i r i tu a l i s m .

ONE A rimer. IN NATURE AND TUE OT1IEII A 
FORCE IN MORAL AND INTELLECTUAL NID­
ORE«!)
To th e  E d itor : — 'flicre »to two great 

factor« in the worlil—one electricity, anil tho 
other Sipiritutli-iui; one will yet reign supreme 
in physics and the other in morals. A« to the 
former, in ¡1» multifarious manifestations, tho 
New Vork Sim sets forth:

Twenty’ years «go men of science, anil a 
good many others, well knew that of all tho 
phases which energy can assume, electricity is 
most to be preferred for various practical uses. 
They were familiar wiUi Ure easy insulation 
of electricity, Its all hut Instantaneous trails 
mission, its conversion at will into motive 
power, light or heat, aud its utility In uniting 
or severing the elements of tho chemist. And 
yet whnt might he man's best and universal 
servant was tbon employed at little more than 
conveying telegrams aud plating base metals 
with silver and gold. To-day, at last, elec­
tricity is eutering upon its work In earnest, 
is harnessed for the tasks of factory and mine, 
the drudgery of the household; gives tractions 
in cities a new cleanliness ami controlability; 
provides its brilliant light more and more 
widely; and in its intense beat enables the 
metal worker to shape aud join copper and 
steel as if he were handling wax.

The age of electricity was to dawn only 
when the subtle current should feed on coal 
instead of on costly zinc. This result gradu­
ally came about as the magneto-electric ma­
chine of Faraday grew into the practically per­
fect dynamo of to day. l rscd reversedly, this 
'vuamo is the motor for the workshop or the 

s ect-car. Electric traction now serves forty 
pc. cut. of the street railroad mileage of this 
country; and safety alone, not the pace of 
horses, is tho consideration limiting the speed 
of travel. For competition with the steam 
locomotive a motor of new design is now un­
der construction for standard service. If suc­
cessful it will inaugurate loug distance trac­
tion by electricity. Experiments with elec­
tric motors were tried on the Manhattan Ele­
vated Railroad in 1889. Were they resumed 
now when electric cugiuecring has so signally- 
advanced, it is probable that no question of 
the superiority* of electric to steam locomotion 
would remain.

As electricity is derived from the motive 
power of steam engines, tbc recent progress in 
their construction and management has I tome 
a part in electrical development scarcely less 
important than the perfecting of the dynamo. 
Adopting the best marine models, the electri­
cal engineer now designs an engine of vast 
dimensions, and operates it with steam at a 
pressure of 200 pounds or more, used expans­
ively in a series of three or even four cylin­
ders. The consequence is that he is steadily 
approaching the point where a pound of good 
coal will yield a horseqtower for an hour. 
Erected in groups in the suburbs of great 
cities, and coupled directly with their dyna­
mos, such engines could supply electricity so 
cheaply as immensely to widen the demand. 
Indeed, except for wanning buildings, and per­
haps for cooking, there is no good reason why 
fuel should be burned in cities at all. Mr. 
John Yau Vleck. a leading electrician of New 
York, estimates that should every house in this 
metropolis receive its current of electricity as it 
now takes in its steam of Croton, the present 
price could be reduced at least three-quarters.

In transmitting, as in producing electricity, 
invention has of late years been constantly ap­
proaching perfection. A current at high 
pressure being conveyed almost as well as one 
at low pressure, a contrivance was needed 
whereby tbc change from low pressure to high 
could be easily brought altout This want is 
met in the transformer, the germ of which lies 
in the induction coil, which startles the on­
looker by seizing a feeble wave of electricity 
and sharpening it to tbc intensity of lightning.
To transformers of new and excellent pattern 
is largely to he credited the famous feat per­
formed by tbc Gcnuau electricians lust sum 
raer—the conveyance of a current from 
Laulfen to Frankfort, a distance of 110 miles, 
with a loss of but 28 |ier cent This current 
was supplied by a waterfall on tbc Nccknr, a 
foci which suggests bow broad a Held elec­
tricity has bofofc it in America, in utilizing 
limitless water power now running to waste. 
For wherever a wire can be carried, through 
swamps or forest, across river or chasm, there 
its force as electricity way be transported witli 
inappreciable loss to workshop, mine or farm.

When, ten years ago, electricity was first 
put on tap in New York, it was used solely for 
light, anil its purveyor still calls itself an 
illuminating company; but the title Is fast lie 
coming a misnomer. One-third of the cur­
rent now sold is employed as motive |>ower. 
Other applications, too, multiply constantly, 
with the effect of lowering the cost of supply 
not only by enlarging the demand, but by 
making that demand more uniform. To arc 
and incandescent lighting there is promise 
that soon a consumer will be able to odd the 
auroral glow to which, from the electrician 
who tins created it, the name of the Tesla 
etfeet is given. Tills Tesla ctrccl, while as yet 
far from rivaling the incandescent filament in 
brilliancy, appears to have no wasteful 
alliance with heat, and this is one reason why 
electricians await witli eager interest the fur­
ther cx|>erimentsof its creator.

If, in getting intense light from electricity, 
it could In- bad only ns incidental to intense 
heat, what was annoying waste to one inventor 
served to suggest to another bow a new task 

— could be performed, or bow an old task with 
L greater ease and nicety. In the bands of Kliliu 
* Thomson electric heat Is a means of welding 

and brazing, of executing critical repairs to u 
screw propeller or an engine, with a new ail-

vantage, the ability to bring the welder to its 
work instead of having to take the work to its 
welder. And if to-day aluminum anil its 
valuable alloys arc sold nt a mere fraction of 
their price ten years ago, wo must thank tlic 
beat of the electric furnace.

In its original role ns an nid to tbc chemist, 
electricity is ever conquering new fields. The 
current applied in a simple way supersedes 
troublesome mid roundabout processes, as in n 
recently devised method of obtaining caustic 
potash nnd bleaching powder. It purifies 
melnls ns beat can not, furnishing the electri­
cian with conduetors of unsurpassable quality. 
Directed upon wlmt tho metallurgist was wont 
to regard as waste products, it gleans parti­
cles of copper, silver and gold until they 
reach a goodly value. It onnbles the statuary 
to exchange tho dire beat of tho foundry for 
the pleasant temperature of tho electroplating 
bathroom, whore busts and groups tons in 
weight ure executed with a refinement novel iu 
plastic nrt. Turning to the mechanic, who 
lias done so much to free it from its fetters, 
electricity repays its debt with Interest Be­
cause electric mechanism is sensitive not only 
to the slightest palpable motion, but to the 
minutest trace of bent, or tho faintest glimmer 
of light, it is embodied in a host of iugonious 
contrivances. One of them registers the feo- 
blo thermal ray received from Arotnrus, an­
other decides the moment when stars less 
bright than Arcturus cross tho focus of a tclo- 
scope. In devising automatic apparatus, as 
for propelling nnd steering a torpedo, elec­
tricity provides tho inventor with a resource 
exquisite in delicacy ami rcs|>oii8ivcnc8s as com­
pared witli mechanism in which a nervous sys­
tem is lacking. In bringing an instrument or 
a machine to the point whore it asks but a 
touch to start, apply, or stop it, electricity 
makes man an initiator pure aud simple. Is 
not this marvelous servant so fast ridding 
man of every burden of unintelligent toil that 
be will soon be able to reserve himself for cre­
ative tasks alone?

With all these facts, who can doubt the state­
ment that electricity is to bo tho one groat 
force of tho future? If not yet satisfied as to 
our conclusions, ponder over tbc following ac­
count from a magazine bearing the name 
Electricity:

One of the most delicate surgical opera­
tions ever performed in San Francisco was 
that to which A. Kachin, a patient at the City 
aud County Hospital, was subjected recently. 
The operation was remarkable in that uu endo­
scope, or small electric light, was used during 
tbc process. This was thrust into the thoracic 
cavity, and by its illumination the action of 
the heart mid lungs was plainly visible. This 
is the first ease reported on the Pacific Coast 
where the electric endoscope was used in diffi­
cult surgery with beneficial results.

•'Baehni was afflicted with an abscess,which 
had formed in the pleural cavity and attacked 
the left lung. Tiic operation was an exceed­
ingly dangerous one, and in order not to 
shock the patient no meution of the intention 
of the physicians was made to him.

The sick man was quickly anesthetized, 
anil the inflated breast was exposed to view. 
A discoloration on the left side showed that 
the trouble lay under the tissue in that direc­
tion, and Dr. Ell in wood began operations at 
once by mnking two deep incisions crosswise, 
from which the blood spurted in streams. 
Several of the larger blood-vessels were neces­
sarily cut, but these were quickly ligatured 
with Dr. Stillman's assistance. The flaps of 
flesh were laid to one side, exposing the third 
rib to view. This rib was resected for three 
inches, and when it was cut away a dark and 
bloody opening was revealed, through which 
the thoracic cavity and the space between tlic 
lungs could bo seen. Dr. Uirshfcldcr inserted 
tbc endoscope through the opening in Radon's 
breast and the light was turned ou, illuminat­
ing the interior of the cavity with rcmarknhle 
distinctness.

The heart worked slowly owing to the 
effect of ether. The aorta dilated and fell 
with every heartbeat. The lung was also 
plainly visible. During the one hour and a 
Imlf consumed in making the operation the 
action of tlie heart was distinctly visible, anil 
the unusual Bight was tho subject of much 
comment u[>oii tho part of the operators and 
spectators.

When the process was completed nnd every 
vestige of pus removed, the endoscope was 
withdrawn, and tbc opening In Rncbm's breast 
closed. Tbc operation was a highly successful 
one In every particular, and Boehm's condi­
tion shows that he is gaining strength.''

Yes, electricity is yet to be tho one great 
factor in administering to tbc wants and com­
fort of mankind, while Spiritualism will deal 
with ethics; will give all a foresight to their 
future home, and prepare them to live in n 
manner that will make them most happy os 
well as useful. A. L, D.

"  To a very large p a rt of th e  people 
New Y ork is a deadly dull city on Sun­
day evening. Thanks to * blue laws' and 
to customs born of blue laws, all the 
theatres and most of the concert rooms 
are closed. For those who are not 
moved to a ttend  church th e re  is nowhere 
to go, nothing to do—nowhere, th a t is to 
say, w hither men and women of refine­
ment ure a ttracted , nothing th a t such 
men and women desire to do.

" T h e  resu lt w ith self-coDtrolled per 
sons is an evening of dull deprivation. 
W ith  persons of less self-control it is apt 
to be som ething very m uch worse. In 
default of good places to go they go to 
bad places. For want of elevating  en­
te rta inm ent they seek en tertainm ent 
th a t is far from elevating,

“ The law which closes the theatres on 
Sunday is unjustifiable. I t is wrong for 
a purely secular S tate  to make any law 
enforcing th e  religious observance of 
days. I t  would be wrong even if the 
g rea t m ajority  of the people regarded 
such observance as an obligation. In 
fact the g rea t m ajority of the people in 
this city do not so regard  it. An over­
whelming m ajority of them , including a 
m ultitude of C hristian  church members, 
have no conscientious scruples w hatever 
about a ttend ing  any place of innocent 
am usem ent on. Sunday evening.

"  A part from the essential wrong of a 
secular S ta te ’s interference io enfoice 
religious observance, it is an oppression 
that tin- majority are thus restra ined  of 
th e ir  liberty  in obedience to the will of 
the minority.

“ To open the theatres on Sunday will 
give to those who have only th a t one 
evening’s leisure in the wee k a chance 
to spend it in agreeubte and profitable 
recreation. I t  will in no rem otest way 
interfere with the liberty or comfort of 
those who th ink  it wrong to attend the­
atres on Sunday.

"T h e  cities of the W est are far in ad­
vance of us in th is respect. In most of 
them the theatres a re  open quite us a 
m atter of course. The sojourner a l  the 
hotel is not condemned to an evening of 
stupor. The citizen who has done his 
work through the week is free to take 
his family to see tho play, to be hnppv 
for a time, to recuperate his energies 
with m errim ent, to instruct liimre'lf. to 
break tlio monotony of a life of toil with 
an evening of recreation, to make of 
Sunday a real day of rest for himself 
and his loved ones.

"W h y  should New York, u city o th ­
erwise so largely liberal, linger in the 
baleful shadow of puritanical in to ler­
ance? W hy should life  bo made an un­
broken desert of dullness to the great 
army of toilors who dwell here? Why 
should the narrow-mindedness of u pu»t 
ago hold in mortmnin the righ ts and 
liberties of nineteenth contury men and 
women’/

"  I t  is time to reviso our Sunday laws 
in the ligh t of modern Intelligence and 
modern customs. It is time (or the 
S tate to take its bunds off things with 
which i t  has no proper concern.

“ The Sunday iuws of unenlightened 
American State should impose the least 
possible restra in t upon the liberty of tho 
citizen, the least restra in t consistent 
with tho maintenance of o rder." S.
