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LECTURE ON ASTRONOMY

LIFE ON A DISTANT PLANET —TWILIGHTLAND
(A direct lecture of the spirit teacher Juanita, materialized)

O-NIGHT I shall tell you about a globe we shall call Twilightland. It is very distant 
from your earth. It is not a part of your solar system. Your sun is many times the 
size of your earth. Roughly speaking, your sun is over a million times the size of your

earth. This celestial body 1 shall talk about to-night is many times the size of your sun. It 
s much older than your earth yet it is in a stage corresponding to your carboniferous age of 

earth. This is due largely to its climate. It is much nearer its sun, according to the size of 
it and its sun, than is earth. By the way, I must not forget to mention that this globe has 
no moon.

Twilightland has stayed close to its sun while the earth has increased its distance. Grav­
ity on Twilightland is much stronger than on earth. It has therefore drawn matter from the 
atmosphere and grown very large. But it is about in the condition of earth back 15 million 
years ago. It is hard to believe perhaps, but it has mountains fifty to one hundred miles 
high, and its oceans are much deeper in proportion, too. With 100 mile mountains, the at­
mosphere of Twilightland is necessarily a much deeper blanket than earth atmosphere.

A cloud constantly hangs over its lowlands which are continually in a very hot steamy 
condition, due to the thinness of the globe’s crust and its internal condition. There are hot 
springs, hot water, and continual steam there, and yet these lowlands are covered with vege­
tation and teeming with life — insect and animal life. There are no human beings on this 
Twilightland yet, for they could not withstand its insects and animals, nor its earth convul­
sions. The typhoons on its oceans are furious tempests to which earth storms can not be 
compared.

Human life might be able to live in the light on Twilightland for a time, but the light is 
very bright on the plateaus and mountains. Light there has a different color which earth 
does not know. The seven spectrum colors blend into earth’s light but there are colors at 
each end of the spectrum scale, not known to earth, and one of these is the predominating 
light on Twilightland.

Its days are much longer; its nights much longer. It has continuous sameness of its 
weather — no change of seasons. The earth is gradually getting farther from its sun and as 
ic does, its climate will become evener. When it gets entirely away from the sun, the weath­
er will be always balmy, and there will be no darkness, darkness being but the shadows of 
heavenly bodies.

Among the interesting developments upon this Twilightland may be mentioned its in­
sects —their size. Earth would have had the same but never did on account of its Ice Age. 
This Ice Age was not only cold but dry. The water was drawn to the ice-caps and frozen, 
leaving dry areas like the Sahara Desert. Twilightland has remained close to its sun and hot 
causing its insects to become enormous in size. The common “ darning needle ” or dragon­
fly is three to four feet long. The ants — just like earth’s common ants — are the size of your 
largest hogs. Bats have a wing spread of fifty feet. There is a bird that stands eighteen feet 
high. It is a queer looking bird; the skin is thick and looks like alligator hide. It hasn’t 
feathers but a scarce supply of thin hairs instead. The rhinoceros beetle grows there the 
s ze of a dinosaur. The caterpillars, like those on earth only much more magnificent, are 
fifteen to twenty feet long. Butterflies have surprising wings — one has wings ten feet 
across. Theyare gorgeous to see. Snakes grow 100 to 200 feet in length.

All of these mentioned and described are not in the lowlands, some live higher up; but 
most of these are teeming the steaming tropical swamps. These specimens are not exactly 
the same life that grows small on the earth. If the spirit of one of your species of ants took 
its life on Twilightland, it would not be the size of a hog there, and if the spirit of one such 
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ant as is on Twiligbtland came to earth, it would not develop small. They are the same 
kind of life but different in size even in spirit.

Twilightland is a physical planet of course, on its way to become possible of human 
habitation. The most peculiar thing of all is that all vegetation and all life in this lowland 
is phosphorescent. It has the property of your glow worm and fire-fly. The sight of a’l of 
this vegetation—for all plant life is on the enlarged scale, too — and all of this monstrous 
moving life in this land of dark night with no moon, can hardly be even hazily imagined. 
IT IS A WORLD OF LIVING ELECTRIC SIGNS IN ACTION.

This Twilightland is but one of the countless globes with conditions and life differing 
from that on the earth. All are very interesting to visit. You see you have no idea of the 
beauties and wonders awaiting, for you to enjoy and learn to understand upon your return to 
the Spirit World. But the time will come when telescopes will be made with certain lenses 
that will show to earth eyes, life on the different planets in earth’s solar system. Pictures 
will be made and then shown on the screen of them. Earth has not the slightest inkling of 
the wonders in store for future earth inhabitants. Earth eyes will be able to see for them­
selves while still in the material, these marvels of life on some of the other globes.

Minnie, the much loved little cabinet control with blond curls falling about her shoul­
ders, spoke about the bees on Twilightland. Minnie is the “ church jester. ” She said she 
had kept pinching Juanita and pulling her coat tails and urging her to tell of the bees there 
but she didn’t. Minnie then explained there is one bee there so large and strong that when 
it buzzes, it sounds like a Big Bertha gun shooting. Earth speaks of the booming of its little 
bees ; what would it think of these large ones ? She laughingly added:

“ Mrs. Buettner, you who have a penchant for bugs and pet live snakes, how would you 
like the snakes on Twilightland and its big bees ? My, but they’re big and make a big noise!”

COMPOSITION, RELATION TO EARTH

-NE of the first ideas to grasp in begin- 
К ning to acquire an understanding of 
— the Spirit World is the fact that it is a 
substantial realm — a phase of life expression 

because it is imperishable — even more real 
and substantial than is earth life.

In the Spirit World there are mountains, 
rivers, lakes, and plains. There are trees, 
flowers, vines, and grasses. There are cot­
tages, castles, auditoriums, and temples.

These buildings have foundations, walls, 
roofs, doors, windows, stairs, and furniture. 
They do not evaporate, nor are they blown 
about by the breezes.

It is sometimes imagined that the Spirit 
World a is cloudland where all is fragile and 
shifting — like a bunch of anchored balloons 
perhaps — but this is not the case.

The Spirit World is not exactly like this 
one — it is not a physical world — but both 
worlds have the same constituents. The spir­
it realm is of fine component particles in a 
high rate of vibration. The same particles 
drawn down to a slower rate of vibration be­
come combined into larger-massed molecules 
or a heavier matter which is called physical.

As a crude illustration of the reality and 
relationship of the physical and the spirit 
realms, imagine a piano longer than any made. 
Imagine a piano keyboard extended — strings 
being made with the regular changes in length 
for each octave — until at the ends no physi­
cal ears would be effected by the vibrations; 
in other words, until human beings could 
hear no sound made upon the extension of 
this keyboard. Yet these added strings would 

be as real as the strings of the original piano, 
and would be responding to key touch exact­
ly as the ones making a sound within the 
range of physical recognition would be re­
sponding. In a somewhat but not exactly 
similar way are the earth and the Spirit World 
related. This point can best be further eluci­
dated by explanation of where the Spirit 
World is.
LOCATION

As to location, the Spirit World is not in 
any sense away. As the audible and the in­
audible octaves are in the same piano frame, 
so the earth and the beautiful tranquil Spirit 
World of eternal light are manifestations of 
the same thing. The inaccuracy in the illus­
tration given as a comparison is that the in­
audible — the invisable — world is the main, 
the real, the vital structure while the physical 
globes are the added manifestations, the af­
terthoughts, the projections, the experiments.

It is best at the outset to get in mind a 
clear understanding of this important fact in 
life — the fact that the Spirit World is the 
real original permanent world. The ethereal, 
the veiled, the spirit life only seems unreal 
and hazy to earth minds and senses due to 
the inactiveness of intelligence functioning 
through physical brain cells. The spirit con­
dition is not an emanation from or any re­
sult or consequence of the physical manifes­
tations. The opposite is what is true. The 
earth and all other physical globes which re­
volve and move through space at their terrific 
rates of speed are a form of expression of 
spirit life — they are in, a part of, and assem­
bled by the Spirit World.
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The physical globes may aptly be termed 
“ Experiment Stations ” brought into reality 
to enable spirit to live for a short period un­
der other than the Spirit World conditions 
of perfection. The spirit life is changeless. It 
is carefree. It knows nothing of pains and 
sorrows. It is a happy flawless life of eternal 
harmony and bliss. There is nothing wrong 
with it; nothing wrong with anybody in it; 
nothing which needs to be done to improve 
it.

Quite different is physical life. Life in its 
evolution in the realm of physical matter on 
the earth and on the myriads of other physical 
globes under the varying conditions brought 
about in the different celestial solar systems 
and universes, changes constantly. This makes 
it of intense interest.

Physical globes are really spirit projects — 
creations of divine mind, thoughtout schemes, 
visions — to be brought into reality. After be­
ing assembled and in motion they become 
problems to engage the minds and powers of 
the spirits both inhabiting and not inhabiting 
them as together they work in whatever phys­
ical conditions develop to lead gradually all 
life on them towards a possible and ultimate 
achievement — eventual physical perfection, 
harmonious happiness, and divine love and 
intelligence while in the flesh. Not until this 
goal is reached on any physical sphere is that 
experiment a success, that problem solved, 
that project completed.

To go into details as to why physical worlds 
are interesting, there are certain laws opera­
tive on physical globes— gravity for one — not 
operative in the spirit realm.

The operation of differing combinations of 
natural laws is brought about by the differing 
combinations of material conditions — the 
differing sizes and densities of the physical 
globes; their differing distances from their 
suns, moons, and other planets in their solar 
systems; the different number of elements of 
which they are composed; the differing in­
clinations of their axes; their differing atmos­
pheres and climates; the different varieties of 
vegetable, animal, and human life which gain 
a foothold on them — all developing in differ­
ent manner in their differing environments 
due to their adjustment to or their struggle 
against the combination of natural laws op­

erating on the globe on which they are inCar. 
nated. ,

Watching and helping to work out these 
projects and problems under the operation of 
natural laws thus demonstrating on the vari­
ous physical worlds becomes not only a self, 
development of mind and power to spirits so 
engaged but it brings something new into the 
whole spirit life which is not possible to ex­
istence there in the pure spirit state. (More 
purpose than is suggested here will be ex­
plained later.)

With this partial explanation of the relation­
ship of the physical and the spirit planes, the 
statement may now mean more that as to lo­
cation, the Spirit World is not in any sense 
away. All of it perfect, all of it surpassingly 
fair, it envelopes the earth and extends from 
it in all directions. How far it extends in all 
direcfions can only be explained by discus­
sion of its size.

SIZE
The size of the Spirit World is beyond the 

faculties of mortal mind to grasp. It is all of 
space there is. It has no boundaries —no 
limitations. It would be possible for a spirit 
to start from the earth and to travel ahead at 
lightning speed forever — for all eternity — 
and yet never pass the earth again.

The abodes of groups of spirits — immense 
spirit globes, as well as the physical spheres, 
revolve in this Spirit World. There are spir­
it globes occupied by spirit homes — globes 
with circumferences as large as the orbit of 
the earth around the sun, yet a spirit could 
make a dashing visit to one, then another, 
for all eternity and never revisit the same 
globe.

Physical planets of all sizes inhabited by 
physical beings in all stages of civilization 
and progress, as well as physical globes in the 
forming not yet ready for human or even an­
imal life, and globes dead and disintegrating 
with their purposes or usefulness over, all dot 
this vast expanse of boundless space, arranged 
in solar systems and inconceivably great stel­
lar universes entirely unknown and unknow­
able to earth astronomers.

One physical planet has a circumference 
with an arc as great as the curve seen in the 
heavens arid called the “Milky Way.” The 
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earth compared in size with some of the larger 
spheres is as but one grain of sand compared 
with a whole desert; or to express the com­
parison differently, it is as an etheron placed 
beside the earth. And by the way, the earth 
is one of the lowest and least important plan­
ets in the scale of intelligence and progres­
sion, also.

SHAPE
The Spirit World is without shape because 

it has no bounds. Neither has it direction. 
There is no up or down or sidewise, no top 
or bottom, sides, width or length. All of these 
terms imply an edge — an ending place — 
which the Spirit World has not. There is no 
right or left hand in travel. What is in the 
Spirit World has length, breadth, height, and 
thickness, but there is no measurement of 
these for the Spirit World itself.

AGE —MEASUREMENT OF TIME
There is no measurement of time in the 

Spirit World. There are no days or weeks 
since there are no nights; there are no years 
or centuries since there are no seasons. Aii is 
one continuous glorious happy harmonious 
day with the beauty of all seasons existing 
somewhere and easily to be found at all times 
for the seeking.

Indeed, there is no way of reckoning time 
in any manner in spirit life since there was 
no beginning to the Spirit World, no “ early 
day. ” And there will be no “ last day ” be­
cause there is no end to eternity.

In conversations with those on earth or on 
any of the other inhabited physical globes, 
the measurement of time established on the 
globe being contacted is naturally used by the 
angels communicating. It can be said of any­
thing occurring that it has been going on for 
a length of time which would on earth be 
computed as“ so many ” years, but this is only 
done in explaining or lecturing to incarnated 
spirits on earth; it would not be so expressed 
in a conversation of spirits among themselves.

LIGHT
The expressions “ land of eternal light, ” 

“ land of eternal day, ” “ land where there is 
no night/’ are commonly used in referring 
to the spirit land. These may have been used 
largely as figurative ideals but they state the 

literal truth; darkness is unknown there.
The Spirit World is not lighted by any sun 

or moons — it is light because it is light. A 
building on a spirit globe with tight walls and 
roof and no windows would be just as light 
inside as outside. A basement would be light. 
In a cave half a mile in the ground would be 
found no dark places. All recesses of the cave 
would be light. There are not even shadows 
in the spirit realm.

When the point is brought to mind of the 
great blessing the gradual development of 
better lighting facilities has been to earth, the 
relief and delight of perfect lighting in the 
spirit life everywhere and at all times can be 
better realized.

And there is no hindrance to spirit sight in 
spirit atmosphere. It is commonly known 
that earth’s atmosphere is filled with dust 
and particles which obstruct the clear vision, 
the amount of obstruction varying with the 
size arid number of recent earth convulsions, 
volcanic eruptions, etc. With no dust in spir­
it atmosphere, vision is clear for what to the 
minds on earth would seem an endless dis­
tance.

CLIMATE
The climate of any country is important. 

The climate of the Spirit World is very impor­
tant but to describe it does not take long for 
it is always just right — always ideal. This 
makes of it a subject never thought of there 
and never discussed except in conversing 
with those in the flesh to compare its perfec­
tion with the imperfections and disagreeabil­
ities of weather conditions to be contended 
with on the physical worlds.

In the Spirit World, plants from all ex­
tremes of physical climates live side by side in 
spirit soil, which is not dirty. Animals from 
all earth climates and from differing climates 
of other physical worlds live there together 
in comfort and harmony. Clothing is worn 
in spirit life for adornment, not for warmth. 
What is more, spirits are not effected in any 
manner when they come into the physical 
temperatures because spirit is discomfort 
proof,

HISTORY
As to the history of the Spirit World, soul 

spirit, life ( one and the same ) has neither be­
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ginning nor end but of course this thought 
can make little impression upon mortal mind.

The Spirit World always was, and all forms 
of life — vegetable, animal, and human — 
that were, are, or ever will be are always in 
their natural forms in it except for one brief 
incarnation on the earth or on some other 
physical globe.

The incarnation is wholly a matter of 
choice to each individual spirit. It is also a 
matter of choice as to which physical globe it 
incarnates upon, the time it comes, and, to 
some extent, the nationality and the parent­
age it comes into. No spirit is ever compelled 
to have a physical experience if it does not 
wish one.

A countless host of spirits in spirit life sur­
round and vitalize, guard and guide, all spir­
its in physical life at all times whether the one 
in the physical is conscious of the angel pres­
ences or not. Without this divine influence 
and care the physical life anywhere would be 
of short or of no duration.

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THE EVOLUTION OF RELIGION IN THE HUMAN SOUL
( A direct lecture by the spirit Juanita, materialized. Juanita spoke immediately from behind 
the curtain saying it would not be necessary to sing — just to relax. She soon appeared.)

Я
 HAT was the beginning of religion on
earth ? Humanity — your present line 
of humanity — came upon earth four 

million to five million years ago. Four and a 
half to five million years ago — probably near­
er five million years. When I talk in terms of 
millions of years, I do it in even figures — not 
trying to be exact. Time has not always been 
reckoned on earth as you count it now. There 
have been various ways of counting time in 
the ages past. I will say between four and five 
million years back, the present line of civiliza­
tion began.

SHEEP STAGE

For 50,000 years human beings had only 
the brain development of a common sheep. 
10,000, perhaps 100,000, brain cells were devel­
oped but the human brain has many million 
brain cells — several billion brain cells. That 
was decided to be the plan of this earth — to 
develop human minds from the stage or stat­
us of animal mind to the full perfection — the 
full capacity of the spirit intelligence. That is 
the plan for this earth to be worked out. 
Therefore the first spirits came to start the 
process at this stage — the animal stage.

For about 50,000 years human beings stayed 
in this condition. A sheep does not make 
itself a house — a nest. It does nothing but 
roam about on plains or low hillsides. It 
knows nothing of family relations. Just so the 
first human beings did not know their par­
ents — their brothers and sisters — their own 
children after they were weaned.

ADVANCE STEP
Do you know what started them toward 

more brain development? Can you guess? I 
hardly think you can. It was one of the great­
est steps of progression the human mind has 
taken. Mind what I say — one of the greatest 
human mind on the earth has ever taken. 
7 his step was the day a human being first 
climbed a tree. All of the years before this, 
humanity had not looked up to the hills — to 
the sky — had not looked up into the trees. 
None of these things had meant anything to 
it. But the climbing of the tree started man 

on his upward path of intelligence. After be­
ginning to climb trees, man began to notice 
forests, to sense beauty, to go into the forests 
alone to meditate.

Lambs do „not climb trees. Sheep do not 
climb trees. New cells were opened up when 
man began to climb a tree which differentiat­
ed him from the sheep. After man began to 
climb trees, he began to dig down into the 
earth. At first he only dug a hole — with his 
hands of course. He would get into this and 
lie in it — it pleased him.

Then some one dug a bit under the surface 
leaving an arch of earth extending slightly 
over the hole — just a bit, but it gave them an 
idea. They began to think. Some one plas­
tered mud on a hole which was already made, 
and made an artificial arch—just a tiny one, 
but an arch. Gradually the holes idea grew.

They did not think of using rocks but they 
plastered mud until there was a raised cover­
ing over part of die hole. Then they thought 
to dig and enter the hole on one side at an 
angle. By this time the holes they made were 
large enough to stand straight upright in with 
their heads up into the dome built over.

I have told you before that these primitive 
people were smaller of stature than present 
human beings. After this they finally reached 
the stage of building mounds on top of the 
ground in which to dwell.

TRIBES STARTED
Up to this time the human beings had al­

ways all traveled in herds — not at all differ­
ent from animal herds. But with the digging 
and making holes together, they some way be­
gan separating into tribes. They began to rec­
ognize others who worked with them—had 
worked with them in their efforts. With this, 
they began to recognize persons seen as 
strangers — as members of strange tribes. A 
feeling— asocial feeling began. Their own 
tribe of friends — strange tribe they did not 
know.

With the better development of the mound 
house, came the start of the family relations. 
In a crude way of course, but a mother began 
to note her own offspring as belonging to the 
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tribe she did, etc., and gradually more personal 
feelings began. We are now up to 100,000 
years humanity had been on the earth. It 
had taken that time for them to get to that 
stage. And obviously there was no religious 
development yet.

DREAM ENTITY
They — humanity—had always been accus­

tomed to the spirit forms about them but of 
course this did not mean anything to them. 
No ideas penetrated their minds. Now as 
they came to a point of recognition of differ­
ent individuals — as they came to feel some­
what of attachment for certain friends and 
mates — they were taken out in spirit life 
where all met together. They would recall 
these gatherings after awaking.

And as these acquaintances passed on, they 
were taken out in spirit with them. In this 
way they learned there was no death — the 
tribesmen lived on — all of them having good 
times together as of old.

We shall have to have a name to call the 
spirit self—for these people decided they were 
two selves and that a certain part of them — 
only one of their selves went out. We will 
call this spirit part their dream-entity. They 
thought this part of them went out in spirit 
life while their other self slept. Of course you 
know you are only one and that you go out 
while the physical body sleeps, but they did 
not understand so much.

CHIEFS
Time was passing on now. All of this de­

velopment took many years. The tribes began 
to have their chiefs — their head men. These 
men came to be looked upon with awe for 
their strength. They became leaders — rulers 
of the tribe. They exacted homage. Many be­
came leaders from their sagacity as well as 
from their physical prowess. They became 
venerated.

As men realized that this dream-entity was 
a part of themselves, and as this part went out 
and saw and spent time with the chiefs who 
had passed on, man began to feel a bit of wor­
ship toward his dream-entity.

When he looked into a pool and saw his 
own face and the faces of his friends in a row 
beside him just as he saw them when his en­

tity was out in spirit, he decided he was l0 
ing at his entity and theirs in the water °°**

As he saw his shadow following him 
the shadows of others following them, he 
cided the shadows were entities also.

and 
de.

These human beings had great fun trying 
to solve this mystery of their shadows and 
their reflections. They would fall upon the 
ground or plunge into the water to clutch at 
them, only to find nothing in their hands. 
They would turn about quickly and grab but 
they could feel nothing there. One would 
leap upon the shadow of another by stealth 
but always the same result.

Man saw his shadow only in the sunshine 
and at night he was out in dreams. That made 
it logical for him, never seeing it on earth at 
night, to conclude his shadow and his dream­
entity were the same thing and not physical.

The realization of having an entity was the 
first realization of man that he had a soul.
Man actually started his religious migrations 
from his dreams — so-called. His being out in
spirit, it really was.

PRIESTS
Finally the time came when certain men- 

leaders of the tribe with keener mental devel­
opment— priests of the tribe — taught the 
people that they should worship the entities 
of the chiefs who had passed on. The people 
already knew that all still live on in another 
state of existence. The priests now told them 
their former chiefs and leaders still desired 
homage and, since they were in a higher con­
dition of life above feeling physical pains and 
injury now, they desired worship.

The priests were really desirous of having 
houses to live in by themselves in safety and 
on a scale above that of the common people. 
They wanted to be supported and to get hold 
of the best the people possessed but they did 
not tell the people this. They told the people 
their passed chiefs desired tribute— goods 
sacrifice. So the people willingly brought as 
the priests suggested — materials of their best 
with which to build the priests a house. A 
god-house it was called since it was brought as 
tribute to an entity— a god. House of God it 
is called now. Thus was begun so-called reli­
gion on earth — not on Mt. Sinai but here four

HE QUOTATIONS above are true and pertinent to my stand for religious freedom. 
Although Lord Bacon wrote his statement nearly four hundred years ago, although the 
Amendment was considered of paramount importance and made a part of the Consti­

tution in 1789, and although ancient writings prove that the right has always been contended 
for, the inhibition of religious freedom is still being foisted upon the public. The cases re­
cently in the Courts at San Francisco, California, bringing pressure to bear to exterminate a 
little church of loyal happy spiritual workers, which were broadcast-and published the world 
over in satirical form, are a very plain example of modern religious intolerance and persecu­
tion. The Church in point is the Spiritualist Church of Revelation, Incorporated; the 
pastor and psychic, the Rev. James J. Dickson.

This mention is made because there are advanced persons everywhere desirous of 
doing something toward the advance of religious freedom. Many of these are living where 
there is no opportunity to acccmplish anything toward this goal because the question is 
пэг particularly at issue in their locality. And there are persons away from any Spiritualist 
gatherings — away from any public usefulness — who often wish they could do something 
worthwhile to look back upon when they shall have passed back into spirit life. It goes 
without saying that the only opportunity to fight the closing of the tentacles of would-be 
tyranny and po\Ver in its efforts to crush out the belief in and semi-practice of religious free­
dom in this country, is to help those to make the stand where the point is at issue.

All, whether Spiritualists or not, desiring to do their bit toward this point of uphold­
ing the natural right of freedom of thought, can rest assured they are definitely furthering 
the recognition of this right by financially contributing to the local fund for carrying on in 
the courts where the pressure is being centered to make a recorded strong court precedent 
against it to be added to those already filed, and used as law for the next case worked up.

The local church being used as a test case is neither large nor wealthy. Its members 
are being taxed to their utmost to carry on the legal fight to prevent their pastor from being 
taken from them, and to prevent their church with its spirit shrine of divine truth — the liv­
ing divine revelation from heaven—open to the use of the world, from being exterminated. 
Every case lost in any fights against the meddling in religious worship by any controling or­
ganization in the community, means added power and ammunition for the same or other 
forces of intolerance and religious superstition to win more easily the next case—not neces­
sarily in the same place, but somewhere,

Some persons come to earth to fulfill one mission, some another, but all readers of 
this can know he or she is not only assisting an innocent devoted instrument of the angels 
from undeserved punishment, and helping to keep open a spirit door where the divine truth

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APPLIED SPIRITUALISM 
ARTICLE I—THE PRACTICE OF BEING HAPPY

В
ШСН IS written about Spiritualist 
I teachings, but little mention is made 
ь of the practice of the religion. How 
is it applied ? Of what use is it in living life ?

The first noticeable characteristic of every 
Spiritualist of real understanding, is habitual 
happiness. The first admonition to all begin­
ning Spiritualists is to be happy. The theme 
of every spirit communication always in some 
way includes: Be happy.

But how can any one be happy surrounded 
by the sights of earth miseries and sufferings ? 
How be happy, knowing possibility of imme­
diate future troubles and want? How can a 
thinking person not naturally of a happy care­
free disposition, be happy ?

Explanation can best be made by means of 
a personal experience of the writer. When a 
beginner in Spiritualism, I visited my father, 
then living under conditions of great unhap­
piness and hardship. During the visit I sensed 
the presence of my adored spirit grandmoth­
er — mother of my father — and called on her 
in thought to attest that I was right by some 
demonstration. She gave a loud rap on the 
low ceiling after each request. Upon my re­
turn to the church shrine, I held a conversa­
tion with her, materialized, as follows:

** Grandma, you say you are always happy 
in the spirit life?**

** Yes, dear; we are always happy. No pain, 
or fear, or care, or sorrow, are ever felt here. ”

** But you were with me when I visited fa­
ther, your idolized son. How can you be hap­
py when you see what he is going through ? ”

Her reply came quickly.
“ Because I understand it all. I know there 

is worthwhile purpose in all every one goes 
through in earth life. As to him personally, I 
can see that he need not live in much of the 
environment and discord in which he does, 
iFhe did not choose to. I can be happy since 
I know it is all but an experience. There is 
nothing to worry about, nothing to fear — all 
will come out all right in the end. Although 
earth life is important, it is really but a mo­
ment in the experience of all eternity. ”

Is not this a complete explanation of how 
and why all true Spiritualists can and should

be happy at all times ? A Spiritualist who has 
been able to contact the true divine philoso­
phy and understanding of life, learns to sing:

“ This life is but a passing span —
A part of the great eternal plan;
Then I will trust and live each day
Serene and pure on my heavenward way. ”

Nothing can ever occur to kill or injure a 
spirit, a life, a divinity. What one is, is impor­
tant, but that each one controls for himself; 
it does not rest on what any one else thinks. 
In due time all will be cleared and understood 
in the sight of those we wish to have under­
stand. This, in itself, is relief and satisfaction 
enough to cause one to be constantly happy.

Added to this, is the knowledge that angels 
and dear ones are always near, loving, guard­
ing, and guiding. Never alone 1 What does 
this consciousness not add to insuring the 
habit of happiness in all Spiritualists!

Of course the habit of being happy does 
not revolutionize earth life, but it means being 
desired instead of shunned. It means being 
kept in positions where the discontented are 
dropped. It means being daily a good adver­
tisement for angel guidance and Spiritualism, 
and that is something whiclwwill give happi­
ness to look back upon through all eternity.

Yes, the first practice of Spiritualism is be­
ing happy, not camouflaging a smile, whatev­
er one’s real feelings, but really being happy.

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HOLY FAMILIES
THE FIRST HOLY FAMILY — THE ARYAN

Our lecture to-night will begin with the Aryans, the oldest civilization or nation of 

which present earth history has any cognizance. And at that, only the name is known to 
history and nothing of its people. To-night, you here listening to me, will learn something 
more about them than just their name.

In their time they called themselves Arians — A-ri-ans. They named themselves after 
their God they called A-ri-an. His mate, their Holy Mother, was Indo. Their only beloved 
son was called Kama. According to the belief of the Arians, the God, Arian, and his mate 
Indo, created the earth, the vegetation and the animals. Then they wished to people the 
earth so they came down to earth to live and bear children which were left to live on earth 
in physical bodies after the godly parents returned to their Spirit Realms. Hence it was 
only logical for the Arians to call their God Arian their “ heavenly father ” because they be­
lieved he was their real father. Did you ever wonder how that expression “ Our Heavenly 
Father ’’originated ? You now know. And this was a very long time ago in the very dawn 
of your present line of humanity. And it started in Eastern not Western Asia or in Europe.

The Arians dwelt in Central Asia, north of India, as history states. Of course they 
were not the start of humanity on earth because earth had been peopled millions of years 
before their time. Several wonderful civilizations had developed and crumbled away, but 
a line of white humanity has descended from them and many descendant nations have had 
their Holy Families. Some have varied considerably from this but the story the earth uses 
to-day has been handed down from this mythical Holy Family of the early Arians.

As time went on, the Arians multiplied and became very intelligent. The God and 
Goddess parents in Heaven began to worry — according to the story — fearing the people 
would become smarter than they, — the heavenly parents — were, and the earth people had 
by this time become very wicked as well as very wise. So Kama, the only beloved son (The 
most priceless treasure to a man in all olden times was his only son.) — so Kama the belov­
ed only son was sent to earth to incarnate — that is, to take upon his spirit self a body of 
physical flesh. It was said he came to earth to take up his “ cross,” meaning a physical body 
which, when he stood facing the sun with outstretched arms, made by its shadow what is 
called a cross. A spirit body does not cast any shadow. All spirits who come to earth take 
up their cross; also their crown of thorns — troubles.

Later on the religion became changed and differently interpreted. It also became 
much more complicated and the names of those in the Holy Family became changed some­
what. But I have given you the foundation facts about the first Holy Family on earth: the 
Father God in Heaven, the worshipped Mother, the only beloved Son who came to earth to 
save — lead safely back into right paths — earth’s people; the cross, and the crown of thorns. 
All of these ideas which have been down through the ages so greatly elaborated upon, start­
ed in the imaginations of these early Aryans — the Arians.

(Juanita here went behind the curtain as she did after each Holy Family she talked of 
during this whole lecture. She did this partly for increased strength, but more to change 
her costume so that she would be wearing the garb of whatever civilization she was describ­
ing. During this talk, she had been beautifully robed in the most material garments of all 
the evening, firm of weave, of spectacular cut. The dress was of solid color with over-piece 
in a very large pattern. With this she wore a banded-in headdress, which rose high over 
her head with edge in the back hanging about her shoulders. Red and orange were conspic­
uous in the color scheme.)

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WHAT TAKES PLACE AT A LECTURE BY A MATERIALIZED SPIRIT

^pHE following is a description of what 
takes place at a “ spirit shrine, ** an “ open 

door, ” a materializing curtain of the angels.
The particular shrine described i* the pri­

vate “open door” of the Spiritualist Church 
of Revelation of San Francisco, California, 
organized and incorporated, 1924 — the Rev. 
James J. Dickson, pastor and psychic. This 
describes typical conditions during any lectur­
ing by the Atlantean spirit teacher, Juanita, 
materialized.

These lectures are private; partly because 
they often contain what beginners or visitors 
have not been previously prepared to hear, 
partly because a great amount of strength and 
psychic power are needed to enable the spirit 
speaker to stand drawing forces to keep her­
self in plain view of her audience while she 
keeps constantly in mind the proper safe use 
of her psychic, and at the same time holds her 
mind clear to go back millions of years per­
haps to give a logical true account of earth 
history, or a description of what is occurring 
on some other planet or what has occurred 
there in some previous age.

Juanita stands attending to all of these nec­
essary points while she lectures — at times as 
long as two hours. New vibrations of strang­
ers to adjust, or any lack of harmony would 
make such lecturing less coherent or perhaps 
even impossible.

Visualize a plain room in any comfortable 
home; subdued lights; chairs seating twenty 
to forty, arranged two-deep in semi-circle 
about one comer across which hangs a seven­
foot dark ( red. blue or black) curtain, the ex­
tra chairs making back rows.

Picture an audience of men in majority; 
the women with hats off. Hear the singing of 
* My Church in serious subdued voices:
“ I have found a place to worship — its 

everything to me;
Long weary years I’ve hunted for its door; 
Through books and creeds and prophets 
I’ve searched the truth to see,
But never was I satisfied before — ” 

ending abruptly with the appearance at the 
curtain of a beautiful stately graceful spirit in 
soft clinging robes which, in their present il­
lumination, look snow-white.

Silky fringed panels hanging from her belt

swing as she moves. A scarf ( so called veil) 
of cobweb texture floats as she moves. The 
veil is not over her face. She is a brunette 
with vivacious brown eyes and dark brown, 
not black, hair. Her complexion is clear and 
rich like that of a Persian or a Turkish beauty. 
Her cheeks are full of color. A jeweled net 
on her hair sparkles in certain angles ot light.

Imagine a clear forceful voice of one who 
knows whereof she speaks, yet a voice soft ard 
low. The gracious loving inspiring personali­
ty must be felt to be understood. Complete 
silence prevails. This is Juanita, head of the 
church, angel guardian of the pay chic. Let us 
listen intently to her angel greetings:

° Dear ones, my loved ones, friends and fol­
lowers — I wish all here to-night to feel deep­
ly your great privilege in being able to listen 
at this open door to the voice of one who is 
a dweller in the Spirit World. What greater 
blessing or privilege can there be on earth 
than to listen to immortal truth from the lips 
of angels ? May you all feel the divine love of 
the angel loved ones about you; may you feel 
a harmonious vibration together; may you 
put yourselves into condition to receive the 
greatest benefit from all that will be given 
here to-night. Ponder in your mind over each 
statement and its relations. That you may all 
be firm true spiritual workers for the Spirit 
World and yourselves, is my heartfelt desire. ”

Juanita often follows her lecture of the ev­
ening by a few appropriate words such as:

" My dear church members and followers, 
be happy. All is all right. Earth life is impor­
tant but it is really only a very tiny moment 
compared with the vast store of experience 
to be gained during the years of all Eternity 
as a free spirit in the Spirit World. Live hap­
py lives. Bless you all. Good night.

Sometimes Juanita asks for questions, some­
times Minnie appears. Sometimes, not al­
ways— Minnie sings. All meetings close with 
all singing Abide with Me, Sweet Angels. *

RUNNING FIRE OF COMMENT

Minnie Brown, a girl showing herself as the 
size she was at seven when she passed, usual­
ly manifests first, and greets the sitters in her 
highly-pitched voice. She says she is “ plain 
Minnie Brown, a white girl born in Virginia. ” 
Apparently she is the cabinet control who mar­
shalls and helps the other spirits to appear.

During the service she also keeps up a run­
ning fire of comment and chaff with the regu­
lar sitters and frequently has the circle in fits 
of laughter. If any sitter quietly calls her in 
the darkened room, she invariably replies at 
once with the name of the person calling. 
DEAF PSYCHIC

As the psychic is very deaf, it will be real­
ized that this would be a physical impossibility 
for him to do, and there is here independent 
proof of the genuineness of this work. 
SENDS HER LOVE TO THE DUCHESS

One evening when I was present, Minnie 
called me by name, and said, " Please give my 
love to the Duchess of Hamilton when you 
return to England.w

ALL DOUBTS REMOVED
Juanita, another beautiful guide of Dr. Dick­

son’s and a spirit artist, usually closes the ser­
vice by appearing, and addressing the audi­
ence for a few minutes. She states she was 
an Atlantean, and lived on the earth 50,000 
years ago on the lost continent of Atlantis.

Once a month she materializes and gives 
the church members an address for two or 
nearly two hours, standing before them in 
materialized form the whole time.
PRIVATE CONVERSE

At two private sittings 1 had with Dr. Dick­
son, 1 was fortunate enough to see and con­
verse for several minutes with my late wife, 
also my mother and father. In addition to
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these, two spirit guides with whom I converse 
frequently in South Wales, Nalata and Gold- 
sheaf, also showed themselves to me, proving 
their identity by several references to affairs 
at home.

As though to remove all doubt from my 
mind, I was next asked by Minnie, “ Who is 
Sidney L.... ? ” He was present and appeared.

He was a brother of mine who had died 
sixty years ago, and thus twenty years before I 
was born. This is the brother who appeared 
on the spirit photograph a few weeks later in 
Seattle, which was reproduced in Psychic 
News of last week.

Most of these spirits appeared to me at oth­
er times at the semi-public services, and one 
evening my brother appeared and spoke to 
me, before my wife had vanished from view.
SPIRIT KEEPS PROMISE

Nalata, a very advanced Persian guide of a 
relative of mine, promised me before I left 
home that voyage that he would show him­
self to me during the trip. At the time, I had 
thought he meant that I should see him clair- 
voyantly, as he is well known to many hun­
dreds of people in England.

Six weeks later, however, in San Francisco, 
I first saw him at an afternoon private materi­
alization sitting, with Dr. Dickson. During a 
service the same evening, with about fifty 
people present, Nalata again stood, tall and 
majestic, before the curtains. His turban was 
perfectly outlined, and in clear voice he an­
nounced himself. Then he added, in a voice 
loud enough to be heard by all:

“ I told you in England I would show you 
myself. You see, 1 have kept my promise.”

After he had gone, Minnie volunteered he 
was a wonderful spirit, and had gone back to 
England like a flash.

CURTAIN PROOFS
Following are taken from my Psychic Diary which are proof that the same spirit guides and 
loved ones appear materialized at the Church Shrine who are about us showing themselves 
and demonstrating in the home — proof conclusive that the shrine is genuine__ The Editor.

I received a telegram of the death of a brother of a roomer ( a church member ). One 
week later at the church curtain the brother appeared giving his full name. No remarks had 
been made to any one about him — either that there was a brother or that he had passed.

I sat inside the curtain beside Dr. Dickson during a service. The materialized forms 
appeared inside to me and outside at the same time to the gathering as usual.

As Juanita, materialized, held the curtain back requesting all to look, I saw Dr. Dick­
son sitting inside the cabinet with his head bowed, his white collar distinct against his dark 
suit, while Minnie Brown stood materialized beside him. Both Minnie and Juanita spoke.

A member asked his chief, Wild Bee, to help my daughter ill at home. She was well 
the next morning and — knowing nothing of what had been said at the meeting — reported 
she had been out in spirit and given a delicious spirit beverage which made her feel all fine 
again. ( Their way of making her realize it was spirit help which had cured her.)

After a visit from an old sweetheart I had not seen for many years, I remarked at the 
curtain to a relative, materialized, who had known him: “ It seems so queer to see his hair 
white. ” The reply was : “ No more. ” I was startled thinking he must have passed sudden­
ly. Then, thinking I had been misunderstood, I repeated my remark. Came the same re­
ply with a laugh. I then got the thought sent me with the laugh — she meant he was now 
bald. It really was the'truth. No one else had seen him when he had called.
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PSYCHIC POWERS AND PSYCHICS 
ARTICLE I

(The following is part of a lecture given by the spirit teacher Juanita, materialized)

S
SYCHIC POWER is the gateway to 
the great beyond. It is a very impor­
tant factor in the lives of those on 
earth. Without psychic spiritual power there 

could be no communication between the two 
worlds — between the two conditions called 
different worlds.

While psychic power is so important, it is 
not anything scarce or unnatural because all 
persons possess it to a greater or less extent. 
All possess it because every person is a spirit, 
a spirit for the time being incarnated in a 
physical body, and psychic power is a spirit 
power—a power of all spirit.

The reason that the kind and amount of 
power varies in different earth persons is that 
what is available for the spirit to draw upon 
varies, for developing spirit powers while their 
physical bodies are being assembled.

Nearly all spirits who come to earth come 
planning and expecting to need a strong psy­
chic power but all do not get it. I have known 
a babe but a few weeks old to have the pow­
er so strongly developed that it was possible 
for guides to draw from it to produce materi­
alizations as strong and stronger than any you 
have ever witnessed. It is not the size of the 
person or the age which is important. Many 
children possess strong spiritual powers — 
many see and hear clearly. Improper environ­
ments and teachings cause them to develop 
wrong understandings, and eventually the 
power grows weak in them.

Some persons come to earth with plans to 
be especially strong psychics but — as I have 
said before — nearly nil persons expect to 
have and use a strong supply.

I have explained to you many times that we 
draw chemicals and properties from not only 
the psychic (Dr. Dickson in this case) but 
from all of you present and from the atmos­
phere and the surroundings. But I want to 
make it plain that no spirit demonstrations 
can take place without the use of some per­
son. A spirit wishing to demonstrate must 
first make a contact with a person in the 
physical. After the contact is made, the other 
things can be drawn upon — but not before.

In your own homes it is your own powers 
or those of some one else present which are 
drawn upon. This is what makes it so neces­
sary for you to develop yourselves as fully as 
possible and to keep in the right vibrations 
for if you do not your angel loved ones can 
not work closely with you to give you com­
fort and guidance.

The spirit influence is being felt all over 
the world. Gradually the real divine truth 
will be brought through strongly by means 
of psychics all over the earth.

An ignorant person may be a psychic. An 
educated person may be a psychic. A good 
man may be a psychic. A bad man may be a 
psychic. It is not a matter of the person’s in­
telligence or morals but of certain attributes 
that he possesses which the Spirit World can 
use in him and thus be able to demonstrate. 
Like a radio, psychic powers will work in 
whatever home they find themselves.

But do not lose sight of the fact that it is 
much easier and better to produce the best 
and most worthwhile work through the psy­
chic who is the best person — the most intel­
ligent — the most desirable.

I suppose you have all heard of the aura or 
aural emanation. It is a flowing of vibrations 
from each one. These vibrations depend up­
on what a person is — upon attitude and aims 
of life and views.

You know there are some persons you are 
glad to see come and sorry to see go and there 
are some about which the opposite is true. 
This is a matter of vibrations from them to 
quite an extent. If persons are discordant and 
faultfinding — if they are trouble makers — 
the vibrations from them are irritating and 
effect other persons. Some persons have a 
soothing vibration because they are loving and 
kind and comforting.

Try to have a good feeling toward all of the 
members of your church. Do you know that 
if you sit down and feel irritated by the ones 
next to you or by another, you soon get your 
self into the same vibration they have and 
you may be cutting yourself off from the best 
benefits of the meeting. It is possible to build 
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a wall of vibrations around yourself which 
your guides cannot pierce with their influ­
ence. But if you are right-minded, you can 
fortify yourself with a wall of vibrations 
through which the irritating ones of the other 
persons will not penetrate. It works both 
ways. It pays to try to have the right attitude.

And do not get the idea that isolating your­
self in life will or does increase psychic pow­
er. It does just the opposite. Your best devel­
opment comes as you become natural and 
loving toward all with whom you mingle. The 
moment a person shuts himself from others, 
that moment begins a shrinking — a drying 
up — a dwindling away of psychic spiritual 
powers.

And do not be freakish. Always aim to be 
and act and dress and look as other human 
beings do. Do not be queer. The moment 
you are consciously conspicuous by whatever 
manner it is brought about, at that moment 
psychic power begins to weaken, for self-con­
sciousness is not the right attitude. It is not 
a part of real spiritual development to make 
any person queer. The opposite should be 
true — that the spiritual development as it 
progresses should take away eccentricities.

I have this advice also to give you which I 
have often given before. A harmony is need­
ed in which the spirits can work. Do not go 
about to this and that meeting. Do not be 
coming here and going here and there. If 
you like these meetings, attend them. They 
are for you; you are welcome. But if you like 
other meetings, go to them. When you keep 
up a change from one place to another, 
you hear one statement at one place, some­
thing else at the next place — you finally be­

come all confused — muddled. You do not 
know which place you got which, and the 
mixture to try to believe is — well, it is an 
impossibility and you are soon on the road 
to being mired by your own thoughts.

When I speak of the undesirability of go­
ing about from one meeting to another, I do 
not mean that there is any danger of mixing 
spirit vibrations. The statement is sometimes 
made that this is true. We harmonize what 
vibrations are present before us as well as we 
can — there is never any danger of any injury 
from wrong mixing of vibrations on this side. 
It is the mental confusion — the wrong ideas 
bringing about a wrong attitude which is 
harmful to a person.

It is well for you to sit alone in your own 
home once a week, or sit with your own fam­
ily if they are in harmony with you and the 
truth, but it is not well for you to sit with any 
not in the same thought. It is not necessary 
to sit; you can lie and relax after retiring.

There is no better prayer for you to use as 
a going to sleep thought to draw your loved 
ones close and to get yourself into proper 
attitude for a worthwhile night of spirit help 
and demonstrations than to count over your 
own guides and. loved ones passed on. Name 
them over; say “ mother—father—Mary — 
James — Hattie, etc. ” Think of each one as 
you say the name. I recommend this as a very 
excellent practice just before going to sleep.

If you are a member of this church or one 
of my followers, send out thoughts of love 
and strength to me, to Minnie Brown, and to 
your pastor that he may continue to serve 
the church, the earth, and the Spirit World 
well.

IS SPIRITUALISM A RELIGION ?
US analyze Spiritualism in the applicability to it of the above authoritative defini-

I XT tions of the word “ religion. ° Is it ( 1) the outward act or form by which men indi- 
cate their recognition, of the existence of a god or of gods having power over their 

destiny, to whom obedience, service, and honor are due !
Of course it does much more than this, but all Spiritualism expresses itself by out­

ward act and services indicating, not only recognition of tEe existence of but commune and 
conversation with divinities having power over their destiny, to whom they acknowledge 
“obedience, service, and honor are due. ” The fact that enlightened Spiritualists know that 
divinity is embodiment of only love and intelligence, not of revenge, tyranny, or personal ag­
grandizement; that Spiritualists know the obedience is due, not as an inferior to a superior, 
but as one with less to one with more light; that Spiritualists know the service is due, not for 
fear of the divinity but because this serving has been previously planned 'as best; that they 
know honor is due, not because of superior embodiment but as to one who, through love, ben­
efits those on earth by influencing and guiding — because these interpretations are known 
to be correct, and because this effects feelings and services in Spiritualism, does not change 
the fact that Spiritualism coincides with the first above given definition of a religion.

Is Spiritualism ( 2 ) expression of human love, fear, or awe of some superhuman overrul­
ing power by profession of belief, by observance of rites and ceremonies, or by life conduct ?

Since, as previously stated, Spiritualists have learned divinity is all goodness, all love, 
all intelligence, it is certain that Spiritualism — the Spiritualism of Spiritualists of real spirit­
ual understanding at least — is not expression of any “ fear or awe ” of any overruling power, 
but Spiritualism is the expression of love of divinity — the deepest love the human soul is ca­
pable of feeling. It is impossible to have a feeling of love for what is unknown, for what is 
held in great fear or awe, regardless of commandments made to that effect, but to love real 
divinities who are seen and spoken with, whose loving soothing vibrations are sensed while 
they are making themselves instrumental in alleviating earthly sufferings and perplexities — 
this is not only a possible but a natural impulse. And Spiritualists show this love not only 
by observing rites — circles and gatherings for divine attuncment and commune— and cere­
monies— the public and private devotions and procedure of worship of the church — but 
by expressing their knowledge and personal love for the divinities about them, in their atti­
tude — in fact, it makes itself seen in their conduct in every way in their daily lives.

Is Spiritualism a system of faith and worship ? The words “ faith ” and “ worship ” 
must be clearly defined before this question can be answered correctly. According to defini­
tion, faith is an inward acceptance of a personality as real and trustworthy, of an idea as 
true and obligatory, or of a thing as beneficial. Also, the recognition of spiritual realities 
and moral principles as of paramount authority and supreme value. Worship is defined 
as act of paying divine honors to a deity; religious reverence of homage or adoration paid to 
God, a being viewed as God, or something held sacred from reputed connection with Qod.

It is unnecessary to repeat the definitions of faith in stating that the religion of Spirit­
ualism it really a faith in every of these meanings. Because a child sees and talks with its 
mother, does not prevent, but greatly augments, its faith in her. Spiritualists certainly have 
faith in the reality and power of divinity. And worship ? From reading the definition, of 
worship, it is clearly seen that Spiritualism is a system of worship. Following the other defi­
nitions in order, Spiritualism is a manifestation of piety, and a divinely revealed religion. It

can therefore be clearly seen that without any warping of the terms or definitions, Spiritual­
ism — regardless of whatever else it may also be — is a religion.
CRITICISM THAT SPIRITUALISM IS HOT A RELIGION

Despite the facts as stated, there is a current criticism that Spiritualism is net a relig­
ion. This comes about partly from the fact that Spiritualism compels no vows, set of rules, 
or commandments or ceremonies which must be observed, but it arises more from the fact 
that Spiritualism contains nothing unreasonable, unnatural, or impossible which must be 
believed as true notwithstanding the fact that it could not be true. What a travesty of re­
ligion to think unnatural, impossible, inethical, and even inhuman acts and services should 
be done by and demanded of others, by any divinity I

Spiritualists give thanks that they have — usually after long years of ceaseless search­
ing for the light—come in contact with a religion which is not only full of spirituality but 
is also scientific, rational, logical,natural and provable; a religion, not for any chosen nation 
or for any favorites out of humanity in general, but a religion for all humanity on all globes.

The admonition of Spiritualism to all ir: Use your own minds and senses. Seek light 
on any statement made as rruth until you can know it is the truth by sensible reasoning or 
personal demonstration. If possible, seek a spirit shrine to ask for light, for it goes without 
saying'that the only ones to understand and explain earth’s mysteries are the ones who live 
in the realm where all is known and who, therefore, have opportunity to learn the real truth 
first-hand. If it is impossible to contact direct spirit converse, go into the silence alone regu­
larly in deep meditation, and angel guides will do their best to clear the points mentally. A 
divine power strong enough to set the physical worlds a-going has power to reveal itself. 
Religions, by which are meant the modes of divine worship proper to different tribes, nations 
or communities, and based on the belief held in common by members of them severally,

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LECTURE ON PREHISTORIC HISTORY

ATLANTIS

( This lecture was given by the spirit teacher Juanita, materialized, December 8, 1928.) 
Wg* T must be understood that the Atlantean race lasted over 200,000 years. It was com- 

posed of people from a dark race, not black but brunettes, and a very white race. The
• * Atlanteans were therefore of both complexions. The Norse race are direct descend­

ants from Atlanteans but mixed with other blood by now of course.
200,000 years is a very long time and many changes took place upon the earth during 

those years. In the early years there was no Atlantic Ocean or water where the Atlantic 
now is. Of course all land had different names then but for our purposes I shall use the 
names now in use to designate the places I am mentioning. Europe, Africa, and the Amer­
icas were one solid continent. Europe was not its present size, the northern part being un­
der water. The Americas were not the exact size they now are. All of this land between 
Europe and America and bounded on the east by Africa, was occupied by the Atlanteans.

On the eastern border there was a range of mountains the highest ever on this earth. 
The crest was over seven miles high and the tops were very steep and inaccessible. It was an 
impossibility to cross them. There was one central depression where it was possible to cross 
into Africa — Ethiopia it was then called. At this gap in the mountain chain the Atlanteans 
built a huge wall. It was a very high and very wide wall, so impregnable that it was never 
crossed from either side. The Ethiopians were a black race very fierce, and there was no com­
munication with them across the border. At the extreme south the mountains were not so 
high and a long extremely large and strong wall was built there also, which cut off all possi­
bility of any intercourse between the two nations.

The Atlanteans had a little communication by shipping, this chiefly with the Scandi­
navian Peninsula which was then a large island owned by Atlantis. This was cut off from 
Europe by water and there was no contact between the island and the mainland because 
these early Europeans were fierce and very barbarous — almost naked savages. The Baltic Sea 
was much larger than it now is and northern Europe was under water.

Later, after there had been Atlanteans for say 100,000 years, the land had become 
much changed. The northern and the southern portions of Atlantis had fallen and were 
covered with water. The western portion had gone under water until there was water for 
several hundred miles between the United States and the Atlantis shore. Only at one point 
was there contact between Atlantis and America — a place about where Yucatan now is. 
At this one point of contact, a wide canal was built entirely disconnecting the two contin­
ents. This canal was closely guarded.

Question by D. G. B.: Were the Americas inhabited at this time by barbarians whom the At­
lanteans wished to keep out ? Answer: Yes, no one was allowed to cross the canal or enter 
the country. All the trade was in ships and most of that was with the island now the Scan­
dinavian Peninsula and then owned and occupied by Atlanteans. It is difficult to talk of 
the country when its shape and size changed so much over the 200,000 years.

Question by Mr. L. What caused the sinking of the land all of the time and at the end? 
Answer: There were many volcanoes on Atlantis and these threw up material from the cen­
ter of the earth making holes which eventually must settle. But the greatest reason was that 
there were upheavals and the rise of land elsewhere on the globe. Greenland came up. The 
American desert came up. The Libyan desert and the valley of the Nile came up. These 
things caused a change in the flow of the water of the oceans of course. At one time there 
was a continent in the Pacific. Its people were called Oceanes.
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Question by Mr. L.: Will not these upheavals and changes continue ? Answer: No, the earth 
is now older and in a much more stable condition. No whole continent will be submerged 
again. There will be small catastrophes. Islands of various sizes will come and go in the 
Pacific. Land will eventually come up in the Pacific again. Japan islands are on a ledge. 
They might disappear or be greatly changed.

This seems to be all that is necessary to tell of the land of Atlantis in shape and size. 
Books have been written concerning Atlantis but they are untrue. One especially which is 
very popular was written to sell. It is full of queer imaginings because people like them and 
the writer knew the book would sell more readily if thus filled.

As to land, it was very fertile. Atlantis had its rivers, lakes and inland seas like any 
continent. It was a very beautiful country extending on the north United States shore about 
to New York and Niagara Falls. All kinds of products were grown. All land belonged to 
the government; the people were only given the use of it for their life time.

The chief city was very large, containing several million inhabitants. The buildings 
were large but not high. Everything was built for light, health, safety and convenience. The 
streets were very wide. All homes had yards and gardens. When a couple married they 
were given a home and a space of ground. It was theirs until both died and the children 
were all married. Then it reverted to the state to be renovated and given to some new mar­
ried pair. All persons married and married young. There were no bachelors or maids over 
twenty. All marriage was for life but if one died, the other married — was expected to marry 
again. The woman always went to live in the man's home. By this she automatically lost 
hers, but if there were minor children the home was theirs and they received the produce of 
the place until their marriage. A couple could accumulate all they wished but at death it re­
verted to the State. Each new couple started empty-handed. Their lives and standing were 
before them to make.

There were never any kings or queens in Atlantis. Kings and Queens are practically 
modem inventions, being only a matter of about 6000 years old. In primitive times there 
were chiefs but in any times when the country was known as Atlantis, the government was 
always virtually a Republic. Certain ones of exceptional ability were chosen to administer 
to civic needs. It was considered a great honor to be placed in these positions of trust.

When a child was born, a committee for that purpose went to visit it, to see that it 
was well and strong. They looked over all home conditions to be sure that they were sani­
tary and proper for its rearing. If improvements were needed, the government made them. 
Every month a doctor called who examined the child — its eyes, ears, nose, throat, etc., — to 
see that no ailments were starting. Every day a teacher called to develop it physically with 
exercises and games. There were many devices to play with for developing purposes, one a 
cart propelled by the feet to strengthen the legs. T here were bars and rings and equipment 
the result of highly developed ideas for recreation.

All children were educated but the education was different from that of the present 
day. Each child was taught what it was fitted for — what it was interested in. This nation 
( U. S.) is on the way toward this ideal but it will be a long time before it is brought about. 
All children grew very fast and in fine strong condition in this favorable environment. Veg­
etables, fruit, nuts, grains, and meat were eaten. There was fire for cooking. Meat was not 
the chief diet but it was used.

The Atlanteans were very progressed. They were not so far advanced in mechanical 
lines and inventions as is the present age but they were far in advance of this one along cul­
tural lines. All people sang. Singing was taught to all. There tvas a civilization on earth 
before Atlantis which was very enlightend, and there have been others, but in no civilization 
have the sweet singers of Atlantis been equaled.

There were artists in all lines—in painting and sculpturing especially* Paintings and 
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art objects could be procured and disposed of; individuals were free in their transactions but 
there was no owning of land or renting of land.

At the time I, Juanita, lived on Atlantis — 50,000 years ago — all lived there by the 
Golden Rule. There were no poor, no hungry, no degraded. All Atlanteans understood 
the relation of earth life to spirit life. All lived under conscious spirit guidance. They used 
no man-made ideas for religion. The religion of Atlantis was Spiritualism. It would take a 
whole lecture to tell of their religion and their inspiring spiritual services connected with it. 
The whole earth will at some time understand, but it will not be for a very long time to 
come. Spirits in the Spirit World in conjunction with the spirits who come into the phys­
ical on earth are constantly and systematically working for this eventual achievement.

There were regulations for travelers in Atlantis. Persons who desired to travel from 
one place to another arranged with the government for use of some home located where they 
wished to visit which happened at the time to be vacant. There were beautiful large cities 
and grand wild scenery to enjoy in Atlantis. Atlanteans had developed airships which did 
not — could not — fall, but these were not in common use and they were not developed for 
long flights. That is, no one tried to go out of the country in them. Besides the airships 
for travel, there were horseless vehicles and boats but of course they did not much resemble 
what you have in this age. They were not propelled by electricity nor by any power known 
now on earth. It was very powerful and easy to handle. It will not be known on earth 
again for some time yet for in the earth’s present state of semicivilization, the power would 
be used to annihilate all intelligent life. It will be “ discovered ” ( given through from the 
spirit side ) in the proper time and when the proper person comes to earth for that purpose.

Atlanteans, in their later years, had come to trade some with the people of the Nile 
region. They had a very beautiful country at that time on the coast of an inland sea. Some 
time a whole lecture on very ancient — prehistoric Egypt — would be good for me to give to 
you. Manetho, an Egyptian historian, wrote quite a bit about the continent and nation of 
Atlantis. He lived about 300 В. C. But Eusebius, who was a Pagan and a forefather of 
Christianity, destroyed all he could find in his time ( 260 ? — 340 ? A. D.). He did not want 
the people to know of any better civilization than that of their own time or of any better teach­
ings. The so-called Christian religion dates back much further than the time given for the 
life of Christ, its supposed founder. The Christian religion was the Pagan religion at the 
time of the Israelites. It dates back 3000 years В. C. Not until long after 40 A. D. did it begin 
to be called Christianity. It may be well for me to mention here that no contemporary his­
torian living any time near the year 40 A. D. mentions Jesus of Nazereth or any character at 
all like that he is pictured to have been. In other words, he is not a real character in histo­
ry nor a character in any writings of the times given as the date of his purported earth expe­
riences. Only in secular writings of priests within the church itself— and by church I refer 
of course to the Catholic Church, all the Church called Christian in existence for hundreds 
of years — only in writings said by priests to be translations from more ancient documents, 
is mention made of the existence of this man Jesus. Always keep that point in mind.

Present-day history places the cradle of the human race as Central Asia. It is the cra­
dle of this present civilization but there was a developed civilization there before any known 
now, to say nothing of Atlantis and many other great and advanced civilizations which had 
flourished elsewhere. The United States is to become a very civilized nation but it will take 
many years. It is being worked out. How wonderful it (the United States ) would be even 
now if the government spent the money on its children and tended to their perfection as they 
grew — the money that is now spent on other things, War for instance. The time will come 
when all of North America will be The United States of North America, and all of South 
America will be The United States of South America. Canada, Mexico, and Central Amer­
ica will be with North America. It will be a very great and prosperous nation.
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The land on the west of Atlantis had a very high mountain also. This mountain 
rose to a height of about 32,000 feet. That is over six miles high — higher than any peak on 
the earth to-day. We could call it roughly six miles high. And it was spread out and very 
massive, making a great weight over a rather thin crust of earth. It took many years for this 
peak to sink into the ocean. It went into 21,000 feet of water. The peak rises in the ocean 
bed yet. It is south and east of New York, probably more south. 1 can’t say just how many 
miles — probably five or six hundred miles out. The shore of America has changed greatly. 
There were many immense and high volcanoes rising in Atlantis. The highest peak ever on 
the earth was a peak on Atlantis in the south. Only small islands are the remains of it now. 
These extremely high and heavy mountains of Atlantis were the immediate cause of the fi­
nal catastrophe.

The continent went down suddenly. Gases had formed in the earth. They went to 
one side of the cavity they were in to escape; they went to the other side to escape. Then 
they exploded and lifted the top-heavy crust of the earth high up to come down into the cav­
ity from which the gases had escaped, with the North Sea and the South Sea coming togeth­
er over the continent. In twenty-four hours the great cities of Atlantis were no more. The 
high and advanced civilization of Atlantis had been wiped from the face of the earth. This 
final sinking of Atlantis took place between 45,000 and 50,000 years ago.

Whether this lecture agrees with what others say or write about Atlantis, you do not 
care. You know the truth for Juanita has told you, and Juanita knows.

ATLANTIS
WAS in the dim and distant forming time of earth — 
That forming time when much must be undone
And changed, re-shaped, and shifted, which was done —

That great Atlantis continent face up lay 
Basking in tropical suns; its vast shores sprayed
By wild waves on the west ’gainst northern mountains sheer,
By calm seas on the east where white ships plied 
Bringing to civilized Atlantean stores 
Fruits of the earth its own lands did not yield, 
Although so blest with climate, moisture, soil, 
With great plateaus, with rivers, valleys, plains, 
Atlantis was that little was the need
Of that which must be brought from foreign mains.

This Atlantean time is called the morn of earth,
And in the long full years of earth’s whole age
It is the mom though a morn of a million years.
No other civilization yet given birth
Has had such time in which to grow—unfold;
Transform its base, its morons, its deformed;
Study and overcome diseases, pests;
Improve on nature; prove that but by thought
And intelligent care in the building of the least
Of its inhabitants into perfection
Can government be sure of long duration —
Can a people live mid culture, art, and song 
With the peace of plenty a possession of every soul.

; EFORE entering my subject, I wish to state that no printed literature, histories or
\ doubtful reports have been used in writing this article. Born in the extreme North

West among the braves of the Blackfoot tribe, and having spent among them the hap­
piest days of my life, I shall use only my personal recollections and draw my own conclu­
sions from my deep interior knowledge of the Heart and Soul of the great Algonquin race.

Many books have been written upon the Red Indian; many fictions, many scientific(?) 
yet untrue descriptions, for most of the writers have gathered their literary material in 
books and thence given to their readers a “ fiction, ” not a true study of the Red Indian’s 
philosophy and idealism.

My fellow Canadians of the Eastern provinces are generally branding the red face with 
the rather unpleasant vocable of “ savages. ” Only the fact of their being the sons of Nature 
and living in accordance with Nature’s laws caused my red brothers to be “ savagefied” by 
chose knowing nothing about them. This is certainly an unforgivable error.

The red man (Blackfoot) is not a believer in the useless and idle religion of the “pale 
face. ” Born in the powerful bosom of Mother Nature, everything that is Nature vibrates in 
his heart. His keen intelligence is open and receptive. He penetrates the most hidden 
secrets of Nature’s life, reactions and evolutions. Stoical he is. For him, emotion can not 
be shown ( natural pride of Nature’s son), yet his great heart is open to kindness, love and 
harm?try. Why ? Because everything in Nature is Harmony; because Love is the main law 
governing the Universal vibration; because without Harmony and Love, universal life shall 
turn into chaos, nothingness and oblivion. In the tribal life everything is harmonious, and 
behind the icy appearance of the stoic, the warmest vibration of a loving heart may constant­
ly be felt, for the red man’s heart is truly a golden heart.

What is the religion of the red man ? Born son of Nature, the red man sees in nature 
the true expression of “ Divinity. ” In Nature again he finds the protective hand of the Great 
Spirit, Manitou. The forest, the tree, the flower, the winds, rains or streams — all of Nat­
ure’s forces are for him divine demonstrations — a connecting link between the spiritual and 
the physical planes. Writing this article, I am here reminded of a prayer inspired to one of 
our mediums by one of our Indian guides:

“ О Great and mighty Spirit, we worship only Thee!
In wind and rain, in flower and tree. 
Men call on thee by many names, 
Looking to thee for light: 
Do thou reveal thyself to them 
In the still watches of the night. 
О Radiance so wonderful, 
Of all Nature, thou a part!
Give to us to understand 
Thou dwelleth in our heart. M
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In this prayer, my dear reader, the entire theology and philosophy of life of the red 
man can be found.

Many of oar psychics have had, through “ soul flight, ” the wonderful opportunity of 
seeing our future homes in the Great Beyond. There we have found chat the unseen forces, 
the true Divine forces, have an harmonious surrounding of delightful beauty, a true refection

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QUEER CURRENT NOTIONS
By The Notion Mender

■
HEN the world stops trying to believe 
impossible, illogical, unreasonable im­
aginings under the name of religion, 
the human mind may begin using the reason­

ing power with which it is endowed. When 
human beings begin to desire to know facts, 
their own guides will be able to elucidate the 
points they ponder over, and there will begin 
a rapid advance in human intelligence. Until 
that time, individuals — pioneers in truth — 
will have to do their bit as they can.

The following are ideas jotted down from 
mail being discarded. The writers have done 
wisely—written to a spirit source of help.

1. * We face north when we sit, my wife and 
I. I sit on her right side; hold her left hand 
in my left. Is this just the proper way for sit­
ting I We want to do everything just right.”

ELUCIDATION: The proper way to sit is 
to have the right attitude toward the loved 
ones closing about. Spirit guides work on vi­
brations— the vibrations emitted by human 
beings. The desire to do “ just right ” is al­
ways a good vibration, but facing ( mentally ) 
toward the light is the only facing to be done. 
Facing north, west, or left, or facing the new 
moon, are all superstitions as far as spiritual 
contacts are concerned.
2. “ We have stocked ourselves with a supply 

of new incense. We wish to attract some new 
guides and drive away some old ones too long 
with us. We hope thus to make an advance 
step in our spiritual progress.”

ELUCIDATION: All such ideas are Pagan 
superstitions. Angel guides are loved friends 
who have promised to stay close to do all they 
are given a chance to do toward leading the 
one who goes into the physical to accomplish 
his or her earth mission — whatever mission 
has been chosen and agreed upon in spirit 
life. Smell of incense, of garlic, or of limburg- 
er cheese does not effect angel nostrils. Spir­
its live in their own world. They can, if they 
wish, contact earth odors, but they are not in­
fluenced by them. And guides are guides from 
conception till the passing. There are no un­
desirable divinities who retard human prog­
ress. The Spirit World is full of spirits who 
come to the assistance of any one making ef­
fort to do the particular work that spirit was 

interested in doing on earth. Start some work 
of value to the Spirit World and feel them 
hovering close without use of Oriental per­
fume. Incense for your own pleasure if you 
wish: that is a matter of personal taste.
3. “ Our circle seems to be very high. We 

have talks from such celebrities as William 
Jennings Bryan, Lincoln, Washington, Moses, 
Joshua, etc. They prophesy the outcome of 
these chaotic earth conditions. 1 sometimes 
wonder if they are not fraud spirits.”

ELUCIDATION. Do not wonder at all 
about their being fraud spirits. There are no 
fraud spirits, but there is some fraud person 
in your room. I get hoarse ( on paper ) giving 
admonition to sit for independent voice and 
speech from the lips of the materialized forms 
only in all BAND sittings. This misrepresen­
tation must be from the lips of some person 
present. Bar all talkers from circles. All spirits 
are equal in the Spirit World, but whether ce­
lebrities or outcasts on earth, few unless they 
are friends, relatives, or guides, come through 
in any gatherings. As to mythical characters, 
they never appear.
4. ° I do not think I need the first lessons of 

any Course. I am very advanced. I have very 
high spirits around me. I do not know who 
they are but I think they must be very high?*

ELUCIDATION: No person is advanced 
far spiritually who does not know the names 
of his or her own spirit guides. It is possible 
to have received some remarkable spirit dem­
onstrations without knowing the guides. It is 
lack of spiritual understanding not to know 
that all spirits are divine, or to think or want 
to think, one’s own guides should be superior.
5. w I was born in a house built by my parents,
