The Society of THE TE!IIPLE OF THE PEOPLE is an autonomous and 
continuous part of the THEOSOPHICAL MOVE�IENT organized by Helena 
Petrovna Blavatsky, in New York City, 1875 A. D .

The S'ociety owes no allegiance or subordination to the authority of any pow· 
er, body or office outside its own sphere of administration, vested in the Guar· 
dian-In-Chief, except that due respect is declared for every requirement ol 
civil law. 

The Temple Of The· People: situate in the County of San Luis Obispo. 
State of California, U. S. A., shall be known as International Head­
quarters of the Society of THE TE)1PLE OF THE PEOPLE. Here 
shall be established the permanent residence of the Guardian-In-Chief 
and members of the Temple Synod. 

MEMBERSHIP 

1\:lembers-At.-Large :-Shall consist of all who have signed an application 
blank for admittance into the Temple Of The People, and pay the annual 
dues of six dollars. 'l'hese members are considered in the light of proba· 
tioners for the Order of the 36. 

Templars:-S'hall consist of those members who have served the specified time 
(not less than one year) as members-at-large, and have been admitted into 

the Order of The 36, or Esoteric Section of the Society, upon the approval 
of the Guardian-In-Chief. These members are known as full participating 
members. The annual tlnes are seven clollars. 

Temple-Squarc-1\fembers :-Shall consist of those members who are non-resi· 
dent at Headquarters, but acthe full-participating members of the Society 
through a chartered Temple Square. 

Temple Square :-S'even members may make application for a Charter to organ• 
ize a Temple-Square. 

Inner-Orders :-There are various Inner-Orders of the Society. Information 
regarding these Orders is not given out publicly.

ago ,and since that time, we have gr<1dually seen the handwriting 
on the wall of des_tiny. Never in the bistory of the world, so far as 
records can be traced, has there been such a critical condition in­
volving all the races of the earth. This condition affects not 
only one field of action, but practially all phases of human endeav­

or, aspiration and hope.

What has brought this about, llnd does it make for good, 
constructive purposes or destructive ends? It is inevitable that this 

condition affecting the whole world should come to pass, and the 
cl!use� are many. We can only touch upon a few of them, and the 
intelligent reader, by the me of intuition, will sense many more

The Great World War which began in 1914 was a squaring of 

accounts between the nations, referred to by H. P. B. And the 
Great World War is not eettled yet. The actual fig]1ting with 
guns and other deadly weapons is over, but the accounts have 
not been o:qu:lred by :lny means. In other words, industrially and 
economically the whole world is still unsettled as a result of the 

World War. Then we have entered- during t.he last thirty or for� 
ty years- into the machine age, in which one machine displaces 
easily one hundred men. If the hundred men could participate 

in the profits of the machine by shorter hours of work for all, 

the equation of altruism would obtain. But this is not the case, 
and the hundred men displaced by the machine are out of em­
ployment. In the mea11time the owner of the machine produces 

an enormous out11ut of goods, but the one hundred men and the 
thousands of otners out of employment from similar causes have no 

money to buy the products of the machine. Hence, the market 
is glutted with goo:ls, and the people have no money to buy 

-in some caces- the tare necHsities. In addition to this, all 
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countries h ave their own p�wl iar problems that act and inter­

act in p9rpetu1ting the worl i dejJr�s�ion. But we have no time 

to go into these particulars. The curre.nt literature of the day ex­
pounds these queati ons qui te fully.

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UNIVERSAL AND INDIVIDUAL SOUL 

Temple Teaching Open Series No 247 

It is generally conceded that spirit is the creative and ener� 
gizing power of Universal as well as individual Soul. In some 
systems of philosophy this spiritual power is termed Atma, in 
others it ls term�d God. But the same power is manifest in all 
other exterior and interior states of matter, and if either Uni­
versal or in:ijvfdul Soul is considez·ed to have form and substance 
it is plain that it must be interior to that of the matter of the 
e:xteri or universe. 

The difference between the Universal and the indi\ iduaJ Soul 
from the standpoint of form and substance corre1:1ponds to the 
difference between universal space and the heavenly bodies, stars, 
planets, astero·ids, etc. located therein. The substance and form 
of both Universal ani inJividual Soul are an inter-etheric, inter­
atomic state of substance. It is a substance in which the princi­
pies of Higher Manas and Buridhi- Wisdom and Spiritual Love -are 
the ruling potentialities. In the Universal Soul this substance is 
not restricted by form to such a degree as it is in the form of 
the individual soul. All form, whatever its nature is, is limit­
ation, restriction. 

While the principle-s of Manas and Buddhi are potentialities 
of all states of matter, force and substance, their power is de­
creased by the lower vi bra tory rates of the cruder forms of matter. 

Higher Manas within the inter·etheric states of substance be­
comes lower or Kama Manas on the physical plane of action. 
Spiritual love-higher desire-within the inter�etheric planes be· 

::omes lower desire or passion on the material or physical plane. 

The ignorance of the masses of humanity concerning the na­
ture or substance of the soul and the disinclination of the same 
to associate the soul with matter of any constituency whatever is 
responsible for many erroneous concept9. Yet the orthodox philos­

ophy of the church and its creeds postulate a form of the indi­
vidual soul which escapes from the physical body after its disso· 

lution but give no location for the soul except a problematical 
heaven or hell. Without a recognition and unuerstanding of the 
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sevenfold differentiation of matter ,  force and consciousness it is 
impossible  to fix the mind upon the actual existen ce of a state of 
substance of w h ich the form of that soul is composed . 

After disintegration of the physical body anrl escape of the 
sou l there must be a place , a world , a universe in which that 
soul m ust exist. and it must be a p lac� or condition 'of finer vi­
brations than the one it has left.

According to e�oteric philosophy the aforementioned inter­
etheric state of substance is the substance

sical body and all ·other material forms of nature is of the same 
Vibratory rate as is the substance of Puter ,;pace and the visible 
forms therein .

Question. To what extent are we responsible for the effect of 

our minds upo11 others? 

Answer. The following is, to the best of the writer'>:! belief, an 

outline of the teachings of H .  P. B. on this all-important question: 

In its Cosmic sense Thought is the expression of the desire which 

lies dormant in the Divine Mind, the blossoming into terms of matter 

of the Holy Spirit; but we will not touch on that aspect of the ques­

tion at the present time, but confine ourselves to the more usually ac­

cepted meaning. 

In the dicti on2ry we End Thought to be dEfined as "the exer­

cise of the minJ in jurlgement, reflection, cognition, also the faculty 

of making comparisons and relations." Philosophically it is defined as 

being "the capacity for the exercise of the very highest intellectual 

functions." It is therefore a faculty or power possessed by human­

ity which is me>re or less under the control cf the individual, and can 

th2refora b3 mel as an instrument for building· up the ft1ture as the 

desire and will may direct. 

This building pnwer is exercised by man on each plane upon 

which he has evolved the ability to funcdon, so that the cruder and 

lesser evolved grades of humcmity will use it only upon the lower 

planes, and the more highly developed will exercise it upon these 

and upon the higher planes also. One who is interEsted only in the 

satisfaction of his bodily desires will exercise his thoughts in the ar­

rangement of conditions so that they will afford greater and greater 

opportunity for the gratification of these desires. 

While in man's earlier stages of development he lives in a cave 
and eats wild berries and roots and hunts his prey, by the exercise of 

the power of thought he gradually works out a more complex and lux­

urious method of life. He now lives in a mansion or a hotel instead of 
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a cave, and he eats ch oice foods prepared at the expenditure of much 
care and money, i nste<Id of the simple fare w h i ch formerly sati sfier! 
h i s  needs . His senses of taste and smell are by th i s  process becoming 
gradually more acute, and, regardi ng the rr.atter frcm the vi Ev.:roint 
of anima! devel opment alone, it seems fai r  to assume that he has evol­
ved a m11re h i g h ly sensiti zed organism as a result.  Thi s  is of course 
not presented as an argument in favor of more luxurious methods of 
life. 

The evolut i on of the race brings new centres i nto activi ty, and 
we get as a result men wh ose desires assume a more complex form. 
They use their mental facul ties in order that they may ga i n  greater 
power. They perhaps desire to lead, and their desire gui des and di­
rects their will toward3 the accompl i shment of this  end. 

"Beh i nd Will stands Desire , "  Whe1her it be the Deity w i l ling a 
Uni ver3e i nto ex;:>re3si on, or a l owly ant struggl i ng to carry home a 
morsel of food many timEs heavier than himEelf, the will which 
gi ves the abili ty to do is always p11t i nto operati on and guided by 
desire. 

So we see that "Th11ught'' is a definite p o,ver at otu command, 
which we are using da i l y  and with which we are bui lding up not only 
the cond i t i ons wh ich will surround us i n  the future , but the condi­
tions w h i ch will  surround and affect all the rest of the race also; for 
we are each of us a n  i ntegral part of the race , and as such are indi s­
solubly connected with every other part of it .

Thought i s  to a greater or iesser degree under our control or di-

rection, is always colored by cur desire ar.d in eWJ :> dr y l i fe i s  the 
expressi on of ourselves and the impression of ourselV"S upon our sur-.

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Both He and th e others were i n  common w orking clothes . I re­
member a feeling of great reverence for H i m  coming over me, but 
there was nothing in His  manner or the manner of th ose others at the 
table to make me feel that there was any special di fference between 
Him and all others p resent; but the (•ne thing that forced i tself on 
me was the feeling of perfect camaraderie w h i ch seemed to permeate 
us al l. We were simp ly l i ke the members of a family w h o  were per­
fectly devoted to each other-- a sen8e of peace and mutual trust and 
rest-- and I thought, this is what I have always longed for. Then it 
seemed that my comrade and myself had to leave the cottage, and 
as we rose from the table I saw that the people w h o  I had thought 
were strangers were the people of th i s  g r oup of Temple members---

Then the scene changed, and the same person I had been w i th be­
fore and myslf seemed to pass through one condition of life after 
another, sometimes i n  strange astral conditi ons, w h ol ly unfamiliar t o  
me, sometime<' i n  foreign lands but h owever strange the people were 
whom we were thrown among at first, I al ways recognized them as 
our Temple people before we parted each t i roe . Then we found ou r 
Helves in altugether a h igher state of life . There were many people 
but no earth or fixed dwellings, yet everyone seemed busy as there 
was constant moving to and fro.  

I saw the same Master among others, and He was changer! 
entirely. 

He seemed a perfect embodiment of light, and wherever the light 
from H i m  fell  the people were changed so that they looked and acted 
like H i m. I felt the light fall on me and a great change takmg 
p lace i n  me . It t�eemed as though His m i nd and m i ne were inter· 
changeable; I Nould find myself thinking His thoughts, and would 
see H i m  do th i ngs that I th ought I ought to do. Then I became con­
scious that the one I had come \.Yi t.h had also changed into a b ody like 
that of the Master-- a body of light, anri was consci ous of the same 
i nterchange of thought with H i m .  Then I began to realize that all 
the people, rank on rank, w h o  seemed to appear from all quarters , 
were i n  the same conditi on that I was i n, and the reverence I had 
felt for the Master seemed to change i nto deep and tender love 
and devotion for all the people who were there'; and I felt perfect 
waves of the same wonderful vi bration flowing through me from oth­
ers . Far off in the di stan<'.e, in a kind of chant I h eard the words: 
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"greater love hath no rnan than he who lays d own h i s  l i fe for his  
fri end" . And little by l i ttle al l  the voices took up the chant until  
the sound of  it  rolled through the heavens i n  great waves, and with i t  
came the realization that the great Love, Peace, Power and Unity 

w&s the reward of those who had sought and won the Nirmankaya 

Robe through service and sacrifice, and that on that high plane all 

were �qua l ,  there was no di fference· Then I heard the w ords: "wi l l  
i t  b e  this o r  t h e  rever.-.e" ?  

I had begun to i:ecognize the faces of many who were near me ,. 
when 1 came back to consciousness and found that it bad all occurred 
i n  a very few moment:�. But I cannot begin t o  tell you what an im­

pressi n it all made on my mind. One such moment of perfect poise, 

peace and power would be worth the struggle of a lifetime to attain; 

and I feel that every effort we make toward unified action, every sac­

rifice, every act of service we perform for each other is opening the 

way for the singing of that chant by us. Greater love hath no man 

than a man lay down h i s  l i fe for his friend . It is our lives, the bet­
ter jJat't of them that we lay d own i n  such acts. 

The changes taking place in us and our environment so constantly 
were only accentuated i n  these m ore rapid changes I w i tnessed.  

We are even now, consciously or unconsciously, passing through 

a l l  those phases. And it is only a question of time when a full ap· 

preciation of our relationship and unity wil l come to us-so what 
matters anyth i n g  else?

Though perhaps not exactly the same termi n ology is 
used in a l l  expl ici t statements, prophesies, h istor i cal events , d iv ine  
command ments and threatenings of punishmen t ,  you w i l l  find i n  the  
Bible  the  same fundamentals, the same b asic ide:1s that m a y  be found 
i n  al l  t h e  d ifferent rel i g i ou s  works. You w i l l  a lso  fi nd that i n  a l l  
the i nstructi ons i ssued by the  Init iates who  ar� confined to

the areas dominated and control led by the anci ent orders of M ason­
ry , through the i r  karm ic  relation to th ose orders, that these srrme 
Init iates are more deeply attached to the au thentic books of the 
Bible than to any other one exoter ic  revelati on of d i v ine  gu idance, 
and the reason for this w ould be very evident to one who was 
capable of interpreting these bo0ks aright.  

In the l ight of the secret sci ences wherei n  the In i tiate reads 
the B i ble there are , as i t  we::-e,  great streams of i l lumi nat ion pour­
ed out on all  the perplexing mysteries of l i fe and being. 

The simp l i c i ty of the language use:l is sti l l  another reason for 
reiterati ons of many deep passages, and the I n i tiate who  d oes not 
bend all  his energies toward s impl i fying h i's Jangu 'ige and bringing 
the subject matter of his  d iscourses dowP t o  the  comprehensi on of 
his m ost i i l i terate d i sc ip le ,  is fai l i ng in his miss ion to the ·;,rorld  
to just the extent he has  neglected to do  so.
