S in c e  th e  e n d  o f  W orld  War I I  we have hoped  
t h a t  i t  w ou ld  be th e  l a s t  W orld  W ar, and  t h a t  th e  
v e ry  n e x t  t h i n g  i n  th e  way o f  h o s t i l i t i e s  w ould  be 
th e  B a t t l e  o f  J e r u s a le m ,  T h is  B a t t l e ,  ho w ev er ,  i s  
im p o s s ib le  u n t i l  th e  U n i t e d  N a t io n s  Army becom es a  
r e a l i t y  and  i s  a b le  t o  in v ad e  P a l e s t i n e  - -  J e r u s a ­
lem - -  and  t o  f i g h t .

Coming c o n f l i c t s ,  w h e th e r  a  r a g i n g  W orld  War 
o r  " i n c i d e n t s "  o f  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  m a g n i tu d e ,  a re  
c e r t a i n  t o  b r i n g  i n t o  e x i s t e n c e  a  U n i t e d  N a t io n s  
Army, th e  Army t h a t  w i l l  make th e  B a t t l e  o f  J e r u ­
sa lem  p o s s i b l e .  A f t e r  t h i s  B a t t l e ,  a s  you know, 
t h e r e  w i l l  be no more m ajo r  m i l i t a r y  o p e r a t i o n s  u n ­
t i l  th e  B a t t l e  o f  Armageddon to w a rd s  th e  e n d  o f  th e  
p r e s e n t  c e n t u r y .

The se co n d  p u r p o s e ,  and  
th e  m ost i m p o r t a n t ,  i s  t o  sp e ed  you and  a l l  o t h e r  B udding  I n d i ­
v i d u a l s  and  A dvanced B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  a lo n g  THE PATH so r a p ­
i d l y  t h a t  i t  w i l l  o n ly  be a  s h o r t  t im e  u n t i l  you w i l l  be e n j o y ­
in g  l i f e  t o  th e  f u l l e s t  i n  e v e r y  im a g in a b le  way, i n  a l l  F iv e  De­
p a r tm e n t s  o f  L i f e .  A t th e  p r e s e n t  t im e  y o u r  en jo y m en t o f  any o f  
th e  F iv e  D e p a r tm e n ts  o f  L i f e  i s  v e ry  m eager i n  c o m p a r iso n  W ith  
w hat i t  w i l l  be j u s t  a  few m onths from  now, o r  by  A ugust 2 0 th ,  
1955, when th e  Judgm ent H a l l  P e r io d  i s  c l o s e d  and  th e  w o r ld  comes 
i n t o  th e  "SEVEN WEEKS" EXECUTION o f  th e  JUDGMENTS RENDERED.

B etw een now and  A ugust 20 , 1955, th e  w o r ld  and  th e  n a t i o n s  
a r e  ju d g e d .  A f t e r  A ugust 2 0 , 1955, t h e s e  ju d g m en ts  w i l l  be e x ­
e c u t e d .  I n  o t h e r  w o rd s ,  th e  g u i l t  o f  th e  n a t i o n s  i s  now b e in g  
a p p r a i s e d  and ju d g e d ;  a f t e r  th e  above d a te  comes th e  " s t r i p e s  
and  th e  l a s h e s " .  T h is  w i l l ,  in d e e d ,  be t h e  most t e r r i b l e  p e r ­
io d  i n  th e  h i s t o r y  o f  th e  human r a c e . T h is  i s  th e  p e r i o d
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when th e  m ass-m inded  w i l l  have t o  e i t h e r  t r a v e l  UPWARD ON THE 
PATH (become B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s )  o r  go down i n t o  f i e r y  d e s ­
t r u c t i o n .  D e s t in y  w i l l  t a k e  a d v a n ta g e  o f  e v e r y  o p p o r t u n i t y  
to  t u r n  th e  m ass-m inded  UPWARD; b u t  e v e n  D e s t in y  c a n n o t  f o r c e  
them UPWARD and o n to  THE PATH a g a i n s t  t h e i r  w i l l .

The coming W orld  War I I I  i s  i n  r e a l i t y  a  c o n t i n u a t i o n  o f  
W orld  War I I ,  w h ich  was a  c o n t i n u a t i o n  o f  W orld  War I .  B e­
tw een  e a c h  o f  t h e s e  t h r e e  W orld-W ar segm en ts  t h e r e  was an  a r ­
m i s t i c e .  W orld  War I  e n d ed  November 11 , 1918, and  we have 
b e e n  c e l e b r a t i n g  November 1 1 th  a s  "ARMISTICE DAY" e v e r  s i n c e .  
I t  was t r u l y  an a r m i s t i c e ,  a  b r e a t h i n g  s p e l l  t o  p r e p a r e  f o r  
th e  n e x t  segm ent o f  th e  W orld  War w h ic h ,  when i t  came, was 
known a s  "World War I I " .  A f t e r  t h a t  t h e r e  was a n o th e r  a r m i s ­
t i c e ,  a n o th e r  b r e a t h i n g  s p e l l  - -  19^5 t o  1950 - -  i n  o r d e r  t o  
p r e p a r e  f o r  t h i s  f i n a l  segm ent o f  th e  o r i g i n a l  W orld  War w h ich  
b e g an  i n  191^.
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T h is  i s  an e n la rg e m e n t  o f  th e  lo w er  p o r t i o n  
o f  th e  K i n g 's  Chamber - -  JUDGMENT HALL - -  o f  
th e  G r e a t  P y ram id  o f  G iz e h .  The e n t r a n c e  i s  
t o  th e  l e f t  (2nd  L. P . ) ,  S ep tem b er  16, 1936.

Vi o r  I d  War I I  b e g a n  S ep tem ber 3 , 1939 when 
G re a t  B r i t a i n  d e c l a r e d  war on Germany. I t  ended  
A ugust 9, 194-5 when th e  se co n d  Atom ic Bomb was 
d ro p p ed  on N a g a s a k i .

W orld  War I I I  ( f i r s t  p h a se )  b e g a n  midsummer 
1950 w i t h  th e  K orean  " i n c i d e n t " .

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I n  o r d e r  t o  u n d e r s t a n d  THIS FINAL WAR (known as  W orld  War

A ls o ,  t h a t  a f t e r  th e  B a t ­
t l e  oT J e r u s a le m  t h e r e  a r e  no more 
w o r ld  w a r s ,  f o r ,  a f t e r  th e  B a t t l e  o f  

s th e  f i n a l  B a t t l e  o f  e a r t h ,  th e  B a t t l e  
w h ich  i s  f i f t y  y e a r s  and  s i x t y  m i le s  

B a t t l e  o f  J e r u s a le m .
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W orld  W ars I ,  I I  and  I I I  (w h ich  a r e  i n  r e a l i t y  
a l l  one war w i t h  two a r m i s t i c e s  i n j e c t e d  f o r  p r e p a r ­
a t i o n  f o r  th e  n e x t  segm ent o f  w ar) a r e  h e re  shown i n  
d iag ra m  on th e  " t im e  s t r i p "  t h a t  r u n s  from  th e  b e g i n ­
n in g  o f  th e  GREAT STEP A ugust 2 ,  1909 t o  th e  "D eath  
W a ll"  (S o u th  W a ll)  i n  th e  Judgem en t H a l l  o f  th e  
G r e a t  P y ram id . The "D eath  W a l l"  b e in g  A ugus t  20 , 
1953. W orld  War I  b e g a n ,  a s  you w i l l  n o t e ,  on Aug­
u s t  4 , 1914 and  "ended" November 11 , 1918. T h is  was 
th e  e x a c t  d u r a t i o n  o f  th e  F i r s t  Low P assagew ay .

As f a r  a s  th e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s  i s  c o n c e rn e d ,  W orld  
War I I  b e g a n  w i t h  P e a r l  H a rb o r ,  December 7 ,  l § 4 l  and 
e n d ed  w i t h  th e  d ro p p in g  o f  Atomic Bomb No. 2 on Nag­
a s a k i  on A ugust 9, 1945 . W orld  War I I I ,  a s  f a r  a s  
th e  USA i s  c o n c e rn e d ,  a c t u a l l y  s t a r t e d  ( i n  a  s m a l l  
way) when t h e  f i r s t  s h o t  was f i r e d  i n  K o rea  t h i s  
y e a r ,  1950.

I f  we c o u ld  have g o t t e n  th r o u g h  December 31*
1950 w i th o u t  open h o s t i l i t i e s  - -  a  " s h o o t in g  w ar"
- -  th e  w o r ld  w ould  t h e n  be i n  th e  s e c o n d ,  o r  P o s i ­
t i v e ,  h a l f  o f  th e  p r e s e n t  c e n t u r y ,  t h e n  t h e r e  m igh t 
have  b e e n  some o t h e r  way o u t  f o r  th e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s .  
However, ou r  Karma b e in g  so  much g r e a t e r  t h a n  o u r  
Darma (Dharma) o u r  h o p es  f o r  c o n t i n u e d  p e ac e  (n o n ­
s h o o t in g  w ar) was n o t h in g  more t h a n  w i s h f u l  t h i n k i n g .

I f  th e  m ass-m inded  i n  th e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s  and 
C anada had  n o t  d e g e n e r a t e d  so g r e a t l y  i n t o  s e n s u a l ­
ism ; i f  th e  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  i n  th e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s  
and  Canada had  made a  g r e a t e r  EXPANSION i n t o  th e  
F i v e - F o l d  L i f e ,  t h i s  W orld  War I I I  m igh t have b e e n  
a v e r t e d ,  o r  a t  l e a s t  p u t  o f f  t o  a lm o s t  A ugust 20 , 
1953, when i t  c o u ld  have b e e n  o f  s h o r t  d u r a t i o n .

The coming p e r i o d  o f  t im e  - -  from  th e  p r e s e n t  moment u n ­
t i l  A ugust 20 , 1953 - -  i s  d e f i n i t e l y  a  W orld  War p e r i o d .  At 
th e  p r e s e n t  w r i t i n g  i t  i s  o n ly  a b o u t  t h r e e  y e a r s  l o n g .  T h is  
p e r i o d  d i d n ' t  s t a r t  w i t h  th e  K orean  " i n c i d e n t " .  A c t u a l l y ,  i t  
b e g an  on May 5 , 1949 w h ich  was th e  b e g in n in g  o f  th e  " C u b i t  o f  
M y s te ry " .  "The C u b i t  o f  M y ste ry "  c o n t i n u e s  f o r  25 P y ram id - 
I n c h  M onths, w h ich  c o n t i n u e s  t o  a p p r o x im a te ly  Ju n e  7> 1951» 
A f t e r  t h a t  d a t e ,  and  u n t i l  t h e  end  o f  t im e  i n  th e  K i n g 's  Cham­
b e r  - -  Judgm ent H a l l  p e r i o d  - -  th e  w o r ld  i s  u n d e r  th e  " C u b it  
o f  th e  L a s t  Ju d g m e n t" .

W orld  War I I I ,  t h e r e f o r e ,  had  t o  t a k e  p l a c e  "now". T h a t 
i s ,  sometime b e tw ee n  May 5* 1949 and  A ugus t  2 0 , 1953. The 
m ost l i k e l y  t im e  was a b o u t  th e  m idd le  o f  th e  " C u b i t  o f  Mys­
t e r y " ,  a b o u t  th e  b e g in n in g  o f  summer 1950. T h a t  i s  j u s t  
a b o u t  th e  t im e  th e  "K orean  i n c i d e n t "  to o k  p l a c e .

W orld  War I I I  c o u ld ,  o f  c o u r s e ,  have  t a k e n  p l a c e  any tim e  
a f t e r  th e  e n d in g  o f  W orld  War I I .  I t  a lm o s t  d id  t a k e  p l a c e  
i n  1947, b u t  due t o  th e  f a c t  t h a t  R u s s i a  d i d n ' t  know how w e l l  
we were p r e p a r e d  f o r  a to m ic  w a r f a r e  he d e c id e d  n o t  t o  s t a r t  
a n y t h i n g .

W orld  War I I I  w i l l  b r i n g  a b o u t  th e  fo rm in g  o f  a  U n i t e d  
N a t io n s  ( A l l  N a t io n s )  Army. I t  i s  th e  U n i t e d  N a t io n s  Army 
t h a t  w i l l  c a u se  th e  B a t t l e  o f  J e r u s a le m  t o  t a k e  p l a c e .  Once 
th e  B a t t l e  o f  J e r u s a l e m  h a s  b e e n  f o u g h t  and  LOST b y  th e  U n i ­
t e d  N a t io n s  Army we w i l l  th e n  know e x a c t l y  w here  we a re  i n  
t h i s  End-Time P e r i o d .

T here  a r e  a p p r o x im a te ly  t h r e e  y e a r s  i n  w h ich  W orld  War 
I I I  c an  be f o u g h t ;  o r ,  from  th e  p r e s e n t  moment u n t i l  A ugust 
20 , 1953. I f  i t  i s  f o u g h t  s h o r t l y ,  w i t h i n  th e  n e x t  tw e n ty -  
f o u r  m o n th s ,  t h e r e  i s  s t i l l  12 m onths f o r  th e  U n i t e d  N a t io n s  
Army (w h ich  was fo rm ed  d u r in g  th e  f i r s t  24 m onths o f  th e  
p r e s e n t  t h r e e - y e a r  p e r i o d )  t o  f i g h t  th e  B a t t l e  o f  J e r u s a l e m .

T h ere  a re  "Seven Weeks o f  Time" ( e a c h  "week" r e p r e s e n t ­
in g  se v e n  y e a r s )  b e tw e e n  1950 and 1999* o r  a  t o t a l  o f  49 
y e a r s .  We have g iv e n  th e  names o f  t h e s e  se v e n  s e v e n - y e a r  

w eeks" i n  o t h e r  w r i t i n g s ,  b u t  f o r  th e  r e a d e r ' s  c o n v e n ie n c e  
we g iv e  them h e re  a g a in :

Due to  th e  s h o r t e n i n g  o f  t im e  a s  d e f i n i t e l y  i n d i c a t e d  i n  
P r o p h e t i c  S c r i p t u r e ,  th e  f o r t y - n i n e  y e a r s  j u s t  ahead  made up 
o f  1,SEVEN WEEKS", c o u ld  be g r e a t l y  r e d u c e d .-  I n  f a c t ,  th e y  
c o u ld  be  r e d u c e d  to  a b o u t  h a l f  o f  th e  a c t u a l  49 y e a r s .  I n  o t h ­
e r  w o rd s ,  th e  "Seven Ju d g m e n ts"  - -  " B a t t l e  o f  J e r u s a le m " ,  
" B l i s t e r i n g  H e a t " ,  " D e s t r u c t i o n  o f  S h i p s " ,  "W ater Made B i t ­
t e r " ,  "Sun and Moon S m i t t e n " ,  "Men Seek  U n tim e ly  D e a th " ,  and 
" B a t t l e  o f  Armageddon" - -  c o u ld  a l l  be e x e c u te d  i n  25 y e a r s .  
T h a t  w ould  mean t h a t  e a c h  "w eek", i n s t e a d  o f  b e in g  a p p r o x i ­
m a te ly  se v en  y e a r s  lo n g ,  w ould  o n ly  be a b o u t  t h r e e  and  a  h a l f  
y e a r s  lo n g .

L e t  us  remember t h a t  t im e  i n  th e  f u t u r e  i s  t e l e s c o p e d  - ­
g r e a t l y  s h o r t e n e d  - -  and  due t o  th e  f a c t  t h a t  we a re  i n  th e  
f u t u r e  r i g h t  now th e  " t e l e s c o p i n g "  i s  a c t u a l l y  now i n  p r o c e s s .

I f  W orld  War I I I  I s  n e c e s s a r y ,  and  i t  seems a t  t h i s  w r i t ­
in g  t h a t  i t  i s ,  t h e n  i t  c an  be f o u g h t  and  o u t  o f  th e  way v e ry  
s h o r t l y  so th e  B a t t l e  o f  J e r u s a le m  c an  be f o u g h t  w h i le  we a r e  
s t i l l  i n  th e  C u b i t s  o f  Time p e r i o d ,  w h ich  d e f i n i t e l y  en d s  on ' 
A ugust 20 , 1953. Modern w a r f a r e  I s  r a p i d  and  s w i f t  i n  a c t i o n .

The b r i g h t  s id e  o f  i t  a l l  . i s ,  we a r e  g e t t i n g  so c lo s e  t o  
t h a t  a u s p i c i o u s  d a te  - -  2 0 th  . 1s t ,  1955 - -  t h a t  w h a te v e r  
t a k e s  p l a c e  i n  th e  way o f  a  w o r ld  war i s  l i m i t e d  by  t im e ;  a p ­
p r o x im a te ly  t h r e e  y e a r s .  Due to  th e  f a c t  t h a t  i n  a  few s h o r t  
m onths we w i l l  have l e f t  th e  o ld  h a l f  o f  th e  2 0 th  C e n tu ry  and 
be i n  th e  new, P o s i t i v e  h a l f  where th e  s h o r t e n i n g  o f  t im e  a c ­
t u a l l y  b e g i n s ,  th e  m ost am azing  w o r ld  ch an g e s  can  o c c u r  i n  
th e  n e x t  t h i r t y - s i x  m o n th s .  Changes t h a t  m ig h t  u n d e r  " f u l l  
l e n g t h  t im e "  r e q u i r e  yea,rs  t o  be  consum m ated.

We must a lw ay s  keep  i n  mind t h a t  th e  f u t u r e ,  u n t i l  th e  
b e g in n in g  o f  th e  M il le n n iu m , i s  f o r  th e  EXPANSION o f  th e  Bud­
d in g  I n d i v i d u a l ,  and f o r  in d u c in g  th e  m ass-m inded  t o  t r a v e l  
THE PATH. F o r  t h i s  r e a s o n  l e t  u s  lo o k  upon a l l  f u t u r e  w a r ­
f a r e  - -  W orld  War I I I ,  t h e  B a t t l e  o f  J e r u s a l e m ,  and  th e  B a t ­
t l e  o f  Armageddon, a s  " P o s i t i v e " .  O nly  by  t h i s  a t t i t u d e  w i l l  
B udd ing  I n d i v i d u a l s  TRAVEL THE PATH and EXPAND i n t o  th e  F i v e ­
F o ld  L i f e .

Your a t t i t u d e ,  t h e n ,  r e g a r d i n g  e v e r y t h i n g  t h a t  t a k e s  
p l a c e  i n  th e  f u t u r e ,  s h o u ld  be P o s i t i v e .  I f  i t  i s  P o s i t i v e ,  
t h e n  you w i l l  c o n s t a n t l y  be d o in g  th e  r i g h t  t h i n g  by  y o u r s e l f .  
I f  you do th e  r i g h t  t h i n g  by  y o u r s e l f ,  t h e n  you w i l l  do th e
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r i g h t  t h i n g  by  m ankind . T h is  means t h a t  th e  f u t u r e  i s  g o ing  
t o  be m ig h ty  jo y o u s  f o r  you and n o t  s e v e r e l y  h a r d  f o r  th o s e  
whom D e s t in y  i s  t r y i n g  t o  in d u ce  t o  TRAVEL THE PATH.

I f  war comes i n  a  v e ry  d e f i n i t e  way YOU w i l l  make a s  much 
p r o g r e s s  i n  th e  n e x t  tw e lv e  m onths a s  you have made i n  th e  
p a s t  f i v e  y e a r s  o f  " p e a c e " .  T h is  we have j u s t  s a i d  a p p l i e s  to  
a l l  B udd ing  I n d i v i d u a l s  who a r e  n o t  f a r  on THE PATH. Those 
who have made much p r o g r e s s  d u r in g  th e  "peace  y e a r s "  w i l l ,  o f  
c o u r s e ,  be i n  no way a f f e c t e d  by  war o f  any k i n d .  These SPEC­
IAL B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  - -  anybody c an  be one - -  t a k e  a d v an ­
ta g e  o f  b o t h  "peace  and  w ar"  t o  EXPAND I n t o  L i f e .

I t  i s  n a t u r a l  f o r  th e  o r d i n a r y  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  t o  j u s t  
" d r i f t "  i n  h i s  F i v e - F o l d  EXPANSION when t im e s  a re  good . No 
amount o f  r e a s o n i n g  w i t h  him w i l l  have  any l a s t i n g  b e n e f i t .
F o r  t h i s  r e a s o n  many a B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  i n  th e  p a s t  f i v e  
y e a r s  h a s n ’ t  made th e  s l i g h t e s t  p r o g r e s s  i n  any  D ep ar tm en t  o f  
L i f e '  many o f  them  have  a c t u a l l y  r e t r o g r a d e d .

We a r e  n o t  w o r r i e d  a b o u t  t h e s e  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  a t  a l l .  
"When t im e s  g e t  to u g h "  f o r  them  t h e y  w i l l  awaken and  f e v e r i s h ­
l y  a t t e m p t  t o  EXPAND, and  th e y  w i l l  EXPAND. But a l l  th e  same, 
t h e y  have l o s t  FIVE YEARS o u t  o f  t h e i r  EXPANSION i n t o  L i f e ,  
w i th  w h ich  th e y  c an  n e v e r  " c a t c h  u p " .

H ere  we a r e  a t  th e  a p p a r e n t  b e g in n in g  o f  W orld -w ide  h o s ­
t i l i t i e s ,  t h e  w o rs t  t h a t  th e  w o r ld  w i l l  p r o b a b ly  e v e r  know, 
and  o n ly  a  few s h e p h e rd s  to  g u id e  th e  s h e e p .  A l l  b e c a u s e  
th o u s a n d s  o f  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  w ould  n o t  i n t e r e s t  them ­
s e l v e s  i n  F i v e - F o l d  p r o g r e s s .  I f  t h e y  had  f o r c e d  th e  i s s u e  
ev en  a  l i t t l e  t h e y  w ou ld  NOW e n jo y  trem en d o u s  z e a l  and  f e r ­
v o r  f o r  th e  G r e a t e r  L i f e .  Not o n ly  t h a t ,  t h e y  w ould  have b e en  
so f a r  a lo n g  on THE PATH t h a t  war o f  any k in d  w o u ld n ’ t  have 
th e  s l i g h t e s t  e f f e c t  upon  them , o t h e r  t h a n  to  g iv e  them a 
g r e a t  o p p o r t u n i t y  to  h e lp  DESERVING SOULS.

Those B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  who have n o t  made p r o g r e s s  i n  
t h e  p a s t  f i v e  "p ea c e"  y e a r s  m ust s t a r t  a t  once and  make r e a l  
p r o g r e s s .  C e r t a i n l y  i t  i s  n o t  g o in g  t o  be e a s y ,  b u t  i t  i s  
g o in g  t o  be much more p l e a s a n t  to  s t a r t  now and do so m e th in g  
a b o u t  t h e i r  EXPANSION i n t o  L i f e ,  t h a n  to  w a i t  a  w h i l e .

F o r  th e  aw aken ing  o f  th e  m ass-m inded  t h e r e  m ust be a n ­
o t h e r  W orld  W ar. F o r  th e  re -a w a k e n in g  o f  B udd ing  I n d i v i d u a l s  
t h e r e  m ust be a n o th e r  W orld  W ar. YOU who a r e  f a i r l y  w e l l  AD­
VANCED m ust sp e e d  up y o u r  TEACHING o f  t h e s e  l e s s  f o r t u n a t e  
and  l a g g in g  o n e s .

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WHEN WILL THE A - AND H-BOMBS START FALLING?

P a r t  3

T here  i s  a  much g r e a t e r  chance  t h a t  th e  "A" Bombs ("A" f o r  
A tom ic) w i l l  s t a r t  f a l l i n g  i n  th e  n o t - t o o - d i s t a n t  f u t u r e  t h a n  
t h e r e  i s  o f  th e  "H" Bombs ( "H" f o r  H ydrogen) t o  s t a r t  f a l l i n g .  
The A-Bomb i s  v e ry  d e f i n i t e l y  a  r e a l i t y ;  th e  H-Bomb i s  s t i l l  i n  
th e  " b l u e - p r i n t "  s t a g e .

The A-Bomb i s ,  a s  you know, v e r y  c o s t l y .  I t  w ould  b a n k ­
r u p t  any  o f  th e  s m a l l  n a t i o n s  t o  p ro d u c e  th e  f i r s t  on e . Only 
a n a t i o n  w i th  th e  w e a l t h  and r e s o u r c e s  o f  th e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s ,  
o r  a  n a t i o n  w i t h  a  w e a l t h  o f  s l a v e  l a b o r ,  l i k e  R u s s i a ,  c o u ld  
p o s s i b l y  p ro d u ce  an A-Bomb. Of c o u r s e ,  a f t e r  th e  c o s t  o f  p r o ­
d u c in g  th e  f i r s t  one h a s  b e e n  m et,  a d d i t i o n a l  A-Bombs c an  be  
p ro d u c e d  a t  a  f a r  l e s s e r  c o s t .  B u t e v en  s o ,  t h e y  a r e n ’ t  a  
g r e a t  d e a l  " c h e a p e r  by  th e  d o z e n " .

The Hydrogen Bomb w i l l  c o s t  many t im e s  w hat th e  Atom ic 
Bombs c o s t .  So much so t h a t  o n ly  th e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s  and  R u s­
s i a  c o u ld  p ro d u ce  one o f  them . The c o s t  o f  th e  f i r s t  one w i l l  
r u n  i n t o  a  t e r r i f i c  sum o f  A m erican  d o l l a r s .  Of c o u r s e ,  i t  
w o u l d n ' t  b a n k ru p t  th e  n a t i o n  f o r  th e  s im p le  r e a s o n  t h a t ,  a s  
th e  " G re a t  W hite  F a t h e r "  o f  a decade  ago a p t l y  s a i d  when th e  
U n i t e d  S t a t e s  was " ru n  i n t o  d e b t  a t  m i l l i o n s  p e r  m in u te "  - ­
"What d i f f e r e n c e  does  i t  make i f  we do bo rrow  and go i n t o  
d e b t?  We s im p ly  owe i t  (w h a te v e r  th e  d e b t  may amount t o )  t o  
e a c h  o t h e r , "  And s o ,  w i t h  t h a t  l i n e  o f  " r e a s o n i n g " ,  a s  lo n g  
a s  we have th e  m a t e r i a l  and  man-power and  b r a i n s ,  we c a n  p r o ­
duce A-Bombs b y  th e  m i l l i o n  and  H-Bombs by  th e  th o u s a n d  - -  we 
w i l l  j u s t  owe th e  c o s t  o f  p r o d u c t i o n  t o  e a c h  o t h e r .

R u s s i a ,  w i t h  i t s  w e l l - r e g u l a t e d  sy s te m  o f  s l a v e  l a b o r ,  
h a s  t rem en d o u s  p r o d u c t i o n  p o t e n t i a l .  F o r  t h i s  r e a s o n  th e y  
can  p ro d u c e  th o u s a n d s  o f  A-Bombs " a t  c o s t " .  A l l  th e  c o s t  
am ounts t o ,  t o  them , i s  w hat th e  s l a v e s  e a t  and  w e a r ,  and  a s  
th e  s l a v e s  p ro d u ce  t h e s e  n e c e s s i t i e s  t h e m s e lv e s ,  t h e r e  i s  
a c t u a l l y  no c o s t .

As f a r  a s  R u s s i a  p r o d u c in g  H-Bombs, t h e r e  i s  n o t  th e  
s l i g h t e s t  d a n g e r  a t  th e  p r e s e n t  t im e .  You s e e ,  R u s s ia  c a n ' t  
p ro d u ce  an  H-Bomb u n t i l  th e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s  a c t u a l l y  p ro d u c e s  * 
ono . At th e  p r e s e n t  t im e  th e  H-Bomb, a s  we i n d i c a t e d  b e f o r e ,  
i s  i n  th e  " b l u e - p r i n t "  s t a g e .  I t  a l l  lo o k s  f i n e  on p a p e r ,  
b u t  a c t u a l l y  i t  won*t work y e t .  T here  a r e  c e r t a i n  v e ry  im­
p o r t a n t  d e t a i l s  m i s s i n g ,  and  j u s t  th e  ab sen c e  o f  one t i n y  d e ­
t a i l  r e n d e r s  th e  H-Bomb fo rm u la  a b s o l u t e l y  u s e l e s s .  J u s t  as  
soon a s  th e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s  p ro d u c e s  th e  f i r s t  H-Bomb, w i t h i n  
no t im e  a t  a l l  R u s s i a  w i l l  be i n  p r o d u c t i o n  on i t .  T here  i s
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s t i l l  a  v e ry  c lo s e  u nder-g round , t i e  b e tw ee n  ou r  d e e p e s t  s e c r e t s  
and  th e  K re m lin .

W ith o u t  th e  A-Bomb s e c r e t s  p u r l o i n e d  from  th e  U .S .A . ,  and 
th e  a i d  o f  German s c i e n t i s t s ,  R u s s ia  w o u l d n ' t  have  p ro d u c e d  an 
a to m ic  bomb i n  a th o u s a n d  y e a r s  . . .  i t  does r e q u i r e  some "Gray 
M a t te r "  t o  p ro d u ce  an  a to m ic  bomb. The R u s s ia n s  w ere  sm art  
enough , how ever ,  t o  know t h a t  t h e y  d i d n ' t  have  w hat i t  t a k e s ,  
and  so t h e y  em ployed  German s c i e n t i s t s .  We c o u ld  have had  a l l  
o f  t h e s e  German s c i e n t i s t s ,  b u t  we w ere so b e n t  on " u n c o n d i ­
t i o n a l  s u r r e n d e r "  t h a t  t h e s e  s c i e n t i s t s  fo u n d  i t  n o t  to o  h a r d  
t o  be c a p t u r e d  and t o  "work f o r  R u s s i a " .  And some d a y ,  p e r ­
h a p s ,  t h e i r  c o n t r i b u t i o n  to  th e  a to m ic  bomb may c a u se  ou r  Am­
e r i c a n  c i t i e s  t o  be e x p o se d  t o  th e  same d e s t r u c t i o n ,  o r  v a s t l y  
g r e a t e r  d e s t r u c t i o n ,  t h a n  w ere th e  German c i t i e s  u n d e r  A m eri­
can  bom bing. A ls o ,  R u s s i a  h a d n ' t  bombed any o f  t h e  German c i t ­
i e s ,  so why s h o u l d n ' t  t h e  German s c i e n t i s t s  work ( n o t  to o  h a r d ,  
o f  c o u r s e )  f o r  R u s s ia ?  Then t o o ,  a  s c i e n t i s t  d o e s n ' t  r e c o g ­
n i z e  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  b o im d a r ie s  i f  he i s  a  t r u e  s c i e n t i s t .  He 
d o e s n ' t  c a r e  who i s  b e n e f i t t e d  by  h i s  d i s c o v e r i e s ;  l i k e w i s e  
he d o e s n ' t  c a r e  to o  much who ( o t h e r  t h a n  h i m s e l f ,  o f  c o u r s e )  
i s  b low n t o  a tom s by  h i s  d i s c o v e r i e s  o f  a  more v i o l e n t  n a t u r e .  
Q u i te  n a t u r a l l y  t h e r e  a r e  a  few o u t s t a n d i n g  e x c e p t i o n s  t o  t h i s .

U n t i l  R u s s i a  i s  a c t u a l l y  p r e p a r e d  to  " a to m iz e "  a l l  o f  ou r  
p r i n c i p a l  c i t i e s  a t  one t im e ,  t h e r e  i s n ' t  to o  much d a n g e r  t h a t  
any  A m erican  c i t y  w i l l  be r e d u c e d  t o  a to m s . T here  i s  e v e r y  
i n d i c a t i o n  t h a t  t h i s  c a n n o t  t a k e  p l a c e  u n t i l  1953 - -  more t h a n  
two y e a r s  y e t .

One o t h e r  t h i n g  you have p r o b a b ly  n o t  th o u g h t  o f :  T here
i s n ' t  a  "man, woman o r  c h i l d "  i n  a l l  o f  th e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s  who 
w ould  be o f  any  r e a l  v a lu e  t o  th e  USSR. Even o u r  " f e l l o w  
t r a v e l e r s "  have b e e n  s p o i l e d  by e x p e r i e n c i n g  to o  much " l e i s -  
s u r e ,  p l e a s u r e  and  o p u le n c e " .  They a r e  o f  some v a lu e  now - ­
s t e a l i n g  A- and  H-Bomb s e c r e t s ,  e t c . ,  e t c . ,  b u t  o u t s i d e  o f  
p r e s e n t  v a lu e  t h e y  have no f u t u r e  v a lu e  w h a t s o e v e r .  I n  f a c t ,  
t h e i r  h a v in g  t a s t e d  o f  e a s e  and  p l e n t y  w ould  make them u n ­
s u i t a b l e  f o r  " K u l tu r "  u n d e r  any C om m unistic  r e g im e .

T ak in g  a l l  o f  t h i s  i n t o  c o n s i d e r a t i o n ,  w o u l d n ' t  i t  be 
b e t t e r  t o  e l i m i n a t e  th e  e n t i r e  p o p u l a t i o n  o f  th e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s ,  
Canada and  M exico , t h a n  t o  save  any p a r t  o f  th e  p o p u l a t i o n ?  
From a K re m lin  v ie w p o in t  t h i s  w ould  be th e  i d e a l  way. How­
e v e r ,  th e  use  o f  A- and  H-Bombs w ould  be h i g h l y  u n d e s i r a b l e  
b e c a u s e  w h i le  t h e s e  bombs c o u ld  v e ry  d e f i n i t e l y  e l i m i n a t e  th e  
p o p u l a t i o n  o f  th e  l a r g e  c i t i e s ,  and  s m a l l e r  o n e s ,  t o o ,  th e  
c i t i e s  wou l d  a l s o  be d e s t r o y e d .  I t  i s  o u r  m a t e r i a l  p r o d u c t s  
- -  ou r  M a t e r i a l  c i v i l i z a t i o n 1̂ - -  t h a t  th e  K re m lin  d e s i r e s  
beyond  e v e r y t h i n g  e l s e .  D e s t r u c t i v e  bombing i s  n o t  a t  a l l
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w hat th e  K re m lin  d e s i r e s .  I t  p r e f e r s  X-Bombs to  A- o r  H-Bombs. 
X-Borabs (X f o r  e x t e r m i n a t i o n )  a re  t h e r e f o r e  much more t o  t h e i r  
l i k i n g .  S u f f i c i e n t  X-Bombs w ould  e x te r m in a te  a l l  o f  th e  c a p ­
i t a l i s t i c  v e rm in "  I n  th e  W e s te rn  H em isp h ere , and  y e t  l e a v e  a l l  
o f  t h e i r  r e s o u r c e s  and  m a t e r i a l  p r o d u c t s .

A f t e r  a  s h o r t  t im e  th e  d e a t h - d e a l i n g  r a d i a t i o n s  o f  su ch  
X-Bombs w ould  have s p e n t  th e m s e lv e s ,  and h e re  w ou ld  be a  whole 
new c o n t i n e n t ,  w o n d e r f u l ly  e q u ip p e d  f o r  th e  Com m unistic  a g g r e s ­
s o r s  t o  move i n t o  w i t h o u t  so much a s  ev en  s l i g h t  r e s i s t a n c e .

Some w i l l  s a y ,  a l l  o f  t h i s  sounds f a n t a s t i c .  To th o s e  who 
t h i n k  o n ly  I n  s m a l l  te rm s  a n y th in g  new, o r  d i f f e r e n t ,  I s  f a n ­
t a s t i c " ,  e s p e c i a l l y  i f  i t  i s  s c i e n t i f i c a l l y  beyohd  t h e i r  sm a l l  
c ompr e he n  s i  o n .

D e a t h - d e a l in g  r a d i a t i o n s  o f  s u f f i c i e n t  p o te n c y  c a n  w ipe 
o u t  e v e r y  b r e a t h i n g  c r e a t u r e  i n  th e  W e s te rn  H em isphere  - -  i n  
N o r th ,  C e n t r a l  and  S o u th  A m erica . T hrough  th e  a i d  o f  German 
s c i e n t i s t s  ( t h e y  were th e  o r i g i n a t o r s  o f  th e  p o i s o n  gas  I d e a  
u s e d  i n  W orld  War I ) ,  t h e r e  I s n ' t  a  t h i n g  i n  th e  w o r ld  t o  p r e ­
v e n t  R u s s i a  from  d e v e lo p in g  d e a t h - d e a l i n g  r a d i a t i o n s  so p o t e n t  
t h a t  o n ly  a few o f  t h e s e  "bombs" n e e d  be em ployed  ( a t  s t r a t ­
e g ic  p l a c e s )  i n  th e  W e s te rn  H e m isp h e re ,  and  e v e r y  b r e a t h i n g  
c r e a t u r e  woxild be o u t  o f  p h y s i c a l  embodim ent i n  a  few h o u r s .

T h ere  a re  two v e r y  p o w e r fu l  f o r c e s  i n  th e  U nseen  W orld  
t h a t  m ig h t  p r e v e n t  t h i s .  One o f  t h e s e  i s  t h e  WHITE FORCES, 
who w i l l  n o t  p e r m i t  su c h  w h o le s a le  s l a u g h t e r  b e c a u s e  o f  th e  
many B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  and  INDIVIDUALS i n  th e  W e s te rn  W orld . 
The o t h e r ,  s t r a n g e  a s  i t  may seem a t  f i r s t  g l a n c e ,  i s  th e  
B la c k  F o r c e s .  The B la c k  F o r c e s  a r d e n t l y  d e s i r e  w a r ,  y e s .  I t  
i s  no l o n g e r  an  o c c u l t  s e c r e t  why t h e y  d e s i r e  w a r .  They d e ­
pend  on th e  e f f l u v i a  o f  f r e s h l y - s h e d  b lo o d  f o r  t h e i r  v i t a l ­
i t y  and  a lm o s t  t h e i r  e x i s t e n c e .

I n  W orld  War I  t h e r e  was much sh e d d in g  o f  b lo o d ,  b u t  i n  
W orld  War I I ,  due t o  I t s  bom bing , t h e r e  was much l e s s  b l o o d ­
sh e d .  When H iro sh im a  and N a g a s a k i  w ere  a t o m i c a l l y  bombed 
th o u s a n d s  upon th o u s a n d s  o f  p e o p le  were s e n t  i n t o  e t e r n i t y  
I n s t a n t l y ,  t h e i r  b lo o d  and t h e i r  b o d ie s  were so q u i c k l y  made 
i n t o  th e  " n o th in g n e s s  o f  a tom s" t h a t  t h e r e  was p r a c t i c a l l y  
no sh e d d in g  o f  b lo o d .  The B la c k  F o r c e s  - -  B lood  V am pires  - ­
r e c e i v e d  n o t h in g  from  t h i s .  So t h e y  a re  opposed  t o  any form  
o f  b l o o d l e s s  w a r f a r e .  The o l d - t i m e  b a t t l e s  o f  s a b e r s  and  
b u l l e t s  a r e  th e  o n ly  k in d  o f  w a r f a r e  t h a t  i s  t o  t h e i r  l i k ­
i n g .  Due t o  th e  f a c t  t h a t  n e i t h e r  th e  WHITE FORCES n o r  th e  
B la c k  F o r c e s  app rove  o f  A tom ic W a r f a r e ,  i t  may be some tim e  
b e f o r e  th e  H-Bombs o r  X-Bombs s t a r t  f a l l i n g .

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SHOULD I  FLEE TO THE MOUNTAINS NOW?

I n  19^+7 we p u b l i s h e d  a  v e ry  i n f o r m a t i v e  Monograph e n t i t l e d ,  
"FLEE TO THE MOUNTAINS". S h o r t l y  a f t e r  t h a t ,  and u n t i l  t h i s  
p r e s e n t  t im e ,  w ise  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  have b e e n  q u i e t l y  b u i l d ­
in g  m o u n ta in ,  v a l l e y  o r  d e s e r t  r e t r e a t s ,  e s p e c i a l l y  f o r  r e l a ­
t i v e s  and  c lo s e  f r i e n d s .

M oun ta in  r e t r e a t s  a r e  b e s t ,  o f  c o u r s e .  They have many a d ­
v a n ta g e s  t h a t  th e  v a l l e y  and  d e s e r t  r e t r e a t s  do n o t  h a v e .  I n  
th e  f i r s t  p l a c e ,  one c a n  g e t  f u r t h e r  away from  c i v i l i z a t i o n  (? )  
q u i c k e r  i n  th e  m o u n ta in s  t h a n  one cari by. g o in g  t o  v a l l e y s ,  o r  
t o  d e s e r t  p l a c e s ,

A h i d d e n - v a l l e y  r e t r e a t  w ould  n o t  r e m a in  h id d e n  lo n g  i f  i t  
was w i t h i n  two h u n d re d  m i l e s  o f  a l a r g e  c i t y .  As we e x p la in e d  
i n  o t h e r  w r i t i n g s ,  w henever a c a t a s t r o p h e  o v e r t a k e s  a  c i t y ,  a l l  
t h o s e  who a r e  n o t  s e r i o u s l y  a f f l i c t e d  p h y s i c a l l y  t a k e  t o  th e  
h ighw ays on f o o t ,  w i t h  a l l  th e  b e lo n g i n g s  t h e y  c an  c a r r y .  U s­
u a l l y  t h e y  encum ber th e m s e lv e s  w i t h  so  many n o n - e s s e n t i a l s  t h a t  
t h e y  a r e  u n a b le  t o  t a k e  more th a n  a  10 d a y s '  s u p p ly  o f  fo o d  
a lo n g .  The a v e ra g e  a c t i v e  p e r s o n  c an  t r a v e l  a p p r o x im a te ly  20 
m i le s  i n  t w e n ty - f o u r  h o u r s  on f o o t .  T h is  i s  p o s s i b l e  due to  
e x c i te m e n t  and  n e rv o u s  t e n s i o n  . . .  i n  t h e i r  d azed  c o n d i t i o n  
th e y  j u s t  w a lk  and  w a lk ,  n e v e r  e x p e r i e n c i n g  f a t i g u e .  I n  t e n  
d a y s ,  w h ich  i s  j u s t  a b o u t  t h e i r  l i m i t  p h y s i c a l l y  and  as  f a r  as  
fo o d  i s  c o n c e rn e d ,  t h e y  have t r a v e l e d  a  d i s t a n c e  o f  two h u n d re d  
m i l e s .

T h e r e f o r e  any  r e t r e a t  i n  a v a l l e y  o r  o u t  i n  th e  m o re -o r -  
l e s s  l e v e l  c o u n t r y  t h a t  i s  w i t h i n  two h u n d re d  m i l e s  o f  a l a r g e  
c i t y  i s  v e ry  d e f i n i t e l y  g o in g  to  be  o v e r - r u n  by  e x - c i t y  d w e l l ­
e r s .  F o r  t h i s  r e a s o n ,  i f  one c a n n o t  have a  r e t r e a t  f u r t h e r  
away t h a n  two h u n d re d  m i l e s  from  a l a r g e  c i t y ,  he m igh t j u s t  
a s  w e l l  n o t  have  one a t  a l l .  He m ig h t  j u s t  a s  w e l l  r e m a in  i n  
th e  o u t s k i r t s  o f  h i s  own c i t y  i n  h i s  own home, p r o v i d i n g ,  o f  
c o u r s e ,  he i s  f i v e  m i le s  o r  more from  th e  c e n t r a l  par-t o f  th e  
c i t y .

The Atom Bombs, and  t h e s e  a r e  th e  o n ly  ones R u s s i a  w i l l  
have u n t i l  we m a n u fa c tu re  th e  f i r s t  H ydrogen Bomb, a r e  n o t  
d e a d ly  beyond  two m i l e s .  Of c o u r s e ,  i f  R u s s i a  u s e s  a  h i g h l y  
r a d i o - a c t i v e  bomb, t h e n  e v e i y  b r e a t h i n g  c r e a t u r e  w i t h i n  tw e n ty  
m i le s  o f  t h e  e x p l o s i o n  c o u ld  soon p a s s  o u t  o f  p h y s i c a l  l i f e .

As we i n d i c a t e d  b e f o r e .  R u s s i a  does  n o t  d e s i r e  t o  d e s t r o y  
any o f  th e  " p h y s i c a l  a s s e t s "  o f  A m erica . A l l  t h e y  a re  i n t e r ­
e s t e d  i n  i s  th e  d e s t r o y i n g  o f  th e  p o p u l a t i o n  . . .  THE POPULATION
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HAS NO VALUE WHATSOEVER. So , f o r  t h i s  r e a s o n ,  l e t ' s  n o t  be 
to o  c e r t a i n  t h a t  ou r  l a r g e  c i t i e s  and  s m a l l e r  o n e s ,  t o o ,  a re  
g o in g  t o  be " t r e a t e d "  w i t h  atom  bombs. The c h a n c e s  a re  i t  
w i l l  be a bomb t h a t  w i l l  g iv e  off ' d e a t h - d e a l i n g  e m a n a t io n s  
when i t  e x p lo d e s ,  t o  w ipe  o u t  th e  e n t i r e  p o p u l a t i o n ,  b u t  i t  
w i l l  n o t  harm i n  any  way th e  p h y s i c a l  s t r u c t u r e s  o f  a  c i t y .

D e a t h - d e a l in g  e m a n a t io n s  c an  e a s i l y  d r i f t  w i t h  th e  w ind  
o u t  i n t o  th e  c o u n t r y  and  k i l l  e v e r y t h i n g  f o r  a  h u n d re d  and 
f i f t y  m i le s  a ro u n d .  T h is  i s  a n o th e r  r e a s o n  why a  r e t r e a t  
s h o u ld  be more t h a n  two m i l e 3 from  a  c i t y  i f  i t  i s  i n  any 
l e v e l  c o u n t r y .

On th e  o t h e r  h a n d , i f  one i s  i n  th e  m o u n ta in s  a t  a  r e a s ­
o n a b le  a l t i t u d e ,  r a d i o - a c t i v e ,  d e a t h - d e a l i n g  e m a n a t io n s ,  and  
p o i s o n  g as  w h ich  i s  p u r p o s e l y  p r e p a r e d  t o  be a  l i t t l e  h e a v i e r  
t h a n  a i r  so i t  w i l l  r e m a in  c l o s e  t o  th e  e a r t h ,  w i l l  n o t  r i s e  
up i n t o  th e  m o u n ta in s .  F o r  t h i s  r e a s o n  one c o u ld  be j u s t  a 
few m i l e s  from  a  l a r g e  c i t y  t h a t  h a s  b e e n  e x p o se d  t o  r a d i o ­
a c t i v i t y  e m a n a t io n s ,  p o i s o n  g as  and  d e a t h  r a y s ,  and  s t i l l  be 
p e r f e c t l y  s a f e .

U n f o r t u n a t e l y  f o r  th e  enemy, he i s  n o t  p r e p a r e d  a t  t h i s  
t im e  t o  a n n i h i l a t e  th e  i n h a b i t a n t s  o f  N o r th  A m erica  w i t h  a -  
to raic  bombs o r  d e a t h - d e a l i n g  g a s e s  o r  e m a n a t io n s .  We a r e  now 
s p e a k in g  o f  th e  p r e s e n t  moment o n ly .  J u s t  g iv e  th e  enemy a  
few more m onths - -  n o t  l a t e r  t h a n  1953 - -  and  h e ' l l  be a b le  
t o  sen d  enough  r o b o t  p l a n e s  o v e r  N o r th  A m erica  w i t h  d e a t h ­
d e a l i n g  bombs ( o f  many d e s c r i p t i o n s )  t o  w ipe o u t  e v e r y  l a s t  
man, woman and c h i l d  i n  th e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s ,  C anada and M exico .

B u t h e re  i s  th e  i n t e r e s t i n g  p a r t  o f  i t :  IT ISN 'T  GOING
TO HAPPEN. T h is  i s  so i m p o r t a n t  we a r e  r e p e a t i n g  i t .  F o r  
th e  sake  o f  th e  th o u s a n d s  o f  B udd ing  I n d i v i d u a l s ,  INDIVIDUALS 
and  MASTER INDIVIDUALS i n  t h e s e  t h r e e  g r e a t  n a t i o n s ,  th e  WHITE 
FORCES w i l l  n o t  p e r m i t  i t .  A l s o ,  f o r  th e  sake  o f  t h e  t h o u s ­
an d s  o f  th e  m ass-m inded  who a r e  soon  t o  become B udd ing  I n d i ­
v i d u a l s ,  th e  WHITE FORCES w i l l  n o t  p e r m i t  i t .

A l s o ,  a s  we have s a i d  b e f o r e ,  th e  B la c k  F o r c e s ,  who g u id e  
th e  enemy i n  a l l  o f  h i s  h e l l i s h  a c t i v i t i e s ,  w i l l  do e v e r y t h in g  
i n  t h e i r  power t o  p r e v e n t  i t .  The B la c k  F o r c e s ,  a s  we have 
e x p l a i n e d  many t im e s  b e f o r e ,  do n o t  w ant any  k in d  o f  w a r f a r e  
where t h e r e  i s  l i t t l e  o r  no sh e d d in g  o f  b lo o d .  T hese B la c k  
F o r c e s ,  who a r e  soon  doomed t o  th e  B o t to m le s s  P i t  f o r  a  t h o u s ­
and  y e a r s  ( a l l  d u r in g  th e  M il le n n iu m )  r e q u i r e  th e  l i f e - g i v i n g  
e m a n a t io n s  ( e f f l u v i a )  t h a t  f r e s h l y - s h e d  human b lo o d  g i v e s  o f f  
t o  s u s t a i n  them  f o r  th e  th o u s a n d  y e a r s  o f  t h e i r  s e p a r a t i o n  
from  th e  human r a c e .  I t  i s  t r u e  t h e y  c an  e x i s t  i n d e f i n i t e l y  
w i th o u t  th e  e m a n a t io n s  from  human b lo o d ,  b u t  t h e n  t h e i r  l i f e

w ould  be a s  m is e r a b le  a s  t h a t  o f  a  human b e in g  who was b o th  
s t a r v i n g  t o  d e a t h  and  d y in g  o f  t h i r s t  a t  t h e  same t im e .

W orld  War I  was th e  ty p e  o f  w a r f a r e  t h a t  th e  B la c k  F o r c e s  
e s p e c i a l l y  e n jo y  and g r e a t l y  b e n e f i t  b y .  W orld  War I I  was n o t  
a s  good a s  W orld  War I ,  due t o  th e  f a c t  t h a t  h ig h  e x p l o s i v e s ,  
w h i le  k i l l i n g  th o u s a n d s  upon th o u s a n d s  o f  human b e i n g s ,  a c t u ­
a l l y  a n n i h i l a t e d  them , b o n e ,  body and  BLOOD a s  w e l l .

I n  o ld - t im e  b a t t l e s  b e f o r e  th e  t u r n  o f  th e  c e n t u r y ,  when 
human b e in g s  w ere  k i l l e d  t o  th e  e x t e n t  o f  th o s e  k i l l e d  i n  H i r ­
osh im a and  N a g a s a k i ,  th e  B la c k  F o r c e s  w ould  have consumed h u ­
man e n e rg y  enough  from  sh ed  b lo o d  t o  s u s t a i n  them f o r  a  c o n ­
s i d e r a b l e  number o f  y e a r s .  I n  H iro sh im a  and N a g a s a k i ,  e v e n  
th o u g h  th o u s a n d s  o f  p e o p le  were k i l l e d  - -  a to m iz e d  - -  th e  mem­
b e r s  o f  th e  B la c k  F o r c e s ,  a s  we have shown b e f o r e ,  d i d  n o t  r e ­
c e iv e  th e  s l i g h t e s t  h i t  o f  l i f e - g i v i n g  e n e r g y ,  o r  e f f l u v i a .
O nly  th o s e  who w ere j u s t  o u t s i d e  th e  b l a s t  a r e a ,  and  were p h y s ­
i c a l l y  i n j u r e d  so t h a t  b lo o d  f lo w e d ,  gave th e  f i e n d s  from  th e  
n e t h e r  w o r ld  any s u s t e n a n c e .  F o r  t h i s  r e a s o n  a lo n e  th e  B la c k  
F o r c e s  w i l l  i n f l u e n c e  o u r  m o r ta l  enemy from  to o  f r e e  a  u se  o f  
a to m ic  and  h y d ro g en  bombs, from  p o i s o n  g a s e s ,  b a c t e r i a l  w a r­
f a r e  and  d e a t h - r a y s .  None o f  t h e s e  modes o f  k i l l i n g  p ro d u ce  
b l o o d , w h ich  c o n t a i n s  th e  l i f e - s u b s t a n c e s  th e  F i e n d s  n e ed  to  
s u s t a i n  th e m s e lv e s  d u r in g  t h e i r  t h o u s a n d - y e a r  im p riso n m e n t i n  
th e  B o t to m le s s  P i t ,  away from  th e  human r a c e  w h ic h  t h e y  have 
v a m p i r iz e d  f o r  so many, many c e n t u r i e s  s in c e  Adam.

T ak in g  e v e r y t h i n g  i n t o  c o n s i d e r a t i o n ,  a s  we have shown, 
a w ise  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  w i l l  s t a r t  a c t i o n  a t  t h i s  t im e  r e ­
g a r d in g  h i s  f u t u r e .  P r o v id e d ,  o f  c o u r s e ,  he h a s  n o t  a l r e a d y  
done s o ,  a s  so many th o u s a n d s  have do n e . I t  i s  l a t e ,  b u t  n o t  
to o  l a t e ,  t o  c o n s i d e r  a r e t r e a t  i n  th e  m o u n ta in s .  Any tim e  
s in c e  th e  e n d in g  o f  W orld  War I I  was an  i d e a l  t im e  f o r  l o c a t ­
in g  and  s e c u r i n g  a  r e t r e a t  i n  th e  m o u n ta in s  o r  f a r  o u t  I n  th e  
d e s e r t e d  s e c t i o n s  o f  t h e  c o u n t r y .

W h a tev e r  you do , do n o t  r u s h  t o  th e  m o u n ta in s  o r  v a l l e y s  
and  p u rc h a s e  j u s t  a n y th in g  a t  th e  p r i c e s  b e in g  a s k e d .  T here  
i s  a  l i t t l e  t im e  r e m a in in g ,  and j u s t  a s  soon  a s  th e  p r e s e n t  
r u s h  o f  r e t r e a t  b u y in g  h a s  come to  an  e n d ,  t h e n  i s  th e  t im e  
t o  s e c u r e  y o u r s .  I  am s p e a k in g  now t o  you B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  
who had  th e  o p p o r t u n i t y  d u r in g  th e  p a s t  f i v e  y e a r s ,  b u t  d id  
n o t  t a k e  a d v a n ta g e  o f  i t .

The w ise  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  a re  w ise  b e c a u s e  t h e y  have 
ex p anded  a l l  F iv e  D e p a r tm e n ts  o f  L i f e .  They a r e ,  t o  a  v e ry  
g r e a t  e x t e n t ,  g u id e d  INTUITIVELY, w h ich  I s  th e  b e s t  k in d  o f  
g u id a n c e  i n  th e  w o r ld .
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HOW MUCH MONEY WILL I  REQUIRE?

P a r t  5

L e t ' s  expand  t h a t  q u e s t i o n  t o  "How much money w i l l  I  r e  
q u i r e  f o r  th e  im m edia te  and  th e  more d i s t a n t  f u t u r e ?

A l l  th e  money one n e ed s  r i g h t  now i s  f o r  th e  p u rp o se  o f  
s e a r c h i n g  o u t  a  s a f e  p l a c e  t o  go t o  when th e  WHITE FORCES, 
th r o u g h  th e  I n t u i t i v e  p h ase  o f  m ind , t e l l  him  t o  he on h i s  
way.

What i s  much b e t t e r  t h a n  a  r e t r e a t  i n  th e  m o u n ta in s  o r  
any  amount o f  money, i s  a  we1 1 - d e v e lo p e d  f a c u l t y  o f  I n t u i t i o n ,  
o r  th e  a b i l i t y  t o  be g u id e d  by  th e  WHITE FORCES. A p e r s o n  so 
g u id e d  may n o t  have a  s a f e  p l a c e  t o  go t o ,  and  y e t  th e  day  o r  
th e  week b e f o r e  a to m ic  d e s t r u c t i o n  r a i n s  down upon h i s  home 
c i t y  he w i l l  be g u id e d  t o  a  p l a c e  o f  s a f e t y .

You s e e ,  th e  d i f f e r e n c e  b e tw e e n  a  B udd ing  I n d i v i d u a l  and  
an  INDIVIDUAL i s  a  m a t t e r  o f  EXPANSION i n t o  th e  F i v e - F o l d  L i f e .  
The more one i s  e q u a l l y EXPANDED i n t o  th e  F iv e  D e p a r tm en ts  o f  
l i f e  th e  g r e a t e r  h i s  a t tu n e m e n t  w i t h  th e  WHITE FORCES. Due to  
th e  f a c t  t h a t  th e  WHITE FORCES have a  m a rv e lo u s  know ledge o f  
t h i n g s  t o  come, t h e y  g l a d l y  im p a r t  t h i s  to  th o s e  who a r e  w e l l -  
enough  a t t u n e d  t o  t h e i r  v i b r a t i o n  to  com m unicate  w i t h  them . 
T h e i r  g u id a n c e  i s  r a d i a t e d  t o  e v e r y  human b e in g  e q u a l l y .  But 
e a c h  human b e in g  i s  d i f f e r e n t .  Some a r e  g r e a t l y  EXPANDED i n  
th e  F iv e  D e p a r tm en ts  o f  L i f e  w h i le  o t h e r s  a r e  n o t .  The g u i d ­
a n c e ,  t h e n ,  o f  th e  WHITE FORCES i s  g r e a t e r  t o  some th a n  to  
o t h e r s ,  and  s t i l l  l e s s  t o  th e  v a s t  m u l t i t u d e s  who have n e ^ e r  
t a k e n  a d v a n ta g e  o f  th e  o p p o r t u n i t y  t o  EXPAND i n t o  L i f e .

T ak in g  a d v a n ta g e  o f  o n e ' s p r e s e n t  oppo r t u n i t i e s  a t  a l l  
t im e s  IS  WHAT REALLY PAYS DIVIDENDS. T hese  a re  th e  B udding  
I n d i v i d u a l s  who p r o c e e d  a lo n g  th e  UPWARD PATH s t e a d i l y .  The 
f u r t h e r  th e y  t r a v e l  t h e  more t h e i r  INNER SIGHT and INNER COM­
PREHENSION a re  opened  t o  th e  H ig h e r  O th e r  W o rld ,  a s  w e l l  as  
t o  th e  w o rk in g s  o f  t h i s  p r e s e n t  m a t e r i a l  w o r ld .

B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  w e l l  a lo n g  on THE PATH, and INDIVID­
UALS f a r  a lo n g  on THE PATH, see  th e  p r e s e n t  and  th e  f u t u r e  so 
c l e a r l y  t h a t ,  AS FAR AS THEY ARE CONCERNED, t h e y  know w hat to  
do a t  a l l  t im e s .  F o r  t h i s  r e a s o n  many o f  them , s t r a n g e  a s  i t  
may seem, do n o t  have  a  r e t r e a t  i n  th e  m o u n ta in s  o r  anywhere 
e l s e .  They a r e  w o rk in g  w i t h  th e  WHITE FORCES so c l o s e l y  t h a t  
t h e y  w i l l  be g u id e d  o u t  o f  d a n g e r  w e l l  i n  advance  o f  d a n g e r .

F o r  th e  a v e ra g e  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  who h a s  h a d  f i v e  won-* 
d e r f u l  "p eace"  y e a r s  ( s i n c e  W orld  War I I ) t o  EXPAND i n t o  L i f e ,
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b u t  made l i t t l e  o r  no p r o g r e s s ,  i t  i s  a  v e ry  w ise  t h i n g  f o r  him 
t o  c o n s id e r  th e  i d e a  o f  f l e e i n g  t o  th e  m o u n ta in s  when d e s t r u c ­
t i o n  b e g in s  t o  m a n i f e s t  i t s e l f .  However, a  g r e a t  many B udding  
I n d i v i d u a l s  a t  t h i s  moment, s e e in g  th e  w o r ld  t a k i n g  on th e  a t ­
t i t u d e  o f  w a r ,  a r e  b e g in n in g  t o  make p r o g r e s s  on THE PATH once 
m ore. These a r e  th e  o n e s ,  m ost l i k e l y ,  t h a t  d i d n ’ t  slow down 
t o  a  s t o p ,  b u t  were m aking a t  l e a s t  some p r o g r e s s  a l l  d u r in g  
th e  "p eace"  y e a r s .  Now, w i t h  th e  r e s u m p t io n  o f  w o r ld -w id e  h o s ­
t i l i t i e s ,  th e y  a re  b e g in n in g  t o  p u t  f o r t h  e v e r y  e f f o r t  t o  r e a l ­
l y  EXPAND i n t o  th e  F i v e - F o l d  L i f e ,  and  th e  g r e a t e r  t h e i r  EXPAN­
SION th e  more th e y  can  be g u id e d  by  th e  WHITE FORCES.

A g r e a t  many o f  t o d a y ’ s B udd ing  I n d i v i d u a l s  w i l l  be so EX­
PANDED i n t o  th e  G r e a t e r  L i f e  b e f o r e  th e  bombs s t a r t  f a l l i n g  
t h a t  th e y  w i l l  have  l i t t l e  n e e d  o f  f l e e i n g  t o  th e  m o u n ta in s ,  
n o r  w i l l  th e y  f i n d  th e m s e lv e s  s h o r t  f i n a n c i a l l y .

The a d v an ced  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  h a s  a l l  o f  th e  in f o r m a ­
t i o n  c o n ta in e d  i n  t h i s  and  p r e v i o u s  M onographs, and  he h a s  a p ­
p l i e d  i t  t o  h i s  l i f e  and  a f f a i r s .  So th e  " f o r t u n e s  and  m is ­
f o r t u n e s  o f  t h i s  w o r ld " ,  r e g a r d l e s s  o f  w hat t h e y  may b e ,  do 
n o t  c o n c e rn  him to o  much. He i s  f a r  enough  a lo n g  on THE PATH 
t o  OUTWIT any m i s f o r t u n e .  He I s  a lw ays  a b le  t o  c i r c u m v e n t  
t h a t  w h ich  w ould  p r e v e n t  h i s  s t i l l  g r e a t e r  EXPANSION i n t o  L i f e .

The i n f o r m a t i o n  c o n t a i n e d  i n  t h i s  Monograph i s  f o r  B udding  
I n d i v i d u a l s  who have n o t  b e e n  m aking th e  c o r r e c t  amount o f  p r o ­
g r e s s ,  and e s p e c i a l l y  f o r  th o s e  coming upon THE PATH f o r  th e  
f i r s t  t im e .  Many o f  t h o s e  who a re  j u s t  now b e g in n in g  t o  TRAVEL 
THE PATH w i l l  make w o n d e r fu l  p r o g r e s s ;  so much so t h a t  t h e y ’ l l  
o u t d i s t a n c e  many o f  th o s e  who s t a r t e d  f i v e  t o  t e n  y e a r s  ag o , 
b u t  l o i t e r e d ,  and  t h e s e  new ones  w i l l  do I t  i n  a few m on ths .

F o r  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  who a r e  n o t  v e r y  f a r  EXPANDED I n ­
t o  L i f e ,  w h e th e r  t h e y  a r e  lo n g  o r  j u s t  new on THE PATH, i t  
m ost c e r t a i n l y  i s  n e c e s s a r y  f o r  them t o  have on h and  a s u f f i ­
c i e n c y  o f  r e a d y  c a s h  a t  a l l  t im e s  - -  i n  s i l v e r .  T h is  i s  f o r  
th e  p u rp o se  o f  s e e in g  them th r o u g h  t o  t h e i r  d e s t i n a t i o n  i n  
th e  m o u n ta in s  when th e  t im e  com es, and f o r  a  c e r t a i n  amount 
o f  l i v i n g  e x p e n se s  w h i le  a t  t h e i r  r e t r e a t .  Of c o u r s e ,  t h e r e  
w on’t  be a  g r e a t  d e a l  o f  b u y in g  and s e l l i n g  * t  th e  r e t r e a t s .
No one w i l l  have  b ro u g h t  a g r e a t  d e a l  more i n  th e  way o f  
n e c e s s i t i e s  t h a n  he h i m s e l f  n e e d s .  F o r  t h i s  r e a s o n  t h e r e  
w i l l  be  no g r e a t  amount o f  b u y in g  and  s e l l i n g ,  b u t  money - ­
s i l v e r  money - -  w i l l  be  o f  no s m a ll  amount o f  v a lu e  when one 
r e a l l y  does n e e d  I t .  L ik e w is e ,  on th e  way t o  th e  m o u n ta in s  
i t  w i l l  be o f  trem en d o u s  v a lu e .

I f  you have a l r e a d y  a r r a n g e d  f o r  yo u r  r e t r e a t  i n  th e  
m o u n ta in s  (some f o l k s  d i d n ’ t  b o t h e r  b u y in g ,  t h e y  s im p ly  went
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t h e r e  and l e a s e d  t h r e e  o r  f o u r  a c r e s  f o r  f i v e  y e a r s  f o r  a  mere 
p i t t a n c e )  and have " b u i l t  you r  "sh ack "  and p r o v i s i o n e d  i t ,  you 
w i l l  r e q u i r e  v e r y  l i t t l e  money w h i le  up t h e r e .  The g r e a t e s t  
v a lu e  o f  th e  money w i l l  be w h i le  you a re  g e t t i n g  t h e r e ,  and 
e s p e c i a l l y  a f t e r  you r e t u r n  t o  c i v i l i z a t i o n ( ? ) ,  We d o n ' t  know 
f o r  s u r e ,  b u t  we u n d e r s t a n d  t h a t  a  few p i e c e s  o f  s i l v e r  money 
a f t e r  th e  c i t i e s  a r e  s a f e  t o  r e t u r n  t o ,  w i l l  p u rc h a s e  an amaz­
in g  amount o f  " r e a l  p r o p e r t y " .

Even i f  you a re  so  f a r  a lo n g  on THE PATH t h a t  you f e e l  
c e r t a i n  you w i l l  be a b le  t o  come th r o u g h  any  s i t u a t i o n ,  i t  i s  
th e  p a r t  o f  good judgm ent t o  have i n  yo u r  p o s s e s s i o n  a  s u f f i ­
c i e n t  amount o f  money t o  h e lp  th o s e  who a re  s t i l l  n o t  u n d e r  
th e  g u id a n c e  t o  any  g r e a t  e x t e n t  by  th e  WHITE FORCES, due to  
t h e i r  i n a b i l i t y  t o  be g u id e d  by  th e  F o r c e s  o f  W h i te .  These 
a r e  th e  ones  who w i l l  r e q u i r e  money i n  o r d e r  t o  g e t  s t a r t e d  
i n  a new l i f e  a f t e r  th e  f a c e  o f  th e  c o u n t r y  h a s  b e e n  s e a r e d  
and  s c o r c h e d  by  v a r i o u s  means o f  d e v a s t a t i n g  w a r f a r e .

The WHITE FORCES w ere a b le  t o  g e t  t h e s e  B udd ing  I n d i v i d ­
u a l s  t o  th e  m o u n ta in s ,  t o  a  p l a c e  o f  s a f e t y ,  and  w h i le  th e y  
were i n  th e  h i g h e r  a l t i t u d e s  t h e s e  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  g r e a t ­
l y  EXPANDED i n t o  th e  F i v e - F o l d  L i f e .  Now t h e y  a r e  r e a d y  to  
come down from  th e  m o u n ta in s  and  r e a l l y  h e l p  b u i l d  up th e  
c o u n t r y .  I f  you a re  a b le  t o  su p p ly  them w i t h  some f i n a n c i a l  
a s s i s t a n c e ,  t h e y  w i l l  make v e ry  s p l e n d i d  p r o g r e s s  i n t o  t h e i r  
F i v e - F o l d  L i f e .

And so e v e r y  p e r s o n ,  w h e th e r  he i s  f a r  on THE PATH o r  i s  
j u s t  a  n o v i c e ,  s h o u ld  be  i n  p o s s e s s i o n  o f  a  s u f f i c i e n t  sum o f  
c a s h  money a t  a l l  t im e s  t o  "pay h i s  way th ro u g h "  any  c a t a s ­
t r o p h e  o f  th e  f u t u r e ,  an d  a l s o  be a b le  t o  a s s i s t  o t h e r s .

F o r  th e  o r d i n a r y  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l ,  money and a m o u n ta in  
r e t r e a t  a r e  i m p o r t a n t .  However, l e t  th e  o r d i n a r y  B udding  I n ­
d i v i d u a l  become an  EXTRAORDINARY B udding  I n d i v i d u a l ,  and  h i s  
p e r s o n a l  n e e d  f o r  money, and  f o r  a  r e t r e a t ,  become a t h i n g  o f  
s m a l l  moment. F o r  t h i s  r e a s o n ,  c e r t a i n  p e r s o n s  who were Bud­
d in g  I n d i v i d u a l s  o f  no g r e a t  EXPANSION when t h e y  s e c u r e d  a  
r e t r e a t  i n  th e  m o u n ta in s  have  now e i t h e r  s o l d  t h e i r  p r o p e r t y  
o r  have  d eed ed  i t  o v e r  t o  r e l a t i v e s  o r  f r i e n d s  who s h o u ld  f l e e  
t o  th e  m o u n ta in s  i n  THE GREAT, SOON-COMING EMERGENCY.

E v e ry  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  knows a t  t h i s  moment ( i f  he w i l l  
s t o p  and m e d i t a t e  a l i t t l e )  w h e th e r  he s h o u ld  p r e p a r e  a  moun­
t a i n  r e t r e a t  now, o r  h a s  advanced  beyond  th e  n e c e s s i t y  o f  i t ,  
due t o  h i s  GREATER EXPANSION INTO LIFE.
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SHOULD A BUDDING INDIVIDUAL GO TO WAR?

P a r t  6

"Shou ld  a  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  go to  w ar?"  i s  a  q u e s t i o n  
t h a t  h a s  b e e n  a sk e d  tim e  and tim e  a g a i n  by  B udding  I n d i v i d u ­
a l s  who a re  a  c e r t a i n  d i s t a n c e  on THE UPWARD PATH.

Up to  t h a t  c e r t a i n  d i s t a n c e ,  t h e y  n e v e r  g iv e  th e  i d e a  o f  
n o t  g o in g  t o  war a t h o u g h t .  They f e e l  t h a t  i f  t h e i r  n a t i o n  
i s  e n d a n g e re d  th e  r i g h t  and  p r o p e r  t h i n g  t o  do , i n  o r d e r  t o  
p r o t e c t  t h e i r  lo v e d  o n e s ,  f r i e n d s ,  a c q u a i n t a n c e s ,  and " t h e i r  
way o f  l i f e " ,  e t c , ,  e t c . ,  i s  t o  go t o  w a r .

The above l i n e  r e p r e s e n t s  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l i t y  from  th e  
t im e  th e  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  s e t s  f o o t  on THE PATH u n t i l  he 
r e a c h e s  " i "  a t  th e  e n d ,  w h ich  s t a n d s  f o r  INDIVIDUALITY,

E ach  one o f  th e  " d a s h e s "  i n  th e  l i n e  r e p r e s e n t s  " s t e p s "  
a lo n g  THE PATH t o  INDIVIDUALITY. Not f a r  from  th e  b e g in n in g  
o f  th e  l i n e  we f i n d  " c o " .  The "co" s t a n d s  f o r  " c o n s c i e n t i ­
ous o b j e c t o r " .  T hese  a r e  th e  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  who su d d e n ­
l y  r e a l i z e ,  a s  t h e y  s a y ,  t h a t  i t  i s  wrong t o  k i l l .  Some go 
so f a r  a s  t o  sa y  t h a t  i t  i s  wrong e v e n  to  k i l l  an a n im a l ,  o r  
a. b i r d '  i n  some p a r t s  o f  th e  w o r ld  t h e y  w o n ' t  e v e n  k i l l  an 
i n s e c t .

T here  a re  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  who n e v e r  g e t  beyond  th e  
"co" p l a c e  on THE PATH. O f te n ,  h o w ever ,  d u r in g  t im e s  o f  
p eace  a  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  w i l l  go beyond  t h a t  p o i n t  w i t h ­
o u t  e v e r  g i v in g  th e  i d e a  o f  "war k i l l i n g "  a t h o u g h t .  And 
s o .  i f  you s h o u ld  a s k  them l a t e r  on i f  t h e y  had  e v e r  b e e n  
a "co" th e y  w ould  v e ry  d e f i n i t e l y  in fo rm  you t h e y  had  n o t .

You s e e ,  up to  th e  "co" p o i n t  on THE PATH th e  B udding
I n d i v i d u a l  i s  i n  a  v e ry  m uddled s t a t e  o f  m ind . I n  f a c t ,  n o t
u n t i l  he g e t s  much f u r t h e r  a lo n g  on THE PATH i s  he a b le  to  
t h i n k  w i th o u t  h i s  th o u g h t s  b e in g  " c o lo r e d  and swayed" by 
v a r i o u s  e m o t io n s .  No mind c a n  t h i n k  c l e a r l y  and  t o  th e  d i ­
r e c t  p o i n t  i f  i t  i s  swayed by  e m o tio n  o f  any k i n d .  On th e  
o t h e r  h a n d , a mind w h ich  a r r i v e s  a t  c o n c l u s i o n s  by  " c o ld
r e a s o n i n g "  i s  o f t e n  th e  f u r t h e s t  from  th e  t r u t h  i n  e v e r y ­
t h i n g  e x c e p t  m a th e m a t ic s .

As we i n d i c a t e d  b e f o r e ,  th e  m ind o f  th e  B udding  I n d i ­
v i d u a l  i s  m uddled and a b e r r a t e d  u n t i l  he r e a c h e s  th e  "co" 
p e r i o d  o f  EXPANSION on THE PATH. At t h a t  p a r t i c u l a r  p o i n t  
he i s  i n  such  e m o t io n a l  im b a lan ce  t h a t  he I s  i n c a p a b le  o f

c o r r e c t  r e a s o n i n g .  The sad  p a r t  o f  i t  i s ,  many a  B udding  I n d i ­
v i d u a l  n e v e r  g e t s  beyond  th e  "co" e x p a n s io n  i n t o  L i f e ,  w h ich  i s  
h a r d l y  any e x p a n s io n  a t  a l l .

However, i n  t im e s  o f  p e a c e ,  o r  a t  any o t h e r  t im e  and f o r  
any r e a s o n ,  i f  he g e t s  th r o u g h  th e  s h o r t  T,co"  p l a c e  on THE PATH 
t o  g r e a t e r  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l i t y ,  t h e n  he i s  no lo n g e r  b o t h e r e d  
a b o u t  "g o in g  t o  w a r" .  T h is  i s  due to  th e  f a c t  t h a t  he i s  now 
b e g in n in g  to  see  c l e a r l y .  N e i th e r  " c o ld  r e a s o n "  n o r  " s n i v e l ­
in g  s e n t im e n ta l i s m "  sway h i s  a b i l i t y  t o  r e a s o n .  He now r e a s o n s  
w i t h  a  k e e n ,  a l e r t  and  a l i v e  m ind. But t h i s  i s n ' t  t h e  s to p p in g  
p l a c e  f o r  s t r a i g h t  t h i n k i n g .  The f u r t h e r  he p ro c e e d s  on THE 
PATH to w a rd s  th e  " i "  ( " i "  f o r  INDIVIDUALITY) th e  b e t t e r  a b le  
i s  he t o  "hew to  th e  l i n e "  i n  h i s  a b i l i t y  t o  r e a s o n  and to  
judge  i n  a l l  F iv e  D e p a r tm e n ts  o f  L i f e .

The q u e s t i o n  h a s  b e e n  a s k e d ,  " I s  a  ' c o '  a  B udd ing  I n d i ­
v i d u a l ? "  The answ er c a n  e a s i l y  be y e s ,  o r  n o .  D e f i n i t e l y  y es  
i f  he i s  s p i r i t u a l l y  i n c l i n e d ;  d e f i n i t e l y  no i f  he i s  a t h e i s t ­
i c a l l y  i n c l i n e d .  T h is  w i l l  be  a  s u r p r i s e  t o  some o f  you who 
a r e  u n d e r  th e  i m p r e s s io n  t h a t  " c o ' s "  a r e  a lw ays " r e l i g i o u s  
f a n a t i c s " .  T h is  i s  n o t  t r u e  a t  a l l .  T here  a r e  t h o s e  who do 
n o t  b e l i e v e  i n  a n y th in g  o t h e r  t h a n  " th e  b r o t h e r h o o d  o f  man" 
who a re  " c o ' s " ,  and  o f t e n  t h e s e  a r e  th e  r e a l l y  f a n a t i c a l  o n e s .

And so i n  a n s w e r in g  th e  q u e s t i o n  "S h o u ld  a  B udding  I n d i ­
v i d u a l  go t o  w ar?"  l e t  u s  make t h i s  r e p l y :  Up u n t i l  th e  t im e
you become a "co" on THE PATH you d o n ' t  g iv e  th e  i d e a  much 
th o u g h t ,  i f  an y . A f t e r  you become a  " c o ' n o th in g  i n  "Heaven 
o r  H e l l "  c o u ld  p o s s i b l y  sway you away from  y o u r  "co "  v iew ­
p o i n t ,  and  so y o u ' l l  c o n t in u e  t o  be a  "co" u n t i l  you p a s s  t h a t  
p l a c e  on THE PATH. I f  you  g e t  c a u g h t  i n  th e  "co" " t r a p " ,  you 
w i l l  n e v e r  g e t  any f u r t h e r  t h a n  j u s t  t h e r e .  Y o u ' l l  n e v e r ,  
n e v e r  be a b le  t o  r e a s o n  c l e a r l y  a b o u t  th e  m a t t e r ,  and  so no 
amount o f  d i s c u s s i o n  h e r e  w i l l  have th e  s l i g h t e s t  e f f e c t .

Once you g e t  beyond  th e  "co" " h o ld e r "  on THE PATH you 
w i l l  t h e n  be a b le  t o  r e a s o n  c l e a r l y ,  and  you w i l l  know e x a c t ­
l y  th e  r i g h t  t h i n g  to  do a b o u t  m a t t e r s  t h a t  a re  much more im­
p o r t a n t  t h a n  " to  g o ,  o r  n o t  t o  go" t o  w ar.

We a p p r e c i a t e  c o n s c i e n t i o u s  p e o p le ,  and th e  b e t t e r  t h e i r  
r e a s o n  and judgm ent a b o u t  t h e i r  c o n s c i e n t i o u s n e s s  th e  more we 
a p p r e c i a t e  them . We a p p r e c i a t e  p e o p le  who a r e  c o n s c i e n t i o u s  
a b o u t  s m a l l  m a t t e r s  . . .  w ould  n o t  k n o w in g ly  k i l l  an i n s e c t .
Vie a p p r e c i a t e  p e o p le  who w ould  n o t  k i l l  an a n im a l  o r  a  b i r d .
We a p p r e c i a t e  p e o p le  who w ould  n o t  go t o  war t o  k i l l  humans. 
However, we a r e  a p p r e c i a t i n g  NOT t h e i r  ju d g m en t,  we a r e  s im ­
p l y  a p p r e c i a t i n g  t h e i r  c o n s c i e n t i o u s n e s s .  No B udding  I n d i ­
v i d u a l  whose EXPANSION I n t o  L i f e  i s  so m inu te  t h a t  he i s  y e t
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s tu c k  i n  th e  "co" " h o l d e r " ,  and r e f u s e s  to  go beyond  t h a t  i n ­
t o  c l e a r  t h i n k i n g ,  c an  be a p p r e c i a t e d  f o r  any t h i n g  o t h e r  th a n  
h i s  c o n s c i e n t i o u s n e s s .  C o n s c i e n t io u s n e s s  i n  th e  e a r l y  s t a g e s  
on TI3E PATH i s  o f t e n  b a d ly  a b e r r a t e d ,  so b a d l y ,  i n  f a c t ,  t h a t  
th e  c o n s c i e n t i o u s  one i n  h i s  z e a l  f o r  " d o in g  t h a t  w h ich  i s  
r i g h t "  w i l l  most a lw ays  do th e  wrong t h i n g .

A f t e r  th e  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  g e t s  beyond  th e  "co" " t r a p "  
on THE PATH, t h e r e  a re  o t h e r  " h o l d e r s "  and o t h e r  " t r a p s "  on 
THE PATH. However, knowing i n  advance  t h a t  t h e r e  a r e  such  
t h i n g s ,  a  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  w i l l  n o t  be h e l d  up i n  h i s  EXPAN­
SION i n t o  th e  G r e a t e r  L i f e  f o r  to o  lo n g  a t im e .  When he can  
d i s t i n g u i s h  THE PATH from  " t r e e s "  t h a t  have f a l l e n  a c r o s s  THE 
PATH he w i l l  make s p l e n d i d  p r o g r e s s .

F u r th e r m o r e ,  u n t i l  a  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  h a s  at; l e a s t  g o t ­
t e n  beyond  th e  "co"  " t r e e "  a c r o s s  h i s  PATH i t  i s  h a r d  f o r  him 
to  r e a l i z e  t h a t  t h e r e  i s  a n y th in g  more to  L i f e  th a n  w hat he 
h a s  e x p e r i e n c e d  so f a r .  I t  seems he h a s n ’t  th e  s l i g h t e s t  b i t  
o f  i n s p i r a t i o n  a b o u t  th e  WONDERFUL PERSON h e . i s  e v e n t u a l l y  d e s ­
t i n e d  t o  b e .

We have known B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  who have made d e l i g h t ­
f u l  p r o g r e s s  on TPIE PATH, q u i t e  some d i s t a n c e  beyond  th e  "co" 
" t r a p " ,  b u t  t h e y  came to  a n o th e r  " s to p p in g  p l a c e " .  T h is  one 
i s  th e  m ost s u b t l e  o f  them  a l l .  They c o u l d n ' t  b e l i e v e  t h e r e  
was a n y th in g  f o r  them f u r t h e r  on , due t o  th e  f a c t  t h e y  were 
"so happy  now".

The r e a s o n  t h e y  w ere "so  happy now" was t h a t  t h e y  h a d  
made w o n d e r fu l  EXPANSION i n t o  L i f e ' t h e y  w ere no lo n g e r  th e  
" m is e r a b le  p e o p le "  t h e y  u s e d  to  b e .  A l l  F iv e  D e p a r tm e n ts  o f  
L i f e  were EXPANDED to  th e  p l a c e  w here  t h e y  w ere e n jo y i n g  e a c h  
o f  th e  F iv e  i n  a  t h r i l l i n g  way. I t  was t h i s  g r e a t  " jo y  o f  
e x i s t e n c e "  t h a t  became a  " t r a p " ,  h o l d in g  them from  g o in g  on 
t o  e c s t a s y  and b l i s s .

Of c o u r s e ,  up t o  th e  "co" p l a c e  on THE PATH th e  a v e ra g e  
B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  i s  e x p e r i e n c in g  a n y th in g  b u t  a jo y o u s  l i f e .  
O f te n  when he g e t s  i n t o  th e  "co" " t r a p " ,  a l t h o u g h  he g e t s  a 
t h r i l l  from  h i s  c o n s c i e n t i o u s n e s s ,  he i s  " o f  a l l  men th e  most
m is e r a b le  " .

T here  i s  one f a c t  w h ich  makes a l l  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  
q u i t e  some d i s t a n c e  on THE PATH m ost jo y o u s .  The f a c t  i s  
t h i s :  e v e r y  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l ,  due to  th e  " s h o r t e n i n g  o f
t im e "  i s  g o in g  t o  f i n d  h i m s e l f  w e l l  a lo n g  on THE PPTH b e f o r e  
to o  lo n g  a t im e  i f  he k e ep s  on s t u d y i n g ,  and  th e n  he w i l l  
b e g in  r e a l l y  t o  e x p e r i e n c e  th e  THRILL OF LIVING LIFE.

T here  a re  many new r e v e l a t i o n s  on t h e i r  way f o r  B udding  
I n d i v i d u a l s .  Time i s  so s h o r t  i n  t h i s  o ld  d i s p e n s a t i o n  t h a t  
B udd ing  I n d i v i d u a l s  must q u i c k l y  make th e m s e lv e s  r e a d y  f o r  
t h e  m ost u n u s u a l  t h i n g s  (EXPANSIONS) t o  t a k e  p l a c e  i n  e v e r y  
D epartm en t o f  t h e i r  F i v e - F o l d  L i f e .

We o f t e n  make m e n t io n  o f  TRAVELING THE PATH. T h is  i s  
j u s t  a n o th e r  way o f  s a y in g  EXPANDING i n t o  th e  F i v e - F o l d  L i f e .  
The a v e ra g e  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  i s  n o t  v e ry  f a r  on THE PATH 
to w a rd s  INDIVIDUALITY. Most o f  them a r e  n o t  e v e n  a s  f a r  a s  
th e  ”co" " h o ld e r "  s t a g e ,  and  one m ust be a t  l e a s t  t h a t  f a r  
a lo n g  th e  PATH OF LIFE I n  o r d e r  t o  have  s u f f i c i e n t  Im a g in a ­
t i o n  (n o t  n e c e s s a r i l y  i n s p i r a t i o n )  t o  " s e e "  - -  com prehend - ­
so m e th in g  o f  th e  t h r i l l i n g  f u t u r e .

Now l e t  us draw a n o th e r  l i n e  . . .  t h i s  i s  a  " c l a s s  and 
t im e "  l i n e .  We a re  g o in g  t o  p u t  a  few d a t e s  on t h i s  l i n e ,  a l ­
th o u g h  t h a t  d o e s n ’ t  n e c e s s a r i l y  make i t  a  " d a te  l i n e " ,  n o t  e v ­
e n  a  "dead  l i n e " ;  a t  l o a s t  n o t  f o r  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s .  Here 
i s  th e  l i n e ;

From th e  b e g in n in g  o f  th e  "Date L in e "  a t  th e  l e f t  t o  "co" 
(" c o "  w h ich  r e p r e s e n t s  th e  p r e s e n t  moment) t h e r e  was a  lo n g ,  
lo n g  p e r i o d  o f  t im e ,  i n  some i n s t a n c e s ,  and a  s h o r t  p e r i o d  o f  
t im e  i n  o t h e r  i n s t a n c e s ,  f o r  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  on THE PATH.
To th o s e  who have g o t t e n  o n to  THE PATH and t r a v e l e d  s w i f t l y ,  
t h o s e  d a sh e s  may o n ly  r e p r e s e n t  tw e n ty  m onths o f  t im e ;  t o  o t h ­
e r s  who a r e  s t a g n a t e d  i n  th e  "co" " h o ld e r "  t h a t  p e r i o d  may have 
b e e n  tw e n ty  y e a r s  o r  e v e n  l o n g e r .

L e t t i n g  th e  "co" " h o ld e r "  p e r i o d  r e p r e s e n t  th e  p r e s e n t  
t im e  i n  1950 t h e r e  a r e  b u t  t h r e e  y e a r s  o f  t im e  u n t i l  A ugust 20 , 
1953 - -  th e  end  o f  th e  Judgm ent H a l l  p e r i o d  i n  th e  K i n g 's  Cham­
b e r  i n  th e  G r e a t  P y ram id  o f  G iz eh  ( s e e  page 4 ) .

J u s t  th e  moment you c an  f r e e  y o u r s e l f  from  y o u r  " t r a p s "  
and " h o ld e r s "  a t  t h i s  p l a c e  on THE PATH you a re  r e a d y  t o  p r o ­
c e e d  fo rw a rd  v e r y ,  v e ry  r a p i d l y .  Of c o u r s e ,  t h e r e  w i l l  be 
o t h e r  " t r a p s "  and  " h o l d e r s 11, o t h e r  " t r e e s "  t h a t  have f a l l e n  
a c r o s s  y o u r  PATH. B ut once you p a s s  th e  f i r s t  " c o " " s tu m b l in g  
b lo c k "  y o u ' l l  p r o c e e d  w i t h  no g r e a t  amount o f  d i f f i c u l t y .  You 
may f a l l  o c c a s i o n a l l y ,  b u t  a t  l e a s t  y o u ' l l  f a l l  f o rw a rd .

NEW REVELATIONS ON THEIR WAY FOR BUDDING INDIVIDUALS
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Now th e  p e r i o d  from  th e  p r e s e n t  moment ( " c o " )  to  A ugust 20 , 
195.1, l e t  us  3ay , i s  th e  p e r i o d  o f  th e  "3 rd  c l a s s  ' B udding  I n ­
d i v i d u a l .  From A ugust 20 , 1951 to  A ugust 20 , 1952, i s  th e  p e r ­
io d  o f  th e  "2nd c l a s s "  B udd ing  I n d i v i d u a l ,  and  th e  r e m a in in g  
p e r i o d  - -  A ugust 20 , 1952 to  A ugust 20 , 1953 - -  i s  th e  p e r i o d  
o f  th e  " 1 s t  c l a s s "  (FIRST CLASS) B udding  I n d i v i d u a l .

Even a " 3 rd  c l a s s "  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  i s  so f a r  advanced  
o v e r  a  "co" c l a s s  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  t h a t  t h e r e  i s  h a r d l y  any 
c o m p a r iso n  b e tw ee n  th e  tw o.

The B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  o f  t h i s  " c l a s s i f i c a t i o n "  i s  one who 
i s  u s in g  a l l  o f  th e  n e c e s s a r y  i n f o r m a t i o n  he p o s s e s s e s  f o r  EX­
PANSION i n t o  th e  GREATER LIFE. E v e ry  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  who 
p o s s e s s e s  th e  M onographs p r e v io u s  t o  t h i s  one h a s  ALL th e  n e c ­
e s s a r y  i n f o r m a t i o n  t o  he  a  v e ry  e x c e p t i o n a l  B udd ing  I n d i v i d u a l .  
Not o n ly  t h a t ,  b u t  he i s  i n  l i n e  f o r  g r e a t e r  r e v e l a t i o n s  f o r  
m aking much more r a p i d  p r o g r e s s  on THE PATH.
