Due to  th e  f a c t  t h a t  we a re  now l i v i n g  i n  " th e  
r a g g e d  end  o f  t im e "  - -  end  o f  th e  Old D i s p e n s a t io n  - ­
t h e r e  a re  a number o f  v e ry  im p o r ta n t  New Age t h i n g s  
t h a t  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  s h o r t l y  on THE PATH, and 
th o s e  n o t  to o  f a r  on THE PATH, s h o u ld  know r e g a r d i n g  
th e  im m edia te  f u t u r e  - -  THEIR im m edia te  f u t u r e .

I n  o r d e r  t o  have a w o rk in g  knowledge o f  t h i n g s  
now t a k i n g  p l a c e ,  and  w i th  g r e a t  ch an g es  t o  come, i t  
i s  n e c e s s a r y  to  b e g in  w i th  th e  m ajo r S c r i p t u r a l  p r o ­
p h e c i e s  and  come f o rw a rd .  T here  a re  s e v e r a l  v e r y ,  v e ry  
I m p o r ta n t  Time S e a l s  t h a t  have come t o  an  e n d .  T h is  
m eans, a s  f a r  a 3 th e  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  i 3 c o n c e rn e d ,  
t h a t  o l d  t h i n g s  have p a s s e d  away, and f o r  th e  B udding  
I n d i v i d u a l  who w i l l  t a k e  a d v a n ta g e  o f  NEW THINGS, a l l  
t h i n g s  have become new.

One o f  th e  m ost im p o r ta n t  t h i n g s  we must c o n s i d ­
e r  i s  th e  a v o id in g  o f  th o s e  p r a c t i c e s  t h a t  s h o r t e n  
o u r  l i v e s ,  c a u s in g  us t o  p a s s  o u t  o f  p h y s i c a l  embod­
im en t b e f o r e  we c an  ta k e  a d v a n ta g e  o f  th e  g l o r i o u s  
f u t u r e  o f  y o u th  and  l i f e  t h a t  i s  a t  o u r  v e r y  d o o r s .
I n  f a c t ,  i t  h a s  b e e n  w i t h  us s in c e  th e  t u r n  o f  t h i s  
C e n tu r y ,  b u t  e s p e c i a l l y  s in c e  19^5 A.D. The f u t u r e  
i s  o f  su c h  a  l i f e - g i v i n g  n a tu r e  t h a t  j u s t  know ing a ­
b o u t  th e  p o s s i b i l i t i e s  i t  o f f e r s  f o r  o u r  F i v e - F o l d  
e m a n c ip a t io n  w i l l  be o f  c o n s i d e r a b l e  a i d  t o  u s .  Of 
c o u r s e ,  an  a r d e n t  d e s i r e  to  a v o id  th e  o l d ,  d e a t h ­
d e a l i n g  t h i n g s  and  to  p a r t a k e  o f  th e  NEW t h i n g s  w i l l  
make trem en d o u s  ch an g e s  - -  M i l l e n n i a l  ch an g e s  NOW.

The coming f i f t y  y e a r s  - -  from  th e  p r e s e n t  mo­
ment u n t i l  2001 A.D. - -  a r e  th e  m ost im p o r ta n t  f i f t y  
y e a r s  i n  th e  e n t i r e  h i s t o r y  o f  th e  human r a c e  a s  f a r  
a s  t h e i r  f u t u r e  on e a r t h  I s  c o n c e rn e d .  W ise l i v i n g  
i n  e v e r y D e p ar tm en t  o f  L i f e  c an  make th e  p e r i o d  b e ­
tw een  now and th e  M il le n n iu m  a  m ost t h r i l l i n g  on e .
Now t h a t  S e a l s  have b e e n  b r o k e n ,  Books op en ed , Locks 
b r o k e n ,  G a te s  o p en ed , V i a l s  b r o k e n ,  G rav es  o p en ed , 
and  M y s te r i e s  R e v e a le d ,  YOU and a l l  o t h e r  B udding  
I n d i v i d u a l s  who a re  EXPANDING I n t o  L i f e  can  c e r t a i n ­
l y  e x p e c t  th e  m a rv e lo u s ,  and i f  you PRACTICE you most 
c e r t a i n l y  w i l l  have th e  t h r i l l i n g  REALITY o f  i t .

E n t e r i n g  th e  M il le n n iu m  i n  th e  f l e s h  w i l l  be a  
g r e a t  jo y .  But th e  g r e a t e s t  jo y  from  now on w i l l  be

( N a r r a t i v e  c o n t in u e d  from  th e  l a s t  c h a p t e r  o f  th e  p r e ­
v io u s  Monograph - -  "Become Your M i l l e n n i a l  S e l f  Now")

Bob Workman and h i s  f r i e n d s ,  D r. Newman, and George and 
D ick  G r e e n f i e l d ,  awakened th e  f o l lo w in g  m orn ing  t o  f i n d  th e  sun 
s h i n i n g  b r i g h t l y  i n t o  t h e i r  room s, and  th e  b i r d s  s i n g i n g  o u t s i d e  
t h e i r  w indows. A f t e r  th e  f o r m a l i t y  o f  r i s i n g  and  t a k i n g  a  d ip  
i n  th e  swimming p o o l ,  and  th e  d o n n in g  o f  c o m f o r ta b le  c l o t h e s ,
Bob p r e p a r e d  a  b o u n t i f u l  b r e a k f a s t .

A l l  f o u r  men were r e a l l y  t h r i l l e d  w i th  l i f e .  D ick  made 
m e n t io n  a t  th e  b r e a k f a s t  t a b l e  t h a t  he h a d  h a d  th e  b e s t  n i g h t ’ s 
r e s t  s i n c e  h i s  r e t u r n  from  th e  P a c i f i c .

Bob f e l t  i t  
was th e  ozone i n  th e  a i r ,  and  th e  Cosmic B lue  F i r e  coming down 
th r o u g h  th e  o l d  adobe " c a s a "  t h a t  c a u s e d  D ick  t o  r e c e i v e  su c h  
q u ic k  r e l i e f  from  h i s  p h y s i c a l  a f f l i c t i o n s .

We m ust r e v e a l  t o  B udd ing  I n d i v i d u a l s  n o t  to o  f a r  on 
THE PATH, c o n d i t i o n s  a s  t h e y now a r e . th e  n a t u r e  o f  THINGS THAT 
HAVE ALREADY TAKEN PLACE, and  th e  n a t u r e  o f  THINGS TO COME.

"You t h r e e  l a d s , "  c o n t i n u e d  th e  D o c to r ,  "have b e e n  s e l e c t ­
e d  by  th e  W hite  F e l lo w s h i p  t o  t a k e  a  s h o r t  c o u rs e  i n  S c r i p t u r a l  
P ro p h ecy  and P y r a m id a l •D e l i n e a t i o n .  Thus you w i l l  be t h o r o u g h ­
l y  e q u ip p e d  t o  r e v e a l  t o  B udd ing  I n d i v i d u a l s  who a r e  i n t e r e s t e d ,  
how t h e y  can  e s c a p e  th e  d r e a d  h a p p e n in g s  o f  th e  f u t u r e  w h ic h ,  
a s  you know, a re  i n t e n d e d  o n ly  f o r  th e  aw aken ing  o f  th e  m ass-  
m inded . None o f  th e  'w o e s ’ , ' v i a l s '  and  ' t r u m p e t s '  o f  th e  f u ­
t u r e  a r e  i n t e n d e d  f o r  B udd ing  I n d i v i d u a l s .

" In  f a c t ,  any  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  who i s  any d i s t a n c e  on 
THE PATH, and i s  t r a v e l i n g  w i t h  r e a s o n a b l e  sp e e d  to w a rd  becom­
in g  th e  w o n d e r fu l  M i l l e n n i a l  t ^ i n g  he i s  d e s t i n e d  t o  b e ,  c an  
f o r g e t  a l l  a b o u t  th e  u n p l e a s a n t  t h i n g s  o f  th e  f u t u r e .  F o r ,  a s  
f a r  a s  he i s  c o n c e rn e d ,  t h e y  have a l l  t a k e n  p l a c e ;  th e y  a re  a l l  
i n  th e  p a s t . "

A f t e r  a p a u s e ,  D r .  Newman re m a rk e d ,  " I  t h i n k  you l a d s  know 
t h a t  th e  W hite  F e l lo w s h ip  h a s  a  R e t r e a t  h ig h  i n  th e  Rocky Moun­
t a i n s .  I t  i s  c l o s e  t o  th e  C o n t i n e n t a l  D iv id e ,  on th e  w e s t e r n  
s i d e ."
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" I 'v e  n e v e r  b e en  t h e r e , "  Bob spoke u p , "b u t  my f a t h e r  a t ­
te n d e d  a s p e c i a l  c o u rs e  o f  s tu d y  f o r  men s e v e r a l  y e a r s  ag o , and 
he i s  s t i l l  t a l k i n g  a b o u t  th e  w onders o f  th e  R e t r e a t . "

George and  D ick  had  h e a r d  o f  th e  R e t r e a t ,  a l t h o u g h  n e i t h e r  
had  e v e r  b e e n  p r i v i l e g e d  t o  v i s i t  i t .

" I t  i s  an  u n u s u a l  p l a c e , "  D r. Newman's e y e s  sh o n e .  "The 
R e t r e a t  i s  h ig h  i n  th e  m o u n ta in s ,  and  c an  o n ly  be r e a c h e d  by  a 
f l y i n g  b o a t ,  u n l e s s  one w is h e s  t o  engage  i n  many g r u e l l i n g  days 
o f  to u g h  and d a n g e ro u s  m o u n ta in  c l im b in g .

"There  i s  a  la k e  up t h e r e ,  b u t  no a i r f i e l d .  I t  i s .  upon 
t h i s  la k e  t h a t  th e  a m p h ib ia n s  l a n d .  The la k e  i s  n o t  a  l a r g e  
o n e ,  o f  c o u r s e ,  b u t  i s  s u f f i c i e n t l y  l a r g e  f o r  th e  f l y i n g  b o a t s  
t o  l a n d  s a f e l y .  The l a k e ,  w h i le  h ig h  i n  th e  m o u n ta in s ,  n e v e r  
f r e e z e s  o v e r .  T h is  i s  due to  th e  f a c t  t h a t  th e  w a te r  i n  i t  i s  
c o n s t a n t l y  warmed from  b e n e a th  by  h o t  a r t e s i a n  s p r i n g s .

"Even th e  t h r e e  o r  f o u r  a c r e s  o f  g ro u n d  a t  th e  low er  en d  
o f  th e  l a k e ,  w here th e  b u i l d i n g s  o f  th e  R e t r e a t  a r e  l o c a t e d ,  
a r e  a lm o s t  t r o p i c a l  th e  y e a r  a ro u n d ,  due t o  t h e  c o n s t a n t  warm th 
coming up from  b e lo w . T r e e s  up t h e r e  have grown so l a r g e  t h a t  
th e  R e t r e a t  b u i l d i n g s ,  w h ich  a re  n o t  s m a l l  b y  any  m eans, a re  
e n t i r e l y  h id d e n  from  view  e x c e p t  from  d i r e c t l y  o v e rh e a d .

" I t  i s  t h e r e ,  i n  t h a t  w o n d e r fu l  s e t t i n g  o f  p e r p e t u a l  sum­
m er, t h a t  you t h r e o  men have b e e n  i n v i t e d  t o  a t t e n d  s p e c i a l  
c l a s s e s ,  a lo n g  w i t h  o t h e r s  who, l i k e  y o u r s e l v e s ,  have  b e e n  e s ­
p e c i a l l y  i n v i t e d . "  •

D ic k ,  George and  Bob were so amazed by  t h i s  announcem ent 
o f  th e  D o c t o r ' s  t h a t  t h e y  c o u l d n ' t  make a r e p l y  f o r  some l i t t l e  
t im e ,  and  b e f o r e  t h e y  c o u ld  th e  D o c to r  c o n t i n u e d .

T here  you w i l l  b o a r d  a c h a r t ­
e r e d  p la n e  and  be on you r  way to  th e  R e t r e a t . "

A f t e r  a  lo n g  and jo y o u s  b r e a k f a s t ,  D r. Newman lo o k e d  a t  
h i s  w a tch  and s a i d ,  "W ell,  my w o r th y  l a d s ,  I ' v e  j u s t  an h o u r  to  
c a t c h  th e  so u th -b o u n d  p la n e  a t  C asa  d e l  R ay. I  m ust be l e a v in g  
you f o r  th e  p r e s e n t ,  b u t  w i l l  see  e a c h  o f  you n e x t  w eek, I  h o p e ,  
a t  S a l t  Lake C i t y . " k W ith  t h i s  he was on h i s  way. Bob accom­
p a n ie d  him t o  th e  to p  o f  th e  r i d g e ,  t h e n  r e t u r n e d  to  h i s  g u e s t s .

The t h r e e  EXPANDING B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  - -  Bob, D ick  and 
George - -  were so  t h r i l l e d  a b o u t  t h e i r  i n v i t a t i o n  t o  th e  R e t r e a t
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f o r  I n s t r u c t i o n  t h e y  c o u ld  h a r d l y  t a l k  o f  a n y th in g  e l s e  t h a t  day .

Due t o  th e  f a c t  t h a t  D ick  was m aking su c h  s p l e n d i d  r e c o v ­
e r y  from  th e  e f f e c t s  o f  w a r ,  th e  t h r e e  d e c id e d  to  re m a in  a t  th e  
o l d  adobe " h u t"  u n t i l  i t  was tim e t o  le a v e  f o r  th e  R e t r e a t .  I t  
was a  w o n d e r fu l  w eek. They r e t i r e d  e a r l y  e a c h  e v e n in g  so a s  t o  
have p l e n t y  o f  t im e  f o r  t h e i r  G re a t  Work d u r in g  th e  n i g h t  i n  
t h e  A s t r a l  W o rld . F o r  D ick  and  George had  j o i n e d  Bob i n  w o rk in g  
w i t h  R o n a ld  t h e r e  i s  a s s i s t i n g - th o s e  who had  r e c e n t l y  " p a s s e d  
o v e r"  i n  g e t t i n g  th e  m ost from  "T h e ir  Judgm ent DAy".

A week l a t e r  t h e y  a r r i v e d  a t  th e  a i r  p o r t  a t  S a l t  Lake C i t y  
a s  a g r e e d .  T h e re ,  a c c o r d in g  t o  h i s  p r o m is e ,  t h e y  met D r. New­
man. I t  was a g l a d  m e e t in g .  D r. Newman i n t r o d u c e d  th e  t h r e e  to  
a  number o f  o t h e r  " a s p i r a n t s "  who w ere a l s o  i n v i t e d  t o  th e  R e­
t r e a t .  ,

B e fo re  lo n g  a l l  w ere  a b o a rd  th e  s p e c i a l  p lA n e , and  w ere on 
t h e i r  way. A f t e r  s e v e r a l  h o u r s  o f  f l y i n g ,  th e  ^ la n e b e g a n  t o  
l o s e  a l t i t u d e  and  soon  came t o  a s to p  on a  s m a l l  a i r  f i e l d  i n  
th e  w a s te  l a n d s ,  " m i le s  from  a n y w h ere " .  The p a s s e n g e r s  a l i g h t ­
e d  and  w ere  e s c o r t e d  some d i s t a n c e ,  b y  th e  a i d  o f  f l a s h l i g h t s ,  
t o  a  l a k e .  S e v e r a l  f l y i n g  b o a t s  w ere  m oored t o  f l o a t i n g  d o c k s .  
H a l f  o f  th e  g ro u p  were e s c o r t e d  a b o a r d  one o f  th e  a m p h ib ia n s ,  
th e  o t h e r  h a l f  t o  a n o t h e r .  B e fo re  lo n g  b o t h  to o k  o f f .

A f t e r  s e v e r a l  h o u r s  more o f  f l y i n g ,  a l l  o f  th e  t im e  g a in i n g  
a l t i t u d e ,  d a y l i g h t  b e g a n  t o  b r e a k  o v e r  th e  R o c k ie s .  They were 
f l y i n g  d i r e c t l y  to w a rd s  th e  m o u n ta in s ,  t h e n  t u r n e d  n o r t h e a s t ,  
and  b e f o r e  lo n g  were t r a v e l i n g  b e tw ee n  two lo n g  r i d g e s  o f  p e a k s .  
The r i d g e s  b e g a n  t o  crow d i n  c l o s e r  and  c l o s e r  on th e  s e a - p l a n e s .  
F i n a l l y ,  when i t  seemed t h a t  th e  w i n g - t i p s  w ould  s h o r t l y  b e g in  
t o  s c r a p e  th p  s i d e s  o f  th e  r i d g e s ,  t h e y  su d d e n ly  p a s s e d  o v e r  a  
b r o a d ,  g r e e n  s t r i p  o f  t r e e s ,  and j u s t  beyond  la n d e d  s a f e l y  on a  
l a k e .  ^ T a x i - i n g "  t o  th e  w h a r f ,  th e  p a s s e n g e r s  a l i g h t e d  and  h e re  
t h e y  were i n  an a lm o s t  t r o p i c a l  g a rd e n  s p o t ,  w i t h  m o u n ta in s  on 
e i t h e r  s id e  sh ro u d e d  w i t h  snow and i c e .

A f t e r  b e in g  o f f i c i a l l y  welcomed by  th e  F r a t e r - G u a r d i a n  and  
h i s  a s s o c i a t e s ,  th e  v i s i t o r s  were shown t o  t h e i r  room s, A h a l f  
h o u r  l a t e r  a l l  were s e a t e d  a t  b r e a k f a s t  . . .  w o n d e r fu l  fo o d  w i t h  
s p l e n d i d  a p p e t i t e s  r e a d y  to  devour i t .

The rem ainder o f  th e  day  was d e v o te d  t o  s l e e p i n g ,  swimming, 
h i k i n g  and  m e d i t a t i o n .  Then came th e  e v e n in g  m ea l,  f o l lo w e d  by  
q u i e t  t a l k s  i n  th e  G r e a t  Room, by th e  F r a t e r s .  Then came b e d ­
tim e and  " l i g h t s  o u t " .

M orning was u s h e r e d  i n  w i th  b r i g h t  s u n l i g h t  r e f l e c t e d  from  
th e  snow and  i c e - c o v e r e d  m o u n ta in s .  B i r d s  were s i n g i n g  a s  g a i l y
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a s  th o u g h  t h e r e  was no snow o r  i c e  w i t h i n  a  th o u s a n d  m i l e s .  The . 
c h a p e l  o rg a n  b eg an  to  p l a y  s o f t l y ,  and  g r a d u a l l y  th e  m usic  i n ­
c r e a s e d  i n  volum e. N ext came a g e n t l e  r a p  on e a c h  o f  th e  v i s i ­
t o r ' s  d o o r s ,  w i t h  a c h e e ry  "Good m o rn in g . B r e a k f a s t  w i l l  be 
s e r v e d  i n  t h i r t y  m in u te s .  '

A f t e r  b r e a k f a s t ,  and  th e  u s u a l  " c h o re s  o f  th e  m o rn in g ,"  a l l  
o f  th e  " a s p i r a n t s "  a s se m b le d  i n  a  l a r g e ,  c o m f o r ta b le  c l a s s  room, 
and  th e  s tu d y  o f  th e  " p a s t ,  p r e s e n t  and  f u t u r e "  b e g a n .

The in f o r m a l  se m in a r  was opened  w i t h  due f o r m a l i t y ,  e s p e c ­
i a l l y  th e  c a l l i n g  down o f  th e  B lue  Cosmic F i r e  t o  p r o t e c t  and 
s t r e n g t h e n  them . A f t e r  i n t r o d u c t i o n s  and  e x p l a n a t i o n s  had  b e en  
g i v e n ,  F r a t e r  X© c o n d u c te d  th e  f i r s t  c l a s s .  H is  t o p i c  w as:

" I n  th e  Book o f  R e v e l a t i o n  , " he b e g a n ,  " t h e r e  i s  t o l d  th e  
b r e a k i n g  o f  th e  SEVEN S e a l s .  T hese a r e  n o t  th e  S e a l s  we a re  to  
d i s c u s s  t h i s  m o rn in g .  Those w i l l  be t a k e n  up a t  a  l a t e r  s e s s i o n .  
The SEALS we a re  t o  d e a l  w i t h  i n  t h i s  l e s s o n  a re  'Time S e a l s * .  
T hese  a r e  p r o p h e t i c  p e r i o d s  o f  t im e  w h ic h  have a  b e g in n in g  - -  th e  
SETTING o f  th e  S e a l  - -  and  an e n d in g  - -  th e  BREAKING o f  th e  S e a l

"T here  a re  FOUR M ajor Time S e a l s :

"The f i r s t  i s  th e  l o n g e s t  - -  7 TIMES, o r  2520 y e a r s .  The 
se co n d  i s  3 \  TIMES, o r  1260 y e a r s .  The t h i r d  i s  20 y e a r s  l o n g ­
e r ,  o r  1290 y e a r s .  The f o u r t h  i s  a most w o n d e r fu l  Time S e a l ,  as  
we s h a l l  see  l a t e r .  I t  i s  1335 y e a r s  i n  d u r a t i o n  - -  75 y e a r s  
l o n g e r  th a n  th e  s h o r t e s t .

"B e fo re  g o in g  f u r t h e r ,  l e t  me e x p l a i n  t h a t  a  'day* i n  P r o ­
p h e tic  S c r i p t u r e  i s  a lw ays  a  y e a r .  A t im e  i s  a lw ay s  260 ' d a y s ' ,  
a c t u a l l y  260 y e a r s .  The number 260 c o r r e s p o n d s  w i t h  th e  a n c i e n t  
e c c l e s i a s t i c a l  y e a r  o f  260 d a y s ,  a l s o  w i t h  th e  260 d e g re e s  i n  a
c i r c l e .

"There  a re  o n ly  TWO s t a r t i n g  - -  SETTING - -  d a t e s  f o r  th e  
f o u r  M ajor P r o p h e c i e s .  The l o n g e s t  Time S e a l ,  t h a t  o f  2520 y e a r s ,  
b e g a n  i n  606 B .C . ,  and  c o n t in u e d  SEALED u n t i l .  1 9 l4  A .D . ,  when i t  
was BROKEN - -  when i t  e n d e d .

"The y e a r  606 B .C . was th e  b e g in n in g  o f  I s r a e l ' s  d e c l i n e .
I t  b e g a n  w i t h  th e  k i l l i n g  o f  K ing  J o s i a h  a t  M egiddo, a l t h o u g h  I t

d a y s '  - -  y e a r s
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was a number o f  y e a r s  l a t e r  b e f o r e  I s r a e l  was c o m p le te ly  subdued  
by  B ab y lo n .

" C o n t ra ry  t o  p o p u l a r ,  p r e s e n t - d a y  b e l i e f ,  I s r a e l  was n o t  a  
' n a t i o n  o f  J e w s ' ,  b u t  G o d 's  a n c i e n t  C hurch . B u t t h i s  C hurch  had  

become so c o r r u p t  t h a t  i t  was t o  be p u n is h e d  SEVEN TIMES. T h is  
p e r i o d  o f  SEVEN Times (2520 y e a r s )  i s  a l s o  known a s :

" th e  tim e  o f  J a c o b ' s  t r o u b l e " ,  J e r  3 0 :7  
" th e  t im e s  o f  th e  G e n t i l e s " ,  Luke 2 1 :2 4

"Next we come t o  th e  SETTING o f  th e  t h r e e  r e m a in in g  M ajor 
Time S e a l s .  T hese a l l  b e g a n  a t  one t im e ,  i n  th e  y e a r  6 l0  A .D .,  
o r i g i n a t i n g  i n  p a r t  from  c e r t a i n  c a u s e s  i n  606 A .D .,  w h ich  to o k  
a b o u t  f o u r  y e a r s  t o  m a t e r i a l i z e .

" i t  i s  i n t e r e s t i n g  t o  n o te  t h a t  606 B .C . and  606 A.D, were 
th e  y e a r s  f o r  th e  SETTING o f  th e  f o u r  m ajo r  S e a l s ,  one i n  606 
B .C . ,  t h r e e  i n  606 A.D.

"The y e a r  610 A.D. was th e  y e a r  when th e  B ish o p  o f  Rome b e ­
came th e  supreme b i s h o p  - -  Pope - -  o v e r  a l l  th e  o t h e r  b i s h o p s  o f  
th e  w e s t e r n  w o r ld .  Not o n ly  was he r u l e r  o f  t h i n g s  e c c l e s i a s t i ­
c a l ,  b u t  became supreme r u l e r  o f  t h i n g s  te m p o ra l  a s  w e l l .

"T h is  r u t h l e s s  r e i g n  o f  1260 y e a r s ,  when b lo o d  f lo w e d  l i k e  
w a t e r ,  e n d e d  i n  1870 A.D. (610 p l u s  1260 - -  I 87O A .D .)  when th e  
P o p e 's  t e m p o r a l  pow ers  w ere  t a k e n  from  him and  he became ' t h e  
p r i s o n e r  o f  th e  V a t i c a n ' .  I t  i s  t r u e  t h a t  M u s s o l in i  h ad  a  s e t ­
t l e m e n t  w i t h  th e  P ope , and  th e  Pope now comes o u t  o f  V a t i c a n  
C i t y ,  b u t  th e  P o p e 's  t e m p o ra l  power was n o t  r e s t o r e d .  I n  f a c t ,  
ev en  h i s  e c c l e s i a s t i c a l  a u t h o r i t y  i s  now d e c i d e d l y  on th e  wane. 
T h is  i s  due to  a  g r e a t  e x t e n t  th r o u g h  th e  l i b e r a t i o n  o f  th e  True 
Church  i n  18 70 , 1900, 1914, and  1945 A .D . ,  and  e s p e c i a l l y  s in c e  
1945, when P r o p h e t i c  S c r i p t u r e  i n  i t s  f u l l e r  m ean ings  i s  b e in g  
u n d e r s to o d  a s  n e v e r  b e f o r e .

"S p eak in g  o f  two o r  more i n t e r p r e t a t i o n s  t o  P r o p h e t i c  S c r i p ­
t u r e ,  h e re  i s  a  good ex am p le :  I n  th e  y e a r  610 A.D. a  'P r o p h e t '
a r o s e ,  and  b e g a n  t o  g a in  pow er. He e v e n t u a l l y  became a s  much o f  
a  b l i g h t  t o  c i v i l i z a t i o n  and  th e  T rue  Church  a s  d i d  th e  'P r o p h e t  
o f  Rom e'. T h is  'P r o p h e t '  we a re  s p e a k in g  o f  was none o t h e r  th a n  
Mohammed - -  'A l l a h ' s  P r o p h e t ' .

"Mohammed's f o l l o w e r s  to d a y  e q u a l  th o s e  o f  th e  Pope - -  a p ­
p r o x im a te ly  200, 000,000 - -  o r  i n  o t h e r  w o rd s ,  e a c h  h a s  a f o l l o w ­
in g  o f  two h u n d re d  m i l l i o n s .

"T u rkey , th e  p r i n c i p a l  Mohammedan n a t i o n ,  bogan  to  lo s e  power
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r a p i d l y  1260 y e a r s  a f t e r  6 l0  A.D. - -  1870 A.D. By th e  y e a r  1914 
A .D . ,  th e  en d  o f  th e  2520 y e a r  SEAL, T u rkey  had  d e f i n i t e l y  b e ­
come a  ' t h i r d  r a t e  p o w e r ' .  I n  1917> when G e n e ra l  A l le n b y  to o k  
th e  C i t y  o f  J e r u s a le m  w i th o u t  f i r i n g  a s h o t ,  and  s e n t  th e  T urks  
r a c i n g  t o  t h e i r  p r e s e n t  b o r d e r s ,  t h i s  once m ig h ty  s t r o n g h o l d  o f  
Mohammedanism became a s m a l l  r e p l i c a  o f  h e r  once m ig h ty  s e l f .

" In  th e  y e a r  6 l0  A.D. a n o th e r  Time S e a l  was s e t .  T h is  one 
was o f  1290 'd a y s '  - -  y e a r s  - -  d u r a t i o n .  L e t  u s  add  1290 t o  6 l0  
A.D. I t  g iv e s  u s  th e  d a te  o f  1900 A.D. I t  was th e  t im e  when 
P a p a l  S p a in  had  b e en  c o m p le te ly  r o o t e d  o u t  o f  th e  e n t i r e  W e s te rn  
H em isphere  and th e  F a r  E a s t .  From t h i s  t im e  on th e  once m ig h ty  
kingdom was r e d u c e d  t o  a  ' f i f t h  r a t e '  pow er. I n  1931 S p a in  ' l o s t  
h e r  r o y a l  h e a d '  - -  K ing  A lfo n so  X I I I  a b d i c a t e d  t h a t  y e a r  w i t h  no 
o t h e r  m onarch t o  t a k e  h i s  p l a c e .

"The S e a l  o f  1290 y e a r s  o f  D a n ie l  1 2 :11  i s  a  v e r y ,  v e ry  im­
p o r t a n t  S e a l .  T here  a re  a  number o f  o t h e r  t h i n g s  t h a t  c o u ld  be 
s a i d  a b o u t  i t  - -  a  number o f  o t h e r  i n t e r p r e t a t i o n s .  However, f o r  
th e  t im e  b e in g  l e t  us  be g l a d  t h a t  t h i s  v i c i o u s  Time S e a l  h a s  
b e e n  f o r e v e r  b ro k e n .

"Not a l l  o f  th e  Time S e a l s  b r o u g h t  d e a t h ,  d e s t r u c t i o n  and 
b lo o d s h e d .  The one o f  1335 'd a y s '  o f  D a n ie l  12 :12  was v e r y  d e f ­
i n i t e l y  a  good and P o s i t i v e  o n e .  We q u o te :

" 'B l e s s e d  i s  he t h a t  w a i t e t h ,  and 
com eth  to  th e  th o u s a n d ,  t h r e e  h u n ­
d r e d  and  f i v e  and t h i r t y  d a y s . '

"By a d d in g  1335 y e a r s  t o  6 l0  A.D. we a re  b ro u g h t  up t o  1945
A.D.

"By i n t e r p r e t i n g  t h i s  p a s sa g e  from  D a n ie l  i n  th e  G r e a t e r  
L ig h t  t h a t  we now have s in c e  th e  t h r e e  fo rm er  S e a l s  have b e e n  
BROKEN, we r e a d :

" 'E x c e e d in g ly  f o r t u n a t e  i s  he who I s  
a l i v e  and  l i v i n g  I n  t h a t  p e r i o d  o f  
t im e  f o l lo w in g  th e  y e a r  1945 A .D . '

"T h is  SEAL o f  1335 y e a r s  w h ich  was S e a le d  i n  6 l 0  A.D. and 
was BROKEN i n  19^5 A.D. i s  th e  o n ly  S e a l  t h a t  d i d  n o t  c a r r y  a 
p e n a l t y  o r  ' c u r s e '  w i t h  i t  th r o u g h  th e  y e a r s  b e f o r e  i t  was BROK­
EN.

"T h is  S e a l ,  ev en  th o u g h  g r e a t l y  r e s t r a i n e d ,  h a s  b e e n  a P o s i  
t i v e  i n f l u e n c e  a l l  t h r o u g h  th e  c e n t u r i e s  s in c e  610 A.D. B ut o f  
c o u rs e  t h i s  i n f l u e n c e  was n o th in g  i n  c o m p a r iso n  to  th e  i n f lu e n c e  
i t  now h a s  and  w i l l  have s in c e  th e  S e a l  was BROKEN i n  1945. F o r
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i n s t e a d  o f  s a y in g  t h a t  th e  SEAL was BROKEN i n  t h i s  i n s t a n c e ,  i t  
w ould  be more c o r r e c t  t o  say  t h a t  th e  S e a l  was OPENED i n  19^5 
A .D .

" I t  was t h r o u g h  th e  b l e s s i n g s  o f  t h i s  S e a l  t h a t  B udding  I n ­
d i v i d u a l s  a l l  th r o u g h  th e  y e a r s  s in c e  6 l 0  A.D. have b e e n  a b le  to  

• f i n d  THE FIVE-FOLD PATH. When th e  S e a l  o f  1260 y e a r s  was b ro k e n  
i n  1870 many ' a s p i r a n t s '  th r o u g h o u t  th e  w o r ld  from  t h e n  on found  
and  b e g an  t r a v e l i n g  THE PATH. When th e  S e a l  o f  1290 y e a r s  was 
BROKEN i n  1900, th e  number o f  t r a v e l e r s  on THE PATH g r e a t l y  i n ­
c r e a s e d .  S in c e  th e  b r e a k i n g  - -  OPENING - -  o f  th e  'B le s s e d *  S e a l  
i n  19^5, B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  t r a v e l i n g  THE PATH have i n c r e a s e d  
by  th e  t e n s  o f  th o u s a n d s .

"L et me m e n t io n  h e r e ,  t h a t  th r o u g h  th e  y e a r s  c e r t a i n  am bi­
t i o u s  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  have t r i e d  t o  'o r g a n i z e '  B udding  I n d i ­
v i d u a l s  i n t o  a  g r e a t  a s s o c i a t i o n ,  f r a t e r n i t y ,  o r  c h u rc h .  None 
have b e e n  s u c c e s s f u l  i n  t h i s ,  due t o  th e  f a c t  t h a t  th e  W hite  
F o r c e s  w ould  n o t  p e r m i t  i t .  The GREAT WORK o f  in d u c in g  th e  m ass- 
m inded t o  become B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s ,  and  t h e n  c a u s in g  th o s e  Bud­
d in g  I n d i v i d u a l s  t o  TRAVEL THE PATH UPWARD, h a s  b e e n  c o n d u c te d  
q u i e t l y ,  a lm o s t  s e c r e t l y ,  u n t i l  th e  b r e a k i n g  o f  th e  2520 y e a r  
S e a l  i n  1914 A.D. I n  t h i s  way th e  F o r c e s  o f  D a rk n e s s  c o u ld  n o t  
i n j e c t  any  o f  t h e i r  n e f a r i o u s  d o c t r i n e s  i n t o  th e  s im p le  b u t  GREAT 
WORK o f  INCREASING i n t o  th e  F i v e - F o l d  L i f e . "

W ith  t h i s  s t a t e m e n t  F r a t e r  X° b r o u g h t  th e  c l a s s  t o  a  c l o s e .  
He h a d  drawn on th e  b l a c k b o a r d  i n  th e  c l a s s  room a  TIME CHART o f  
th e  M ajor P r o p h e c i e s .  A f t e r  th e  c l a s s  was o v e r ,  th e  " n o v ic e s "  
c o p ie d  i t  i n t o  t h e i r  n o te b o o k s .  The c h a r t  was on t h i s  o r d e r :

Lunch a t  th e  R e t r e a t  had  . iu s t  b e e n  s e r v e d .  Bob, D ick  and 
G eo rge , and  many o f  th e  o t h e r  " a s p i r a n t s "  w ent o v e r  by  th e  la k e  
and  made th e m s e lv e s  c o m f o r ta b le  u n d e r  th e  l a r g e  shade t r e e s .
The c o n v e r s a t i o n  w as, q u i t e  n a t u r a l l y ,  a lo n g  th e  l i n e s  o f  th e  
d i s c u s s i o n  t h a t  F r a t e r  X° had  g iv e n  d u r in g  th e  m orn ing  c l a s s .

A f t e r  q u i t e  some t im e ,  th e  ch im es sounded , and  th e  " a s p i r ­
a n t s "  made t h e i r  way b a c k  to  th e  l e c t u r e  room.

"Our s u b j e c t  f o r  t h i s  a f t e r n o o n , "  F r a t e r  X° b e g a n ,  " i s :
'The Books Were O p e n e d ' .

"We a r e  n o t  r e f e r r i n g , "  he c o n t in u e d ,  " to  th e  Books t h a t  
w i l l  be opened  on Judgm ent Day. We a re  r e f e r r i n g  t o  a  number o f  
o t h e r  v e ry  im p o r t a n t  B ooks.

"A g r e a t  many p e o p le  a r e  u n d e r  th e  i m p r e s s io n  t h a t  th e  B ib le  
i s  one l a r g e  b o o k . T h a t  i s  n o t  t r u e .  The B ib le  i s  composed o f  
s i x t y - s i x  b o o k s .  E ach  o f  t h e s e  b o o k s ,  w h i le  i n  co m p le te  harmony 
w i t h ' a l l  o f  th e  o t h e r s ,  i s  a  s e p a r a t e  and  c o m p le te  b ook .

"Of th e  s i x t y - s i x  books m aking up th e  e n t i r e  B i b l e ,  e i g h t e e n  
o f  them a r e  PROPHETIC. Of c o u r s e ,  t h e r e  i s  p ro p h e c y  i n  p r a c t i ­
c a l l y  e v e r y  one o f  th e  s i x t y - s i x  b o o k s ,  b u t  much o f  t h i s  p ro p h e c y  
h a s  e i t h e r  b e e n  f u l f i l l e d  o r  i s  c o v e re d  i n  th e  books t h a t  a r e  d e f ­
i n i t e l y  p r o p h e t i c .

"There a re  s e v e n te e n  books o f  P ro p h ecy  i n  th e  O ld  T e s ta m e n t .  
T hese  a r e  i n  two g ro u p s :  th e  M ajor P r o p h e t s ,  and th e  M inor P ro ­
p h e t s  .

"There  a re  FIVE books o f  th e  M ajor P r o p h e c i e s .  These a r e :

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books o f  th e  New T e s ta m e n t .  However, o n ly  ONE book o f  th e  tw en ­
t y - s e v e n  I s  a l l  P ro p h e c y . T h a t  I s :

"Book o f  R e v e l a t i o n

"The books o f  I s a i a h ,  E z e k i e l ,  D a n i e l ,  and  R e v e l a t i o n  a re  
o f  g r e a t e s t  v a lu e  t o  u s  i n  o u r  t im e  - -  from  now on , and  i n t o  th e  
M il le n n iu m . S c r i p t u r a l  p r o p h e c i e s  have n o t  g e n e r a l l y  b e e n  u n d e r ­
s to o d  i n  th e  p a s t .  T h is  I s  due to  th e  f a c t  t h a t  t h e y  were n o t  
I n t e n d e d  t o  be u n d e r s to o d  i n  f u l l  u n t i l  t h e s e  en d  t im e s ,  u n t i l  
a f t e r  th e  FOUR S e a l s  were b r o k e n . A f t e r  th e  b r e a k i n g  o f  th e  F i r s t  
S e a l  i n  1870 A.D. th e  ' l i g h t  o f  d a y ' ,  so t o  sp e a k ,  b e g an  t o  q u i c k ­
e n  m en 's  minds and  u n d e r s t a n d i n g .  They b e g a n  t o  see  t h i n g s  t o  
come w i t h  c l e a r e r  v i s i o n .  However, t h e r e  were men i n  th e  d a rk  
ag es  p r e v io u s  t o  A.D. 1870 who saw c l e a r l y .  B ish o p  Newton (1725" 
180 7) ,  an  E n g l i s h  d i v i n e ,  was a m a z in g ly  up t o  d a te  i n  h i s  u n d e r ­
s t a n d in g  o f  t h i n g s  t o  t a k e  p l a c e  i n  o u r  t im e .  Only th e  e l e c t  o f  
t h o s e  days  were i n t e r e s t e d  i n  t h i n g s  t o  come t o  p a s s  i n  ou r  day .

"On th e  o t h e r  h a n d , b e g in n in g  a b o u t  th e  y e a r  1844, f a l s e  
p r o p h e t s  and f a l s e  p r o p h e c i e s  came i n t o  e x i s t e n c e  l i k e  swarming 
l o c u s t s .  T h is  i s  o f  i n t e r e s t .  Im m e d ia te ly  a f t e r  th e  A s c e n s io n  
o f  C h r i s t ,  and  on t o  t h e  D e s t r u c t i o n  o f  J e r u s a le m  In  70 A .D . , 
t h e r e  was su ch  a  swarm o f  f a l s e  p r o p h e t s  t h r o u g h  th o s e  y e a r s  t h a t  
th e  c i v i l  a u t h o r i t i e s  w ere  f o r c e d  t o  d e a l  s e v e r e l y  w i th  them .
Some o f  th e  w o r s t  o f f e n d e r s  - -  t h o s e  c a u s in g  th e  p e o p le  t o  be i n  
a  c o n s t a n t  s t a t e  o f  t u r m o i l  r e g a r d i n g  th e  soon-com ing  end  o f  th e  
w o r ld  - -  were p u t  t o  d e a t h .

" P ro p h e sy in g  th e  soon -com ing  e n d  o f  th e  w o r ld  h a s  a lw ays 
b e e n  th e  B la c k  F o r c e s '  c h o i c e s t  means o f  b r i n g i n g  c h ao s  among 
r e l i g i o u s  p e o p le .

"When th e  S e a l  o f  1900 was b r o k e n ,  s p i r i t u a l  p e o p le  b e g an  t o  
u n d e r s t a n d  t h a t  th e  w o r ld  d o e s n ' t  come to  an  e n d ,  n o t  u n t i l  a f t e r  
th e  M il le n n iu m , n o t  u n t i l  a f t e r  th e  ' t h o u s a n d  y e a r s  o f  p e a c e ' .

"When th e  n e x t  S e a l  was b r o k e n  i n  1914 t h e r e  were s t i l l  l e s s  
f a l s e  p r o p h e t s  p r e d i c t i n g  th e  end  o f  th e  w o r ld ,  b u t  t h e r e  were a  
few . S in c e  th e  f i n a l  S e a l  was b r o k e n  i n  1945 t h e r e  h as  b e e n  no 
w o r ld -w id e  o r  n a t io n - w id e  b r o a d c a s t i n g  o f  th e  e n d  o f  th e  e a r t h .
Too many r e l i g i o u s  p e o p le  know t h a t  o n ly  a  f a l s e  p r o p h e t  p r e ­
d i c t s  su c h  a  t h i n g  t h e s e  d a y s .  And s in c e  th e  f a l s e  p r o p h e t s  do ' 
n o t  c a r e  t o  make th e m s e lv e s  lo o k  f o o l i s h ,  t h e y  a re  no l o n g e r  p r e ­
d i c t i n g  ' t h e  en d  o f  th e  w o r l d ' .

"A lso ,  th e  BREAKING o f  th e  f i n a l ,  m a jo r  S e a l  i n  1945 h a s  
c a u s e d  S p i r i t u a l  p e o p le  ( n o t  r e l i g i o u s  p e o p le )  t o  know t h a t  th e  
S c r i p t u r a l  P ro p h e cy  may have two o r  more m ea n in g s .  T here  i s  now 
l e s s  t e n d e n c y  t o  a r g u e ,  and  a g r e a t e r  te n d e n c y  to  l i s t e n .  Q u i te
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n a t u r a l l y ,  we do n o t  a c c e p t  any p ro p h e c y  u n t i l  we have th o r o u g h ­
l y  ’ s i f t e d '  i t .

"T h is  i s  v e ry  i m p o r t a n t .  One w ould  t h i n k  t h a t  r e l i g i o u s  
p e o p le  w ould  be th e  f i r s t  t o  become i n t e r e s t e d  i n  P ro p h e c y , e s ­
p e c i a l l y  i n  a  t w o - f o l d  P ro p h e c y , b u t  su c h  i s  n o t  th e  c a s e .  The 
a v e ra g e  S p i r i t u a l  p e r s o n  i s  n o t  v e ry  o f t e n  EXPANDED i n  th e  o t h ­
e r  f o u r  D e p a r tm e n ts  o f  L i f e .  So he t e n a c i o u s l y  c l i n g s  t o  h i s  
i d e a  o f  p ro p h e c y ,  and n e v e r  EXPANDS upon i t .

" R e l ig io u s  p e o p le  to d a y  a re  v e ry  much l i k e  t h o s e  i n  S t .  
P a u l ' s  t im e .  T h e i r  m inds were c l o s e d  t h e n ;  t h e y  a r e  c l o s e d  now. 
R e l i g i o u s  m inds were so  c l o s e d  i n  S t ,  P a u l ' s  day  t h a t  he ' t u r n e d  
t o  th e  G e n t i l e s '  who, i t  i3  s a i d ,  ' g l a d l y  h e a r d  h i m ' .  Not many 
p e o p le  o f  a  r e l i g i o u s  n a t u r e  to d a y  a r e  r e a d y  f o r  t h i n g s  t o  come, 
i f  coming t h i n g s  do n o t  c o in c id e  100$ w i t h  t h e i r  b e l i e f s .

"S in c e  th e  t u r n  o f  th e  C e n tu ry  - -  1900 A.D. - -  B udd ing  I n ­
d i v i d u a l s  have a t t e m p te d  to  e n l i g h t e n  r e l i g i o u s  p e o p le  o f  a l l  d e ­
n o m in a t io n s  r e g a r d i n g  th e  w o n d e r fu l  t h i n g s  t o  come, b u t  th e y  have 
n o t  u s u a l l y  b e e n  i n t e r e s t e d .

"You men h e re  a re  a good exam ple o f  t h a t .  About t e n  p e r c e n t  
o f  t h i s  g ro u p  came by th e  way o f  th e  e s t a b l i s h e d  c h u rc h ,  th e  
o t h e r  n i n e t y  p e r c e n t  ' j u s t  h ap p en ed  t o  h e a r  th e  good n e w s ' ,  a s  
some o f  you have t o l d  me, and became i n t e r e s t e d  a t  once and  have 
b e e n  m aking s p l e n d i d  p r o g r e s s  on THE PATH e v e r  s i n c e .

"However, h e re  i s  more good new s. S in c e  19 ^ 5 > p e o p le  i n  
th e  o r g a n iz e d  c h u rc h e s  a re  b e g in n in g  t o  see  th e  L i g h t ,  and  i t  i s  
am azing  how many o f  them a r e  now d e s i r o u s  t o  EXPAND s t i l l  f u r t h e r  
S p i r i t u a l l y ,  w h ich  i s  a  w o n d e r fu l  t h i n g .  B ut t h e y  a r e  a l s o  a n ­
x io u s  t o  EXPAND i n t o  th e  o t h e r  f o u r  D e p a r tm e n ts  o f  L i f e  a s  w e l l ,  
and  th u s  become a c t i v e  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s .  T h a t  i s  e v e n  more 
w o n d e r f u l .

"The EIGHTEEN P r o p h e t i c  Books o f  th e  B i b le  a re  now OPEN. I n  
f a c t ,  t h e y  a re  w ide o pen . The S p i r i t u a l  t h i n g s  c o n ta in e d  i n  th e  
B ib le  a r e  now r e a d y  f o r  im m edia te  a c c e p ta n c e  and  u s e .  A i r i j o o k s  
i n  e v e r y D ep artm en t o f  L i f e  a r e  a l s o  OPEN. By OPENED, we mean 
t h a t  s i n c e  19 ^ 5 , when th e  S e a l  o f  1335 y e a r s  was OPENED, p e o p le  
ev e ry w h e re  a re  g a i n i n g  v a lu a b le  k n o w le d g e * th a t  w i l l  n o t  o n ly  a id

" L o c k s ,"  b e g a n  F r a t e r  X °, "as  we s h a l l  d i s c u s s  them to d a y ,  
a r e  th e  damnable t h i n g s  t h a t  p r e v e n t  a ’ s e e k e r ’ from  p o s s e s s i n g  
t h a t  w h ich  he s e e k s .

"The f o u r  S e a l s  t h a t  we spoke o f  were LOCKS. They have  a l l  
b e e n  b r o k e n .  Now i t  i s  p e r m i s s i b l e  f o r  anyone who i s  i n t e r e s t e d ,  
t o  know and to  u se  a l l  o f  th e  H idden  S e c r e t s  o f  a l l  th e  Ages p a s t  
. . .  p r o v i d in g ,  o f  c o u r s e ,  t h a t  t h e y  a re  POSITIVE. Not o n ly  t h a t ,  
th e  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  i s  e n t i t l e d  t o  know and t o  u se  a l l  o f  th e  
POSITIVE S e c r e t s  o f  th e  F u t u r e .

"These days  t h e r e  i s  a g r e a t  d e a l  o f  m is in f o r m a t io n  b e in g  
b r o a d c a s t  r e g a r d i n g  th e  v a s t  w e a l t h  o f  knowledge th e  o l d e r  c i v ­
i l i z a t i o n s  p o s s e s s e d .  T ru e ,  t h e y  d i d  have c o n s i d e r a b l e  knowledge

"Whenever i t  was t o  th e  s e l f i s h  i n t e r e s t  o f  ' t h e  few ' t o  p e r ­
m it  th e  v a s t  m a j o r i t y  a  r e s p i t e  from  t h e i r  s l a v e r y ,  th e y  g r u d g in g ­
l y  g r a n t e d  i t .  W henever i t  was to  th e  s e l f i s h  i n t e r e s t  o f  th o s e  
' f e w '  t o  r e l e g a t e  th e  g r e a t  m a j o r i t y  t o  th e  l e v e l  o f  zom bies - ­

w h ich  was m ost o f  th e  t im e  t h e y  d i d  j u s t  t h a t .

"We h e a r  a  g r e a t  d e a l  a b o u t  th e  w onders  o f  A t l a n t i s .  Y es , 
t h e r e  were w onders  t h e r e ,  b u t  m ost o f  th o s e  w onders were th e  p r a c ­
t i c e  o f  B la c k  M a g ic ia n s .  We r e a d  a b o u t  th e  am azing  w onders o f  
th e  Land o f  Lemuri a  - -  P a c i f i c a  - -  b u t  a g a i n ,  th e  w onders w ere  th e  
a c t i v i t i e s  o f  th e  B la c k  F o r c e s ,  a s  t h e y  s u b j e c t e d  th e  human r a c e  
o f  t h a t  day  to  h y p n o t ic  s l a v e r y .

"When t h e r e  was no hope o f  f r e e i n g  Lemur i a  from  th e  bondage 
o f  B la c k  M agic, th e  W hite  F o r c e s  subm erged t h a t  c o n t i n e n t  i n t o  
th e  P a c i f i c  O cean. The o n ly  p e o p le  who e s c a p e d  were th e  few who 
d i d  n o r  p r a c t i c e  B la c k  M agic, o r  who were n o t  to o  much u n d e r  i t s  
s p e l l .  L ik e w is e ,  f o r  th e  same r e a s o n ,  a  few e s c a p e d  A t l a n t i s  when 
i t  became so M a g ic a l ly  e v i l  t h a t  th e  W hite  F o r c e s  were c o m p e lle d  
to  s i n k  and  d e s t r o y  i t .

"While th e  Locks have a l l  b e en  b ro k e n  f o r  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  
i n  th e  B re a k in g  o f  th e  TIME SIGNALS - -  1870 , 1900, 1914, 19^5 - -
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n e v e r t h e l e s s  th e  m ass-m inded  a re  s t i l l  i n c a r c e r a t e d  i n  p s y c h o lo g ­
i c a l  dungeons o f  t h e i r  own c r e a t i o n .

"While v e ry  few p e o p le  i n  th e  W e s te rn  W orld  a re  now h y p n o t i ­
c a l l y  u n d e r  th e  i n f l u e n c e  o f  o t h e r s  t h e y  a r e ,  how ever, u n d e r  t h e i r  
own damnable s e l f - h y p n o t i c  i n f l u e n c e .  ' As a l l  h y p n o t ic  i n f l u e n c e  
i s  e v i l ,  th e  m ass-m inded  a r e ,  t h e r e f o r e ,  i n  a  c o n s t a n t  s t a t e  o f  
m a l i c i o u s  h y p n o t is m .

" P re v io u s  t o  th e  b r e a k i n g  o f  th e  S e a l  o f  1260 y e a r s  i n  1870 
A .D .,  m ost p e o p le  were u n d e r  th e  most damnable h y p n o t ic  LOCKS o f  
t h e i r  own c r e a t i o n .  The b r e a k i n g  o f  th e  Time S e a l s  i n  1900 and 
1914 made i t  p o s s i b l e  f o r  a u to - h y p n o t i c  s l a v e s  e v e ry w h ere  t o  b e ­
g i n  b r e a k i n g  th e  s p e l l s  t h a t  h e l d  them e a r t h - b o u n d .  The b r e a k i n g  
o f  th e  Time S e a l  i n  1945 i s  now b e g in n in g  t o  show i t s  l i b e r a t i n g  
e f f e c t s .  P e o p le  a l l  o v e r  a re  b e g in n in g  n o t  o n ly  t o  f r e e  them ­
s e l v e s  FROM THEMSELVES i n  one o r  two D e p a r tm e n ts  o f  L i f e ,  b u t  i n  
a l l  FIVE D e p a r tm e n ts .

"Everyone i n  t h i s  a u d ie n c e  h a s  b ro k e n  m ost o f  h i s  h y p n o t ic  
l o c k s  i n  e a c h  o f  h i s  F iv e  D e p a r tm e n ts  o f  L i f e .  C e r t a i n l y  t h e r e  
a re  more lo c k s  t o  b r e a k .  B ut t h o s e  w i l l  be b r o k e n  j u s t  a s  r a p i d ­
l y  a s  you become aware o f  them - -  th e  f i r s t  t im e  t h e y  t r o u b l e  you.

"Any h in d r a n c e  i n  any  D e p a r tm en t  o f  L i f e  i s  a  LOCK. When 
you in d u c e  th e  m ass-m inded  t o  ' t u r n  W e s t '  and  TRAVEL THE PATH, th e  
f i r s t  t h i n g  any o f  you do i s  t o  In duce  them t o  b r e a k  j u s t  a s  many 
lo c k s  a s  p o s s i b l e .

"At f i r s t  you  g e t  th e  new B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  t o  v e r b a l l y  
p o u r  o u t  h i s  t r o u b l e s  - -  l o c k s  - -  t o  yo u . T h is  b e g in s  th e  b r e a k ­
in g  o f  h i s  l o c k s .  Then you t e a c h  him how t o  'w r i t e  o u t '  h i s  
l o c k s  i n  any  and  a l l  D e p a r tm e n ts  o f  L i f e .  Always rem em ber, a  
lo c k  i s  any  n e g a t i v e  p s y c h o l o g i c a l  c o n d i t i o n  t h a t  h o ld s  th e  Bud­
d in g  I n d i v i d u a l  s t a g n a n t .  N ext you t e a c h  him  how t o  ' b u i l d  i n '  
j u s t  th e  o p p o s i t e  t o  w hat he h a s  t a l k e d  o u t  o r  w r i t t e n  o u t .  W r i t ­
in g  o u t  i s  a c t u a l l y  th e  b e s t ,  b u t  t o  b e g in  w i t h  i t  i s  som etim es 
n e c e s s a r y  t o  g e t  th e  new B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  t o  t a l k  o u t .  Then 
you t e a c h  him t o  b r e a t h e  M y s t i c a l l y  - -  s h o r t e r  i n h a l i n g  o f  th e  
b r e a t h ,  l o n g e r  e x h a l i n g  o f  th e  b r e a t h .

"One day you w i l l  f i n d  y o u r  ' a s p i r a n t '  r e a d y  f o r  th e  p r a c ­
t i c e  o f  th e  B lue  Cosmic F i r e ,  and  th e  o t h e r  Cosmic F i r e s .  F i n a l ­
l y  you i n t r o d u c e  him t o  FASTING. He i s  a p t  t o  h a te  th e  th o u g h t  
o f  t h i s  am azing  and i n v a l u a b l e  p r a c t i c e .  However, one day he w i l l  
s t a r t  t h i s ,  th e  P r a c t i c e  o f  th e  M a s te r s ,  and  i t  w i l l  l e a d  him to  
th e  p l a c e  w here he b e g in s  t o  e x p e r i e n c e  th e  re n e w in g  o f  y o u th  and 
L i f e ,  t h e n  n o t h in g  can  h o ld  him b a c k  - -  j u s t  a s  you a l l  know from  
f i r s t - h a n d  e x p e r i e n c e .
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"From 1870 A .D . , "  c o n t in u e d  P r a t e r  X°, " th ro u g h  th e  s p e c i a l  
l i b e r a t i o n  y e a r s  o f  1900, 191^ and 19^-5* more and  more G a te s  have 
b e en  op en ed . I n  th e  p a s t  a  G ate  b a r r e d  one from  t h a t  w h ich  he 
was s e e k in g  o r  was s e a r c h i n g  f o r  u n l e s s  he was a  D e te rm in e d  S o u l .  
But now t h a t  th e  FOUR p r i n c i p a l  g a t e s  a re  n o t  o n ly  u n lo c k e d ,  b u t

None o f  t h e s e  M inor Time S e a l s  
a r e  o f  any  g r e a t  con seq u en ce  t o  th e  B udding I n d i v i d u a l  i f  he i s  
a c t u a l l y  MOVING FORWARD ON THE PATH. Of c o u r s e ,  i f  he i s  n o t  
moving f o r w a r d ,  a n y th in g  and  e v e r y t h i n g  i s  ' a g a i n s t  h i m ' .

"Not a l l  o f  t h e s e  M inor Time S e a l s  a re  fo u n d  i n  S c r i p t u r e .  
Some a r e  fo u n d  i n  th e  d e l i n e a t i o n s  o f  th e  G re a t  P y ram id  o f  G iz e h .  
The p r i n c i p a l  e x i s t i n g  one i s ,  o f  c o u r s e ,  th e  d a te  o f  A ugust 20, 
1953, when tim e  r u n s  o u t  c o m p le te ly  i n  th e  Judgm ent H a l l .

"To B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  t h i s  w i l l  be th e  b r e a k i n g  o f  a n o th e r  
Time S e a l  - -  th e  O pening o f  a n o th e r  G a te .  I t  w i l l  s im p ly  r e s u l t  
i n  much more freed o m  o f  a c t i o n .  I t  w i l l ,  o f  c o u r s e ,  i f  th e  Bud­
d in g  I n d i v i d u a l  h a s  b e e n  a t  a l l  a c t i v e .  I f  he h a s  n o t  b e e n  a c ­
t i v e  i n  h i s  F i v e - F o l d  EXPANSION i n t o  L i f e ,  th e  p e r i o d  o f  t im e  
f o l lo w in g  t h i s  d a te  w i l l  p r o b a b ly  be a n y th in g  b u t  p l e a s a n t .  The 
s lo w - t r a v e l i n g  o r  s t a g n a t e d  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  w i l l  p r o b a b ly  r e ­
c e iv e  q u i t e  a  ru d e  aw akening  - -  ru d e  enough  t o  awaken him to  h i s  
d e p lo r a b le  c o n d i t i o n ,  s e v e r e  enough  t o  g iv e  him s u f f i c i e n t  d e ­
s i r e  t o  move fo rw a rd .

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e v e r ,  i s  f o r  you r  e n l ig h te n m e n t  i n  th e  h e lp i n g  and th e  aw akening  
o f  th e  m ass-m inded  th r o u g h  t h e s e  SEVEN PERIODS OF AWAKENING.

" i t  seems r a t h e r  s t r a n g e  t h a t  d u r in g  th e  p e r i o d  o f  ’B l i s t e r ­
in g  H e a t '  you men w i l l  n e v e r  e x p e r i e n c e  th e  s l i g h t e s t  u n p l e a s a n t ­
n e s s .  Or when th e  'Sun  and Moon a re  S m i t t e n '  o r  when 'W ate r  i s  
Made B i t t e r ' ,  you w i l l  n o t  be in c o n v e n ie n c e d  i n  any way. The r e a ­
son  you w i l l  n o t  s u f f e r  i s  due to  th e  f a c t  t h a t  i t  i s n ' t  YOU t h a t  
D e s t in y  i s  a t t e m p t in g  t o  awaken - -  i t  i s  th e  m ass-m in d ed . You 
a r e  a l r e a d y  aw ake, you a r e  a l r e a d y  becom ing  th e  b e in g s  t h a t  D es­
t i n y  in te n d e d  you t o  b e .  The o n ly  way any  o f  you c o u ld  p o s s i b l y  
e x p e r i e n c e  any o f  th e  'V i a l s ,  T rum pets  o r  W oes' w ould  be t o  s to p  
m aking p r o g r e s s .  But none o f  you , I  am c o n f i d e n t ,  c o u ld  be t h a t  
f o o l i s h .

"Q u ite  n a t u r a l l y ,  a  B udding  I n d i v i d u a l  who h a s  n e v e r  g o t t e n  
v e ry  f a r  on THE PATH m ig h t  l o s e  i n t e r e s t  i n  h i s  EXPANDING i n t o  
L i f e .  B ut you men who have a l r e a d y  t a s t e d  th e  j o y s  o f  th e  new, 
G r e a t e r  L i f e ,  and  know o f  a s t i l l  GREATER LIFE t h a t  I s  j u s t  ahead  
f o r  you r  e n jo y m e n t ,  t h r i l l  and  e c s t a s y ,  w ould  h a r d l y  d e c id e  on 
t r a v e l i n g  th e  Lower P a t h .  Of c o u r s e ,  i n  th e  p a s t ,  men who were 
much f u r t h e r  a lo n g  i n  t h e i r  EXPANSION i n t o  L i f e  t h a n  you a r e ,  
have t a k e n  th e  Downward P a th .  But m ost o f  t h a t  was b e f o r e  I 87O, 
and v e ry  d e f i n i t e l y  b e f o r e  1900 A. D.

"And s o ,  p r e p a r e  y o u r s e l v e s  f o r  a  m arv e lo u s  f i f t y  y e a r s  o f  
h e l p i n g  o t h e r s .  I  am s p e a k in g  to  a l l  o f  you now, and th r o u g h  you 
to  y o u r  S t u d e n t s .  T here  a r e  some men i n  t h i s  g ro u p  who a r e  w e l l  
beyond  s e v e n ty  y e a r s  o f  a g e .  Y es , I  know o f  two who a r e  n e a r i n g  
n i n e t y ,  b u t  you w ould  n e v e r  know i t .  Y e s ,  e v e n  t h e s e  o l d e r  men 
a r e  g o in g  to  l i v e  i n  th e  p h y s i c a l  b o d ie s  t h e y  now p o s s e s s ,  a l l  
th e  t im e  g e t t i n g  y o u n g e r  and  y o u n g e r ,  and  w i l l  l i v e  r i g h t  on i n t o  
th e  M il le n n iu m , and  t h e n  r i g h t  on th r o u g h  i t .  L e t ’ s s e e ,  how o l d  
w i l l  t h e y  be th e n ?  One th o u s a n d  y e a r s  o f  th e  M il le n n iu m , p l u s  
th e  f i f t y  y e a r s  b e f o r e  i t  b e g in s  c h r o n o l o g i c a l l y ,  p l u s  t h e i r  
n i n e t y  y e a r s  . . .  w e l l ,  i t  w i l l  make them more th a n  170  y e a r s  o l d ­
e r  t h a n  M e th u s e la h  l i v e d  to  b e .  And th e  n i c e  p a r t  o f  i t  i s ,  t h a t  
w h i le  M e th u s e la h  g o t  o l d e r  and  o l d e r ,  you men w i l l  grow younger 
and  y o u n g e r  a s  you a re  now d o in g .

"Y es, th e  'V i a l s '  have b e e n  b ro k e n  f o r  yo u , and  f o r  a l l  th e  
ones  who TRAVEL THE PATH. The V i a l s  I  sp e ak  o f  a r e  th e  'V i a l s '  
o f  o l d  a g e ,  i l l  h e a l t h ,  m e n ta l  d e g e n e ra c y ,  and  a n y th in g  e l s e  t h a t  
acco m p an ie s  s e n i l e  o ld  a g e .  P re v io u s  t o  1870 A.D. t h e r e  were 
p r a c t i c a l l y  no young B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  o f  e i t h e r  s e x .  Now a l ­
m ost one t h i r d  a re  mere y o u th s .  You a re  e x c e e d i n g ly  f o r t u n a t e .  
B o th  young and o l d  a re  e x c e e d in g ly  f o r t u n a t e  t o  have 'come to  
th e  th o u s a n d ,  t h r e e  h u n d re d  and  f i v e  and  t h i r t y  d a y s ' . "
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S e v e r a l  days had  e l a p s e d  s in c e  F r a t e r  X° h ad  c o n d u c te d  th e  
in f o r m a l  s e m in a r .  A n o th e r  i n s t r u c t o r  - -  F r a t e r  S y l v e s t e r  - -  was 
t o  g iv e  th e  two f i n a l  d i s c o u r s e s .  However, he had  b e e n  d e la y e d  
i n  h i s  a r r i v a l  a t  th e  R e t r e a t  b e c a u se  h i s  l a t e s t  m is s io n  "down 
i n  th e  mundane w o r ld "  r e q u i r e d  e x t r a  t im e .

The " n o v ic e s "  a t  th e  R e t r e a t  were t a k i n g  f u l l  a d v a n ta g e  o f  
th e  few e x t r a  days o f  v a c a t i o n .  D u r in g  th e  day  th e y  swam i n  th e  
l a k e ,  h ik e d  a ro u n d  i t ,  and  some o f  th o s e  w i t h  g l a c i e r - c l i m b i n g  
d e s i r e s  w ent up t o  th e  to p  o f  th e  w e s t e r n  r i d g e .

E ach  e v e n in g  a f t e r  s u p p e r ,  and  u n t i l  M e d i t a t i o n  i n  th e  Cha­
p e l  and  " l i g h t s  o u t " ,  th e  n o v ic e s  were s t u d i o u s l y  d o in g  r e s e a r c h  
work i n  th e  g r e a t  l i b r a r y .  The F r a t e r s  a s s i s t e d  them  i n  l o c a t ­
in g  th e  d e s i r e d  books o r  i n f o r m a t i o n .

Some o f  th e  books were k e p t  i n  f i r e - p r o o f  v a u l t s ,  due to  
t h e i r  g r e a t  a n t i q u i t y .  One s m a l l  c a s e  o f  r a r e  books t h a t  th e  
F r a t e r - L i b r a r i a n  b r o u g h t  o u t  o f  th e  v a u l t  f o r  th e  v i s i t o r s  t o  
view  and  " r e a d "  - -  th e  tom es w ere i n  L a t i n ,  G re e k ,  Hebrew, A ra ­
b i c ,  e t c . ,  e t c .  - -  w ere  v a lu e d  a t  w e l l  o v e r  a  m i l l i o n  d o l l a r s .

"The c o n t e n t s  o f  t h e s e  b o o k s ,"  e x p l a i n e d  one o f  th e  F r a t e r s ,  
" c o u ld  be o f  g r e a t  v a lu e  t o  a  s e e k e r  i f  th e  ’g r a i n ’ o f  in f o r m a ­
t i o n  e a c h  book  c o n t a i n s  was p u t  t o  p r a c t i c e  . . .  and  th e  ’m o u n ta in  
o f  c h a f f ’ t h a t  a l l  o f  them  c o n t a i n  was s t u d i o u s l y  i g n o r e d .

"Up u n t i l  a b o u t  1870 th e  o ld - t im e  M y s t ic s  s p e n t  more t im e  
t r y i n g  t o  c o n c e a l  t r u t h  t h a n  t h e y  d i d  i n  a t t e m p t i n g  t o  r e v e a l  
i t .  T h a t  was b a c k  i n  th e  days  when ' th e  books were c l o s e d ’ . I f  
t h e y  had  o n ly  r e a l i z e d  i t ,  v e r y  few p e o p le  o t h e r  t h a n  th o s e  who 
w ere w o r th y  w ould  have r e a d  t h e i r  ' s e c r e t s ' .  Even t o d a y ,  when 
THE BOOKS ARE WIDE OPEN, and a l l  th e  M y s te r i e s  R e v e a le d ,  i t  i s  
s t i l l  h a r d  t o  in d u c e  th e  a v e r a g e ,  w o r th - w h i l e  p e r s o n  t o  r e a d  ' t h e  
M y s t e r i e s ' ,  and  h a r d e r  s t i l l  t o  g e t  them  t o  p r a c t i c e  ' t h e  M y s te r ­
i e s '  - -  t h e  F i v e - F o l d  P h i lo s o p h y  o f  L i f e .

" A l l  o f  th e  w o r th - w h i l e  'M y s t e r i e s '  o f  a n c i e n t  t im e s  s t a r t ­
e d  coming th r o u g h  t o  th e  w o r ld  a g a in  i n  18 70 , and  much more so 
i n  1900 and 191**, and  e s p e c i a l l y  s in c e  19^5 - The o n ly  t h i n g  t h a t  
s t a n d s  b e tw ee n  an  ' a s p i r a n t '  and th e  g r e a t e s t  M y s t e r i e s ,  I s  th e  
' a s p i r a n t '  h i m s e l f  - -  th e  l a c k  o f  h i s  d e s i r e  t o  PRACTICE THAT 

WHICH HE KNOWS."

Lunch was b e in g  s e r v e d  when i t  was announced  t h a t  a t  two
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o 'c l o c k  t h a t  a f t e r n o o n  F r a t e r  S y l v e s t e r  w ould  a d d re s s  th e  " n o v ic ­
e s " .  As c o u ld  be e x p e c te d ,  a l l  o f  th e  v i s i t o r s  were i n  th e  h a l l  
and  s e a t e d  by a sse m b ly  t im e .  W hile  th e  F r a t e r - G u a r d i a n  o f  th e  
R e t r e a t  was m aking a few announcem ents  t o  th e  g ro u p ,  th e  " n o v ic e s  
had  an o p p o r t u n i t y  t o  " s i z e  up" F r a t e r  S y l v e s t e r .  L ike  any  o f  th e  
o t h e r  F ^ a t e r s  i t  was im p o s s ib le  t o  t e l l  by  a p p e a ra n c e  o r  a c t i o n  
h i s  a g e .  He m ig h ty  be f o r t y ,  ev en  th o u g h  he o n ly  lo o k e d  t h i r t y .  
P r o b a b ly  he was s e v e n ty  . . .  men know a l o t  a t  s e v e n ty .  Then 
a g a i n ,  had  he r e a c h e d  th e  c e n t u r y  mark?

F r a t e r  S y l v e s t e r  was i n t r o d u c e d ,  and  a f t e r  c o n g r a t u l a t i n g  th e  
" n o v ic e s "  on t h e i r  s p l e n d i d  i n t e r e s t  i n  th e  F i v e - F o l d  L i f e  he b e ­
gan  h i s  i n f o r m a l  t a l k .  " I  see  b y  th e  p rog ram  t h a t  I  am to  sp e ak  
on 'THE GRAVES WERE OPENED'. I  always e n jo y  t h i s  s u b j e c t .  I t  i s  
much more i n t e r e s t i n g  t o  sp e ak  o f  th e  RESURRECTION OF THE DEAD 
t h a t  i t  i s  t o  sp e ak  o f  b u r y in g  th e  d e a d .

"Of c o u r s e ,  no e n l i g h t e n e d  p e r s o n  nowadays t h i n k s  t h a t  when 
a p e r s o n  d i e s  he goes i n t o  th e  g ra v e  w i t h  h i s  dead  b o d y . E v e r y ­
o n e ,  ev en  th o u g h  he i s  n o t  a  B udd ing  I n d i v i d u a l ,  knows t h a t  th e  
body i s  made o f  e a r t h  s u b s t a n c e ,  and  t h a t  th e  b e in g  d w e l l in g  i n  
t h a t  p h y s i c a l  body  i s  o f  ETERNAL SUBSTANCE.

"Now t h a t  many B udding  I n d i v i d u a l s  c o n s c i o u s l y  p a s s  o u t  o f  
t h e i r  b o d ie s  a t  n i g h t  and  WORK i n  a n o th e r  w o r ld  u n d e r  th e  g u id a n c e  
o f  th e  W hite  F o r c e s ,  i t  h a s  become common know ledge t h a t  o n e ' s  
p h y s i c a l  body i s  f o r  th e  p u rp o se  o f  c o n t a c t i n g  e a r t h  s u b s ta n c e .
We ' l i v e  i n  i t '  w h i le  we a re  GOING TO SCHOOL i n  t h i s  m a t e r i a l  
w o r ld  f o r  th e  p u rp o se  o f  EXPANDING i n t o  th e  F i v e - F o l d  L i f e .  And 
tlie  o n ly  p l a c e  t h i s  c an  be done i s  r i g h t  h e re  i n  th e  m a t e r i a l  
w o r ld .

"Everyone o f  you men, young and  o l d ,  i s  l a b o r i n g  i n  th e  
O th e r  W orld  a t  n i g h t .  I  know t h i s  t o  be a  f a c t .  J u s t  l a s t  n i g h t  
w h i le  my body was a s l e e p  on th e  'n i g h t  b o a t '  coming up h e re  to  
th e  R e t r e a t ,  yo u r  F r a t e r - G u a r d i a n  to o k  me from  p la c e  t o  p la c e  Out 
T here  and  showed me th e  s p l e n d i d  work e a c h  o f  you i s  d o in g .  I  
know, o f  c o u r s e ,  t h a t  n o t  a l l  o f  you remember t h i s ,  b u t  when you 
TRAVEL j u s t  a l i t t l e  f a r t h e r  on THE PATH you w i l l  s t a r t  b r i n g i n g  
b a c k  m em ories .

"None o f  you t h i n k  i t  a t  a l l  s t r a n g e  a b o u t  you r  p a s s i n g  o u t  
o f  th e  p h y s i c a l  body  and  p a s s i n g  i n t o  th e  O th e r  W orld  when you 
s l e e p ,  and  w o rk in g  t h e r e .  However, you w ould  t h i n k  i t  r a t h e r  
s t r a n g e  i f  some o f  th e  p e o p le  Over T here  who h a d  p a s s e d  o u t  o f  
t h e i r  p h y s i c a l  b o d ie s  i n  d e a th  a  lo n g  tim e ago s h o u ld  m a t e r i a l i z e  
a  p h y s i c a l  body and s t a r t  w o rk in g  i n  t h i s  w o r ld .

"W ell,  s t r a n g e  a s  i t  may seem, t h a t  i s  e x a c t l y  w hat h a s  b e en  
t a k i n g  p l a c e  f o r  a  lo n g ,  lo n g  t im e .  The g r e a t  d a t e s  t h a t  F r a t e r
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X° spoke t o  you a b o u t  - -  1870, 1900, 191^ j and  e s p e c i a l l y  19^5» 
a re  a l l  l i b e r a t i o n  d a t e s ,  n o t  o n ly  i n  t h i s  w o r ld  b u t  i n t o  t h i s  
w o r ld  from  th e  O th e r  W orld .

"S in ce  1870 A.D. s o u l s  who have lo n g  b e e n  dead  have s u f f i c i ­
e n t  o f  t h e i r  o ld - t im e  body  s u b s ta n c e  t o  m a t e r i a l i z e  i n  a  v e ry  
r e a l  way h e re  on th e  e a r t h  p l a n e .  The p u rp o se  o f  d o in g  t h i s  i s  
t o  a s s i s t  f l e s h - a n d - b l o o d  m ankind i n  e v e r y  p e r m i s s i b l e  way to  
TRAVEL THE PATH - - t o  sp e e d  a lo n g  on THE PATH r i g h t  i n t o  th e  M i l ­
len n iu m .

" I t  i s  t r u e  t h a t  n o t  e v e r y  p e r s o n  who i s  coming b a c k  now and 
c la im in g  s u b s ta n c e  t o  m a t e r i a l z e  a  p h y s i c a l  body d i e d  once upon 
a t im e  and  h i s  body was b u r i e d  i n  a  g r a v e .  Some r e t u r n i n g  s o u l s  
l o s t  t h e i r  b o d ie s  i n  f i r e ,  o t h e r s  had  t h e i r  b o d ie s  b low n to  atoms 
i n  e x p l o s i o n s .  B ut r e g a r d l e s s  o f  w hat s e p a r a t e d  them  from  t h e i r  
p h y s i c a l  b o d y , o r  w hat became o f  t h e i r  p h y s i c a l  b o d y , t h e r e  a re  
a lw ays s u f f i c i e n t  o r i g i n a l  atom s o f  i t  r e m a in in g ,  and  t h e s e  — 
j o i n e d  t o  new, ’v i r g i n '  a tom s - -  c o m p le te ly  r e c o n s t r u c t  t h e i r  
R e s u r r e c t i o n  Body.

"The R e s u r r e c t i o n  Body can  be m a t e r i a l i z e d  i n s t a n t l y ,  and  
c an  be d e m a t e r i a l i z e d  j u s t  a s  q u i c k l y .  We w i l l  have a  d e m o n s tra ­
t i o n  o f  t h i s  b e f o r e  th e  day i s  o v e r .

"Now, th e  f i r s t  r e s u r r e c t i o n  o f  p h y s i c a l  b o d ie s  to o k  p la c e  
im m e d ia te ly  a f t e r  th e  r e s u r r e c t i o n  o f  C h r i s t .  S c r i p t u r e  s a y s :

" 'A nd  th e  g r a v e s  were opened ; and  many b o d i e s  o f  th e  
s a i n t s  w h ich  s l e p t  a r o s e ,  and  came o u t  o f  th e  g r a v e s  
a f t e r  H is  r e s u r r e c t i o n ,  and w en t i n t o  th e  h o ly  c i t y ,  
and  a p p e a re d  u n to  m a n y . '  M a t t .  2 7 : 5 2 , 5 5 .

"T ha t e v e n t  to o k  p l a c e  more t h a n  1900 y e a r s  ag o . Those 
S a i n t s  who r e c e i v e d  t h e i r  R e s u r r e c t i o n  B o d ie s  a t  t h a t  t im e  have 
had  them e v e r  s i n c e ,  and  w h e re e v e r  t h e r e  was work f o r  them t o  do 
among f l e s h - a n d - b l o o d  human b e in g s  o f  th e  e a r t h  th e y  s im p ly  ma­
t e r i a l i z e d  a  b o d y . The moment t h e i r  t a s k  was 'c o m p le te d  th e  body 
was d e m a t e r i a l i z e d  and th e y  r e t u r n e d  t o  th e  H ig h e r  O th e r  W orld .
I t  m ust be rem em bered t h a t  n o t h in g  so  dense  a s  s u b s ta n c e  o f  th e  
m a t e r i a l  w o r ld  c an  e x i s t  i n  th e  O th e r  W o rld .

"The MANY S a i n t s ,  a f t e r  t h e y  r e c e i v e d  t h e i r  R e s u r r e c t i o n  Bod­
i e s ,  were t h e n  a b le  t o  go i n t o  th e  'h o l y  c i t y '  - -  J e r u s a le m  o f  
o l d  - -  and  a p p e a r  t o  t h e i r  many r e l a t i v e s ,  f r i e n d s  and a c q u a i n t ­

a n c e s .  T h is  a c t  o f  m a t e r i a l i z a t i o n  t o  MANY g r e a t l y  a id e d  th e  
advancem ent o f  C h r i s t i a n i t y . "

F r a t e r  S y l v e s t e r  c o n t in u e d  h i s  t a l k  w i t h :  "T h is  a f t e r n o o n ,
ray d e a r  ’n o v i c e s ' ,  w i l l  he lo n g  rem em bered by  you . We a r e  g o in g  
t o  have t h r e e  v i s i t o r s  w i t h  u s .  E ach  o f  them  w i l l  t a l k  on v e fy  
im p o r ta n t  s u b j e c t s .  Any o f  you who do n o t  hap p en  t o  have n o te  
p a p e r  and  p e n c i l  w i l l  be s u p p l i e d  b y  th e  F r a t e r - S c r i b e  now.

" A f te r  t h i s  a f t e r n o o n  s e s s i o n  o f  ou r  s e m in a r ,  w h ich  i s  th e  
l a s t  f o r  th e  t im e  b e i n g ,  you a re  a t  l i b e r t y  t o  d i s c u s s  w i t h  e a c h  
o t h e r  a n y th in g  th e  t h r e e  G u es t  S p e a k e r s  have s a i d .  I n  f a c t ,  I  
u rg e  you to  do so  f o r  y o u r  g r e a t e r  u n d e r s t a n d i n g .  I  r e a l i z e  t h a t  
a l l  o f  you a re  f a r  on THE PATH, b u t  n o t  so f a r  t h a t  you do n o t  
have d i f f e r e n c e s  o f  o p i n io n .  However, I  know t h a t  a l l  o f  you 
have EXPANDED f a r  enough  i n t o  th e  GREATER LIFE t o  r e s p e c t  e a c h  
o t h e r ' s  v iew s on a l l  m a t t e r s .

W hile  F r a t e r  S y l v e s t e r  was s t i l l  s p e a k in g  th e  F r a t e r - G u a r d ­
i a n  u s h e r e d  i n  t h r e e  d i s t i n g u i s h e d - l o o k i n g  men, and  s e a t e d  them 
a t  th e  r i g h t  o f  F r a t e r  S y l v e s t e r ,  o v e r  n e a r  th e  e n d  o f  th e  d a i s .  
The n o v ic e s  w ere  amazed t o  n o t i c e  t h a t  th e  Cosmic B lue F i r e ,  a l ­
ways so p ro m in e n t  i n  t h i s  room, s u d d e n ly  became f a r  d e n s e r  and  
more p o w e r fu l  and  g l o r i o u s .

One o f  th e  g u e s t s  wore an  im m acu la te  w h i te  r o b e .  The second  
wore th e  g a rb  o f  a  B r i t i s h  B is h o p ,  and  th e  t h i r d  was a young s o l ­
d i e r  i n  an  army u n i fo rm  o f  W orld  War I I .

F r a t e r  S y l v e s t e r  t u r n e d  t o  them , s m i le d ,  bowed and u t t e r e d  
one w ord: "WELCOME".

Each  o f  th e  g u e s t s  acknow ledged  F r a t e r  S y l v e s t e r ' s  "Welcome" 
w i th  a  nod and a  s m i l e .

T u rn in g  b a c k  t o  h i s  a u d ie n c e ,  th e  F r a t e r  spoke a g a i n .  "T h is  
i s  a  v e ry  t h r i l l i n g  a f t e r n o o n  f o r  me, and  I  know t h a t  i t  w i l l  be 
th e  same f o r  you ' a s p i r a n t s ' ,  a l s o .  I  have e n t h u s i a s t i c a l l y  b e e n  
lo o k in g  fo rw a rd  to  t h i s  t im e  when o u r  t h r e e  d i s t i n g u i s h e d  BROTH­
ERS h e re  on th e  p l a t f o r m  c o u ld  meet w i t h  u s  and  sp e a k  t o  u s . "

W ith  t h i s  F r a t e r  S y l v e s t e r  t u r n e d  to  t h e  t h r e e  g u e s t s  and  
i n v i t e d  th e  young s o l d i e r  t o  sp e ak  f i r s t .  I n  a  v e ry  p l e a s i n g  
to n e  o f  v o i c e ,  w i th  due acknow ledgem ent t o  F r a t e r  S y l v e s t e r  and 
th e  a u d ie n c e ,  he s a i d  (we q u o te  i n  p a r t ) :

"You ' a s p i r a n t s '  w i l l  s h o r t l y  be g o in g  o u t  i n t o  th e  m a t e r i a l  
w o r ld  a g a i n .  You w i l l  be m e e t in g  many p e o p le  w i t h  g r e a t  so r ro w s .
