'fhe first tvaces of any system appear toward •the end of the middle 

nges, aud thls system grt!w out or ·the dootrlnes of Astrology. Among 

the writings of the most famous wen oc that Ume •there Js much to 
be gleaned of interest to the :Jtudenl Of Payohology ; $.11<1, perhaps, 
lllo wa-lters were neat•er •the 1truth of lhe fundamental principles of .the 
phenomena than those of any generation down to the present day. 

Theophrastus Paracelsus, In particular-about 1530-advanced the 

t<heooY of Jthe effoot ot ·tale Heavenly Bodde:s on mJa.n, a.nd IIIDl"e espe­
cially on his diseases. Out ot this was developed the belief that, not 
only did the stars influence men, but that men also Influenced each 

other. 

Van Helmont taugh:t, wLt•h more precision, that man POSSE!SSed a 
power by means of which ·he could magnettcal'IY' affect others, espe­
cl.a:lly the sick. 

Van Helmont was followed by mai]Y others with experiments 

under this theory-Glocenlus, Maxwell, the Scotchman, Kircher, 

Saut;tnelli and Pomponatlus, a Professor of Philosophy, at Pa­

dua, asbmllt. •the beginnding of the sixteenth century supported a 

similar view. These men wrote voluminous books filled with unproved 

theories and unprofitable arguments. They had much to say of the use 

of the magnet, believing that In it they could recognize the properties 

ot a undversal principle by which aJ.l natural phenomena could be ex­

plained. Maxwell, In particular, maintained that human excreta

selves by lt:Nmsformlng to e.n1m.a.IB a,nd p'la,nts. A TemiliB.nt of this sys­

all bodlea were related to eaclh otlher. .Altlhough .the founda-tion of ·the

matter and otrered him a. la.rge annual lnoom.e If he would Wlltold his 

Becret. 
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THEORIES RE.C EIVED WITH D ISFAVOR 

The unfairness of the medical profession I n  Paris, which W BAI  directly 
responsible for the disfavor wlth whiCh his theories wer� received, 
caused ·Mesmer .to leave that ctitY a.nd take up his wbode near his old 

, home In Switzerland, despite . the offer of the French Government of 
Twenty Thoosand Francs, if he would remain. 

He left behind, however, many adherents to his theory, and hls pupils 

and successors were called Mesmerists. 

GERMANY AND PRUSSIA. 
In the coun·trle.s through ·Which Mesmer had travelled and In which 

he had practiced his wonderful cures before going to Paris, .the llght 
still •burned wl1th a steady and bri.!Uant flame. The leading physicians 
and scientists bent every energy to unravelling what seemed so mysteri­
ous, and establishing a lruw governing the phenomena. The Prussian 
Government appomted Professors In Mesmerism at the various Uni­
versities througihout the kingdom. and established a lrospitlal for the 
treatment of disease by Mesmer's methods, The director of this hoo­
pltaJl was sent to Switzerland to obtain from Mesmer requisite Instruc­
tions fOil' operating by his methods. Germany probably went deeper 
into the subject In that the philoso•phers of that country lllimed rat/her 
to obtain a foundation, a base, an hypothesis for the phenomena, than 
to prove by experiment or development rthrut the phenomena were pos­
sible. The scientific society of Ber.Un offered a prize of Thirty-two 
Hund�ed Francs for the •best explan'atlon of the phenomena which was 
then unlversaHly known as Mesmerism. 

LAW REGULAT ING MAGNET I C  PRACTICES. 
It has been stated by several authors that the Governments of Rus­

B'Ia, Austria, and Bavaria, .passed laws keeping the Mesmeric method 
of treoa.tment, as well as the medical trerutmeiJJt of pattents, tn the 
hands of ph�slclans ; but there !e no authentic record of tJhe truth of 
these MSel'tlons. It Is true that In Aus1lrla at a later period (1815) 
it m.et wlrt:h HI fOil'tune, as the exercise of magnetism was forbidden. 
During all this time the desolplee and frlend·s of Mesmer In France 
were experlmentlng 'W'I.th the developments of ·hls theories, and the 
antagonists were exploding theory ·8J1'ter theory and giving nothing In 
place. At 111.8t Mesmer was Induced Ito ret� and deliver a course of 
lecture& on rthe subjects which were Just assumln&' vital lm.�tance 
to the oontllnental world. 
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He seemed aJbout to reg8Jin ·his former popularity ; .but rt.v111lry, and 

jealousy, more especially among 'hi·s own ·foUowers, and the fact tha:t 
Mesmer ·himself, while a.bund•antly able to prove the ·truth of his asseT­

lions, could not enlighten his pupils as to the principles-the real un­

der-lying truths governing the phenomena�worked against him and 

he was a.ttacked on all sides. The government again took up the 
question, and a Commission was appointed to lnvestlgate-t·he theories 
propounded by Mesmer ; tn fact, there were two Commissions, one 

compos-ea of Members of the Faculty of Medicine of the Academy of 

Science, and some well-known men, among whom W'a.s Benjamin 

Franklin, then Minister from the United States, and the other taken 

from •the Royal Society of Med1cine. Both reports were unfavora;ble. 

When thi13 ultim'atum had been given to the w-orld there was lltUe 

Inducement to Mesmer for remaining ln Paris, fQr he bnO l'eturned to 

that city against his own wishes. lie became an object of l'ldlcute 
among those who hrud formerly been hls desdples and co-laborers, and 

his doctrines were termed the very essence of fanaticism. · 

M ESMER'S WORDS T O  FRANK LIN. 

At this crisis, Mesmer retired to his home on the shores of Lal{e Con­

stan<: , defeated not conquered, as is well shown in the closing para­

graph of a leLter which he WTOte to Frar.klin JUSt before leaving : " I 
am like you, sir, one of those whom one cannot oppress without dange·r; 

one of those men, who, l:)ecause they have done grewt things, dispose of 

Insult RS powerful men dispose of authority. I have the world as my 

judge, and if the world can forget the good I have done, and the pres­

ent good I wish to do, I have posterity as my avenger." He died at 

Merzburg In 1815, aud a monument was C'recteo to his memory by the 

physicians of Berltn.

VIncent, In criticising the actions of the French phystctans and 

scientists, says : " It seems ever the habit of the shallow scientist to 

plume himself on the more accurate theories which have been provided 

tor him by the progress of lmowledge and of science, and then, having 

been fed with a limited his�orlcal pabulum, to turn and talk Ugntly, 
and with an air of the most superior condescension, or tbe weaknesses 

a.n.:L !o111es or those, but for whose patient labor our modern theories 

would prob111bly be non-existent.'' 
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T H E  GREAT DISCOVERIES. 

n is given to few to discover and the discoverY is often due to the 
happy combination of chance �nd skill· The discovery being made, 

those whom It most closely Interests proceed first to sneer, then to 
g·lve a constrained attention, and finally, after having Indulged In 

every species of abuse and vl·tuperation known to man, yield to the In­
evitable, and recognize the truth. IIistory tells us of the ridicule with 
which Harvey's doctrine of the cJrcula.tlon of the blood, Simpson's dis­

covery of chloroform, and Jenner's intrC'duction of vaccination , were 

received. If years ago some scientist had proclaimed that there was 
a l!ght In nature that would enable us to see through a piece of wood, 

what would have been the world's opinion of him? To-day no one 

considers this a wonder, since Roentgen discovered the :X-Rays. 

Those who were harshest In their judgment of the talented man, and 
laughed· loudest at his theories, were soon to b?f'ome themselves objects 
of ridicule, more through their own convictions than anything else, as 
Mesmer's death did not put an end to experiments In his theories, and 

the developments which followed the consistency of those who were 

firm in their allegiance to the man who In reality did more for scien­

tific progress In this wonderful field than any other Individual person 
through ali time, straightway proved that Mesmer was right. Promi­
nent Mllong his adherents was the Marquis de Puysegur, to whose un­

tiring zeal In the development of this science the phenomena of Clair­
voyance is due. He demonstrated the possibility of this condition fully, 
and although still a v ery long way from the truth, he had made a 

great advance on the master's system. 

PERE LACO RDAIR E'S EUL OGlUM.

Dr.· James Braid was born I n  Manchester, Eng., and was well along 
In life before entering the psychological field. He began his Investi­

gations a complete skeptic. In 1841 he attended a demonstration 
given In his native town by a man roamed La Fontaine, one cf Mes­
mer's disciples, who gave as an entertainment a series of tests In 
psychic phenomotna. Braid was convtr.ced that there was much more 
In the phenomena. than had ever been tllvllled, ana also tha.t the scien­
tists were worklng !rom a wrong theory. Be fully demonsti'tlfted that 

the theory of animal magnetism was e1·roneous, and estabttshecl the 
theory of suggestion on a sclentltlo basis. ' 

SUGGESTION FOR PRODUCIN G  ANESTHESIA. 

In order to dlstlngulah his conceptions from the ma.ss ot speculation 
and superstition known as animal magnetism, be gave to his theory the 

name hypnotism, which ts, howeve1·, not the correct te1•m to aJlply to 
the various p henomena of suggestion, as It is derlved from the G.reelt 
word Hypnos, meaning sleep, which gives the student utue explanation 
ot the nature ot the posslbllltJes of the phenomena, beca.use It only J'e­
fera t1.1 tha.t phase or condition when the oobject Is In profound slee-p, 
Which Is of the least rea;) vo.Iue to ma,nklnd. Bra.id ga.ve the name hYP· 
notlsm io the acme ot his development slmi>IY for want of a better 
word to define his own conclusions.

CONGRESS OF HYPNOTISM. 

A Congress assembled at Paris In 1889 Ito facilitate a generel discus­

sion of tJhe many Important questions in the development of science. 

At this Congress every civilized nation was represented. 
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Many of the disputed points were cleared up, and the methods of 
the two Schools fully discussed and the views of the Nancy School 
were generally accepted as of �ost value in therapeutics. 

The phenomena of psychology, or the imPQrtance of sug·gestlon in 
social life as well as its use In the arts and sciences, were also debated 

upon. Thus we bring this subject, which Is of such vital importance 
to man's best Interests, down to the present day, and to a time when 
the best thought of the world is engaged In determining and developing 
the possibilities of the wonderful and intricate problem-the extent of 
the Influence of the human mind. 

DUALITY OF THE MIND. 
The theory that man Is endowed with a dual mental organization IB 

not new. The essential truth of the .proposLtion has been recognized 
by philosophers of all ages and nations of the civilized world. Evi­
dences of this are seen In the faith of the ancient Greeks In cla.lmlng 
that man Is a trinity, made up of body, soul and spirit, tnus clea.rly 
recognizing the dual character of man's mental or spiritual organiza­
tion. Plato tells us that man Is a trinity of soul, soul-body, and 
earth-body. 

The early Christian fathers confidently pro�laimed the same doctrine, 
and It Is the basis of their conception of God as a '1\rinLty in ·his per­
sonality, m10de of ex!S>tence, or manifestations.
